Report: Boeing to pay govt 
$2M  to settle lawsuit

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — 
The Boeing Co. has agreed to 
pay S2 million to the Justice 
Department to settle a whis­
tle-blower’s previously sealed 
claims that the company over­
billed the government for 
work done at a plant in San

Antonio, a newspaper reported 
Tuesday.

The government joined in 
a 2006 lawsuit filed by for­
mer Boeing employee Edward 
Quintana, who claimed 
Boeing manipulated records 
to show others besides him

had been maintaining Air 
Force KC-135 tankers when 
they had not, the San Antonio 
Express-News reported. The 
lawsuit was kept secret while 
the Justice Department inves­
tigated Quintana’s claims.

On the first of August, Jason Rowell, 
was working on a stump in his backyard 
when he became faint.

“I got dizzy and passed out,” Rowell 
said.

When he came to, he tried to call his 
wife who was going to run some errands, 
but passed out again.

“My chest was hurting,” Rowell said. 
“My heart was racing.”

He finally made it to die front yard and 
flagged his wife down as she pulled out 
the drive.

“She called 911,” Rowell said, “and they 
showed up. I thought I was having a heart 
attack.”

The Pampa Fire Department was die 
first on the scene with Capt. Keith Amzen, 
Engine Operator Jim Sirmans and Fire 
F i l te r  Kasey Presson.

“They tried to get my heart rate down,” 
Rowell said. “Everything they tried, they 
couldn’t get it to come down.”

When the Guardian Ambulance Service 
showed up, Bryan Johnson and Alan 
Price, also tried to get his heart rate down 
(Johnson is also a Pampa firefighter).

“They loaded me up with some drugs,” 
Rowell said, “and tried to get my heart rate 
to come down.”

Nothing worked.
Rowell’s heart was beating 2S6 times

ist trial in ‘fight 
club’ case begins

O h , I  WISH I  W ERE...

CORPUS CHRISTI, 
Texas (AP) —  A pros­
ecutor told jurors Tuesday 
diat videos showing for­
mer employees at a state 
facility trying to force 
developmentally disabled 
residents to fight each 
other would be “one of the 
saddest things you’ve ever 
seen.”

Six former employees of 
the Corpus ChHsti State 
School were charged for 
their roles in the orches­
trated late-night bouts 
between residents, which 
police called a “fight club.”

At the start of die first 
trial Tuesday, Nueces 
County Assistant District 
A tto n ^  Doug Mann said 
other former employees 
would testify diat die f ^ t s  
occurred almost nighdy.

“This was their form of 
entertainment,” Mann said.

Jesse Salazar, 25, is the
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first of the former employ­
ees to go on trial. He is 
accused of helping to insti­
gate the fights and failing 
to stop them.

Salazar’s attorney, Cecil 
Starcher, said in his open­
ing statement that Salazar 
was actually stopping the 
fights, which he described 
as a regular occurrence in 
a facility housing violent 
people.

If convicted of intention­
ally promoting the fights or 
striking a resident, Salazar 
could face two to 10 years 
in prison. If jurors decide 
Salazar’s crime was one 
of omission for not stop­
ping the fights, he could 
be sentenced to between 
six months and two years 
in jail.

Shriver dies at 88
BOSTON (AP) 

- President John F. 
Kennedy’s sister, Eunice 
Kennedy Shriver, who car­
ried on the family’s public 
service tradition by found­
ing the Special Olympics 
and championing the rights 
of the mentally disabled, 
died early Tuesday sur­
rounded by relatives at a 
Hyannis hospital. She was 
88.

Shriver had suffered a 
series of strokes in recent 
years and died at Cape Cod 
Hospital, her family said in 
a statement. Her husband, 
her five children and all 19 
of her grandchildren were 
by her side, the statement 
said.

“She was the light of 
our lives, a mother, wife, 
grandmother, sister and 
aunt who taught us by 
example and with passion 
what it means to live a 
faith-driven life of love

— and our world — that 
no physical or mental bar­
rier can restrain the power 
of the human spirit.”

As celebrity, social 
worker and activist, Shriver 
was credited with trans­
forming America’s view of 
the mentally disabled from 
institutionalized patients 
to friends, neighbors and 
athletes. Her efforts were 
inspired in part by the 
struggles of her mentally 
disabled sister, Rosemary.

“We have always b«*n 
honored to share our moth­
er with people of good 
will the world over who 
believe, as she did, that 
there is no limit to the 
human spirit,” her family 
said in the statement.

The Joiner’s large 
extended family and 
Mulkey’s friends and for­
mer Harvester teammates 
all helped look for him.

This was Joiner’s worst 
fear realized: What would 
1 do if my child disap­
peared?

“It was a nightmare,’’ she 
said “This is our child. I’ve 
always been kind of obses­
sive about knowing where 
my children are.’’

She called the Pampa 
Police Department and 
reported Mulkey missing.

A frantic search contin­
ued for Mulkey, family 
and friends fhistrated by 
what they perceived as a 
lack of urgency on the part 
of law enforcement.

However, a 19 year-old 
is an adult and there was 
nothing to investigate if 
there was no evidence of 
foul play.

Police asked officers in 
the region to be on the 
lookout for Mulkey’s vehi­
cle and to ask him to call 
home if he was located.

Early Wednesday morn­
ing Joiner said Mulkey 
woke up alone in his truck. 
His alleged kidnappers 
were gone.

Not knowing where he 
was or if the men would be 
back. Joiner said Mulkey 
chewed the duct tape to 
free his hands and then was 
able to unbind his feet.

Then he ran.
The Waterloo, Iowa, 

police helped the young 
man, who was disoriented,
JclijidialcJ Olid CAliauslcd.

They went 
through his computer. 
There was nothing even

“Josh isn’t an angel, but 
he’s a good kid, he’s never 
been one to get in trouble,” 
she added.

Because Mulkey was 
transported across state 
lines, the FBI has been 
consulted, but local police 
say the FBI is not the lead 
agency on the case.

Details of the case are 
not being released by the 
Pampa Police Department 
at this time due to the 
ongoing investigation.

Department is providing 
assistance with ftie inves­
tigation.

The bill that’s coming 

due for all of the bailouts 
may accomplish what no 
politician has been able to 
since George Washington 
ran for president and won 
over the hearts of constitu­
ents by buying rounds in 
local pubs.

Just the murmurs of mid­
dle income tax increases to 
pay for the economic bail­
out and healthcare reform 
are getting the quiet, sub­
urban Middle American 
voter who just wanted to be 
left alone to raise his fam­
ily and hang out with his 
neighbors to start gather­
ing together. An even big­
ger surprise is that they’re 
crossing party lines.

Instead of separating into 
media-designated red or 
blue squares these people 
have started comparing 
notes and have had the 
audacity to start compro­
mising in order to come 
up with the most compre­
hensive solutions that fall 
within a budget not con­
jured out of fairy dust. It 
boggles the lobbyist mind­
set.

Dangerous times for the 
bigwigs in Washington 
when there’s an angry

mob of voters on the loose 
who are no longer easy to 
appease with catchy slo­
gans. These middle-aged 
protesters are even coming 
up with their own plans, 
more bad news and it could 
result in grassroots efforts 
with innovative ideas that 
don’t include AIG exec­
utives on a cruise while 
police officers and public 
school teachers are laid off.

Middle America is com­
ing together in unprece­
dented red-faced numbers 
and shouting, ‘enough’. It 
was visible on the faces 
of the voters at town hall 
meetings with President 
Obama who weren’t ask­
ing questions as much as 
venting frustration.

This particular swath of 
America is an interesting 
bimch because most of 
them started to come of age 
during the late ‘60’s and 
early ‘70’s when protest 
and creating actual change 
was all the rage.

Just ask all those execu­
tives who were fired for 
running their companies 
into the ground but went 
home with millions in 
their pockets. Even bet­
ter, ask the ones who have 
kept their jobs despite an 
extremely poor job perfor­
mance. They know how 
this game is played.

Instead, it’s as if the poli­
ticians conveniently went 
to the bathroom when the 
check arrived at the table 
and have assumed we’re 
big enough suckers to just 
handle it. That’s under­
standable given our previ­
ous reluctance to organize 
around middle class issues.

But, pay attention because 
the times are changing. At 
some point everyone gets 
tired of being taken for 
granted and for the middle 
class the time has arrived. 
We get it now. The politi­
cians just aren’t that into us 
and are only going to call 
when they need something 
before they head back to 
the deep pockets they truly 
love.

That’s okay because we 
can take care of ourselves 
and just you wait and see. 
The strength of America 
was never at the top. It’s 
always been with the aver­
age American voter who 
gets up and goes to work, 
shows up at school night 
and takes care of their 
elderly parents. Finally, 
they’re catching on to 
that too and are organiz­
ing everywhere to come up 
with their own agenda. It’s 
as if we’ve finally kicked 
the freeloaders out of the 
basement.
