Commissioners working on 2010 budget

The Gray County Commissioners 
Court voted to set a proposed 
tax rate for Fiscal Year 2010 of 
0.48103.

County Judge RichEnd Peet 
noted during Friday morning’s 
^secial called meeting of the com­
mission that this tax rate is in only

proposed and is not binding on a 
fin^ rate.

Peet said the proposed rate could 
always be lowered, but it can’t be 
raised. He said h can always go 
down, but it can’t go up.

For that reason, Peet recom­
mended the proposed rate be at the 
rollback rate level.

“When we finally vote on the

budget, vote on the tax and dis­
cuss^  it,’’ he said, “can always 
lower that rate.”

Peet said that 48 cents per $100 
valuation would be the highest the 
county could go without having 
the potential for a rollback elec­
tion.

The proposed tax rate is based 
on a tax rate of 0.43274 for the

General Fund, 0.0404 for the Road 
and Bridge Fund and 0.00784 for 
Debt Service.

County Auditor Elaine Morris 
indicated that the money is kept in 
the General Fund until it is needed. 
Putting it in the Road and Bride 
Fund, she said, would limit the uses 
for the money to specific purposes.

NEW YORK (AP) 
— Oil prices jumped 
Friday to a new high for 
the year after Federal 
Reserve Chairman Ben 
Bemanke said that the 
U.S. economy is near­
ing a recovery and 
other economic data 
backed him up.

Benchmark crude for 
October delivery rose 
98 cents to senle at 
$73.89. After Bemanke 
spoke at an annual Fed 
conference in Jackson 
Hole, Wyo., prices 
briefly neared $75.

The price for natu­
ral gas plummeted to 
a new seven-year low, 
which suggests some 
skepticism about an 
economic rebound. 
Natural gas is used

by major industries, 
including utilities, for 
power.

Energy experts had 
a hard time explaining 
how natural gas can 
plunge while prices for 
other energy futures, 
including heating oil 
and gasoline, continue 
to rise.

“If there’s a recov­
ery, people would be 
using electricity first 
before they buy gaso­
line,” said Peter Beutel 
at Cameron Hanover. 
“Yet oil prices are 
going up and natural 
gas prices are down.”

Oil started climbing 
early in the morning 
after financial informa-

Six Flags lays
out Ch. II 
restructuring

WILMINGTON, Del. (AP) — Creditors of amuse­
ment park company Six Flags Inc. may own a 
majority stake in the company when it emerges from 
Ch. 11 bankruptcy protection, according court docu­
ments filed Friday.

A debt-to-equity swap would allow select lenders 
— mostly banks that loaned the company money, led 
by JPMorgan Chase Bank — to wind iq> with 92 per­
cent of the company’s common stock. They’ll also 
issue Six Flags, which sought federal bankruptcy 
protection in June, a new $600 million loan.

Meanwhile, top executives at the New York- 
based comptmy including CEO Marie Shapiro, could 
receive emergence bonuses totaling more than $5 
million.

Executives also stand to get 10 percent of the new 
stock in stock options and restricted stock, a perk 
that’s potentially worth tens of millions of dollars.

Shapiro, who is on tap to get a $3 million emer­
gence bonus, is set to get a base salary of $ 1.3 million 
and up to $2.6 million in bonuses each year, accord­
ing to the filings.

The documents were filed Friday in the U.S. 
Bankruptcy Court in Delaware.

Pilot pleaded to evacuate 
stranded passengers

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — 
Continental Express Flight 
2816 smelled like diapers. 
It had no food and a lull 
toilet. Its 47 passengers 
had been stranded on a tar­
mac in southern Minnesota 
since after midnight.

“They are getting really 
upset —  you know, wiA 
the pUme,” the CEiptain told 
her dispatcher just before 
3 ajn.

Recordings released 
Friday of conversations 
among the captain, dis­
patcher and staff for anoth­
er airline at the Rochester, 
Minn., airport expose a 
breakdown that kept the 
plane sitting on the tarmac 
for almost six hours — 
for no clear reason — and 
triggered a Department of 
Transportation investiga­
tion.

Transportation Secretary 
Ray LaHood released the 
recordings along with con­
clusions from his depart­
ment’s investigation exon­

erating ExpressJet, the 
regional carrier that operat­
ed the flight for Continental 
Airlines.

Instead, he criticized 
Mesaba Airlines —  which 
was in charge because it 
had the only employees left 
at the airport — for refus­
ing to let the passengers 
inside the terminal because 
all security personnel had 
left for the night.

“There was a complete 
lack of common sense 
here,” LaHood added. “It’s 
no wonder the flying public 
is so angry and fhistrated.”

The plane left Houston 
at 9:23 p.m. Friday and 
was scheduled to arrive in 
Minneapolis by midnight. 
Instead, severe thunder­
storms forced air control­
lers to divert the plane 
south to Rochester, where 
it landed about 12:30 a.m.

It received clearance to 
take off at 2 a.m., but the 
storms started again.

The captain called dis­

patchers in Houston 45 
minutes later.

“Well, the weather is 
moving in here now,” she 
said. “So I mean this is get­
ting to be ridiculous. We 
CEUi see lightning off — I 
mean, the weather is mov­
ing southeast. It’s moving 
here right down on top of 
us.”

When dispatch called 
back 12 minutes later, she 
asked if a bus was com­
ing to take passengers to 
Minneapolis, about 85 
miles away. Dispatch said 
flash flooding had made 
the roads impassable.

The recordings show 
dispatchers trying to per­
suade officials for Mesaba, 
a unit of Delta Air Lines 
of Atlanta, to allow pas­
sengers inside. Passengers 
from an earlier flight 
diverted to Rochester had 
been allowed to deplane 
and were driven by to

Alfred N. “Knute” 
Dowers, Jr. was bom in 
Boyd, Oklahoma on 
December 10, 1921. His 
family moved to Perryton 
early in his childhood. 
While playing football at 
Perryton High School he 
acquired the name Knute 
(Rockne) and used this 
name the rest of his life.

He graduated from 
Perryton High in 1938. 
After graduating ftx>m high 
school he enrolled in col­
lege at Canyon. Soon 
after, this adventmous 
young man left his fam­
ily, hometown and school­
ing and made his way to 
California. After running 
out of fimds, he joined 
the Army in 1939 at Fort 
MacArthur, California. He 
was assigned to the Coast 
Artillery section and sent 
to Corregidor. There he 
was wounded in battle, 
eventually taken prisoner 
by the Japanese and forced 
to participate in the “death 
march”. In 1943 his fam­
ily was notified that he 
had been transferred from 
a Philippine prison to 
Osaka, Japan aboard one 
of the “hell-ships”. He 
remained at the Osaka pris­
on until after the bomb was 
dropped and then he and 
the others simply walked 
out of the prison, even­
tually boarding the hospi­
tal ship.

He had been a prisoner 
for three years and three 
months and he weighed 98 
pounds.

hostile ground fire.”

Lt. Colonel Ayres flew 
his second tour of duty 
in Vietnam in 1970-71 
flying the F4E Phantom. 
He led a flight of fighter 
aircraft in an attack on 
a highly strategic troop 
concentration and supply 
storage area. In spite of 
intense small arms fire and 
in complete disregard for 
his own safety, he led his 
flight in making numerous 
low angle bombing passes, 
which resulted in numer­
ous troop bunkers, mili­
tary structures and trenches 
destroyed as well as sev­
eral cubic yards of sup­
plies in bunkers destroyed 
or damaged. He unhesitat­
ingly made repeated dive 
bombing passes on these 
missions under marginal

Ayers
weather conditions, in 
areas of rugged mountain 
terrain often in the night 
strike environment while 
receiving intense hostile 
anti-aircnftt fire.

Lt. Colonel Ayers died 
along wifti his crew mate 
Lt. Colonel Charles W. 
“Chuck” Stratton as they 
crewed an F4E Phantom 
on January 3, 1971 on a 
night time strike mission 
in Laos. They were MIA 
until found and remains

Cap and Trade: A  Job Killer for Texas

As the summer winds 
down and the fall picks 
up, the Senate will return 
to a legislative agenda 
marked with more mas­
sive and misguided pro­
posals being pushed by 
the Administration and 
Democratic Leadership. 
One that all Texans should 
pay close attention to is 
“Cap and Trade” legisla­
tion. The proposal could 
level a deeper impact on 
our state’s economy and 
the financial well-being of 
Texas families than any 
bill in recent memory.

The concept of Cap and 
Trade is based on the idea 
that total national emis­
sions are capped at a pre­
determined amount, there­
by limiting the amount 
of greenhouse gases that 
companies can emit. 
Emitting companies are 
provided a set of allow­
ances on an aimual basis 
for every ton of carbon 
dioxide they plan to release 
into the atmosphere. Over 
time, the total greenhouse 
gas emissions allowed are 
reduced until the ultimate 
pollution-reduction goal 
is met. Businesses whose 
emissions will exceed their 
cap in any given year must 
purchase emission allow­
ances from those who are 
releasing less carbon and 
are not utilizing their full 
allotment.

I am concerned about 
the impact this bill would

have on Texas, which 
would be disproportion­
ately impacted by Cap and 
Trade legislation because 
it is an energy and manu­
facturing state. In fact, 
Texas provides the nation 
with more energy than any 
other state. It is Ae leading 
crude oil-producing state 
in the nation, as well as 
the nation’s leading natu­
ral gas producer. Texas’s 
26 petroleum refineries 
account for more than one- 
fourth of all U.S. refin­
ing capacity. Because 
energy and manufacturing 
is prevalent in Texas, we 
have a disproportionately 
high level of greenhouse 
gas emissions compared 
to states that utilize our 
energy production rather 
than producing their own. 
By its nature, the cap and 
trade system is designed 
to raise the cost of conven­
tional energy by requiring 
emission allowances for its 
usage.

When manufactiu'ers 
are face excessive costs 
for the right to produce 
their goods (ie. run their 
plants), they will have to 
pass those costs down to 
consumers. Every time a 
consumer switches on a 
light, turns on the air con­
ditioner, or runs a load of 
dishes, they will feel the 
residual effects of taxes 
on the energy industry for 
producing this power. If 
Cap and Trade becomes 
law, it is estimated that 
the average Texas house-

She said that she gener­

ally draws up a conserva­
tive budget.

Morris said the budget she 
is drawing up will probably 
have $250,000 more than 
is shown because of her 
conservative approach to 
showing revenues.

said its composite pur­
chasing managers’ index 
showed the European 
economy was stabilizing.

“If Europe’s coming 
out of recession, the euro 
could get even stronger,” 
analyst Phil Flynn said. 
“That means more demand 
for oil.”

And the dollar did fall 
against the euro to end the 
week, effectively making 
dollar-based oil cheaper 
across the globe. That cre­
ated its own momentum 
and drew a lot of investor 
money into crude, mean­
ing the price for gasoline 
and other fuels will likely 
move up as well.

Gasoline prices have 
flattened and few expect 
a major run on prices as 
the driving season winds 
down.

new housing data showed 
that people are buying.

Just as Bemanke began 
to speak, the National 
Association of Realtors 
said that home resales 
posted the largest month­
ly increase in at least 10 
years, which may have 
helped push energy prices 
higher.

Crude this year has tend­
ed to jump even margin­
ally good economic news. 
It has been slightly more 
than a year since a barrel 
of crude soared close to 
$150 per barrel and few 
people believe that at some 
point, demand for energy 
will not rebound strongly.

The question is when.
Earlier this week, the 

U.S. government report­
ed that crude in storage, 
which had been building 
for weeks, fell by a surpris­
ing 8.4 million barrels as 
refiners cut back on petro­
leum imports. Crude prices 
jumped sharply.

In other Nymex trading, 
gasoline for September 
delivery added 1.34 cents 
to settle at $1.9956 a gal­
lon and heating oil for 
September delivery added 
1.97 cents to settle at 
$1.9049 a gallon. Natural 
gas for September deliv­
ery tumbled another 14.1 
cents to settle at $2.804 per 
1,000 cubic feet.

hold income will shrink by 
$1,136 a year in 2012, the 
year the legislation would 
take effect, due to increas­
es in utility bills, groceries, 
transportation costs, and 
more. This could result in 
a total potential cost of 
nearly $7 billion for Texas 
families.

The legislation is also 
a job killer, because some 
American companies will 
not be able to maintain 
operations under the Cap 
and Trade system’s cost 
burdens and stringent 
regulations. Studies show 
that Cap and Trade would 
result in the loss of 2 mil­
lion U.S. jobs. The jobs 
will move to other coun­
tries, thereby increasing 
our dependence on foreign 
energy supplies (which 
already is 60 percent of 
all the energy America 
needs). In our state, up 
to 277,000 Texans could 
lose their jobs in 2012. By 
2030, the number of lost 
jobs in Texas could rise to 
400,000.

While reducing green­
house gases is an impor­
tant goal, a better approach 
is to reduce carbon emis­
sions while simultaneously 
creating jobs and growing 
the economy. One way is

to expand emission-free 
nuclear energy. Nuclear 
energy is clean, safe, reli­
able, and cost-effective. 
Today, we have 17 appli­
cations at the Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission 
for 26 new nuclear reac­
tors. Congress must work 
to get these reactors online 
and in production.

These are just a few 
examples of how we can 
do something positive for 
the environment with­
out hurting the economy. 
We can put America at 
the forefront of technology 
development, while creat­
ing jobs and stimulating 
the economy. Moreover, 
we can move America for­
ward rather than subject 
it to a competitive disad­
vantage to countries such 
as China and India that 
do not impose pollution 
mandates on their busi­
nesses and manufacturers, 
thereby making their prod­
ucts cheaper on the global 
market.

I believe the goal of car­
bon reduction through the 
development of technology 
is one that we can achieve. 
But we must be wise in 
how we choose to meet the 
challenge.

In other business, the 

commissioner’s court dis­
cussed the county’s FY 
2010 proposed budget.

However, Mesaba offi­

cials said there were no 
more buses available.

“I can’t get her a bus, I 
can’t do anything,” said a 
Mesaba representative.

“You can’t do anything 
for her? OK,” said the 
ExpressJet dispatcher.

“No.”
“Because she was say­

ing nobody was letting her 
off the airplane, letting the 
people off the airplane and 
all that,” the dispatcher 
continued

“We can’t — I mean we 
were just able to let these 
guys off. We can’t get 
them a bus. If I can’t secure 
them a bus, I can’t have 
them in a closed airport,” 
the Mesaba representative 
replied.

Eight minutes later: “I 
just spoke to (Mesaba’s 
representative) out there 
and she says there is noth­
ing she can do to help us 
out,” the dispatcher told the 
captain. “She’s not going to 
let them off the airplane.”

The exasperated captain 
replied; “That’s ridicu­
lous.”

Just after 4 a.m., about 
four hours into the ordeal, 
passenger Eleanor Thatcher 
said she remembered one 
of her husband’s former 
high school students was 
Steven Leqve, manager of 
the Rochester airport. She 
said she called his home. “I 
wanted him to know what 
was going on,” she said, 
adding that Leqve agreed 
to come to the airport.

At 5 a.m., the flight got 
clearance again. But by 
then, its crew had worked 
more than the legal limit of 
hours. Another crew had to 
be flown in.

Passengers were kept 
waiting until 6 a.m. before 
they could enter the ter­
minal. It took another 
2‘/i hours for the passen­
gers to re-board the same

plane — still with a full, 
smelly toilet — to head to 
Mitmeapolis. They landed 
at 9:15 a.m., almost half a 
day after leaving Houston.

Mesaba CEO John 
Spanjers said he disagreed 
with the department’s con­
clusions, which do not 
match his airline’s under­
standing of the event.

Continental has issued 
each passenger a refimd 
for the flight, a $200 
travel voucher and a $50 
American Express Gift 
Card, said Liidc Christin, 
who was also on the flight.

Richard Bird was bom

Prior to his military service 
he hitch-hiked to Austin 
to attended college at the 
University of Texas, wait­
ing tables in the girls’ dorm 
Co earn money.
; He enlisted in the Army 
in 1942. The classifying 
officer told him that he 
would not serve in com­
bat due to a problem with 
bis eyesight, yet after much 
Qoxing; he convinced the 
officer that he needed to 
be in the infantry because 
his dad had served in the 
infantry in WWI. The 
officer drew a line through 
Special Service and wrote 
m infantry. He was sent 
to Camp Maxey in Paris, 
Texas for his basic train­
ing, and then transferred 
tio the European Theater 
^nd landed at LaHarve, 
France. He served with 
the 99th Infantry Division 
in Germany. This division 
was made up largely of col­
lege students who had not 
yet seen battle.

On December 19, 1944 
Bird was taken prisoner dur­
ing a bloody battle waged 
in Belgium’s Ardennes 
Forest -  the battle we now 
know as the Battle of the 
Bulge. Bird and many

He has served as City

He 
received his Navy “Wings 
of Gold” on February 2, 
1962. On December 26, 
1962 Lt.jg Joe Cooke 
became a Golden Dragon 
of Attack Squadron 192.

On May 21, 1964 Lt. 
Cooke was flying in his 
A4C Skyhawk ^ m  the 
carrier USS Bon Homme 
Richard when he went down 
and was never found. The 
carrier and his Squadron 
VA-192 had been assigned 
to their 1st combat cruise 
to the Western Pacific 
Vietnam War Theater fixim 
January 28, 1964 through 
November 21, 1964 when 
he disappeared. The United 
States had not yet officially 
let the world Imow that we 
were involved in Vietnam. 
President Kennedy made 
the decision to conduct 
covert air, ground and 
sea missions in 1961 and 
the United States did not 
officially recognize our 
entry into the war until the 
Gulf of Tonkin incident

Cowboys win stadium preseason opener

ARLINGTON, Texas 
(AP) — Dallas Cowboys 
fans got a glimpse of 
everything they were hop­
ing to see Friday night.

Their new stadium daz­
zled. Tony Romo was dam 
good. And the Cowboys 
won, pretty easily.

In the first football game 
at the nearly $1.2 billion 
Cowboys Stadium, Romo 
looked right at home, going 
18 of 24 for 192 yards and 
sending Dallas on its way 
to a 30-10 victory over the 
Tennessee Titans in a pre­
season game.

“It was incredible,” 
Romo said, comparing the 
atmosphere to a regular- 
season game. “It’s really 
exciting to be a part of 
something this special. It’s 
only going to continue and 
get better as the year goes 
on.”

Thousands of fans rushed 
in when the doors opened 
two hours before kickoff, 
many eager to see just how 
humongous the overhead 
video boards are and some 
simply in a hurry to claim 
the best standing-room 
spots. By the time play­
ers walked through a club 
packed with fans to get 
to the field, they were all 
smiles about finally getting 
to play in this place they’ve 
heard so much about for 
so long.

“The electricity that we 
felt just prior to the open­
ing kickoff was really spe­
cial,” said Cowboys owner 
Jeirry Jones, who spent 
more than $825 million on 
the building, the rest of the 
$1.15 billion tab picked up 
by city taxpayers. “A great 
night. A great crowd. And 
an event we will remember 
for a long, long time.”

and out on its first three 
drives, including the one 
that ended in a field goal;

“It was really important 
to get that touchdown,” 
Collins said. “It was good 
to finish on a strong note.”

There’s also 
no giant star on the 50-yard 
line, like the one made 
famous at Texas Stadium

when Terrell Owens cel­
ebrated on it while play­
ing for the San FratKisco 
49ers. Gotta save some­
thing for the home opener 
against the Giants on Sept. 
20.

Perhaps the most nota­
ble stadium nugget Friday 
night was that Termessee’s 
rookie punter A.J. Trapasso 
kicked the ball into the bot­
tom of the massive video 
boards, forcing a do-over.

AFS exchange students to Pampa High School 
are Simone Wallschleger of Switzerland and Ruut 
Hanhikorpi of Finland. Over 90 AFSS exchange stu­
dents have attended PHS since 1952.

The two AFS exchange students new to Pampa High 
School this school year like horses and horseback riding 
and plan to take horseback riding lessons.

They are in a double placement with the Al Williams 
family who have the horses; and the girls’ first experi­
ence in Texas was helping in the concession stands at the 
Pampa rodeo.

Simone Wallschleger is from Stengelbach, Switzerland, 
a town of 4,500 in the north part of the country. Ruut 
Hanhikorpi is from Tefvalampi, a town of 16,000 near 
Helsinki, Finland. They are both fi-om cold winter coun­
tries with snow, so their homes have thick walls.

Both girls take their shoes off at the door in their home 
countries; they both play the piano and speak English 
and German. Simone explained that her Swiss town is 
four hours from Italy, one hour from Germany, two hours 
fiom Austria, and two hours from France. She speaks 
Swiss German at home, German at school, and knows 
French and Italian. The second language in Finland is 
Swedish, which Ruut also speaks. Languages offered in 
Ruut’s school also include French, Russian, and Spanish.

In listing products from their countries, Ruut stated 
that Finland is famous for the Nokia camera, Fiskars 
scissors, and for knives.

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Archaeologists search for Texas plantation remains
I HEMPSTEAD, Texas 
» (AP) — Archaeologists 
• are combing through a site 
I about 50 miles northwest 
! of Houston that nearly 

two centuries ago became 
Texas’ largest plantation 
and then a staging area 
for Gen. Sam Houston’s 
troops before the decisive 

; Battle of San Jacinto.
The project that start­

ed this summer seeks 
to detail and preserve 
remains of Bernardo, a 
plantation established 
along the Brazos River 
in 1822 by Jared Ellison 
Groce II, one of the “Old 
Three Hundred’’ settlers of 
Stephen F. Austin’s colony 
who received land grants 
from Spain.

“If you read any of the 
early documents about 
the fight for Texas inde­
pendence, this plantation 
site figured prominently 
in that,” said Jim Bruseth, 
director of the Texas 
Historical Commission’s 
archaeology division. 
“Anybody of any impor­
tance came through here.”

Archaeologists from 
the commission last week 
brought in supersensitive 
ground radar and magnet­
ic detection devices that 
resemble high-tech baby 
strollers to scan the prop­
erty and make electronic 
underground pictures of

what now is a pasture used 
primarily for grazing hors­
es and cattle.

The buildings at 
Bernardo have long dis­
appeared. An old cistern 
— out of which a tree has 
grown for years — is the 
only visible evidence of 
long-ago generations.

Preliminary findings 
from the electronic tests 
show signs of what’s 
believed to be building 
foundations.

“So far, the remote sens­
ing work is indicating 
there’s some really good 
intact deposits,” Bruseth 
said.

The original structures 
included a I'A-story log 
house known as the “Big 
House,” quarters for trav­
elers, a detached kitchen 
and dairy, and a home for 
an on-site physician who 
may have been the first 
doctor in Texas. The Groce 
family also had a school- 
house, stables and other 
structures. Slave quarters 
included multiple cabins, 
a kitchen and nursery, a 
cotton gin and blacksmith 
shop, and a home for their 
overseer.

Groce, a native Virginian, 
had moved to Georgia 
and then Alabama when 
Austin’s plans for a new 
colony in Texas — and 
maybe some angry credi-

tors — persuaded him to 
relocate his family, live­
stock, 100 slaves and some 
SO wagons to the east bank 
of the Brazos, just south 
of Hempstead in Waller 
County.

He arrived in January 
1822 and selected a site 
that for centuries had been 
a river crossing, a kind of 
interstate roadway of the 
time. During low water 
periods, a sandstone ledge 
allowed people to walk 
across the river or cross 
easily on horseback.

Evidence of even prehis­
toric inhabitants dots the 
riverbank.

Greg Brown, who about 
nine years ago bought 
the 1,500-acre ranch that 
includes the plantation site, 
has a meatloaf-size tooth 
from a woolly mammoth
— one of two he’s found 
along the river.

“1 think the interest in 
Texas history is important 
for everybody, and if we 
find something here signif­
icant that contributes to that
— and we know there are 
some historical things that 
happened here — 1 think 
it’s very important to citi­
zens of Texas and histori­
ans of Texas,” said Brown, 
publisher of Cowboys & 
Indians, a magazine about 
the American West, and 
owner of a Houston televi­
sion station.

“This is where plantation 
history began in Texas,” 
said Light Cummins, the 
state historian. “This is 
the first major plantation 
and, in number of slaves, 
remains the largest plan­
tation in the Republic of 
Texas.”

It also became the last 
major cotton plantation 
established in the South 
and marked the old plant­
ing South’s farthest expan­
sion to the West, he said.

“In terms of early history 
of Texas, this is where the 
South became the West,” 
Cummins said.

Bernardo is credited as 
the site of the first cotton 
production in Texas, and 
for historians is significant

for its role in the battle that 
gave Texas independence 
from Mexico.

By April 1836, Groce 
had turned over day-to-day 
running of Bernardo to his 
son, Leonard, who allowed 
Houston to camp with his 
army in the days preced­
ing the battle just outside 
the city that now bears his 
name.

Bernardo also was home 
to some refugees of what 
became known as the 
Runaway Scrape, colonists 
who fled after the Mexican 
army led by Gen. Antonio 
Lopez de Santa Anna pre­
vailed in the siege at the 
Alamo in San Antonio and 
then marched east, setting 
up the pivotal San Jacinto 
battle.

According to the 
Texas State Historical 
Association’s Handbook of 
Texas, while Houston was 
at Bernardo, he took pos­
session of the Twin Sisters, 
a pair of cannons — made 
in Cincinnati and paid for 
by Ohioans sympathetic to 
the Texans’ cause — used 
at San Jacinto. It was the 
only artillery in Houston’s 
army.

Bernardo was inhabited 
through the end of the Civil

War. In 1866, the main 
building was dismantled 
and the timbers were used 
to build another home else­
where.

“From an archaeological 
standpoint, that’s wonder­
ful,” Bruseth said, explain­
ing that abandorunent of 
the site makes identifying 
artifacts easier. “What we 
have here is like a time cap­
sule. Everything is going 
to be related to the Groce 
plantation Bernardo.”

Once the electronic scan­
ning is completed, other 
researchers headed by the 
nonprofit Houston-based

Community Archaeology 
Research Institute will 
begin painstaking dig­
ging based on the elec­
tronic maps. Depending 
on what’s found, Bruseth 
speculated the dig could go 
on for years.

Researchers also have 
maps drawn around 1930 
by Sarah Ann Groce Berlet 
based on information she 
remembered from her 
father, who was Leonard 
Groce’s son. Her great­
grandfather, plantation 
founder Jared Groce, died 
in late 1836. Originally 
buried on the property, his 
remains and those of other 
family members later were 
removed to a cemetery in 
nearby Hempstead when 
ownership of the place 
changed hands.

But the property still 
includes a cemetery with 
tombstones marking deaths 
in the 1840s, making them 
among the oldest identified 
gravesites in Texas.

“The artifacts of sig­
nificance, I certainly don’t 
want to keep them in 
boxes,” said Brown, who 
legally would own what­
ever is found. “Anything 
they think is suitable for 
the public to see, we prob­
ably can make a deal with 
a museum. We certainly 
want people interested in 
this type of artifacts to 
view them somewhere 
where it’s appropriate.”

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Former migrant worker about to blast into spaee
. CAPE CANAVERAL. 
Fla. (AP) — He toiled in 
California’s farm fields 
alongside his Mexican 
migrant worker parents 
and didn’t learn English 
until he was 12. Now Jose 
Hernandez, NASA astro­
naut, is about to rocket into 
orbit.

His parents will be in 
Florida next week for 
space shuttle Discovery’s 
launch, as will his two 
older brothers and sis­
ter, who also worked the 
cucumber, sugar beet and 
tomato fields back in the 
1960s and 1970s.

“A lot of kids loved sum­
mer vacation,” Hernandez 
said in a recent interview. 
“We dreaded it because 
we knew what that meant. 
That meant we were going 
to be working seven days a 
week in the fields.”

Hernandez, 47, vividly 
recalls being dusty, sweaty 
and tired in the back seat 
of the family’s car after a 
hard day of labor. Before 
starting the engine, his 
father would look back at 
his children and tell them, 
“Remember this feeling 
because if you guys don’t 
do well in school, this is 
your future.”

“That was pretty power­
ful,” Hernandez recalled.

All four took it to heart. 
Each ¡graduated ft-om high 
school, “a moral vic­
tory” for third-grade edu­
cated Salvador and Julia 
Hernandez, now 71 and 
67 years old, respectively. 
Each went to college, “the 
icing on the cake,” accord­
ing to their youngest child.

“And of course now 
being an astronaut, to them 
that’s just unbelievable,” 
said the soon-to-be space­
man. “1 think they’re high­
er in orbit than we’re going 
to be in.”

Discovery is scheduled 
to blast off in the wee 
hours of Tuesday. Seven 
astronauts will be on board 
for the space station sup­
ply run, / including two 
M6xicah-Americans, as it 
turns out, and a Swede.

Those who deal with 
migrant farm workers also 
are soaring.

“When we see an exam­
ple like Jose, we are so 
happy,” said Matthew 
Sheaff, a spokesman 
for the Association of 
Farmworker Opportunity 
Programs in Washington. 
“It’s an example that any­

body can break the cycle of 
poverty that they live in.”

“It’s a great model for 
these farm woricer kids” 
just now heading home 
after picking crops this 
siunmer, Sheaff added.

Children are, in fact, 
Hernandez’s focus.

He’s formed a “Reaching 
for the Stars” foundation 
in Stockton, Calif., his 
hometown, to inspire local 
youngsters to excel in 
math, science, engineering 
and technology.

Whenever he gives 
motivational talks, “I say, 
‘Look, I can trade poor 
stories with the best of you 
here, and I’ll tell you that 
I’ll probably be coming out 
on the shorter end of the 
stick than you will.”

Each year, the Hernandez 
family would make the 
two-day car trip from La 
Piedad de Cavadas in the 
central Mexican state of 
Michoacan to California in 
March, working their way 
northward with the crops, 
until November. Then it 
was back to Mexico until 
the next March. The par­
ents insisted their children 
always attend school.

Hernandez, who was 
bom in French Camp, 
Calif., remembers asking 
his second-grade teacher 
for a couple months’ worth 
of homework when it 
came time for the family’s 
annual pilgrimage back to 
Mexico. The teacher urged 
his parents to set down 
roots; his father eventually 
started a tmeking business 
in Stockton.

Two things pointed 
Hernandez toward space.

During the Apollo moon 
landings, Hernandez would 
hold the rabbit ears steady 
on the family’s old black 
and white TV for good 
reception. He likes to kid 
“it’s through osmosis that 
I got to become an astro­
naut.”

Then, during his senior 
year, he learned of NASA’s 
first Hii^anic astronaut, 
Franklin Chang-Dikz, who 
was bom in Costa Rica.

“I said, ‘Hey, if he came 
from poor, humble begin­
nings and he became an 
astronaut, if he can do 
it, why can’t I do it?’ “ 
Hernandez said. He gravi­
tated toward math and sci­
ence because of his English 
limitations.

Hernandez ended up get­
ting bachelor’s and mas-

T exas Industries, 
D isney investor 
group elash

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Shares of Texas Industries 
Inc. rose Friday as it 
clashed publicly with a 
private equity ftind found­
ed by a nephew of Walt 
Disney.

Roy Disney, noted for 
his 2005 role in ousting 
Michael Eisner as head of 
the Walt Disney Co., found­
ed Shamrock Holdings 
Inc., a private equity fund 
that holds a 10.2 percent 
stake in Dallas-based Texas 
Industries, a large cement 
and gravel supplier.

On Oct. 22, Texas 
Industries shareholders will 
vote on candidates for three 
board seats.
' Through its Shamrock 
Activist Value Fund, the 
Disney group nominated 
three of its own candidates 
to the board, as well as 
proposed three corporate 
governance changes: year­
ly elections of all direc­
tors; nujority voting in all 
uncontested elections of 
directors and a referendum 
on the company's “poison 
pill” provision.

Currently, Texas 
Industries staggers elec­
tions for hs dfrectors and 
permits the election of an 
uncontested director nomi­
nee without a majority of 
shareholder votes.

On Thursday, Texas 
industries sent a letter to 
'shareholders urging them
s

. ^  --------------------------

to not vote for Shamrock’s 
three director nominees or 
its three proposals.

The letter said Shamrock 
has not been “construc­
tively responsive” to the 
company’s overtures, made 
“confusing accusations” 
and distorted facts around 
meetings between the two 
parties.

“We can only conclude 
that Shamrock is agitating 
for change of control of the 
company, which we believe 
will not serve the purpose 
of creating additional value 
for all shareholders,” the 
letter said.

In a Friday telephone 
call, Clifford Miller, man­
aging director of Shamrock 
Holdings, characterized die 
company’s letter as “pure 
fantasy.”

Earlier, in regulatory fil­
ings, Shamrock said Texas 
Industries imderperforms 
its peers and characterized 
the board as “insular and 
dominated by its current 
chairman of die board and 
former chief executive offi­
cer, Robert D. Rogers.”

In afternoon trading, 
Texas Industries shares 
rose $1.60, or 3.7 percent, 
to $44.43. Since June 29, 
when Shamrock filed its 
intent to nominate direc­
tors, shares have risen more 
dian a third.
