AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
Driving the kiddos to school
everyday is about to get more

- complicated in Texas.

That’s because a bevy of new
state laws that take effect Tuesday
target on-the-road safety, particu-
larly for children.

Starting this week, more chil-
dren will be required to ride in a
booster seat. Multitasking parents
who handle calls on their way to
school will need to use a hands-
free device to legally talk on the
phone in a school zone. And for
those who carpool, everyone in
the vehicle will soon be required
to wear a seat belt, no matter their
age

They’re among hundreds of
new state laws that lawmakers

adopted during this year’s leg-
islative session that take effect
Tuesday, the first day of the
state’s 2010 fiscal year

New safety requirements “will
make people safer,” said Tela
Mange, spokeswoman for the
Texas Department of Public
Safety. “I would rather listen to
my child complain about sitting
in a booster seat than face the
consequences if they weren’t.”

I'he new booster seat law
changes the requirement for chil-
dren to be secured in a booster
seat to those under eight years old
or shorter than 4-feet-9 inches.
Current law requires booster seats
for children under five and shorter

Hope fades for health
care bill compromise

WASHINGTON (AP)
Signaling a fading chance
for compromise, 'a leading
Republican negotiator on legisla-
tion for a major overhaul of U.S.
health care on Saturday criticized
Democratic legislative propos-
als as budget-busters that would
reroute spending for the elderly
and restrict medical choices.

The criticism from Sen. Michael
Enzi echoed that of many oppo-
nents of the Democratic plans
under consideration in the U.S.
Congress. But Enzi’s judg-
ment was especially noteworthy

because he is one of only three
Republicans who have been will-
ing to consider a bipartisan bill in
the Senate

Unlike most developed nations,
the United States does not have
universal health care

Delivering the Republicans’
weekly radio and Internet address,
Enzi said any health care legisla-
tion must lower medical costs
for Americans without increasing
deficits and the national debt

Pair of "1'exas officials go after Exxxon

DALLAS (AP) — A
pair of elected officials
in Texas is going after
Exxon Mobil, a name syn-
onymous with the state, for
allegedly stuffing aban-
doned oil wells with piles
of junk, sludge and tools
so other companies could
not drill in the same places,

The Texas Supreme
Court recently reversed
a jury’s finding that the

world’s largest publicly
traded oil company inten-
tionally wrecked the wells
nearly 20 years ago.

The state land commis-
sioner and comptroller,
however, don’t want Texas
to drop the case.

“They sabotaged
the wells,” said Land
Commissioner Jerry

Patterson, who began a
campaign against Exxon in

Y o

July, “If they’re allowed
to get away with that, that
puts the world on notice:
They can do what they
want. It’s bad public pol-
icy.”

State Comptroller Susan
Combs filed a brief asking
the supreme court to rehear
the case.

Texas is a huge benefi-
ciary of Exxon’s success in
the oil patch. The company

says it paid nearly $900
million in taxes and royal-
ties to the state in 2008
and has more than 38,000
employees and retirees liv-
ing in Texas,

But Combs says future
revenue from other energy
companies could be endan-
gered if they fear wells are
being damaged.

Parents: Make seasonal
flu vaccination a priority

HOUSTON - (Aug. 28,
2009) — While the vaccine
for HINI (swine) influen-
za 1s in the works, parents
should get their children
vaccinated for the seasonal
flu, said an expert at Baylor
College of Medicine

“It’s logical to get this
vaccine out of the way
before the HIN1 vaccine

1s available since school
children have the highest
rate of spreading the sea-
sonal influenza virus,” said

Dr. Paul Glezen, professor
of molecular virology and
microbiology at BCM
Because children are the
most likely to introduce
the virus into a household,
it’s important for them to
be given the flu shot first
l'his gives the rest of the
population more time to be
vaccinated, said Glezen
Despite preparation,
some kids might still catch
a bug, so it’s also important
that parents not let their
children go to school with

a fever. Teachers should
also be alert and send any
children with a fever to the
nurse

“It’s important to iso-
late the child as soon as
possible,” said Glezen.
“Keeping them at home
will prevent the spread of
germs to their peers.”

[f the child has flu-like
symptoms, parents should
seek antiviral treatment
for the child to reduce
the chance of spread the
virus to vulnerable con-
tacts, said Glezen. This is
especially important when
older adults and those with
chronic conditions are in
the household

Emphasizing respiratory
etiquette is also impor-
tant Good respiratory
etiquette should include
covering nose and mouth
when sneezing or coughing
- preferably with a dispos-
able tissue and then throw-
ing away the tissue and
washing hands.

the last of the wells.

Smaller drilling compa-
nies routinely follow major
producers and reopen
oil wells that have been
plugged after signing new
leases with the land own-
ers.

Usually the metal cas-
ings near the surface are
removed when a well is
abandoned. Cement plugs
are then inserted to close
off the hole.

But when workers with
the much smaller company
Emerald Oil & Gas tried to
re-enter sites in 1994, they
found numerous obstruc-
tions, including a tool
known used to break up
well casings that was still
loaded with explosives,
upside down drill bits,
other random tools, steel
debris and the gooey rem-
nants of oil tank bottoms,
according to lawyers and
court records.

“There’s only one reason
to do that, and that’s to
make it hard if not impos-
sible to re-enter the well,”
Patterson said.

Emerald and the land-
owners sued, and jurors
found Exxon guilty in
1999 of waste, negligence,
misrepresentation, breach
of lease and fraud. Exxon

was ordered to pay $18.6
million. An appeals court
agreed, but the supreme
court overturned all but the
fraud charges in March,
finding that, not only did
Emerald not have proper
legal standing in the case
because the original lease
was between Exxon and
the land owners, but the
statute of limitations had
expired

I'he fraud case relating to
documents that show how
the wells were plugged has
been sent back to a lower
court

Some energy experts
have a hard time believing
that a company like Exxon
would maliciously damage
wells

“The public relations
damage would cost more
than to buy the whole well
or the whole land,” said
Fadel Gheit, an analyst
with Oppenheimer & Co
“To me it doesn’t make
any sense. I'm not say
ing Exxon’s perfect, but
they have a procedure. You
can’t just abandon a well in
the middle of the night and
run away.”

'T'exas liquor board fires
3 over raid on gay bar

FORT WORTH, Texas
(AP) Texas’ liquor
board fired two agents and
a supervisor, disciplined
two other supervisors and
changed several policies
in the wake of a raid at
a gay bar that left a cus-
tomer seriously injured and
led to protests, officials
announced Friday.

The Texas Alcoholic
Beverage Commission said
agent Christopher Aller
and agent trainee Jason
Chapman, who participat-
ed in the June 28 raid at
the Rainbow Lounge, were
fired Friday. Their super-
visor, Sgt. Terry Parsons,
was not at the Fort Worth
bar that night but also was
fired, effective Sept. 2.

Aller and Chapman
failed to report that they
used force when arrest-
ing the customer or that
he was seriously injured,
according to a report on
the agency’s investigation
released earlier this month.
They also were accused
of participating in the
raid without their super-
visor’s approval, disrupt-
ing the business during the

raid and wearing improper
attire, the report states.

Parsons failed to ensure
that the agents submitted
a report on using force
during the arrest, did not
take appropriate action
after learning they didn’t
wear proper attire and did
not notify supervisors that
multiple arrests had been
made that night, the report
states.

The commission said
Parsons’ direct supervisor,
Lt. Gene Anderson, would

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Ogletree gets another chance to impress Cowboys

ARLINGTON, Texas
(AP) Roy Williams is
fresh off a hard hit to his
shoulder that probably will
cost him some valuable
time with Tony Romo. His
backup, Sam Hurd, is wait-
ing for a leg bruise to heal.

Boy, things sure are
working out well for Kevin
Ogletree.

An undrafted rookie
from Virginia, Ogletree
already had impressed

teammates and coaches on
the Dallas Cowboys during
training camp, then turned
more heads by making a
one-handed-while-getting-
interfered-with touchdown
catch in the preseason
home opener. Now, with
Williams and Hurd likely
to miss the preseason game
against the San Francisco
49ers on Saturday night,
Ogletree should get his
best chance yet to prove
how wrong teams were by
skipping him on draft day.

“Oh man, that’s my lit-
tle candle I'm keeping lit,
and it’s burning inside,”
Ogletree said

He gave up his final
year of college eligibility
because he thought he was
ready for the NFL, only to
watch 34 other receivers
get taken

“That was a tough period

for me, but I'm not even
looking at that now,” he
said. “Being here with the
Cowboys and playing for
this team means the most
to me. ... I couldn’t have
asked to be in a better place
and a better position on a
better team.”

Even before the injuries,
the Cowboys were a per-
fect place for Ogletree to
try snagging a roster spot,
and not merely because
they need to replace Terrell
Owens.

Dallas opened training
camp with four receivers
likely to make the squad.
Teams usually have five,
or even six, so Ogletree
knew there probably was
a job available, especially
for a receiver who could
prove himself on special
teams, too.

Then there was the

team’s recent history of

loading up on bargain-bin
receivers.

Other than Williams,
who was acquired for a
bundle of draft picks and a
$45 million contract exten-
sion, consider the pedigree
of the rest of Dallas’ main-
stays: Patrick Crayton,
seventh-round pick; Hurd,
undrafted; Miles Austin,
undrafted.

“That’s something I look

at,” Ogletree said.

Another thing in
Ogletree’s favor is the
presence of tight ends

coach John Garrett, the
brother of offensive coor-
dinator Jason Garrett. John
coached Ogletree for two
years at Virginia and prom-
ised him a fair shake; that
was a big reason he signed
with Dallas instead of the
other 20-plus teams that
offered him the chance to
try earning a job.

“I trusted that he had my
best interest in mind when
he told me that I would
have a good chance to play
here,” Ogletree said.

Ogletree caught 117
passes for 1,332 yards
and nine touchdowns at
Virginia. A knee injury

cost him a season, but rath-
er than use that medical
redshirt he decided to turn
pro. Of the 46 underclass-

men who entered the draft,
he was among nine who
weren'’t selected.

Once he was in camp,
none of that mattered.

The 6-foot, 192-pound
receiver has found a way
to stand out in a crowd
of seven receivers fight-
ing for that No. 5 spot.
The group includes Manny
Johnson, a seventh-round
pick from Oklahoma, and
Isaiah Stanback, a college
quarterback projected as a
receiver who was taken in
the fourth round in 2007
and has struggled to stay
healthy,

Through two preseason
games, Ogletree has three
catches for 37 yards and
the touchdown. Although
that might not sound like
much, none of the other
receiver candidates has
more than a single catch.

“I could see from day

one that the kid has some
ability,” Romo said. “His
approach has been good.
I think he’s got a good
head on his shoulders,
and he wants to get better.
That’s probably the No. 1

thing you look for out of

a young kid. Does he want
to improve and continue to
grow and get better? And
he does. I thought he did a
good job in the last game.
He’s coming along.”
Ogletree also is proving
himself on special teams.
In the preseason open-
er against the Raiders, he
didn’t have a catch but
he returned four kickoffs
for 107 yards, including a
39-yarder. He had a 21-yard
return in the second game,
against Tennessee. His
average of 26.8 yards is
best on the team, topping
Stanback, presumably his
top competition for a fifth

receiver’s job, and Austin,
the kickoff returner the last
three years.

Of course, he also has
that dazzling touchdown
on his resume. It was only
a 2-yarder, but it’s one he
could watch over and over.

“It was another chance
to try to put a stamp on me
being around and trying
to help this team win,” he
said. “It was a nice experi-
ence. Hopefully there will
be more to come.”

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Big screen evolves to compete

CHICAGO (AP) —
Today, young movie-
watchers look increasingly
like Molly O’Connor. A
junior at the University of
Dallas, she still goes to
the cinema occasionally,
but is often just as happy
to hunker down on a bed
ar a couch with friends to
watch a downloaded movie
on a laptop that’s perched
on a nearby desk or a chair.
. ‘“Sometimes, it’s nice to
have a wider screen, but I
don’t think I gain that much
by going to a movie theater
anymore,” the 20-year-old
student says. “Now, it’s
more about convenience.”

Or as 26-year-old
Michael Brody puts it:
“I watch movies the way
many people listen to music
— anytime, anywhere, any
way.” A freelance writer
in New York who blogs
about film, he used to go
to the movie theater every
week. Now he’s there once
or twice a month, partly
to save money and also
because he doesn’t think
most movies are worth the
effort.

Sounds like bad news for
movie theaters. But we’re
talking about an industry
that not only survived, but
ended up thriving amid the
arrival of television in the
1950s, videotapes in the
1980s, and DVDs in the
‘90s. The reason? An abil-
ity to continually remake
themselves and find new
ways to generate revenue,
by introducing everything
from the multiplex and
more elaborate concessions
to lengthy pre-show adver-
tising.

Now they’re doing it
again.

Step into some of the
more modern cinemas
these days, and you’ll
see increasingly common
enticements aimed at keep-
ing the lucrative youth mar-
ket, even as online video
becomes more accessible
on sites such as YouTube,
Netflix or Hulu — or from
movie pirates who steal
and distribute movics ille-
gally.

These upgraded theaters’
offerings begin with the
super-comfortable seating,
even lounge chairs and
bean bags in some audi-
toriums. Add 3-D effects
and larger-than-life IMAX
blockbusters, made pos-
sible by new digital projec-
tors. And then come the
midnight movie premieres
and opening-night parties.

To boost revenues and
appeal, many theaters also
are broadcasting live sport-
ing events, operas and sym-
phony performances and
hosting in-theater video
game competitions on the
big screen. Still others are
opening in-house restau-
rants and bars for those old
enough to drink alcohol.

It is this century’s answer
to the movie palace of
old — or the “Broadway-
ification” of the movie-
going experience, as
Charles Acland, professor
of communications studies
at Concordia University in
Montreal, calls it.

."“In a nutshell, what
you’re going to see is cin-

ema-going aimed at people
who go less frequently,”
says Acland, author of
“Screen Traffic: Movies,
Megaplexes and Global
Culture.”

It might cost a bit more,
he says. “But it will be
much more of a special
event. People will expect
some sort of an experi-
ence that you can’t get any-
where else.”

In Europe, cinemas are
taking it a step farther by
remaking themselves as
entertainment destinations
— with bowling alleys,
karaoke bars, comedy
clubs and children’s play
areas. Expect that here, too,
as well as interior design
schemes that appeal to the
18-t0-24 set, and that might
“dismay” the older crowd,
says Toronto-based theater
architect David Mesbur.

Still, experts who track
the movie industry say
that, so far, all these kinds
of efforts appear to be pay-
ing off, even in a recession.

Though domestic movie
admissions had flattened
or dipped slightly in the
past couple of years, tick-
et sales this year are up,
whether some of the most
popular movies have been
Academy Award material
or not.

“A  bad or poorly
received film can go down
a bit easier if one is sitting
in a comfortable reclining
seat and has the chance to
occasionally stretch their
legs. In this sense, cinema-
going has as much to do
today with the hospitality
industry as it does with the
film industry, per se,” says
Jeffrey Klenotic, associate
professor of communica-
tion arts at the University
of New Hampshire.

That’s why more the-
aters are focusing on mov-
ies with monster special
effects that don’t show well
on a computer screen or in-
home theater and that are
all but all but impossible
for movie pirates to steal —
and why major filmmakers
such as Jeffrey Katzenberg
and James Cameron  are
banking on 3-D and IMAX
technology as the future of
cinema. (Panasonic Corp.
also announced that they're
going to start selling 3-D
televisions next year.)

So far, movie-goers have
been more than willing to
pay more to see movies in
these special formats.

Acland, at Concordia
University, predicts that
will translate to more
blockbuster action films
geared toward the theaters,
while character-driven
films might open at the-
aters to create buzz, but
ultimately get more play
online.

Foster, at IMAX, agrees
and envisions fewer “mid-
range” films, those with
some action but weaker
plots or little character
depth. “I think those mov-
ies are going by the way-
side,” he says.

Of course, there will
always be those sur-
prise hits, such as “The
Hangover,” a character-

driven comedy that caught
on by word of mouth
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ouTsIDE PAMPA 800.842.3866
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— some of it by Twitter
and Facebook, which is
increasingly the case —
and ended up doing well at
the box office.

And even when amovie is
leaked online, that doesn’t
necessarily stop movie-
goers from seeing it at the
theater. That was the case
when “X-Men Origins:
Wolverine” brought in $87
million at the box office
its opening weekend last
spring, even though a ver-
sion of it had been making
the rounds on the Internet.

Still, there’s no doubt the
landscape is shifting. Some
filmmakers — Michael
Moore, Wayne Wang and
Johnny Knoxville among
them — have taken some
of their work directly to the
Internet on YouTube and
elsewhere. And more films
also are being released in
theaters at the same time
they’ve played on cable or
online.

The Internet also has pro-
vided new opportunities
for young filmmakers, like
24-year-old Philip Wang,
who are looking to break
into the business.

He and his buddies
started making short films
in 2003 when they were
students at the University
of California, San Diego.
Now their Wong Fu
Productions Web site gets
5,000 hits a day from loyal
fans who come to view
their frequently updated
collection of free short
films. They make money
by selling T-shirts and
other merchandise related
to their “brand” and from
speaking on college cam-
puses across the country.

“I don’t think movie the-
aters will ever be obso-
lete,” Wang says. “Sooner
than later, success online
will translate to success in
the mainstream.”
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Back-to-School

When parents talk about school safety
these days, they’re usually referring to
the surge in violence at schools.

guards. Walk the route with your chil-
dren beforehand. Tell him or her to stay
away from parks, vacant lots, fields
and other places where there aren’t
many people around. Before crossing
the street , stop at the curb, edge of the
road, or corner before proceeding. Look
left-right-left and, if it’s clear, begin
crossing, looking over your shoulder
for turning vehicles. Continue to check
for traffic while crossing.

* Teach your child never to talk to
strangers or accept rides or gifts from
strangers. Remember, a stranger is any-
one you or your children don’t know
well or don’t trust.

* Be sure your child walks to and from
school with a sibling, friend, or neigh-
bor.

* When driving kids, deliver or pick

them up as close to the school as pos-
sible. Don’t leave until they are in
schoolyard or building.

* if your child bikes to school make
sure he wears a helmet that meets the
safety standards. Research indicates
that a helmet can reduce the risk of
head injury by up to 85 percent.

* Be sure that your child knows his or
her home phone number and address,
your work number, the number of an-
other trusted adult, and how to call 911
for emergencies.

* Make sure your child’s teacher knows
about any allergies or other health
problems that your child may have.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Barack Obama
says a bill in Congress
would help him send mil-
lions more Americans to
college.

The bill would boost Pell
Grants for needy students.
But it does nothing to
curb college costs, which
rise much faster than Pell
Grants do.

And it spends precious
federal dollars on things
that don’t help pay for
college, such as construc-
tion at K-12 schools and
new preschool programs.
Lawmakers have an esti-
mated $87 billion to spend
on the legislation, but less
than half of the money
would go to Pell Grants.

The bill would do some
things to help college stu-
dents. It would ensure
lower interest rates for
need-based college loans.
It would shorten the laby-
rinthine college aid form.
It would provide money
for states and schools to
improve college access
and graduation rates. And
it would provide more col-
lege aid to veterans.

As a result, it has wide-
spread support and is
expected to win approval
in the House when law-
makers return from their

August break. Then it
begins the trek through the
Senate.

But even supporters agree
that to reach Obama’s goal,
Congress would have to go
much further.

“] think it’s a big step, but
I don’t think it’s enough,”
said Sandy Baum of the
College Board, the non-
profit devoted to college
access that owns the SAT
and AP tests.

THE FACTS:

College in the United
States is only getting more
expensive, with the cost
growing faster than the
cost of health care.

The foundation for fed-
eral college aid is the
Pell Grant, which is for
low-income students and,
unlik¢ a loan, does not
have to be repaid.

When Pell Grants began
in 1973, they provided
more than enough to cover
tuition and fees at a public
four-year college, where
most students are enrolled.
The maximum grant then
was $452; tuition and fees
were about $438.

That’s no longer the case.
The maximum Pell Grant
last year was $4,731; pub-
lic college tuition and fees
were $6,585. Not every
grant recipient receives the
maximum.

Community colleges still
charge less, about $2,400
on average. Private schools
charge a lot more, about
$25,000.

Regardless, tuition
at every type of college
has risen faster than Pell
Grants have, and the dis-
parity would worsen under
the bill.

That might actually work
against Obama’s goal.

If college tuition is
increasing faster than
grants, students may be
forced to take on more loan
debt, which could have a
negative impact on their
access to college, industry
analyst Mark Kantrowitz
said. Kantrowitz argues for
doubling the Pell Grant and
then indexing it so it grows
along with inflation.

Under the bill, Pell
Grants would rise slightly
more than inflation over
the next decade, increasing
on average by about 2.6
percent yearly, according
to the bill’s sponsors. It’s
the first time lawmakers
have ever agreed to a long-
term annual increase in the
program. Pell Grants have
always depended on annu-
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al spending bills and on
occasion have stayed flat
or been cut when lawmak-
ers came under pressure to
cut spending.

But the increase Congress
is prescribing is less than
half the 5.6 percent aver-
age yearly increase of Pell
Grants over the life of the
program. During that time,
college tuition has risen
more than 7 percent annu-
ally.

And the bill’s increas-
es may be illusory. They
would still depend on
whether Congress provides
the money to fund them in
its annual spending bills.

“It still opens up the pos-
sibility of a false promise,”
said Kantrowitz, publisher
of the FinAid.org Web
site and the FastWeb.com
scholarship search engine.

Experts say that to truly
make a difference, law-
makers would need to make
Pell Grants an entitlement,
like Social Security and
Medicaid, to end the pro-
gram’s dependence on the
annual spending process.
In fact, that’s what Obama
asked Congress to do in his
budget proposal.

Doing so would make
Pell Grants a lot more
predictable. And if grants
were very predictable
if a student knew in mid-
dle school that a certain
amount would be waiting
for her it could have
a significant impact on
college enrollment, said
Baum, a senior policy ana-
lyst for the College Board.

But it also would beé cost-
ly and very difficult to pass
amid exploding federal
deficits. The White House
budget office estimated the
cost of an entitlement to be
$117 billion over the next
decade. On Tuesday, the
office said the cost would
actually rise much higher,
by an additional $27 bil-
lion, because more people
than anticipated are going
back to school and demand
for Pell Grants is soaring
amid the crippled job mar-

ket.

Lawmakers don’t have
that much to spend. They
have $87 billion, an
amount they came up with
by proposing to have the
government take over all
federal student loans and
end subsidies for private
lenders.

That amount is not
enough to pay for an enti-
tlement. But it would be
morg than enough to tie
Pell Grants to inflation.

That carries a $40 billion
price tag, leaving Congress
with an extra $47 billion to
spend.

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Cowboys don't have to hike video boards— yet

ARLINGTON, Texas
(AP) Jerry Jones can
keep his video boards right
where they are, at least for
this season.

NFL commissioner
Roger Goodell on Friday
clarified rules on punts that
ricochet off the high-def-
inition monitors hanging
over most of the field at
the new Cowboys Stadium.
Perhaps the key part of his
announcement is that the
guidelines cover only this
season, an indication the
league may force Jones to
raise the boards before the
2010 season, which ends
with the Super Bowl in his
building

The league clearly
wouldn’t want even the
remote possibility of a
championship decided by
a ball hitting a TV screen
within a punter’s reach.

“We will continue to
address the particular cir-
cumstances in Dallas, giv-
ing full consideration to
the competitive, safety
and fan experience issues
involved,” Goodell said in
a statement. “The Cowboys
have been fully coopera-
tive as we have addressed
this subject, and we will
continue to work closely
with the club on a longer
term resolution.”

Long-term changes can
be made only at the annual
rules meeting. However,
Goodell noted that Rule 3,
Section 1 of the league rule
book allows for changes
new policy to be enacted
for the current season only

It happens that Titans
coach Jeff Fisher is head
of the NFL’s competition
committee, which is the
group that worked with the
league office to figure out
how to handle balls conk-
ing off the boards.

Fisher’s complaint went

beyond the height. He real-
ized officials didn’t even
see the ball hitting the
boards because they were
all watching the action on
the field; he threw his chal-
lenge flag to make sure
they realized what had hap-
pened. The ruling was a
do-over, but time was not
put back on the clock.

The new rules — which
apply to all stadiums even
though it’s only an issue at
this one — address those
concerns.

Downs will still be
replayed “if a ball in play
strikes a video board, guide
wire, sky cam, or any other
object,” but now the game
clock will be reset to the
time when the first play
was snapped. Any penal-
ties during the wiped-out
play won’t count, except
for personal fouls.

Also, if officials on the
field don’t see the ball hit-
ting the board, the replay
assistant can now initiate a

booth review at any time. If
the replay assistant doesn’t
ask for a review, coaches
can challenge under nor-
mal challenge rules.

Jones has been a staunch
defender of the height of
his boards for various rea-
sons, including how much
time and money it could
cost to hike them. (They
cost about $40 million to
install.)

The boards are going
higher to fit the stage for
a U2 concert in October,
but the screens will have
to be disconnected. To lift
the boards and keep them
operable will require engi-
neering and architectural
adjustments.

Besides, Jones is ada-
mant that he set this height
for a reason: He doesn’t
think they are in the way
when punters kick toward
the sideline like they’re
supposed to do. Jones
and Cowboys punter
Mat McBriar say this has

become a big issue because
Titans punters intention-
ally kicked high and down
the middle to try hitting the
boards.

McBriar has yet to hit the
boards and he insists “no
one has told me not to hit
it.” He definitely has the
leg to reach it — he topped
100 feet during a trial two
years ago when Jones was
deciding the height — but
always aims his kicks away
from the center of the field.

“It looks lower than it is
just because of the size of
it,” McBriar said.

Former Cowboys coach
Jimmy Johnson was in the
stadium Thursday and said
he didn’t see any reason to
raise the boards.

“If there’s anything
wrong, it’s that people are
going to watch the video
board and not the game,”
he said.
