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Swine flu 
vaccine to 
trickle into 
T  exas

ACS I IN. Texas IAP) I hc Lexus 
Depanment of Sl.iie Health Serviees 
IS urging state residents to be patient 
as shipments ol swine tin \aeeme 
begin trickling into the state over the 
next week or two

Department eoirimissioner Dr 
David Lakey said Wednesday that 
the first week's allocation of about 
237.000 doses ol I luMist will go to 
children 2 and 3 years of age.

"All of us will have to be patient 
and flexible as we ineet this chal­
lenge." Lakey said in a news release 
"[•'or example, pregnant women are- 
one of the highest priority groups 
for vaccination, but the first vaccine 
available to us is LluMist. Pregnant 
women should not receive I luMist"

FluMist is only for healthy people 
ages 2 to 49. so many high-risk resi­
dents mu.st wait for the shot version. 
The priority groups for the swine flu 
vaccine are: pregnant women; people 
caring for infants under 6 months old; 
health care workers; all people ages 
6 months through 24 years old; and 
people 25 to 64 with health condi­
tions that put them at high risk of flu 
complications.

“We've been told that we'll have 
about 15 million doses for lexas 
after all is said and done, but it won’t 
be available all at once.'" Lakey said. 
“The vaccine will trickle in week to 
week, especially at first. It's a fluid 
situation driven primarily by how 
much vaccine the manulacturers pro­
duce each week."

He said that the 15 million does 
should be enough to meet demand 
in Texas, but it could be late January 
before all the doses are received.

Departmertt spokesman Doug 
McBride said the agency hopes .some 
shots will be arriving in the second 
week’s batch of vaccines. For that 
batch, pregnant women and more 2 
and 3-year-olds are expected to get 
the vaccines.

Stop sign ahead for texting while driving. '̂
WASHINGTON (AP) 

Determined to stop 
Americans from texting 
while driving, the Obama 
administration plans a 
campaign similar to past 
government efforts to dis­
courage drunken driving 
and encourage the use of 
seat belts.

The administration 
planned to offer recom­
mendations Jhursday to 
address the growing safe­
ty risk of distracted driv­
ers, especially the use of 
mobile devices to send 
messages from behind the 
wheel.

“We can really eliminate 
texting while driving. That 
should be our goal,” said 
Transportation Secretary 
Ray LaHood, declining 
to provide specifics of the 
recommendations.

Researchers, safety

groups, automakers and 
lawmakers gathered for a 
second day to discuss the 
perils of distracted driving, 
hearing government data 
that underscored the safety 
threat as more motorists 
stay connected with cell 
phones and mobile devic­
es.

"It’s like driving with 
your eyes closed,” said 
Sen. Robert Menendez, a 
Democrat and proponent 
of a texting ban.

The Transportation 
Department reported that 
nearly 6,000 people were 
killed and a half-million 
were injured last year in 
vehicle crashes connected 
to driver distraction, often 
by mobile devices and cell 
phones.

LaHood called dis­
tracted driving a “menace 
to society” and said the

administration would offer 
a series of recommenda­
tions Thursday to encour­
age Congress, state gov­
ernments and the public to 
curb the unsafe behavior. 
He said the government 
would draw from past 
efforts to reduce drunken 
driving and encourage 
motorists to wear seat 
belts.

Sens. Chuck Schumer 
and Amy Klobuchar, both 
Democrats, said support 
was building in-Congress.' 
to ban text messaging by 
drivers. Their legislation 
would require states to ban . 
texting or e-mailing while 
operating a moving vehicle 
or lose 25 percent of their 
annual federal highway 
funding.

“No text message is so 
urgent that it’s worth dying 
over,” Klobuchar told par-

ticipants.
The government report­

ed that 5,870 people were 
killed and 515,000 were 
injured last year in crashes 
where at least one form 
of driver distraction was 
reported. Driver distraction 
was involved in 16 percent 
of all fatal crashes in 2008 
and was prevalent among 
young drivers.

Eighteen states and 
the federal enclave of 
Washington have passed 
law» making texting while 
driving illegal and seven 
states and the District have 
banned driving while talk­
ing on a handheld cell 
phone, according to the 
Insurance Institute for 
Highway Safety. Many 
safety groups have urged 
a nationwide ban on using 
handheld mobile devices 
while behind the wheel.

Maximize the potential for sueeess

To achieve success, the 
biggest risk is to take no 
risks.
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Regardless of the nature 
of the work of an organiza­
tion, one of its goals is to 
maximize its potential for 
success. To be successful, 
organizations must change 
from time-to-time. It is an 
old maxim that businesses 
are always getting better 
or getting worse, but they 
never stay the same. The 
Pampa Independent School 
district is like your busi­
ness. We are constantly 
studying the latest research 
and data to improve our 
product and the services 
that we offer, and, just as 
in your business, change 
means risk.

Dr. Philip Schlechty, 
noted educational author, 
has stated that during the 
1960s our nation had a 
“dropout solution”. He 
implies that in those days 
schools established a rather 
rigid set of standards and 
expectations, and children 
met them or else. Since 
there were plenty of good 
jobs available for under 
educated youth, “or else”

worked well. Students who 
lefl the educational setting 
found life-time opportuni­
ties. Good paying jobs 
were available to youth 
who left school for the 
world of work. However, 
today there are very few 
good opportunities for 
young people without a 
high school diploma. This 
cultural shift has resulted 
in today’s “dropout prob­
lem”.

A generation ago, 
schools had difficulty find­
ing a place for students 
who were outside the norm. 
Special education students 
were either not accepted 
in schools or they were 
i.solated in a special part of 
the school. Children who 
spoke a language other 
than English were often 
turned away. Unmotivated 
children were encouraged 
to enter the work force. 
Today, schools are expect­
ed to not only keep stu­
dents in school until they 
graduate from high school, 
but they are expected to 
meet all students “where 
they are” and to prepare 
them for success in col­
lege. All schools in our 
nation are graded on their 
success in meeting soci­
ety’s expectations! Often 
this is a tall order with 
many challenges.

The challenges in pro­
ducing students who are 
academically ready for 
college or work provide 
our schools with the risks 
they need to be successful. 
These challenges require 
educators who are never 
satisfied with “This is the 
way we do it” or “We never 
do it that way” answers to 
problems. Today’s suc­
cessful educators realize 
that the expectation of their 
community is enormous, 
anti they realize that, with 
study and work, they can 
meet the expectations.

All of the campuses in 
the Pampa ISD are work­
ing with a system that is 
called RTI, Response to 
Intervention. RTI is a 
collaborative attempt by 
campus professionals to 
provide appropriate teach­
ing strategies and interven­
tions for students in the 
school who are struggling 
academically or behavior- 
ally. By following a tight­
ly scripted protocol and by 
sharing past strategies and 
modifying them, your edu­
cators are meeting together 
often to successfully pro­
vide appropriate academic , 
opportunities for the chil­
dren of our community.

It has been said, “All 
children can learn, but not 
at the same speed.” The
