Public meetings set on transmission line  §mali

There will be public meetings next
week concerning proposed high-
voltage electric lines in Childress,

s Wellington and McLean.

Cross Texas Transmis sion, LLC,

| a wholly-owned subsidiary of Lone

Star Power, will host open houses at
the Fair Park Auditorium Tuesday

afternoon in Childress, the City of

Wellington Auditorium Wednesday
in Wellington and the Route 66/
Devil’s Rope Museum Thursday in
McLean. All the meetings will be
from 4:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.

There will not be a formal presenta-
tion, according to Michael Johnston

with Lone Star Power, but maps and
other information will be available at
the meetings.

Cross Texas Transmis sion pro-
poses to build a 345 kilovolt double
circuit high voltage electric trans-
mission line from near Lefors to
near Childress as part of the state’s
Competitive Renewable Energy
Zone (CREZ) program.

Ex-governor White
‘rethink’ of death penalty

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
Former Texas Gov. Mark
White said he believes it’s
time that the state recon-
sider its use of capital pun-
ishment because — among
other reasons — the risk of
putting innocent people to
death is too great.

In an interview pub-
lished in Monday’s edi-
tions of the Houston
Chronicle and San Antonio
Express-News, White said
the death penalty no longer
deters murder, long delays
between -convictions and
executions show there is
no swift justice and he’s
, concerned
that the law isn’t adminis-
tered fairly.

“There is a very strong
case to be made for a
review of our death pen-
alty statutes and even look
at the possibility of having
life without parole so we
don’t look up one day and
determine that we, as the
state of Texas, have exe-
cuted someone who in fact
was innocent,” he said.

White was the state attor-
ney general in 1979-1983
and governor in 1983-1987
and was involved with 20
executions in both capaci-
ties.

His comments come
while Texas Gov. Rick
Perry is under criticism
for replacing member
of the Texas Forensics
Commission and delay-
ing consideration of
-an expert’s report ques-
tioning the 2004 execu-

tion of Cameron Todd
Willingham.

In response, Perry has
called Willingham a “mon-
ster” and he was certain of
Willingham’s guilt.

White said he did not
intend his comments to be
critical of Perry’s handling
of the Willingham case.
He also cited the case of
Michael Blair, who was
sent to death row for the
1993 Plano playground
abduction and killing of
Ashley Estell. DNA test-
ing later cleared Blair in
the slaying.

“That’s two examples of
why [ think the system
is so unreliable. It creases
an unnecessary possibil-
ity that an innocent per-
son would be executed in
Texas. And I don’t think
anybody in Texas wants
that to happen,” he said.

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ump prices rise quickly as
etroleum refiners cut back

AP - Many people filling
up cars for the week on
Monday are getting a big
surprise: gasoline prices
have been climbing rap-
idly.

Gas is still a relative bar-
gain compared with years
past, but cheap fuel has
been the good news story
of a country racked by
anxiety over making ends
meet. Gas prices have now
risen for six straight days.

After lingering below
$2.50 for weeks, the
national average price for
a gallon of gas crossed
that barrier Friday and
has been moving up since.
Prices rose almost 2 cents
to $2.564 per gallon over-
night, according to auto
club AAA, Wright Express
and Oil Price Information
Service.

Prices in California,
Hawaii and Alaska are
above $3.

The force behind prices
at the gas station can be
found in the U.S. dollar,

which has been falling
steadily since the month
began, and at refineries
that are slashing produc-
tion.

Because oil is bought
and sold in dollars, crude
essentially becomes cheap-
er for global investors
and there has been a run
recently on the New York
Mercantile Exchange.

Benchmark crude for
November delivery traded
up 18 cents at $78.71 on
the New York Mercantile
Exchange by midday.

How long oil and gas
prices continue to move
upward is not known, but
demand for both remains
muted.

“We can certainly pro-
duce as much fuel to meet
the demand we’re see-
ing right now,” said Fred
Rozell, retail pricing direc-
tor at Oil Price Information
Service.

Yet that may be the other
strong force behind rising
gas prices.

Refiners must also buy
crude that is growing
more expensive to make
fuel. And prices are ris-
ing at a time when people
are not driving like they
used to. Trucking compa-
nies are not carrying as
much freight because of
the recession and airlines
aren’t buying as much jet
fuel because business trav-
el is down.

So refiners are shutting
down operations or start-
ing regular maintenance
while sales are slow.

A government report last
week showed that refiners
have slashed production
to levels more common
in the aftermath of a hur-
ricane, which can disrupt
operations in the Gulf of
Mexico.

San Antonio-based
Valero Energy Corp. last
month said it would idle
two units at its Delaware
City, Del., plant, cutting
about 150 jobs, and Sunoco
Inc. earlier this month said

it would indefinitely idle
its West Deptford, N.J.,
facility, which has about
400 full-time workers.

Demand is picking up
slowly for fuel, but unless
there is a big rebound,
which few experts fore-
see, refiners are unlikely to
ramp up production

“The refining margins
have been really pitiful,
and as a result it doesn’t
really make sense to run
at full capacities,” Rozell
said.

In other Nymex trading,
heating oil rose less than
a penny to $2.03 a gallon
and gasoline for November
delivery was essentially
flat at $1.9775 a gallon.
Natural gas for November
delivery rose 11 cents to
$4.89 per 1,000 cubic feet.

In London, Brent crude
for December delivery- fell
2 cents to $76.97 on the
ICE Futures exchange.

[argest turtle-linked salmonella
outbreak detailed

CHICAGO (AP) — Two
girls who swam with pet
turtles in a backyard pool
were among 107 people
sickened in the largest sal-
monella outbreak blamed
on turtles nationwide,
researchers report.

The 2007-08 outbreak
involved mostly children
in 34 states; one-third of
all patients had to be hos-
pitalized. In many cases,
parents didn’t know that
turtles can carry salmo-
nella.

Despite a 1975 ban on
selling small turtles as pets,
they continue to be sold
illegally.

The American Veterinary
Medical Association esti-
mates that the number of
pet turtles nationwide dou-
bled from 950,000 in 1996
to almost 2 million in 2006.

“It’s very easy to think
of turtles as being a very

gentle and nice pet,” but
many carry salmonella,
without showing any signs,
said Julie Harris, a scien-
tist at the federal Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention and the report’s
lead author.

Salmonella in turtle feces
can end up on their shells
and body, and can spread
to people who handle them.

An infected turtle can
spread the same strain of
salmonella to others dur-
ing shipping, which may be
how the outbreak occurred.
Turtles involved were
bought at pet shops, flea
markets, from street ven-
dors and online. The Food
and Drug Administration
contacted retailers involved
and their investigation is
ongoing, the report said.

“Continued, collective
efforts are needed, both
on state and federal lev-

els, to enforce the ban and
protect public health,”
the report said. It appears
in October’s Pediatrics,
released Monday.
Authorities began inves-
tigating in September 2007
after a Union County,
N.C., teen swam in her
backyard pool with two pet
turtles and a friend from
South Carolina. Both girls
developed bloody diarrhea,
vomiting, fever and stom-
ach cramps; one developed
kidney failure and spent
eight days in the hospital.
Salmonella bacteria
traced - to those turtles
matched salmonella later
found in three other North
Carolina children. Other
cases turned up elsewhere,
many involving direct con-
tact with turtles, including
children kissing turtles
or putting them in their
mouths, Harris said.

Indirect contact likely
also occurred, she said. For
example, children playing
with turtles at school may
have brought the germs
home and spread them to
family members, Harris
said.

Illnesses from the same
kind of salmonella turned
up coast to coast through
January 2008, including
12 people in California, 10
each in Pennsylvania and
Texas, and nine in [llinois.

No one died in the out-
break but many required
several days of hospital
treatment, Harris said.

“Everyone from pedia-
tricians to other public
health professionals needs
to really stress that reptiles
and especially turtles are a
source of salmonella infec-
tions,” she said.
