City staft
ready for
winter
weather

‘N Jith winter fast approaching,
the Pampa Public Service

Department’s street and parks crew is
busy preparing for cold weather.

“Most of our equipment is ready,”
said Ed Turner, superintendent for the
city’s street and parks.

He said they haven’t mounted the
snow plows yet since they’re still using
the trucks for other tasks, but when the
first storm of the winter hits, it won’t
take long to get the plows on the trucks
and the trucks on Pampa streets.

“We're still using the truck for haul-
ing,” Turner said, “but we can hook the plows up
on a minute’s notice.”

On a bright, sunny fall aftermoon at the city
bam, Turner said that with the newer trucks and
plows they have, it takes only a couple of minutes
to mount the plows.

“With the older trucks, maybe it’s a little lon-
ger,” Turner said.

He said with the new plows, it’s just a matter of
pulling up to them, hitting a switch and going on
to clear city streets.

“It’s a lot different than it was in the old days,”
Turner grinned.

He and Terry Brown of the street and parks
crew built the mounting brackets on the front of
one of the older trucks.

“We built the snow plow that goes on the front
of it, too,” he said.

It took three or four weeks to build the mount-
ing platform on the older truck.

Turner admitted that mounting a snow plow on
an oversized dump truck can be a problem on an
icy morning before dawn, but his crew now has
it down to a system, especially with the newer
equipment.

“We'll have three sand trucks running,” Turner
said. “Depending upon how much snow we get,

Gov to'decide
condemned
killer’s fate

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — The fate of
a man facing execution Thursday evening for
his role in a fatal robbery was in the hands of
Gov. Rick Perry after the state parole board
recommended the death sentence be com-
muted to life in prison.

The Texas Board of Pardons and Paroles
made the rare recommendation Wednesday
for Robert Lee Thompson, 34, who was
not the triggerman in the fatal shooting of
a Houston convenience store clerk. The
shooter, Sammy Butler, was convicted and
received life in prison.

Perry was not required to follow the rec-
ommendation of the board, whose members
he appoints.

“The governor has received the board’s
recommendation but has not made a deci-
sion,” spokeswoman Allison Castle said
Wednesday.

Thompson's lawyer,
Patrick McCann, also had
an appeal before the U.S,
Supreme Court to stop
the lethal injection, which
would be the 23rd this year
in Texas and second in as
many nights.

Ihe parole board's 5-2
vote came in response to a
petition from McCann, who
argued that the case was
similar to that of Kenneth
Foster, who was also con-
victed and sentenced to die
under the law of parties.
Under that law, offend-
ers conspiring to commit
one felody like robbery
can all be held responsible
for another ensuing crime,
such as murder.

Perry commuted Foster’s
sentence to life two years
ago. Foster became only
the second inmate since
