A lO-year^ld Pampa boy 

has been arrested on an arson 
charge after a shed at 1012 
Huff Road burned to the 
ground and the house next 
door was saved only by an 
extremely rapid respifhse by 
the Pampa Fire Depiutment.

According to Pampa Fire 
Marshall Michael Ryan, the 
child admitted to “playing 
with some fire and the wind 
caught it and it got big.”

Ryan said 10 is the young­
est age a person can be arrest­
ed for arson.

Five units and 12 firefight­
ers responded just before 5 
p.m. to the Huff Road blaze.

On arrival. Deputy Fire 
Chief Randy Dunham said 
storage buildings at the back 
of the property were fully 
involved in flames.

Strong northwest winds 
were pushing the fire toward 
the residence next door, at 
1016 Huff Road. Dunham 
said the home at 1016 was 
occupied, but the residents 
made it out safely before fire­
fighters arrived.

“There was quite a bit of 
fire, and it had already spread 
from the one shed to adja-

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Ex-dairyman remembers years o f milking, delivery
TEMPLE. Text! (AP) 

Mote than a half-ccn- 
tur> before celebrities such 
as Oiristic Brinkley and 
Muhammad Ali appeared 
wearing white mustaches 
in magazine ads. Temple 
had sprouted dozens of 
dairies that kept local hos­
pitals, cafes and families 
supplied with fresh milk.

“At one lime, there 
were 38 Grade A raw 
dairies in Temple — the 
Keaton Boys, die Champs. 
Krumnow, Doyle Cole, 
Wilburn Dairy, Waters 
Dairy and the Fowler 
Boys,” said Bill Gorden, 
son of a Temple dairy pio­
neer. “Everybody that had 
more than one cow had a 
dairy.”

In 1915, William Newton 
Gorden began selling milk 
that he produced north­
east of town near Little 
Elm Creek. In the 1920s, 
he landed a contract with 
King’s Daughters Hospital, 
delivering in Temple seven 
days a week. Widiout fail.

“That was religion; 
you had to deliver milk,” 
Gorden said, looking back

to his childhood during 
the Cireat Depression. “If 
it was raining, it didn't 
make any difTeretKC. If 
it was snowing, it didn't 
make any diflfaviKe. He 
(Dad) had chains on all 
four wheels.”

Gorden Dairy used a 
covered milk truck that 
was pulled by a mule team.

On clear days, Gorden 
used a Dodge stakebed 
with open top. Bill Gorden 
grew up in those trucks. At 
first he rode shotgun, but 
when he grew tall enough 
to make the frequent dash­
es from the truck to the 
front stoop, he went to 
work.

“I rode with him from 
the time I was a little bitty 
fella, and I started work­
ing when I was 10 years 
old. That was my first 
job. I was a ‘hot boy.’” 
Gorden said, adding “hot 
boy” was the term for the 
young sprinters who rode 
along, dropping off fresh 
milk and picking up empty 
bottles.

In the 1930s, the Gordens 
invested in an automated

milking machine, pow­
ered by gasoline engines 
operating pulsators that 
jiggled the Jersey cows' 
four teats at once. It wam't 
much faster than milk­
ing by hand, but it could 
milk cows several animals 
simultaneously.

When the milking 
machines broke down, 
everybody, including 
young Bill, had to pitch in 
and milk the old-fashioned 
way. And of course there 
was no use crying when a 
clumsy cow made a mess.

“He who has never had 
a cow step their foot in a 
bucket of milk is lying.” 
Gorden said. “Every once 
in a while you’ll be milk­
ing right by her back feet, 
and all of a sudden that 
foot goes right in the buck­
et, and you got to pour it 
out and start over.”

But that wasn’t as painful 
as when a cow got loose 
in a field of cockleburs 
and picked some up in her 
tail. Sitting on a milking 
stool, both hands steadily 
squeezing, a swishing tail 
could scratch up your face

$200 million power plant

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) — An Amarillo-based utiltty has announced plans for a 
$200 million power plant in Hale County.

Golden Spread Electric Cocqierative Iik ., which serves rural areas in Texas and 
Oklahoma, says the fecility will be constructed next year near Abematlq^.

The proposed gas-fired power plant initially will be capable of generating 170 
megawatts of electricity, enough new capacity to serve 55,000 homes at peak loads.

Golden Spread presidemt M i^  Schwirtz said Monday the unit is needed to meet the 
growing neiMis of its 16-memba’ distribution co-ops and to replace expiring whole­
sale power contracts.

He says Golden Spread, a consumer-owned public utility, plans to offiMi potential 
rate increases by buying cheaper power from odier providm in die marketplace. 

Schwirtz says the new plant should be operational by 2011.

Economy’s rebound not 
as strong as first thought

The Ckirdens at one time 
had 28 milking sulls. They 
milked the lerKV. Holstein 
and Guernsey cows in 
shifts. The animals learrK'd 
when it was their turn and 
if one tried to cut in line, 
things got ugly.

“Sometimes, an old cow 
that was supposed to be 
in the third bunch would 
get in there with the sec­
ond one and they would 
fight over which stall they 
had. They’d go to the same 
stall each day. And they 
had the dumdest fights you 
ever saw,” Gorden said. 
“They’d butt each other, 
because that was their stall. 
I guarantee you they were 
just like people.”

Each year, dairy cows got 
about two months vacation 
from milking, if you call 
time off for childbirth a 
vacation. In the 1930s. the 
Gorden Dairy had about 30 
cows. At its height in the 
1950s, it had about 150. 
The family employed sev­
eral people who lived on 
the farm.

In the mid-|940s, high 
demand for milk attracted 
Mime unscrupulous opera­
tors

“In World War II, you 
could sell anything (for 
milk) that was white. 
Dial N where you got the 
lume ‘Blue John ’ Certain 
times, they would mix 
milk and water,” Gorden 
explained That mixture 
would take on a bluish tint. 
“We never did water ours 
down, but the city health 
department caught some 
people."

In the 1950s. Gorden 
Daily quit bottling its ovYn 
milk and sold to Austin 
and Waco dairies that sent 
tanker trucks to area dair­
ies. By the 1980s. Gorden 
switched to fEuming cotton

and com on the family s 
400 acres.

In the 1960s. the family 
b o ^ a F o f d  Model Tand 
buih a replica milk track 
with Gorden Dairy painted 
on the side.

Now 81, Gorden keeps 
some of the oM equipment 
— bottler, chum and cream 
separator — as a testament 
to the days when Temple- 
area dairies kept the com­
munity rich with vitamin 
D and calcium, and long 
before milk was graded by 
fat content.

“Now they don’t want 
a high percentage of but- 
terfat. In those days, you 
sold it on the basis you had 
good butterfat.”

Back in 2004, the dis­
trict attorney in Brewster 
County indicted two mem­
bers of the Alpine City 
Council for violating the 
Texas Open Meetings Act. 
The act, initially passed in 
1967 and enhanced after 
the Sharpstown scandal of 
the early 1970s, requires 
that — with very limited 
exceptions — all meetings 
of a governmental body be 
open to the public.

The council members 
privately exchanged a 
series of e-mails discuss­
ing city business. The DA 
eventually dropped the 
indictments. But one of 
the members, along with a 
third who received immu­
nity in the case, filed a 
lawsuit challenging the 
open meetings act as being 
unconstitutionally vague 
and stifling of free speech.

The act has been an 
important tool for good 
government in Texas. 
The challenge, if upheld, 
would have turned back 
the clock on transparency 
and accountability.

In 2006, U.S. District

Judge Robert Junell ruled 
against the plaintiffs. “The 
Texas Open Meetings Act 
does not impede the free­
dom of speech,” his opin­
ion read. “The act simply 
requires speech to be made 
openly, and in the presence 
of interested public, as 
opposed to behind closed 
doors..” In September, 
the 5th Circuit Court of 
Appeals in New Orleans 
dismissed the case.

Open government foes 
are now turning their sights 
on the Legislature. As Fred 
Hartman, chairman of the 
Texas Daily Newspaper 
Association, explained 
in a recent op-ed in the 
Express-News, the Texas 
Municipal League repre­
senting 1,100 member cit­
ies passed a resolution last 
month to support changes 
that would lessen the pen­
alties for violations of the 
open meetings act.

The penalties are what 
make elected officials sit 
up and pay attention to the 
act’s requirements. Soften 
the penalties ^ d  the act 
becomes toothless. What 
makes this effort more 
egregious, as Hartman 
pointed out, is that the 
Texas Municipal League 
is a lobbying organization

No doubt, the open 
meetings act creates bur­
densome requirements for 
governmental officials. 
How much easier it would 
be to make appointments 
and award contracts with­
out the public’s prying 
eyes.

Those requirements, 
however, are ones that 
good public servants 
should respect, not fight. 
The Legislature should 
resist any effort to change 
laws that have well served 
the cause of good govern­
ment in Texas for four 
decades.

Concerned it may be someone they 
know, they accept the charges. Once 
they realize the iitdividual calling 
them is not anyone they know, they 
are given the opportunity to reverse 
the collect call charges by dialing 
*72 and then a sequence of numbers. 
This actually forwards your phoiK 
allowing the scammer to access your 
minutes and long distance.

Called the “star” 72 (*72) scam­
mers trick you into call forwarding 
your home or cell phone to another 
phone number usually in the Houston 
area. If you fall for it, the mistake can 
cost you big bucks. Once your home 
phone is forwarded, inmates continue 
to call your phone number but since

your phone number is forwarded, the 
people at the forwarded number con­
tinue to accept the collect calls fixim 
the jail at S3.00 or more per minute.

“This scam, like most, preys on 
your emotions, immediacy and lack 
of information,” said Janna Kiehl, 
BBB CEO. Take a moment and think 
about what is being said before you 
react; most of the time you will 
realize one of two things; This has 
nothing to do with you, and if it does 
involve someone you know, there 
is probably no need to react to it at 
that moment, before you have an 
opportimity to check into the situa­
tion. “Think about it • if you have a 
loved one in jail, the real danger they 
are in is over! They’re in a safe place 
now and you can take a moment to

confirm your concerns,” said Kiehl

If you receive ai>d accept a calL it’s 
best to do nothing since the charges 
for the colleci call you accepted may 
be minimal in comparison with the 
headache of having your phone calls 
forwarded and trying to receive reim­
bursement for those calls.

Roles reversed in 
O U -O SU  Bedlam rivalry

STILLWATER, Okla. 
(AP) —  The Bedlam rival­
ry has been defined over 
the past decade by one 
Oklahoma team pursuing 
postseason greatness and 
another trying to stand in 
the way.

This year, it’s no differ­
ent — except the teams 
will be swapping roles.

After years of trying to 
dethrone mighty Oklahoma, 
it's No. 11 Oklahoma State 
(9-2, 6-1 Big 12) that will 
be playing fbr a potential 
berth in the lucrative Bowl 
Championship Series when 
the rivals meet Saturday in 
Norman. If the chips fall 
right, OSU could receive 
an at-large bid for its first 
BCS appearance.

It will be only the third 
time a ranked Cowboys 
team will play the 
Sooners when Oklahoma 
is unranked (1945, 1997). 
The opposite scenario has 
occurred 38 times.

“We’re not going to 
expect to be favored down 
there just because of what 
we’ve done this year,” 
Cowboys linebacker Andre 
Sexton said Monday. “We 
know that they’re going to 
get the respect just because 
of what they’ve done in the 
past and how well-known 
their program is. That’s 
why we need to put our­
selves in a situation to take 
that next step toward gain­
ing that respect by beating 
th m  this year.”

Oklahoma State has lost 
six straight Bedlam games 
since pulling off back- 
to-back upsets of top-S 
Oklahoma teams at the end 
of the regular season in 
2001 and 2002. The flrst 
one knocked the Sooners 
out of the national champi­
onship picture.

This season, Oklahoma 
(6-S, 4-3) has matched its 
biggest loss total since Bob 
Stoops took over as coach 
in 1999.

“No matter if one team 
seems like you’re over­
matched, there’s always a 
chance just because of the 
fact that’s it’s just a huge 
rivalry and means a lot 
to everybody,” Cowboys 
guard Noah Franklin said. 
“At some point, it comes 
down to just who wants it 
more and talent or depth or 
whatever just kind of goes 
out the w Gk Io w .”

Oklahoma State coach 
Mike Gundy said injured 
quarterback Zac Robinson 
resumed throwing over 
the weekend after hav­
ing his streak of 34 con­
secutive starts snapped 
in Thursday’s 31-28 
win against Colorado. 
Robinson had injured his 
shoulder and head in a vio­
lent collision near the end 
of OSU’s previous game 
against Texas Tech.

Gtmdy said Robinson 
should be at “ftill spe«!” 
in practice and play against 
the Sooners.

“Will he have some sore­
ness? I would say he’d still 
be sore, but there’s not 
anything structural that can 
affect him,” Gurjdy said. 
“It’s just working through 
soreness.”

Sooners coach Bob 
Stoops said it wouldn’t 
affect Oklahoma’s prepara­
tion whether it’s Robinson 
or backup Brandon Weeden 
who starts because both run 
the same offensive system. 
He also downplayed the 
impact of his team lacking 
its usual motivation head­
ing into the rivalry game 
coming off a 41-13 loss at 
Texas Tech.

“Of the 11 years that 
we’ve been here, eight or 
nine of them we’ve been 
still in a position working 
toward a Big 12 champion­
ship and still having that 
opportunity coming into 
this week, so this is differ­
ent,” Stoops said. “But we 
still are in a position where 
we’re trying to improve 
our situation.

“That’s what our focus 
will be on is playing the 
best we can and trying to 
make our situation better.”

Tennessee K Bi roñas 
gets Titans past Texans

HOUSTON (AP) — Rob 
Bironas kept the Titans’ 
unlikely turnaround going 
with another winning 
kick against the Houston 
Texans.

Bironas booted a 53-yard 
field goal with 47 seconds 
left and the Titans won 
their fourth straight after 
starting the season with six 
losses, beating the Texans 
20-17 on Monday night.

Houston (5-5) had a 
chance to tie it, but Kris 
Brown’s 49-yard attempt 
with 1 second remaining 
was wide left. It was his 
second miss of the game 
and the second straight 
game he’s missed a chance 
to send the Texans to over­
time.

Bironas, meanwhile, beat 
Houston with a last-minute 
kick at Reliant Stadium for 
the second time in three 
seasons. In 2007, he kicked 
the game winner as time 
expired — and set an NFL 
record with eight field 
goals — in a 38-36 Titans’ 
victory.

“1 always feel good 
down here,” Bironas said. 
“I like Houston. I don’t 
think Houston likes me too 
much.”

The city’s football fans 
are more passionate about 
Vince Yoimg, the Houston 
native and former Texas 
star. Some Texans fans 
still complain that the team 
didn’t take Young with the 
first pick in the 2006 draft 
and instead selected defen­
sive end Mario Williams.

Young is now 2-0 in 
games he’s started against 
the Texans in Houston. 
He ran for the winning 
touchdown in overtime as 
a rookie, and he ran for 73 
yards and threw a touch­

down pass in Monday’s 
game.

“It was a lot of love and 
lot of boos,” Young said of 
the atmosphere. “It’s defi­
nitely fun to play at home 
because I’ve got a lot of 
family members and a lot 
of fans who helped pretty 
much raise me and made 
me the man I am today.”

The Titans (4-6) haven’t 
lost since Young replaced 
Kerry Collins as the start­
ing quarterback.

“Vince is not new to 
jumping in and win­
ning,” Titans running back 
LenDale White said. “It’s 
very exciting. I am more 
happy to be winning these 
games, more than any­
thing. Vince is doing the 
job for us.”

The Titans started the go- 
ahead drive at the 6-yard 
line, but Houston safety 
John Busing was called 
for a 15-yard penalty on a 
horse-collar tackle of Chris 
Johnson.
