City officials were busy monitor­
ing the completion of a water well 
this week for the Jordan Unit and 
Texas Department of Corrections 
east of Pampa.

The 
well, now being completed, is about 
a mile south of the prison.

The water table there is about 350 
feet deep. The bottom of the forma­
tion is about 700 feet deep.

Officials with LT Drilling drilled 
a 24-inch with a 16-inch screen 
inserted to hold the gravel packing 
around the 8-inch pipe to the water 
formation. A line still has to be run 
to the prison.

While he explained that the pro­
gram involved more efficient 
engines using racing technology, 
that technology can also be used 
for agriculture and the area’s oil 
fields.

With decreased rainfall this past 
year, McGinty said that the new 
technology could be crucial to the 
area’s agricultural industry.

Gray-Soria told commissioners

that her office was focusing on 
diabetes management education.

She said that she h u  held class­
es ihiTtllSt y(ar on self-care and 
nutrition for people with diabetes 
and plans on increasing the num­
ber of classes in 2010.

All too oOen. she said, medical 
officials tell people they have dia­
betes and that they should change 
their lifestyles but fail to tell the 
patients how to change.

Gray-Soria said that she has 
brought in local physicians and 
health professionals to hold work­
shops to explain what changes 
need to be made in lifestyle.

She also has localized a Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service pro­
gram on diabetes in food prepara­
tion and has organized an advisory 
team of health care professionals 
and volunteers to deal with ques­
tions about diabetes and nutrition.

McGinty also said the Top of 
Texas Livestock Show is sched­
uled for Jan. 2 and 3 and will 
be followed Jan. 16 by the Gray 
County Livestock. He said the 
livestock show sale will be Jan. 
18.
