Analysis: Politics snarls terrorism policy

WASHINGTON (AP) 

— Raging partisanship 
defines American poli­
tics right down to how 
President Barack Obama 
handles captured terror 
suspects.

437,000 Priuses, 
hybrids globally

TOKYO (AP) — Toyota 
says it is recalling about 
437,000  Prius and other 
hybrid vehicles worldwide 
to fix brake problems — 
the latest in a string of 
embarrassing safety lapses 
at the world’s largest auto­
maker.
■ “I don’t see Toyota as 
an infallible company that 
never makes m ist^es,” 
President Akio Toyoda 

at a press conference 
Tuesday in Tokyo. “We 
will face up to the facts and 
correct the problem, put­
ting customers’ safety and 
convenience first.”

With the Prius announce­
ment, the number of vehi­
cles recalled globally by 
Toyota Motor Corp. has 
ballooned to 8.S million, 
including for floor mats 
which can trap gas ped­
als and faulty gas pedals 
that are slow to return to 
the idle position. The 2010 
Prius wasn’t part of the 
earlier recalls.

There have been about 
200 complaints in Japan 
and the U.S. about a delay 
when the brakes in the 
Prius were pressed in cold 
conditions and on some 
bumpy roads. The delay 
doesn’t indicate a brake 
failure.

G O P  wary o f pitfalls in 
health care summit

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Even as Republicans pub­
licly welcome President 
Barack Obama’s call for a 
bipartisan confab on health 
care, some privately worry 
that he might be laying a 
trap to portray their ideas 
as flimsy.

If so, a shaky showing 
by GOP leaders could pos­
sibly embolden congres­
sional Democrats to make 
a final, aggressive push 
to overhaul the nation’s 
health care system, with 
or without any Republican 
votes.

Some Republicans 
doubt that scenario, say­
ing Democrats have lost 
momentum for any plan 
that’s certain to draw fierce 
criticism. But they noted 
Monday that the White 
House has not backed 
away from its support of 
legislation similar to what 
the Democratic-controlled 
House and Senate passed 
separately in December 
over strong GOP objec­
tions.

“This is a clever tactic 
by the president to try to 
put the Republicans on 
the defensive,” said John 
Feehery, a GOP consul­
tant and former congres­
sional aide.' “There’s a vast 
ideological gulf’ between 
the two parties on health 
care, he said, making it 
likely that the Feb. 25 half­
day meeting will be more 
showmanship than sub­
stance.

The House’s top two 
Republican leaders open­
ly questioned Obama’s 
sincerity and hinted they 
might skip the meeting if 
he uses the Democratic 
bills as the starting point 
for discussions.

“Assuming the president 
is sincere about moving 
forward on health care in 
a bipartisan way, does that 
mean he will agree to start 
over?” said a letter to White 
House Chief of Staff Rahm 
Emanuel from House GOP 
leader John Boehner of 
Ohio and GOP Whip Eric 
Cantor of Virginia.

“If the starting point for 
this meeting is the job­
killing bills the American 
people have already sound­
ly rejected. Republicans 
would rightly be reluctant 
to participate.” Boehner 
and Cantor wrote.

They asked Obama to 
rule out the possibiUty of

using “budget reconcilia­
tion” rules, which could 
allow Democrats to enact 
some health care provi­
sions with a simple Senate 
majority, not the 60-vote 
super majority needed to 
halt filibusters. Democrats 
control 59 of the Senate’s 
100 seats.

In response to the letter. 
White House press secre­
tary Robert Gibbs released 
a statement contending that 
Obama is “open to includ­
ing any good ideas that 
stand up to objective scru­
tiny.”

White House commu­
nications director Dan 
Pfeiffer said the president 
will not rule out the rec­
onciliation route but is 
sincere in wanting to hear 
Republicans’ ideas for 
improving the health care 
legislation.

In atmouncing his call 
for the bipartisan event 
in a CBS News interview 
Sunday, Obama was vague 
when asked whether he 
was willing to start from 
scratch on health care. But 
the White House circu­
lated talking points saying 
the president is “adamant 
about passing comprehen­
sive reform similar to the 
bills passed by the House 
and the Senate” shortly 
before Democrats lost their 
filibuster-proof Senate 
majority.

If that’s true. Republicans 
said, what is the point of 
the Feb. 25 meeting? Some 
looked to the CBS inter­
view for signs that Obama 
may use the televised event 
to depict Republicans’ pro­
posals as falling short in 
key areas.

“What I want to do is 
to look at the Republican 
ideas that are out there,” 
Obama said. “And I want 
to be very specific. ‘How 
do you guys want to lower 
costs? How do you guys 
intend to reform the insur­
ance markets so people 
with preexisting condi­
tions, for example, can 
get health care? How do 
you want to make sure that 
the 30 million people who 
don’t have health insurance 
can get it?’”

Republicans say their 
health care proposals 
are frugal and practical. 
But Obama may be able 
to cast unkind lights on 
some details, such as non­
partisan estimates that the

uninsured people while the 
Democratic version would 
cover 36 million.

All presidents com­
mand a bully pulpit, and 
Democrats feel Obama was 
especially nimble in par­
rying House Republicans’ 
arguments and criticisms 
at a Jan. 29 televised event. 
The Feb. 25 setting could 
offer him a similar chance 
to spar with his critics.

The Boehner-Cantor 
letter sought to even the 
sides a bit. It called on 
the White House to invite 
pro-Republican analysts 
and Democratic lawmak­
ers who voted against the 
Obama-backed legislation 
in December.

Liberal groups hope 
Americans will see the 
Republicans as obstruc­
tionists, possibly encourag­
ing Democrats to use their 
still-sizable congressional 
majorities to enact their 
health care proposals via 
the budget reconciliation 
rules, without GOP help.

If the Feb. 25 meeting 
clarifies the sharp differ­
ences between the two par­
ties, “that might be help­
ful,” said Richard Kirsch of 
the liberal Heath Care for 
America Now.

But some Republicans 
said Obama runs the risk 
of appearing insincere if 
he convenes the bipartisan 
gathering without show­
ing greater willingness to 
shelve or greatly change 
his party's proposals.

It’s a gamble Democrats 
appear willing to take.

“I think the greatest risk 
for Democrats is passing 
nothing,” said Rep. Gerry 
Connolly, D-Va. “There 
are a lot of things the pub­
lic may not support in a 
given moment, but later on, 
when things have quieted 
down, they may think of 
highly.”

An overhaul of U.S. 
health care could fit that 
description, he said.

U S œm pany aims to 
store energy in air

SALT LAKE CITY 
(AP) —  A U.S. coaqMny 
plans to dig a series of 
undetground caverns that it 
hopes to one day fill with 
compressed air, releasing 
it to generate electricity by 
turning a turbine and solv­
ing (me of die most vexing 
problems fiu:ing die clean- 
energy industry —  how to 
store power.

Under a barren patch 
of Utah desert, a private- 
equity groiQ) is banicrolling 
the project to hollow out 
a series of ener^-storage 
vaults from a massive salt 
deposit a mile (1.6 kilo­
meters) underground. It 
promises to make a perfect 
repository for storing ener­
gy and, in effect, creating a 
giant subterranean battery.

Energy storage is catch­
ing cm as a way to make 
wind and solar power more 
useful.

Without energy storage, 
the output of solar and wind 
power is so erratic —  the 
wind doesn’t always blow; 
cloud cover can shut down 
solar cells —  that utilities 
can take only so much of 
it, said Jim Fertand, senior 
vice president for opera­
tions for PNM Resources, 
the New Mexico utility.

If  renewable power 
makes up too big a part of 
a utility’s energy mix, it 
can make the delicate act of 
balancing loads <m a power 
grid difficult. The lack of 
storage is one of the things 
holding back clean energy, 
say scientists for Sandia 
National Laboratories’ 
energy systems group 
in Albuquerque, New 
Mexico.

“Storage is the key here,” 
said Chü’lie Hanley, man­
ager of Sandia’s photovol­
taic and grid integration 
group. “We have to find 
a way to overctnne inter­
mittent swings from cloud 
cover.”

The only commer­
cial-scale, compressed 
air power plants are in 
McIntosh, Alabama, and 
Bremen, Germany. Other 
projects are under develop­
ment in Norton, Ohio, and 
Ankeny, Iowa.

Initiidly, because of mar­
ket needs. Salt Lake City- 
based Magnum Energy 
LLC will st<Ht natural gas 
for Rocky Mountain |»o- 
ducers, taking it from a 
nearby interstate pipeline, 
in an “energy hub” near 
Delta, Utah. It hopes to 
start .dissolving the first 
cavern witiiin a year.

Later, the company is 
looking to dig other cav­
erns at the site for ccan- 
pressed air, which could 
store excess energy gen­
erated by a nearby wind 
farm and then release it 
later when demand is high 
to turn turbines and cre­
ate electricity, and possibly 
for carbon storage, which 
could trap a neighboring 
coal-fired power plant’s 
emissions.

Still other caverns could 
be devoted to li<iuid petro­
leum; yet another pipeline

for liquid fuels, passing 
through the same part of 
Utah, is close to receiving 
fedend approval.

The company filed 
for federal approval in 
December to build its ver­
satile “energy hub.”

A futuristic type of ener­
gy storage ctmld involve 
putting ¿ e  battery capac­
ity of plug-in electric 
vehicles to work for the 
electric ^rid. It could take 
extra power fixrni vehicles 
when needed, while ensur­
ing a vehicle is properly 
chiuged overnight, said 
Daniel Laird, a researcher

for Sandia’s wind energy 
technolo^ group.

That will work only whra 
plug-in can make up a big 
part of the U.S. vehicle 
fleet, however.

For now, “we’ve got to 
find a way to store renew­
able energy for when peo­
ple need it,” said Steve 
Michel, a former utility 
executive.

Other forms of e n e ^  
storage involve lumbering 
flywheels or banks of bat­
teries, but diey have lim­
ited capacities and can be 
costly.

The injury not only 
dashed her chiuices of com­
peting at Turin, but also 
nearly ended her career.

Pikus-Pace skipped the 
2007-08 season to have 
her daughter Lacee, before 
returning to competition in 
2008 in a bid to qualify for 
Vancouver.

The injury, the time off 
and her new role as a moth­
er have all contributed to

provide Pikus-Pace with 
a new perspective as she 
prepares for the competi­
tion to open at the Whistler 
Sliding Center on Feb. 15.

“Going into 2006,1 think 
1 just viewed the Olympics 
a little bit different than I 
do now,” she said. “Back 
then, it was more of just 
something that fell into 
place. I was first in the 
world, and it was expected 
of me to go the Olympics 
and to win a medal.”

And now? *
“I feel lucky to be here,” 

she said.

U S ski jumpers 
struggle to 
make ends meet

VANCOUVER, British Columbia (AP) — No money, 
no opening ceremonies and maybe no really meaning­
ful competition. It’s not easy being a part of the U.S. 
Olympic Ski Jumping team.

Not only will the cash-starved American squad miss 
the opening ceremony Friday night, they face the pos­
sibility of being eliminated from their first event before 
the Olympic cauldron is even lit. Qualifying for indi­
vidual normal hill jumping starts Friday afternoon in 
Whistler, a two-hour ride from Vancouver, site of the 
opening ceremony.

With first jumps for qualifiers on Saturday morning, 
Anders Johnson, Nick Alexander and Peter Frenette

“1 definitely wanted to go to opening ceremonies but 
wasn’t going to be too bummed out if I couldn’t,” said 
Frenette, a 17-year-old frxwn Lake Placid, N.Y. “It’s 
more important to do well.”

It takes a lot to “bum out” the three young men com­
peting in a sport that hasn’t received frill fruiding since 
the 2006 Games. Today’s junipers rely on family for 
most of the $20,000 a year it costs each compete, choos­
ing their sport ahead of college even if it means mowing 
lawns, washing dishes, and scooping ice cream to pay 
the bills.

They started their own private team, called Project 
X, from scratch three years ago, hiring their own coach 
for a group of top U.S. juniors, and finding their own 
sponsors.

“It’s really difficult to do with how the economy is 
now,” Johnson said. “It’s huge sacrifioe for us. Nick and 
I should be moving onto college, but we’re sacrificing 
that part of our life for our sport. And it’s an even big­
ger sacrifice for our family to work that extra bit to keep 
that Olympic dream alive fw us.”

They stay in the cheapest hotels they can find, wax

“It’s just a leap of faith that one day we will get fund­
ing if results are improving,” Frenette said.

They have, with Alexander, a 21-year-old from 
Lebanon, N.H., qualifying for six International Ski 
Federation (FIS) World Cups. Anders Johnson, 20, 
competed in Turin, Italy, in 2006 before blowing out 
his knee last summer, and Frenette is coming off a top- 
20 finish in Japan. As if the pressure of making it past 
Olympic qualifying weren’t enough, they are keenly 
away how much a strong showing would mean to their 
sport.

“Ski jumping isn’t exactly a huge sport in the U.S., 
and it’s kind of a constant struggle for us to make it well 
known,” said Johnson,/

Frosh giris down Hereford

ranked Kansas stifles 
sinking Texas Longhorns

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) 
— Kansas gave Texas a 
lesson in not only what it 
takes to get to No. 1, but 
how to stay there.

It started with a big early 
run and a rally-killing finish 
as the top-ranked Jayhawks 
beat No. 14 Texas 80-68 

Monday night, easilyon
handling a team that a few 
weeks ago was supposed to 
challenge them for the Big 
12 title.

“Going into the sea­
son, we were ranked one 
and they were two,” said 
Marcus Morris, who over­
came dislocating his right 
ring finger in the first half 
to lead Kansas with 18 
points. “We circled this 
game on our calendars. We 
were ready from day one to 
play this game.”

It showed as Kansas (23- 
1,9-0) outmuscled and out- 
hustled Texas (19-5, 5-4) 
in just about every way.

Kansas, No. 1 for the 
second straight week after 
three weeks out of the 
top spot, outrebounded 
a physical Texas lineup 
45-34, held the Longhorns 
to 37 percent shooting and 
scored 27 points off 17 
turnovers.

And when Texas finally 
staged a late rally, Kansas 
slammed the door behind 
senior point guard Sherron 
Collins, who had 15 points, 
five assists, four steals and 
made several key plays 
down the stretch.

When the fmal seconds 
finally ticked off, Collins 
punctuated the win by 
slamming the ball down 
hard with a yell, bouncing 
it high in the air.

“We’ve put ourselves in 
pretty favorable position (in 
the Big 12X” Kansas coach 
Bill Self s i^ . “Somebody 
can get hot and run the 
table, but it puts pressure 
on us to keep playing.”

It’s better t im  favorable 
as every other team in the 
league has at least three 
lones.

Texas seemed gmoe for 
a good one until a 22-0 
Kansas run in the first half 
seized momentum and 
took the buzz out of the

raucous home crowd. The 
Longhorns never recovered 
and the team that a month 
ago looked like a national 
title contender now simply 
lo ( ^  lost.

Texas started the season 
17-0 to earn the first No. 1 
ranking in school history in 
early January, but has since 
lost five of its last seven.

Kansas was No. 1 in the 
presea.son poll and for the 
firet eight wm Î s qf tlv^tpgr 
lilar seastm before its oiuy 
loss, at Tennessee.

Freshman J ’Covan 
Brown led Texas with 28 
points, scoring most of 
them in a late burst tihat cut 
Kansas’ lead under 10 late 
before Tyshawn Taylor 
made two free throws. 
Collins then bulled through 
two defenders to fire a 
sharp pass to Tyrel Reed 
for a layup that ended the 
rally.

Damion James had 24 
points and 10 rebounds for 
Texas but as has been the 
case in Texas’ previous 
losses, he was the only reli­
able scorer when die game 
was close.

Texas tried to muscle up 
Kansas by inserting for­
ward Gary Johnson into the 
staring lineup for the first 
time. But his 10 points on 
3-of-8 shooting couldn’t 
make a difference.

Texas led 14-11 early 
before Maririeff Morris’ 
long 3-pointer started 
Kansas’ big run that left the 
Longhorns lotddng bewil­
dered at both ends of die 
court.

Collins zipped a pass 
to Marcus Morris and he 
made a nifty grab in a dead 
sprint for a layup. Taylor 
made a 3-pointer before 
two Texas turnovers led 
to easy Jayhaadcs baskets. 
Collins’ long 3-pointer 
from the left wing made it 
30-14.

Texas went scorek s i  for 
mote than II minules and 
missed 12 strai|Jit shots 
before James banked in 
a 3-pomter. Kansas led

run. “They showed why 
they arc No. 1 team in 
country.
