Foster shares story at C ham ber luncheon

Buster Foster is grateful to be alive.
He and his wife had lunch with the Pampa 

Chamber of Commerce Tuesday, and the 
Amarillo man told them his story of organ 
transplants and blood transfusions.

As a spokesman for Coffee Memorial Blood 
Bank, which serves Pampa and the Texas 
Panhandle along with parts of Oklahoma, Foster 
encouraged each member of the chamber and 
their family and fnends to give blood. He said 
it saved his life.

Foster, now 58, was in the wholesale furniture 
business in Amarillo for 40 years, but in 2006 
he was forced to close his business due to liver 
disease.

Since then, he's had two liver transplants and 
used over 50 pints of blood. Today, he and his 
wife Paula are serving as the Coffee Memorial 
Blood Bank 2010 Honorary Ambassadors.

“The Lord was most gracious to us,” Foster 
said.

In 2004, Foster found he had cancer of the 
liver.

“After going through eight months of treat­
ment and physically and mentally breaking 
down,” Foster said, “they pulled me off the 
medicine.”

Ill 2006, things didn't look good, he said.
Foster, facing a liver transplant, closed his 

store.
He started treatment for his liver problems in 

January, 2007, with more tests at hospitals in 
Dallas and Fort Worth.

It was during this testing that doctors discov­
ered three caiKer tumors next to his liver.

Then kidney failure started setting in, Foster 
said. There were a series of setbacks.

He credited his family, friends and commu­
nity for getting him through it.

“My wife Paula has been by my side,” Foster

said.
In 13 months, he said he went through 50 

units of blood and two liver transplants.
“The first liver transplant was in 2007,” 

Foster said. “A 78-year-old man had given us 
his liver.”

It didn't work.
Foster spent the next 67 days on a respiratory 

in the hospital's intensive care unit waiting for 
another liver. Blood transfusions, he said, were 
constant.

“Blood is a lifesaving entity,” Foster said. 
“It's a substance that we all have to have.”

After three years of laying the ground-' 
work. Habitat for Humanity is ready U) 
make an impact in the Pampa community.’

With much of the last three years spent 
dealing with preparatory paperwork, the 
local Habitat chapter is now up and run­
ning, said Jason Bagwell, member of 
Pampa Habitat’s Board of Directors. 
Habitat for Humanity, an international 
Christian non-profit devoted to building 
“simple, decent and affordable” housing 

for needy fami­
lies, ofiicially

year.
“It’s been a 

long wait,” said 
Jason Bagweli, 
a member of the 

local chapter’s board of directors. “It was 
a long process and we're glad to have all 
the paperwork out of the way. We’re at 
the point now where we’re reaching out to 
the community and letting them now that 
we’re here.”

The idea to bring Habitat to the area was 
the brainchild of Joe Donaldson, a retired 
Pampa doctor who visited Hot Springs, 
Ark., in 2006 and saw the positive impact 
the program had there.

“(Donaldson) had gone out to Arkansal 
and saw what a good thing it was for that 
community,” said Bagwell. “He saw what 
a blessing it was for them and thought it 
would be good to bring that here.”

The local chapter is now focusing on 
what Habitat does best: helping people in 
need. Bagwell said that they are currently 
looking into purchasing the right property 
on which to build their first house, as well 
as scheduling fundraisers for the spring 
season. They recently got a major boost 
with their first big donation, a $5,00<) 
contribution three weeks ago from NBC 
Bank.

“It’s been great,” said Bagwell. “That 
was a big help to us, and we’re just now 
starting to make rounds with the civic 
clubs around town. That’s how we got the 
donation from NBC — we spoke at one 
of the Rotary Wednesday luncheons, and 
the vice president of NBC happened to be 
there and asked us about it and decided to 
get involved, which we’re very thankful 
for.”

Bagwell added that the chapter is also 
searching for families who qualify for 
receiving a newly-buih home. To be eli­
gible, a family has to meet a number 
of requirements set forth by Habitat for 
Humanity International, including income 
and employment standards and the will­
ingness to devote a number of “sweat-

Former Texas Senator

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — 
Former state Sen. David 
Sibley wants to retake the 
Texas Senate seat he held 
for 11 years.

The Waco Republican 
said Wednesday he will 
run in a special election 
for the seat now held by 
Sen. Kip Averitt, who is

resigning.
Averitt won re-election 

earlier this month, even 
after the Republican’s 
January announcement that 
he was dropping out of the 
race. It was too late to get 
his name off the ballot.

Averitt is expected to for­
mally resign Wednesday,

which would trigger a May 
special election.

The central Texas seat 
includes 10 counties 
stretching from Waco to 
the outskirts of Fort Worth. 
Sibley held the seat from 
1991 to 2002, when he 
didn’t seek re-election and 
became a lobbyist.

Broken drive shaft likely cause o f Texas bus crash

drive shaft likely caused a 
Mexico-bound bus to veer 
wildly on a Texas high- 
lyay before flipping over, 
lulling two passengers 
apd injuring 40 others on 
Hoard, investigators said 
Wednesday.

the median and spun wild­
ly, Department of Public 
Safety spokeswoman Tela 
Mange said. She said the 
findings were preliminary, 
dhd that the investigation 
was ongoing.
'  The crash occurred along 
Interstate 37 about 45 miles 
from San Antonio, from 
where the bus had depart­
ed. It was carrying spring 
breakers and other travel- 

to the Mexican border

city of Matamoros, with 
platmed stops in Falfurrias 
and McAllen, Texas.

Two passengers were 
killed — Christina Lozano 
Campos, 62, o f Lewisville 
and Efrain Dominguez- 
Valenzuela, 27, of 
Brownsville — and at least 
two others remained hos­
pitalized in critical condi­
tion Wednesday. The other 
38 people on board were 
either hospitalized in stable 
condition or had been treat­
ed and released.

The driver, 47-year-old 
Irma Morado, was not 
cited.

The bus underwent its 
regularly scheduled main­
tenance the day before the 
crash, said Bonnie Bastian, 
a spokeswoman for 
FirstGroup America, the 
parent company of Dallas- 
based Greyhound Lines 
Inc. Americanos USA is 
operated by Greyhound.

She said Wednesday 
that she was not aware

of the crash investigation 
findings, but the regular 
inspection covered the 
engine, tires, brakes and 
wheels. She didn’t know 
the age of the bus.

Bus drive shafts rarely 
break and completely fall 
off, said Joe Pemberton, 
whose G lendale,
Ariz.-based company,
Motorcoach Training & 
Development Inc., trains 
and certifies bus mechan­
ics. Newer buses are 
equipped with a safety 
strap designed to catch 
a broken shaft so that it 
doesn’t completely desta­
bilize the bus. But such 
devices can fail, and if one 
does, the shaft can snag on 
the pavement and turn the 
bus over, Pemberton said.

“It would act like a pole 
vaulter,” Pemberton said.

Most bus companies 
inspect the drive shaft 
about every 10,000 miles 
as part of maintenance, 
Pemberton said.

Morado and several pas­
sengers described hearing 
a loud noise before the 
bus lost control. After it 
flipped, those who could 
climbed to safety through 
shattered windows and an 
emergency exit.

“I think we did a 180. 
We flipped and I was out 
the window,” said Daryl 
Champagne, a 17-year-old 
San Antonio high school 
senior who was on his way 
to South Padre Island with 
two classmates on spring 
break.

He crawled free and 
helped another man pull 
people through the emer­
gency exit. Someone inside 
handed him an infant.

Today’s Highlight ia History:
On March 17, A Jl. 461 (or A.D. 493, depending 

on sources), S t Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland, 
died in Saul.

On this date:
In 1776, British forces evacuated Boston during 

the Revoludonary War.
In 1860, the Kanrin Maru became the first official 

Japanese ship to reach U.S. soil as it arrived in San 
Francisco. (The ship arrived 12 days ahead of the 
USS Powhatan, which was carrying a Japanese 
embassy delegation.)

In 1906, President Theodore Rooseveh first lik­
ened crusading jounudists to a man with ’’the muck­
rake in his hand” in a speech to the Gridiron Club in 
Washington.

In 1910, the Camp Fire Girls organization was 
formed. (It was formally presented to the public 
on this date two years later.) The U.S. National 
Museum, a precursor to die National Museimi of 
Natural History, opened in Washington, D.C.

In 1941, the National Gallery of Art opened in 
Washington, D.C.

In 1966, a U.S. midget submarine located a 
missing hydrogen bomb which had fallen fixnn an 
American bomber into the Mediterranean off Spain.

In 1970, the United States cast its first veto in the 
U.N. Security CouiKil. (The U.S. killed a resolution 
that would have condemned Britain for failure to 
use force to overthrow the white-ruled government
of Rhodesia.)

In 1992, 29 people were killed in the truck 
bombing of the Israeli embassy in Buenos Aires, 
Argentina.

Ten years ago: In a decision that outraged many 
gun rights supporters. Smith & Wesson signed an 
unprecedented agreement with the Clinton adminis­
tration to, among other things, include safety locks 
with all of its handguns to make them more child­
proof; in return, the agreement called for federal, 
state and city lawsuits against the gim maker to be 
dropped. The United States lifted a ban on imports 
of Iranian luxury goods. More than SOO membm of 
a doomsday cult were burned to death in a makeshift 
church in southwestern Uganda.

Five years ago: Baseball players told Congress 
that steroids were a problem in die sport; stars 
Rafael Palmeiro and Sammy Sosa testified they 
hadn’t used them while Mark McGwire refused 
to say whether he had. (McGwire owned up to 
steroid use in January 2010.) Stephane Lambiel of 
Switzerland won the men’s title at the World Figure 
Skating Championships in Moscow.

One year aga: U.S. journalists Laura Ling and 
Euna hee were detained by North Korea while 
reporting on North Korean refugees living across 
the border in Chiiu. (Both were convicted of enter­
ing North Korea illegally and were sentenced to 
12 years of hard labor, both were Seed in Aug. 
2009 after former President Bill Clinton met widi 
North Korean leader Kim Jong II.) The Seattle Post- 
Intelligencer published its final print edition.

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Women Air Force Service Pilots
receive Congressional Gold Medal

U.S. Senator
This March, as our 

nation celebrates Women’s 
History Month, a special 
group of women gathered 
in Washington, filling the 
massive Emancipation 
Hall of the new Capitol 
Visitors Center to receive 
long overdue recogni­
tion for their pioneering 
service to our nation dur­
ing World War II. These 
inspiring heroines were the 
ftrst women to fly military 
aircraft and b laz^  a trail 
in the sky that opened the 
door for today’s women 
military pilots. In a moving 
ceremony, the 300 surviv­
ing members of the WASP 
received the highest civil­
ian honor Congress can 
give — the Congressional 
Gold Medal -  in fttmt of 
the largest crowd to ever 
attend an event inside the 
Capitol.

These exceptional 
women did not receive the 
recognition they deserved 
during World War II and 
not even for decades later. 
But on this beautiful day 
in our nation’s capital, 
in front of their families, 
members of Congress and 
the servicemen and women 
who have followed in their 
patriotic footsteps, they 
finally heard the words 
they have waited so long 
to hear: “On behalf of a 
grateftil nation, thank you 
for your service."

All these women vol­
unteered to serve their 
country in wartime. They 
paid their own way to 
Texas, where they trained 
at Avenger Field in 
Sweetwater. When the war 
ended and the WASP pro­
gram was unceremonious­
ly ended, they had to pay 
their own way back home. 
Of the more than 1000 
WASP, 38 were killed in 
the line of duty. They were 
not allowed to have the 
American flag draped on 
their coffins. Their fami­
lies had to pay for all dieir 
burial expenses and the 
WASP would often have 
to take iq> collections from 
among dieir own ranks to 
help the families o f their 
fallen comrades pay for 
transporting them home.

The women were recruit­
ed to fly non-combat mis­
sions to free male pilots for 
combat. Throughout World 
War II, these courageous 
wmnen flew more than 60 
million miles around the 
world, in every type of air­
craft and on every type 
of mission flown male 
pilots, except direct com­
bat missions. The WASP 
flight-tested bmnbers and 
f il te rs ;  ferried equipment 
and personnel; flew radar 
tracking missions; trained 
male cadets; and towed tar­
gets - freeing male pilots 
for combat deployment 
overseas.

The WASP pilots were 
never commissioned; they

were never afforded active 
duty status; and they were 
not granted veteran status 
until 1977—more than 30 
years after they had served 
this nation. EJespite their 
patriotic impact, the WASP 
were never formally recog­
nized by Ccmgress for their 
wartime military service— 
until now.

To right this wrong and to 
acknowledge our nation’s 
debt to these great women 
patriots, 1 introduced legis­
lation to honin’ the WASP 
with the Congressional 
Gold Medal and the bill 
passed Congress in record 
time.

I wrote about the WASP 
in my book, American 
Heroines: The Spirited 
Women Who Shaped Our 
Country. Thanks to the

fearlessness of the WASP, 
women today serve as 
pilots in every branch of 
the military and fly every 
type of aircraft, from com­
bat fighter aircraft to the 
space shuttle.

The Congressional Gold 
Medal was our nation’s 
‘Thank You’ to these 
members of the “Greatest 
Generation” who answered 
the call of duty when their 
country needed them. Just 
as the Tuskegee Airmen 
and the- Navajo Code 
Talkers had to wait years to 
receive the recognition of 
their service to our nation, 
the WASP will now be 
remembered by genera­
tions to come for the tre­
mendous contribution they 
made to America’s victory 
in World War II.

Roberson scores 22 to lead Tech past Seton Hall

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) 
^  John Roberson scored 
22 points and Darko 
Cohadarevic recovered 
from a first-half low blow 
to score 12 points, lead­
ing Texas Tech to an easy 
87-69 victory over Seton 
Hall in the first round of 
the National Invitation 
Tournament Tuesday 
night.

Texas Tech (18-15) 
advances to face the 
winner Arizona State- 
Jacksonville.

It was the 10th straight 
loss in the NIT for the 
Pirates (19-13), who have

not won a game in the tour­
ney since 1956.

Texas Tech took con­
trol of the game right 
after Seton Hall forward 
Herb Pope was ejected for 
delivering a blow to the 
groin of Cohadarevic, who 
remained on the floor for 
several minutes.

After Pope’s ejection 
with 14:17 left in the first 
half, the Red Raiders 
scored 13 straight points 
to take a 23-10 lead. 
D’walyn Roberts (12 
points, 11 rebounds) and 
Robert Lewandow^i had 
four points each during that

stretch.
Cohadarevic returned 

and scored six points in 
the first half, leading Texas 
Tech to a 45-32 lead at 
halftime.

“My kids wanted this 
bad,” Texas Tech coach 
Pat Knight said. “We had a 
tough stretch at the end of 
the season, but we kept on 
talking about the NIT. It’s 
an honor for us to be here. 
I’m happy our kids got a 
taste of the postseason.”

The Red Raiders gradu­
ally increased the lead in 
the second half, leading 
72-49 with seven minutes

léft.
Roberson admitted that 

Texas Tech changed its 
approach after Pope’s 
departure.

“We had to change our 
game plan because Pope 
was one o f their focal 
points,” Roberson said.

Texas Tech also received 
13 points from Mike 
Singletary.

“We wanted to attack the 
rim and not settle for jump 
shots,” Singletary said. 
“Once he (Pope) was gone, 
it was our turn to get to the 
paint, get easy shots and 
second-chance shots.”

Seton Hall head coach 
Bobby Gonzalez said that 
it was tough to overcome 
the loss of Pope.

“We really didn’t have 
any way to win without 
Herb Pope,” Gonzalez 
said. “He’s an irreplace­
able guy, the heart and soul 
of this team. When he got 
thrown out of the game, we 
lost a lot of fire, juice and 
energy.”

Neither Knight nor 
Gonzalez said they saw 
the play, but Gonzalez said 
that he spoke with the offi­
cials who told him Pope 
delivered the low blow

intentionally.
“He must have deserved 

to go out, because you 
can’t do what ftiey said 
he did,” Gonzalez said. “It 
took a lot of wind out of 
our sails.”

Jeff Robinson paced 
the Pirates with 23 points 
while Jordan Theodore 
added 13 for Seton Hall. 
Eugene Harvey added 12 
points in his final game for 
Seton Hall.

Cougars rising as they return to the B ig  Danee
HOUSTON (AP) — 

fhe Houston Cougars are 
suddenly front-page news 
again.

The team followed 
another mediocre regu­
lar season by winning 
last week’s Conference 
USA tournament to earn 
the program’s first NCAA 
tournament berth since 
1992. The Cougars (19- 
15) got the No. 13 seed in 
the Midwest Region and 
will face fourth-seeded 
Maryland (23-8) on Friday 
in Spokane, Wash.

Houston averaged 20 
victories in the first five 
seasons under coach Tom 
Penders, but that wasn’t 
good enough for fans who 
femember the dazzling 
days of Phi Slama Jama, 
the dominant teams from 
the early 1980s featuring 
Hakeem Olajuwon and 
Clyde Drexler.

Attendance dropped, high 
school stars in this talent- 
rich city signed elsewhere 
and the program that was 
once the pride of Houston 
ktruggled to find its niche 
In a crowded local sports 
landscape. There was spec­
ulation that Penders might 
be fired with two years 
left on his contract as the 
Cougars limped into last 
week’s C-USA tournament 
as the No. 7 seed.

Houston surprised virtu­
ally everyone by winning 
four games in four days 
to capture its first confer­
ence tournament title, and 
the outlook for the pro­
gram turned brighter in an 
instant.

"It’s not just exciting 
that we’re here, but what 
it means for our future,” 
Penders said. ‘Tve had at 
least 11 calls from guys we 
were recruiting, telling me 
they loved the game and 
they want to be Cougars. 
Unless you get to the tour­
nament, those things don’t 
happen.”

Drexler, who helped the 
Cougars to the 1982 and 
‘83 Final Fours, said the 
program took a giant and 
much-needed leap in cred­
ibility just by making the 
NCAA field.

“It gives you hope,” said 
Drexler, who went 19-39 
as Houston’s coach from 
1998-2000. “If you don’t 
make the tournament, 
you’re a work in progress. 
But this gives you valid­
ity. It can be a springboard 
and give the city hope that, 
hey, that program is com­
ing back a little bit.”

Athletics director Mack 
Rhoades, hired last June, 
would not speculate on 
how the Cougars’ run 
might change his opinion 
o f the program’s direc­
tion under Penders. But he 
acknowledged that making 
the NCAA tournament will 
have a far-reaching anpact 
beyond basketball.

“It’s big. if you think 
about whin sports does 
for a university in terms 
of unitinf ahanni, uniting 
a conununity.” Rhoades 
said. “It feelB great to jpat 
feel and hear the cxdse-

Penders is a veteran, 
with 36 years in coach­
ing, including stints at 
Texas, George Washington 
and Rhode Island. He is 
Houston’s fifth coach since • 
Phi Slama Jama architect 
Guy Lewis retired in t986 
after 30 seasons.

The three coaches pre­
ceding Penders all left with, 
losing records, and the 
renowned rebuilder inher­
ited a program with run­
down facilities and only 
two winning records in the 
previous 11 years.

The Cougars reached the 
NIT in Penders’ first two 
seasons, then topped 20 
victories in 2007-08 and 
08-09. But they were crip­
pled by easy early sched­
ules and settled for bids 
to the CBI, a postseason 
event considered a step 
down from the NIT.

“Here, everybody is tell­
ing me, ‘We need to win.

Get to the (NCAA) tourna­
ment. That’s the first step,”’ 
Penders said. “That’s die 
first time I’d ever heard 
that in my career but, OK. 
That’s added a little bit 
of angst to working your 
butt off trying to get it 
done, and not getting it 
quite where people would 
like it to be.”

Now, Penders is one of 
nine coaches to lead four 
schools to the NCAA tour­
nament, and this journey 
may be the most satisfying 
of his long career.

“Proving people wrong is 
the most enjoyable part of 
being a coach, other than 
your interaction with your 
players and the things you 
share and watching them 
grow,” he said.

Rhoades said that when 
he meets with Penders after 
the season, he’ll view it as 
a whole, not just for the 
miraculous run through the
