Drillette: ‘T orn ad o season is eom ing up’

The devastating forces of tornadoes are most 
likely to occur in South Central Oklahoma, but 
the Texas Panhandle has its share, particularly 
it) the Eastern Texas Panhandle, according to 
a representative with the National Weather 
Service.

This year’s tomado season hasn’t officially 
started, meteorologist Steve Drillette of the 
National Weather Service office in Amarillo 
told the Pampa Rotary Club Wednesday.

“Our tornado season is coming up,” he said. 
“We aren’t there yet.”

With the weather systems this year following 
an El Nino pattern, there is some concern about 
several weather.

“Our last El Nino spring (2007),” said

Drillette, “was one of our most active seasons 
in our record book.”

Drillette said there’s no reason to think that 
this year will be as bad.

In 2007, the National Weather Service issued 
nearly 400 warnings.

“We had 59 confirmed tornadoes.” Drillette 
said.

The old record was 46 in 1995, when Pampa 
was hit by a tomado, he said.

In 1991, the panhandle recorded one fatality 
due to tornadoes. Last year, there were three.

While tornadoes can occur in the panhandle 
in almost any month (no tornadoes have been 
reported in December or January), the tomado 
season is considered to be in April, May and 
June.

“Eighty-four percent of our tornadoes occur 
in those three months,” Drillette said, “with the 
vast majority in May and June.”

About mid-April is when the panhandle starts 
seeing tornadoes.

While reports of tornadoes on average keep 
increasing, Drillette said that’s probably due to 
better reporting rather than more tornadoes.

“We have so many more people that are spot­
ting short-lived tornadoes and are reporting 
those to us,” he said. “They’re chasing them all 
over the place. We have better ways to com­
municate.”

In the past, only the big tornadoes were spot­
ted and reported, he said.

“There’s probably some out there that we’re 
still not counting,” Drillette said.

Gray County has had about 70 tornadoes 
reported since 1950, but Roberts County has 
had less than half that many reported.

Drillette said that’s probably due to more 
open space, less population and fewer reports 
in Roberts County. He said that traditionally 
less populated counties report lower numbers 
of tornadoes.

Jury to decide 
on Hathcoat’s 
competence

If a jury on Monday 
decides a Pampa 
man is mentally 
competent to stand 
trial, he will face 
charges Wednesday 
in the Gray County 
Courthouse.

Darren William 
Hathcoat, 44, is
charged with injury to Hathcoat 
an elderly person. He 
was arrested May 11,
2009.

A contested competency hearing before 
a jury is set to begin Monday morning in 
Judge Lee Waters 223rd District Court.

If the jury finds that Hathcoat is com­
petent to stand trial, another jury will be 
empanelled and Hathcoat will go to trial 
Wednesday morning in the same court­
room.

Court officials said this week that a 
contested competency hearing in Gray 
County is unusual.

Hathcoat also faces separate charges in 
an unrelated case of possession of mari­
juana and manufacture and delivery of a 
controlled substance.

In the meantime, Hathcoat filed a com­
plaint in federal district court in Amarillo 
this week against the Gray County Sheriff 
and two Gray County jailers, claiming

Consumers should 
sign up early for 
applianee rebates

AUSTIN — Consumers should sign 
up early to receive rebates on selected 
ENERGY STAR appliances purchased 
during the Texas Trade Up appliance 
rebate program April 16-25, according 
to Texas Comptroller Susan Combs. 
Approximately S23 million in federal 
stimulus funds are available for the rebate 
program.

Beginning April 5, a toll-free phone 
number and an online reservation system 
will be available for Texans to reserve an 
appliance rebate. When all of the guar­
anteed rebates are reserved, consumers 
may continue to sign up for a waiting list 
to receive rebates on a first-come-first- 
served basis. Consumers must give their 
name, address and appliance type when 
making a reservation.

Consumers must be on the guaranteed 
rebate reservation list or the waiting list 
to be able to print or receive the forms 
they will mail in to claim rebates. To be 
eligible for a rebate, a qualifying appli- 
atKe must be purchased between April 16

Court of Appeals refuses to halt Skinner exeeution

LIVINGSTON (AP) — The Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals refused on Wednesday to 
hah next w ^ ’s execution of a man convicted 
of a triple slaying in the Texas Panhandle more 
than 16 3rearsago.

The stale’s highest criminal court denied a 
request from inmate Hank Skinner to stop his 
M ial injection, scheduled for March 24 in 
Huntsville.

“1 expected no more, no less from them.” 
Skinner said from death row, describing the 
court as “nine prosecutors.'*

T h e ir previoua luliiigs have been so b r  out 
of whack.** he said. ‘XJne thing, t h ^  sure don't 
believe in due proceee. That court is a joke.**

Skinner, 47, contends 
he's innocent of fatally 
bludgeoning 40-year-old 
Twila Busby and fatally 
subbing her two adult 
sons, Elwin Calcr, 22, and 
Randy Busby. 22. All three 
were killed at their home in 
Pampa on New Year's Eve 
in 1993.

Skinner has contended 
for years that he couldn't 

have committed the murders because he was 
passed out on a couch, sick from akohol and 
codeine use, when the crimes occurred. He and 
his bwyars have argued that Twila Busby's 
uncle, Robert Domtell. could have been the 
killer. They said Doani lL who has since died.

SWmer

had a history of violent behavior, particularty 
when he was drinking.

Skinner and his attorneys want more time to 
test evidence for DNA that they say could show 
he wasn't the killer.

“Because state offkiab continue to refuse 
to conduct readily available DNA testing on 
evidence from the crime scene that could clear 
him, there remains a serious risk that Texas, 
one week from today, will execute an innocent 
man,” Skinner's lead attorney, Rob Owen. said.

Anything else, she 
says, is too dangerous.

Parents in Ciudad 
Juarez, just across the bor­
der from El Paso, Texas, 
are afraid to venture into 
the streets amid a turf war 
between two powerful drug 
cartels that has left more 
than 4,500 people dead 
during the past two years.

Their fears spiked last 
weekend when hit men 
attacked two white SUVs 
leaving a birthday party, 
killing parents from two 
U.S. Consulate families in 
front of their screaming 
children.

The violence has risen 
to such levels in Ciudad 
Juarez that everyone feels 
at risk in the city of 1.3 
million, where innocent 
people have been increas­
ingly caught in the cross­
fire. Hit men have gone 
to wrong addresses or 
shot indiscriminately into 
homes, mowing down not 
only the targeted people 
but anyone nearby.

Mothers have <Mven into 
daytime shootouts, bending 
over their children to pro­
tect them. Toddlers have 
been fatally pierced by bul­
lets while playing on the 
swings at city playgrounds.

Waitresses have been slain 
for hiiving the misfoitune 
of serving marked men.

— “We’re*^1ihut id 'o U r 
house,” said Ortiz, a moth­
er of five, as she stood 
outside Vicente Guerrero 
elementary school, her 
7-year-old daughter cling­
ing to her as she shyly eyed 
other students walking by. 
“We have to get to school, 
we have to work. But we’re 
afraid when we leave.”

Families in Ciudad 
Juarez started taking pre­
cautions years ago. At 
night, some couples drive 
in separate cars so one 
spouse can call the other 
on a cell phone upon see­
ing somediing suspicious. 
Many restrict their children 
to socializing at the homes 
of neighbors and relatives 
instead of meeting up at 
cafes and discos.

But even those measures 
are sometimes not enough; 
In January, gunmen barged 
into a private party of 
youths inside a small subdi­
vision and killed 1S people 
in what families say was 
a case of mistaken iden­
tity. State officials claim 
someone was marked at 
the party and have made 
arrests but have not said 
who the target was.

Police arrested four 
more suspects in the case 
Wednesday, bring the total 
to eight.

He said that most tornadoes in the pan­

handle are considered weak.
“Since 1980, we’ve never had an F5 

tornado,” Drillette said. “We’ve only had 
one F5 tornado on record. That was 1947.”

That tornado started near White Deer 
and headed northeast to Woodward, Okla., 
striking Glazier and Higgins and killing 68 

. people in the Texas Panhandle.
; “It was a big tornado,” Drillette said. “It 
‘ was almost two miles wide at times.”

He said FS and F4 tornadoes kill about
• 90 percent of the people killed by toma-
* does, but they only occur about two per- 

cent of the time.
: Drillette, who was once a television
; weatherman, has woiked for the National 

Weather Service for the past 17 years. He 
was in Pampa this weel^ speaking to the 
Rotary Club about severe weather in the 
Texas Panhandle during the spring.

“Our mission at the National Weather 
Service is to protect life and property,” 
Drillette said.

Working out of the weather bureau 
office in Amarillo, Drillette said they 
cover the top 20 counties of the Texas 
Panhandle and the three counties of the 
Oklahoma Panhandles.

“Any time you hear a watch, warning 
or advisory or even a forecast for any 
of those counties,” he said, “those come 
directly firom us.’I

In this part of the country, Drillette said 
weather can present a threat in the form of 
tornadoes, hail, downburst or straight line 
winds, floods and lightning.

Drillette said lightning actually kills as 
many people each year as tornadoes, but 
floo^  actually kill more people.

“As we look at some of the averages 
based on severe weather,” he said, “floods 
are the number one killer.”

More people die in floods and flash 
floods than any other weather event.

That’s followed closely, he said, by 
lightning and tornadoes.

» .In ap aymSCTyear, he said the weather 
rbureau issues aboUt^3 tornado warnings 

in the panhandles.
“We actually see about 21 or 22 torna­

does,” Drillette said. “That’s almost one 
tornado per county per year on average.” 

He said they also issue an average of 
219 thimderstorm warnings each year and 
about 20 flash flood warnings. - 

“It’s a pretty active area for 23 coun­
ties,” Drillette said.

He said lightning deaths usually occur 
in open areas, such as in recreational set­
tings.

“People that are killed by lightning are 
struck before the rain starts,” he said. 
“Most people know to take shelter when 
it starts raining, but lightning strikes as

much as 10 or maybe 15 miles before the 
rain ever begins.”

He said if a person can hear thunder, 
people are close enough to a storm to be 
struck by lightning.

Beneath a tree is the second mostly like­
ly place to be struck by lightning, he said.

Drillette said that when the weather 
service first categorized severe hail, it was 
characterized by penny-sized or larger.

“That’s changed,” he said. “It’s now 
quarter-sized or larger.”

Severe hail is the most costly weather 
event across the panhandle, he said. It 
costs residents millions of dollars every 
year.

In the northeast part of the panhandle, 
they get the most days each year of severe 
hail, 10 or more days of hail.

Drillette said they don’t get hail on the 
West Coast because the weather is too 
stable, but in the panhandle, hail can be 
devastating. In 2004, one hailstorm in 
Amarillo caused more than $200 million 
in damage.

The heaviest downburst winds, he said, 
are • generally to the. east of Pampa in 
Oklwoma.

“We still get three or four or five days 
per year where damaging down-burst 
winds occur in this county,” Drillette said.

The weather bureau considers 58 mph 
wind speeds or higher severe.

It’s not unusual, he said, to get 50 or 55 
mph winds in the panhandle.

“It’s approaching severe,” he said, “but 
not quite severe.”

When the winds reach 60 to 80 mph, 
trees will begin to topple and large limbs 
will break. With winds this strong, he said 
buildings can be damaged.

“When you get from 80 to 100 mph,” 
Drillette said, “it’s very, very destructive. 
It’s similar to tornado damage, actually.”

Today’s Highlight in History:
On March 18, 1910, the first filmed adaptation 

of Mary Shelley’s novel “Frankenstein,” produced 
by Thomas Edison’s New York movie studio, was 
released, with Charles Ogle as the Monster.

On this date:
In 1766, Britain repealed the Stamp Act of 1765.
In 1837, the 22nd and 24th president of the United 

States, Grover Cleveland, was bom in Caldwell, N.J.
In 1922, Mohandas K. Gandhi was sentenced in 

India to six years’ imprisonment for civil disobedi­
ence. (He was released after serving two years.)

In 1937, some 300 people, mostly children, were 
killed in a gas explosion at a school in New London, 
Texas.

In 1940, Adolf Hitler and Benito Mussolini met at 
the Brenner Pass, where the Italian dictator agreed 
to join Germany's war against France and Britain.

In 1959, President Dwight D. Eisenhower signed 
the Hawaii statehood bill. (Hawaii became a state on 
Aug. 21, 1959.)

In 1965, the first spacewalk took place as Soviet 
cosmonaut Aleksei Leonov went outside his 
Voskhod 2 capsule, secured by a tether.

In 1974, most of the Arab oil-producing nations 
ended their embargo against the United States.

Ten years ago: Taiwan ended more than a-half 
century of Nationalist Party mle, electing an opposi­
tion leader (Chen Shui-bian) whose party favored 
laiwan’s formal independence from the rest of 
China.

Five years ago: Doctors in Florida, acting on 
orders of a state judge, removed Terri Schiavo’s 
feeding tube. (Despite the efforts of congressional 
Republicans to intervene and repeated court appeals 
by Schiavo’s parents, the brain-damaged woman 
died on March 31, 2005, at age 41.)

One year ago: Under intense pressure from the 
Obama administration and Congress, the head of 
bailed-out insurance giant AIG, Edward Liddy, told 
Congress that some of the firm’s executives had 
begun returning all or part of bonuses totaling $165 
million. Tony-winning Actress Natasha Richardson, 
45, died at a New York hospital two days after suf­
fering a head injury while skiing in Canada.

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Will pushing healthcare doom Dems.̂

President Barack Obama 
has taken to nonstop 
demonizing of the insur­
ance industry —  a sign of 
desperation over the pros­
pects of passing health care 
reform.

Meanwhile, some 
Republicans say that if 
O b ^ a  succeeds in per­
suading Democrats to push 
reform through Congress 
on a party-line basis, a GOP 
battle cry of “Repeal It!” 
will sweep the 2010 elec­
tions.

The Senate’s No. 3 
Republican leader, Lamar 
Alexander (Tenn.), a man 
not known for hyperbole, 
told me, “I think it is the 
making of a political wipe­
out” for Democrats “if they 
pass this unpopular bill” 
and “jam it through in a 
partisan way.”

“1 could be wrong, but 
based on 40 years in politics, 
I believe it will become die 
symbol of an overreaching 
Washington and will define 
every single Congressional 
race,” he said.

“The only thing I can 
remember that’s like it is 
the Watergate election of 
1974,” when Republicans 
lost 49 House seats, four 
Senate seats and were left 
with only 12 governorships.

Democratic leaders are 
now privately admitting 
they probably can’t get 
health care legislatimi to 
Obama’s desk by March 
18, when he is to leave on 
a trip to Asia and will be 
unable to do essential per­
sonal lobbying.

Some well-cormected 
Democratic lobbyists are 
now convinced the measure 
has only a I in 3 chance of 
passing at all —  dragged 
down by distrust between 
the House and Senate, dif- 
fererKes over abortion lan­
guage, fear among moder­
ates over bad polls and the 
difficulty of passing a rec­
onciliation measure in the 
Senate.

If the House were to “eat” 
the Senate-passed version, 
Obama and Democrats 
would achieve reform. But 
the House is insisting on the 
Senate’s passing a recon­
ciliation bill to fix its work 
— and Senators are not sure 
they can, even though it 
takes only 51 votes.

So, the president is inten­
sively lobbying Members 
by arguing that Democrats 
will be doomed if they don’t 
pass his signature initiative, 
while publicly thrashing the 
insurance industry, a favor­
ite Democratic whipping 
boy.

In one speech on Monday, 
Obama condemned insur­
ance companies 22 times, 
demanding to know, “How 
much higher do premiums 
have to get before we do 
something about it?”

And his Health and 
Human Services secre­
tary, Kathleen Sebelius, 
has piled on with demands 
that insurance companies 
explain why insurance rates 
are rising and what their 
profit margins are.

Actually, they have done 
so rather persuasively — 
using statistics from the 
Centers for Medicare and 
Medicaid Services, part of

Sebelius’ own department.
CMS figures show that 

insurance costs closely 
track the underlying — and 
surging —  costs for hospi­
tals, doctors and drugs.

National health spending 
rose a whopping 5.7 per­
cent in 2009, according to 
a February CMS report, 
and the “primary drivers” 
were a 5.9 percent increase 
in hospital costs, a 5.2 per­
cent increase for drugs and 
6.3 percent for physician
care.

In su ra n c e -c o m p a n y  
administrative costs were 
not even mentioned as a 
driver —  they dropped 2 
percent last year — and 
abundant evidence indicates 
that industry profit margins 
run 3 percent to 4 percent, 
ccMnpaied with 20 percent 
for drug compianies and an 
average of 13 percent for 
the health care industry.

Obama is now proposing 
to create a new agency to 
cap insurance premiums — 
an idea opposed by state 
healüi commissioners who 
worry that federal price 
controls will render compa­
nies insolvent.

That may, in fact, be 
the whole idea; Drive the 
private insurance industry 
into bankruptcy so “public 
plans” can take over, per­
haps leading to the single­
payer system that liberals 
favor.

There is limited polling to 
indicate whether Alexander 
is right that Democrats 
will get wiped out if they 
jam health care through 
Congress — or that they’ll 
suffer if they don’t.

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Perry activates border violence initiative
AUSTIN (AP) — Texas Gov. Rick Perry has activated 

a secret spillover'violence contingency plan, citing an 
increasing threat of violence crossing the Texas border 
from Mexico.

Perry’s office said details of the plan, activated Tuesday, 
wouldn’t be released because of security concerns. 
However, Perry said that, “With the growing threat of 
violence in Mexico spilling over the border, we have taken 
important measures to increase the law enforcement pres­

ence along the Texas border and have placed additional 
resources on standby to combat any potential situation.” 

The plan includes increased surveillance of border 
activity and increased ground, air and maritime patrols. 
Additional resources ready for rapid deployment also 
have been placed on standby. Those resources include 
Texas Department of Public Safety tactical teams and 
Trooper Strike Teams, as well as Texas Ranger Recon 
Teams prepared to deploy based on the threat.

.Judge rejects punitive damages against B P
HOUSTON (AP) — A 

judge has rejected a fed­
eral ju ry’s $100 million 
punitive damages award 
against BP PLC over a 
2007 refinery leak at its 
Texas City plant.

U.S. District Judge 
Kenneth M. Hoyt on 
Tuesday set as'ide the 
December decision that 
awarded $10 million to 
each o f 10 contract work­
ers who said they were 
injured by the April 19, 
2007 chemical release.

Hoyt said he agreed 
with the jury in Galveston 
that had found London- 
based BP responsible for 
the leak. But he said BP 
did not intend to cause 
harm to the workers and 
that plaintiffs failed to 
prove gross negligence.

Without "clear and 
convincing” evidence of 
gross negligence, Hoyt 
wrote in his ruling, the 
$100 million in punitive 
damages “must be set 
aside.”

The jury  also had 
awarded actual dam­

ages ranging from about 
$6,000 to more than 
$244,000 per worker.

“We agree with the 
court’s decision to set 
aside the punitive dam­
age award,” said BP 
spokesman Scott Dean. 
“Having said that, we 
continue to believe that 
the evidence in the case 
did not warrant a finding

against the company in 
any amount and that we 
have solid legal grounds 
for an appeal.” 

P lain tiffs’ attorney 
Tony Buzbee said the 
judge’s ruling sets an 
impossibly high bar for 
proving gross negligence 
and gives refiners a “free 
pass” to continue expos­
ing workers to serious

injury. Buzbee says he 
plans to ask the judge to 
reconsider the decision 
before a formal appeal 
is filed.

The 2007 leak hap­
pened at the same refin­
ery where a March 2005 
explosion killed 15 peo­
ple and injured 170.
