Suprem e C o u r t halts Skinner exeeution

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — The U.S. 
Supreme Court on Wednesday stopped the exe­
cution of condemned prisoner Hank Skinner 
about an hour before he could have been taken 
to the Texas death chamber.

Skinner asked the court and Gov. Rick Perry 
for the delay for DNA testing that he insisted

could clear him in a triple slaying.
The brief order grants him the delay but does 

not ensure he will get such testing. Perry had 
not decided on the delay.

Skinner, 47, faced lethal injection for the 
bludgeoning and strangling of his girlfriend, 
40-year-old Twiia Jean Busby, and the stab- 
bings of her two adult sons. The slayings 
occurred at their home in the Texas Panhandle 
town of Pampa on New Year’s Eve in 1993.

The court order came as relatives of Busby 
were climbing the steps of the Huntsville pris­
on to prepare to witness his punishment.

In the order, the justices said they would put 
off the execution until they decide whether to 
review his case. If the court refuses the review, 
the reprieve is lifted, according to the order, 
and that would make Skinner eligible for 
another execution date.

Hathcoat jury still deliberating

A 10-woman and two-man jury were still 
deliberating the fate of Darren William Hathcoat 
late this morning.

Hathcoat, 45, is charged with assaulting an 
elderly person. He is accused of pushing his 
aunt, 73-yearold Shirley Presson, into a stove 
in her kitchen as she fixed supper for him last 
May.

Testimony started Wednesday afternoon .with 
Gray County Deputy Sheriff Bradly Christain 
testifying that Presson had come to the sher- 
ifTs office about 10 p.m. on May 8 to say that 
Hathcoat had pushed her against a stove in her 
home, causing bruises to her left aim.

Presson then took the stand to tell the jury that 
Hathcoat had insisted that she take him to buy

over-the-counter cold med­
icine. Wheii she told him 
that she’d lost her driver’s 
license and refused to drive 
him to the store, Presson 
said Hathcoat became bel­
ligerent and cursed her. 
She said he grabbed her by 
both shoulders and pushed 
her against the stove in the 
kitchen where she had been 
preparing chicken fried 

steak for their supper.
Presson testifi^  that Hathcoat threatened to 

push her head in a pot of boiling water on the 
stove.

After he left her house at SIO North Naida 
that evening, Presson said she went to her

Skinner, in a small holding cell a few feet from the 
death chamber, expressed surprise when was informed 
o f the reprieve in a phone call from his lawyer.

“I had made up my mind I was going to die,” he said. 
“I’m eager to get the DNA testing so I can prove my 
irmocence and get the hell out o f here.

“I’m greatly relieved. I feel like I really won 
today.”

Rob Owen, Skinner’s lead attorney and a University 
o f Texas law professor, said the court action suggested 
the justices believed “there are important issues that 
require closer examination.”

“We remain hopeful that the court will agree to 
hear Mr. Skinner’s case and ultimately allow him the 
chance to prove his innocence through DNA testing,” 
be said.

If the Supreme Court refuses to review Skinner’s 
case, a Judge can set a new execution date no sooner 
than 30 days after the justices’ decision.

Skitmer, splattered with the blood of at least two of 
the victims, was arrested about three hours after the 
bodies were found. Police found him in a closet at the 
trailer home of a woman he knew.
* The former oil field and construction woiker said he 
was present when the three were killed but couldn’t 
have committed the murders. Skinner said a combina­
tion o f vodka and codeine left him passed out on a 
couch and physically incapable o f clubbing Busby 14 
times with an ax handle and stabbing her sons, Elwin 
“Scooter” Caler, 22, and Randy Busby, 20.

“I’ve been framed ever since,” he said last week. 
“They’re fixing to kill me for something I didn’t do.”

Courts over the years since his conviction have agreed, 
rejecting his appeals.

Skinner’s lawyers want to pursue in federal district 
court a civil case against the Gray County District 
Attorney, whose office prosecuted Skitmer initially. 
That suit seeks to make evidence available for testing.

They’d made a similar appeal to Perry.
Skiimer’s attorneys want DNA testing on vaginal 

swabs taken from Busby at the time o f her autopsy, 
fingernail clippings, a knife found on the porch o f 
Busby’s house and a second knife found in a plastic 
bag in the house, a towel with the second knife, a 
jacket next to Busby’s body and any hairs found in 
her hands that were not destroyed in previous test­
ing. Only the hairs were tested previously and those 
results were inconclusive, according to court docu­
ments.

Skirmer’s trial lawyer, Harold Comer, chose not to 
test all the evidence because he feared the outcome 
would be more damaging to his client.

Comer said he now favors the testing but defended 
his trial strategy.

“I would m ^ e  the same decision with the same cir­
cumstances again,” he said.

Trial prosecutor John Maim, who has since died, 
also did not have all the evidence tested. Current 
District Attorney Lynn Switzer, now the defendant in 
Skinner’s lawsuit, declined to comment about the case 
as Skinner’s execution neared. Lawyers representing 
her office challenged the suit as improper.

Skinner would have been the fifth person executed 
this year in Texas, the nation’s most active capital 
punishment state. Twenty-four people were put to 
death in Texas in 2009.
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Health bill hits snag
WASHINGTON (AP) —  It’s not quite over yet. 

Democrats hit a snag Thursday in their drive to rush 
ttvough a p a d ^ e  of fixes to the big health caie law 
signed by President Barack Obama, but they still hoped 
for final p a s ^ e  in yet another late-night session.

House Majority Leader Steny Hoyer said that if the 
Senate finished its work by aftiemoon, as expected, the 
House would immediately take up the bill. Democrats 
are saying they do not expect any major problems — but 
they’re also k ^ i n g  their fingers crossed.
I Senate leaders had plarmed to complete work on the 
^ - i t  bill by midday Thursday and get it quickly to 
Obama. But Republicans established that they would be 
able to kill some language in the bill that relates to grants 
Jbr low-income college students. That meant the altered 
bill would have to be returned to the House — four days 
hfter House members thought they’d seen the last of it 
jate Sunday night.
; Senators who had been in session past 2 a.m. Thursday 
returned to work on a long list of proposed Republican 
amendments.
« The president, who signed the separate landmaric leg­
islation into law on Tu^day, was flying to Iowa for an 
afternoon speech, the first of many appearances around 
the c o u n ^  to sell his health care revamp before the fall 
congressional elections.

Obama was appearing in Iowa City, where as a presi­
dential candidate in 2007 he touted his ideas for health 
coverage for all. His trip comes as polls show people are 
divided over the new law, and Democratic lawmakers 
hope he can convince more voters by November that their 
support was the right move.

Meanwhile, House Speaker Nancy Pelosi, D-Calif., 
voiced concern over warnings of violent reprisals against 
members of Congress who voted for the overhaul.

She said the response has ”no place in a civil debate in 
our country.” Republicans, too, went to the House floor 
to plead with opponents of the health care law to refrain 
from violence and threats.

The FBI is working with lawmakers subjected to men­
acing obscenity-laced phone messages. In some instanc­
es, bricks were hurled at congressional offices, including 
Rep. Louise Slaughter’s district headquarters in Niagara 
Falls, N.Y.

As an exhausted Senate labored into the wee hours 
Thursday on a stack of GOP amendments to the follow­
up bill, Jim Manley, spokesman for Senate Majority 
Leader Harry Reid, told reporters that Republicans con­
sulting with the chamber’s parliamentarian had found 
‘‘two minor provisions” that violate Congress’ budget 
rules.

Republicans have been hunting for such violations 
in hopes of bringing down the legislation. Democrats 
had also been consulting with the parliamentarian, Alan 
Frumin, and hoped they had written a measure that would 
not be vulnerable to such problems.

The two provisions were expected to be formally 
removed from the bill on Thursday. Manley said he 
expected the Senate to approve the measure without 
them and send it to the House. He said Senate leaders, 
after conversations with top House Democrats, expect the 
House to approve the revised measure.

Both chambers are hoping to begin a spring recess by 
this weekend.

Io<A at her, you may be 
reminded of a chapter in 
your life you would pre­
fer to forget. How sad for 
both of you.

The way you treat 
her, particularly in rela­
tion to her half-brothers 
“  will affect the way she 
perceives herself for the 
rest of her life. People 
whose parents treat them 
as unlovable often regard 
themselves as not “mea­
suring up,” and it can 
cause self-esteem prob­
lems that last a lifetime.

Ordinarily, 1 would 
encourage you to seek 
low-cost therapy through 
your county department 
of mental health for the 
sake of both you and your 
daughter.

Obamacare squeaked 

through the Democratic 
House on bare-knuckled 
power politics — despite 
recent polls showing 54 
percent of Americans are 
opposed to it — and justified 
fears that its true costs will 
send federal spending, bor­
rowing and taxes to unprec­
edented levels.

But the war against the 
most sweeping government 
power grab in U.S. history 
isn’t over, it’s just become 
wider and, politically, more 
lethal — for Democrats. Let’s 
take these one at a time.

Heading into die final stag­
es of the health care battle. 
Democrats were facing losses 
in November of 20 to 30 
seats in the House, and per­
haps four to five seats in the 
Senate, according to most 
election forecasters.

Their potential losses 
mushroomed after the House 
vote when nearly a dozen 
Democrats who had voted 
against Obamacare last year 
switched to the yes column 
Sunday under intense pres­
sure from the White House 
and their party’s leadership.

Many of die switchers are 
“freshmen” facing particu­
larly tough réélection pros­
pect in conservative-leaning 
districts, and at least 20 who 
voted for it are ftom dis­
tricts Obama lost in 2008. 
Switchers like Reps. Betsy

Markey of Colorado and 
Suzanne Kosmas of Florida, 
who went from no to yes, 
are in Republican-leaning 
districts diat voted for J(dm 
McCain in 2008 and where 
voter anger widi Obamacare 
is strong.

Election handicappers and 
pollsters say Sunday’s vote 
has improved GOP prospects 
for gains in November, pos­
sibly as many as 30 seats 
in the House, and maybe 
even six to seven pickups 
in the Senate. Democratic 
Senate seats are in jeopardy 
in Delaware, Coimecticut, 
Nevada, Illinois, Colorado, 
Arkansas, Pennsylvania and 
North Dakota.

A big reason behind diis 
wave is that voter intensity is 
in favor of die GOP. An NBC 
News and Wall Street Journal 
poll shows Republicans widi 
a double-digit lead over 
Democrats when voters were 
asked which party diey’ll 
support in dieir ccmgiessional 
districts.

Legislation and consti­
tutional amendments have 
been introduced in at least 
three dozen states that argue

die government has illegally 
exceded its Ccmstitutional 
reach by requiring citizens 
to purchase health care plans 
or else suffer hundreds of 
dollars in armual tax penal­
ties. Thousands of Internal 
Revenue Service agents will 
be hired to police this man­
date and crack down on any 
citizen who refuses to do so.

Virginia and Idaho have 
enacted bans against the 
mandates, and many other 
states are eiqiected to follow 
suit. State attorneys gener­
al in Virginia, Idaho, South 
Carolina and Florida are pre­
paring to file lawsuits in fed­
eral court in a legal batde 
that is expected to go to die 
Siqxiane Court.

“While Congress has used 
its taxing power to fund Social 
Security and Medicare, iMver 
before has it used its com­
merce power to mandate that 
an individual person engage 
in an economic transaction 
with a private company,” 
Georgetown University law 
professor Randy E. Barnett 
writes in The Washington 
Post this wedL

The courts have usually 
upheld the government’s reg­
ulatory powers in interstate 
commerce. But that is no lon­
ger a certainty in the conser­
vative high court that for the 
first titne has struck down 
bans on firearms and upheld 
a corporation’s right to spend 
money in political canqnigns.

FurÁer fueling die back­
lash against Obama’s massive 
expansión of government enti- 
dements — de^ihe die near­
insolvency of Social Security, 
Medicare and Medicaid 
— are the Congressional 
Budget Office’s dubious 
cost estimates claiming that

Obamacare is paid for and, 
indeed, will cut the deficit.

Most of CBO’s esti­
mates are based on specious 
political expectations that 
Congress will, as its bill 
promises, slash $500 bil­
lion in Medicare costs over 
10 years, which will never 
h^pen. Lawmakers passed 
legislation to slash Medicare 
payments to doctors and post­
pone, each year, their action 
for another year in the so- 
called “doc fix.”

Their real plan will even­
tually call for a nationwide 
sales tax to keep the health 
care plan alive and, by then, 
there will be another power- 
fid special interest group lob­
bying for its immortality.

Meanwhile, if you want to 
see the future of Obamacare, 
look at what’s happened 
under the very similar health 
care plan in Massachusetts 
that has turned into yet anoth­
er oppressive entitlement 
funded by taxpayers.

“More than half of the
408.000 newly insured resi­
dents pay nothing,” says 
health care analyst Grace- 
Marie Tiuner. Another
140.000 people were unin­
sured, assessed a penalty or 
exempted. Because of the 
shortage of doctors, more 
than h^f the state’s intemal- 
mediciiK doctors no longer 
accept new patients; emer- 
gerKy rooms are packed, 
insurarKe mandates have 
driven iqr health care costs, 
waiting periods to see a doc­
tor are much longer, and three 
of four major insurers had 
operating ksses last year as 
medical expenses soar.

That’s what awaits all of 
us in the age of Obamacare 
unless it is stopped.

CAIRO (AP) — Osama bin Laden threatened in a new 

message released Thursday to kill any Americans al-Qai- 
da captures if the U.S. executes d»e self-professed mas­
termind of the Sept. 11 attacks or other al-Qaida suspects.

In the 74-second a u d io t^  aired on Al-Jazeera tele- 
v i s i ^  the al-Qaida leader explicitly mentions Khalid 
Sheik Mohammed, who was captured in Pakistan in 
2003. He is the tnost senior al-Qaida operative in U.S. 
custody and is currently detained at die U.S. naval base 
at Guantanamo Bay, Cuba.

In 2008, the U.S. charged Mohammed with murder and 
war crimes in connection with the Sept. 11,2001 attacks 
on the U.S. Pentagon officials have said they will seek 
the death penalty for him. Four of his fellow plotters are 
also in custody. “

“The White House has expressed its^des^ to execute 
them. Thu day An^mcajnakes'dut decision will be the 
^ y  it has issued a mam sentence for any one of you that 
is taken captive,” Bin Laden said, addressing Americans.

A U.S. counterterrorism official said it is absurd for 
al-Qaida to niggest it is going to start treating captives 
badly.

“They may have forgotten Danny Pearl and all the 
others theyOve slaughtered, but we havenOt,” said the 
official, who spoke on condition of anonymity in order to 
discuss classified information.

After his March 2003 capture in Pakistan, Mohammed 
described himself as the architect of numerous terrorism 
plots and even claimed that “with my blessed right hand,” 
he had decapitated Wall Street Journal reporter Daniel 
Pearl. Peari was found beheaded in Pakistan in 2002.

The U.S. is still considering whether to put Mohammed 
and the four fellow plotters on military tribunal. The 
Obama administration is also looking into recommenda­
tio n  for civilian trials, and is expected to announce a 
'decision soon.

Al-Qaida is not known to be holding any Americans 
captive now. But the Haqqani group — the Pakistan-

based Taliban faction closest to al-Qaida — is holding 
American soldier Pfc. Bowe Bergdahl who was captured 
in eastern Afghanistan in June 2009. It released a video 
of him in December.

Bin Laden also said President Barack Obama is follow­
ing in the footsteps of his predecessor George W. Bush 
by escalating the war in Afghanistan, being “unjust” to 
al-Qaida prisoners and supporting Israel in its occupation 
of Palestinian land.

“The politicians of the White House were and still are 
wronging us, especially by supporting Israel and occupy­
ing our land in Palestine. They think that America, behind 
oceans, is safe from the wrath of the oppressed, until the 
reaction was loud and strong in your homeland,” he said 
of the Sept. 11 attacks. “Equal treatment is only fair. War 
is a back-and- forth.”

Bin Laden is believed to be hiding somewhere in the 
rugged, lawless border region between Afghanistan and 
P^istan.

Pentagon changes discharge rules
WASHINGTON (AP) — Defense Secretary Robert Gates Thursday approved 

new rules that will make it harder to discharge gays from the military, calling the 
changes a matter of “common sense and common decency.”

G a ^  announced new guidelines for how the Pentagon carries out the 1993 law 
burning gays from serving openly in the military —  rules which essentially put 
higher-ranking officers in chiuge of discharge proceedings and impose to u re r  
requirements for evidence used against gays.

The new guidelines go into efrect immediately and will apply to cases already 
open. They arc considered a stopgap measure until Congress decides whether to go 
along with President Barak O b ^ a ’s call for a repeal of the “don’t ask, don’t tell” 
law.

“I believe these changes represent an important improvement in the way the cur­
rent law is put into practice, above all by providing a greater measure of common 
sense and common decency for handling what are complex and difficult issues for 
all involved,” Gates told a Pentagon news conference.

The changes raise the level of officer authorized to initiate a fact-finding inquiry 
into a case, the level of officer who can conduct an inquiry and of the one that can 
authorize a dismissal.

M exico’s K ing o f Heroin nabbed
MEXICO CITY (AP) — 

Mexican authorities say they 
have arrested a major dmg 
trafficker known as the “King 
of Heroin” for the massive 
amounts of drugs he moved 
into the U.S. each year.

Police say that Jose 
Antonio Medina, nicknamed 
“Don Pepe,” was arrested in 
the western Mexican state of 
Michoacan on Wednesday.

Ramon Pequeño, head of 
the anti-narcotics division 
for Mexico’s federal police, 
said Thursday that Medina 
worked for the La Familia 
cartel rutming a complex 
smuggling operation that

hauled 440 pounds (200 kilo­
grams) of hCToin each month 
across the border.

Meanwhile, violence 
continued Thursday in the 
Mexican border city of 
Ciudad Juarez. Police in the

border city of 1.3 million 
just south of El Paso, Texas, 
on Thursday found a decapi­
tated man lying in a shop­
ping center parking lot, his 
head inside a black plastic 
bag nearby.
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Texan jobless rate holds steady at 8.2 pereent
AUSTIN (AP) —  The Texas W orkforce 

Commission says the state’s unemployment rate held 
steady at 8.2 percent in February despite the loss of 
13,000 jobs.

The job losses aimounced Thursday offset a revised 
January gain o f 12,600 jobs. The Texas work force 
grew by 40,200 and now stands at 12.1 million work­
ers.

The state’s jobless rate remained below the nation­
al figure o f 9.7 percent.

Commission Chairman Tom Pauken says the job­
less rate appears to have stabilized but that the reces­
sion is still negative affecting the Texas economy.

Amarillo has the lowest local unemployment rate at 
5.7 percent.

Last Tuesday, 28 of 32 
NFL owners approved the 
new overtime format for 
the playoffs. In the new 
format, if the team that 
receives the ball first only 
scores a field goal, then 
|he other team will also get 
the ball. If the second team 
only kicks a field goal, 
then the rest of overtime 
would be the original sud­
den death format.

However the question is 
did it really change any­
thing?

The reason this debate 
came about was because so 
many teams that won the 
coin toss in overtime won 
the game on their first pos­
session. According to an 
article on the NFL’s Web

site, the team that correctly 
called the coin toss won 
the game 60 percent o f the 
time.

The coin toss doesn’t 
determine the winner at all. 
If that was the case, then all 
the teams would have to do 
is watch a coin get flipped.
