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Execution Tuesday

for robbery-slaying

LIVINGSTON (AP) — Franklin Dewayne Alix admits
the fatal shooting for which he was convicted but disputes
evidence prosecutors used to tie him to a 6-month-long
binge of murder, rape and robbery and convince a Houston
jury to send him to death row.

"Image is perception," Alix, 34, said recently during
an interview with The Associated Press in a tiny visiting
cage outside Texas death row. "They had me looking like
a drug-crazed addict. If I didn't know me and saw that, I'd

- have hated me.

"I never claimed to be totally innocent, but they took it
and ran with it."

Alix faced lethal injection Tuesday evening in Huntsville
for fatally shooting a 23-year-old Houston man, Eric

: Bridgeford, while robbing Bridgeford's sister's home 12

years ago. Before the robbery, Alix abducted and raped
Bridgeford's sister.

He'd be the fifth inmate executed this year in the nation's
most active death penalty state. At least eight other Texas
inmates have execution dates in the coming months.

Alix's lawyer, Robert Rosenberg, said appeals had been
exhausted.

"There's nothing that's going to be taking place," he said
of any last-minute court action.

Earlier appeals unsuccessfully argued an unqualified
medical examiner testified against him, that Harris County
prosecutors knew the testimony was improper, DNA
evidence excluding him from the slaying was improperly
withheld and that his trial lawyers were deficient.

"I see Franklin's trial as a petri dish of the most toxic
materials around the courthouse," Rosenberg said.

According to trial testimony, Alix abducted Bridgeford's
sister Jan. 3, 1998, forced her into the trunk of a car, raped
her and drove her home. As he was ransacking her apart-
ment, Bridgeford came home, saw Alix with a gun and
ran off but was shot in the back. Alix drove away and was
arrested a few days later.

"I killed the dude," Alix said. "I wasn't trying to, but I
did. When the dude charged at me, the gun went off.

"I was looking to rob, not kill. But once you put yourself
in that situation, something's going to happen. You play
with a gun, somebody's going to get killed."

That was his defense at his 1998 trial, where his lawyers
tried to persuade a Harris County jury he didn't intend to
kill Bridgeford. Jurors deliberated five hours before con-
victing him.

At his punishment trial, prosecutors said he was respon-
sible for at least three other murders, two rapes and dozens
of robberies from August 1997 through January 1998. He
was charged with one other slaying but not tried.

"I'm not saying nothing happened to those people,"
Alix said, taking responsibility for "some of the robber-
ies" but "no other murders" and no rapes. In a confession
to police, he claimed the sex with Bridgeford's sister was
consensual.

Harris County assistant district attorney Vanessa
Velasquez, who is now a judge, called Alix "the poster boy

+ for the death penalty." Jurors in his sentencing trial deliber-

ated about three hours before agreeing with her.
"We had boxes full of offenses he was alleged to have

- committed," recalled Luci Davidson, a former assistant
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prosecutor who also worked on his case. "Girls would be
pulling into apartment complexes, and he'd approach. He
was known for putting victims in the trunks of cars and
driving around with them."

Alix said a debt of "a couple of thousand" dollars to a
friend got out of control and forced him to turn to robbery
to get money. While he described it as not much money,
he also said, "When you don't have it, it's a lot. I just got
myself caught up in a web.

"I was raised up in a strict household. I wanted to do the
right things in life but got caught up with the wrong folks."

Attorney General offers tax season tips

With the April 15 federal income
tax filing deadline fast approach-
ing, many Texans will undoubtedly
encounter billboards, e-mails and
direct mail that advertises tax return-
related services. As with any con-
tractual agreement, Texans should
carefully read the fine print before
entering into a financial transaction
involving their income tax returns.
Taxpayers who understand the nature
of these agreements are more likely
to make informed decisions that just
might save some of their hard-earned
money.

For example, Texans should
always avoid tax preparation servic-
es that “guarantee” the largest pos-
sible tax return. Under federal law,
any deductions tax preparers make
for their clients must be accurate and
legally permissible. Tax preparers
that submit false information in order
to obtain larger refunds for a client
(and higher fees for the preparer),
put their clients in legal jeopardy.
Competent, legitimate tax preparers
will not hesitate to sign their clients’
tax return, so Texans should always
avoid preparation services that refuse
to sign their clients’ tax returns.
Taxpayers who believe a tax preparer
is not complying with the law should
file a complaint with the Office of
the Attorney General.

Many businesses market “instant
cash™” to taxpayers seeking quick
access to their income tax refunds.
Tax preparation services, automo-
bile dealerships, furniture outlets
and other vendors typically mar-
ket tax refund anticipation loans as

an “instant cash advance” against
a borrower’s expected tax refund.
Frequently, the “instant cash” is
actually a loan that the taxpayer
must repay. Refund anticipation
loans often carry processing fees and
high interest rates, so the amount of
advance cash the taxpayer receives
is typically less than the refund they
are owed by the federal government.

Under Texas law, refund anticipa-
tion loans are perfectly legal as long
as lenders fully and clearly disclose
certain details to borrowers. Refund
anticipation lenders must provide
the estimated fees charged for the
loan, the annual interest rate and the
loan fee schedule in writing. Lenders
who advertise in Spanish must pro-
vide the same required disclosures
in Spanish.

Refund anticipation - lenders must
also inform borrowers about the aver-
age time it takes to receive a refund
directly from the IRS, which now
offers electronic tax filing and direct
deposit refunds. Both significantly
speed up the process. According to
the IRS Web site, electronic refunds
can be processed and deposited into
taxpayers’ bank accounts within 10
days. With that in mind, taxpay-
ers should carefully consider which
option is in their best interest: instant
cash refunds reduced by interest and
lender fees or a full refund from the
IRS at a later date.

Although many Texans would pre-
fer not to pay their taxes, it is well
settled law that federal income taxes
are NOT voluntary. Any tax profes-
sional claiming to uniformly exempt
taxpayers from their federal income
tax liability should be handled with
caution. U.S. courts have repeatedly

rejected the argument that taxes are
voluntary or optional.

Finally, taxpayers should beware
of unsolicited telephone calls and
e-mails from individuals claiming
to be IRS agents. During the sham
telephone calls, the fake agents may
claim tax refunds are available via
direct deposit in order to obtain the
taxpayers’ Social Security numbers
and bank account information.

Texans who receive such calls or
e-mails must recognize that these are
bogus attempts to steal taxpayers’
identities. The IRS does not unex-
pectedly call taxpayers to demand
their personal information. Taxpayers

solicited in this manner should just ;

hang up or delete the e-mails.

Tax Season Tips

* Read tax returns carefully before
signing them. Never sign a form
with spaces left blank. Taxpayers are
responsible even if their returns are
prepared by someone else.

* Consider carefully whether a
high-interest refund anticipation loan
is more favorable than waiting for a
larger check directly from the IRS.

« Hang up on scammers who call
unexpectedly and pose as IRS agents.

* Contact your local tax-assessor
collector to file a homestead exemp-
tion free of charge.

To report a tax preparer who is not
complying with the law, or to report
fraudulent telephone solicitations,
file a complaint with the Office of
the Attorney General online at www.
