GrayCares here to help elderly in eommunity

GayCares Living at Home, Inc., a 
fledging non-profit group based in 
Pampa, is now offering its services 
to die local senior set.

What services, exactly? Well, just 
about anything, really.

“What we ¿ I is dud we provide 
non-medical independent living ser­
vices including local tranq;>oTtation 
five of charge to anyone 6S years of 
age and older,” said Donna Brauchi, 
GrayCares Director. “We’re basi­
cally here to help the oldo* people 
in the community be able to live 
independendy.”

“Our community has lots of older 
people who want to stay in their 
own homes and don’t want to move 
into an institutionalizied facility just 
yet,” continued Brauchi. “Many of 
them don’t have family members 
here, and if someone could help 
diem widi little things around the 
home, they could stay independent 
much longer. Our vision is dut we 
have volunteers in this community 
that could help people do that.”

According to Brauchi, GrayCares, 
which has been active in die com­
munity since February, oflers aasis-

tance to the elderly in a variety of 
household tasks, from minor home 
repairs and maintenance to tele- 
(dtone reassuraaee calls and visita­
tions. Funded striedy through grants 
and donations, Graj^ares dispatch­
es volimteers who help clients with 
things such as doing yardwork, 
trimming bushes, cleaning gutters 
and taking out the trash. C^yCares 
also provides transportation to sev­
eral area locations, including doc­
tor’s offices, grocery stores, beauty 
shops and banks.

liiere arc no income guidelines to 
receive assistance from GrayCares; 
anyone within the 6S-and-over age 
group is eligible.

“Pretty much anything that we 
could be helpiul wiA, we’ll do it,” 
said Brauchi with a smile. “We’ll do 
anything that we have a volunteer 
re ^ ly  available to help do.”

GrayCares has also partnered with 
other Pampa agencies and organiza­
tions to undertake special ventures 
around the community when made 
possible by funding. Two weeks 
ago, GrayCares and Accolade Home 
Care wo^ed together on Operation 
Ramp, a weeklong project that 
installed a wheelchair access ramp 
at the home of Wendell and Helen 
Akins.

“(Accolade) had the finding and 
we had people who could do the

work,” said Brauchi.
ITie Çirayeares bliR^iniit.i^actu- 

ally hflRed in part off of a sMIar 
progrlin in Borger that Steve Cox, 
Grayoares board member and pas­
tor at St Paul’s United Methodist 
Church, saw as making a great ben­
efit within the community.

“I was at a meeting in Borger 
about three years ago, and they 
had an organization named 
HutchCares,” said Cox. “They were 
devoted to helping the elderly in 
that community, and I thought that 
that’s something that would be great 
to bring to Pampa.”

“We started really looking at 
(HutchCares) and considering how 
we might get that to woik here,” 
added Brauchi. “(The founding 
board) spoke a lot with HutchCares 
in Borger to see how they got start­
ed and they thought that we could 
do that here in Pampa. We’ve taken 
parts of what’s worked with their 
program and tried to make it ours.”

Brauchi said that GrayCares 
model is based on improving the 
quality of life in any way possible 
for Pampa’s older population.

“We just have a real passion for 
helping our older generation be 
able to enjoy life as best they can. 
Research shows that for people 
who are able to stay in their own

Audit: Food  
Stamp system 
needs fixing

AUSTIN (AP) — A new state 
auditor's report says the food 
stamp program in Texas is ineffi­
cient and outdated and suffers from 
a growing number of inaccuracies.

The State Auditor’s Office said 
inexperienced staff and inefficient 
office setups mean the program run 
by the Health and Human Services 
Commission has not been able to 
keep up with the increased num­
ber of applications spurred by the 
recession.

The auditor says 80 percent of 
food stamp applications are still 
kept as paper files. Applicants are 
often forced to wait in long lines 
for answers to basic questions and 
can’t get answers over the phone 
or Internet.

There is little sil­
ver lining in the pitch- 
black fimnel cloud that 
is ObamaCare, now the 
law of the land. For the 
American Right, this grim 
occasion offers an oppor­
tunity to praise a rising 
star and excoriate another 
so-called Republican who 
deserves significant blame 
for this severe blow to 
limited government.

Paul Ryan, take a bow.
Karl Rove, go eat a cac­

tus.
Throughout the seem­

ingly ceaseless healthcare 
debate, GOP Rep. Paul 
Ryan of Wisconsin dis­
played quick wit, clarity of 
expression, and commit­
ment to limited govern­
ment — the precise char­
acteristics that escaped 
so many Republican 
leaders during the Bush- 
Rove-Hastert-Frist years 
o f “Com passionate 
Conservatism.”

Ryan, 40, is chief 
Republican on the House 
Budget Com m ittee, 
where he highlighted 
ObamaCare's pitfalls. He 
did so most dramatically 
by confronting President 
Barack Obama at the Feb. 
25 bipartisan summit at 
Blair House. Chiding 
Obam aCare’s Enron 
accounting, Ryan said, 
“Hiding spending does not 
reduce spending. And so, 
when you take a look at 
all of this, it just doesn’t 
add up.”

Ryan may have been the

M urdock

youngest policymaker at 
the table and surely was 
its most youthful — not 
bad in a party stereotyped 
as the home of wizened, 
bald men. Nonetheless, 
Ryan spoke his free- 
market truth to Obama’s 
socialist power. Ryan 
emerged as a well-spoken 
brainiac who pierced the 
Democrats’ illusion that 
Uncle Sam magically can 
buy 30 million people 
health insurance at a $2.5 
trillion, 10-year operating 
cost while simultaneously 
slashing the federal defi­
cit.

As ObamaCare faces 
vigorous challenges in 
the courts and a rendez­
vous with enraged voters 
on Election Day, Ryan 
has yet more to offer. 
Among many prescrip­
tions, Ryan’s Roadmap 
for America’s Future 
wisely would introduce a 
five-year spending freeze, 
10-percent and 25-per- 
cent income tax rates, 
and voucherize much of 
Medicare and Medicaid.

Save for his unfortu-

nate vote for the federal 
bank bailout in fall 2008, 
this ascendant figure 
in American public life 
should inspire conserva­
tives and fiee-marketeers 
to ask in moments of cri­
sis: “What would Paul 
Ryan do?”

Conversely, on such 
occasions, Rightists 
should ask, “What would 
Karl Rove do?” —  And 
then dash the other way.

Rove, 59, is on Fox 
News so often, he must 
live there. He occupies 
priceless column inches 
in every Thursday Wall 
Street Journal. His spheri­
cal face mars the -cover 
of his recently published 
door-stopper. His advice is 
as ubiquitous as dust.

Yet a genuine mystery 
endures: Why does any­
one listen to a syllable this 
man utters?

“The architect,” as 
George W. Bush called 
him, designed a skyscrap­
er that supposedly would 
house, in Rove’s words, a 
“durable governing major­
ity.” But, like earthquake 
victims crawling from 
the wreckage o f Rove’s 
“architecture,” free-mar­
keteers were wounded by 
fleeting GOP control of 
Congress and the execu­
tive branch. Republicans 
now do not govern while 
in the minority.

Rove whispered in 
Bush’s ear that if  only 
Republicans imperson­
ated Democrats, salva­
tion would follow. NVhile 
applauding tax cuts. 
Rightists otherwise derid­

ed steel tariffs, farm bail­
outs, highway boondog-’ 
gles, the Medicare drug' 
entitlement. No Child 
Left Behind, and no pork* 
left behind; As Citizens 
Against Government 
Waste reports, earmarks' 
exploded from 4,326 
under President Clinton’ 
in 2000 to 13,997 under 
Bush in 2005.

Average, inflation- 
adjusted annual spend-' 
ing, according to the Cato 
Institute’s Chris Edwards, 
more than tripled, from* 
1.5 percent under Clinton 
to 4.9 percent under Bush. 
Even subtracting the War' 
on Terror, homeland secu-, 
rity, defense spending, and; 
Katrina recovery, spend-* 
ing growth still averaged* 
4.2 percent annually, welK 
ahead of that period’s 2.81 
percent average inflation! 
rate.

The GOP’s reputation; 
for fiscal discipline was* 
crushed beneath the por*:

fired the GOP Congress! 
in 2006, which ushered in; 
Obama’s victory in 2008; 
and the Left’s triumphant- 
achievement of govern-' 
ment medicine in 2010.
