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"Texas educators seek delay of school curticulum vote

DALLAS (AP) — A group of university educators on
Thursday called on the State Board of Education to delay a
final vote on contentious statewide school curriculum stan-
:largser until experts from higher education can weigh in on the

atter.

In an open letter made public Thursday, the educators called
on the board to delay it's planned May vote until curriculum
teams and a panel of qualified, credentialed content experts
from the state's colleges and universities can review changes
the board made and "prepare a new draft of the standards that
is fair, accurate and balanced," the letter says.

"The integrity of the curriculum revision process has been
compromised,” the educators wrote,

Last month, the board gave preliminary approval to new
standards for grades K-12 after three days of public hearings
and contentious debate. A far-right faction of the board suc-
ceeded in injecting conservative ideals into social studies,
history and economics lessons.

The proposed curriculum standards will require teachers to
cover the Judeo-Christian influences of the nation's Founding
Fathers, but not highlight the philosophical rationale for the
separation of church and state. Curriculum standards also will
describe the U.S. government as a "constitutional republic,"
rather than "democratic," and students will be required to
study the decline in value of the U.S. dollar, including the
abandonment of the gold standard.

Perry to Tea Partiers: ‘Watch your backs’

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov. Rick Perry warned tea party
organizers to watch their backs for liberals who wish
to make them look bad as thousands were planning to
stage tax-day rallies across the state on Thursday.

At rallies from El Paso to Tyler, supporters of the
conservative tea party movement were planning to
send their message of limited government and lower
taxes to Washington. Former House Speaker Newt
Gingrich was set to speak at an Austin rally,

Thousands are expected to participate the gather-
ings, and tea party leaders are striving to divert fringe
groups, extremists or infiltrators obsessed with hateful
messages.

In an invitation-only conference call with tea party
organizers on Wednesday, Perry urged participants
to "continue looking over your shoulder ... for people
trying to make the tea party into something that it's
not."

Perry, a frequent Washington basher who capitalized
on the tea party movement to defeat Sen, Kay Bailey
Hutchison in the March primary elections, was not
scheduled to speak at any rallies. But he cautioned sup-
porters against tea party opponents.

"You can bet that every dirty trick is going to get

played on tea parties, trying to marginalize them, try-
ing to make them into something that they're not," said
Perry, who faces Democrat Bill White in November's
gubernatorial election.

In Austin, Gingrich will tout the new Contract"

"From" America, a 10-part conservative pledge that
some tea party activists are asking elected officials
to sign. Gingrich is well-known for his support of the
Contract With America that helped Republicans recap-
ture control of Congress in 1994,

In the Houston area, tea party organizers made extra
security arrangements and asked their crowds to be
"vigilant to make sure no one tries to misrepresent
us," said Suzanne Guggenheim, president of the North
Houston Tea Party Patriots.

Speakers at rallies there include conservative radio
talk show hosts, state lawmakers and Rick Green, an
evangelical former state lawmaker who was defeated
in the GOP runoff election Tuesday night for a seat on
the state Supreme Court.

In the year since the movement took off, hostility
over Wall Street bailouts, the national debt and govern-
ment spending helped Texas tea party candidates beat
two longtime House Republicans in recent elections.

Budget woes force prisons to cut counseling

DALLAS (AP) — When John Patrick Barton was in prison
on his third drunken driving conviction, he was not among
he thousands of inmates nationwide who undergo alcohol
ind drug treatment behind bars each year.

Fifteen months later and out of prison, Barton is accused of
iriving drunk again. This time, authorities say he plowed his
:ar into another, killing a woman and her teenage daughter in
1 Dallas suburb on Easter.

Barton’s case has turned into a rallying cry in Texas, where
state officials have proposed slashing more than $23 million
Tom in-prison treatment programs. These types of programs
— many already stretched thin — are increasingly endan-
gered as shrinking budgets force several states to consider
cuts to treatment for drug users, drunken drivers and sex
Sffenders.

Though Barton was never ordered to undergo alcohol treat-
ment after his third drunken driving offense, those opposed to
‘he proposed cuts to the nation’s second largest prison system
are using his case as an example of what they fear will hap-
sen if treatment programs are trimmed.

. “People say, ‘How can you afford to (fund) this?"” said
Texas Sen. John Whitmire, chair of the senate’s criminal
“‘ustice committee. “My comeback is, ‘How can you afford
10t t0?"”

Studies have shown offenders with substance abuse prob-
ems are more likely to return to prison without treatment. Yet
»nly 11 percent of the nation’s inmates with substance abuse
sroblems receive treatment during: incarceration, according
o the National Center on Addiction and Substance Abuse at
Columbia University.

Several states have already decided to reduce in-prison

treatment programs that are often required as a condition of
parole and can sometimes lead to early release from prison.
In some cases, experts say, offenders may end up serving
more of their prison sentence if budget cuts make it difficult
to receive treatment.

In Kansas, for example, budget cuts gutted the system’s
treatment and support services of more than 900 counselors.
Sixteen substance abuse counselors were cut, the 220 coun-
selors who operated the state’s “therapeutic communities”
programs in prisons were laid off, as were 160 of the 312 sex
offender counselors.

“Our concern is that this will make it more difficult for
inmates to put together valid release plans and will increase
the probability that they will be unable to comply with condi-
tions of their release or reoffend at a higher rate,” said Kansas
Secretary of Corrections Roger Werholtz. “We're just real
nervous.”

In Pennsylvania, reductions to alcohol-treatment programs
have created a backlog of inmates waiting for drug and
alcohol counseling required before receiving parole. At the
Mount Pleasant Correctional Facility in Iowa, a shrinking
corrections budget forced the layoffs of eight of the facility’s
12 counselors, who treat some 600 sex offenders. Prison offi-
cials estimate about 40 will not receive treatment.

The number of inmates receiving treatment for substance
abuse in California also has dropped. The state overhauled its
in-prison treatment system in recent years, cutting 80 percent
of its substance abuse contract counselors amid a shrinking
budget and complaints that programs were wasteful. The
budget for in-prison treatment programs also shrank this year,
dropping by about 17 percent from 2009.

Today is Thursday, April 15, the 105th day of
2010. There are 260 days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On April 15, 1865, President Abraham Lincoln
died, nine hours after being shot the night before by
John Wilkes Booth at Ford’s Theater in Washington.
Andrew Johnson became the nation’s 17th president.

On this date:

In 1817, the first permanent American school for
the deaf opened in Hartford, Conn.

In 1850, the city of San Francisco was incorpo-
rated.

In 1861, three days after the Confederate attack on
Fort Sumter, President Abraham Lincoln declared
a state of insurrection and called out Union troops.

In 1912, the British luxury liner RMS Titanic sank
in the North Atlantic off Newfoundland, less than
three hours after striking an iceberg; some 1,500
people died.

In 1945, during World War II, British and
Canadian troops liberated the Nazi concentration
camp Bergen-Belsen.

In 1947, Jackie Robinson, baseball’s first black
major league player, made his official debut with
the Brooklyn Dodgers on opening day. The Dodgers
defeated the Boston Braves, 5-3.

In 1959, Cuban leader Fidel Castro arrived in
Washington to begin a goodwill tour of the United
States. Secretary of State John Foster Dulles resigned
for health reasons; he was succeeded by Christian A.
Herter.

In 1960, a three-day conference to form the Student
Nonviolent Coordinating Committee (SNCC) began
at Shaw University in Raleigh, N.C. The group’s
first chairman was Marion Barry.

In 1980, existentialist philosopher Jean-Paul Sartre
died in Paris at age 74.

In 1990, actress Greta Garbo died in New York at
age 84.

Ten years ago: The world’s leading financial
officials, meeting in Washington, pledged coopera-
tion to promote global prosperity. Meanwhile, anti-
globalization protesters swarmed through the heart
of the nation’s capital. Cal Ripken of the Baltimore
Orioles became the 24th player to reach 3,000 hits
when he lined a clean single to center off Twins
reliever Hector Carrasco. The Orioles won the game,
6-4.

Five years ago: A Paris hotel fire killed 24 people,
many of them ‘African immigrants. A Russian rocket
blasted off from the Central Asian steppes, catapult-
ing three crew members on a two-day journey to the
international space station.

One year ago: Tens of thousands of protesters
staged “tea parties” around the country to tap into
the collective angst stirred up by a bad economy,
government spending and bailouts. A U.S. Army
master sergeant, John Hatley, was convicted of mur-
der at a court-martial in Vilseck, Germany, in the
2007 killings of four bound and blindfolded Iraqis.
Hatley initially received life in prison but had his
sentence later reduced to 40 years. Pirates released
the Greek-owned cargo ship Titan that had been
hijacked off the Somali coast on March 19.

America at crossroads of space exploration

This recent launch of
the NASA Space Shuttle
Discovery is a bittersweet
moment that highlights
the success of America’s
manned space program,
but at the same time moves
our nation one step closer
to the plans of the Obama
Administration to volun-
tarily surrender our coun-
try’s half-century of leader-
ship in space exploration.

It is ironic that this mis-
sion will considerably

expand the scientific capa=

bility of the International
Space Station (ISS) and
.bring it closer to final
assembly while we move
toward embracing complete
dependence on Russia for
future access to the space
station. Six months from
now if the remaining flights
are completed as scheduled,
U.S. crew members along
with European, Japanese
and Canadian crew mem-
bers, for whom the U.S.
is also obligated to pro-
vide transportation to the
ISS, will only be able to
fly there aboard Russian
Soyuz spacecraft at a cost
to American taxpayers of
$51 million per seat. That’s
a combined total of at least
$300 million per year,
assuming the Russians
don’t raise the price once
they are the only available
provider of launch services.

This will be the case
until an as-yet unknown
commercial provider can
design, build and test an as-
yet unidentified vehicle on
an as-yet undefined sched-
ule, which most experts
expect to be from five to
seven years away. Just as
disturbing, according to a
recent report of the General
Accountability Office, is
the absence of the space
shuttle will mean the space
station will be vulnerable
to the potential failure of
major components or sys-
tems whose replacement or
return to earth for repair and
redelivery were provided

by the space shuttle, threat-
ening years of research and
billions in investment.

In fact, the ability of the
space station to be used
for the science and research
it was designed and built
to conduct could be com-
promised by the inabil-
ity to ensure the delivery
of research materials and
equipment to the station,
and especially to return
samples home for analysis
of the in-orbit research.

This also will have a
direct impact on Texas.
The Johnson Space Center
(JSC) in Houston is the
premiere NASA center
for the International Space
Station (ISS) and human
space flight, scientific and
medical research efforts.
The JSC employs over
3,400 civil servants and
more than 13,000 contract
employees. In total, the JSC
supports the Houston area
by generating an economic
impact of over $4 billion
and 35,000 jobs. The poten-
tial loss of this workforce’s
skills during the transition
has long-term implications
for our state and its contin-
ued support of space flight
programs.

I have legislation which
would keep space shuttles
flying until it can be clearly
determined that the space
station is fully equipped to
do research and has suf-
ficient spares and replace-
ment parts to keep func-
tioning in the absence of
the shuttle’s capability. It
would also accelerate the
development of a shuttle-
derived replacement, which
could be available in time
to narrow or close the gap
after the shuttle is retired,
whenever that is determined
to be. My plan would be
budget neutral.

Our nation must not be
forced to choose between
maintaining our indepen-

dence in reaching space
and investment in the next

generation of space vehi-
cle. We can and must do
both. By maintaining our
independence from other

nations in reaching space,
the U.S. can fully realize
the research potential of the
space station as a national

lab and protect our nation’s
security and
interests.
