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Group aims to put ‘umbrella’ over shelter concerns

A new volunteer organization, it 
appears, is ready to form to help tackle 
some long-standing problems associated 
with the city’s animal shelter.

Tuesday evening’s meeting at the 
M.K. Brown Civic Center had its tense 
moments as several attendees voiced 
their concerns, ranging from the seem­
ing need for a trap-neuter-release pro­
gram to issues stemming from fostering 
shelter animals into homes with healthy 
pets.

Pampa Mayor Lonny Robbins was 
able to help get the volunteers on track 
by suggesting the volunteers form an 
ad hoc committee that could tackle the 
entire issue as a whole.

■‘There’s incredible potential here in 
this room to do what needs to be done.” 
said Robbins.

“I would suggest... (putting) together 
a board and include everybody here that 
wants to get organized. Then, you can 
start addressing each issue as you need 
to and develop a plan.”

“We’re really all here for the same 
cause,” echoed attendee Sandy Bums. 
“Let’s all get together and make it hap- 
pen.

Faustina Curry, who was nominated 
as a spokesperson of sorts for this new 
group, said that what they are trying to 
do is integrate a number of groups into 
the same camp.

“What we’re trying to do is make 
an umbrella,” Curry said. “I’m going 
to try to help pull everybody aboard 
together and then we’re going to work 
on shelter needs, spay-and-neuter kind 
of needs... We’re going to look at all 
those things and try to pull together a 
group of concerned citizens and start

Almost three dozen cyclists stopped in 
Pampa today for lunch on their way to 
California.

Gillian Yoerg, leader of the Bike and Build 
tour, said the cyclists left Boston on June 20 
and expect to in Santa Barbara, Calif., by 
Aug. 24.

As she smeared sunscreen on her face, arms 
and legs, Yoerg said there are 31 cyclists with 
her pedaling across the country.

Yoerg said rider on the tour organized by 
Bike and Building, the Philadelphia company 
that organized it, is stopping along the way to 
help raise money for affordable housing.

Each rider pays $ 1,000 for the privilege of 
biking and building, she said, and they collect 
donations along the way.

Because of the number of churches that 
offer them shelter and food, Yoerg said the 
group had spent less than $4,000 so far.

ConocoPhillips earnings more than double
NEW YORK (AP) — ConocoPhil­

lips said Wednesday its second-quar­
ter income more than doubled as oil 
prices increased and refining margins 
jumped.

The Houston oil company also an­
nounced plans to sell its entire hold­
ings in Russian oil company Lukoil 
by the end of next year.

ConocoPhillips reported earnings 
of $4.16 billion, or $2.77 per share, 
for the second quarter. That com­
pares with $859 million, or 57 cents 
per share, in the same part of 2009. 
Revenue rose to $45.69 billion from 
$35.45 billion.

Excluding a gain the company 
earned $1.67 per share in the latest 
quarter. On that basis, analysts ex­
pected $1.56 per share.

The rebound in energy prices has 
boosted oil companies’ sales this 
quarter, Conoco pumped 8 percent 
less oil in the second quarter, but the 
average price it received for each bar­
rel increased 37 percent to $71.09.

Natural gas prices also increased 22 
percent to $4.50 per million cubic 
feet.

ConocoPhillips continues to move 
forward with plans to shed $10 bil­
lion in assets. In June, the company 
completed a $4.65 billion deal win 
Sinopec to sell its stake in a Canadian 
oil sands project.

On Wednesday, CEO Jim Mulva 
said the company plans to sell its en­
tire stake in Lukoil, Russia’s largest 
private oil company. It announced a 
$3.44 billion deal to sell 40 percent of 
its stake to Lukoil this quarter. Cono­
co aims to sell the remaining 60 per­
cent either to Lukoil or on the open 
market by the end of 2011.

The company purchased a stake in 
Lukoil hoping that it would open the 
door to more exploration and produc­
tion projects in the region.

"That hasn’t really materialized 
quite like we thought,” Mulva told 
analysts in a conference call. “Not 
because of lack of interest or intent.

But the business environment is quite 
different than what we thought.”

Mark Gilman, an analyst with The 
Benchmark Company said the Lukoil 
deal was flawed from the start. Since 
Lukoil is a private company, and not 
government owned, it doesn’t enjoy 
the kind of influence other Russian 
companies have.

“Lukoil is not regarded within Rus­
sia or outside of Russia as being the 
type of player that’s a door-opener,’" 
Gilman said.

ConocoPhillips has been trying 
to sell more of its refining business, 
which has struggled to pass higher oil 
prices on to motorists. In the second 
quarter, however, company refineries 
enjoyed higher profit margins on gas­
oline and other petroleum products.

Its U.S. refineries reported income 
of $782 million in the quarter. Bui 
companywide the operation lost 
money after including a S l.l billion 
impairment charge related to its Wil­
helmshaven refinery in Germany.

Perry campaign aided Green Party

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Gov. Rick Perry’s re-election 
campaign was paying a Republican operative who helped 
get the Green Party on the Texas ballot.

The Dallas Morning News reported Wednesday on cam­
paign fitumce reports showing the campaign paid Stuart 
Moss for mileage while he was doing political research 
in November. That^ the same time he helped the Green 
Party field candidates.

Democrats say liberal Green Party candidates could 
help Perry by siphoning votes away from Democrat Bill 
White. The Texas Democratic Parly has sued the Green 
Party to identify the source of $532,000 that bankrolled 
the petition drive that made it possible for the third party 
to get candidates on the November ballot.

Perry spokesman Mark Miner says the governor’s cam­
paign was not involved in the Green Party petition drive.

Explosion on southwest Texas line
SEALY (AP) — Officials are warning residents to 

stay inside after an explosion on an energy pipeline in 
southeast Texas.

The Austin County SherifTs Office says the explosion 
near Sealy occurred Wednesday morning. No injuries 
were reported.

Officials say flow to the pipeline has been stopped 
and nothing appears to be leaking from it. They were 
monitoring air quality in the area and are still trying to 
determine the cause of the explosion.

Sheriff’s officials also say residents should avoid 
creating sparks in the area. They are asking residents 
to avoid turning on their air conditioners or opening 
windows.

The Houston Chronicle reports that most roads closed 
after the explosion have reopened, but the streets nearest 
the site remain closed.

Sealy is about SO miles west of Houston.

Women claim sheriff forced sex
WICHITA FALLS (AP) — Four women are suing a 

north Texas county, claiming they were forced to have sex 
with the former sheriff under threats.

One woman claims former Montague (mahn-TAYG’) 
County sheriff Bill Keating forced her to have sex within 
an hour of her arrest and later tried to rape her while she 
was handcuffed.

Keating was already out of office when he and 16 others 
were indicted last year in the jail scandal.

Keating died of an apparent heart attack about a year 
ago, before he was sentenced on federal charges for hav­
ing sex with a woman imder threat of arrest. So his con­
viction and the state charges were dismissed.

In the federal civil lawsuits filed this month in nearby 
Wichita Falls, the women seek unspecified monetary 
damages from Montague County.

Starved children trial starts
DALLAS (AP) — The trial has begun for a mother of 

three children who were found starving after being shut 
away in a hotel bathroom for as long as nine months.

In opening statements on Wednesday in Dallas, the 
attorney for Abneris Santiago portrayed his client as the 
victim of an abusive and controlling boyfriend.

The 31-year-old defendant is on trial for injury to a 
child. Police last summer rescued her emaciated chil­
dren, whose skeletal structure was visible beneath their 
stretched skin.

The trial Wednesday was in the same courtroom where 
Santiago’s boyfriend, Alfred Santiago, was convicted 
and sentenced the previous day. He received a 99-year 
sentence and fines of $20,000 after being found guilty by 
a different jury of injury to a child and continuous sexual 
abuse.

Exorcist says he needed help
. ODESSA (AP) — The husband of a Texas woman who 
died while he claims he was doing an exorcism on her says 
he shouldn’t have tried it alone.

The Odessa American reported Wednesday that 63-year- 
old Jan David Clark said in a jailhouse interview that he 
regrets attempting the 2008 exorcism without help. He 
told the newspaper that a group exorcism would have been 
more appropriate.

Audiorities arrested Clark after they found Susan K. 
Clark’s body wrapped in a sheet with a cross and sword on 
top of it on the floor of the master bathroom.

Clark, who told the newspaper he “did not willingly’’ kill 
his S9-year-old wife, is scheduled to stand trial Sept. 13 
in Odessa for murder. An autopsy report said she died of 
suffocation.

Lawrence Barber, Clark’s attorney, declined to comment 
Wednesday.

Texas beaches cleaner than most
GALVESTON (AP) — An aimual report on the state 

of the nation’s beaches says Texas beaches are slightly 
cleaner than most, but that is largely due to a two-year 
drought.

Texas has also escaped the worst of the BP spill that 
has fouled many Gulf beaches, leading to 1,755 beach 
closings and advisories in the region.

The Natural Resources Defense Council said 
Wednesday that in 2009, beach closings and advisories 
were at their sixth highest level in the 20 years thdy’ve 
been tracked.

But Texas saw a drop in such advisories.
The council says the incidents dropped by 27 percent 

in Texas last year. There were 231 such incidents last 
year, compared to 318 in 2008.

Environment Texas director Luke Metzger says that 
was mostly because less rain meant not as much pollu­
tion reached the water.

Bear breaks in, eats food, steals
LACONIA, N.H. (AP) — A black bear walked into 

a New Hampshire house dirough an open door, ate two 
. pears and a bunch of grapes, took a drink from the family 
; fishbowl and grabbed a stuffed bear on its way out the 
;door.

Mary Beth Paikinson says the bear apparently took 
advantage of the open outside door to get into her Idtchen 
Tuesday in Laconia, about 20 miles north of Concord. She 
thinks the garage door going up scared die bear enough 
diat it fled die house.

She says she arrived in time to save die fish.
Parkinson said her 6- and 9-year-old boys made sure die 

doors were locked before they went to bed.

PHOENIX (AP) — A federal judge on Wednesday 
blocked the most controversial parts of Arizona’s immi­
gration law from taking effect, delivering a last-minute 
victory to opponents of the crackdown.

The overall law will still take effect Thursday, but with­
out the provisions that angered opponents — including 
sections that required officers to check a person’s immi­
gration status while enforcing other laws.

The judge also put on hold parts of the law that required 
immigrants to carry their papers at all times, and made it 
illegal for undocumented workers to solicit employment 
in public places. In addition, the judge blocked officers 
from making warrantless arrests of suspected illegal 
immigrants.

“Requiring Arizona law enforcement officials and 
agencies to determine the immigration status of every 
person who is arrested burdens lawfully-present aliens 
because their liberty will be restricted while their status is 
checked,’’ U.S. District Judge Susan Bolton ruled.

She ruled that the controversial sections should be put 
on hold until the courts resolve the issues. Other provi­
sions of the law, many of them procedural and slight 
revisions to existing Arizona immigration statute, will go 
into effect at 12:01 a.m.

The ruling came just as police were making last-minute 
preparations to begin enforcement of the law and pro­
testers were planning large demonstrations to speak out 
against the measure. At least one group planned to block 
access to federal offices, daring officers to ask them about 
their immigration status.

The volume of the protests will likely be turned down 
a few notches because of the ruling by Bolton, a Clinton 
appointee who suddenly became a crucial figure in the 
immigration debate when she was assigned the seven 
lawsuits filed against the Arizona law.

Lawyers for the state contend the law was a constitu­
tionally sound attempt by Arizona — the busiest illegal 
gateway into the country — to assist federal immigration 
agents and lessen border woes such as the heavy costs 
for educating, jailing and providing health care for illegal 
immigrants.

Opponents argued the law will lead to racial profil­
ing, conflict with federal immigration law and distract 
local police from fighting more serious crimes. The U.S. 
Justice Department, civil rights groups and a Phoenix 
police officer had asked the judge for an injunction to 
prevent the law from being enforced.

“There is a substantial likelihood that officers will 
wrongfully arrest legal resident aliens under the new 
(law),’’ Bolton ruled. “By enforcing this statute, Arizona 
would impose a ‘distinct, unusual and extraordinary’ bur­
den on legal resident aliens that only the federal govern­
ment has the authority to impose.”

The law was signed by Republican Gov. Jan Brewer 
in April and immediately revived the national debate on 
immigration, making it a hot-button issue in the midterm 
elections.

The law has inspired rallies in Arizona and elsewhere 
by advocates on both sides of the immigration debate. 
Some opponents have advocated a tourism boycott of 
Arizona.

It also led an unknown number of illegal immigrants 
to leave Arizona for other American states or their home 
countries.

Federal authorities who are trying to overturn the law 
have argued that letting the Arizona law stand would 
create a patchwork of immigration laws nationwide that 
would needlessly complicate the foreign relations of the 
United States. Federal lawyers said the law is disrupting 
U.S. relations with Mexico and other countries and would 
burden the agency that responds to immigration-status 
inquiries.

Brewer’s lawyers said Arizona shouldn’t have to suffer 
from America’s broken immigration system when it has 
15,000 police officers who can arrest illegal immigrants.

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working on these problems in Pampa.”
Curry said that the idea is to unite all of the currently 

existing groups that exist for the improvement of the 
animal shelter, including the City Fund 12 initiative 
that has collected roughly $35,000 to provide finan­
cial assistance for adopting shelter animals.

Bums, a former employee of the animal shelter, 
acknowledged that there is much work to be done at 
the shelter but reiterated that the issues are not the fault 
o f Animal Control Supervisor Monty Montgomery.

“I just want to tell everybody that Monty’s doing a 
really great job,” said Bums. “He walked into a really 
big mess, and he’s doing the best with what he’s got. 
Don’t blame Monty. It’s not Monty’s fault.

“There’s a lot o f things that need addressing. There’s 
a lot o f things that need help. The volunteer group can 
be a big help to him. If you want to see more animals 
find homes, get involved with this program.”

The group has scheduled a second meeting tenta­
tively set for 6 p.m. on Tuesday, Aug. 17, at a location 
to be determined.

Also at Tuesday’s meeting:
• City Manager Richard Morris shared with volun­

teers the plans for a new shelter for the city.
The proposed shelter is approximately 50 feet wide 

and 150 feet long, not counting the outdoor exercise 
area attached to the building. The city is currently 
looking at the old recycling center on Municipal Drive 
as a site for the new facility, which does not currently 
have a timetable for constmetion.

There was, however, apparently some confusion 
as to how building o f a new shelter could be fimded. 
Cleo Meaker pointed out that Fund 12 was explicitly 
started to help finance adoptions, not build a new 
facility.

“(Former City Manager) John Horst, I recently had 
a visit with him last week,” Meaker said. “We reiter­
ated that position... We can make it clear that that’s 
what it’s to be used for. Not for a building, but for 
adoptions.”

Curry said that helping the city raise money for a 
new shelter could be one o f the goals o f the new vol­
unteer organization.”

“It sounds like there is a plan and possibly a place to 
have it, but there is no money,” she said. “The money 
that was shown tonight is for adoption and spay-and- 
neuter purposes that’s in the (Fund 12) ftmd, and it’s 
to help the animal shelter take care o f the animals that 
are there. From my understanding, it is not particu­
larly money that is to go to a new shelter, so I think 
one of the things we’ll have to do eventually is to 
figure out how we can help the city develop ^ d i n g  
for a new shelter.”

* Morris also explained that there is a hurdle towards 
the formalization o f a trap-neuter-release program in 
Pampa.

“Right now, we’re not looking at the capture and 
release,” said Morris, “and there’s good reasons.

“We know that there are some folks here who would 
like to see that, but I’ve had folks voice that they 
would not be interested in living in an area where 
there’s some animals being released back out. There’s 
different sides to that and that’s something that’s 
going to have to be woriied out.”

Midterm voters have plenty to gripe about
WASHINGTON — Lacking viable 

ideas on how to stimulate growth and 
jobs, the White House seems to be 
intent on killing both by raising tax 
rates on upper-income earners, inves­
tors and small businesses in a weak 
economy.

Over the weekend. President Obama 
and his advisers were still desperately 
peddling two invidious economic 
myths, namely that lower tax rates 
-  and not overspending — produce 

budget deficits because they reduce 
government revenues, and, converse­
ly, that higher taxes will not harm the 
economy.

But when tax rates were cut in the 
1960s (under the Kennedy tax cuts) 
and in the 1980s (the Reagan tax 
cuts), the economy improved and as 
a result, overall federal tax revenues 
climbed.

The Kennedy tax cuts led to stron­
ger economic growth and the higher 
revenues from that growth produced 
a budget surplus in 1969, despite 
forecasts that just the opposite would 
happen.

The Reagan tax cuts pulled the 
country out of the worst recession 
since the Great Depression with 
robust economic g ro^^ that at its 
peak, led to job creation numbers of 
more than 300,000 jobs per month. 
Deficits resulted in part because of the 
steep two-year recession that flattened 
tax receipts and Reagan’s push to 
rebuild the military to defeat the “Evil 
Empire.” But economic recovery and 
declining unemployment eventually 
pushed total government revenues to 
over $1 trillion for the first time in 
hisory.

Similarly, the 2001-2003 Bush tax 
cuts helped the U.S. economy recover 
after it went into a nosedive following 
the September 11 terrorist attacks. 
Federal spending rose in response to 
those attacks and a stepped up offen­
sive against terrorism at home and 
abroad, among other things, pushed 
the deficit to $412 billion by 2004.

But the economy grew as a result 
of tax cuts and the higher federal tax 
revenues from it as well as higher 
job growth helped drive down the 
deficit to $161 billion in 2007, the last 
budget produced by the Republican 
Congress. That same year, the Dow 
shot up to over 14,000 (just before the 
2008-09 recession), and the jobless 
rate was a low 4.6 percent.

Now President Obama is trying to 
sell us on the idea that the best medi­
cine for an anemic, high-unemploy-
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ment economy is 
to raise taxes on 
the people who 
invest in it, pay 
the lion’s share 
of all federal- 
income taxes, and 
run most of the 
nation’s small 
businesses, which 
produce many of 
our jobs.

______________  Obama never
really explains 

how raising the two top income tax 
rates and other taxes on dividends, 
capital gains, investors and employers 
is supposed to improve our economy 
and create jobs.

His own advisers do not seem to 
have a clue about job creation and the 
critical need to boost capital forma­
tion and investment by cutting the 
capital gains rate. Treasury Secretary 
Timothy Geithner went on two Sunday 
talk shows to defend raising taxes at 
the end of this year, but said he would 
like to see less of Obama’s public 
works spending and more unemploy­
ment benefits. He didn’t have a lot to 
say about how to boost private invest­
ment, an economic issue that is still a 
major stumbling block.

But many if not most economists 
and virtually all of the nation’s top 
business leaders say this is not the 
time to be raising taxes when so many 
sectors in our economy are struggling 
and the jobless rate is expected to 
remain near 10 percent for the rest of 
this year and next.

“If these growth-inhibiting tax 
increases occur — about $75 billion 
in tax increases next year, $1.4 tril­
lion over 10 years — there will be 
serious economic damage,” Stanford 
economist Michael J. Boskin writes

in a recent Wall Street Journal op-ed.
If you don’t believe him, how 

about Obama’s own chief economic 
adviser, Christina Römer? In his col­
umn, Boskin points out that “In the 
most recent issue of the American 
Economic Review, Ms. Römer (and 
her husband David H. Römer) con­
clude that ‘tax increases are highly 
contractionary ... tax cuts have very 
large and persistent positive output 
effects.’”

“Their estimates imply the tax 
increases would depress the GDP by 
roughly half the growth rate in this 
so-far anemic recovery,” Boskin adds.

There’s another big reason to stimu-
j economic growth and job creation 

Unough tax cuts rather than spending 
borrowed money that is only plunging 
us deeper into debt. Next to spend­
ing cuts, stronger economic growth 
remains the most efficient and sustain­
able way to slash the deficits.

The White House aimounced last 
week that under the president’s bor- 
row-and-spend fiscal policies, the fed­
eral deficit — which reached a record 
$1.4 trillion last year — will rise to 
nearly $1.5 trillion this year and again 
in 2011. And it will remain at or close 
to these trillion-dollar levels for the 
rest of this decade if we do not change 
course.

The result of all this: a high unem­
ployment, a slow-growing economy, 
h i^e r tax burdens on most Americans 
and record deficits as far as the eye 
can see. The voters will have a lot of 
issues to choose from when tfiey go to 
the polls in November.
