Five of America’s finest,
including three with Pampa con-
nections, will be inducted into
the Panhandle Veterans Hall of
Honor this Saturday during the
Hall’s 20th recognition ceremony
at VFW Post 1657.

Doors will open at 5 p.m. at
the ceremony, which will also
include a barbecue dinner before
the formal induction at 7 p.m.

The five honorees are F. Browne
Gregg, who received his Army
Air Force wings at the Pampa
Army Airfield in 1944; Lewis
C. Gallimore, a Pampan and a
Marine during WWII; Dr. James
Lee Chase Jr., a Lubbock-born
aviator who practiced optometry
in Pampa; and Edward Babcock
and Norris Lee Hoyt, both natives
of Groom.

Chase, Babcock and Gallimore
are deceased, with their families
participating in the induction cer-
emony.

All five were recipients of
numerous wartime  honors.
Gregg, who flew B26 bombers
in Europe during WWII, finished
with 37 bombing missions and
received six air medals for his
service.

Gallimore was a recipient of
the WWII Victory Medal, the
American Campaign Medal, a
three-star Asiatic Pacific Medal,
the National Defense Medal and
a marksman badge.

Chase received four Air
Medals and three combat Gold
Stars and was a charter member
of the Naval Aviation Museum
Foundation.

Babcock was awarded with a
Purple Heart, a Good Conduct
Medal, a World War II Victory

~ CHICAGO (AP) — “Blago on Trial, The Sequel” prom-
1ses to be as circus-like and nearly as expensive as the for-
mer Illinois governor’s first trial. And in a state with a huge
budget deficit, some people would prefer not to see it at all.

;Perry wants trafficking crackdown

. HOUSTON (AP) — Gov. Rick Perry is proposing
new laws to stiffen penalties for human trafficking in
the state.

+ During an appearance Thursday in Houston, Perry says
fwuman trafficking preys on hopes and dreams of vic-
tims promised better lives for themselves and families.
‘Instead, he says what awaits victims is a life of confine-
ment, prostitution, abuse and early death.

The governor wants the Legislature, when it convenes
in January, to make “the worst of these traffickers” sub-
ject to first-degree felony charges that could carry penal-
ties of up to 99 years or life in prison.

. Federal statistics show 25 percent of all human traf-
ficking victims, as of 2006, were in Texas.

State capitol getting makeover

AUSTIN (AP) — The more than century-old Texas
Capitol has a new under-construction look.

. The $3.5 million renovation is expected to be finished
by late December, a month before lawmakers return for
the legislative session.

The Dallas Morning News reported Thursday that the
project is the first major work to the building since 1992.

Construction began in May. Scaffolding this week sur-
rounded the dome of the iconic building in Austin.

The project includes repainting the dome and the sur-
rounding rooftops, fixing weather-related damage and
refinishing the ornate ceiling in the House chamber.

The original structure was completed in 1888.
 The capitol in 1970 was placed on the National Register
of Historic Places. It was designated a National Historic
Landmark in 1986.

Fallen angel? Hardly

HOUSTON (AP) — Police say a Houston teen was
injured after he crashed through a skylight on a church
roof where he went to drink beer and stargaze with his
pals.

Bellaire police officer Tim Quimby says 17-year-old
Gage Passick was in stable condition in a Houston-area
hospital after his 40-foot fall early Thursday morning.

Quimby says Passick was one of three teens who
climbed over a locked gate and scaled a brick wall to
reach the roof of the Bellaire United Methodist Church
around midnight.

_ Police arrested 19-year-old Eric Hauptfeisch of Bellaire
and 18-year-old Camerom Lumpford of Houston for
criminal trespass and plan to file similar charges against
Passick when he recovers, Quimby said.

_ Church spokesman Michael Ervin says even though
they broke the law and were not church members, “God
loves them and so do we.”

Three of four escapees captured

WICHITA FALLS (AP) — Authorities captured three
dnmates and were searching for a fourth Thursday after the
group’s early morning escape from a North Texas county
jail.

Wichita County Sheriff David Duke said only one of
the four inmates, Deonte Marquis Combs, 19, remained at
large as of Thursday afternoon. Authorities said the previ-
ous name they released in identifying Combs was one of
his many aliases.

Duke identified those captured as Jimmy Noel Hughes,
22, who had been jailed on charges of aggravated sexual
assault of a child; James Thomas McLendon, 19, jailed
since June on a burglary charge; and Daniel Cicilio Ramos,
21, jailed since June on criminal mischief and burglary
charges.

Sudan has it all figured out

KHARTOUM, Sudan (AP) — Authorities in southern
Sudan have unveiled a $10 billion plan to rebuild the
region’s cities in the shapes of animals and fruit.

The regional capital, Juba, will be relocated and designed
in the shape of a rhinoceros. Wau, the capital of Western
Bahr el-Ghazal state, is to be a giraffe. There is talk that
the town of Yambio will be shaped like a pineapple.

In Juba, the office of the regional president is situated
where the rhinoceros’s eye should be. In Wau, the sewage
treatment plant is appropriately placed under the giraffe’s tail.

The plans have evoked criticism in Juba, which until
two years ago barely had any paved roads, as well other
parts of the country.

“It doesn’t seem like the (Government of Southern
Sudan) should be using its resources or staff time when
the people of Southern Sudan lack basic services like
‘healthcare and water,” said Nora Petty, an aid worker with
the Malaria Consortium.

The U.N. says more than 90 percent of Southern
Sudan’s population lives on less than $1 a day.

Today’s Highlights in History:

On Aug. 20, 1940, during World War II, British
Prime Minister Winston Churchill paid tribute to
the Royal Air Force before the House of Commons,
saying, “Never in the field of human conflict was
so much owed by so many to so few.” Exiled
Communist revolutionary Leon Trotsky was assas-
sinated in Coyoacan, Mexico by Ramon Mercader,
a Spanish Communist agent working at the behest of
Josef Stalin. (Trotsky died the next day.)

On this date:

In 1833, Benjamin Harrison, 23rd president of the
United States, was born in North Bend, Ohio.

In 1866, President Andrew Johnson formally
declared the Civil War over, months after fighting
had stopped.

In 1910, a series of forest fires swept through parts
of Idaho, Montana and Washington, killing at least
8S people and burning some 3 million acres in what
became known as the “Big Blowup.” !

In 1914, German forces occupied Brussels,
Belgium, during World War . i

In 1920, pioneering American radio station S8MK |
in Detroit (later WW1J) began daily broadcasting.

In 1955, hundreds of people were killed in anti-
French rioting in Morocco and Algeria.

In 1960, the Mali Federation broke up with the
withdrawal of Senegal, which declared autonomy.

In 1964, President Lyndon B. Johnson signed the
Economic Opportunity Act, a nearly $1 billion anti-
poverty measure.

In 1968, the Soviet Union and other Warsaw Pact
nations began invading Czechoslovakia to crush the
“Prague Spring” liberalization drive.

In 1977, the U.S. launched Voyager 2, an unmanned
spacecraft carrying a 12-inch copper phonograph
record containing greetings in dozens of languages,
samples of music and sounds of nature.

Ten years ago: Verizon (vuh-RY’-zuhn)
Communications and unions representing 50,000
workers reached a tentative agreement on a new
three-year-contract as a two-week strike neared an
end. Tiger Woods won the PGA Championship in
a playoff over Bob May, becoming the first player
since Ben Hogan in 1953 to win three majors in one
year.

Five years ago: Northwest Airlines mechan- |
ics went on strike rather than accept pay cuts and
layoffs; Northwest hired replacement workers.

With a deafen-
ing boom, the ashes of gonzo journalist Hunter S.
hompson were blown into the sky above Woody

One year ago: The only man convicted of the
bombing of Pan Am Flight 103 returned home to
Libya after his release from a Scottish prison. (Abdel
Baset al-Megrahi, said to have only months to live
because of prostate cancer, was freed on compas-
sionate grounds.)
