County at odds with officials over power lines

In a marathon session, the Gray 
County Commissioners Court pro­
posed taking on state and federal 
officials over electric lines and 
endangered species.

Gray County Commissioners 
spent much of their first meeting 
in September discussing the pro­
posed high power electric lines 
that are to be built from the Texas 
Panhandle to markets downstate.

While the commission had ear­
lier this year endorsed a route 
that would take the transmission 
lines around habitat of the lesser 
prairie chicken in Gray County, 
the Public Utilities Commission 
staff has endorsed another route 
that would split the small bird's 
habitat.

The lesser prairie chicken is a 
candidate for listing under the 
Endangered Species Act.

The Gray County Commission 
in their Wednesday meeting were

told that the lesser prairie chicken 
has been moved up to second 
on the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service’s list of animals to be con­
sidered endangered or threatened.

At the same time, the Texas 
Public Utilities Commission 
appears to be ready to approve 
later this month a route for power 
lines to be built by Cross Texas 
Transmission Company.

Citing state and federal rules that 
mandate working with local coun­
ty government in such projects.

Jail raises to 
be nixed by 
new hires?

County Sheriffs Department 
personnel may be eaten up by 
salaries for new employees that 
are being required by the state.

additional jailers at an estimated 
annual cost of $ 170,000.

Following a recent staffing 
analysis by the state commission, 
they recommended a total 24 
positions for the jail.

Those positions include an 
administrator, an assistant admin­
istrator, shift supervisors for three 
shifts, a central control officer for 
each of three shifts, two floor 
officers per shift, an inmate ser­
vices officer and a kitchen officer 
plus relief employees.

The commission on jail stan­
dards noted that their rules require 
one officer for each 48 inmates, 
but since Gray County jail has two 
floors, they require that two floor 
officers be present at all times 
on the upper floor of cells and at 
least one needs to be downstairs. 
If more than 10 inmates are being 
held downstairs, then the state 
requires two jailers.

Copeland explained that while 
booking facilities and holding 
cells are on the first floor, the 
second floor is where the major­
ity of the inmates are housed.

In addition, jailers are required

The USDA Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS) and the 
Gray County Soil and Water Conservation 
District invite the public and any agencies 
with an interest in conservation issues to 
participate in a local work group meeting 
next Thursday.

The meeting, which will be at 7 p.m. 
at the Gray County Annex at 12125 E. 
Frederic (Hwy. 60), will be chiefly for gath­
ering input from local agencies, organiza­
tions, businesses, and individuals that have 
an interest in natural resource concerns and 
needs in Gray County.

The feedback received during the meeting 
will allow the local work group to make 
recommendations on resource concerns to 
be addressed, eligible practices, and ranking 
for county based funding.

These recommendations will then be used 
in implementing the Environmental Quality 
Incentives Program (EQIP) and other con­
servation programs offered by the Natural 
Resources Conservation Service.

John Wimberley, Pampa’s district con­
servationist for the NRCS, said that public 
input from the work group will go a long 
way towards prioritizing where local spend­
ing will go.

“We want input on what the people out 
there think is most important for the area.

whether it's things like water quality, soil 
quality, erosion, water quantity — things 
like that... Input from everybody is wel­
come.”

The 2008 Farm Bill stipulates that conser­
vation programs must continue to be locally 
led. Through stakeholder meetings, the pub­
lic is given an opportunity to help local 
conservation leaders set program priorities. 
These meetings are open to the public.

Risks remain with Gulf well cap coming off
NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The cap that ended BP’s three- 

month oil leak in the Gulf of Mexico was set to come off 
Thursday as a prelude to raising a massive, failed piece of 
equipment and preparing for a final seal on the broken sea­
floor well.

Engineers and the government were not expecting crude to 
break out again when the cap is lifted, but the government 
wasn’t offering any guarantees and oil collection vessels were 
set to be on standby on the surface just in case.

The cap is an elongated metal cylinder that was placed on 
top of the failed blowout preventer to finally stop the flow of 
oil and gas July 15. With the cap gone, the old blowout pre­
venter can be removed and a new one put in place before engi­
neers try to seal the well for good deep underground.

Once the cap and blowout preventer are removed, a lot will 
be riding on the stability of a plug that was created when mud 
and cement were pumped down into the well from the top. 
Essentially, the pressure exerted downward served to counter 
the pressure coming up.

But Rice University engineering professor George Hirasaki 
said there is still uncertainty about whether the cement settled 
everywhere it needed to in order to keep oil and gas from find­
ing its way up.

“Just because it didn’t flow when they tested it doesn’t mean 
the cement displaced all of the oil and gas,” Hirasaki said.

That’s why many people have felt that finishing a relief well 
and pumping mud and cement in through the bottom would be 
the ultimate solution to the crisis, said Hirasaki, who was in­
volved in the oil containment effort in the Bay Marchand field

off Louisiana after a rig burned in the early 1970s.
The government still plans on ordering BP PLC, the major 

ity owner of the well, to do the so-called bottom kill operation 
But it believes the wisest course is to put on a new blowou 
preventer first to deal with any pressure that is caused wher 
the relief well intersects the blown-out well.

Another potential risk: What happens if the crane attachée 
to the blowout preventer accidentally drops the 50-foot, 300- 
ton device onto the wellhead?

That might not, in and of itself cause more oil to spew, æ 
long as the plug held, but it would make it difficult to continue 
the operation, Hirasaki said.

“It would crush everything,” he said. “It would be hard te 
place another blowout preventer on top of it. Right now the 
wellhead condition is in goexl condition. But if you dropped it 
everything could be opened up.”

Retired Coast Guard Adm. Thad Allen, the govemmenfi 
point man on the oil spill response, told reporters Wednesda) 
during a visit to BP’s U.S. offices in Houston that engineer 
believe the crane will be able to handle the weight of th( 
blowout preventer and some fragile pipe that is believed to bt 
lodged inside.

But if the crane were to swing like a pendulum, that coult 
cause problems, which is why officials have been waiting foi 
rough seas at the site to calm down before continuing with 
the removal of the blowout preventer. They don’t believe th< 
surface conditions will cause problems with removing the cap 
which is why they feel comfortable going forward with tha 
around midday Thursday.

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Feds sued over prairie chicken
DENVER (AP) — A conservation group is suing to try 

to win federal protection for the lesser prairie chicken, a 
bird about the same size as domestic chickens found in the 
-grasslands of Colorado and neighboring states.
, A lawsuit filed by WildEarth Guardians Wednesday 
in federal court in Denver is challenging the Interior 
Department’s decision last year that the bird’s listing on 
fhe endangered species list is warranted but is a lower pri­
ority than other species. The group says the U.S. Fish and 
^Wildlife Service office responsible for the region where 
the prairie chicken is found hasn’t listed any species since 
2005.

Besides Colorado, the birds are found in grasslands 
in parts of Texas, Oklahoma, New Mexico and Kansas. 
Biologists estimate there are about 40,000 breeding birds 
left.

Second rebate program approved

Global wanning critic reverses
COPENHAGEN (AP) — Bjorn Lomborg, author of the 

influential tract “Tlie Skeptical Environmentalist,” has 
reversed course on the urgency of global warning, and 
is now calling for action on “a challenge humanity must 
confront.”

Lomborg, a Danish academic, had previously down­
played the risk of acute climate change. He was a vocal 
critic of a global U.N. treaty to cut carbon emissions that 
the United States refused to ratify.
' His essential argument was; Yes, global warming is 
Teal and human behavior is the main reason for it, but the 
•world has far more important things to worry about.

However, in a book to be published this year, Lomborg 
calls global warming “undoubtedly one of the chief con­
cerns facing the world today” and calls for the world’s 
■governments to invest tens of billions of dollars armually 
to fight climate change.

Gulf oil platfonn explodes
GRAND ISLE, La. (AP) — An offshore petroleum 

platform exploded and was burning Thursday in the Gulf 
of Mexico about 80 miles off the Louisiana coast, west 
of the site where BP’s undersea well spilled after a rig 
explosion.

The Coast Guard says no one was killed in the blast, 
whi(^i was reported by a cpmmwcial .helicopter flying 
over'tiie area Thursday morning. All 13 people aboard the 
rig have been accounted for, with one injury. The extent 
of the injury was not known.
' Coast Guard Cmdr. Cheri Ben-Iesau said some of those 
■from the rig were spotted in emergency flotation devices.
• Seven Coast Guard helicopters, two airplanes and three 
cutters were dispatched to the scene from New Orleans, 
Houston and Mobile, Ala., Ben-lesau said. She said author­
ities do not know whether oil was leaking from the site.

The Department of Homeland Security said the platform 
was in about 2,500 feet of water and owned by Mariner 
Energy of Houston. DHS said it was not producing oil 

•and gas.

The county commis­
sion said in their let­
ter to Tuggle that Cross 
Texas Transmission does 
not appear to have com­
plied with the National 
Environmental Policy Act 
requirements concerning 
endangered species.

The commission also 
denied a request by Cross 
Texas Transmission to do 
soil sampling in or near 
the proposed right-of-way. 
They said such sampling 
should be done on private 
property where the line is 
to be b'uilt and that the 
company should negotiate 
with the landowners for the 
sampling actions.

A representative of Cross 
Texas Transmission, how­
ever, told the commission 
that they couldn’t negotiate 
with the landowners until 
after the Public Utility 
Commission had officially 
chosen a route.

stick” in a speech at the Minnesota State Fair.

"Docuteller,” opened at a Chemical Bank branch in 
Rockville Centre, N.Y.

In 1998, a Swissair MD-11 jetliner crashed off 
Nova Scotia, killing all 229 people aboard.

Ten years ago: Hundreds of thousands of North 
Koreans welcomed home 63 former spies and guer­
rillas released by South Korea.

Five years ago: A National Guard convoy 
packed with food, water and medicine rolled into 
New Orleans four days after Hurricane Katrina. 
Scorched by criticism about sluggish federal help. 
President George W. Bush toured the Gulf Coast 
and met with state and local officials, including 
New Orleans Mayor Ray Nagin. During a live TV 
benefit concert, rapper Kanye West went off-script 
to sharply criticize Bush, saying he “doesn’t care 
about black people." The Labor Department report­
ed the August unemployment rate was 4.9 percent, 
a four-year low. Machinists at Boeing Co. went on 
a nearly month-long strike.

The New York mosque contro­

versy focuses excessively on its 
proximity to the September 11 
massacre site. The Park 51 Islamic 
center would stand 560 feet from 
there. Would moving it 5,600 feet 
away calm this storm?

Far more important is what 
would happen inside this mosque. 
T hat should determine if it should 
be even closer to Ground Zero, or 
if it even should open anywhere in 
America.

Imagine if the mosque’s imam 
said this:

-  “Our mosque will be the world 
headquarters of a new Islam that 
will do for our faith what the 
Protestant Reformation did for 
Christianity.”

-  “We will pray every day to 
save the souls of the 2,752 inno­
cents slaughtered at the World 
Trade Center in the name of a 
militant Islam that we wholeheart­
edly reject.’'

-  “We will pray every day for the 
rapid defeat of al-Qaeda, Hamas, 
Hezbollah and other Islamic- 
extremist terrorists.”

-  “We invite Jews, Christians, 
non-believers and everyone else to 
join our efforts. And we humbly 
ask to do this adjacent to where 
radical Islam committed its great­
est modern atrocity.”

If this mosque’s imam so 
preached, many and perhaps 
most Americans would agree that 
his antidote to al-Qaedas poison 
should stand 56 feet from the scene 
of its most heinous crime.

Instead, doubts grow about the 
moderation of Imam Feisal Abdul 
RauTs voice.

-  He refuses to call Hamas ter­
rorists.

-  Rauf said in 2005 that “the 
United States has more Muslim 
blood on its hands than al-Qaeda

‘What Muslims want is a judi­
ciary that ensures that the laws are 
not in conflict with the Quran and 
the Hadith,” Rauf wrote in an April

titled, “What Sharia Law Is All 
About.” Rauf also wants to secure 
“religious communities more lee­
way to judge among themselves, 
according to their laws.”

Sharia relies on the Koran, 
Hadith, and other Islamic texts to 
punish offenders, too often with 
sentences that stink of the Jth 
Century A.D.

A Saudi Sharia court is seeking 
a hospital to enforce its penalty 
against one man who paralyzed 
another in an assault with a meat 
cleaver. Under Sharia’s “eye-for- 
an-eye” principal, a Saudi judge 
wants to paralyze the attacker by 
severing his spinal cord. To their 
credit, Saudi doctors have refused 
to cooperate in this carnage.

Under Iran’s Islamic Law, The 
Guardian reports, 12 women and 
three men face death by stoning 
for adultery. After international 
criticism, Iranian jurists recently 
announced that several o f these 
individuals instead would be 
hanged.

Since Sharia was implemented in 
northern Nigeria in 2000, at least 
12 people have received death

sentences for homosexuality and 
adultery. Most, however, have 
been commuted to mere jail time.

Since January, women in West 
Aceh, Indonesia must wear long 
skirts. Police enforce this rule, 
sometimes by cutting pants that 
women are caught wearing. As 
local regent Ramli Mansur 
explained in the Aug. 18 Jakarta 
Globe; “When women don’t dress 
according to Sharia law, they’re 
asking to get raped.”

“Muslim jurists are unanimous 
that apostates must be punished,” 
the Muslim Brotherhood’s spiri­
tual leader, Qatari Sheik Yusuf al- 
Qaradawi, declared about Islamic 
converts to other faiths. “Apostates 
must be executed.”

Does Imam Rauf embrace such 
brutality? Who knows? But the 
fact that he wants the U.S. to 
be “Sharia compliant’ rather than 
Sharia-free should worry every 
liberty-loving American.

While America battles m ili­
tant Islam, should a pro-Sharia 
mosque be allowed on our soil? 
The First Amendment may permit 
Sharia advocacy, much as counsel­
ing Marxism-Leninism remained 
legal, even as Americans shivered 
through the Cold War.

Nevertheless, there is no excuse 
for leaders like Gotham’s Mayor 
Michael Bloomberg and President 
Obama to applaud a mosque that 
would enshrine the grotesque and 
leadly doctrine of Sharia. Even

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Mexico: Second migrant survived massacre nrg
MEXICO CITY (AP) — A second migrant survived 

the massacre of 72 Central and South Americans near 
the border with the U.S., Mexican authorities confirmed 
Wednesday, and they said he has given information that 
helped their investigation.

Authorities had kept secret the information about 
the other survivor, a Honduran, to protect him, said a 
spokesman for the Attorney General’s Office, Ricardo 
Najera.

As of Tuesday, the only survivor known publicly was 
Luis Freddy Lala Pomavilla, an 18-year-old Ecuadorean 
who escaped and alerted Mexican marines. They found 
the bodies Aug. 24 on a ranch in Tamaulipas state just 
about 100 miles (161 kilometers) from the Texas tor- 
der.

But Ecuadorean President Rafael Correa said Tuesday

that Lala told authorities there was another survivor. 
Lala returned to his country over the weekend and is in 
a witness protection program.

Lala, who was wounded in the neck, told Mexican 
investigators the migrants were detained by people 
who identified themselves as Zetas, a drug gang that 
dominates parts of Tamaulipas. The victims in what 
could be Mexico’s biggest dnig-related massacre were 
apprehended while crossing some of the country’s most 
dangerous territory on the way to the U.S.

Authorities suspect the Zetas drug gang killed the 
migrants after they refused to smuggle drugs.

Najera said the second survivor was uninjured, is in 
the custody of authorities and has offered “important 
information’’ about the massacre. Najera did not say 
how the witness escaped the massacre or where he is.

MidEast peace talks begin again
WASHINGTON (AP) — Israeli and 

Palestinian leaders sat down for their 
first direct peace talks in two years on 
Thursday, pledging to overcome deep 
skepticism and disappointment with 
past U.S.-brokered attempts to resolve 
the long-running conflict.

Formally opening the negotiations 
after a day of discussions with President 
Barack Obama at the White House, 
Secretary of State Hillary Rodham 
Clinton implored Israeli Prime Minister 
Benjamin Netanyahu and Palestinian 
President Mahmoud Abbas to make the 
difficult compromises needed to forge 
an agreement.

“I know the decision to sit at this 
table was not easy,” said Clinton, who 
with U.S. special Mideast envoy George 
Mitchell h ^  been working to relaunch 
talks stalled for 20 months. “We under­
stand the suspicion and skepticism that 
so many feel borne out of years of con­
flict and frustrated hopes.”

“But, by being here today, you each 
have taken an important step toward 
freeing your peoples from the shackles 
of a history we cannot change and mov­
ing toward a future of peace and dignity 
that only you can create,” she said.

Flanked by Abbas and Netanyahu at 
the head of a U-shaped table in the State 
E)epartment’s ornate Benjamin Franklin 
room, Clinton said the Obama admin­
istration was conunitted to forging a 
settlement in a year’s time. She stressed, 
though, that the heavy lifting must be 
done by Netanyahu and Abbas with 
support from the international commu­
nity, particularly the Arab and Israeli 
publics.

“We will be an active and sustained 
partner,” she said. “But we caimot and 
we will not impose a solution. Only you 
can make the decisions necessary to 
reach an agreement and secure a peace­
ful future for the Israeli and Palestinian 
people.” '

Netanyahu and Abbas vowed to work 
through the region’s deeply ingraine 
mutual hostility and suspicion.

“I see in you a partner for peace, 
Netanyahu told Abbas. ‘Together w 
can lead our people to a historic futur 
that can put an end to claims and t 
conflict. Now this will not be easy. > 
true peace, a lasting peace would b 
achieved only with mutual and painfu 
concessions ftom both sides.” '

Abbas called on Israel to end Jewish 
settlements in the West Bank and othe^ 
areas that the Palestinians want to bit 
part off their own state. NetanyahJ 
insisted that any agreement must assurf 
Israel’s security as a Jewish state.  ̂

“We do know how hard are the huiv 
dies and obstacles we face during thesib 
negotiations — negotiations that withih 
a year should result in an agreement th^i 
will bring peace,” Abbas said. ^

Thursday’s negotiations are the first 
since the last effort broke down in 
December 2008. A spate of violence 
this week in the West Bank and con­
cerns about Israeli settlement activity 
have cast low expectations.

U.S. officials have said success may 
only be measured by an agreement to 
hold a second round of negotiations. 
Officials say they are hoping to arrange 
that meeting for Sept. 15 in the Egyptian 
Red Sea resort of Sharm el-Sheik.

The wife of a World War II veteran 
}ugs him. Several men line up to shake 
his hand. Another woman talks to him 
(or about 10 minutes, thanking him for 
his work on military issues, bringing jobs 
to this farm and ranching town of about 
4,700 and, in her words, thinking for 
himself.

“You’ve done a good job,” said Dotma 
Smith, 50, an office manager and a 
Republican who says she will vote for 
Edwards again this year. Later, she said 
Edwards “has proven himself and shown 
that he can get things done.”

“I hope people will look at him and his 
record,” Smith said, “and not just believe 
what’s being said about him.”

Edwards is in the fight of his 20-year 
congressional career, struggling to hold 
onto one of the nation’s most conserva­
tive districts represented by a E)emocrat. 
Stretching for 170 miles, the central Texas 
district includes former President George 
W. Bush’s ranch in Crawford; Baylor, 
the world’s largest Baptist university, 
now headed by Clinton special prosecutor 
Kenneth Starr; and the city of Waco.

“I’m used to being a target,” Edwards 
told The Associated Press. “This year 
there’s clearly an anti-Washington envi­
ronment, and I share those fhistrations.

I’m sickened by the hyperpartisanship. 
But I’m working hard at the grass-roots 
level, letting my independent voting 
record speak for itself. Tliat’s who 1 am, 
and that’s who I always will be.”

Edwards consistently makes the list of 
the most vulnerable Democrats; he hails 
from a district that gave Republican John 
McCain a whopping 67 percent of the 
presidential vote in 2008. Republicans 
again have set their sights on capturing 
the seat, counting on voter anger and 
fhistration with a slow-moving economic 
recovery and slumping approval numbers 
for President Barack Obama to lift GOP 
candidates.

Edwards is among dozens of Democrats 
who have bucked their party on some ele­
ments of Obama’s agenda — the stimulus 
package, health care overhaul or the cli­
mate change bill. Edwards’ lengthy tenure 
— he was elected in 1990 — and his work 
as chairman of the House Appropriations 
subcommittee on military construction 
and veterans affairs has translated into 
federal money for his district. But in a 
year of voter discontent with soaring defi­
cits, the effort is more of a liability than a 
strength.

As the campaign becomes increasingly 
toxic for Democrats, none of it may matter.

Some of the most senior Democrats in 
conservative districts are facing what could 
be their most difficult races: Missouri’s 
17-term Rep. Ike Skelton, chairman of 
the House Armed Services Committee, 
and South Carolina’s 14-term Rep. John

Spratt, chairman of the House Budget 
Committee.

Even Democrats who, like Edwards, 
voted against the health care and climate 
change bills are locked in tough races

because they are being linked to Obama 
and House Speaker Nancy Pelosi. Georgia 
Rep. Jim Marshall and South Dakota Rep. 
Stephanie Herseth Sandlin join Edward 
on the list.

Hurting Harvesters look to rebound against lEstacado

On Friday night when the Pampa 
Harvesters take the field against the 
Lubbock Estacado Matadors, they will be 
without linebacker Trent Carter, center 
Reid Bradley and quarterback Reid Miller.

The Harvesters No. 1 wide receiver, 
senior Garrett Ericson, will be behind cen­
ter, but Pampa is ready for their matchup 
with the Matadors 7:30 p.m. at Harvester 
Field.

Ericson said practice has been tough 
but is looking forward to seeing the new 
players play.

“We got some guys that are dinged up 
and injured,” Ericson said. “We’re pulling 
through. The guys that are going to play 
are getting more reps and we got plenty 
of guys that haven’t played this year and 
we’re going to see if they can pull their 
weight.”

Ericson will be playing quarterback for 
the first time since his freshman season 
on the junior varsity. The senior wide 
receiver said practice has gone well but 
wants to be back at receiver.

“I’ve just been able to take snaps,” 
Ericson said. “Trevor (Smith) is a great 
center and we still have some great receiv­
ers, so I think we will be alright.”

Offensive coordinator Casey Alexander 
said the offense has done well and it gives 
them a chance to see new players.

“It’s been good,” Alexander said. “We’ve 
had some guys step up and increase their 
concentration and take advantage of the 
opportunity they’re given. In the long run 
we will be a letter team because we’ve 
develop more players.”

Lubbock Estacado Head Coach Danny 
Servance said Pampa has a good team 
and they are not changing their game plan 
because of Pampa’s injuries.

“I think Coach (Heath) Parker does a 
great job,” Servance said.
