A skunk  caught recently by
Pampa Animal Control tested
positive for rabies, according
to Animal Control Supervisor
Monty Montgomery.

The skunk was corralled in the
northeast corner of town, on the
2700 block of Navajo. It attacked
a small Pomeranian before being
killed by a family member of the
dog’s owner, Montgomery said.

Animal Control sent the skunk
out for testing on Tuesday, with
rabies results coming back posi
tive yesterday

Montgomery said that the
dog appeared for the most part
unharmed by the initial attack
from the skunk, although he rec-
ommended that, because of the
nature of the rabies virus, the dog
be euthanized.

Montgomery added that Pampa
residents can take precautionary
measures to protect their pets and
families from rabid wild animals.

“The biggest thing is to pick
up (your pets’) food and water
bowls overnight,” Montgomery
said. “That way, (animals) won’t
come up looking for them.

Montgomery also said that
homeowners should be conscious
of their woodpiles, compost and
garbage to avoid giving wild ani-
mals places to live and scrounge
for food.

“Of course, call us if you see
any animals,” Montgomery said.
“We have traps and things like
that that we can bring out to you
so we can them off your property
and away from your pets.”

Montgomery also emphasized

I pulled up to work early one summer morn-
ing to find a woman and her two sons sitting on
the bench in front of our office.

I recognized the woman as “Athena,” (not her
real name). One of her sons had been bitten
by a spider. The wound was swollen and red,
with a black spot in the center. She had no car
and needed a ride to the emergency room. She
knew she could turn to Tralee Crisis Center for
help.

Through the years, Athena has turned to

Tralee many times.

She epitomizes the word
“survivor.” Bom in poverty, her mother died
when she was a child. Her father was absent
most of her life. She grew up living with one
family member after another. As an adult, she
went through one abusive relationship after
another, She gave birth to five children. She
struggled hopelessness and feeling unwanted.

All the odds were against Athena. If we
relied on statistics, we would say that she
would end up living on welfare. Her children
would become wards of the state. Given the
violence in her relationships, she may even
have become a victim of homicide.

But that’s not what happened. Athena has

consistently maintained a job. She now has a
vehicle of her own. She has raised her family
as a hard working, single mother. Two of her
children have gone to college. All three adult
children finished high school. Her two younger
boys are happy and well-mannered. They are
well on their way to becoming good citizens
like their older siblings.

Though Athena’s hard work and determina-
tion are the foundation of her success, Tralee’s
services provided the stepping stones she need-
ed. She lived in Tralee’s transitional house — a
place where she doesn’t need to worry about
the safety of her children — until she could find
a good home she could afford. She attends
Tralee’s support group and comes to the office
for peer counseling and has signed up to take
financial empowerment classes.

From September 2009 through May 2010,
Tralee Crisis Center served 204 new victims
of domestic violence, sexual assault and other

Men get probation for oil scheme

HOUSTON (AP) — Two Texas oil company officials
have been sentenced to probation for their roles in broker-
ing the sale of stolen petroleum products from Mexico.

Donald Schroeder, the former president of Houston-
based Trammo Petroleum, and oil and natural gas broker
Jonathan Dappen, of McAllen, were each given three-year
probation sentences and fined $10,000 during separate
federal court hearings in Houston on Friday.

Their sentencings were part of a binational investigation
into smuggled oil that was stolen from Mexico’s state oil
monopoly Petroleos Mexicanos, or Pemex, transported
across the border and sold to U.S. refineries.

The Mexican government has said drug cartel members

and other criminals are responsible for many of the oil
thefts.

Two detained for prank bombs

BAYTOWN (AP) — Authorities detained two men
and sought a third after a homemade acid bomb was
tossed into a Baytown police officer’s yard.

The Harris County Fire Marshal’s Office on Friday
said nobody was injured.

Deputy Chief Cecil Callihan told The Associated Press
that the suspects are in their late teens. Callinhan says
there was no fire and the officer was home at the time of
the incident late Thursday.

Callihan declined to release details on the acid or the
containers.

Investigator James Bolton says the men apparently
thought the incident was a prank.

Bolton says the trio allegedly set off two improvised
bombs in one suspect’s yard. A third device was thrown
next door, into the officer’s yard, but it did not go off.

The suspects will face felony charges involving an
explosive weapon.

Houston to return HUD funds?

HOUSTON (AP) — Questions over how Houston
spent money from the Department of Housing and Urban
Development when Bill White was mayor and earlier
could force the city to return more federal funds.

The Houston Chronicle reported Friday that the review
involves housing grants.

White in 2003 was elected to the first of his three terms
as Houston mayor. The Democrat is now running for
governor.

Barman convicted of trafficking

McALLEN (AP) — A federal jury in McAllen has
convicted a 35-year-old bar owner in an investigation of
underage Honduran girls allegedly forced into having sex.

Beleal Garcia Gonzalez of Mission was convicted
Thursday on three counts of sex trafficking and conspira-
cy and six counts of harboring illegal immigrants.

Garcia faces a minimum 15 years in prison for each sex
trafficking count and up to 10 years in prison for harbor-
ing illegal immigrants. Sentencing is Dec. 9.

The Monitor reports that the girls, ages 14, 15, and 17,
testified they were falsely promised $700 a week working
in a restaurant. Federal agents rescued the girls in January
when they were seen leaving a bar, wearing skimpy cloth-
ing, during cold weather.

Defense attorney Oscar Alvarez questioned why the
teens never attempted to quit their jobs.

Another Mexican mayor slain

MONTERREY, Mexico (AP) — Gunmen killed a town
mayor near the drug-plagued industrial city of Monterrey,
authorities said Friday, the fourth mayor in northern
Mexico to be murdered in little more than a month.

Prisciliano Rodriguez Salinas was gunned down late
Thursday along with one of his personal employees in
the town of Doctor Gonzalez, about 30 miles (50 kilome-
ters) east of Monterrey, the Nuevo Leon state Attorney
General’s Office said.

Eliseo Lopez Riojas was killed as he was picking up
equipment from the mayor’s house, and a white car wait-
ing outside started firing. Investigators found 19 shells
from two different weapons at the scene.

Drug gangs warring for territory and smuggling routes
in northern Mexico have increasingly targeted political
figures in the region, though the attorney general said
there were aspects of the crime uncharacteristic of gangs.

“The act, in terms of waiting for the mayor outside his
house ... is not a very common tactic for organized crime,”
state Attorney General Alejandro Garza y Garza. “So
we’re not ruling out any line of investigation.”

DNA leads to ’96 murder arrest

TEXAS CITY, Texas (AP) — Texas City police say DNA
evidence has led to an arrest over the 1996 slaying of a
13-year-old girl last seen walking from her grandmother’s
house.

Police Chief Robert Burby says 45-year-old Kevin
Edison Smith was arrested Wednesday in Groves on a mur-
der charge. Burby told the Galveston County Daily News
that bond was $1 million. Burby says the warrant was based
upon a Sept. 14 DNA match.

The Chambers County Sheriff’s Office and prosecu-
tors on Friday, in a statement, said “the investigation into
the death of Krystal Jean Baker is at a critical stage” and
released no further details.

Jail employees Friday declined to release information on
Smith, or whether he has an attorney, referring inquiries to
the sheriff’s office.

Baker’s body was found in March 1996 beneath a bridge
in Chambers County.

Bear fended off with zucchini

HELENA, Mont. (AP) — A Montana woman fended off
a bear trying to muscle its way into her home Thursday by
pelting the animal with a large squash from her garden.

The attack happened just after midnight, Missoula
County Sheriff’s Lt. Rich Maricelli said. Authorities
believe the black bear was just 25 yards away, eating
apples from a tree.

“She kicked the bear with her left leg as hard as she
could, and she said she felt like she caught it pretty solidly
under the chin,” Maricelli said.

She retreated into the house and tried to close the door,
but the bear stuck its head through the doorway. The
woman grabbed a 14-inch zucchini and threw the veg-
etable. It bopped the bruin on the top of its head and the
animal fled, Maricelli said.

The woman suffered minor scratches and one of her
dogs was wounded after tussling with the 200-pound bear.

Today is Friday, Sept. 24, the 267th day of 2010.
There are 98 days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Sept. 24, 1789, Congress passed a Judiciary
Act which provided for an Attorney General and a
Supreme Court.

On this date:

In 1869, thousands of businessmen were ruined in
a Wall Street panic known as “Black Friday” after
financiers Jay Gould and James Fisk attempted to
comer the gold market.

In 1948, Mildred Gillars, accused of being Nazi
wartime radio propagandist “Axis Sally,” pleaded
not guilty in Washington, D.C. to charges of treason.
(Gillars, later convicted, ended up serving 12 years
in prison.)

In 1960, the USS Enterprise, the first nuclear-
powered aircraft carrier, was launched at Newport
News, Va.

In 1963, the U.S. Senate ratified a treaty with
Britain and the Soviet Union limiting nuclear testing.

In 1969, the trial of the Chicago Eight (later seven)
began. (Five were later convicted of crossing state
lines to incite riots at the 1968 Democratic conven-
tion, but the convictions were ultimately overturned.)

In 1976, former hostage Patricia Hearst was sen-
tenced to seven years in prison for her part in a
1974 bank robbery in San Francisco carried out
by the Symbionese Liberation Army. (Hearst was
released after 22 months after receiving clemency
from President Jimmy Carter.)

Ten years ago: For the first time, citizens of the
Yugoslav federation -Serbia and Montenegro - voted
directly for president.

Five years ago: Hurricane Rita struck eastern
Texas and the Louisiana coast, causing more flood-
ing in New Orleans. Crowds opposed to the war in
Iraq surged past the White House, staging the largest
anti-war protest in the nation’s capital since the U.S.
invasion.

One year ago: With President Barack Obama
presiding, the U.N. Security Council unanimously
endorsed a sweeping strategy aimed at halting the
spread of nuclear weapons and ultimately eliminating
them.

The recession

Good news. The folks in charge of
such things announced this week that
the recession is over. Actually, it’s
been over for some time. It officially
ended in June 2009, according to the
Business-Cycle Dating Committee of
the National Bureau of Economic
Research, which is responsible for
making such determinations. As of
then, our national output stopped
declining and started increasing,
along with a number of other key
indicators.

Hurrah. I guess.

The bad news is that we’ve lost
more jobs than we’ve added since the
recovery began. This is not the kind
of statistic most of us would associate
with an economic recovery.

The worse news is that there
appears to be no end in sight for
unemployment in the 9 percent to 10
percent range. In order to just keep
unemployment where it is now -- at
a rather unacceptable 9.6 percent --
the experts say the economy needs
to grow at an annual rate of about
2.5 percent. The rate for the second
quarter was only 1.6 percent, and
the predictions for the third quarter
aren’t much better. What that seems
to mean is that unemployment may
actually go up, and it’s certainly not
going way down anytime soon.

The fact that we’re in a recovery
means that the Obama administra-
tion can’t blame any future recession
on what they inherited from George
Bush. But at the same time, you don’t
get a whole lot of credit for turn-

Freed hiker talks of year in Iran prison

NEW YORK (AP) — Her 410 days
of solitary confinement in an Iranian
prison were mostly cramped quarters
and endless monotony, but Sarah
Shourd chooses to savor the few
moments of joy: a proposal from her
boyfriend and a birthday celebration
complete with a chocolate cake.

Shourd, her boyfriend Shane Bauer
and their friend Josh Fattal were cap-
tured in 2009 while hiking near the
Iran-Iraq border. Shourd talked about
her experiences Thursday with The
Associated Press in one of her first
interviews since her release on Sept.
14 after officials in Oman mediated
bail.

One of her happiest days, she said,
was the celebration of her 32nd birth-
day last month. Somehow the men,
who remain in Tehran’s notorious
Evin Prison, had persuaded a guard
into bringing her the cake and even
found a way to give her a whiff of
liberty.

They talked her through a whole
umaginary day that they called a
“freedom walk” from waking up
and having pancakes, to going to a
lake, then walking to her mother’s
apartment. When they came to the
part of their story where the apart-
ment door opened, Bauer and Fattal
spun Shourd around.

“They had brought all the pictures
we had of our family and put them on
these boxes, so everyone was there,
and it was a surprise party. It was
beautiful,” she said, her voice catch-
ing. “I cried.”

But most days in prison were far
more monotonous — or terrifying.

She recalled how the three made
a vow while blindfolded in a prison
van shortly after their capture: If they
were separated, they would go on
hunger strike until they were reunited.

Shourd starved herself for four
days, lying alone in her cell and
growing weaker. In prison, she kept
reviewing her last day of freedom.
What could they have done differ-
ently? What if, when they asked a tea
vendor near a waterfall for advice on
a hiking path, they had gone another
way?

On the fourth day, the hikers were
reunited for five minutes. Shourd
began eating again, but their captivity
was just beginning.

Alone in her cell, Shourd began
going over multiplication tables in
her head. It was the only way she
could keep out thoughts of her moth-

er. Of whether she knew where her
daughter was. Of how worried she
must be. Of whether they would see
each other again.

If she thought of her mother, she
began to fall apart, Shourd recalled.

“I just had to be sure that 1 was
strong when | went into the interroga-
tion room because | wanted to make
sure that I didn’t, that they didn’t
manipulate me into saying anything
that I didn’t want to say,” she said.

She wondered whether she'd be
hurt. If suddenly the door might open
and she’d be dragged away.

Instead, a few times a day, a female
guard would come bearing layers
of extra clothing and a blindfold, so
when Shourd arrived at the interroga-
tion room she couldn’t see the faces
of her questioners.

She was amazed at their “good cop,
bad cop” approach, just like on TV
shows back in the U.S.

They had her write down what felt
like every detail of her life, from
her childhood in Los Angeles to
her time living with Bauer in Syria,
where she taught English and Bauer,
a native of Onamia, Minn., was a
freelance journalist. Fattal, who grew
up in Pennsylvania, had come to the
Middle East to visit them.

Over two months, she wrote hun-
dreds of pages, she said. When she
would finish writing an aniswer to a
question, an interrogator would tell
her “this is not good enough™ and tear
up her words. She would write again,
and again hear the pages tear.

“I would just write it the same
every time,” she said.

They questioned her about her
e-mails and about her Skype contacts,
lnoking for any indication she had
i .ended to come to Iran.

Shourd says she’d been missing
the green mountains of the U.S. after
a year in Syria. She and Bauer had
heard from friends that the lush lands
of orthern Iraq had been largely
untouched by the war. So they and
Fattal traveled to Ahmed Awa water-
fall, where they found hundreds of
Kurdish families eating at restaurants
and camping.

The first indication they were near
the Iran border was three hours into
their hike when they met Iranian
officials on a trail leading from the
waterfall. By then, it was too late.

Shourd tried to resist her imprison-
ment at first. She constantly yelled,
cried or begged her captors for a

phone call. She was confined to her
10-foot-by-5-foot cell. At night, the
bit of sunlight from the window
would dim, but the lights stayed on.

Eventually, the interrogations
ended. The two men were moved into
a cell together. The three Americans
were allowed to see each other, at
first for 30 minutes each day, then for
an hour, then for two.

The trio had local TV, including 15
minutes of English-language news
every day. They received a bundle
of letters from their parents and sib-
lings about once a month. And they
had books in English. Shourd read
the Quran, using her basic Arabic to
communicate haltingly with some
Farsi-speaking guards about religion.

Shourd would spend all day saving
up details to tell the other two. At
first, the three went over what they
called “reruns” reviewing every
memory of their lives in tremendous
detail. When those ran out, they start-
ed to dream of the future and what
they would do on the outside.

Some plans were bigger than oth-
ers.

On one evening, Bauer asked Fattal
to stay in their cell during their allot-
ted time outdoors, so that the couple
could have a moment alone.

The two sat on a rough wool mat,
cockroaches skittering around them
and dust filling the air. They held
hands, and Bauer asked her to marry
him. He made them engagement
rings from two thin pieces of string.

“It’s not what every person thinks
of as romantic, but it was romantic
for me,” Shourd said.

And now, she is back on the outside,
appearing on “The Oprah Winfrey
Show,” preparing for a tour of TV
studios, a bit of string tied around her
finger.

She feels some guilt, she said, but she
pushes that aside. She learned in prison
how to ignore negative emotions.

She thinks of the men, of the strong,
supportive faces they put on when
they learned only she would leave.
She still doesn’t know who paid her
$500,000 bail, though she said an
Omani official told her of an Iranian
citizen who attempted to mortgage
his home to pay it.

Iranian  President Mahmoud
Ahmadinejad has told the AP that he
hopes Bauer and Fattal would be able
to provide evidence that “they had no
ill intention in crossing the border” so
that they can be released.

The resolution concludes by warning publishers the
“State Board of Education will look to reject future preju-
dicial social studies submissions that continue to offend
Texas law with respect to treatment of the world’s major
religious groups by significant inequalities of coverage
space-wise and by demanizing or lionizing one or more

of them over others.”

Social conservatives control the 15-member board for
now, although the landscape is certain to change after the
general election. The board in recent years has become a
battleground for social conservatives and liberal watch-
dogs, each accusing the other of imposing ideological
agendas into what about 4.8 million public school stu-
dents learn in Texas classrooms.

What does Fair Trade Coffee cost? Fair Trade
coffee often costs you more than vacuum-sealed
cans, but costs as much or less than other spe-
clalty coffees. The question is; who makes up
the difference with the other types of coffee? To
which the answer is all too often is; the farmer.
Perhaps paying a little more for your coffee
might hurt the pocketbook, but it can soothe the
soul and clear your conscience as you know that
more of the money you are paying is going to
those who are actually growing your coffee. If
the price of coffee is hurting you, think about
how much it may be hurting our neighbors
around the world

Where do you find Fair Trade Coffee? | recent-
Iy looked at Walmart and United to see what Fair
[rade options are available locally. Walmart had
a few choices and United had a couple. Many of
the major brands carry fair trade certified coffee,
so 1f you want more options locally, you can ask
to speak with the manager and make a request.

If you like to shop online,
you can find numerous

—— trade coffee.” Websites
KENNY like  www.coffeegiant.
RIGOULOT com often have sections
for “socially-responsible”
coffee.

How do I know if coffee is fair trade certified
or not? Look for a label — if it has one then you
can be sure it is fair trade certified; if not then it
probably isn’t. The two labels found in our local
grocery stores are printed below.

Where can I leasn more about Fair Trade?
If you are interested in learning more about
Fair Trade, you might consider reading Julie
Clawson’s book, “Everyday Justice: The Global
Impact of our Daily Choices.” Or you might
google, “Fair Trade,” and see what you find.

What does the coffee we drink have to do with
our faith? What does the good word have to
say about the cost of coffee? Why write about
coffee in the Good Word section of the paper?
Scripture says that God will come to judge those
who defraud laborers of their wages and deprive
foreigners of justice (Malachi 3:5). In the book
of James, we are reminded that God hears the cry
of the oppressed and those who are cheated out
of living wages.

“Look! The wages you failed to pay the workers
who mowed your fields are crying out against you.
The cries of the harvesters have reached the ears
of the Lord Almighty. You have lived on earth in
luxury and self-indulgence” (James 5:4-5)

The coffee we drink can have a big impact
on the lives of those who grow it. What would
happen if the members in our community started
drinking Fair Trade Coffee? Would big busi-
nesses begin to listen if more and more of the
market share went to those that practice fair
trade? Would we begin to see the small farmers
across the globe as our neighbors? Would the
world see the church fighting for justice? Would
we begin to put our faith into practice each time
we pour a cup of coffee? In all that we do, let us
strive to act justly and to love mercy and to walk
humbly with our God.

I'he Pampa Harvesters junior varsity team
jumped out to an early lead but a couple of mis-
takes in the fourth quarter kept them from victory
in a 14-12 loss to the Vernon Lions Thursday at
Harvester Field.
