The groups say Sanborn was born July 20, 1896, in
Louisiana. Blanchard’s birth date was Feb. 16, 1896.

Dr. L. Stephen Coles of the Gerontology Research Group
tells The Associated Press that he spokg to Sanborn’s fam-
ily Thugsday and “she’s doing well.”

Sanborn moved to Texas in 1937 and has outlived three
husbands and one elderly daug,hu.r She told the Tyler
Morning Telegraph in April that she loves everything
about her life and has “no complaints.”

Dead, dying corals near BP well

PENSACOLA, Fla. (AP) - Federal scientists say
they have found damage to deep sea corals and other
marine life several miles from where BP’s blown-out
well spewed millions of gallons of oil into the Gulf of
Mexico

Researchers from ' the National Oceanic and
Atmospheric Administration along *with Penn State
University and others examined the coral.

Scientists said Thursday that surveys using remotely
operated vehicles down to 4,600 feet, and roughly seven
miles from the BP well, found dead and dying corals
Some appeared to be coated with a “brown substance.”

That’s a difference the
company estimates is worth $141.67.

ONG serves more than 800,000 customers in Oklahoma.

The pipeline would carry water from Ute Reservoir to
Clovis, Portales and other communities. Groundwater
supplies are not expected to meet future demand.

Portales Mayor Sharon King says the issue will
become critical in the next 20 years.

Ute Water Commission chairman Darrel Bostwick says
in the 1960s, people could drill almost anywhere and get
600 to 1,000 gallons of water per minute. Now, he says
they’re lucky to get 200 gallons a.minute and the aquifer
is dry in some areas.

Tax evader gets six months in federal prison

AUSTIN — The owner of a
Lubbock business has been sen-
tenced to six months in federal pris-
on-and ordered to pay the state
Comptroller $200,000 in restitution
for a scheme involving state tax eva-
sion and wire fraud. b

Mike Wooten, 48, the owner of
West Texas Lighting Management,
pled guilty in Lubbock federal court
to misprision of a felony, which is
defined in the U.S. Code as having
knowledge of the commission of a
felony and failing to report the crime
to authorities. His sentence, handed
down on Oct. 15, includes a year of
supervised release after completing
his prison term.

Court documents allege that in

2006, Wooten began underreporting
his company’s taxable sales to the
state Comptroller’s office, knowing
the amounts shown on his tax returns
were materially false and fraudulent,
and using wire communications to
file the tax returns. Wooten admit-
ted in his guilty plea that he did not
disclose the actual amount of his
company’s sales to the Comptroller.

Filing falsified state tax returns and
failing to remit taxes collected from
a business’s customers are state law
violations. When a false tax return is
filed electronically, the filer can be

charged with the federal offense of

wire fraud or misprision of a felony
based on wire fraud, which is what
happened in the Wooten case.

“This was a complex case involv-
ing multiple serious crimes and state
and federal jurisdictions,” said Texas
Comptroller Susan Combs. “I am
pleased that investigators in our
Criminal Investigation Division were
able to work with the FBI and the
U.S. Attorney’s office in Lubbock to
see that justice was done.”

Combs reports that the num-
ber of felony tax cases filed by
her office increased dramatically
in fiscal 2010, after the Criminal
Investigation Division streamlined
its caseload to focus on the most
serious tax law violators. The
Comptroller’s office filed 129 felo-
ny charges in fiscal 2010, compared
to 25 in fiscal 2009.
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Pronghorn dlsappearmg from west Texas

VALENTINE (AP) As Bill Miller looks across his
ranch that spreads out under the vast West Texas sky, a once-
common sight has became a rarity: the pronghomn

“They're just part of the landscape,” Miller said
should be there and they're not.”

A symbol of the West, pronghorn have a body type some-
what like a deer with distinctive white stripes on their faces
and necks and white markings that come halfway up their
sidesThe fastest land animal in North America, they can reach
speeds close to 60 mph. And in the West Texas, where desert
grasslands give way to mountain ranges, their numbers are
dropping and researchers don’t yet know why

Miller can remember when as many as 100 pronghom
made their home on parts of his 33,000-acre ranch west of
Valentine. This year, he estimates there are about 12

Pronghomn numbers in West Texas are at about 4,700 this
year, down from about 6,000 last year, when good rains
indicated that the numbers should have increased. After notic-
ing the decline, researchers started talking to ranchers, who
reported finding the animals dead for no apparent reason

“We've got so many questions and so few answers,”
said Louis Harveson, director of the Borderlands Research
Institute for Natural Resource Management at Sul Ross State
University, which has teamed up with the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department to figure out what’s causing the drop

The fact that the numbers were declining, but not tied to
a drought, worried experts. Drought conditions from the
1990s into the early 2000s caused numbers in West Texas to
drop from a high of about 17,000 in the mid-1980s to about
5,000 in the early 2000s. But numbers had increased to about
10,000 by 2007. And while a drought for part of the year in
2008 and a spring freeze brought an understandable decrease,
last year’s decline-was especially perplexing

Autopsies done in the last two years have shown a high
prevalence in West Texas pronghorn of a type of a parasitic
worm that can weaken the animals, but researchers say they
still don’t know if that’s the problem. Maybe, they say, the
worms are simply taking advantage of pronghom systems
weakened by something else

“We still don’t have a smoking gun here,” said Shawn
Gray, mule deer and pronghorn program leader for Texas
Parks and Wildlife. “The worms are making it probably more
difficult for pronghomns to recover.”

Samples taken last year from pronghomn killed during the
nine-day hunting season showed that 95 percent had the
worms, some with as many as 4,000 worms in their systems

That high a level of worms are especially unusual in a des-
ert climate, Harveson said. Adding to the mystery, they would
find pronghom with levels in the thousands sharing a pasture
with a pronghorn with no worms. The numbers of worms in
pronghom located in the plateau area near Marfa were the
