Colo. senator returns to Capitol

DENVER (AP) - A Colorado state senator involved
in a fatal crash in Texas is vowing to continue work-
ing on transportation issues even though she was
blocked from leading the Senate’s transportation
committee.

Sen. Suzanne Williams returned to the Capitol for
the start of the new legislative session Wednesday,
as authorities continued to investigate the Dec. 26
crash.

Investigators say Williams' Honda CR-V drifted
into oncoming traffic, killing Brianna Gomez of
Amarillo. Gomez was pregnant and her son sur-
vived after being delivered by emergeney cesarean
section.

Williams was vice-chair of the transportation
committee last year and had been expected to lead
it this year. However, on Monday, Senate Majority
Leader John Morse said he removed Williams from
consideration for the post because he’s worried she
won't be able to do a full-time job.

Jeb Bush heads Latino outreach

MIAMI (AP) - Former Florida Gov. Jeb Bush will help
lead a Republitan group's efforts to improye the.party’s
outreach to Hispartic voters in preparation for the 2012
presidential election.

The new Hispanic Action Network is part of a grow-
ing number of Republican organizations reaching out to
Hispanies and it has powerful support.

The group is meeting Thutsday and Friday in Miami
It is backed by former Minnesota Sen. Norm Coleman,
whose American Action Network funneled more than
$30 million in campaign money to Republicans in about
30 congressional races last year.

With the Latino population growing in swing states
such as Nevada, Colorado and Florida, Republicans
need to chip away at Hispanics’ overall 2-1 preference
for Democrats.

SOCORRO, N.M. (AP) - New Mexico Tech and

New Mexico Tech on Wednesday announced the
presidents of the two schools signed the agreement last
month.

He says the Tucumcari facilities offer Tech the oppor-
tunity for research in wind energy technology, genera-
tion and transmission.

The community college offers a training program for
wind -energy industry technicians.

Wednesday, the court said
that “petitioners have not
satisfied. the stringent stan-
dards required for a stay
pending court review.”

Mexican official: 34,612
drug-war deaths in 4 yrs

MEXICO CITY (AP) -
A total of 34,612 people
have died in drug-related
killings in Mexico in the
four years since Mexican
President Felipe Calderon
declared an offensive
against drug cartels, offi-
ciaty said Wednesday

Tht killings reached
their highest level in 2010,
jumping by almost 60 per-
cent to 15,273 deaths from
9,616 the previous year

The rate of killings grew
in the first half of 2010, but
then stabilized and pegan
to decline m the last quarter
of the year, federal security
spokesman Alejandro Poire
said.

Calderon said Wednesday
that 2010 “has been a year
of extreme violence.”

“We are aware that we
are going through a very
difficult time on security
issues,” he said at a meet-
ing with anti-crime groups
during which the govern-
ment presented a new data
system to track drug-relat-
ed crimes.

Anti-crime groups have
long demanded access to
information like that con-
tained in the new database,
to better measure whether
public security efforts are
effective. Such information
may also help diminish the
doubt that surrounds drug-
related killings, many of
which go unresolved or
get scant investigation in
Mexico.

Poire's office said the
four-year figure included
30,913 execution-style
killings, 3,153 deaths in
shootouts between gangs,
and 546 deaths involving
attacks on authorities.

And, Daniel, I'm sorry, you may
deny it, but we've decided you are

hero, because you ran through the
chaos to minister to your boss, and
tended to her wounds and helped keep
her alive

We are grateful to the men who
tackled the gunman as he stopped
to reload. Right over there. We are
grateful for petite Patricia Maisch,
who wrestled away the Killer's ammu-
nittion and undoubtedly saved some
lives. And we are grateful for the doc
tors and nurses and first responders
who worked wonders to heal those
who'd been hurt. We are grateful to
them

Ihese men and women remind us
that heroism is found not only on the
fields of battle, They remind us that
heroism does not require special train-
ing or physical strength. Heroism is
here, in the hearts of so many of our
fellow citizens, all around us, just.
waiting to be summoned - as it was®
on Saturday moming. Their actions,
their selflessness poses a challenge
to each of us, It raises a question of
what, beyond prayers and expressions
of concern, is required of us going for-
ward. How can we honor the fallen?
How can we be true to their memory?

You see, when a tragedy like this
strikes, 1t i1s part of our nature to
demand explanations - to try and pose
some order on the chaos and make
sense out of that which seems sense-
less. Already we've seen a national
conversation commence, not only
about the motivations behind these
killings, but about everything from
the merits of gun safety laws to the
adequacy of our mental health system.
And much of this process, of debating
what might be done to prevent such
tragedies in the future, is an essential
ingredient in our exercise of self-
government.

But at a time when our discourse
has become so sharply polarized - at a
time when we are far too eager to lay
the blame for all that ails the world at
the feet of those who happen to think
differently than we do - it’s important
for us to pause for a moment and make
sure that we're talking with each other
in a way that heals, not in a way that
wounds.

Scripture tells us that there is evil
in the world, and that terrible things
happen for reasons that defy human
undcrstandmg In the words of Job,

“When I looked for light, then came

darkness.” Bad things happen, and we
have to guard against simple explana-
tions in the aftermath

For the truth is, none of us can know
exactly what triggered this vicious
attack. None of us can know with any
certainty what might have .stuppcd
these shots from being fired, or what
thoughts lurked in the inner recesses
of a violent man’s mind. Yes, we have
to examine all the facts behind this
tragedy. We cannot and will not be
p&i.;‘al\;' in the face of such violence
We should be willing to challenge
old assumptions in order to lessen
the prospects of such violence im the
future. But what we cannot do is use
this tragedy as one more occasion ¢
turn on each other. That we cannot do
T'hat we cannot do

As we discuss these issues, let each
of us do so with a good dose of humil-
ity. Rather than pointing fingers ot
assigning blame, let's use this occa-
sion to expand our moral imagina-
tions, to listen to each other more
carefully, to sharpen our instincts fot
empathy .and remind ourselves of all
the ways that our hopes and dreams
are bound together

After all, that's what most of us dc
when we lose somebody in our family

especially if the loss is unexpected
We're shaken out of our routines
Weire forced to look inward. We
reflect on the past: Did we spend
enough time with an aging parent, we
wonder. Did we express our gratitude
for all the sacrifices that they made
for us? Did we tell a spouse just how
desperately we loved them, not just
once in a while but every single day?

So sudden loss causes us to look
backward - but it also forces us to look
forward: to reflect on the present and
the future, on the mariner in which we
live our lives and nurture our relation-
ships with those who are still with us

We may ask ourselves if we’ve
shown enough kindness and generosi-
ty and compassion to the peoplé in our
lives. Perhaps we question whether
weé're doing right by our children, o
our community, whether our priorities
are in order

We recognize our own mortality
and we are reminded that in the fleet-
ing time we have on this Earth, what
matters is .not wealth, or status, or
power, or fame - but rather, how well
we have loved - and what small part
we have played in making the lives of
other people better

And that process - that process of

flection, of making sure we align

values with our actions - that,
believe, is what a tragedy like this
requires

For those who were harmed, those
who were killed -- they are part of
our family, an American family 300
million strong. We may not have
known them personally, but surely we
see ourseives in them. In George and
Dot, in Dorwan and"Mavy, we"sens¢
the abiding love we have for our own
husbands, our own wives, our own
life partners. Phyllis -- she’s our mom
or our grandma; Gabe our brother ot
son. In Judge Roll, we recogniz¢
not only a man who prized his family
and doing his job well, but also a man
who embodied America’s fidelity teo
the law.

And in Gabby - in Gabby, we see 8
reflection of our public-spiritedness;
that desire to participate in that some-
times frustrating, sometimes conten-
tious, but always necessary and never-
ending process to form a more perfect
union.

And in Christina - in Christina we
see all of our children. So curious, so
trusting, so energetic, so full of magic.
So deserving of our love. And s¢
deserving of our good example.

If this tragedy prompts reflection
and debate - as it should - let's make
sure it's worthy of those we have lost.
Let’s make sure it's not on the usual
plane of politics and point-scoring and
pettiness that drifts away in the next
news cycle.

The loss of these wonderful people
should make every one of us strive to
be better. To be better in our private
lives, to be better friends and neigh-
bors and coworkers and parents. And
if, as has been discussed in receni
days, their death helps usher in moré¢
civility in our public discourse, let us
remember it is not because a simple
lack of civility caused.this tragedy - it
