Q: I retired and look my Sixial 
Security at age 62. That was late 
last year Part of my retirement 
package included some accumu­
lated sick and vacation pay, which 
amounted to about S I2.0(8) I 
received that money m January 
But another part of my separation 
package was a $20,(88) bonus that 
1 just received last week

That total income of $32.(88) 
puls me well above the Stxial 
Security earnings limit for this 
year Will I have to suspend 
my StKial Security payments or 
pay back any of the money I've 
already received'.’

A: No. The income you received 
as part of yviur retirement package 
will not reduce or cause a sus­
pension of your Sixial Security 
benefits.

Before clarify ing that, I should 
explain the earning penally rules 
to those readers ^ h o  might be 
confused If you. are under age 
66 and collecting Sixial Security, 
the law lii^ ts the amount ot 
outside earnings yx»u can have 
Specifically, the rules say that for 
every $2 you earn above $14,160 
per year. $1 must be withheld 
from your Srxial Security ben­
efits. So, for example, if you were 
actuallv still working and making 
$32.(8)<) in 2011. $8.920 would 
have to withheld from your Sixial 
Security payments for the year 
— $32.(88) minus $14.160 equals 
$17,840, and then divided by 2 
equals $8.920).

But you're not working. $ ou've 
retired And there is a rule that say s 
money paid to you in the form of 
vacation pay. sick pay, bonuses. 
elc>t;ounis as income when it was 
earned, not when it was paid. >Du 
didn't earn that $20,(88) bonus in 
2011 You didn't accrue all that 
sick and vacation pay in 2011.
