documents released Thursday.

"A fte r ma.stenng the F.nglish language, learning how 
to build explosives and continuous planning to target the 
infidel .Americans, it is time for jihad ." or holy war. A l­
dawsari wrote in the joumal. according to the.diVcuments 
tiled by prosecutors.

The Justice Department said Ihursdav that .Aldawsari 
bviughi explosive materials «nline and planned Mlfhide

them inside dolls and baby carnages to blow up dams, 
nuclear plants and Bush's Dallas home.

"A s we lay out in this aflidavit. there were a range of 
targets being contemplated." Robert Casey, the FBI spe­
cial agent in charge o f the case. said. " I  can't speak to 
his state o f  mind or the priority in his mind o f any o f  the 
range o f targets we th ink we discov ered.”

Aldawsari. who was legally in the U.S on a student 
visa, studied chemical engineering at Texas Tech Univer­
sity until January when he transferred to a nearby college 
to study business. ^

The White Hou.se said President Barack Obama wa.s 
notified about the alleged plot before A ldawsari's arrest 

Telephone numbers that .Aldawsari had provided to 
others were not working Thursday. No one answered the 
buzzer or a knock on the door at the address listed as A l-  
dawsari’s apartment near the Texas Tech campus.

The case outlined in court diKuments was s ign ifi­
cant because it suggests that radicalized foreigners can 
live quietly in the L’ .S. w ithout raising suspicions from 
neighbors, classmates, teachers or others. But it also 
showed how quickly U'.S. law enforcement can move 
w hen tipped that a terrorist plot may be unfolding.

"We th ink we have neutralized any other threats or im ­
minent harm surrounding the actions that he's charged 
w ith , but the investigation is continu ing," Casey said.

Aldawsari wrote that he wlas plannipg an attack even 
before coming to the U.S. on a scholarship, the court 
documents say. He said he was influenced by bin Laden’s 
speeches and he bemoaned the plight o f  Muslims.

Federal authorities said they learned o f  the plot after a 
chemicul companv. Carolina B io log ica l Suppl> o f  Bur­
lington. N.C., reported S435 in suspicious order by .Al­
dawsari to the FBI On Feb. I.

Separately, Con-way Freight, the shipping company, 
notified l.ubbvKk police and the FBI the same day w ith 
sim ilar suspicions because it appeared the order wasn’t 
intended for commercial use. W ith in  weeks, federal 
agents had traced .AIdawsari's other online purchases, 
discovered extremist posts he made on the Internet and 
secretly searched his apartment, computer and e-mail ac­
counts and read his diarv, acctvrding to court records 

A Saudi industrial company, which was not identified 
in court documents, was paying A ldaw sari’s tu ition  and 
liv ing  expenses in the U.S.

a surround hat is the easiest 
design to bu ild  m vse lf* Julie 
M

D ear .lu lie : If your home was 
bu ilt 25 to 50 years ago. it prob­
ably has the typ ica l b rick front, 
s imple wooden mantel that was 
so common in that era It was a 
functiona l, inexpensive-to-bu ild  
design, but not the most attrac­
tive  by today 's  stai.da'ds

Hy bu ild ing  an .ittr.ic live . more 
contemporary mantel and per­
haps a surround, the fireplace 
w ill  become the focal point >md 
gathering place in the room, even 
when a fire is not hunting. W hen 
you th ink about it, the perceiit- 
age of tim e most fam ilies have a 
lire  burning is very small

H u ild ing  a nuuitel is not a d if ­
ficu lt do -it-yourse lf task II you 
th ink adding ,i complete wood 
surround is beyond your sk ill 
leve l, try  jus t cleaning the bricks 
first. Over many years of burn­
ing fires, d irt and soot probably 
have dulled the surfaces of the 
bricks and m ort.ir ith a good 
cleaning, the brick m ight look 
nice w ith  ,i new wood mantel

Before you start to bu ild  your 
mantel, it is a good idea to have 
the chimney cleaned and inspect­
ed It It needs repairs, have it 
done before your nevv mantel 
IS insta lle il A lso contact your 
local fire  department o r bu ild ing  
inspections department lo r the 
current lire  safety ciides.

C ikIv, H. has some thoughts on talking 
back: "M om  told Dad that bears did talk on 
the Discovery Channel Mom argued that 
bears did not talk w ith words Dad said they 
talkc*d w ith sounds."

Is this bearing one another’s burdens or 
just a spirited conversation'.’

No man in his right mind would marry 
a woman without opinions. Wives should 
never equate submission w ith passivity. But 
i f  your husband doesn’t agree w ith you. 
don’t pout. Let it go. Never resort to passive 
aggression. It cuts Communication lines and 
erects barriers that lead to much bigger prob­
lems than the original disagreement.

"W ives should do most o f  the chores 
around the house, such as dusting, vacuum­
ing, polishing, cleaning and window wash^ 
ing ," says Sean, age unknown. "Let your 
hu.sbands have so,me time to themselves to 
watch the game and eat chips.”

Ilm m . I wonder i f  Sean omitted his age to 
make it harder for a potential w ife to identify 
his statements.

Many marriages might improve i f  guys 
pitched in around the house and i f  women 
paid more attention to their husbands’ inter­
ests Men would do well to lighten up on T \ ' 
sports, increa.se conversation and decrea.se 
chip intake.

"W ives should submit to their husbands 
because they always know what is right,”  
says Morgan. 7. "W  hen a w ife  submits to her 
husband, she dt>es it bc*cau.se slie loves him .”  
v' Morgan cites two rea#iilis tor submission: 
love and conviction. When a woman loves 
her husband, i t ’s ea.sy to fo llow  him. But 
what happens alter an argument or when 
feelings are hurt ’ What happens when love 
for your husband seems like a distant memo­
ry and bitterness battles for your soul ’

I f  a woman understands the bib lical view 
ot marriage, she’ ll submit not prim arily 
becau.se o f love or even respect for her hus­
band, but because she is honoring (io d  by 
keeping the life tim e ennenant she made on
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her wedding day. She'll 
pray fo r her husband 
when he fails to love 
her as Christ loves his 
people.

d idn ’t tcel appreciated by the people for 
whom he died'.’ Jesus established a new cov­
enant when he died for i>ur sins by which we 
receive eternal life. Would the new covenant 
hold any value i f  ( io d  divorced us every time 
wc failed him?

Marriage represents something greater 
than love between a man and a woman 
In ( i ix l ’s design, i t ’s a model o f  the union 
between t  hrisf and the church, which is also 
known as the bride o f  Christ. In the Bible, 
the church consists o f  all who have trusted 
the Lord Jcsu.s as their savior 

Think about this: ( io d  placed eternity in 
our hearts w hen he gave us a longing for in ti­
macy.
