Texas (AIM - 
The Alamo is the most 
revered landmark in 
lexas, but state investiga­
tors Wednesday sounded 
less enamored with its 
longtime caretakers

Ihe Daughters of the 
Republic of Texas have 
maintained the Alamo tor 
mi>re than a century But 
the Texas attorney gen­
eral's olfice told lawmak­
ers there are concerns with 
how the Daughters are 
running the famous histor­
ic site and didn't rule out 
legal action as an investi­
gation into the group con­
tinues

"Despite their best 
efforts . the DRl appears 
to lack the resources at 
this time to properly main­
tain the Alamo." assistant 
attorney general Daniel 
Hodge told a House panel.

Jim l.vvbanks, general 
counsel lor the Daughters, 
delended the group's oper­
ations and challenged fig­
ures Hodge provided the 
panel. Ihe Daughters gen­
erate about S5 3 million 
annually, much ot which 
comes from sales at its gilt 
shop A large portion ol 
that IS Used to operate the 
Alamir

But Fvvbank  ̂ said that 
doesn't mean there isn’t 
more money availa for-

preservation.
“ large amounts ol 

money spent on preserva­
tion come actually from 
(grants)." Fwbanks sa id  

“There's a lot of source's 
being used lor preserva­
tion funds that make that 
number much larger than 
Mr Hodge might have had 
it appear"

Hodge’ s testimony 
didn't sit well with .iboui 
three 'dozen Daughter- 
members who packed a 
committee nxim to stand- 
ing-riH)in only Ihe three- 
hour hearing raised con­
cents about the Daughters 
ability to raise money, 
decisions by their lead­
ership and how quickly 
repairs were being made to 
the Alamo.

In one example. Hodge 
described the Daughters 
scrambling to raise money 
for a new building, sug­
gesting the group was 
perhaps prioritizing new 
proiecis ahead ol Alamo 
preservation

“ I hat IS a potential cause 
tor concern. p.irticulaiTy 
when money is as light .is 
it is today." Hodge said

Highways ’’0 and 1.̂ 2.

While he was w.itching. some ol 
the bird' would hop up a few tunes, 
then eventually, the entire Hock 
moved larther north and west.

It would he diHicult to mistake a 
W hiHiping ( rarte for any othcT bird, 
since It is the tallest American bird, 
at d.S". vviiha ‘M)" wingspan its black- 
tipped wings.

King: Hysteria over hearing unwarranted
ASHlN(i I ON < AI*) A congressional panel 

investigating homegrown terrorism in Amenca dis­
played sharp divisions Thursday over how to Frame the 
discussion, rellectmg a country still struggling with how 
best to combat terrorism nearly a decade alter the Sept 
11 attacks.

Homegrown terrorism is on the rise in the I nited 
Stales, and al-ljuida has huilt a strategy around inspiring 
young .American Muslims to become one-man terrorist 
cells That strategy has at times been suecesslul. and the 
U,S government has wrestled with finding a consistent 
plan to combat it.

Rep Peter King, the New York Republican w ho called 
the hearing, says the American Muslim community is 
not doing enough to speak out against terrorism and is 
reluctant to help police. T he Obama administration wor­
ries that broad staterhents about an entire religion only 
play into al-ljaida's narrativ e that the U S. is at w ar w ilh 
Islam

.Alter a week of protests leading up to the hearing. 
King dismissed what he called unwarranted "rage and 
hysteria" and said C ongress has a duty to press livrvvard

“ Homegrown radicali/ation is part ol al-(Jaida's strat­
egy to continue attacking the L nited States." King said 
as he opened the hearings.

T he top DemiK-rut on the commiltcx. Bennie I hiHnpson 
of Mi.ssis.sippi. said he believes the hearings could be 
u.sed to inspire terrorists.

"1 cannot help but wonder how propaganda about this 
hearing's fiKus on the .American Muslim C ommunity 
will be used by those who seek to inspire a new genera­
tion o f suicide bombers." ITnimpson said

Despite years government t»Hus on terrorism, there is 
no one predictable path toward violence Homegrown 
terrorists have been high schinil dropouts and col lege 
graduates as well, people From pinir and wealthy Fami­
lies alike Some studied overseas. Others were inspired 
over the Internet.

That has complicated government elTorts to under­
