had just moved into their new house with their five chil
dren a few months ago. But authorities said at least 30
homes were destroyed by fire in Harrah on Friday

‘We thought this was going to be a better year,” Billie
Hicks, 54, said wryly

The fire in Harrah, about 20 miles east of downtown
Oklahoma City, forced the evacuation of schools and
a nursing home and caused some minor smoke-related
injuries. Phil Stewart, public information office for the
Harrah Police Department, said the high school wasn’t
damaged but there were tense moments as the fire crept
closer

“It got right next to the junior high. It burned to the
bricks, to the doors but by that time we had everyone
evacuated,” Stewart said

Gov. Mary Fallin, who toured fire damage in eastérn
Oklahoma County, declared a:state of emergency for
all 77 counties in the state, marking a first step toward
seeking federal assistance should it be necessary

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United States ‘tightening noose’ on Gadhafi, says Obama

WASHINGTON (AP) President Barack Obama
declared Friday that a no-fly zone over Libya to keep
Col. Moammar Gadhafi from attacking rebels in his
country remains a possibility as “we are slowly tighten-
ing the noose™ around the Libyan leader. But Obama
stopped short of moving toward militaiy action.

“The bottom line is that | have not taken any options
off the table at this point,” Obama told a White House
news conference. I think it is important to understand
that we have moved about as swiftly as an interna-
tional coalition has ever moved to impose sanctions on
Gadhafi.,”

He cited actions already taken, including getting
American citizens and embassy workers out of the coun-
try, slapping tough United Nations sanctions on Libya
and seizing $30 billion in Gadhafi’s assets.

“1 am absolutely clear that it is in the interests of the

United States, and more importantly in the interests of

the Libyan people, for Mr. Gadhafi to leave,” Obama
said. “And we’re going to take a wide range of actions
to try to bring about that outcome.”

Obama said he wanted to make it clear to the longtime
Libyan leader “that the world is watching” his brutal
response to the rebellions in his country.

The presidenit brushed off a comment on Thursday in
congressional testimony by U.S. Director of National
Intelligence James Clapper that Gadhafi's military was
stronger than has been described and that “in the longer
term ... the regime will prevail.”

“He was making a hard-headed
assessment about military capabil-
ity,” Obama said. *l don’t think
anybody disputes that Gadhafi has
more firepower than the opposition.
He wasn't making a statement of
policy.”

Obama added: “I believe Gadhafi
is on the wrong side of history. |
believe the Libyan people are anx-
ious for freedom. We are going to be
in contact with the opposition as well
as in consultation with the international community™ in
an effort to pressure Gadhafi to leave.

['he president also said the United States and other
nations have an obligation to prevent any repetition of
the type of massacres that occurred in the Balkans or in
Rwanda.

Obama opened his news conference with comments
on the devastating Japanese earthquake and on recent
rises in the price of gasoline, driven by instability in the
Middle East and growing demand for fuel as the world
emerges from a deep, long recession.

He said he had talked to Japanese Prime Minister
Naoto Kan to extend U.S. condolences and offer help
He said the quake and tsunami were “potentially cata-
strophic™ for Japan and “a reminder of just how fragile
life can be.”

If breaches in the safety system of the plants are found,
they'll be “dealt with right away,” Obama said.

As for gasoline prices and oil supplies, Obama said,
“Here at home, everybody should know; if the situation
demands it, we are prepared to tap” into the nation’s
petroleum reserves, located in salt caverns in Texas
and Louisiana on the Gulf Coast. Some members of
Congress from both parties have called for the president
to take some of the oil to help hold down prices.

Ihe Strategic Petroleum Reserve was established in
response to the Arab oil embargo of 1973-1974. It was
most recently tapped in September 2008 in response to
Hurricanes Gustav and lke. Obama said the reserve is
generally intended for severe supply disruption emer-
gencies and one doesn’t exist now

“Right now, what we're seeing is not a shortage of
supply. Refineries are actually operating at full capacity

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Players head to court as labor negotiations break off

WASHINGTON (AP) Unable to
decide how to divvy up $9 billion 2 year,
NP owners and players put the coun-
try’s most popular sport in limbo Friday
by breaking oY labor negotiations hours
before their contract expired

The union decertified, and 10 players,
including MVP quarterbacks Tom Brady
and Peyton Manning, sued the owners in
federal €ourt, putting the NFL on a path
to its first work stoppage since 1987

Despite two-extensions to the collective
bargaining agreement during 16 days of
talks overseen by a federal mediator
and previous months of stop-and-start
negotiating the sides could not agree
on a new deal. The league said it hadn’t
decided as of Friday evening whether to
lock out the players, who, meanwhile,
went to court to request an injunction to
block such a move

As was clear all along, the dispute came
down to money. In the end, it appeared
the sides were about $185 million apart
on how much owners should get up front
each season for certain operating expens-
es before splitting the rest of the revenues
with players — a far cry from the $1 bil-
lion that separated the sides for so long.

But the NFL Players Association
refused to budge any further without
getting detailed financial information for
each team

“I would dare any one of you to pull out
any economic indicator-that would sug-
gest that the National Football League is
falling on hard times,” NFLPA executive
director DeMaurice Smith said. “The last
14 days, the National Football League

has said, ‘Trust us.” But when it came
time for verification, they told us it was
none of our business.”

By dissolving and announcing it no
longer represents the players in collective
bargaining, the union cleared the way for
class-action lawsuits against the NFL,
which opted out of the CBA in 2008. The
antitrust suit forever to be known as
Brady et al vs. National Football League
et al attacked the league’s policies
on the draft, salary cap and free-agent
restrictions such as franchise-player tags

Invoking the Sherman Act, a federal
antitrust statute from 1890 that limits
monopolies and restrictions on com-
merce, the players are seeking triple the
amount of damages they've incurred.
I'hat means the stakes here could be in
the hundreds of millions.

It could take a month for there to be a
ruling on the union’s injunction request,
and antitrust judgments should take lon-
ger

The court fights eventually could
threaten the 2011 season for a league
whose past two Super Bowls rank as the
two most-watched programs in U.S. tele-"
vision history. The last time NFL games
were lost to a work stoppage came whén
the players struck 24 years ago, leading to
games with replacement players.

Even though the NFL is early in its
offseason and the regular season is
six months away this is hardly a

complete downtime. Free agency usually
begins in March, and there are hundreds
of free agents now in limbo. Also this
month, under a regular schedule, offsea-

The NFLPA also decertified in 1989.

CBA in 1993 that included free agency,
and the union formed again that year.

T'he sides met from 10 a.m. until about'

4 p.m. Friday, discussing a new proposal
by the owners. When the possibility of a
third extension to the CBA was raised,
the union said it first wanted assurances
it would get 10 years of audited financial
information.

“I will tell you this: Any business
where two partners don’t trust each other,
any business where one party says, ‘You
need to do X, Y and Z because | told
you,” is a business that is not only not run
well, it is a business that can never be as
successful as it can be,” Smith said.

At 4:45 p.m., Smith and the union’s
negotiators left the mediator’s office.
About 15 minutes later, the union decer-
tified.

He has, in a word, lied to them
about what happened today and what’s
happened over the last two weeks and the
last two years.” .

The NFL said its offer included split-
ting the difference in the dispute over
how much money owners should be
given off the top of the league’s revenues.
Under the expiring CBA, the owners
immediately got about $1 billion before
dividing the remainder of revenues with
the players; the owners entered negotia-
tions seeking to roughly double that.

But the owners eventually reduced that
additional up-front demand to about $650
million. Then, on Friday, they offered to
drop that to about $325 million. Smith
said the union offered during *alks to give
up $550 million over the first four years
of a new agreement — or an average of
$137.5 million.

“We worked hard,” said NFL
Commissioner Roger Goodell, who was
joined at mediation on Thursday and
Friday by nine of the 10 members of the
owners’ powerful labor committee. “We
didn’t reach an agreement, obviously. As
you know, the union walked away from
the mediation process.”

Also in the NFL’s offer, according to
the league: :

Maintaining the 16 regular-season
games and four preseason games for at

» least two years, with any switch ter 18

games down the road being negotiable.

Instftuting a rookie wage scale
through which money saved would be
paid to veterans and retired players.

— Creating new year-round health and
safety rules.

— Establishing a fund for retired play-
ers, with $82 million contributed by the
owners over the next two years.

— Financial disclosure of audited prof-
itability informatior. that is not even
shared with the NFL clubs, That was pro-
posed by the NFL this week, and rejected
by the union, which began insisting in
May 2009 for a complete look at the
books of each of the 32 clubs.

As Pash outlined each element of the
owners’ last offer, he ended with the
phrase: “Evidently not good enough.”

When Goodell, Pash, Mara and own-
ers Jerry Jones of the Cowboys and
Jerry Richardson of the Panthers emerged
from Cohen’s office shortly after 5 p.m.,
they sounded hopeful negotiations would
resume soon. »

“We're discouraged, we’re frustrated,
we're disappointed, but we are not giving
up. We know that this will be resolved
in the negotiation process,” Pash said.
“We will be prepared to come back here
any time the union is ready to come back
here.” ‘
