Pampa’s district to be School board tables action on 
paired in map proposal fence, abstinence program

The likelihood West Texas 
will lose two districts in the 
Texas House increased after 
a committee vote Tuesday, 
but some rural Republican 
lawmakers say the fight isn't 
over.

A House redistricting map 
released last week includes 
two "pairings" of four dis­
tricts in West Texas, repre­
senting not only a signifi­
cant loss of political clout but 
setting the stage for at least 
one uiKomfortable standoff 
in die next election between 
the representatives who have 
lost their district and plan to 
seek re-election. The pairings 
are maintained in a revised 
version of the map the House 
Rediatricting Committee 
approved Tuesday.

The committee accepted 
some alterations to the map, 
including an amendment hy 
Rep. Burt Solomons, the 
Republican from Carrolton

who chairs the committee, 
to add back in two districts 
with majority Latino voters. 
But the revised map doesn’t 
improve the outlook for the 
western half of the state.

The 11 -to-5 committee vote 
fell along party lines, minus 
one dissenting vote from West 
Central Texas Rep. Harvey 
Hilderbran of Kerrville, who 
was the only Republican to 
vote against the proposal. In 
an interview after the vote. 
Hilderbran said the map could 
be drawn in a way that makes 
the two West Texas pairings 
“unnecessary" by making dis­
tricts more compact and a 
better representation of com­
munities of interest.

Hilderbran pointed specifi­
cally to the new incarnation of 
House District 88, one of the 
paired districts currently rep­
resented by Republican Rep. 
Warren Chisum of Pampa.

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Evac order lifted for west Texas
SAN ANGELO (AP) — Officials say all evacuation 

orders have been lifted for a stubborn but remote west 
Texas wildfire that has burned about 130,000 acres.

The Texas Forest Service said Wednesday residents 
were cleared to return to an area about 250 miles west 
of Dallas. Several communities and hundreds of homes 
were threatened, but the agency lists no stnicture dam- 
*ge.

A converted DC-10 jetliner that is one ol the biggest 
firefighting planes in the world was used on the Wildcat 
Fire. Forest service spokeswoman Nicole Hawk says the 
jet carries up to 12,000 gallons of fire retardant.

The ageiKy listed 23 active>#fres in various stages of 
containment that have burned a total of slightly more 
than 1 million acres, or nearly 1.600 square miles. Some 
have been burning for weeks.

Death row man loses appeal
HOUSTON (AP) — The Texas Court of Criminal 

Appeals has rejected an appeal from a man from El 
Salvador sent to Texas death row for the slayings of two 
women in Houston nine years ago.

Walter Alexander Sorto contended he was mentally 
impaired, making him ineligible for execution under 
a U.S. Supreme Court ruling. The Texas court said 
Wednesday he failed to provide enough evidence to 
support his claim.

The 33-year-old Sorto is one of two men condemned 
for the abduction, rape and fatal shootings of 24-year- 
old Roxana Capulin and 38-year-old Maria Rangel.

The women were waitresses at a restaurant in what's 
known as Houston’s East End. Prosecutors said Sorto 
was on probation at the time of the killings and was 
responsible for at least two other murders.

Court limits inmates’ suits
WASHINGTON (AP) — The Supreme Court has ruled 

that a federal law intended to protect the religious rights 
of prison inmates bars most lawsuits that seek money 
from states that violate the law.

The court said in a 6-2 decision Wednesday that 
inmates may file suit to force states to change their 
policies, but without the threat of monetary damages that 
might cause states to speed those changes.

The Obama administration and Christian groups warned 
that a ruling against the inmates would undermine the 
effectiveness of the II -year-old law, the Religious Land 
Use and Institutionalized Persons Act.

The court ruled in a suit filed by Texas prison inmate 
Harvey Sossamon, who complained that he was denied 
the chance to participate in Christian worship services.

Funeral for (alien firefighter
OLDEN (AP) — Family and friends will gather 

Wednesday to honor a Texas volunteer firefighter who 
died while fleeing a fire truck that had been trapped in a 
wildfire-consumed pasture.

State investigators say Eastland firefighter Greg 
Simmons apparently died Friday after being struck by a 
vehicle during his ftight. He was found on a rural road­
side, but investigators are not yet sure if he was hit by a 
car or one of several fire trucks working a raging 3,000- 
acre fire that filled the air with thick smoke, senior State 
Trooper Phillip "Sparky” Dean said.

The funeral for Simmons will be at the Leon River 
Cowboy Church in Olden. Texas, with burial in the 
Oaklawn Cemetery in nearby Gorman, Texas.

Olden is 4 miles east of Eastland and 8S miles south­
west of Fort Worth.

Bush twins to accept award
OKLAHOMA CITT (AP) — Former President George 

W. Bush and his family will be honored with the Oklahoma 
City National Memorial and Museum's Reflections of 
Hope award.

Bush’s twin daughters, Barbara Pierce Bush and Jenna 
Hager, will be in Oklahoma City to accept the award 
at a noon luncheon at the National Cowboy & Western 
Heritage Museum on Tuesday.

The award honors a living person or organization that 
embodies two beliefs of the Oklahoma City National 
Memorial Foundation: hope can survive despite political 
violence and in environments where there is violence, 
problems can be solved in a peaceful manner.

The Donald W. Reynolds Foundation created the 
Reflections of Hope award in 2003, in honor of Linda 
Lambert’s service to the Memorial. Former President Bill 
Clinton was honored with the award last year.

Commission tp mull water flow
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — The Texas Commission 

on Environmental Quality is expected to discuss new 
standards for water flow to bays and rivers on the state’s 
southeast coast.

Some environmental groups say the new rules will 
reduce water flow so much that they will cripple eco­
systems of the bodies of water in question, Galveston 
Bay and Sabine Lake; as well as the Trinity, San Jacinto. 
Sabine and Neches Rivers.

But the regulations under consideration grew out of 
a 2007 law designed to preserve Texas resources while 
meeting the growing water needs of a booming state 
population.

Under that law, new rules for the bay, lake and rivers 
must be adopted by June 1.

The commission meets Wednesday in Austin and can 
choose to vote on the standards, or wait for a future 
meeting.

CHICAGO (AP) — Rod Blagojevich’s second cor­

ruption trial began Wednesday with little o f the hoopla 
that surrounded the first, as potential jurors quietly 
began filling out questionnaires aimed at weeding out 
anyone with strong biases for or against the ousted 
Illinois governor.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Relatives of some of the 11 
men whs died aboard the Deepwater Horizon oil rig are 
flying over the Gulf of Mexico on Wednesday, back to 
the epicenter of the worst offshore oil spill in die nation’s 
history.

Meanwhile, on land, vigib were scheduled in Louisiana. 
Mississippi, Alabama and Florida to mark the spill.

On the night of April 20, 2010, the Deepwater Horizon, 
a rig owned by Transocean Ltd., burst into flames after 
drilling a well for BP PLC, killing 11 workers on or near 
the drilling floor. The rest of the crew evacuated, but two 
days later the rig toppled into the Gulf and sank to the sea 
floor. The bodies were never recovered.

Over the next 83 days, 206 million gallons of oil — 19 
times more than the Exxon Valdez spilled — spewed from 
the well. In response, the nation commandeered the larg­
est offshore fleet of vessels since D-Day, and BP spent 
billions of dollars to clean up the mess, saving itself from 
collapse.

“1 can’t believe tomorrow has been one year because it 
seems like everything just happened,” Courtney Kemp, 
whose husband Roy Wyatt Kemp was killed on the rig, 
wrote on her Facebook page Tuesday. "1 have learned a 
lot of things through all of this but the most important is 
to live each day as if it were your last... what maners is if 
you truly live.”

Natalie Roshto. whose husband Shane Roshto also 
died on the rig, posted a message on Courtney Kemp's 
Facebook page on Tuesday evening: “Can’t believe it’s 
been a year.. It has brought a lot of tears and a great 
friendship I’m Soooo thankful for.. We are a strong force 
together!! Love u sista.”

In a statement. President Barack Obama paid tribute 
to those killed in the blast and thanked the thousands of 
responders who "worked tirelessly to mitigate the w t:^  
impacts” of the oil spill.

“But we also keep a watchful eye on the continuing and 
important work required to ensure that the Gulf Coast 
recovers stronger than before,” Obama said in the state­
ment.

Transocean invited up to three members of each family 
to attend the flyover. They were expected to circle the 
site a few times in a helicopter, though there is no visible 
marker identifying where their loved ones perished. At the 
bottom of the sea, 11 stars were imprinted on the well's 
final cap.

Several families said they didn’t want to go on the fly­
over, and Transocean didn’t allow media.

At a solemn candle-lit ceremony facing New Orleans' 
cathedral in Jackson Square shortly after sunri.se. envi­
ronmentalists and religious leaders joined to remember 
the perished rig workers and call on the nation to take the 
steps to prevent another environmental catastrophe. The 
ceremony organized by the Sierra Club attracted only a 
handful of attendees, underscoring the point of a rabbi who 
addressed the group.

“Our souls are slumbering in moral indifference.” said 
Rabbi Edward Cohn of the Temple Sinai in New Orleans. 
“People quite rightly are asking: How and when, and by 
whose insistence and stubborn support, will the public's 
mind be refocused upon what happened in the Gulf?"

Elsewhere around the world, BP employees were observ­
ing a minute Of silence Wednesday.

BP chief executive Bob Dudley posted a message on the 
company ’s website Wednesday that .said, in part: “We are 
committed to meet our obligations to those affected by this 
tragedy and we will continue our work to strengthen safety 
and risk management across BP. But most of all today, we 
remember 11 fellow workers and we deeply regret the loss 
of their lives.”

The solemn ceremonies underscore the delicate healing 
that is only now taking .shape. Oil still occasionally rolls 
up on beaches in the form of tar balls, and fishermen face 
an uncertain future.

Louis and Audrey Neal of Pass Christian. Miss., who 
make their living from crabbing, said it's gotten so bad 
since the spill that they 're contemplating divorce and fac­
ing foreclosure.

“I don't see any daylight at the end of this tunnel. I don't

see any hope at all. We thought we’d see hope after a year, 
but there’s nothing.” Audrey Neal said.

“We ain’t making no money. There’s no crabs,” said 
Louis Neal, a lifelong crabber.

“I’m in the worst shape I’ve ever been in my whole 
damn life. I’m about to lose my whole family,” he said. “I 
can’t even pay the loans I have out there. That’s how bad 
it’s gotten.”

His wife said the fuiancial hit was only part of the past 
year’s toll. “Our lives are forever change^” she said. “Our 
marriage, our children, it’s all gotten 100 percent worse.”

She said the couple received about S33.000 frxMn BP 
early on, but that was just enough money to cover three 
months of debt. They haven’t received a dime from an 
administrator handing out compensation fixim a $20 bil­
lion fund set up by BP, they said.

Still, it’s not all so bleak.
Traffic jams on the narrow coastal roads of Alabama, 

crowded seafood restaurants in Florida and families vaca­
tioning along the Louisiana coast attest to the fact that 
familiar routines are returning, albeit slowly.

“We used to fuss about that,” said Ike Williams, refer­
ring to the heavy traffic headed for the water in Gulf 
Shores. Ala., where he rents chairs and umbrellas to 
beachgoers. “But it was such a welcome sight.”

Many questions still linger: Will the fishing industry 
recover? Will the environment bounce back completely? 
Will an oil-hungry public ever accept more deepwater 
drilling?

Most scientists agree the effects "were not as severe 
as many had predicted.” said Christopher D’Elia. dean 
at the School of the Coast and Environment at Louisiana 
State University. “People had said this was an ecological 
Armageddon, and that did not come to pass.”

But biologists are still concerned about the spill’s,long­
term effect on marine life.

“There are these cascading effects,” D’Elia said. "It 
could be accumulation of toxins in the food chain, or 
changes in the food web. Some species might dominate.”

Meanwhile, accumulated oil is believed to lie on the 
bottom of the (iulf, and it still shows up as a thick, gooey 
black cnest along miles of Louisiana’s marshy shoreline. 
Scientists have begun to notice that the land in many 
places is eroding.

For example, on Cat Island, a patch of land where peli­
cans and reddish egrets nest among the black mangroves. 
Associated Press photographs taken a year ago compared 
with those taken recently show visible loss of land and a 
lack of vegetation.

On a tour of the wetlands l uesday, Robert Barham, 
Louisiana's wildlife secretary, showed reporters the lin­
gering damage.

Roseau cane is growing again where it was cut away 
during early cleanup efforts, but Barham said the 3- to 
4-foot-high stalks should be a lush green. Instead, they 
were pale green and brown.

“It's because of oil in the root system," Barham said; 
He put his hand into the dirt and pulled up mud saturated 
with oil. Tossing the sludge into nearby water, it released 
a rainbow-colored sheen.

Barham complained that BP had not done enough to 
clean the area. “What they've done thus far is not work­
ing.”

In the remote Louisiana marsh, there's still y ellow boom 
in places — not to keep oil out but to keep the tides from 
carry ing oil to untouched areas.

Confidence in Louisiana’s seafood is eroding, too.
“Where I'm fishing it all looks pretty much the same,” 

said Glen Swift, a 62-year-old fisherman in Buras. He’s 
catching catfish and gar in the lower Mississippi River 
again. That's not the problem.

“1 can't sell my fish,” he said. “The market's no good.”
But the BP spill has faded from the headlines, overtaken 

by the tsunami and nuclear disaster in Japan, unrest in the 
Middle East and political clashes in Washington.

"Nationally, BP seems like a dim and distant memory ," 
said IXiuglas Brinkley, a Rice University historian. But the 
accident will have long-la.sting influence on environmental 
histon, he said.

3,200 Gulf wells unplugged, unprotected
NEW ORLEANS (AP) — More than 3,200 oil and 

gas wells classified as active lie abandoned beneath the 
Gulf of Mexico, with no cement plugging to help pre­
vent leaks that could threaten the same waters fouled by 
last year’s BP spill. The Associated Press has learned.

These wells likely pose an even greater environmental 
threat than the 27,(K)0 wells in the Gulf that have'been 
plugged and classified officially as “permanently aban­
doned” or “temporarily abandoned.” Those sealed wells 
were first tallied and reported as a major leaking threat 
in an investigative report by the AP in July.

The unplugged wells haven’t been used for at least 
five years, and there are no plans to restore produc­
tion on them, according to the federal government. 
Operators have not been required to plug the wells 
b^ause their leases have not expired.

As a result, there is little to prevent powerful leaks 
from pushing to the surface. Even depleted wells can 
repressurize from work on nearby wells or shifts in oil 
or gas layers beneath the surface, petroleum engineers' 
say. But no one is watching to maike sure that doesn’t 
happen.

The addition of the unused but officially active wells, 
as documented in a list provided to the AP by federal 
officials under the U.S. Freedom of Information Act. 
means at least three-fifths of the 50,000 wells ever 
drilled in the Gulf have been left behind with no routine 
monitoring for leaks.

The 27,000 decommissioned wells were drilled most­
ly on federal leases that have now expired. Government 
rules for expired leases on the sea floor require opera­
tors to plug the wells or make plans to reuse them 
within a year. In its original report, the AP documented 
how oil and gas companies regularly flouted the rules 
regarding temporary abandonment, with some wells 
“temporarily abandoned” since the 1930s.

Rules for unexpired leases are different, and have 
allowed operators to simply walk away from idle wells. 
Some of the roughly 3.200 unsealed wells contained in 
the latest list were drilled 60 years ago. and most are 
more than 10 years old.

Federal regulaton described idle wells on active 
leases as a “potential threat” to the environmem 1 a 
September letter to opwators announcing a new pro­
gram, dubbed “Idle Iron,” to plug them within three 
years. The letter said the program would cover more 
than 3,000 idle wells but didn’t say what kind of wells

would be included or whether the wells already con­
tained at least some cement plugging.

The list of specific wells covered by the Idle Iron 
initiative was provided to the AP by the U.S. Bureau 
of Ocean Energy Management. Regulation and 
Enforcement, which regulates oil and gas leases on 
federal lands on the sea floor.

Democrats can win in budget debate
Having hesitated to fully enter the 

fiscal fray. President Obama has 
at la.st delivered a plausible, prin­
cipled respon.se ti,> the budgetary 
tlim-llams of the far right. But one 
speech, even a very good speech, 
wim't fulfill his obligation in this 
fateful argument.

What Obama began to do this 
week is what Democrats ought 
to have been doing forcefully for 
many weeks, which is to ensure that 
Americans understand the central 
differences between Democratic 
and Republican budgeting — and 
how the party's contrasting pro­
grams would aflcct them and their 
families. W hile acknowledging the 
need to bring the federal budget 
closer to balance in coming years, 
the president laid down real mark­
ers concerning how that obicetivc 
should and should not be achieved.

It should not he done, he said, by 
raising the costs of medical care 
beyond affordability for most of the 
nation's elderly, as (he Republican 
as.saull on Medicare would eventu­
ally do. It should not be done by 
slashing programs that assist the 
nation's poor and vulnerable And 
it cannot be done at the expense of 
future generations, by vandali/.ing 
the nation's intrastrueUire through 
neglect or depriving the nation’s 
children of educational opportunity.

It must he done instead, said 
the president, in ways that rcllcct 
American traditions ol lairncss 
(which in bygone days were once 
honored by the leaders ol the 
Republican Party, who now disdain 
them) It must demand the most

from those who 
have benefited 
most, rather
than treating 
them to stijl 
more tax cuts, it 
must restore the 
standards that 
made America 
the leader of the 
world in educa­
tion. research 
and public
investment ever

since the Second World War, rather 
than accelerating our decline.

As expected. Obama the politi­
cian sought to position himself as 
close to the center (and independent 
voters) as he could, by reminding 
Democrats and progressives 'that 
the rapidly rising cost of health care 
is unsu.stainabic — and that the con­
cept of “shared sacrifice” doesn’t 
exempt anyone’s priorities, includ­
ing his and theirs. As usual, he gave 
away too much before the negotiat­
ing prticess has even started.

Vet the president and his politi­
cal advisers clearly feel that they 
must establish credibility as budget 
balancers if they are to prevail. Bill 
Clinton began his presidency by 
confronting the Republican legacy 
of deficits with higher taxes and 
lower expenditures, but Obama had 
no realistic choice other than to 
increase .spending substantially — 
or let the country and the world 
sink into depression. Now, from the 
president’s point of view, he is bar­
gaining from a weakened position 
and has no choice but to emphasize

cutbacks over revenue.
Polls still show, however, that 

the public agrees with Obama on 
the most important issues, from 
preserving Medicare and Social 
Security entitlements to raising 
taxes on the wealthy to investing 
in education, the environment and 
infrastructure. Very few outside 
the most dogmatic precincts of the 
Republican Party Iwlieve that the 
richest of the rich need additional 
tax cuts, or that such cuts should 
take priority over finxl stamps and 
Medicaid.

Is that an “excessively partisan” 
or “dramatically inaccurate” way 
to describe the Republican fis­
cal philosophy, as Hou.se Budget 
Committee Chairman Paul Ryan 
complained so bitterly in his 
rejoiner to Obama’s speech? Is the 
president’s plan "hopelessly inad­
equate.” as Ryan said, when com­
pared with his own ever-changing, 
wildly phony "path to prosperity"?

Ryan’s angry response has opened 
up the possibility of a debate that 
the country desperately needs. Let 
us hope that Obama doesn’t shrink 
from that challenge or delegate it to 
someone else. If hi$ presidency is 
to become anything but the prelude 
to an era of decline, he must keep 
pushing forward just as aggres­
sively as the Republicans push 
backward

Early this year, (iannett employees 
were notified that, for the third year 
in a row. they would get no uises 
and would have to take a week off 
withvHit pay. Harsh financial realities 
necessitate these sacrifices, they were 
informed.

The had news was delivered as gen­
tly as possible, including a thank you 
for their "continued commitment and 
great work.” To soothe the pain a bit, 
the note added that Gannett's two top 
executives would take a commensu­
rate cut in their salaries.

OK, team spirit!
But don’t grab the pom-poms and 

break out in cheers. Only two months 
later, bonuses totaling S3 million were 
very quietly bestowed on the top two. 
And to add a bright cherry to this 
sweet delight, the duo of honchos 
also were awarded stock options and 
deferred compensation totaling as 
much as SI7 million.

So, some 32,000 workers were 
forced into furloughs to save about 
SI7 million for Gannett, but the cor­
poration's No. I and No. 2 were then 
allowed to slurp up all of that savings 
and then some. Who says there’s no 
“P in  team?

It’s not like the executives are 
doing a terrific job. With them at the 
helm, Gannett’s itewspaper reader- 
ship, revenues and stock price have 
fidlen substantially, aird the corpo­

rate chieftains are 
widely viewed as 
lacking imagi­
nation. But they 
are credited with

because of management’s failure, mid­
dle-class opportunities are shrunk, and 
top executives collect multimillion- 
dollar bonuses. Where’s the morality 
in that?

Morality? This will seem like a 
fairy taje now, but so long ago, it 
was actually possible for a CEO pay 
to constitute “an embarrassment of 
riches.”

How quaint. Today, the riches are 
unimaginably massive, but the embar- 
ra.s.sment gene seems to have been 
completely bred out of corporate chief­
tains. They have no qualms, much less 
shame, at producing negative results 
for the company, offing thousands of 
underlings, then wheeling in a front- 
end loader to haul their own pay to 
the bank.

Yet another ugly example of this 
piggish executive ethic recently 
popped into the news. Having cut 
2,(Xk) employees, the head man at 
Eiatee L«ider reaped a $250,(XX) 
increase in his salary, new stock 
payments worth more than $24 mil­
lion (up from the $14 million he got 
the previous year).

Are there no adults to supervise

the corporate playgrounds and teach 
such concepts as humility, sharing and 
comm«! decency? In a word. no.

Technically, the board of directors 
is supposed to provide corporate gov­
ernance. including the setting of CEO 
pay. But look at who’s on these boards 
-  they’re mostly other members of the 
corporate brotherhood who have obvi­
ous self-interest in keeping pay levels 
rising for all executives. Boai^ also 
include a smattering of “outsiders" 
who often turn out to have close finan­
cial or personal tics to the chief And, 
of course, the chiefs themselves sit on 
their boards, usually chairing them.

The tale of boardroom coziness 
between directors and the bank bosses 
they supposedly govern was revealed 
in the disastrous Wall Street crash of 
2008. Far from providing any rea- 
sotuiblc restraints, few board mem­
bers had questioned the casino games 
the banks were running, and fewer 
yet objected to giving reckless bank­
ers billions of dollars in unwarranted 
bonuses.

Now, after the collapse, what has 
changed? Nothing. One survey of nine 
of the big banks we taxpayers bailed 
out shows that two-thinb of their 
ftiiled board members are still there, 
snd oiKc again, they are shoveling 
inexplicably huge bonuses at the same 
old CEOa, who have returned to play­
ing the same old casino games that 
caused the crash.

Troops kill ten in Veracruz
VERACRUZ. Mexico 

(AP) — Troops on 
Tuesday clashed with gun­
men trying to establish a 
base in a city in eastern 
Mexico, killing 10 alleged 
assailants, the state gov­
ernment said.

Soldiers and marines 
were checking on a 
report of armed men in 
the Infonavit Rio Medio 
neighborhood in Veracruz 
when they came under fire, 
the Veracruz state govern­
ment said in a statement. 
The troops then gave chase 
after some of the gunmen 
fled the scene and another 
shootout ensued, it said.

The troops also seized 
three automatic rifles, 
three police uniforms and 
two cars, it said.

The Red Cross in 
Veracruz said in a state­
ment that a stray bullet

from the gunfight entered 
a home, hitting a man in 
the arm.

Veracruz is one of sev­
eral eastern Mexican states 
where the Gulf and Zetas 
drug cartels are fighting 
for control. The sute and 
its largest city have the 
same name.

Also Tuesday, Mexico's 
Defense Department 
reported it had captured 
nine suspects in connec­
tion with the killings of 
at least 145 people whose 
bodies were found start­
ing early this month in 
pits in the township of San 
Fernando, in the border 
state of Tamaulipas.

The suspects were 
captured Monday in the 
Tamaulipas state capital, 
Ciudad Victoria. Three 
guns were seized during 
the arrests. Thev included

alleged members of the 
Zetas cartel. Four of the 
suspects are women.

The Zetas allegedly 
pulled passengers ofl 
buses in San Fernando in 
late March, possibly as 
part of a forced recruit­
ment effort.

The statement said the 
suspects confessed to par­
ticipating in the kidnap­
ping of bus passengers by 
the Zetas “so that a mem­
ber of that organization 
could select people.”

The statement did not 
specify what they were 
being selected for.

The killings occurred in 
the same township where 
authorities say the z^etas 
killed 72 Central American 
migrants in August. Those 
migrants were allegedly 
killed after refusing to 
work for the Zetas.

sional staff absences.

• The board also 
voted unanimously to 
deny relief to a district 
employee who had filed 
a grievance.

a significant portion of the southern 
Panhandle.

“Those folks don’t have any commu­
nity of interest,” Hilderbran said, con­
ceding that pairings are ."unavoidable” 
but that two may be one too many. “We 
don't have to have two. but even if there 
were one, you can still draw the districts 
in a way that they are more compact and 
protect communities of interest better in 
West Central and West Texas, and all 
you have to do is look at that one district, 
that long, .skinny strip, that is a poster 
child, a poster campaign for not doing it 
that way.”

The West Texas pairings would pit 
Republican Reps. Jim Landtroop of 
Plainview and Rep. Charles Perry of 
Lubbock against each othei in the next 
election. A standoff between Chisum and 
Rep. Rick Hardcastle of Vernon the 
other West Texas pair has not been as 
issue because Chisum has said he is step­
ping down to run for a place on the 1 exas 
Railroad Commission.

In a joint written statement released 
Monday, Landtrmip and Perry said they 
were concerned not so much about their 
pairing as they arc about a proposal they 
see as an "unnecessary and blatant attack 
on West Texas.”

“The current map has the Panhandle/ 
South Plains region potentially losing 
half of its representation,” . Landtroop 
said in the statement. “In a decade where 
Texas Tech seeks to gain Tier One status, 
wind energy opportunities abound and 
our producers need protection from the 
EPA, cutting our West Texas influence is 
not only unnecessary, but also unaccept­
able to Charles or myself and it should 
not be tolerated by other area representa­
tives or senators either.”

In the statement. Perry warned "The

vote we take on the House floor deter­
mines our representation in West Texas 
for the next lU years, and if we dilute that 
representation unnecessarily, we dilute 
our voice for a decade.”

“Jim and I are not willing to concede 
that without a fight,” Perry said.

I hc map is ba.sed on 2010 census data 
of changes in population, race and eth­
nicity given to the Legislature last month. 
1 he eight total paired districts are located 
in areas that lost population over the last 
decade, including districts in West and 
east Texas. Dallas County, Harris County 

where Houston is located — and 
Nueces County on the Gulf of Mexico.

The state Legislature is required to 
redraw political districts after every 
decennial U..S. census to account for any 
new growih or shifts in population. The 
2010 census showed that the overall state 
population grew from 21 million to 25 
million people since 2(KH> — the most of 
any state m the U.S.

Because the lexas Constitution caps 
the number of members in the I exas 
Hou.se at 150, the goal of redistricting is 
to place the population of each district 
as close to the number that's calculated 
when you divide the total population 
by the number of districts. For each 
Texas House district, that’s now 167,(KX) 
people.

Rep. Drew Darby got lucky under the 
map. House District 72 is not paired, and 
it also is placed at the lower end median 
district population. However, the San 
Angelo Republican has said the other 
West l exas pairings are a concern.

"Any loss of rural representation in 
West lexas is troublesome.” Darby said 
in a written statement.

The House may vote on the map some­
time next week.

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Texas wildfire evacuees keep tabs on homes from afar
MINERAL WELLS, Texas (AP) — Since evacuat­

ing her lakeside Texas home, Jackie Fewell has turned 
her hotel room into the information hub for otte of the 
state’s largest wildfires, working the phones and using 
the Internet to get the word out to worried residents.

Fewell. her husband and several fnends have been 
updating a blog she created about the fire around 
Possum Kingdom Lake, a community of mostly week­
end homes about 70 miles west of Fort Worth. The fire 
has burned for nearly a week, tearing through several 
communities, consuming 150,000 acres and destroying 
about 150 homes and a church, according to the Texas 
Forest Service.

Fewell, a partner in a real estate company, said 
residents have been desperate for accurate information 

even sending as many as 100 emails an hour. “It’s 
because they weren’t living there to begin with full-time 
and they didn’t know what was going on, and they were 
hearing these crazy reports.” she said.

Armed with cellphones and laptops. Fewell and her 
team have been chatting with some residents who 
refused to evacuate, listening to a law enforcement scan­
ner and even watching live feed from a security camera 
at one of the homes. By Tuesday afternoon, nearly 
62,(K)0 pieople had visited the blog in about 12 hours — 
up from about 8(K) visitors on a regular day.

I he Possum Kingdom Lake fire is one of several mas­
sive blazes across the state that firefighters were battling 

ednesday morning, adding up to more than I million 
acres of land burned in a little more than a week in 
drought-stricken Texas.

Firefighters were being called in from around the 
country to help fight die Possum Kingdom fire start­
ing Wednesday, said Haven Cook, a spokeswoman for 
the Southern Area Incident Management Team. Local 
crews that have been fighting the fire can stay on if they 
choose. Cook said.

Another team dispatched by the same national agetKy 
is managing a large fire in West Texas.

The ^ e r a l  for a volunteer firefighter killed last 
week also was set for Wednesday. Eastland firefighter 
Gregory M. Simmons, 50, apparently was hit by a 
vehicle driving through a smoky area after he had been 
battling a wildfire.

But weary firefighters had some reason for hope as 
rain and h i^ e r  humidity levels were forecast for the rest 
of the week in parts of the state.

A 20 to 30 percent chance o f rain was forecast for 
Wednesday and Thursday in North Texas, said Daniel 
Huckaby, a forecaster at the National Weather Service 
in Fort Worth.

“Some areas will get some rainfall, but unfortunately 
most will not. And with the chaotic wind that thun­
derstorms can produce, and the lightening they can 
produce, that can make matters worse," Huckaby said. 
But as the humidity levels rise, “even without the rain, 
conditions are looking more positive."

The fire that started Friday in the Possum Kingdom

Lake area and spread into two other counties still was 
raging well into Tuesday night. Thai’s when a u th o r i^  
ordered the 400 residents of Palo Pinto, about 50 miles 
west of Fort Worth, to leave because of the advanc-; 
ing frames, said Trooper Gary Rozzell of the Texas  ̂
Department of Public Safety. The county’s jail inmates 
also evacuated, as did the nearby community of Graford 
and the small town of Strawn, south of the lake.

Several roads in the area were closed, and boating 
access to Possum Kingdom Lake was closed Tuesday to 
everyone except emergency workers responding to the 
wildfire. White ash was falling from the sky in several 
nearby towns throughout the day, and National Guard 
helicopters from Austin and heavy air tankers could be 
seen dumping water to aid ground efforts.

Fewell said her blog has kept her frxim worrying about 
her home, which she found out Tuesday was not in the 
path of the fire.

“We’ve just pushed it to the back of our heads,” she 
said. “It is what it is. and we’re all in this together.”
