Apparently, Pampa has “lost" 
the Salvation Army Family Store.

That is, lost in the sense that 
some people don’t know where it 
is anymore.

“People don’t know we have 
moved." said Capt. Mark Martin 
of the Pampa Salvation Army 
unit. “A lot of people don’t know 
where we are.”

That fact translates to business 
being off as much as a third since 
the store moved the last week of 
February from its Brown Street 
location to the new downtown 
facility at 200 N. Cuyler.

It is a signiBcant problem for 
the nonprofit agency, since the 
money from the resale store helps 
to frind such local Salvation Army 
projects as tutoring programs and 
emergency aid to families, as 
well as helping to pay fw the 
staff running the store and other 
programs.

The store accepts donations for 
resale — everything from furni­
ture to clothing to knickknacks.

“We have three people 
employed at the new store,” 
Martin said, “and if you bring 
donations to the front door, 
someone there will be more than 
happy to come out and carry it in

Worsening picture for benefit programs^

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
bad economy has shortened the 
life o f the trust funds that support 
Social Security and Medicare, the 
nation's two biggest benefit pro­
grams, the government reported 
Friday.

The annual checkup said that the 
Medicare hospiul insurance fund 
will now he exhausted in 2024, five 
years earlier than last year's esti­
mate. The new report says that the 
Social Security trust fund will be 
exhausted in 2036, one year earlier 
than before.

The trustees for the funds said in 
their annual report that the worsen­
ing financial picture emphasized 
the need for Congress to make 
changes to avoid disruptive conse­
quences in the future for millions 
o f people who depend on health 
and pension benefits.

Treasury Secretary Timothy 
Geithner, who chairs the trustee's 
panel, said the new report under­
scored “the need to act sooner 
rather than later to make reforms 
to our entitlement programs. ... We 
should not wait for the trust funds 
to he exhausted to make the re­
forms necessary to protect our cur­
rent and future retirees.’'

The trustees said that they moved 
the target date for the Medicare 
hospital trust fund to he exhaust­
ed from 2029 to 2024 because of 
a weaker economy, which means 
fewer people working and paying 
Medicare premiums into the fund, 
and continued increases in health
care costs.

Last year's report had extended 
the life of the Medicare fund by 
12 years to reflect the savings that 
were included in the massive over­
haul of health care that President 
Barack Obama got Congress to 
pass ill 2010. Without the changes 
in health care law, the administra­
tion said the Medicare trust fund 
would be exhausted in 2016.

The savings in the health care 
legislation are still included in the 
trustees’ projections but have been 
updated to reflect data on the econ­
omy and health care costs over the 
past year.

Many experts believe that the 
savings included in Obama’s 
health care program will never 
be achieved because they include 
deep cuts in payments to doctors 
that Congress hais routtneiy waived 
and other cost savings that will be 
difficuh to m lize .

The Social S ^u rity  trust fund 
was projected to he exhausted in 
2036, compared with last year’s 
projection that it would be deplet­
ed in 2037.

The tixistees said in 2037 the goV-’ 
emmeni will he taking in enough 
in Social Security payroll taxes to 
pay about three-fVmrths o f existing 
benefits.

The new report projected that the 
millions of Social Security recipi­
ents would receive a small, 0.7 per­
cent cost o f living increase in their 
benefit checks in 2012. In 2010 and 
2011, there were no cost o f living 
increase in the checks because in­
flation was low.

A 0.7 percent increase would not 
be seen by many beneficiaries be­
cause the extra money would be 
eaten up by higher insurance pre­
mium payments for Medicare. The 
actual benefit increase will be de­
termined based on the performance 
of the government’s Consumer 
Price Index. That figure will be re­
leased in October.

Democrats and Republicans 
agree that Medicare must he ad­
dressed soon, hut the consensus 
ends there, even as a bipartisan 
group of lawmakers headed by 
Vice President Joe Biden is hold­
ing talks on ways to tackle the na­
tion's mounting debt.

Most Republicans and some 
Democrats in Congress have said

they won’t vote to increase the-»- 
government’s ability to borrow * 
without significant spending cuu. 
The government is expected t o \  
reach its borrowing limit o f $14.3’j '  
trillion by Monday. '■ '

Geithner said Friday that Con-  ̂
gress should “move as quickly as 
possible" to raise the borrow ing' * 
limit. He has told lawmakers that ' ' 
he can take steps to delay until 
Aug. 2 what would an uiqnec- ' '  
edented default on the debt.

Changes to Medicare, the gov- - ' 
emment health insurance program 
for older Americans, coulil be part '' '• 
o f an agreement to increase the' 
debt ceiling. But Social Security 
appears to be off the table.

Many Democrats, including Sen- *-*- 
ate Majority Leader Harry Reid, D- 
Nev., have been adamant that they 
will not support cuts in Social Se- 
curity benefits, even if they target ' '  
future retirees. Senate Republican' 
leader Mitch McConnell acknowl- 
edged on Thursday that changes'/' 
to Social Security won’t be part of. 
any agreement.

Democrats and Republicans are 
sparring over how to fix Medicare., 
House Republicans have passed a " 
plan that would replace M edicare-' 
with a voucher-like payment sys­
tem for future retirees, but GOP 
leaders in Congress have acknowl-’ 
edged that the plan is unlikely to' ’ 
pass.

Nearly 55 million retirees, dis-, •, 
ablcd people and children who'-'” 
have lost parents receive Social^ 
Security benefits, which average , 
$1,077.22 monthly. More than 
46 million people arc covered by' ‘ 
Medicare.

Texas drought land doubles

LUBBOCK (AP) - Nearly half o f Texas is in the worst 
stage of drought, another record and almost double the 
amount of parched land from just a week ago.

The U.S. Drought Monitor map released Thursday 
showed 47.5 percent of the state in exceptional drought. 
Last week's total of about 26 percent was dK most in the 
11-year history of the drought map.

The state just finished its driest seven-month period on 
record. The statewide average between October and April 
was S.82 inches, .03 of an iixdi less than the previous 
record set at the end of March 1918.

The dry conditions are the result of a La Nirui weather 
pattern that ranks as the sixth-strongest since 1949.

Rain has fallen across parts of the state this week.

Budget leader issues reality check
AUSTIN (AP) - For those lawmakers who may have 

thought the state’s budgetary woes are solved. Rep. 
Jim Pitts gave a reality check: Think again.

Pitts, the lead House budget writer, warned his col­
leagues Thursday that without the passage o f certain 
legislation, schools would close in February 2013. 
Medicaid would only be funded through March 2013.

House and Senate teams have begun negotiations to 
find a budget compromise. But to avoid a shutdown of 
key government services, lawmakers must also pass a 
bill that reworks the school funding formulas and other 
legislation that frees up non-tax revenue.

The legislative session ends in less than three weeks.
“We’re far from being over." Pitts said. “The only 

way we’re going to be able to finish our budget'is by 
addressing some of these critical needs.”

US House says ‘drill baby, drill’
WASHINGTON (AP) - The Republican-controlled 

House has easily passed the last of three bills to expedite 
and expand oil and gas drilling.

In a 243-179 vote Thursday, the House passed a mea­
sure that would open up areas off the West and East 
coasts, Alaska and the eastern Gulf of Mexico to drill­
ing. The Obama administration pulled back on leasing 
in some of those spots after the Gulf oil spill last year 
to further evaluate the environmental consequences. It 
never considered drilling in the Pacific.

The bill directs the Interior Department to select lease 
areas based on how much oil and gas they contain.

The measure joins two others passed earlier by the 
House to speed up drilling and leasing.

None is likely to pass the Senate. All are opposed by 
the White House.

No to liquor with stimulants
AUSTIN (AP) - The Texas House has passed a ban 

on making and selling malt liquor containing stimulants, 
iiKluding caffeine and ginseng.

Approved Thursday, the measure won’t apply to malt 
liquor where stimulates occur naturally.

Supporters say beverages that mix alcohol and cer­
tain stimulants have led to heart attacks and deadly car 
crashes.

Last year, the Food and Drug Administration warned 
four companies that make caffeine and alcohol drinks that 
their products were unsafe.

The sale of one. Four Loko, has been banned by at least 
13 states through their alcohol control boards, according 
to the National Conference of State Legislatures.

Opponents of the Texas measure warned that it creates a 
slippery slope of regvlating alcoholic beverages contain­
ing caffeine r(^6 such as Red Bull and vodka or rum and 
Coke.

Ban sought on cockfighting
AUSTIN (AP) - With some lawmakers actually 

crowing for emphasis, the Texas House has approved a 
measure to toughen punishments for activities related 
to cockfighting.

The bill amends the state penal code to make it a 
felony to knowingly cause one rooster to fight another, 
earn money from fights or operate a facility for them.

It also makes owning or training a cock for fighting 
a misdemeanor, and attending a fight as a spectator a 
lesser misdemeanor.

Unlike some other states, it wasn’t a crime in Texas 
to own or operate a cockfighting facility, own cock- 
fighting equipment, train a cock, or attend fights.

The bill’s sponsor, state Rep. Wayne Christian, said 
just before 'Thursday’s vote, “let my chickens go.” 
Some representatives answered with their best “cock- 
a-doodle-dos.”

It then passed by a 121-23 vote.

On second thought, ask
AUS'TIN - The Texas House has passed a bill to 

require schools to get parental permission before apply­
ing corporal punishment, a day after defeating the mea­
sure.

The bill by Democratic state Rep. Alma Allen requires 
schools to contact parents before using any kind of 
physical punishment.

Pblludon provisions stripped
AUSTIN (AP) - The Texas Serute has passed a bill 

continuing ^  su te ’s chief environmenUl agency, tak­
ing out provisions environmentalists warn would make 
it easier for industrial plants to pollute the air and water.

Texas leads the nation in industrial pollution. 
Environmenulists say a House version of the bill would 
make the state even dirtier.

'The House version requires people who complain 
in contested hearings about waste from power planu 
and industrial facilities to prove pollution controls are 
inadequate.

Current law puU the burden of proof regarding pollu­
tion on the companies applying for the permit.

The Serute stripped out those provisiotu. The Serute 
and House will now have to work out a compromise.

The bill would keep the Texas Conunission on 
Environmental Protection for another 12 years.

In sta llin g  a  se c o n d  p h o n e  lin e
Dear Pat: 1 have twin young 

daughters, aiKl they are always on 
the phone! I really do ikm want them 
to luve their own cellphones yet, so 
1 hope I can install another photte 
line myself and save a few dollars. 
Do you think this is an option? — 
Blairc R.

Dear Blaire: Adding a telephone 
line is a job almost anyone can 
handle. Although there will be a 
monthly fee for the line, you can 
save yourself frrom the cost of instal­
lation and extra cellphotK charges.

When adding another line, some 
people are corKcmed about the pos­
sibilities of electrocution. There is 
no reason to worry; a photte line 
is low voltage and not hazardous. 
Do not call your phone company 
to activate the new phone line until 
you have the wiring completed. 
There will be no voltage at all on 
the second set o f wires until the line 
is activated.

Many are also afraid they will 
feel overwhelmed by the number 
of wires. This is also not a prob­
lem since the wiring is organized 
according to colors so you will have 
no problem keeping track of the 
sets. For every telephone line you 
have in your home, there will be 
two sets of wires.

To check the type of wires your 
house has, you will need to remove 
the jack wall cover. If your house is 
older, you will probably have a red, 
green, yellow and black wire in the 
cable. The green and red wires ate 
used on your current litre and the 
others will be for the new line.

If you live in a newer house, it 
will have three or four color-coded 
sets of wires. Each set (for example, 
one blue/white and white/blue) is 
twisted together to minimize inter­
ference. TTie other sets are colored 
in green, brown and orange.

If you have the old four-wire 
cable, attach the yellow and black 
wires for the second liire to the ter­
mination block the telephone com­
pany has attached to the outside of 
your home. Remove the jack face­
plate on the wall where you would 
like the new telephone to go. You 
will probably see the red and green

wires attached to screws on the 
back of the jack. Screw the yellow 
and black wires to the remaining 
two jack terminals if they are not 
already attached.

The phone line is now set up for 
a two-liiK phone, which will be 
perfect for your twins. A two-line 
telephone is convenient because 
you can put one line on hold while 
you talk on the other or have three- 
way calls.

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Texas lawmakers criticize raise for Rick Barnes
AUSTIN (AP) - Several 

Texas senators on 
Thursday criticized the 
recent $200,000 raise for 
Texas basketball coach 
Rick Barnes, calling it 
“nuts” and “tone deaf’ 
during a state budget crisis 
that threatens deep cuts to 
higher education.

The state is facing a 
budget shortfall that some 
estimates put as high as 
$27 billion. Current spend­
ing proposals would cut 
money for universities and 
tuition programs for poor 
students.

Barnes’ raise was 
approved by university 
regents on Wednesday.

“I think it’s nuts,” said 
state Sen. Steve Ogden, 
chairman of the Senate’s 
budget writing committee.

“It’s not appropriate, 
not at a time when we’re 
scraping for money for 
education,” said Sen. Jeff 
Wentworth, a member of 
the Senate higher educa­
tion committee.

Ogden and Wentworth 
are Republicans with 
connections to Texas’ 
chief rival, Texas A&M 
University. Texas A&M 
is in Ogden’s district and 
Wentworth is an A&M 
graduate.

But Democrats with 
connections to Texas also 
chimed in.

“It is bad timing,” said 
higher education com­
mittee chairwoman Sen. 
Judith Zaffirini, a Texas 
graduate. “They didn’t ask 
for my advice.”

Sen. Kirk Watson, 
whose district iiKludes the 
Texas campus, said the 
raise suggests regents are 
“tone deaf” to the budget 
crisis boiling at the Capitol 
less than a mile away.

“I’m a big frm of UT bas­
ketball and coach Barnes,” 
Watson said. “But at a 
time when everyone up 
here is fighting to come 
up with money to pay frx 
education, it was disap­
pointing.”

'The Texas athletic bud­

get is separate from the 
academic budget and 
Barnes’ raise does not 
include tax money. Texas 
officials note that the uni­
versity’s new $300 million 
contract with ESPN will 
send millions of dollars 
toward academics.

Barnes was owed a 
$75,000 bump under his 
current contract. Another

$125,000 was added to 
boost his annual salary 
to $2.4 million, keeping 
him among the highest- 
paid coaches in the coun­
try, Texas athletic director 
DeLoss Dodds said.

“Before Rick Barnes 
arrived at Texas, we 
weren’t a top national bas­
ketball program. We are 
now," D ^ d s  said.

In 13 seasons, Barnes 
has won at least a share of 
the Big 12 title three times 
and taken his teams to the 
NCAA tournament every 
year. Texas has failed 
to advance past the first 
weekend of the NCAA 
tournament four of the last 
five seasons.

Candidate Ron Paul: Less lone, these days
The man who likely has done more 

than anyone to put the libertarian 
philosophy of freedom and small 
government on the political agenda 
probably will make another run for 
the presidency: U S Rep Ron Paul.

Paul is always upbeat, but lately 
he's had more reason to be. as he 
secs libertarian ideas bubbling up 
from the grass roots.

"People outside of Washington are 
waking up." he told me. “and they're 
getting the attention of a few in 
Washington "

Paul has been in Congress more 
than 20 years, and much of that time 
he’s played a lonely role, often being 
the only representative to cast “no" 
vote on bills to expand government.

‘Twenty years ago, there weren't 
very many people around that would 
endorse these views. So ... I’m very 
pleased with what's happening. 
There are more now,, but the prob­
lems are so much greater.”

Because bigger government cre­
ates buih-in resistance to cuts.

"Everybody has their bailiwick 
they want to protect: ‘We know the 
spending is bad. But don't touch my 
stuff.”'

The biggest growth is in entitle­
ments. Recently, after constituents 
yelled at them. Republicans backed 
off on their reasonable plan to try to 
make Medicare sustainable.

"Thia is one of the places where 
good conservatives and good liber­
tarians have come up shoft. We 
get a bad rap that we lack compas­
sion. A Hboral who wants to take 
your money and give it to some­
body else ... grab(s) the moral high 
ground.”

At the recent 
C o n s e r v a t i v e  
Political Action 
Conference, Paul 
floated a novel 
idea: “Would you 
consider opting 
out of the whole 
system under one 
condition? You iausi
pay 10 percent of JOHN
your income, but STOSSEL
you take care of ____________
yourself — don’t
ask the government for anything."

The CPAC crowed applauded. 
But liberals like MSNBC’s Chris 
Matthews mocked him, sneering that 
anyone who accepted Paul's offer 
would have no access to federal 
highways, air safety, food inspec­
tion. cancer research or defense.

Paul laughs at Matthews' shallow 
criticism. Ever the constitutional­
ist, he’d like to privatize the federal 
highways someday, but he notes that 
even now they are largely financed 
by the gasoline tax — essentially a 
user fee. As for air and food safety, 
he’s sure the airlines and food com­
panies have no desire to kill their 
customers and that careleas com!W- 
nies would be disciplined by compe­
tition and the tort system. He claims 
that government stands in the way of 
a lot of cancer research.

In other words, it’s foolish to 
assume that just because the govern­
ment doesn’t do something, that it 
wouldn't be done at all.

‘TMatlhews is) using fear,” Paul 
said. T hey  all do th a t... use fear to 
intimidate."

A member of my studio audience

asked Paul about the coming vote to 
raise the debt ceiling.

"They’re probably going to ... (but) 
we shouldn’t raise it. We should 
put pressure on them. If you took 
away the privilege of the Federal 
Reserve to buy debt, this thing would 
all come to an end because if you 
couldn’t print the money to pay 
for the Treasury bills, interest rates 
would go up and Congress then 
would be forced (to cut spending)."

But smart people say we need the 
Fed to keep the economy going.

"The people who benefit from big 
government spending love the Fed. 
... The Fed is very, very detrimen­
tal. You canncM have big, runaway 
government ~  you cannot have these 
deficits ~  if you don’t have the Fed.” 

We libertarians say government is 
too big, but one thing it is supposed 
to do is provide for the common 
defense. Paul criticizes conservatives 
who support an aggressive foreign 
policy and says much of what is 
called “defense” is really offense. 
"I don’t want to cut any defense,” 
he said.

He added: "You could cut (the mil­
itary budget) in half and even (more) 
later on because there’s nobody 
likely to attack us. Who’s going to 
invade this countryT'

Ever the optimist. Paul says, “We 
have a tremendous opportunity now 
because most people r ^ iz e  govem- 
nient’s failing....”

Yet he’s a realist: “I think ... our 
problems are going to get worse 
before we correct diem.”

HOUSTON (AP) T(;6 Texas b  
poised to become the first state 
to require gas drillers to publicly 
disclose the chemicals they use to 
release natural gas from tight rock 
formations, a measure that could 
set the stage for other states and 
Congress to move ahead with their 
own initiatives to regulate hydraulic 
fracturing.

But environmentalists caution the 
bill, while a step in the right direc­
tion, remains too protective of indus­
try.

“It’s a glass half full kind of thing, 
pretty good job. pretty good legisla­
tion, but we didn’t go far enough,” 
said Cyrus Reed, conservation direc­
tor of the Sierra Club’s Lone Star 
chapter.

The measure would require man­
datory disclosure of many chemicals 
used in the hydraulic fracturing - 
or “fracking” - process. Approved 
Thursday by the House and taken up 
by the Senate, the bill in its current 
form has widespread support among 
both Republicans and Dernocrats and 
(K)P Gov. Rick Perry is expected to 
sign it.

Fracking, along with horizontal 
drilling, lets drillers penetrate tight 
rock formations by pressure pump­
ing chemical-laced water into the 
ground and allowing oil and gas to 
flow out. The method has become 
more controversial as it is used in 
more places across the country to get 
to once out-of-rcach minerals. Some 
environmental groups and landown­
ers fear fracking is causing water 
contamination. The industry insists 
it’s safe.

Texas Rep. James KefTer, the 
Republican energy committee chair­
man who helped oversee pas.sage of

the bill, said the more he worked to 
And a way for industry to coexist 
with urban residents, the more con­
vinced he became that fracking fears 
had to be addressed.

“There are concerns: What’s going 
down the hole? Is it poisonous? 
What is it doing to the water sup- 
plyT' KefTer said. “I felt like the time 
had to come to get it off the ubie.”

Envirorunental groups argue the 
bill isn’t strong enough because 
operators would only be required 
to post on a website the maximum 
concentrations of chemicals regu­
lated by the Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration. Unregulated 
chemicals only have to be listed 
without the amount used. Operators 
also can opt out of full disclosure 
if they fear trade secrets could be 
harmed, in which case they would 
only have disclose what fluids they 
use to the agency that oversees drill­
ing.

Still, the law would put Texas 
ahead of the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency, Congress and 
several other states trying to pass 
similar measures.

The initiative’s success in Texas - 
where oil and gas industry friendly 
Republicans hold a supermajority in 
the House, a majority in the Senate 
and fill every statewide elected office 
- has surprised many. The Texas 
Oil and Gas Association, an indus­
try lobbyist, didn't expect fracking 
chemicals to be an issue at all this 
session, said Debbie Hastings, the 
group’s vice president for environ­
mental affairs.

[Trillers are reluctant to reveal too 
much information about the chemi­
cal content of their process because 
each company docs the fracking a 
little differently, Hastings explained. 
While they may all use similar ingre­
dients. their recipes could vastly dif-

fer and many have invested millions 
of dollars in coming up with spe­
cial formulas for achieving maxi­
mum production in individual res­
ervoirs and shale formations. These 
are “trade secrets” that arc jealously 
guarded, she added.

Jacquelyn Pless. a research analyst 
at the National Conference of State 
Legislatures, a bipartisan organiza­
tion that helps coordinate policymak­
ing between states, said fracking is 
an issue in many states ff^b with the 
focus being regulation of the fluids. 
At least six states have considered or 
arc reviewing legislation that would 
require full disclosure.

In Arkansas, a bill was presented 
and withdrawn. California is con­
sidering a bill that would require 
companies to disclose the informa­
tion to a state supervisor who would 
then post it on a website. Wyoming’s 
agency that oversees drilling requires 
disclosure, but the rule has not made 
it into law. Pennsylvania is consid­
ering legislation that would require 
disclosure to the state, but not neces­
sarily the public. And the stvcallcd 
“Frack Act” fCb which would make 
full disclosure federal law I'Cb was 
reintroduced to both the U.S. Hou.se 
and the Senate in March.

The EPA, meanwhile, "is calling 
on industry to be more transparent 
about the use of fracking chemicals,” 
spokeswoman Betsaida Alcantara 
said in an email. For a national study 
on the issue, it has requested the 
information from nine major drill­
ers, all of whom have complied. Yet 
there are no rules in place requiring 
disclosure. That’s why Texas' effort 
is encouraging to some.

“If you've got the industry sup­
porting something in Texas and 
they’re putting stufl on a website, 
it’s got to spur things in other states." 
said Reed of the Sierra Club.

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Paul announces intent to seek  presidential nom ination
AUSTIN (AP) — Texas Rep. Ron Paul announced 

Friday th^  he will r\m for the GOP nomination for 
president in 2012, the third attempt for the man known on 
Capitol Hill as “Dr. No” for his enthusiasm for bashing 
ru n a^ y  spending and government overreach.

“Time has come around to the point where the people 
are agreeing with much of what I’ve been saying for 30 
years. So, 1 think the time is right." said the 75-year- 
old Paul, who first ran for president as a Libertarian in 
1988.

Paul made his announcement in an interview on ABC'*s 
"Ciood Morning America" fixim New Hampshire, where 
he planned his first event for his presidential campaiim 
on Friday.

Three years ago, the former flight surgeon and out­
spoken critic of the Federal Reserve became an Internet 
sensation — and a prodigioas fundraiser— when he 
made a spirited but doomed bid for the 2008 Republican 
presidential nomination.

First elected to Congress in 1976, he is known for hold­
ing unconventional views while keeping a smile on his 
face, espousing a sort of modem Republican pt^ulism.

The obstetrician has delivered more ̂ than 4,000 babies 
and is personally against abortion, but he doesn’t think 
the federal government should regulate it. That’s a func­
tion of state government, he says.

He has also said he wants to abolish the Internal 
Revenue Service, favors returning the United States to 
the gold standard in monetarv policy and wants the U.S 
out of Iraq and Afghanistan.

Democrats have tried repeatedly to beat him in a con­
gressional district that stretches from the outskirts of 
C orpus Christi to Galveston. But the independent swath 
of coasul Texas seems a good fit for the maverick dtK- 
tor. He has 18 grandchildren, according to his website.

and he and his wife of .54 years, 
CaroL are known widely in Paul’s 
district for the cookbooks they give 
away to supporters 

“The secret to his success is his 
authenticity," said Democratic con­
sultant Jeff Crosby, who grew up in 
Paul’s district. “He’s an authentic 
nut."

Crosby, who worked to defeat 
pgyl Paul in 2006 — unsuccessfully —

described the difficulty he had try ing 
to persuade voters to reject what he thought were the 
candidate’s radical views.

“Just the mere fact that he does what he says he’s going 
to do. regardless of how nutty or ineffective it may be. 
they like it,” Crosby said. “A lot of folks along the coast 
have never expected much from government, and they 're 
getting it."

Paul, a native of Pittsburgh, is both a spiritual father 
and actual father in the tea party movement. His son, tea 
party darling Rand Paul, won a Senate seat in Kentucky 
last year and has become an ardent proponent of spend­
ing cuts and .smaller government.

As far back as 2007, long before people were evoking 
the fabled Boston Tea Party to symbolize their disgust 
with an overtaxing central government. Ron Paul was 
hosting a ‘Tea Party Fundraiser" aboard a shrimp boat 
near (iaiveston.

Organizer and Paul campaign volunteer Elizabeth Day 
remembers that supporters wore peritid dress and rolled 
fake barrels of tea into the waters of the Ciulf of Mexico.

“When people come to believe in Ron Paul, there is a 
passion that bums within us." said Day. a 57-year-old oil 
company revenue analyst. ‘T o me, Ron Paul is the tea

nie elder Paul ha.s built coalitions that include senior 
citizen “granny warriors" and pot-smoking libertariaas 
During his 1988 presidential run. High Times magazine, 
which caters to marijuana users, published a cover story 
under the headline. “Ron Paul: Pro-Pot Presidential 
Candidate.”

Paul has expressed the view that the states, not the fed­
eral government, should regulate vices like pornography 
and drugs.

\\'hat sets Paul apart most from his (K)P brethren are 
his views that defense spending needs to shrink and that 
the U.S. should get out of its two wars. Paul says the 
conflicts arc fmaiKially unsustainable — and another 
drag on a battered U.S. dollar that he believes is on the 
verge of collapse.

He also disputes a fundamental underpinning of the w ar 
in Iraq, namely that Islamic terrorists must be stopped 
overseas before they' can attack the United States.

"They came over here becau.se we were over there." 
Paul said in the run-up to the 2008 campaign. "We 
occupy their territory. It would be like if the Chinese had 
their navy in the Gulf of Mexico.”

Paul has routinely turned down pork-barrel spending 
for his own district, but he has earned prai.se at home for 
retiising to sign up for lucrative pension benefiLs to which 
he is entitled as a member of Congress. Paul tiHik a break 
from the House afler his failed 1988 presidential bid but 
was re-elected in 1996.

l h»*ugh he has voiced support for term limits, Paul has 
been in ('ongress for almost 30 years. Thanks to a law 
first crafted for l exas-bom Ifresident l.yndtin Johnsrin. 
he was able ti> run for the Hou.se and the presidency at 
the .same time in 2(K)8. Supporters figure he'll do the 
same in 2012

The Harvesters fought 
believing they could tie the series and 
force a decisive game. Pampa put the 
ninth-ranked team in 3A in a 4-0 hole.
