T'hat’s a refinement of the E-Verify
electronic system now available in

T'he Department of Homeland
Security has been ironing out glitches
in E-Verify and, as former National
Security Agency general counsel
Stewart Baker reports, DHS now
allows job-seekers in some states t«
use E-Verify before applying for a jot
not only to check their status but alsc
to protect against identity theft.

T'he administration has been attack-
ing state laws requiring employers
1o use E-Verify. If Obama were seri-
ous about enforcement, he would be
calling for mandatory E-Verify. That
would be a more effective tool against
illegal immigration than even the
strongest border enforcement.
