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Gas prices painful for 4 in 10 Americans i
WASHINGTON (AP) — As S4 

a gallon gasoline becomes com­
monplace, drivers have made tough 
choices: scaling back vacations, 
driving less or ditching the car al­
together. And a new Associated 
Press-GfK poll shows the impact of 
sustained high prices is spiieading 
among seniors and higher-income 
Americans.

According to the poll, the share of 
all Americans who say increases in 
the price of gasoline will cause se­
rious financial hardship for them or 
their families in the next six months 
now tops 4 in 10.

Overall, 71 percent said rising 
prices will cause some hardship for 
them and their families, including 
41 percent who called it a "serious" 
hardship. Just 29 percent said rising 
prices are not causing a negative im­
pact on their finances.

While those with household in­
comes under S50.000 were already 
feeling strained in March, the new 
poll shows financial pain is increas­
ingly spreading to those with higher 
incomes. Among those with annual 
household incomes over $50,000, 
63 percent now say rising prices are 
causing them financial hardship, up 
from 55 percent in March.

For older Americans, it’s worse.

The share of seniors expressing 
financial hardship over gas prices 
hit 76 percent; it was 68 percent in 
March.

Nettie Cash, 65, of Dallas, Ga., 
is cutting back on her medicine be­
cause of the cost of fueling up her 
Buick. Cash is still taking her heart 
pills but is forgoing her inhaler and 
ulcer medicine for now.

"It's not easy," she said. “You have 
to do what you have to do."

The public’s coping strategies are 
largely unchanged from March, with 
72 percent having cut back on other 
expenses, 66 percent saying they’ve 
reduced the amount o f driving they 
do and 48 percent changing vacation 
plans.

Since January, gas prices have shot 
up about 90 cents, with the national 
average for a gallon of regular this 
week at $3.%.

Financial analyst Nicole Polite in 
Baltimore sold her Nissan Altima re­
cently and is taking public transpor­
tation, opting for the bus, rails and 
walking to get to work. Gas prices 
were just too high, she says, so she 
and her boyfriend downsized to a 
one-car household. She says they 
kept their Lexus sedan, which re­
quires pricey premium gas.

“It’s definitely a financial strain

because now you have to reassess# 
everything." said Polite, 32. “We’̂  
don't go out as much. That $20 that 
we could have used to go to a mov- , 
ie — now that money has been ab -, 
sorbed by the gas tank.” *

But analysu say relief is coming. ̂  
Fred Rozell, retail pricing director 
at the Oil Price Information Service, 
expects the price at the pump'to drop ” 
as much as 40 cents in the next four^ 
weeks. ”

Netanyahu meets Obama at White House
WASHINGTON ( AP) — Sharply at odds over terms for 

Middle East peace. President Barack Obama and Israeli 
Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu met in the Oval Of­
fice Friday in an encounter likely to produce little more 
than frustrations for both men.

Thc> spoke on the da> after Obama for the first time en­
dorsed the Palestinians’ demand that their eventual state 
be ha.sed on borders that existed before the l% 7 Six Day 
War in which Israel forces occupied ea.st Jerusalem, the 
West Bank and (iaza.

Netanyahu dismissed that position as “indefensible." 
.saying it would leave major Jewish settlements outside 
Israel. Then he boarded a plane for his long-scheduled 
visit to Washington, vowing to seek clarifications in his 
meeting with Obama at the W'hite H»>use. He arrived in 
Washington early Friday.

I hc encounter was pitting a president deeply frustrated 
with a peace effon in shambles against an Israeli leader 
confronted by a Palestinian government he says he cannot 
do business with.

International pressure is growing on both to answer the 
demands of the Palestinian people as revolts sweeping the 
Arab world crest against Israel itself Palestinian protest­
ers marched on the Jewish state’s borders this week, and 
at lea.st 15 people were killed.

Against that backdrop, Obama was aiming “to try to 
convince Netanyahu and the Israelis that there’s a greater

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More Texas budget work today
AUSTIN (AP) —  Education remains an issue as Texas 

lawmakers have barely more than a week to reach a two- 
year spaiding plan during the regular legislative session.

N^otiations were expected to continue Friday. The 
regular session ends May 30.

Texas legislators reached an agreement Thursday on 
more money for public schools, but it still means schools 
will not get S4 bUlion owed to them under current fund­
ing laws. Thousands of school jobs could be lost.

Higher education spending remains a point of conten­
tion.

Republican leaders have vowed not to raise taxes and 
want to limit how much they spend fitxn the state’s 
Rainy Day Fund, projected to have a balance of almost 
$10 billion. They’ve instead proposed cuts to all levels of 
state government, including health care for the disabled, 
elderly and poor.

Public databases used for theft
HOUSTON (AP) —  A Houston woman has used 

public databases o f the names of people owed money 
by the government to commit identity theft and steal 
the cash.

Prosecutors on Thursday announced Roxann 
Michelle Thomas pleaded guilty to conspiring to com­
mit mail fraud and aggravated identity theft. The case 
involves nearly $500,000 in Texas and Harris County 
ftmds obtained in January and February.

The investigation began in early 2010 with a tip 
from regulators in Indiana. TD Ameritrade Bank also 
advised agents that numerous tax refund checks were 
deposited into one account opened using a stolen 
identity.

Prosecutors say a Feb. 23 search o f a Houston apart­
ment used by Thomas turned up checks made out to 
other people and fake IDs.

Thomas faces up to 20 years in prison. Sentencing 
is Oct. 17.

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas 
House voted late Thursday to strip 
state funding to all hospitals and 
clinics that perform abortions or 
even “abortion-related services,” 
endorsing an obscure amendment 
tacked onto an already convoluted 
overhaul of Medicaid funding and 
disbursements.

Lawmakers passed the abortion­
funding amendment around the 
same time GOP Gov. Rick Perry 
was signing into law a measure 
passed earlier by the Republican- 
dominated legislature that requires 
all doctors to conduct a sonogram 
before performing an abortion.

That amendment was one of 114 
pages of changes and additions 
attached to the Medicaid funding 
bill, and the legislation only got more 
complicated during four-plus hours 
of debate on the House floorTQfi 
some of which turned quite tense.

Plainview Republican Rep. Jim 
Landtroop sponsored the amend­
ment freezing state funding for 
facilities that perform abortions. He 
amended his own amendment to 
exclude abortion-related services in 
the cases of medical emergencies, 
but only after strenuous objections 
from Democratic opponents.

“It’s not my intent to punish hospi­
tals,” Landtroop said. “It’s to protect 
the lives of unborn children.” 

Democrat Donna Howard respond­
ed, “I’m getting a little tired of men 
speaking for women’s health.”

Some opponents claimed getting 
an abortion in Texas is becoming so 
difficult that it could drive women

underground to have the procedure 
performed by unlicensed physicians. 
Others said the term “abortion-relat­
ed services” was too vague and may 
be interpreted to include procedures 
such as sonograms.

The larger measure the amend­
ment was attached to, Seiutte Bill 
23, seeks to expand the privatization 
of Medicaid services - ami makes 
other key changes in human services 
programs in an attempt to hold down 
Texas’ costs for Medicaid and a 
variety of federal health programs.

It was approved by a 95-45 vote. 
After a final House reading Friday 
it will move back to the Senate, 
which will weigh the measure and 
its amendments.

Proponents say the catch-all bill 
will reward doctors who produce 
good outcomes while discouraging 
fraud and abuse. Those opposed 
warn it creates a major budgetary 
shortfall, ensuring the state won’t be 
able to meet the nearly $4.8 billion 
in increased demand for Medicaid 
expected over the next two years.

Landtroop’s abortion amendment 
was not the bill’s only point of con­
tention. One of its chief critics was 
Rep. Garnet Coleman, a Houston 
Democrat, who was questioning 
some aspects of it when a 10-min­
ute limit to debate each amendment 
expired and he was cut off.

Because the House session is 
reaching its final days, chamber 
rules prohibit more than 10 min­
utes of debate on any amendment. 
The speaker turned down Coleman’s 
request for more time, so enraging

Democrats that they created still 
more amendments for the bill just to 
give Coleman mote time to speak.

More warmly received was an 
amendment by Rep. Fred Brown, a 
Republican from College Station, 
who attached to the bill language 
prohibiting the state from dealing 
with HMOs and pharmacies that 
have committed fniud or breach of 
contract in the last five years. It also 
called for $500,000 fine for phar­
maceutical companies convicted of 
Medicaid firaud, drawing cheers on 
the House floor before representa­
tives voted to adopt it.

Abortion is always a hotly debated 
topic in the Texas Legislature, even 
though Republicans can use their 
supermajority to approve many mea­
sures, leaving Democrats with little 
option but to try and stall.

Both houses passed the sonogram 
law • among the toughest of its kind 
in the nation - May 9, and Perry 
signed it Thursday.

It directs doctors to conduct a 
sonogram, provide the woman a 
chance to see the image and hear 
the fetal heartbeat. The doctor also 
is required to explain to the woman 
what he sees, including the presence 
of internal organs or limbs. The only 
exception is for victims or rape and 
incest or in cases where the fetus has 
fatal deformities.

Proponents say it will ensure 
women are fully informed to make a 
decision. Opponents say it is intend­
ed to prevent women from getting 
an aboilion.

Biu would allow‘noodiing’ PeTiy: Too busy for talk of presidency
AUSTIN (AP) —  Texans who want to catch catfish 

using only their bare hands would be able to do so 
legally under legislation approved by the state Senate.

While budget negotiations were teetering on the 
brink of collapse Thursday, state senators took action 
to legalize hand fishing, called noodiing, in Texas. 
Right now the fine is $500 for noodiing in Texas.

The bill would require “noodlers” to have a fishing 
license and freshwater fishing stamp.

Enduring joking questions from fellow senators, bill 
sponsor Sen. Bob Deuell said he’s never noodled, but 
that the bill needed to be passed for the “noodlers of 
Texas.”

The measure was already passed by the House and is 
headed for Gov. Rick Perry’s desk, where his signature 
would make it law.

Texas retail gasoline prices drop
IRVING (AP) —  Retail gasoline prices dropped 

sharply across Texas and the nation this week as those 
prices began to catch up with falling crude oil prices.

The weekly AAA Texas gasoline price survey 
released Thursday shows that the average retail price 
o f a gallon of regular unleaded gasoline fell by eight 
cents to $3.81 across Texas and $3.90 nationwide.

The least expensive gasoline in Texas is in Amarillo, 
where the average price fell by 8 cents to $3.71. The 
most expensive was in Galveston, where the average 
price fell 7 cents to $3.84 per gallon.

The auto club statement says crude oil is now trading 
around $98 per barrel after falling from nearly $115 
earlier this month.

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov. Rick Perry 
said Thursday he is too busy con­
centrating on the Texas Legislature 
to think about the presidential buzz 
surrounding him this week.

“1 try not to be distracted by any 
of it,” Perry said. The governor has 
repeatedly said he has no plans to 
run for president, and his top cam­
paign consultant is currently work­
ing for Newt Gingrich, who entered 
the race last week.

A “Draft Perry 2012” Web site 
went live late Wednesday, spon­
sored by California Assemblyman 
Dan Logue, R-Linda. Five other 
California lawmakers are listed as 
sponsors. Logue led a delegation of 
California lawmakers that visited 
Austin in April to see why so many 
businesses from the state had moved 
to Texas.

“I had the opportunity to sit and 
meet with Governor Perry and he 
explained that when he was first 
elected he made creating jobs and 
building the economy of Texas his 
No. 1 priority fCd and that’s the 
kind of vision and leadership our 
nation and economy so desperately 
needs,” Logue wrote on the site.

WESTON (AP) —  A North Texas man has been 

charged with murder after his girlfriend allegedly was 
dragged behind his vehicle and the rope was around 
her neck when officers arrived.

Collin County Jail records show 47-year-old Theron 
Wayne Johnson was held without bond Friday.

Electronic jail records did not list an attorney for 
Johnson, who was arrested Thursday after leading 
deputies to the body near Weston, about 35 miles north 
o f Dallas.

SherifTs Lt. John Norton says Johnson lives on the 
rural property where the body was recovered.

The s h ^ fT s  office says Johnson told deputies that 
the woman put the rope around her neck and tied it to 
the bumper. Further details on the investigation were 
not immediately released.

Autopsy results are pending on the woman, whose 
name was not immediately released.

Guns on campus hits roadblock
AUSTIN (AP) — Legislation to allow people with 

concealed lumdgun licenses to carry guns into college 
classrooms has hit a roadblock.

.The measure had been attached to a fiscal matters 
bill in the Senate. But when the bill was taken up in the 
House, Democratic state Rep. Mike Villarreal made a 
parliamentary objection.

The San Antonio lawmaker pointed out that the 
Texas Constitution bars any bill from taking up two 
different subjects. Since the bill was a fiscal matter, it 
could not include the gim legislation.

MIAMI (AP) — U.S. government 
forecasters announced Thursday 
they expect three to six major hur­
ricanes from an above average 
Atlantic storm season.

No major hurricane has made a 
U.S. landfall in five years, but the 
forecasters warned U.S. coastal res­
idents that odds are diminished that 
they can’t expect a sixth straight 
year without a major landfall on 
either the Atlantic or Gulf coasts.

As many as 18 named tropical 
storms may develop during the six- 
month Atlantic hurricane season 
that begins June 1, according to 
forecasters at the National Ocean 
and Atmospheric Administration. 
Six to 10 o f those storms could 
strengthen into hurricanes with top 
winds of at least 74 mph, the agen­
cy said. Three to six could become 
major hurricanes, with maximum 
winds of 111 mph and up.

Last year’s hurricane season was 
one of the busiest on record with 
19 named storms, including 12 hur­
ricanes. The 2011 season was not 
expected to be as extreme, partly 
because ocean temperatures were 
only two degrees warmer than nor­
mal, instead of four degrees warmer 
as they were last year, said NOAA 
administrator Jane Lubcbenco.

“We still expect that to support 
an above average hurricane sea-

way to draft Perry into the 2012 
presidential race.

“The people of the state of Texas 
want us to be focused on getting a 
budget.”

Texas lawmakers have been strug­
gling to tackle a $27 billion budget 
deficit to maintain the current level 
of state services. The Republican-

son,” Lubchenco said.
Also, a Pacific Ocean weather 

phenomenon known as “La Nina” 
was expected to dissipate early in 
the summer before the season’s 
peak, typically from August to 
October, Lubchenco said.

La Nina is an unusual cooling of 
the Pacific waters near the equa­
tor. When its in effect, wind shear 
over the Caribbean Sea and tropi­
cal Atlantic decreases, meaning 
that tropical storms have a chance 
to develop and strengthen before 
being ripped apart.

Forecasters say La Nina helped 
make the 2010 season so active. 
The opposite El Nino phenomenon, 
which warms Pacific waters near 
the equator and increases wind 
shear over the Atlantic, helps sup­
press storm development.

Nevertheless, atmospheric and 
marine conditions indicating a 
high-activity era that began in 1995 
continues and lingering La Nina 
impacts such as reduced wind shear 
are conducive to a busy storm sea­
son, said Gerry Bell, lead seasonal 
hurricane forecaster at NOAA’s 
Climate Prediction Center ip 
Washington.

“We don’t think U  Nina will be 
a player for much o f the season, but 
that’s really secondary,” Bell said. 
“Conditions are already starting to 
be in place and we expect them to 
develop, and that’s why we expect 
an active season to be likely.”

No major hurricane has made 
a U.S. landfall since Category 3 
Hurricane Wilma struck Florida in 
2(X)S, though Hurricane Ike caused 
extensive damage in September 
2008 when it roared ashore in 
Galveston, Texas, as a strong

controlled House and Senate have 
slashed billions, but are still trying to 
reach a deal on education spending.

The statement was part of a chorus 
of criticism coming frx>m actual and 
potential Republican presidential 
candidates.

Despite an above normal season 
we did not have significant damage 
from these storms on U.S. land. 
The winds that steer where storms 
go kept them away from our coast­
lines,” Lubchenco said. “We can­
not count on having the same luck 
this year.”

Federal Emergency Management 
Agency Administrator Craig 
Fugate urged residents from Texas 
to Maine to develop disaster plans 
and determine whether they live in 
evacuation zones.

“Far too many people will not be 
prepared and will try to get ready in 
the last minutes when a hurricane is 
threating their community and not 
have enough time,” Fugate said.

Forecasters name tropical storms 
when their top winds reach 39 mph. 
The first named storm of the 2011 
season will be Arlene.

The seasonal average is 11 
named storms, six hurricanes and 
two major hurricanes.

In April, Colorado State 
U niversi^ researchers predicted 
16 named storms would form this 
season, with five strengthening imo 
major hurricanes.

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Tips fo r bu ild ing  a  co n cre te  patio
Dear Pit: 1 am planning to add a 

concrete patio onto my house. Some 
of the neighbors’ patios have set­
tled a,id cracked. About how large 
should a patio be and are there « y  
construction tips? — CarenH.

Dear Caicn; A patio can be a 
wonderful adrhdon to any home, 
and concrete is probably the most 
durable material to use. Decorttive 
pavers may look a little nicer, but 
thoe is some mainierunce required 
with them. It is possible to colorize 
the cofKrete for a more distinctive 
appearance.

Before discussing the proper con­
struction techniques for a patio, you 
must first plan its location artd size. 
A patio is typically located at an 
e r ^  door, IM this is not possible 
with all hcxnes. Locatmg it ac^acent 
to an existing walkway is also a 
good option so the patio will become 
part of the rutural pathway.

The proper size of your patio will 
obviously depend on the layout of 
your house a ^  the size of your lot 
People often underestimate the size 
of patio that they really need. You 
can add to it later, but this ertds up 
being much more expensive.

A size of 12 feet by IS feet is prob­
ably the smallest patio to consider if 
you plan on having a standard, four- 
person round table on h. This might 
sound big, but remqnbq; the chairs 
will be pushed out when people 
are sitting in them. You will also 
need some space to walk around the 
chairs and for another small table, 
grill, etc.

If your patio is being buih by a 
door or an existing walkway, you 
must also consider expected paths 
across ic You don’t want to have 
a table or grill situated so dud you 
have to walk around it each time you 
carry something outdoors or across 
the yard. This may increase the size 
of patio that you need.

It would be a good idea, as it is 
with any outdoor project, to sketch a 
scale drawing of your proposed patio 
on graph paper. Pick out the patio 
fiimiture you like and include it on 
your drawing. An open path width 
of 3 feet is usually adequate.

Talk with your contractor to make 
sure he/she is planning to follow

local building codes. Construction 
requirements may vary from area to 
area depending on climate and soil 
conditions. For example, if you live 
in a cold climate, frost heave will be 
a coiisideration.

Digging footers is not generally 
necessary, but if there has been a set­
tling problem at other houses in your 
neighborhood, deep footers might 
be a good idea. Tlte type of soil, 
especially if h is fill, may not be 
very stable. The last thing you want 
is to have the patio settle and slope

toward the house. This will result in 
leaks when it rains.

There are many different strengths 
of corwrete that you can specify 
for the patio. A 4,S00-pound-per- 
square-inch strength ^ould  be 
adequate for a S-inch-thick patio. 
Addling one-half-inch steel reinforc­
ing ro ^  will add strength and keep 
the patio stable as small cracks form.

When the concrete is delivered to 
your home, make sure the corttrac- 
tor will have enough workers there 
to finish it quickly. Tell them not to 
add any additional water to make the 
coTKiete work easier. That can resuh 
in weakened cured corKietc.

Mississippi River crests lower 
than first feared in Vicksburg

VICKSBURG, Miss. (AP) — Eddie 
Simmons was relieved to hear that the 
Mississippi River crested slightly lower 
than e x p ^ e d  north of him in Vicksburg,’ 
confident his house would survive the 
flooding that is plaguing many states.

Simmons, a retired logger, is recover­
ing from hip-replacement surgery and 
can barely leave his bed. Despite water 
swamping his frxmt yard and creeping 
beneath his house in Port Gibson, he has 
decided to ride it out.

“It’s God’s work. You’ve got to deal 
with him. You can run to high ground, but 
if God wants to come there, he can come 
there. You might as well stay put.”

The Mississippi River crested at 
more than 14 feet above flood stage in 
Vicksburg on Thursday, slightly lower 
than expected, easing worries abc^  water 
potentially spilling over a nearby levee 
and inundating thousands more acres of 
farmland.

Still, officials warned that the flood was 
by no means over. The river was expected 
to sUy at its crest for several days before 
beginning a long, slow retreat. It could 
remain above f l< ^  stage until mid-June.

“The crest is by no means the end of 
iU” said Col. Jeffrey R. Eckstein, com­
mander of the Army Corps of Engineers’ 
Vicksburg District.

This year’s flooding has tested the 
limits of Mississippi’s $13 billion levee 
system as the river rose to levels not seen 
since the 1920s in some placet.

Engineers pledged to fix any linger­
ing problems wM floodwalls, though 
there was little threat of any serious 
breaches, according to Maj. Gen. Michael 
Walsh, commander of the Army Corps’ 
Mississippi Valley Division.

On Friday, Coast Guard Commandant 
Adm. Rohm Papp toured paru o f the 
flooded river and was briefed about 
efforts to control shippiag traffic. He 
began in Natohez, Mias,, whare Coast 
Guard personnd said the river is enpected 
to fully recede by mid-June. Officials 
said they plan to eventually spend at least 
a week re-marking the river so cargo 
ships and barges can safely navigme the 
waterway.

In one of the Vk*sNtif*s tiarderi>Mi 
areas, mechanic Chris Lyrni has paddled 
a small aluminum boat across his flooded 
propertv everv dsv to mark the water line

on his shop. Water has crept close to his 
mobile home, though it has yet to go in.

“My son died in a car accident a few 
months ago, so this ain't nothing. But to 
a lot of people, it is,“ he said.

Authorities had been worried for days 
that water might spill over the Yazoo 
Backwater Levee north of Vicksburg. 
But because the water was not expected 
to rise any higher, they did not expect to 
evacuate any more people. Some 2,000 
city residents have already been forced 
frx)m their homes.

Also Thursday, authorities reported the 
first person to die in Mississippi floodwa- 
ters since the mighty river begw climbing 
out its banks last month in the Midwest 
— a 69-year-old man who apparently col­
lapsed in the high water.

At least eight deaths in Arkansas have 
been attributed to flooding, but all of those 
happened in flash floods or Mississippi 
tributaries.

Walter Cook was pulled from the water 
Tuesday by two firefighters on boat patrol 
in downtown Vicksburg.

David Day, who owns a restaurant near 
Cook’s home, said Cook — a frequent 
customer — came in Tuesday asking for 
a lighter.

Day said he gave Cook a lighter and 
thought he was going home, but instead 
Cook went deeper into the water, which 
soon reached up to his waist. Day said 
he yelled a warning to Cook, but he kept 
going.

Som after. Cook collapsed. He was 
pronounced dead Thursday at a hospital.

In Louisiana, the corps began opening 
the Morganza spillway over the weekend 
as part of a plan to protect Baton Rouge 
and New Orleans from the river. That 
move intentionally flooded part of Cajun 
country, including areas that rely on the 
fish and oil industries.

As it passes through the Morganza 
floodgates, the water pours down a 
20-mile spillway and into the Atchafalaya 
River. Homes along the river above the 
oil-and-seafood hub of Morgan City, La., 
will be vulnerable to flooding for at least 
another week.

The Atchafalaya was not expect­
ed to creat until May 25, and National 
Ooardanen have been busy shoring up 
Moqjan City’s 20-foot floodwall to make 
«K sk  ia protected.

Residents near the Atchafalaya basin 
live with the risk every year that the spill­
way could be opened. Many accept the 
potential dansers.
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Report: Al-Qaida considered  oil tankers as te rro r targets
WASHINGTON (AP) — The terror group al-Qaida 

last summer considered hijacking and detonating oil 
tankers in non-Muslim seas to provoke an **extreme 
economic crisis” in the West, according to docu­
ments seized from Osama bin Laden’s compound in 
Pakistan, the U.S. government said.

It said there was no specific or imminent threat 
and that officials don't know whether al-Qaida had 
continued the plotting since last year.

In a confidential warning obtained by The 
Ass(Kiated Press, the FBI and the Homeland Security 
Department said that al-Qaida sought information on 
the si/e and construction of oil tankers, and deter­
mined that blowing them up from the inside would 
be easiest due to the strength of their hulls. Al-Qaida 
recommended test runs of the plot.

"We are not aware of indications o f any specific or 
imminent terrorist attack plotting against the oil and 
natural gas sector overseas or in the United States,” 
1)1 IS spokesman Matthew Chandler said in a state­
ment Friday "However, in 2010 there was continu­
ing interest by members of al-Qaida in targeting oil 
tankers and commercial oil infrastructure at sea.”

Another I S official, who was briefed on the bin 
I aden documents, described the plot as aspirational 
and noi fully lormed The official spoke on condition 
of anonymity to discuss intelligence matters.

West Texas Intermediate crude oil, the benchmark 
for oil prices in the U.S., declined more than 2 per­
cent early in the day.

The government encouraged companies to con­
tinue random screening, warn employees about pos­
sible threats and establish procedures for reporting 
suspicious activity.

The threat to oil unkers was notable because it 
suggested that al-Qaida was adopting the practices of 
Somali pirates, who have had remarkable success in 
recent years using small boats to race alongside and 
board large commercial ships off the East African 
coast. They hold the cargo and crew for economic 
ransom.

Al-Qaida attacked the USS Cole in October 2000, 
using a small boat loaded with explosives while 
the warship was docked in the p>ort o f Aden in 
Yemen, just across the Gulf of Aden from Somalia. 
Seventeen sailors were killed.

The government said al-Qaida recognized that 
the period from mid-spring to late summer would 
represent the best weather to approach oil tankers. 
Al-Qaida determined that sinking tankers from the 
outside would require too many explosive charges, 
and instead focused on detonating the fuel storage 
areas aboard tankers. Al-Qaida hoped the destruction 
o f a tanker — presumably along with cleanup and 
salvage costs and market effects —  would result in 
“extreme economic crisis" in the West.

But experts said al-Qaida probably overestimated 
what the loss of a single oil tanker might be on the 
industry. Concerns about the safety o f individual oil

tankers from pirate activity or terrorism hasn t really 
affected oil prices, said Jim Ritterbusch, president 
of Ritterbusch and Associates, who has been trading 
oil contracts since the futures market opened on the 
Nymex in 1983. A unker holds about 2 million bar­
rels. That’s enough to supply world demand for only 
about a half hour.

“These are isolated incidents, and the actual quan­
tity o f any one tanker isn’t that big of a deal,” 
Ritterbusch said.

In 2007 the Japanese tanker the Golden Non was 
hijacked carrying 40,000 tons o f the highly explo­
sive chemical benzene.

Initially, American intelligence agents worried 
that terrorists from Somalia’s Islamic extremist 
insurgency could be involved and might try to crash 
the boat into an offshore oil platform or use it as a 
gigantic bomb in a Middle Eastern port. When the 
Japanese vessel was towed back into Somali waters 
and ransom demanded, the coalition was relieved to 
realize it was a pirate attack.

A Western diplomat said that the tanker had been 
closely monitored throughout the time it was held 
and that naval forces would have fired on the ship 
and blown it up rather than allow it to be sailed into 
a port. He asked for anonymity because he was not 
authorized to speak to the press.

Oil markets were skittish shortly after Sept. 11, 
2001, and that elevated prices slightly. But after a 
decade o f relative safety, oil traders have started to 
cut back on the terrorist fear premium, Ritterbusch 
said.

“We would eventually like the 
garden to not only benefit indi­
viduals, but, also, both senior citi­
zen centers, meals on wheels, and 
Tralee Crisis Center,” garden coor­
dinator Ronnie Pepper said. “We 
welcome other churches to help us 
in this endeavor in a true ecumeni­
cal project.”
