Changes are coming to 
Pampa’s local branch of the Red 
Cross, with a pair of full-time 
employees departing and the 
administration merging with a 
nearby office.

“B a ^  on population, we’re 
going to combine the manage­
ment at the executive level of 
Amarillo and Pampa,” said Cindy 
Nickell, disaster area manager- 
field specialist for the Eastern 
Texas Panhandle Chapter of the 
Red Cross. “There’s s lot of 
changes going on right now.”

Departing amidst the restruc­
turing are Jaru Gregory, exec­
utive director of the Pampa 
branch, and Vanessa Vick,

administrative office assistant. 
Gregory said that their positions 
were being eliminated, though 
the Pampa office will stay open, 
manned by volunteers.

“The layoffs are official, but 
the office is going to close,” 
Gregory said. “They have 
assured us of that... Cindy will 
be doing our disaster services. 
We’re not losing our charter. 
All the services will still be in 
place.”

Gregory said that the admin­
istrative office in Amarillo will 
now manage 26 counties: The 
13 that it already had within its 
coverage area, the 11 handled by 
the Pampa office, and Hall and 
Childress counties, which were 
added during the restructuring.

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas Railroad Conunission has 
approved publication of a draft rule that would impie- 
ment die nation’s fust law forcing natural gas drillers to 
disclose the chemicals used in hydraulic fracturing.

Gas drillen have kept uruler wraps the mix o f water, 
* a ^  and chemicals they use to extract once oul-of-reach 
minerals from shale formations.

Tlw hydraulic fracturing, or fracking, and horizontal 
drilling techniques were developed in Texas.

Texas was the first state to pass such a law when Perry 
signed the bill in Juik. The commission approved pul^ 
lication in the Texas R i^stcr Monday. Public comment 
will run until Oct. 11. A public hearing is scheduled for 
1 p.m. on Oct. S at the William B. Travis Building, 1701 
North Congress in Austin.

Juror tried to ‘friend’ defendant
FORT WORTH (AP) — A North Texas juror has been 

cited for contempt after trying to ‘‘friend” the defendant 
on Facebook during the trial.

Court records show 22-year-old Jonathan Hudson on 
July 19 was removed from the jury in a Tarrant County 
civil case. The trial, over a 2008 car wreck, proceeded 
with 11 jurors.

Hudson last week pleaded guilty to four counts of 
contempt and has been ordered to serve two days of 
community service.

Texas recently added specific language to jury instruc­
tions that bans jurors friim discussing the case on social 
networking sites. Hudson had received those instruc­
tions.

The Fort Worth Star-Telegram reported Sunday that 
Hudson attorney Steve Gordon says his client “made a 
silly mistake.”

Further details on the trial were not immediately 
available.

Man charged with killing wife
HOUSTON (AP) — An 81-year-old Houston man has 

been accused of killing his wife and leaving her body in 
bed a couple of days until police stopped to check on the 
woman.

Johnny Walter Bass is held without bond on a murder 
charge. Jail records Monday didn’t list an attorney for 
Bass.

An autopsy has been ordered on the 74-year-old 
woman. Her identity wasn’t released, pending verifica­
tion by a coroner.

Two officers Sunday went to the couple’s home on a 
welfare check call.

Bass opened the door and said everything was all right. 
The officers asked about the wife. Police say Bass said 
she was in bed and that he shot her in the head on Friday. 
Officers entered the home and found the body.

Police are seeking a motive for the killing.

Five detained (or Mexico attack
MONTERREY, Mexico (AP) — Nuevo Leon state 

Gov. Rodrigo Medina said Monday that police have 
arrested five alleged members of the Zetas drug cartel 
suspected in an arson attack on a casino that killed 52 
people in nexthem Mexico.

Medina said police are looking for two other suspects.
He said that police are investigating whether the attack 

in the city of Monterrey was in reuliation for not paying 
extortion money.

The Thursday attack at the Casino Roy ale in Monterrey 
was one of the deadliest on an entertainment center in 
Mexico since President Felipe Calderon .launched an 
offensive against drug cartels in late 2006.

Plane engine ‘rough’ before crash
YUKON, Okla. (AP) — The National Transportation 

Safety Boud says witnesses to a plane crash that killed 
a Texas man near Oklahoma City said the plane’s engine 
was ruiming “rough” before the crash.

The crash of the small, single-engine aircraft on June 30 
at Sundance Airpark in Yukon killed S7-year-old Ronald 
Arthur Metks of San Antonio. The Federal Aviation 
Administration says Merks was the only person on board.

The NTSB preliminary report says the plane took off 
from Wiley Post Airport in northwest Oklahoma City and 
witnesses reported its engine running roughly. The report 
says witnesses at SundaiKC Airpark also described the 
engine as running roughly before the nose of the aircraft 
dropped and it crashed into the ground.

The NTSB says a probable cause on the crash is not 
expected for several months.

One option is to reduce the daily 
rate for a nursing home to $141.05, 
and that would bring my premium 
to $859.95 for six months. M> 
other option is to go from a four- 
year policy to a two-year policy 
with present daily rates for a pre­
mium of $729.30. I am 77 years 
old now and still working. I do plan 
on retiring soon, and then I will be 
short on cash. Which option would 
you recommend — or should I 
just drop thi; policy altogether? It’s 
been in place for approximately 10 
years.

A; Although most LTC policies 
were sold with the “assumption” 
of level premiums, the insurance 
companies are within their rights 
to ask state regulators for permis­
sion to raise premiums for an entire 
class of policyholders. And they've 
been doing just that.

Sadly, you are being penalized 
for the insunmee company’s mis-

calculations about lo n g e^ ^  and 
use o f policy benefits. Another part 
of the problem is that fewer poli­
cies are being sold than had been 
projected, resulting in a smaller 
pool of premium dollars. Alsu, 
investment returns on invested pre­
miums have declined.

long-term care insurance, calcu-

laled the trade-offs involved in
your choices:

• Paying the higher premiums 
f'snd keeping current benefits
intact.

• Reducing the daily benefit.
• Shortening the current four-year 

coverage to two or three years.
We agree the best choice is to 

keep paying the higher premium. 
But assuming you can’t afford to 
do that, there are both mathemati­
cal and subjective conditions to this 
decision.

If you take the lower daily ben­
efit, the overall maximum value 
of your policy will be reduced 
from $226,300 (four years at $155/ 
day) to $205,860 (four years at 
$141.50). If instead you reduce the 
policy to two years of coverage at 
the current levels, your maximum 
benefit will fall to $113.150.

But the decision also has to be 
based on your personal situation. 
Is there longevity in the family —- 
or Alzheimer’s or Parkinson’s or 
other conditions that could lead to 
a need for a longer period of care?

HARLINGEN (AP) —  E x p ^  say the Texas drought 
has left behind parched conditions that could threaten 
hundreds of thousands of migrating hummingbirds.

The Valley Morning Star reported Sunday that con­
servationists are urging people to put out stocked hum­
mingbird feeders.

Mark Kiym, who co-wrote the book “Hummingbirds 
of Texas,” says die drought has reduced the number of 
flowers that provide nectar and nutrition for the birds. 
He says at least 18 species of hummingbirds are expected 
to migrate through Texas, especially in the Rio Grande 
Valley.

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Perry delivers on Texas death penalty
As Texas governor, GOP presiden­

tial hopeful Rick Perry has presided 
over 234 executions. It’s a record 
number, which. The Washington 
Post reported last week, bestows on 
Perry “a law-and-order credential 
that none of his competitors can 
match "  even if they wanted to.”

Watch how pundits will try to turn 
that statistic into a political negative 
— and paint Perry as the governor 
with blcMHl on his spurs — even 
though American voters overwhelm­
ingly support the death penalty.

The temptation to tout Texas’ sta­
tus as the state with the most execu­
tions will prove tiKi seductive. It 
won’t matter that, as the Post story 
points out. Perry has overseen more 
executions than any other governor 
m mixlem history because his state 
is the second-largest in the country 
and he has serv ed as governor of that 
state for nearly 11 years or that the 
late DemcKratie (iov. Ann Richards 
oversaw 50 executions during her 
one term — and unlike Perry, she 
never commuted a death .sentence.

The irony here, points out Kent 
Scheidegger of the pro-death penalty 
C riminal Justice Legal Foundation in 
Sacramento, C alif, is that l exas does 
not deserve its reputation as the most 
execution-prone state. Scheidegger 
crunched federal data from 1977 
to 2(K)9 and found that among the 
nation’s 34 states with capital pun­
ishment. Texas falls below the mean 
of 16.5 death penalty sentences 
per l.OfK) murders Delaware and 
Oklahoma have higher rates when it 
comes to executions.

Of course, the other big factor is 
that Texas is not California Hence, 
its sentences are not crushed under 
the heel of the 9th U.S. Circuit Court 
of Appeals There is no federal judge 
m the Lone Star State who — fearful, 
lest a convicted murderer he put at 
risk of feeling any pain during lethal 
injection — issued an order that effec­

tively stayed all state execu­
tions since February 2006, as 
happened in California.

In Texas, a governor actu­
ally can carry out the law.

So, how do pundits turn 
that into a negative? Death 
penalty opponents suggest 
that Perry presided over 
the execution of an inno­
cent man, Cameron Todd 
Willingham, in 2(X)4, afier
Willingham was wrongfully ____
convicted for the 1991 deaths 
of his three daughters, 2-year-old 
Amber and I-year-old twins Karmon 
and Kameron.

Barry Scheck. co-director of the 
Innocence Project in New York, has 
argued that an innocent man was 
executed. Investigators' finding of 
arson was seriously flawed. A num­
ber of journalists agree.

(Over time. I’ll be examining the 
case "  as this controversy will not 
go away. On the one hand. I've seen 
journalists who so want to believe 
that mean-spirited law enforcement 
officials prosecuted an innocent 
man that they’ve willfully ignored 
overwhelming evidence of guilt. As 
Scheidegger noted, the Willingham 
case “has been the subject of a lot 
of selective reporting." On the other 
hand, though Perry is right to point 
out that a jury convicted Willingham 
and appellate courts upheld the ver­
dict, his 2009 decision to dismiss the 
chairman of a state forensic panel 
that was supposed to review the 
Willingham case works against him. 
The San Antonio Express-News 
editorialized that Perry's political 
maneuvers to thwart a review were 
"unconscionable.” )

On the compassionate conservative 
side. Perry has commuted three death 
sentences to life in prison. In 2(X)7, 
on the advice of the Texas Board of 
Pardons and Paroles, Perry granted a 
reprieve to stop the lethal injection

of Kenneth Foster because 
Foster drove the getaway 
car but was not the shooter 
in a 1996 robbery/homi- 
cide. Perry also signed the 
bill that created life without 
parole as an alternative to 
the death penalty.

I think the death pen­
alty could be a much big­
ger problem for President 
Barack Obama as he

_____  seeks, re-election. Obama
says that he supports the 

death penalty, but his administration 
opposed Texas' scheduled execu­
tion of Humberto Leal ~  who was 
convicted in the 1994 murder/rape 
of a 16-year-old — because Leal, 
a Mexican national raised in San 
Antonio, had not been advised that 
he was entitled to consult with the 
Mexican Consulate. Perry would not 
oblige, and Leal was executed.

Also, under the Obama administra­
tion this year, the Drug Enforcement 
Administration seized the lethal 
injection drug sodium thiopen­
tal from Cieorgia, Kentucky and 
Tennessee on the grounds that the 
Food and Drug Administration has 
not approved drugs intended to exe­
cute convicted killers.

Yes. folks, those are your tax dol­
lars at work in the Obama administra­
tion -  funding federal law enforce­
ment raids designed to undermine 
state laws.

It doesn't matter that the U.S. 
Supreme Court upheld lethal injec­
tion by a 7-2 margin in a 2008 ruling.

Jailed Jeffs critical 
after weeks of fast

HOUSTON (AP) — Polygamist sect leader Warren 
Jeffs was hospitalized in critical condition Monday 
after telling corrections officers he’s fasted in the 
weeks since receiving a life sentence fur sexually 
assaulting underage followers he took as spiritual 
brides, a prison official said.

The 55-year-old head of the Fundamentalist Church 
of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, who has a his­
tory of refusing to eat while incarcerated, was stable, 
Texas Department of Criminal Justice spokeswoman 
Michelle Lyons told The Associated Press. It was 
uncertain how long he would be hospitalized.

Jeffs attorney Emily Detoto told the AP her cli­
ent “hasn’t been feeling well” and was taken to East 
Texas Medical Center in Tyler on Sunday night. She 
declined to elaborate.

Lyons said Jeffs told corrections officers he’s fasted 
in the time since his conviction earlier this month, 
though it was not immediately clear how long he’d 
gone without food before being hospitalized.

During Jeffs’ trial, prosecutors used DNA evidence 
to show he fathered a child with a 15-year-old and 
played an audio recording of what they said was him 
sexually assaulting a 12-year-old. Both were among 
24 underage wives who prosecutors said Jeffs col­
lected.

Court documents show Jeffs tried to hang himself 
in January 2007 while awaiting trial on rape charges 
in Washington County, Utah. He also threw himself 
against the walls of his cell and banged his head, 
although he later told a mental health expert he really 
wasn’t trying to kill himself.

During a visit with a brother that same month that 
was videotaped by jail officials, Jeffs said he’d been 
fasting for three days and remained awake during the 
night. Days later, he was taken to a hospital and given 
medication for depression. The court documents said 
he’d lost 30 pounds, was dehydrated and suffering 
from sleep deprivation.

Jeffs also had to be temporarily force-fed in 2009 
while in the Kingman, Ariz., jail.

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Jury recoíTunends death penalty for killer
LYNDON, KMn. (AP) 

A jury recommended 
Monday that a Kansas 
man be sentenced to 
death for killing four fam­
ily members In November 
2009.

The jury returned itt 
recommendation after 
hearing more testimony 
about 48-year-old James 
Kraig Kahler and his state 
o f mind at the time of 
the fatal shootings. The 
judge — who is not bound 
the recommendation — 
set sentencing for Oct. 11 
in Osage County District 
Court.

Kahler was convicted 
I hursday of four counts of 
capital murder in the kiU-

ings of 44-year-old Karen 
K iller, her grandmother, 
Dorothy Wight, 89; and 
the Kahlers’ daughters, 
Emily, 18. and Lauren, 16. 
The Kahlers’ son. Sean, 
now 12, was not threat­
ened during the rampage 
and testified at trial that 
he saw his father shoot his 
mother.

The victims’ fam­
ily members read a short 
statement outside the 
courthouse after the ver­
dict. saying all relatives 
‘’still have a lot of healing 
to do” and that the trial 
didn't restore their rela­
tives’ lives.

“For the past year and 
a half, we've had a dark

cloud around us that we 
associated with this trial,” 
said Lynn Denton, Karen 
Kahler’s sister. “Now that 
it's over, the cloud is still 
there.

*Thc cloud wasn’t about 
the trial, it is about our 
loss.”

The defense argued 
for life in prison, saying 
Kahler was out of con­
trol emotionally and suf­
fering deep depression 
when he went from room 
to room at Wight’s home 
in Burlingame, shooting 
the four victims with an 
assault rifle.

Defense attorney 
Thomas Haney declined 
to speak to reporters after

Harvesters, Pirates m ake 
good first im pressions

First impressions 
can tell a lot about 
someone.

Big 12 officials expect Texas A&M 
to announce within the next week that it 
plans to leave the conference.

A person with knowledge of what was 
discussed during a conference call of the 
Big 12 board of directors Saturday told 
The Associated Press that Texas A&M 
officials talked about their anticipated 
departure.

”No major surprises,” said the person, 
who spoke on condition of anonym­
ity because of the sensitive nature of the 

• talks. "A&M didn't say they were leaving, 
but certainly gave every indication that's 
what they plan on doing."

As for the timing of such a move, that 
person said, "it would not be a surprise 
that it would happen sometime this week* 
and likely the only thing that could keep 
that from happening would be if the 
12-team SEC determines it is not ready to 
add any more teams at this point.

The Aggies have publicly expressed 
interest in Joining the SEC and on 
Thursday formally informed Big 12 
Commissioner Dan Beebe in a letter 
from school President R. Bowen Loftin 
that Texas A&M was exploring all of its 
options.

Among items discussed during 
Saturday's call was how much money 
Texas A&M would forfeit for leaving 
the conference and likely negotiations of 
that amount, which could be $20 million 
or mote.

SEC presidents and chancellors met 
two weeks ago and reaffirmed their "sat­
isfaction with the present 12 institutional 
alignment." But they also acknowledged

Big 12 expects A&M departure
discussed criteria for that.

If Texas A&M leaves the Big 12. the 
move could trigger another shakeup across 
college sport. Texas last year considered 
offers to join the Big Ten and the Pac- 
10 before deciding to stay in the Big 12. 
Nebraska (Big Ten) and Colorado (Pac- 
12) left the Big 12 in July.

Texas A&M would have to settle its 
membership with the Big 12 before it 
could apply for membership into the 
Southeastern Conference.

"The Big 12 Conference members have 
been and will continue to conduct meetings 
related to the situation with Texas A&M 
and conference membership," Beebe said 
in a statement Saturday. "There will be 
public statements as appropriate and nec­
essary if and when action is taken.”

It was unclear if Texas A&M would 
be able to move to the SEC as early as 
the 2012-13 school year. The Aggies will 
certainly play their Big 12 schedules in 
football a ^  other sports for the upcoming 
season, as Colorado and Nebraska did a 
year go before their departures from the 
league.
