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Romney, Perry clash on Social Security;
WASHINGTON (AP) — A growing divide over Social 

Security iptiti the two leading coMeoden for the Republi­
can preaidenlial nominatian. and the diffierencet between 
Texas Gov. Rick Perry and former Massachuaetts Gov. 
Mitt Ronmey forcihadow a tricky polidcal dance with 
older voten.

Ronmey hat seized on what he perceives ss Perry’s vul­
nerability on a program that senioa hold dear. Democratt 
venerate as sacrosanct and Perry has labeled a **Ponzi 
scheme.”

That sets up a battle for older voters in Iowa, retirees 
in Florida and the Sun Beh, and Baby Boomers every­
where worried about their own recession-scarred retire­
ment plans.

“If we nominate someone who the Democrats could 
correctly characterize as being against Social Security, we 
would ^  obliterated as a party,” Romney said on Sean 
Hannity’s radio program Thursday.

Perry is unyielding.
At a Friday fundraiser in California, Perry stood by his 

criticism of Social Security and his position that the pro­
gram is best left to states to administer — a non-starter for 
many, including some Republicans.

“For people who arc on Social Security now, like my 
folks, and people who arc approaching Social Security, 
like me, it's going to be there.” he said.

But, he said, he didn't know at what point age-eligibil­
ity will have to be raised because the ftinds simply aren't 
there.

“Anybody that’s for the status quo with Social Security 
today is involved with a monstrous lie to our kids, and it's 
not righL” he said earlier this week during a debate.

An aging population has pul a heavy burden on the 
Social Security Trust Fund: too few workers are paying 
for the benefits of a growing number of retirees. In 1950, 
there were 16 workers paying into the fund for each re­
cipient. Last year, that ratio fell to three workers for ev­
ery recipient. Left unaddressed, cuts in benefits would be 
forced in 2037.

But any talk of cutting benefits comes with political risk.
■‘(iovemor Perry’s immediate challenge is to knock 

down the hanging perception being driven that he wants 
to get rid of Social Security,“ said Rich Killion, a Republi­
can su^tegist who worked on Romney's 2008 presidential

pay attention to politics.

Since Perry joined the race last month. Romney has' 
seen his lead fade, driving him to focus his aggressive 
criticism on Perry instead of looking ahead to a general 
campaign against Obama.

said, sharing the stage with his rival.

An AP-GfK poll in May found that 70 percent of Amer- - 
leans consider Social Secunty deeply important to theif 
financial security in retirement.

Yet the public is split on the likelihood Social Secunty 
will be there for them: 35 percent say it is extremely or' 
very likely to provide income their entire retirement, 30.

It’s that uncertainty that both campaigns hope to tap.

John Thrasher, a Republican state senator and former state  ̂
GOP chairman who backs Romney.

“It’s not whether it’s a Ponzi scheme or not. These w  
retired people who are pretty intelligent. They want Social ‘ 
Security to be maintained. And they understand there are; 
problems that need to be fixed. There is an opportunity to 
fix Social Security so it’s a continued benefit for people 
who are getting it now and those who will get it in the 
future.” I

Romney now trails Perry by double digits in the polls’ 
and Social Security alone isn’t going to help him regain 
his lead, his advisers acknowledge. But his team plans to 
make it the opening volley against Perry, Texas’ longest 
serving governor and one who has never lost an election.

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Fire viedms to be femembeied
LONGVIEW (AP) — A memorial Bcrvice has been set 

for two of the four people killed in a series of wildfires 
this week in Texas.

Vderie McBride and her 18-roonth-old daughter K’loe 
Jane will be remembered during a private service 
Saturday at a funeral home in Longview.

The 20-year-old mother and her daughter were killed 
on Sunday when a fire swept through the East Texas 
mobile home park they lived in near Gladewater. located 
about 113 miles east of Dallas.

McBride and her daughter were taking a nap when the 
blaze erupted.

A fire in and around Bastrop near Austin has also killed 
two people. One of those two victims was identified 
Wednesday as 48-year-old Michael Troy Farr, who died 
at his home in Smithville.

Wildfire cost estimates $1.2M
BASTROP (AP) — The most destructive wildfire on 

record in Texas has racked up a bill of at least $1.2 mil­
lion so far.

The Texas Forest Service cautioned Friday that the 
figure was an early estimate and certainly expected to 
climb. The wildfire in Bastrop County has burned about 
3S,(XX) acres and destroyed nearly 1,400 homes.

The early price tag includes firefighting costs but not 
damage caused by the catastrophic blaze. The wildfire 
began Sunday just outside Austin and is about 30 percent 
contained.

No single wildfire dating to the 1990s has destroyed as 
many homes. Yet the price so far is still well below other 
fires this year, including one last month around Possum 
Kingdom Lake in North Texas.

State officials estimate that blaze cost at least S3.1 
million.

US oil and gas rig count down
HOUSTON (AP) — The number of rigs actively 

exploring for oil and natural gas in the U.S. decreased by 
10 this week to 1,938, led by a big drop in Texas.

Houston-based drilling product provider Baker Hughes 
Inc. reported Friday that 1,037 rigs were exploring for oil 
and 892 for natural gas.

Nine were listed as miscellaneous. A year ago this 
week, the rig count stood at 1,634.

Of the major oil- and gas-producing states, Texas lost 
14 rigs, and Louisiana dropped two. New Mexico and 
Wyoming fell by one each.

Oklahoma gained eight rigs, while North Dakota and 
Colorado went up two apiece. Alaska and West Virginia 
each gained one.

Arkansas, California and Pennsylvania were unchanged.

I didn't feel scared, 
but I felt .sad for all of the 
innocent people. I remem­
ber feeling more angry 
than anything, I hate to 
say it, but a lot of hatred. 
There was a short moment 
where I was so angry that 
I wanted to join the ser­
vice, but I took a different 
route.''

Fonner sheriff to do time
SANTA FE, N.M. (AP) — Former Santa Fe County 

Sheriff Greg Solano has been sentenced to three months 
in jail for stealing items from the county and selling them 
on the Internet.

Prosecutors say Solano likely will serve only six weeks 
at the Santa Fe County jail. The sentence imposed Friday 
by a state District Judge allows Solano to cut the jail time 
in half with good behavior.

The 47-year-old Solano resigned in November and was 
arrested in January. He was charged with 251 counts of 
embezzlement and one count of ^ u d  for allegedly sell­
ing more than S73,(XX) worth of office equipment and 
bulletproof vests on eBay.

Solano pleaded guilty in July to five counts of felony 
fraud as part of deal to reduce his sentence. He’s been 
ordered to pay about $23,(X)0 in restitution.

N.M. proposes license changes
SANTA FE, N.M. (AP) — A Democratic legislative 

leader proposes to tighten requirements for foreign 
nationals and illegal immigrants to get a New Mexico 
driver’s license.

House Speaker Ben Lujan, D-Santa Fe, introduced 
a measure on Friday to establish a six-month state 
residency requirement for immigrants to get licenses. 
Fingerprints also would be required for immigrants 
applying for a license and their licenses must be renewed 
every two years. Currently, a license lasts either four or 
eight years.

The Senate approved a similar proposal earlier this 
year but it was rejected by the House, which backed 
Republican Gov. Susana Martinez’s plan to stop granting 
licenses to illegal immigrants.

Plea for kidnapping case
ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP) — A New Mexico man 

who police said tried to kidnap a six-year-old girl in 
Albuquerque but was thwarted by an illegal immigrant 
in a case that made national headlines has been ordered 
held on $300,0(X) cash bail.

KRQE-TV reports that Philip Garcia pleaded not guilty 
Friday in State District Court to kidnapping and child 
abuse charges.

Police said the 29-year-old Garcia grabbed the girl as 
she walked home from a neighbor’s house last month in 
a southwest Albuquerque mobile home park.

But neighbor 24-year-old Antonio Diaz Chacon said he 
saw it happened arid chased Garcia’s van until it crashed 
into a mesa.

Garcia fled on foot, and Diaz Chacon rescued the girl. 
His actions garnered him national attention and offers of 
gifts and money.

Garcia was later arrested.

Patrol vehicles disabled in bust
LOS EBANOS (AP) — Smugglers disabled four U.S. 

Border Patrol vehicles with homemade spikes as agents 
in South Texas chased them during a drug bust that net­
ted more than 1,(K)0 pounds of marijuana.

The agents were patrolling the U.S.-Mexico bor­
der near Los Ebanos, located about 23 miles west of 
McAllen, when they saw several people loading a truck 
with bundles near the Rio Grande on Thursday.

The agents gave chase and during the pursuit, the 
smugglers threw iha homemade spikes from the window 
of their trudt, disablii^ the Border Patrol vehicles.

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The enduring thing from 9/11? Enduring
I remember exactly where I was 

when the tragic events of September 
11, 2001 first began to unfold.

I was a freshman at Wittenberg 
University in Ohio. I was asleep.

I was on the top bunk in my room 
in FemclifT Hall, out like a light 
and more than a little hung over. I 
was at a party (with upperclassmen 
and everything) the night before, 
and suffice to say. had the alarm 
clock rang to wake me up for class, 
it would have met its end crashing 
against the door on the other side of 
the room a few seconds latei

But the alarm clock didn't ring. 
There was no class. I woke up to 
the voices of my roommate and 
another friend of ours, the two of 
them drowning out the sounds of a 
cable newscast with a slew of “Oh 
my Gods” and “Holy $%*#s."

The delivery may have been juve­
nile. but I think the sentiment fit.

At first, I thought they were 
watching a movie, the images of 
the Twin Towers cloaked in billow­
ing black smoke nothing but CGI 
and Hollywood, too surreal — too 
unthinkable — to be actually hap­
pening. As I rubbed the sleep out of 
my eyes, though, the reality began 
to set in This is real. This is hap- 
peninff. This is to change
everything

fhe entire rest of that day was as 
hauntingly hi/arre. All our classes 
were canceled, hut no one was out­
side. Everyone around campus was 
glued to their TVs, their computers 
and any other outlet that could give 
us up-to-the-minute updates on what 
was happening in New York, at the 
Pentagon and near Shanksville, Pa.

.A few people wondered aloud 
it we were safe, since Wright- 
Paltcrson, the largest Air Force base 
in the country, was just over 20 
miles away and seemed like a logi­
cal target. Others speculated about 
when the forces at Wright-Pat would 
mobilize, and sure enough, we sixm 
heard that choppy, echoing whir of 
spinning rotor blades, the helicop­
ters casting shadows over us as they 
llcw overhead All the while, we just 
kept going without any real answers, 
an entire quad of college students 
iust going through the motions of 
our day with this crazy, confused, 
sorrowful pallor painted over all of

we were on our 
way to lunch. 
Standing next 
to him. I could 
hear her voice 
over the phone; 
it sounded like 
she was crying, 
and I could pic­
ture the tears 
streaming down 
her flushed

sobbed about when we'd go to war 
and how soon we'd all be drafted 
and sent off to who knows where. 
He didn't have any answers for her, 
just this vague, tepid reassurance 
that everything was going to he OK. 
I remember him looking at me as 
he said it, like he was asking me for 
backup. I shrugged, because hon­
estly, 1 didn't know if he was right.

I guess that's what's most con­
cretely vivid to me now, looking 
back at the whole thing: The uncer­
tainty of it all. I was a kid. just 
arrived on campus barely a month 
before, freshly away from home and 
pushing off the dock to navigate the 
already murky waters of the rest of 
my life. Then 9/11 happened, and it 
multiplied the questions for me and 
all the rest of us. We'd been attacked 
on our own soil, and all of a sud­
den. that fog of reliable, invincible 
America was gone. What happens 
now? Are we truly safe? How does 
the country react? How does that 
affect me? Are we going to war? 
With who? Who would do this? 
Why? How does Amenca btiunce 
back from this? Will we all bounce 
back from this?

A lot of those questions were 
answered as the weeks and months 
wore on, some better than others. 
I'hat last one. though. I got my 
answer to pretty quick.

•Sept. II, 2()01, was a Tuesday. 
That next day, classes started back 
up, and everyone was back in their 
seats in the labs and the lecture halls. 
That Thursday, my friends and I 
played an intramural stKcer game. 
On Friday, 1 had rehearsal for a 
play, and that weekend, a few of my 
buddies who were in a band played 
a show.

I remember just before all that 
stuff started, there was this quiet, 
collective pau.se. Everyone would

look at each other and nod. or smile,. 
or bump fists or join hands or what- I 
ever, just a simple, quiet acknowl-; 
edgment that we weren’t going to 
let the terrible, terrible events of a 
few days prior keep us from forging , 
ahead. We’d do it together, support- . 
ing each other and holding our heads • 
high. We’d help each other deal • 
with our anger or sadness or fear or • 
depression or angst or whatever else ' 
you could throw at us. We’d heal. > 
We’d rebuild, and we’ll be stronger. 
We can overcome. We have to.

Maybe that was just the naivete of^ 
youth talking, or maybe it was just ’ 
that we all wanted something else to 
think about. But I saw that happen- ‘ 
ing everywhere, from the faces of  ̂
the firemen and the doctors on the ’ 
news to those long, quiet hugs before ‘ 
family gatherings to the first pitch of^ 
a baseball game on TV. It wasn’t* 
much and it was usually silent, but' 
you could feel it. It was America 
telling each other that we’re all in it I 
together, and that this didn’t end us, 
and that we can do this.

That's the thing that endures with  ̂
me even now, ten years after the 
fact, without even having to think i 
about it. How we all helped each* 
other through it. How we all found 
the inner strength to carry on as one. 
and show the world that such an 
evil, cowardly act would not mean'  
the breaking of the American will. • 
How we all bciunced back together. ■

I've been thinking for a few days • 
about that one moment, the one 
where my roommate looks at m e' 
while he's on the phone with his ' 
girlfriend. I wish now that I had the 
wherewithal to nod back, smile and ' 
put my hand on his shoulder. I still 
don't know if it's fair to say that 
ev erything would be “fine”; after all, 
so many lives were lost and count­
less more were changed that day. 
But here we still are, ten years later, 
coming together to pay tribute to 
those who gave the ultimate sacrifice 
then, and coming together to support., 
one another as we look to tomorrow. 
Here 'Hf are, us Americans — we're 
still strong, we're still together, and 
no one, no matter the heinous deed * 
they use to threaten to injure our* 
spirit, can ever take that away. >

Prices are baaed 
on 2011-12 academic year 
coats for the state’s public 
colleges.

* Type I units, priced for 
tuition and required fees for 
the most expensive public 
four-year school in Texas, 
coat $111.6S per unit.

* Type II units, based 
on the weighted average 
coat of tuition and required 
fees across all Texas pub­
lic four-year schools, cost 
$79.70 per unit.

* Type 111 units, priced at 
the weighted average cost 
of tuition and required fees 
across all Texas public two- 
year schools, cost $20.54 
each.

Uruler the plan. 100 units 
equal one academic year 
consisting of 30 semes­
ter hours of tuition and

Polygamist sect leader’s 
daughter sentenced

HOUSTON (AP) - A 
polygamist sect leader’s 
d a i^ te r  was sentenced 
to three years in prison 
after pleading guilty to a 
charge relating to the shot­
gun killings in Texas of 
an 8-year-old girl and three 
sect members who had left 
the church, U.S. Attorney 
Jose Angel Moreno said 
Thursday.

Jacqueline LeBaron, the 
daughter of Utah polygamist 
Ervil LeBaron, was origi­
nally indicted in 1992 but 
was a fugitive for almost 20 
years before being arrested 
last year in Honduras. She 
had faced 14 counts, iiKlud- 
ing murder, and could have 
faced life in prison.

But she pleaded guilty 
in June to conspiracy to 
obstruct religious beliefs as 
part of an agreement with 
prosecutors. LeBaron. 46, 
faced up to five years in 
prison but received a lesser 
sentence from U.S. District 
Court Judge Sim Lake, 
Moreno said in a news 
release.

Before entering her plea 
in June, she expressed 
remorse, telling Lake: ”I’m 
very sorry this happened.”

Jacqueline LeButm was 
among six family mem­
bers charged in the killings. 
Authorities say she and her 
family were following their 
sect’s doctrine of blood 
atonement, in which defec­
tors were killed. The U.S. 
attorney’s office has said 
that Jacqueline LeBaron 
assisted hCT siblings in the 
plot by giving them travel 
money.

Moreno said LeBaron 
had admitted that in May 
1988 that she followed the 
instructions of her brother 
and gave Ixr sister $500, 
telling her to go to Houston 
and prepare for the murders 
of the “Sons of Perdition.”

Ervil LeBaron had cre­
ated the Church of the First 
Bom of the Lamb of God 
in the 1970s. He taught that 
anyone who left the church 
would be called the “Sons 
of Perdition” and should be 
killed, Moreno said

Former sect members 
DuaiM Chynoweth, Mark 
Chynoweth and Ed Marston 
had left the church after Ervil 
LeBaron was convicted in 
Utah for murder. While in 
prison, Evril LeBaron drew 
up a document stating that 
the three had become “Sons 
of Perdition” and ordered 
his remaining followers - 
mostly his wives and chil­
dren • to kill them. Ervil 
LeBaron died in prison in 
1981, but his mrders were

preached after his death.
In June 1988 in Houston. 

Mark Chynoweth was fatal­
ly shot three times by one 
of Jacqueline LeBaron's 
brothers. At another loca­
tion in the city, two other 
siblings shot and killed 
DtjaiK Chynoweth and his 
8-year-old daughter Jenny. 
Authorities said the girl 
was killed because she wit­
nessed her father's death.

At about the same time, 
Marston was shot at an 
appliance business in the 
Dallas suburb of Irving. He 
died of his injuries about 
four hours later. All the vic­
tims were shot in the head.

Jacqueline LeBaron is the 
last defendant to be con­
victed in this case. She was 
also ordered by the Judge to 
pay $134.000 in restitution 
to the victims.

Today’s Highlight in History:
Ten years ago, on Sept. II, 2001, America saw 

its worst day of terrorism as 19 al-Qaida terrorists 
hijacked four passenger jetliners. Two smashed into 
New York’s World Trade Center, causing the twin 
towers to fall; one jetliner plowed into the Pentagon; 
and the fourth was crashed into a field in western 
Peiuisylvania. In all. nearly 3,000 people were killed.

On this date:
In 1777, during the American Revolution, forces 

under Gen. George Washington were defeated by the 
British in the Battle of Brandywine.

In 1814, an American fleet scored a dex'isive victory 
over the British in the Battle of Lake Champlain in the 
War of 1812.

In 1857, the Mountain Meadows Ma.ssacre took 
place in present-day southern Utah as a 120-mem­
ber Arkansas immigrant party was slaughtered by 
Mormon militiamen aided by Paiute Indians.

In 1911, California State University. Fresno, was 
established as Fresno State Normal SchtHil.

In 1936, Boulder Dam (now Hoover Dam) began 
operation as President Franklin D. Rinrsevelt pressed 
a key in Washington to signal the startup of the dam's 
first hydroelectric generator.

In 1941, groundbreaking took place for the Pentagon, 
now headquarters of the U.S. Department ofDefen.se. 
In a speech that drew accusations of anti-Semitism, 
Charles A. Lindbergh told an America First rally 
in Dcs Moines, Iowa, that “the British, the Jewish 
and the Roosevelt administration” were pushing the 
United States toward war.

In 1961, Hurricane Carla struck the coast of Texas 
as a Category 4 storm; Carla was blamed for 46 
deaths in Texas, Louisiana, Kansas and Missouri.

In 1971, former Soviet leader Nikita Khrushchev 
died at age 77.

In 1973, Chilean President Salvador Allende died in 
a violent military coup.

In 2(K)3, actor John Ritter died six days before 
his 55th birthday at Providence St. Joseph Medical 
Center in Burbank, Calif. - the same hospital where 
he was bom in 1948.

Five years ago: The nation paused to remember 
the victims of 9/11 on the fifth anniversarv of the

terrorist attacks. In a prime-time address. President 
George W. Bush invoked the memory of the victims 
as he staunchly defended the war in Iraq, though he 
acknowledged that Saddam Hussein was not respon­
sible for the 9/11 attacks.

One year ago: Speaking at the Pentagon. President 
Barack Obama appealed to the nation to honor the 
memory of the Sept. 11 victims by hewing to the 
values of diversity and tolerance. In New York, a 
morning ceremony of remembrance gave way to 
an aftemotm of protests and counter-protests over a 
proposed Islamic center near ground zero. A gunman 
in rural ea.stem Kentucky killed five people before 
turning the shotgun ihi himself Kim Clijsters won 
a second consecutive U.S. Open championship and 
third overall, easily beating Vera Zvonareva (zvahn- 
uh-RAY’-vuh) 6-2. 6-1. Actor Kevin McCarthy, 96, 
died in Hyannis. Mass.

F ru s tra tio n  fo r  fire  evacuees
BASTROP (AP) — 

Residents left homeless by 
s massive Central Texas 
wildfire turned their atten­
tion Friday to what they 
need to move forward, 
with some voicing frustra­
tion over a perceived delay 
in federal response even 
as early signs of recov­
ery appeared in reopened 
neighborhoods.

Firefighters focused on 
extinguishing hotspots 
and had isolated remain­
ing flames from the blaze 
that has burned for almost 
a week in and around the 
city of Bastrop, destroy­
ing nearly 1.400 homes 
and sweeping across about 
4S square miles of rain- 
starv^ landscape.

“We believe the forward 
progress (of the fire) has 
been stopped, thank God 
for that.” Lt. Gov. David 
Dewhurst told evacuated 
residents gathered at the 
fire command center.

Still, thousands of evac­
uees were prevented frx>m 
returning to their homes 
for a sixth day because 
trees continued to bum 
underground, loose power 
lines hung from scorched 
pules and more than 800 
firefighters were working 
tamp down the remainder

of the fire 23 mika east of 
Austin.

“It’s just really frustrat­
ing.” s ^  Dec Redenius. 
40. who came to the 
fire command center for 
answers. “You want to 
know if your house is there 
or if  it’s no t.... They don’t 
let you in, you know. You 
can’t get assistance.”

Dewhurst said the 
state it working with 
the Federal Emergency 
Maiugement AgeiKy artd 
state emergeiKy manage­
ment personnel on specific 
fire declarations. FEMA 
spokeswoman Rachel 
Racusen said on Friday the 
ageiKy “received the first 
request from the governor 
for individual aid to help 
Texas residents whose 
homes were damaged or 
destroyed in the fires, or 
who suffered other per­
sonal losses.”

FEMA “will work with 
the White House to review 
this request as expedi­
tiously as possible," she 
said.

Dewhurst also made a 
public plea for President 
Barack Obama to make a 
major disaster declaration 
that he said would remove 
red tape and give the state 
access to more resources.

“I have just signed 
another letter asking 
(Obama) again to make a 
major disaster declaration 
for the state of Texas. We 
need help yesterday ... Mr. 
President, we need a state­
wide disaster declaration 
right away,” Dewhurst 
said. A message left with 
the White House was not 
immediately returned, 
but Obama has said the 
requests for additional 
assistance would be quick­
ly assessed.

Texas is in the midst of 
its worst wildfire outbreak 
in state history. A peril­
ous mix of hot tempera­
tures, strong winds and a 
historic (bought spawned 
the Bastrop-area fire, the 
largest of the nearly 190 
wildfires the state forest 
service says erupted this 
week, killing four people, 
destroying k more than 
1,700 homes and forcing

thousands to evacuate.
The Texas Forest 

Service said Friday that 
the Bastrop fire had 
racked up a bill of at least 
S U  million so far. But 
the sgetKy cautioned the 
figure was an early esti­
mate and was expected to 
climb. The early price tag 
includes firefighting costs 
but not damage caused by 
the blaze.

A DC-10 jet originally 
meant to dump fire retar­
dant on the Central Texas 
wildfires was diverted 
Friday to help firefighters 
with a stuMxHn 22,000- 
acre blaze straddling three 
rural counties northwest 
of Houstem. The fire in 
Montgomery, Grimes and 
Waller counties forced 
some people in the area to 
leave their homes, but was 
not threatening any towns 
or cities, Texas Forest 
Service spokesman Ralph 
Collum said.

In Bastrop, tables set 
up at the entrance to a 
neighborhood reopened a 
day earlier filled up with 
donated clothing and toi­
letries, a first aid station 
was assembled and streets 
began to buzz with tree­
trimming crews and build­
ing contractors.

Officials also announced 
that schools would reopen 
Monday. But Bastrop 
Independent School 
District superintendent 
Steve Murray said, “We 
anticipate the homeless 
student count in Bastrop 
ISD to triple, quadruple or 
even more.”

To deal with that, school 
officials were developing 
plans to pick up students at 
hotels, shelters and other 
IcKations.

Monica Turner, 34, was 
growing more frustrated 
every day. She had seen 
photographs of her fam­
ily's house in ashes.

“We have pictures, but 
pictures don’t do any good 
when you need to have 
closure and you need to 
see it face to face,” she 
said. “I need to have that 
closure so that I can go and 
move on.”

Earlier in the week 
Pampa head coach Heath 
Parker said his team 
couldn't give the Randall 
Raiders anything easy 
if it was going to win.

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Baylor returns tickets to Texas A&M tBananagrams/ II

COLLEGE STATION, 
Tejtai (AP) — While 
Baylor i* pushing an email 
campaign to preserve the 
Big 12 Conference and 
rivalry games in the sute. 
Texas A&M said Friday 
that the Bears purchased 
only 830 tickets from a 
possible allotment of 3,850 
for their Oct. 15 football 
game at Kyle Field.

Those figures were 
released by Texas A&M. 
whose departure from 
the Big 12 to a pending 
spot in the Southeastern 
Conference is on hold 
alter Baylor and other 
schools refused to waive 
their right to sue over such 
a move.

Baylor said later Friday 
that it had requested 2.000 
tickets fur the game by 
July I. the deadline set bv 
the Big 12.

“Farlier this week, based 
on tremendous demand. 
I exas A&M asked for 
Baylor to return tickets 
It did not expect to sell, 
atid we returned 750 tick­
ets as a courtesy." Bayloi 
spokesman Nick JtKis said 
in a statement "Many of 
our fans have indicated 
iliat they acquired tickets 
trom third-party sources 
since the seat locations 
.nailable are superior to 
the back corner end /one 
location provided to visit­
ing teams at Kyle Field."

I exas A&si said that 
Idaho, w ith  2t>4. was the 
oiiK opposing team that 
will play .It Kyle Field this 
\e.ii that purchased fewer 
tic k e ts  trom the .\ggies 
ilun B.iy lor. whose Uaco 

IS. less than 100

miles away. Texas was the 
only team to keep iu  full 
allotment of 3.850 tick- 
eU available to all vis­
iting teams. SMU took 
1,988 tickets, followed by 
Kansas (1,750), Missouri 
(1,600) and Oklahoma 
Sute( 1,428).

Texas A&M said those 
figures do not include 
bands and other compli­
mentary seats.

Baylor said the tickets it 
kept included seats for its 
band and family members 
of players and staff.

Texas A&M was pre­
pared this week to 
announce its entry into 
the SEC, but that league's 
unanimous approval of 
the Aggies becoming its 
13th member came with 
the condition that all legal 
issues had to be cleared
up.

The Big East has nad discussions with Baylor and 
Big 12 members Kansas, Kansas State, Iowa State and 
Missouri, a source with knowledge of the situation said.

With the Big 12 in flux, officials from schools across 
the country are talking to multiple conferences.

However, Baylor officials have made it clear that 
keeping the Big 12 intact is their sole priority.

Baylor is waiting on Oklahoma to make a decision 
on whether to stay in the Big 12 or move to the Pac- 
12. If Oklahoma stays, the Big 12 is expected to move 
forward with expansion plans. If the Sooners leave, the 
conference could be on the verge of falling apart.

If the Big 12 collapses. Baylor, Kansas, Kansas State, 
Iowa State and Missouri would be among the schools 
scrambling to find a new conference home. For Baylor, 
the Big East would likely be the best alternative since 
it has an automatic berth to the BCS.

The Big East has 16 schools that play basketball and 
eight that play Football Bowl Subdivision football. 
rC'U, a member of the Mountain West Conference, will 
join the Big East next year.

However, the Big East could lose some of its current 
members if the SEC, ACC and Big Ten expand.

There was no word from the SEC on Thursday on 
when it would officially make Texas A&M its 13th 
member

The conference's expansion plans were put on hold 
Wednesday when Baylor and other Big 12 schools 
didn't waive their legal rights to sue Texas A&M and 
the SEC.

Here’s a wacky thought...
Moving water from flood to drought

WASHINGTON (AT) • At Ike soggy 
East tries to <ky otk fbaai flooding and 
Texas prays for rain that doesn't conse. yon 
iniglii ask; Isn't there tonte way to ship all 
that water from here to there?

It's an idea that has templed tonm. but 
reality gets ia the way.

A Texas oilraaa once enviskmed long 
pipdmes carrying wamr to drougbt-tvick- 
en Texas cities, just one of several untested 
frotasacs of rooxing water vast dtstanrrs. 
Parched Las Vegas still wants to inditectly 
siphon off excess water from the overflow ­
ing Mississqipi River. French engineers 
have simulaUBd hauling an iceberg to bar­
ren Africa. There are even mega-trash bags 
to move heavy loads of water.

There's certainly pleiuy of rainwater 
available. Tropical Storm Lee (himped 
enough on the already saturated Mid- 
.AtlamK. Northeast and Gulf Coast to 
bmig 4.6 inches of rain across the entire 
st«e of Texas, according to calculations 
by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
.Administration and The Associated Press

"One man's flood control is another 
man's water suppty." said Patricia Mulroy. 
general manager of the Southerr Nevada 
Water Authority. “Doesn't n make you 
want to think about a larger distribution 
that helps both? That's the crazy part of 
this. It's a win-win. There's no kMcr."

But moving vast quantities of water is 
not simple or cheap, and thus not realistic, 
experts say. Mostly, it's too cosUy and 
political.

However, these dreamed-up concepts 
show that a quiet water crisis is getting 
more desperate.

“We will go to any lengths to avoid 
confronting the reality of water shortages." 
said University of Arizona law profes­
sor Robert Glennon. author of the book 
“Unquenchable."

“What all those zany ideas suggest are 
the traditional beliefs that we can control 
nature and there must be some oasis out 
there w here we can go to. to import water "

But those are mirages, he said • tempting, 
but not realistic.

Mike Halpert. deputy director of the 
NOAA’s Climate Prediction Center, 
knows the temptation. He's about to fly 
from Washington, which has had 7 inches 
since Monday, to Houston, which got 
absxil that amount of rain for the entire 
spnng and summer. All that D.C. rain 
would be enough water for every person in 
Hou-ston for 10 days.

He jested that he would love to carry

water in hh «iHcaae«. He mid colleagues 
have bees "joking that we'll send Texas 
oir water. Will they send us their oil? B10 
I don’t think that’s going to fly.”

The trouble with water is 'there’s 
enough quaittity but it is not always in 
the right places." said G. Tracy Mehan. 
who was chief water regulator for the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Administration 
diauig the George W. Bush Administration.

$0 how about moving it?
•The short answer ... ia that h costs 

too much. It's not a technka) problem," 
said Peter Gleick, president of the Pacific 
Studies Institute and a MacArthur genius 
grant recipient for his work on water.

Las Vegas’ grand proposal is to take 
water from the mighty Mississippi in a 
series of «nailer pipeline-like e x c is e s  
among sutes just west of the Mississippi 
to refill the overused Colorado River. 
There are no official cost estimates, but it 
likely would be in the hundreds of billions 
dollars Texas oilman T, Boone Pickens 
abandoned his plans for a massive water 
pipeline stretching across Texas to just 
moving water around the Texas Panhandle.

Water weighs a lot - about 8.3 pounds 
per gallon - so moving massive amounts, 
often up mounuins, costs a lot, Glennon 
said. Gleick notes that conservation and 
efficiency are cheaper.

Building a pipeline to pump water from 
flooded areas is foolish because each year it 
is somewhere different that gets drenched, 
so you can't build something permanent 
based on a couple of years’ unusual rainy 
weather, NOAA’s Halpert said.

Politics is almost as big a barrier as price. 
Legal battles over water run rampant in 
U.S. history, especially out West. But 
now they have gone nationwide, along 
with shortages. North Carolina has sued 
South Carolina. Florida has sued Georgia 
and Alabama, and the Great Lakes sutes 
have banded together to fend off water 
diversions. Glennon said. The Great Lakes 
region has been in and out of court over 
water rights for about a century.

“People are concerned about water rights. 
Even in eastern water-rich sUtes. you don’t 
want to be giving it away." said Robert 
Holmes, who deals with the problem of 
too much water. He is the national flood 
hazard coordinator for the U.S. Geological 
Survey.

University of Colorado natural hazards 
professor Kathleen Tierney put it more 
bluntly: “As we say in Colorado, whiskey 
is for dnnking, water is for fighting over.”

COLLEGE STATION -  Cotton is a 
“inixcd bag" in the Panhandle and South 
Plains, according to Texas AgriLife 
Extension Service personnel.

Most dry land cotton has failed, and in 
some areas, growers have given up on 
partially irrigated cotton as well. Also, 
there have been reports of odd plant 
development, most likely due to heat 
S tre s s  and lack of moisture.

"T he cotton crop is suffering, for the 
most part, with lack of water when it was 
ttceded and is now showing up on boll 
set." reported Rick Auckerman, Texas 
Vgril.ile Extension Service agent for 
Deal Smith County, west of Amarillo.

“Also, seed counts arc down, so bolls 
won’t be as “flufly" as usual and quality 
may take a hit, he said.

Kelley said he’s heard total crop pro­
jections of 2.S million bales for the 
Panhandle and South Plains.

"’I think that’s kind o f optimistic, 
myself." he said.

Last year, the region harvested S.3 
million bales, but that was a perfect year 
for cotton, Kelley said. A more average 
year would be alraut 4.4 million bales.

“But I don’t know what an average 
year is anymore," he said.

H  PANHANDLE:
The region con­
tinued to be rain­
less, but had cooler 
temperatures. The 
cooler weather 
helped ease some 
iif the stress on cat­

tle. Soil-moisture levels were from very 
short to short, with most counties report­
ing very short. Cotton was reported in 
mostly fair to poor condition. For the 
most part, cotton was suffering from 
a lack of water during the time when 
moisture was needed for boll set. insect 
activity was very light. Rangeland and 
pa.stures were in mostly very pimr con­
dition. Livestock producers continued to 
reduce herds and to wean calves early. 
Supplemental feeding of livestock was 
also ongoing, with hay needs increasing 
and supplies very short. Most hay fed 
w as trucked m from out of the region.

counties even reported a few show­
ers. but most of the region remained 
dry, with the drought continuing and 
the wildfire danger high. Wildfires 
destroyed 6,500 acres, 40 structures and 
nine recreational vehicles this week in 
Palo Pinto County alone. Significant 
wildfire damage was also sustained in 
Wise County from recent fire, with 500 
acres burned and several homes and out­
buildings destroyed. A fire in Montague 
County burned 1,100 acres. Producers 
were still culling herds. Having enough 
water for livestock was an issue for 
many. Hay was being trucked in from all 
over the mid-western U.S. Remaining 
liv estvKk were being given supplemental 
feed. The cotton crop was expected to 
be sparse. Even the fields under irriga­
tion were not expected to produce much. 
Farmers needed moisture to prepare

fields for wheat planting.

brought relief from 
the region’s hottesi 
summer on record. 
Scattered light rain 
fell in some coun­

ties over the weekend, bringing highs 
down to the upper 60s to mid 70s and 
lows in the 50s.
