TX unemployment rate at 8.5 percent
AUSTIN (AP) - The Texaa umm- 

ploymeol rale edged up slighlty to 
8.5 percent for Auguat, and the job 
count fell for the fim  time in almoet 
a year, the state’s employment agen­
cy said Friday.

The Texas Workforce Commission 
said the Jobless rate increased from 
8.4 percent in July, and the lots of 
1.300 total nonfarm jobs was the first 
drop since last September.

The state is experiencing its high­
est unemployment rate in nearly 25 
years, when it was reeling fixan the 
energy, real estate and banking crisis 
of the late 1980s.

’Texas condnuea to feel the pres­
sure of a stagnant national econo­
my,” commission Chairman Tom 
Pauken said.

An uptick in private sector jobs 
was offset by the loss of 9,400 gov­
ernment positions, Psuken said.

Five of the 11 sectors shed jobs last 
month, which is higher than usual. 
The biggest gain came in education 
and health services, which added
9.600 positions. Professional and 
business services added 4,200 jobs.

The other big drop came in trade, 
transportation and utilities with
4.600 jobs lost.

Unemployment rales are ac^usted 
for trends in hiring aiul fir­
ing, which most economisU believe 
give a more accivate picture of the ‘ 
job market. Without the seasonal 
adjustment, the jobless rate in Texas - 
fell to 8.5 in August from 8.7 percent 
in July.

Midland maintained the lowest 
local unemplojmient rate at 4.8 pw- 
cent. The McAllen-Edinburg-Mis- 
sion area still has the highest rate at 
12.6 percent, although that’s down 
from the revised July figure of 13.1 
percent.

1 in 6 US citizens in poverty
^^ASHINGTON (AP) - The Census Buieau reports 

the number of Americans in poverty jumped to 15.1 
percem in 2010, a 27-year high.

About 46.2 million people, or nearly I in 6, were in 
poverty. That’s up from 43.6 million, or 14.3 percent, 
in 2009. It was the highest level since 1983.

The number of people lacking health insurance 
increased to 49.9 million, a new high after revisions 
were made to 2009 figures. Losses were due mostly to 
working-age Americans who lost employer-provided 
insuraiKe in the weak economy. Main provisions of 
the health overhaul don’t take effect until 2014.

The statistics released Tuesday cover 2010, when 
U.S. unemployment averaged 9.6 percent, up from 9.3 
percent the previous year.

The median - or midpoint - household income was 
$49,445, a 2.3 percent decline from 2009.

Football returns to Bastrop
BASTROP (AP) - Another sign of recovery from 

Central Texas wildfires has happened on the athletic 
field.

The Bastrop High School football team ran on to the 
field Thursday night with a banner that read, "Out of the 
ashes we rise.” The Bears went on to defeat San Marcos 
48-23 at Memorial Stadium in Bastrop, about 25 miles 
east of Austin.

Volunteer firefighters and other emergency respond­
ers were honored during a halftime ceremony.

The Bastrop ISD canceled classes last week due to 
raging wildfires that destroyed hundreds of homes and 
scorched about 34,000 acres. Extracurricular activities 
were also called off. School resumed Monday.

Bastrop coach Gerald Perry says you see small vic­
tories every day in the community and in the players.

US oil and gas rig count up 27
HOUSTON (AP) - The number of rigs actively 

exploring for oil and natural gas in the U.S. increased 
by 27 this week to 1,985, led by a big jump in Texas.

Houston-based drilling product provider Baker 
Hughes Inc. reported Friday that 1,062 rigs were 
exploring for oil and 912 for natural gas. Eleven were 
listed as miscellaneous. A year ago this week the rig 
count stood at 1,661.

Of the major oil- and gas-producing states. Texas 
gained 11 rigs, Louisiana six, California five. West 
Virginia four. North Dakota two and Arkansas and 
Wyoming one each.

Oklahoma declined by four, Colorado two and New 
Mexico one. Alaska and Pennsylvania were unchanged.

The rig count peaked at 4,530 in 1981. A low of 488 
was recorded in 1999.

Puppy falls into drought crack
GARLAND (AP) - Moisture isn’t the only thing being 

swallowed by the drought-stricken Texas soil.
A month-old Rottweiler puppy has been rescued after 

falling into a several-inches-wide crack in the yard 
behind his new owner’s home.

Garland animal control officers on Thursday dug down 
to reach the squealing puppy, in a rescue captured on 
videotape.

The Dallas-area family had just obtained the male 
puppy on Wednesday. Ten-year-old Ketrick Sanders was 
in tears, saying he feared his new pet was going to die.

Officers used shovels and their bare hands to expand 
the crack, which went down a couple of feet. Water was 
also used to soften the ground, allowing workers to free 
the unharmed puppy.

Drought closes athletic fields
DALLAS (AP) - Some soccer fields in Dallas have 

been closed for repairs because of deep cracks blamed 
on the lingering drought.

KTVT-TV reports the severe drought has forced the 
city of Dallas to shut down as many as two dozen ath­
letic fields for safety reasons.

Ken Beam with the Dallas Parks and Recreation 
Department said Thursday that the city is spreading 
tons of dirt over the damaged fields to fill the cracks. 
He says some of the openings are up to 2 feet deep. 
Beam says the fields are being graded and watered to 
be made safe again for league play.

Man steals 16,000 identities
DALLAS (AP) - A man has been sentenced to federal 

prison for stealing about 16,000 identities — including 
those of U.S. soldiers -- and using their credit cards.

Rene Quimby was sentenced Thursday to more than 
six years behind bars and ordered to pay more than 
$210,000 in restitution. Th< 42-year-old pleaded guilty 
in May to fraud and aggravated identity theft

Prosecutors say Quimby used the stolen identities 
to buy computers, digital cameras and appliances 
from the website of the Army and Air Force Exchange 
Service in 2007. (^im by had the merchandise sent to 
addresses in southern Cdifomia, then sold it.

Dallas-based AAFES owns and operates thousands 
of retail stores on military installations worldwide. The 
money it generates is used to ftmd programs that help 
troops, including those in war zones.

Assistant football coach fired
AUSTIN, (AP) A longtime assistant to Texas foot­

ball coach Mack Brown was fired earlier this year for 
sexual harassment, according to documents obtained 
by ESPN.

The "Outside the Lines” program obtained docu­
ments from the university’s investigation of Cleve 
Bryant.

A Texas football department employee who gradu­
ated from the school a few years ago filed a sexual 
harassment complaint about a year ago. A university 
investigator then determined that Bryant made repeated 
unwanted sexual advances toward the young woman.

Bryant was the Longhorns’ associate athletics direc­
tor for football operations. He also oversaw game-day 
opererionn, toana travel and recruiting weekends.

Bryant, is married, denied all of the allegations. 
He appealed hia March firing. Texas has declined to 
comment on the sUtus of his appeal.

MESQUITE (AP) - 
Texas school districts have 
shown little progress in the 
two years since the state 
s ta r t^  measuring them 
for academic performance 
and district spending, with 
only about 4 percent of 
the districts earning the 
top rating, according to a 
report released Thursday.

The report from 
Comptroller Susan Combs 
nearly mirrored those from 
the report’s debut last 
year. Of the 46 districts 
getting the top rating of 
five stars this year - three 
more than last year - half 
got the designation in both 
years, including the subur­
ban Dallas school district

of Mesquite.
Comba said she would 

like to see an increase in 
those getting the top rating 
but noted that the purpose 
of the study was to inspire 
districts, liic  website fea­
turing the report offers 
examples of ways districts 
are achieving greater effi­
ciency while also seeing 
students achieve academic 
success, she said.

"You see a five-star 
district like Mesquite and 
then a nearby district says, 
‘How did they do that?’” 
she said. "It’s meant to be 
positive. It’s not a ‘got­
cha,’ it’s a ‘wow.’”

Combs was asked by the 
2009 Legislature to com­

pile a report that showed 
which dutricts were get­
ting both academic suc­
cess and cost effective­
ness in the way they spent 
money. In the face of a 
$27 billion state budget 
shortfall, the 2011 Texas 
Legislature cut $4 billion 
over the next two years 
in frinding for school dis­
tricts.

For the report. Combs 
ranked 1.237 school dis­
tricts and charter schools. 
A district getting the 
highest designation ranks 
among the top 20 percent 
of districts in academic 
progress with spending 
kept among the lowest 20 
percent of fiscally compa­

rable districts.
About 2 1 percent of dis­

tricts got ratings of four to 
four-and-a-half stars this 
year, compared to about 20 
percent last year. About 34 
percent got ratings of three 
to three-and-half stars, 
compared to about 36 per­
cent last year. Meanwhile, 
about 30 percent got two 
to two-and-a-half stars this 
year compared to about 
31 percent last year. And 
about 11 percent got one 
to one-and-a-half-star rat­
ings this year compared to 
about 10 percent last year.

Combs said it’s a report 
she’ll update with new 
numbers each year.

Texas redistricting trial wraps up without ruling
SAN ANTONIO (AP) 

- Attorneys for the state 
maintained in federal 
court Friday that new 
election districts drawn 
by the Republican-led 
Legislature were designed 
within the law, with more 
consideration given to 
county lines and politics 
than race and ethnicity.

The Texas attorney gen­
eral’s office wrapped up 
the nine-day trial with 
closing arguments before 
a panel of three federal 
judges, who indicated 
before adjourning that they 
would wait for the Justice 
Department to weigh in on 
the new Texas redistrict­
ing maps before issuing a 
ruling.

Several minority and 
Democratic groups filed a 
lawsuit over the redistrict­
ing maps approved dur­
ing the summer, alleging 
new voting district lines 
are illegally discrimina­
tory because they cam­
ouflage a statewide surge 
in Hispanic growth dur­

ing the past decade. They 
argue the growth warrants 
more districts with enough 
Hispanic voters to elect the 
candidate of their choice.

The state's attorney sa 's  
the maps weren’t drawn 
with prejudice and pre­
serve the voting power of 
minorities.

"The basis we have here 
for any race-based redis­
tricting just doesn’t exist.” 
said state attorney David 
Schenck.

Texas received four new 
seats in the U.S. House 
based on the most recent 
census population count. 
That was more than any 
other state and came in 
the wake of a population 
boom overwhelmingly 
driven by Hispanics.

Plaintiffs argued the 
surge in Hispanic growth 
warranted those residents 
getting more representa­
tion in new districts, yet 
the Republican plan splits 
Hispanic and black com­
munities so conservative 
white residents would be

more likely to win seats in 
Congress.

The Texas NAACP, also 
among the plaintiffs, has 
argued growth in Texas’ 
black p<ipulation merits at 
least one new black dis­
trict on the congressional 
map.

The plaintiffs, includ­
ing minority groups and 
liemocrats, wrapped up 
their arguments Thursday.

The new congressional 
map, signed this summer 
by Gov. Rick Perry, was 
drawn with the goal of 
protecting and expanding

state’s 23-9 Republican 
majority in Washington. 
The state House map also 
was part of the lawsuits.

Under the Voting Rights 
Act, new Texas maps 
must be cleared by the 
U.S. Department of Justice 
to ensure the changes do 
not diminish minority rep­
resentation. That case is 
pending in Washington.

Attorneys have said they 
don’t expect a ruling in the 
Texas case until there’s a 
decision from the Justice 
Department.

Perry’s response is his 
sharpest attack yet on 
Romney, who ran for pres­
ident in 2(K)8 but failed to 
win the nomination. Perry 
was making stops across 
Iowa, home of the leadoff 
caucuses.

Upward mobility? Most are just surviving
The folks are getting hosed. 

According to the American Debt 
Advisor outfit, 80 percent of us 
now owe money to creditors. If you 
exclude mortgages and car pay­
ments. about 50 percent of us are in 
debt. And that’s why the economy is 
having so much trouble. Consumers 
have to be very careful about what 
they buy, or risk sinking into insol- 
veiKy.

Some pundits place the blame on 
unemployment, which is currently 
just over 9 percent. But that’s not 
what is driving debt. Taxation it.

The mean salary in America is just 
about $50,0(X). But if you live in 
Los Angeles. Boston. San Francisco 
or New York, earning 50K means 
you’re poor. The cost of living in 
most urban areas is now so high that 
a S250,(XX) salary is middle income. 
President Obama might not under­
stand this, but we, the people, do.

Let’s take the situation in New 
York State. New Yorkers like me 
pay federal income tax. state income 
tax. New York City income tax and 
property taxes if wc own a home. In 
fact, per capita property tax in the 
Empire State is about SI,900 a year. 
Sales tax per capita, another SI,700

per year.
(iasoline tax in New York:

45 cents a gallon. Cellphone 
tax and fees of 23 percent are 
added to your monthly bill.
There arc also tolls, and taxes 
on your driver’s license, cig­
arettes and alcohol. The hits 
just keep on coming.

The only relief for New 
Yorkers is knowing the tax 
simation is worse in New 
Jersey.

All over the USA, working 
folks are bleeding take-home pay. 
Obama says he wants to extend the 
payroll Ux cut, and that’s fine. But 
tliat’s a proverbial drop of water into 
a bottomless well.

Folks just don’t have much money 
to spend. So how on earth is the 
economy going to improve? Who’s 
going to buy stuff? With so much 
money being taken from everyday 
Americans by their elected represen­
tatives in Wa^ington and in tfie state 
capitals, there’s simply not enough 
c a ^  being spent in the marketplace 
to return the nation to economic 
proaperity.

NASA; Satellite 
pieces to hit Earth 
in about a week

WASHINGTON (AP) - U.S. space officials 
say they expect a dead satellite to fall to Earth 
in ab(MX a week.

NASA has been watching the 6-ton satellite 
closely. On Friday officials moved up their 
prediction for its arrival to Sept. 23, give or 
take a day.

NASA scientists have calculated the .satel­
lite will break into 26 pieces as it gets closer 
to Earth. The odds of it hitting someone 
anywhere on the planet are I in 3,200. The 
heaviest piece to hit the ground will be about 
350 pounds, but no one has ever been hit by 
falling space junk in the past.

NASA expects to give the public more 
detailed information early next week. For 
now, all continents except Antarctica could 
be hit by satellite debris.

Fortified with her MLS 
and her desire to see the 
world, she strtick out for 
her first job in Washington. 
DC. Determined to realize 
her dream to know France, 
she saved her money and 
took her first trip to Europe. 
She loved Paris and wanted 
to live there. She found an 
interesting job running the 
library at an international 
affairs institute, in English. 
French and Spanish. Still 
in love with Paris and 
eager to enter the United 
Nations system, she applied 
at (INE.SCO headquarters. 
Eventually she received an 
otTer, but at the UNESCO 
office for Asia in Bangkok, 
not in Paris. She ttx>k this 
job and thus began her 
UN career and her love of 
Asia. I raveling throughout 
the region and developing 
libraries and information 
services, she also honed 
her hobby of collecting 
handicrafts and support­
ing women and community 
groups. She was based in 
Bangkok during the mid 
|970's at the end phase of 
the contlicts nearby, and 
t(H)k a special interest in 
CambtKlia.

I hen she iranslerred to 
the United Nations in New 
York, beginning at the UN 
Library and later develop­
ing library and intorma- 
tion services at several UN 
agencies and visiting some 
Idriy countries. During 
these New York years, she 
continued her interest in 
handicrafts and women's 
development in Asia and

beyond. She founded a 
company wHh two friends. 
South Oiina Seas. They 
focus on beautiful objects 
made by women and com­
munity groups, offering 
them new horizons.

One day in New York 
she received a letter fh>m 
a friend in Bangkok, say­
ing that he had met an 
extraordinary young man, 
Sichan Siv, who had just 
escaped the killing fields of 
Cambodia, and was being 
resettled as a refugee in 
Connecticut. The friend 
gave him Martha’s address 
and number, in case he came 
to Manhattan. They met 
on September 15. 1977 and 
the rest is history. Martha 
and Sichan married at the 
First Presbyterian Church 
in Pampa on December 24, 
1983. At -7 degrees F, that 
day Pampa was one of the 
coldest places in the US and 
Sichan fulfilled his desire 
to become a naturalized 
Texan. They have spent 
much happy time in Pampa 
and the Panhandle, ofien 
featured in the local media.

Afier completing his 
Master's at Columbia 
University and work­
ing in New York, in 1989 
Sichan was selected to 
work at the White House 
by President (ieorge H.W. 
Bush, as Deputy Assistant 
to the President. Iliis was 
truly an American dream 
story for a refugee from 
C ambodia who had arrived 
in America just thirteen 
years earlier with two dol­
lars in his p<Kket. With this 
extraordinary opportunity, 
Martha and Sichan reliKat- 
ed to Wa.shiiigton. IX and 
enjoyed every day of four 
years at the While House. 
Martha transferred to the 
World Bank in Washington.
I rom 1989 to 2(M)6 she was 
a senior information man­
ager on a variety of innova­
tive projects to capture and 
share the lessons learned 
from World Bank develop­
ment activities, receiving 
international recognition. 
From 2001 to 2(8)6. Sichan 
was honored to serve as a 
United States Ambassador 
to the United Nations in 
New York, appointed by
