Cause electrical on massive fire

DALLAS (AP) — Fire officials say the wildfire that
killed two people and destroyed more than 1,500 homes
in Central Texas was most likely caused by something
electrical

l'he Texas Forest Service said Tuesday that the
investigation was complete on the blaze that started
Labor Day weekend and forced thousands of residents
to evacuate in Bastrop County, about 25 miles east of
Austin

Further details on the investigation weren't immedi-
ately available. The forest service didn’t immediately
return a phone call seeking comment

l'he wildfire burned out of control for several days
and ultimately blackened more than 34,000 acres

Accused rapist said mentally ill

EDNA (AP) A psychiatrist has told a Southeast
lexas jury he believes a Texas man suspected of being
a serial rapist who targeted older women suffers from
multiple personality disorder.

But prosecutors on Tuesday played an audiotape in
which the suspect, 54-year-old Billy Joe Harris, can be
heard describing a court appearance in which he fell to
the floor and shook as part of a “picture show.”

Harris has pleaded not guilty by reason of insanity,
but prosecutors say his defense is a “con.”

A former Texas prison employee, Harris is being
tried in the alleged rape of a disabled woman in Edna,
about 100 miles southwest of Houston.

Authorities say DNA samples link Harris to five
other assaults or attempted assaults over two years in
Central and Southeast Texas.

Solar storage project online

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP) New Mexico's
largest electric utility is hoping a new energy storage
project will help address some of the challenges of tap-
ping solar and other renewable energy sources

Public Service Company of New Mexico says its 500
kilowatt array and accompanying high-tech batteries
make for the first solar storage facility to be fully inte-
grated into the power grid.

I'he $8.7 million demonstration project on the south
end of Albuquerque is the first of 16 smart grid projects
partially funded by federal stimulus money to be fully
operational

PNM is working on the project with researchers from
Sandia National Laboratories and two New Mexico
colleges

One of the goals is to develop a way for managing
solar energy so it can be accessed when most needed,
rather than only when the sun shines

Ogden won't seek reelection

BRYAN (AP) Steve Ogden, one of the most
powerful state senators in Texas, says he won’t seek
re-election next year

He said in a statement issued on Tuesday that he
expects to finish his term which ends in Jan. 2013

Ogden, who is an oil and gas producer, did not say
why he decided not to run for the Senate again

I'he Republican from southeast Texas town of Bryan
has served in the Senate since 1997

Ogden has headed the Senate Finance Committee
since 2004. He was President Pro Tempore of the
Senate

He says Texas is home so “it has been a profound
privilege to play a part in her continued growth and
overall improvement.”

In addition to budget issues, Ogden has focused on
education, child protection and transportation safety

Workers excape rig explosion

WATONGA, Okla. (AP) — Workers at an Oklahoma
natural gas rig that exploded had enough prior warning
that they were all able to make it to safety, the county
sheriff said Tuesday.

About a dozen workers at the well operafted by
Continental Resources Inc. managed to flee the site
before the blast Monday night, Blaine County Sheriff
Ricky Ainsworth said. A Continental spokeswoman
confirmed there were no injuries.

“It was a very huge fireball coming from the rig,
and it's still burning,” Ainsworth said Tuesday. “It has
settled down some, but it's definitely still burning.”

Continental spokeswoman Kristin Miskovsky said
the well could keep burning for several days before the
damaged rig can be cleared and the fire extinguished.

The explosion and ensuing fire forced the evacuation
of about 20 homes within a two-mile radius, Ainsworth
said. Some residents were allowed to return home but
those living closest to the rig were not. A shelter was
set up at the Blaine County fairgrounds for displaced
residents

The cause of the fire remains under investigation,
and a well-control team was brought to the site to
assess the situation, Miskovsky said.

Patterson-UTI Drilling LLC owns and operates the
rig, but Continental Resources is the operutor of the
well, Miskovsky said.

Pantex

site, Boyer spoke at Tuesday’s
Chamber of Commerce lun-
cheon, giving a brief summa-
tion of the facility’s security
procedures, safety practices
and history

He spoke of Pantex’s begin-
nings as a munitions plant in
1942 and its closure at the end
of World War 11, upon which
the government sold the land to
T'exas Technical College (now
Texas Tech) for $1, under the
agreement that it could be
reclaimed by the government
at any point in the future under
no charge. The govemment
did so in 1951, when the plant
was refurbished for nuclear
weapons assembly. The site’s
primary function changed
again in 1989, when Pantex
went from a facility that built
nuclear weapons to one that
dismantled them — from tac-
tical ordinances small enough
to be fired from a shoulder-
mounted bazooka to ones the
size of a Volkswagen bus

The last major accident at
Pantex was at 1979, Boyer
said, when a press inside a
high explosive machining
facility exploded. Two people
were killed and three more
were injured; because of this,
today all of Pantex’s machin-
ing on high explosives is done
remotely with cameras and
remote controlled equipment

This decision was one of
many made over the years by
Boyer’s office to reduce the
risk factor to which Pantex
employees are exposed

“It's all about health and
safety. We're involved in
making sure the workers of
Pantex are safe and healthy
and we don't let OSHA (the
Occupational Safety and
Health Administration) come
in that's going to give the boss
reason to not want me to be
working there,” Boyer said
with a chuckle

Those safety and security
protocols involve everything
from maintaining Pantex’s
facilities to having onsite first
responders comparable to
those of a small town (Pantex
has its own police, paramedics
and fire department, the lat
ter two of which have mutual
support agreements with many
area communities) to subject-
ing its employees to a ngor-
ous training program before
they are allowed to approach
nuclear armaments

“In order to be a SPO (police
officer) at Pantex, someone
just brand new coming in,
they have to have about eight
months of training before they
are allowed to enter a cell or a
bay where we keep our weap
ons at in order to protect that
weapon,” Boyer said. “If you
think that’s bad, the produc
tion technicians, the ones that
actually put their hands on the
weapon, go to school for about
a year before they're allowed
to touch a real weapon

[hose technicians also have
to go through annual refresher
courses to keep themselves
\h.lq\ Boyer said

“And at no time ever does
one person have access 1o a
weapon all alone,” he added
“We always have two people
s0 no one can do something
without being observed. We're
very, very safety and security
conscious.”

Even the tools that Pantex
uses to dismantle its nuclear
weapons must eam a strict
stamp of approval

“Think about this,” Boyer
said. “If you have a nucle-
ar weapon, you don't go to
Harbor Freight to buy your
tools... Our tooling depart-
ment designs all the tools we
use for our weapons, and we
build our own. If you've got
a nuclear weapon that’s the
size of a Volkswagen bus and
you need to tum it over, you
don’t just get four burly guys
and say, ‘Let’s flip this sucker
over.” There’s a special tool
that attaches in a certain way
s0 you could rotate it and tum
it over safely.”

Of course, no talk about
safety and security at Pantex is
complete without addressing
the dangerous materials stored
within the facility’s walls. The

part of the safety and industrial
hygiene department, it's my

job to make sure that those
other things other than radio-
active, nuclear type resources
are kept safe,” he said. “We
have our chemical control pro-
gram, we look at all sorts of
1ssues having to do with the
workers noise, vibration,
lighting, all sorts of things

“There’s concern about if
we spill something at Pantex,
if it gets out of hand, if we
drop anything, if something
goes wrong, how will it affect
the local communities,” Boyer
continued. “We do a lot of
things to make sure that we
don’t spill things, or if we
do, we have an appropriate
response to be able to stop
or mitigate issues before any-
one is affected. One of the
things we recently did was
Pantex bought up most of the
property around the perimeter
of the plant. We don’t have
any really close neighbors any
longer. We own a lot of that
property and we’re not going
to let anybody else live there,
just in case.”

Pantex, according to Boyer
also has an active Environment
Protection Group which scruti
nizes any possible local con
tanunation

“These folks have monitor
ing wells that they have sunk,
he said. “Some of you have
probably heard about contami-
nation in the perched aqui
fer underneath Pantex. The
perched aquifer 1s not where
we get our drinking water
from. It’s higher elevation up
in the underground area, and
there is some contamination
there that goes back to the
40s and 50s, when they didn’t
think it was anything to worry
about at that time

‘Now we know better, and
we have a pump-and-treat
process going on where they
pump water out of that perched
aquifer, treat it and then pump
it right back into the ground
Slowly, we’re bringing those
numbers down... (Now), they
weren't very high to begin
with. We had some solvents
and some high explosive mate
rials that were found in the
perched aquifer in the parts per
trillion. That's like a couple
of drops in an Olympic-sized
swimming pool, but we’re still
treating it because we are that
concerned about our environ
ment.”

Other programs that Pantex
has in place include a group
of 90 people dedicated solely
to controlling radiation levels
a team of explosives safety
experts traned to examine
the bombs themselves and a

program that monitors Pantex
employees for possible at-nsk
behaviors that could decrease
workplace safety. It's a formu-
la that has produced results and
accolades, according to Boyer

“We are a VPP Star Site,”
he said. “Voluntary Protection
Program. It was started by
OSHA back in the early 90s
DOE (Department of Energy)
built their own VPP program
in about 1993 or 1994, and as
of last year, Pantex became
a VPP Star Site, which is the
highest level of accomplish-
ment that you can have. We're
very proud of that.”

Of Pantex’s future, Boyer
said that the plant will have
a purpose long after its cur

job,” Boyer said. “1 pray to
God it’s true. | would love
to see the day when the last
nuclear weapon is dismantled
and this world is free of that...
We just broke ground for a
high explosive pressing facil-
ity that's going to be built by
the Army Corps of Engineers,”
he said. “In about five or six
years, it's going to be done,
and one of the things we will
be doing for the Department of
Energy is building high explo-
sives, not necessarily nuclear
weapons. So Pantex will have
a mission going on for decades
still, long after I retire and
hopefully long after anybody
who's there retires.”

If we incline too
much to democracy, we shall soon
shoot into a monarchy, or some other
form of dictatorship.”

In his column, “Democracy Versus
Walter Willilams cites
Hamilton, James Madison and John
Randolph, who wrote of “the follies
and turbulence” of democracy, and
John Adams

Democracy never lasts long. It
soon wastes, exhausts and murders
itself. There never was a democracy
yet that did not commit suicide.’

Yet what our fathers feared we
embrace. For it may fairly be said
of this generation that it worships
democracy. Indeed, the fanaticism
of this faith in democracy as the path
to worldly salvation causes many to
hail any and all revolutions against
any and all autocrats

One wonders: How is it that this
childlike faith endures?

After all, the French Revolution
gave us the Terror and Napoleonic
wars. The Russian Revolution gave
us Lenin, Stalin and 70 years of total-
itarian horrors. Mao’s revolution put
30 million Chinese in early graves.

Cuba’s revolution gave us an end
to freedom and 50 years of Fidel's
cult of personality. Iran’'s revolution
that took down the Shah raised up
the Ayatollah

One would think we would have
learned a little skepticism

Yet no sooner had the crowds in
l'unis turned out their autocrat and
the throngs taken over Tahrir Square
in Cairo than our giddy elites were
proclaiming the “Arab Spring” and
demanding the United States get on
the side of the Arab street against all
autocrats

Yet Hosni Mubarak, though a ruth-

Nontheless, Obama is now barn-
storming the country, rallying
crowds to demand that Congress
“stop the political circus and actually
do something to help the economy”
by passing his plan. Fine ... but what
about the corporate circus? And the
Wall Street circus?

It’s time to stop coddling these
gluttonous narcissists. America 1s
in crisis, sinking toward depression
The president should really get bold
by calling out and shaming corporate
executives who suck up America’s
wealth, then turn their backs on us,
as though the only loyalty they owe
is to their own avarice -- none to their
country. Likewise, he should kick
the bailed-out bankers right in their
ample butts and insist publicly that
they start making loans to America’s
smaller business that do want to cre-

Before we endorse the right of
all peoples to have what they want,
perhaps we should know what they
want. For in the Mideast, it appears
that most would like to throw us out

and throw our Israeli friends into the
sea.
