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La. extends hay lim it waiver
BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) - Louisiana says loads of 

hay may keep going to Texas through December to help 
drought-stricken cattle fanners.

The usual size restrictions and permit fees had 
been scheduled to resume Sept. 30. But Agriculture 
Commissioner Mike Strain says the waiver was extended 
Friday so Louisiana farmers can keep sending more hay 
at a time, at the lowest possible cost.

Strain says the waiver allows securely bound, round 
hay bales side-by-side on trailers up to 12 feet across and 
14 feet high.

Carriers, owners and drivers must verify beforehand 
that the dimensions and weight are acceptable for all 
routes traveled, and within weight limits for bridges and 
úthci suuvtuics. Vcliivlcs musí have piupci iiiiiiurs, and 
the oversize vehicles may only travel during daylight.

Siblings plead guilty to charges
McALLEN (AP) - Two brothers and a sister with ties 

to a drug trafficking ring linked to Mexico’s Gulf cartel 
and run by a retired Mexican state police commander 
have pleaded guilty to federal drug and money launder­
ing charges in McAllen.

U.S. District Judge Randy Crane told Juan Oscar 
Garza-Alanis and Josué Ruperto Garza on Monday that 
they could face life in prison at sentencing in December.

The Garza brothers and Cantalicia Garza, the sister 
who pleaded guilty to the same charges Friday, helped 
move cocaine from Mexico to the U.S. and the cash rev­
enue from drug sales in the opposite direction for Carlos 
Landin Martinez.

At the time, Landin Martinez was second in command 
in Reynosa, Mexico, for the Gulf cartel. He was sen­
tenced to life in prison in April 2008.

Drought means smaller pumpkins
DALLAS (AP) - A state agriculture official says Texans 

can expect to see smaller pumpkins this Halloween 
because o f the punishing drought.

Russ Wallace of the Texas AgriLife Extension Service 
tells The Dallas Morning News for a story in Monday’s 
editions that the weight of the state’s harvested crop is 
expected to be 40 to 50 percent lower than usual.

Wallace says supply seems to be OK for now.
Most of the state’s pumpkins come from West Texas, 

where lack of rainfall and extremely high temperatures 
hurt this year’s crop. Farmers used soaker hoses and 
irrigation in attempt to keep pumpkin vines moist, but 
Wallace says high temperatures simply shut down plants.

Customers say they’ve noticed that the pumpkins look 
smaller this year.

Voting machine rule thrown out
WASHINGTON (AP) - The Supreme Court has thrown 

out a ruling on the use of a certain electronic voting 
machine in Texas.

The high court without comment declared moot an 
appeal o f a ruling against Dallas County, Texas. That 
county was sued by the Texas Democratic Party over the 
use o f iVotronic machines.

They allow people to vote straight-party tickets, but 
if the voter subsequently touches any of the candidates 
in that party on the screen, their vote for that person is 
rescinded.

Officials say the Justice Department approved the 
machines, but federal courts in Texas say the straight- 
line voting change was not explicitly approved. Chad 
Duim, the lawyer for the Texas Democratic Party, said 
now the county must get precleafance from the Justice 
Department before using the machines.

The high court declarcxl the case against the machines 
inoot since the Justice Department has now cleared the 
machines, and ordered another part back to court to 
decide a fight over attorney fees.
■ Before machines, Dallas County used pafier ballots. If 

a voter selected a straight ticket, and that party's candi­
date, his or her vote for that candidate would count.
’The cases are Dallas County v Texas Democratic Party, 

10-755 and 10-1183.

Drought subject o f meeting
FORT WORTH (AP) - Federal and state weather 

forecasters and climate experts are getting together to 
brainstorm about the epic 20)1 Texas drought and what 
weather trends might signal for the future.

This year’s drought already has cost the Texas agri­
culture and cattle industries more than S5 billion. 
Intensifying La Nina conditions in the equatorial waters 
of the Pacific Ocean signal the approach o f another dry 
winter. That means little to no relief fram the drought 
conditions.

State climatologist John Nielsen-Gammon already has 
told the Austin American-Statesman that the drought 
could be the beginning o f a decade-long dry spell. He 
will join Natiorial Weather Service fcnecasters and cli­
matologists from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration in Monday’s discussion in Fort Worth.

Reasons to be bullish on the stock market

Creator's Syndicate

There has been so much volatil­
ity and panic in the stock market 
lately that maybe it’s time to step 
back and take a longer perspective. 
When “everyone knows” that a 
recession is coming, when “every­
one knows” that the Fed is “push­
ing on a string” and when “every­
one knows” that the politicians 
are going to mess up the econo­
my again, and when “everyone 
knows” that the European currency 
is in trouble —  well, then, maybe 
all the bad news —  or almost all of 
it —  is already in the market.

This column has never been 
about maiket timing. But 1 would 
like to persuade you to stick to 
your appropriate stock allocation 
in your retirement plan —  and to 
keep on investing in stocks with 
every new contribution.

Here are just a few reasons to 
be bullish —  for the long run — 
from some market analysts who . 
make a good argument for stand­
ing against the crowd.

Volatility extremes: Jim Stack 
of InvesTech Research (www. 
lnvesTech.com) notes that a num­
ber of his indicators have been in 
extremes never seen before. For 
example, he notes that in the big 
selling rout on Monday, Aug. 8, 
the number of declining stocks 
outnumbered advancing stocks by 
a 77-to-one ratio — a ratio so 
extreme that it has never been 
seen before, including on Black 
Monday of 1987, when the Dow 
Jones industrial average plunged 
22.6 percent. On that day, the ratio 
of decliners over advancers was 49 
to one.

Stack is a market historian who 
keeps track of these kinds of statis­
tics. He notes that the panic selling 
dajs last menth were rounds of 
panic buying, where the ratio of 
up-to-down volume exceeded 15 
to one for three days within one 
week. He notes that “in over 50 
years of volume data, we’ve never 
seen two days (with that extreme 
ratio) within two weeks — let 
alone three in one week!”

statistic: “The S&P 5 ^ ^ ^ d e x  
closed up or down more than 4 
percent in five of the six days dur­
ing the wild swings of Aug. 3-11. 
The la.st time that occurred was in 
June 1932.”

Indeed, these are unusual times 
biased on stock msrkct his­

tory. And those, along with other 
fascinating indicators, have Stack 
wondering whether this extreme 
volatility is more characteristic of 
a bear market bottom —  than the 
start of a new bear market.

Stack does acknowledge that 
fading consumer confidence could 
lead to another recession — bad 
news for business. But he points 
out that it’s a rare opportunity to 
buy blue chips like Coca Cola, 
Microsoft and Wal-Mart (stocks 
held in his managed portfolios) 
at price-earnings ratios between 
eight to 13 times trailing earnings. 
Stack thinks it more likely that “we 
could be at or near a classic buying 
opportunity that would propel the 
market considerably higher over 
the months ahead as those reces­
sion fears dissipate.”

Measuring stick: With the Dow 
trading at just below 11,000, it 
may appear that stock prices are 
still relatively high. The peak for 
the past 12 months was 12,876, 
made on May 2, 2011. And the 
12-month low was made almost 
exactly a year ago — at 10,403 on 
Sept. 10,2010.

But just remember, the Dow 
closed at 6,763 on March 2, 2(X)9. 
You survived that disaster, and 
caught the upside rebound 
unless you panicked and sold at 
the bottom.

It’s easy to simply measure the 
performance of the stock market by 
the Dow — a number that makes 
headlines. Few are as conversant 
with the levels of the broader- 
based S&P 500 index. But that’s 
the marker for a different kind of

bullish argument.
At the stock market peak in 

rt2(X)0, the ratio of the S&P 500 
I index to the price o f 1 ounce 
of gold was over 5.5x. At the 
maiket lows, in 2(X)9, that ratio 
bottomed at 0.8x. And today, the 

S&P/gold ratio is even below that 
level — currently at 0.7x.

You might ask why you should 
compare stock valuations to gold. 
Some see gold as the most uni­
versal form of currency, an infla­
tion hedge because it cannot be 
debased the way paper currency 
c,nr. Since, over the long run (20 
years), the stock market has typi­
cally beat inflation, it seems fair 
to compare stock prices by this 
yardstick.

If you consider the S&P in terms 
of gold, the stock market is now 
down about 85 percent from its 
peak in 2000 before the dot-com 
bubble burst. While the market 
may have further to decline, it 
is interesting to consider whether 
we are far closer to a bottom than 
to a top in the market — at least 
based on the ratio of stocks to gold 
prices. (Or, yes, maybe gold will 
fall — something it seems unwill­
ing to do, as currency values are 
called into question.)

Bears meet bulls: Every trading 
day the bears and the bulls meet to 
disagree about valuations. Every 
time a stock is traded, someone is 
selling and thinking they've gotten 
the best price. On the other side of 
the trade is a buyer, expecting pric­
es to move higher. So there will 
certainly be plenty of disagreement 
over these bullish arguments.

It’s just that with almost every­
one so worried about recession and 
so Jtearish on the market, I thought 
it might be time for some contrary 
opinions. And that’s The Savage 
Truth.

Texas man imprisoned for wife’s death to be freed

GEORGETOWN. Texas 
(AP) - Texas prosecutors 
agreed Monday to release 
an Austin man sentenced 
to life in prison in the 1986 
beating death of his wife 
in 1986 after new DNA 
tests .showed another man 
was likely responsible.

Michael Morton’s case 
will likely raise more ques­
tions about Williamson 
County District Attorney 
John Bradley, a Gov. Rick 
Perry appointee whose ten­
ure on the Texas Forensic 
Science Commission 
has been controversial. 
Bradley has been critical 
o f the commission’s inves­
tigation of the Cameron 
Todd Willingham case. 
Willingham was executed 
in 20()4 after being con­
victed o f arson in the 
deaths o f his three chil­
dren, but experts have con­
cluded the forensic science 
in the case was faulty.

The Innocence Project, 
a New York-based orga­
nization that specializes 
in using DNA testing to 
overturn wrongful convic­
tions, has accused Bradley 
o f suppressing evidence 
that would have helped 
clear Morton.

Morton was convicted 
on circumstantial evi­
dence and sentenced to 
life in prison for his wife’s 
August 1986 beating 
death. But new DNA tests 
done cm a bandana found

near Morton’s home found 
blood from his wife and a 
California felon.

Authorities are now 
investigating whether that 
man was responsible for 
at least one other Austin 
slaying, that of Debra Jan 
Baker, who was blud­
geoned to death in her 
(vaH in 1^88 In fset co!il 
case investigators say they 
now believe the man may 
have be a serial killer who 
operated in the area in the 
1980s.

A judge has said he
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would set terms for 
Morton’s release, which 
is expected Tuesday or 
Wednesday.

District Judge Sid Harle 
said it was up to a court 
of appeals to make a final 
determination on overturn­
ing Morton’s conviction.

Prosecutors claimed 
N^orton
and bludgeoned his wife, 
Christine Morton, when 
she wouldn’t have sex

with him following a din­
ner to celebrate his 32nd 
birthday.

Morton maintained his. 
innocence, contending the 
crime was committed by* 
an intruder.

Christie matter — say­
ing, “Great speech at the 
Reagan Library, but he’s 
not gonna run for president” 
— the New York Post comes 
along with a story that says 
the New Jersey governor

Apparently the Reagan 
Library experience had 
3 big impact on Christie, 
and others. He’s now being 
urged to go for it by Nancy 
Reagan, Henry Kissinger, 
former president George W. 
Bush and former first lady 
Barbara Bush.

According to the Post 
story, even Christie’s wife 
Mary Pat is warming to the 
idea.

1 don’t have anything to 
add to this in the way of a 
forecast. But it does give 
me a hook to weigh in on 
Christie’s speech. It was 
uplifting and inspiring. As 
many have commented, it 
was a Reagan leadership 
speech on exceptionalism, 
or “earned American excepi- 
tionalism,” as The Wall 
Street Journal editors put it. 
1 agree.

There are a couple a 
points that 1 want to empha­
size. though.

First, Christie “gets” the 
linkage between domestic 
economic growth, national 
security and foreign-policy 
influence. This was an abso­
lute key Reagan principle.

Reagan’s firing of the

PATCO“workers was heard 
around the world by the 
old Soviet Union. But it 
was Reagan’s tax cuts, lim­
ited government, deregula­
tion, disinflation (with Paul 
Volcker) and free-trade pol­
icies that grew the economy 
by nearly 5 percent annually 
during the recovery period 
of the 1980s, with nearly 
20 million new jobs added. 
That ultimately knocked out 
the Soviet Union. (Throw 
in deregulated oil prices, 
too. They decimated Soviet 
coffers.)

Second, at the Reagan 
Library, Christie talk­
ed about the New Jersey 
model, where in a tough 
war against government 
unions and teachers, divid­
ed government worked to 
reform the state’s pension 
and health benefits, cap 
property taxes and hold 
down arbitration. awards 
for union salaries. (Christie 
didn’t mention this, but he 
also stopped the million­
aire’s tax in New Jersey.)

And while the governor 
said there was compromise 
on a bipartisan basis, and 
while he emphasized lead­
ership in compromise sev­
eral times in his speech, 
he noted that he balanced 
two budgets with over $ 13 
billion in deficits without 
raising taxes.

So there’s compromise, 
and there’s compromise.

In New Jersey, Christie 
has set an example for the 
U.S. Congress. What he

Third, Christie is a growth 
guy. He getsihat.

Numerous times in the 
speech the governor spoke 
about pro-growth tax 
reform along with entitle­
ment reform and free trade. 
He came down on the side 
of the entrepreneur, not the 
government planner. And 
he said he’d opt for free- 
market reform in education. 
These are important policy 
markers if he decides to run.

Additionally, in what 
may have been the speech’s 
toughest passage, Christie 
blasted President Obama 
for dividing the nation 
along class-warfare lines: 
“Telling those who are
s c a r e d  a n d  s t n i o o l i n o  t h a t

the only way their lives can 
get better is to diminish the 
success of others trying 
to cynically convince those 
who are suffering that the 
American economic pie is 
no longer a growing one

.,. insisting that we must 
tax and take and demon­
ize those who have already 
achieved the American 
dream ... is a demoraliz­
ing message for America. ” 
(Italics are mine.)

That helped make .the 
Christie speech truly superb.

American economic psy­
chology today is depressed 
and dispirited. It is, in fact, 
demoralized. And President 
Obama’s contribution as 
a divider is a key part of 
this demoralization. Not the 
only part. There are other 
culprits. But a key part.

In effect, Christie has 
labeled Obama the demor­
alizer in chief. He is the 
first to do so. It was an 
exceptional addition to an 
exceptional speech.

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New tax exemption 
for ag, timber sales

AUSTIN — Beginning Jan.l, 2012, farm, ranch 
imd timber operators who produce agricultural $gii 
timber products for sale will need a special registra* 
tion number to claim a sales tax exemption on tax­
able products used in those businesses. According 
to Texas Comptroller Susan Combs, they can get a 
registration number through either a mail-in applica- f 
tion or an online application that begins Oct. 3. |

Registration is required by House Bill 268 passed i 
iL  t t e  fceant legislaaim aeaaioa a t j  >nipM«wl 
retailers and agriculture groups. (

"The new registration process takes the burden off | 
jp to ttera to »whntiM»» •  i

exemption,” Combs said, “and it narrows the pool of 
purchasers claiming the sales tax exemption to those 
actually involved in production o f agriculture and : 
timber products for sale.”

The new legislation requires a registration number : 
to claim tax exemptions when buying items such as 
machinery and equipment; fertilizers; insecticides; | 
irrigation equipment; and off-road motor vehicles | 
used for farming and timber production. Those enti- ' 
tied to make tax-free purchases of taxable qualifying [ 
products include groups such as:

• farmers and ranchers who raise agricultural prod- \
ucts to sell to others; '

• fish fanners and bee keepers who sell the prod­
ucts they raise;

• custom harvesters; 5
• crop dusters; ’
• commercial nurseries engaged in fostering 

growth o f plants for sale; and
• timber producers, including contract lumber­

jacks.
Products such as feed for livestock and wildlife, 

seeds and annual plants are always tax-exempt and 
would not require a registration number.

The primary owner or operator o f a farm, ranch w  
timber operation may obtain one registration number 
that can be used by anyone authorized by the regis­
trant -  including family members w  employees -  to 
make tax exempt purchases o f qualifying products 
for the business.

The application for a registration number should 
take less than 10 minutes to complete. Online reg­
istration began Oct. 3 at www.GetReadyTexas.<Mg. 
Online applicants will receive a registratirm num­
ber immediately.
