With spike in 
b u lg e s , PD 
urges caution

As Pampa continues to see a 
spike in home and car burglaries, 
the Pampa Police Department rec­
ommends people remain vigilant in 
securing their property.

During May through August 
there were about 100 burglaries, 
up from about SO in the previous 
four month poiod. The majority of 
the recent break-ins occurred after 
people failed to lock their doors m 
w in^w s.

“It’s still important for people 
to lock up their property,” said 
Stormy McCullar, Pampa Police 
Department’s Crime Prevention 
Officer.

A cluster o f car break-ins last 
Saturday was a reminder for people 
to secure not just their homes, but 
their vehicics as weii.

“People are going through and 
checking cars,” said McCullar. 
“If ftiey’re unlocked, they get into 
them, and if  they aren’t, ftiey go to 
the next one.”

While checking locks is a great 
precaution to take, keeping an eye 
on your surroundings is equally 
important.

“I encourage people to go into 
Neighborhood Watch programs. 
We need neighborhoods to get 
involved," said McCullar. “It’s up

Tea Party pushes immigration bill

AUSTIN (AP) - Tea party supporters in Texas are 
calling on Gov. Rick Perry to revive efforts to crack 
down on illegal immigration by giving police broader 
powers to ask people they detain about their citizen­
ship.

Perry made the issue an emergency item, seemingly 
fast-tracking it toward passage, during the Texas leg­
islative session this year.

The House passed a version during the regular ses­
sion, and the Senate passed one in the special session 
that followed. Democratic opposition kept those from 
becoming law.

Tea party activists oh Thursday urged Perry to call 
another special session or sign an executive order.

Perry and supporters say it will help police fight 
crime euimiiiiicu by illegal uiiiUigi'áiits. Bui uppu- 
nents, including law enforcement chiefs in Texas’ 
largest cities, say it will allow rogue officers to target 
Hispanics.

Skull could be prehistoric
GEORGETOWN (AP) - A skull found at the edge of 

Lake Georgetown has drawn the attention o f anthro­
pologists at Texas State University over its age.

Assistant professor Kate Spradley says the skull, 
apparently o f a Native American man, could be from 
hundreds to thousands o f years old. Spradley said 
Wednesday that the skull is likely prehistoric because 
o f certain features, including three molars that are 
worn down, possibly due to a gritty diet.

The Texas drought has led to lower lake levels.
The Austin American-Statesman reports some peo­

ple who were fishing discovered the skull Monday 
near Russell Park. Spradley says the skull is well 
preserved and she thiiiks it was embedded in the bank 
o f the lake.

TSU experts were contacted as police sought to rule 
out foul play.

Guards lose jobs at Kingsville
CORPUS CHRISTI (AP) - More than 50 private 

security guards at Naval Air Station Kingsville in 
South Texas will be losing their jobs due to a new 
federal rule.

The Corpus Christ! Caller-Times reports the jobs 
are ending as part o f a rule change requiring security 
personnel at all Defense Department facilities to be 
federal employees.

The rule change went into effect on Oct. 1, the start 
o f  the federal fiscal year.

Naval Air Station Kingsville spokesman Jon Gagne 
says Securiguard Inc.’s contract won’t be renewed 
when it expires Nov. 30.

Virginia-based Securiguard referred questions about 
the layoffs to the naval air station.

Gagne says qualified Securiguard employees were 
invited to apply for new civilian federal security jobs, 
although those jobs will be fewer than the ones being 
lost.

FEMA trailers for fire victims
BASTROP (AP) - The government has started pro­

viding trailers to families needing housing after fiteir 
homes burned during Central Texias wildfires.

The first temporary housing units arrived this week 
in Bastrop County, courtesy o f the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency.

FEMA spokesman Ray Perez said Wednesday that the 
trailers will be available for up to 18 months.

More than 1,500 homes were destroyed during wild­
fires that began Labor Day weekend in the Bastrop area, 
about 30 miles east o f Austin.

Eligible residents need to apply to be considered tor 
FEMA housing assistance. Two- and three-bedroom 
trailers are available.

Objections to G>nfederate plate
AUSTIN (AP) - More than 22,000 people have 

signed petitions against a proposed Confederate flag 
license plate for Texas.

The Austin American-Statesman reports the peti-' 
tions were offered Wednesday in Austin.

The governing board o f  the Texas Department o f 
Motor Vehicles could decide on the plate in November. 
Board members had no com m ent Wednesday.

The specialty plate has been proposed by the Sons 
o f Confederate Veterans, which is an ancestral his­
tory group. Supporters have also raised free speech 
issues.

Critics include Gary Bledsoe with the NAACP, 
who says the C onfederate flag is as offensive 
as a swastika and creates fear and intimidation. 
Another official with the National Association for 
the Advancement o f  Colored People, Yannis Banks, 
says the flag represents slavery and hate.

£z>official nailed on embezzling
EL PASO (AP) —  A former intelligence analyst for 

U.S. Immigrtftion and Customs Enforcement pleaded 
guilty Thuraday to embezzling federal funds by pre­
senting bogus travel reports and using his diplomatic 
passport for personal trips.

Ahmed Adil Abdallat agreed to the plea in exchange 
for prosecutors dismissing six o f the eight chaiges of 
misusing his diplomatic passport he faced.

Abdallat had received $116,392.34 as reimbursement 
f(M 13 trips to the Washington D.C. area made between 
February 2009 and September 2010. He got part o f that 
money by presenting ^ u d ú le n t receipts for lodging, 
parking and car rental.

The investigation showed there were no charges 
to his government issued o ed it card for lodging and 
other expenses Abdallat reported, prosecutor Gregg

Dear Pat: My kids have a lot 
of magazines and Just plain old 
stuff laying around on the floors.
1 want to build some shelves/book- 
cases myself. W hat is the best wood 
for the shelves? And give me some 
buiiding tips. —  Grace F.

Dear Grace: Stacks of books and 
magazines seem to breed and grow 
taller <xi their own. You should be able 
to build some functional, yet attractive, 
wooden shelves in just several hours. 
With just a little extra trim and another 
hour or so of work, they can be attrac­
tive e n m ^  for your living room.

Selecting the proper type of wood 
for the shelves can make a significant 
improveiSCGl in how they look and 
function and in their cost. No. 2 pine 
boards are commonly used and are 
relatively inexpensive, at just a bit over 
one dollar per board foot.

These pine boards are easy to saw 
and assemble, take paint well and 
have a rustic appearance with the 
rough knots. The quality can vary, so 
inspect each piece carefully to make 
sure it is straight 
and flat. You may 
have to fill some 
of the knots with 
wood filler. It is not 
a good wood if you 
want to stain it with 
a natur^ finish.

Clear pine has all 
the benefits of No.
2 pine board, and it 
does not have knots 
or other flaws. Its 
drawbacks are it is 
about three times 
more expensive 
and stains very 
powly. Either leave 
it the natural color 
and finish it with 
clear urethane or 
paint it

Birch, oak and 
maple boards are 
very attractive, but 
even more expen­
sive than clear 
pine. These attrac­
tive woods are usu­
ally finished natu­
rally, but maple 
and birch will t ^ e  
paint well. Oak is 
more difficult to 
paint smoothly.
Since these are 
fairly hard woods.

they are more difficult to cut sand and 
nail or screw together.

Birch plywood is a reascxiably priced 
option. It is attractive, smooth, flat and 
strong. It cuts and nails easily, and you 
can finish it with paint or a clear natu­
ral finish. It does not stain well, and 
you must cut the shelves from a 4-foot 
by 8-foot sheet. For a professional 
appearance, the exposed cut edges w'ill 
have to be covered with a veneer.

Oak plywood is slightly more expen-

ter. Fir plywood is inexpensive and 
is easy to work with. The smoother 
grades (code AB) will also accept 
paint well. As with any plywood, the 
cut edges should be covered. Particle 
board is the least expensive material, 
but avoid the temptation to buy it. It is 
weaker and not easy to cut or nail.

When planning your shelf/bookcase

project, first determine what items you 
want to store on the shelves. This will 
help you determine if any shelves will 
require extra support for heavy items 
and the depth of the shelves.

As a rule of thumb, the following are 
some standard shelf depths for com­
mon items:

Cmnpact discs — 6 inches 
Paperback books — 9 iiKhes 
Average books — 11 inches 
Magazines — 11 inches 
Display books — 13 inches 
Recmd albums — 13 inches 
Stereo equipment — 17 inches 
Three feet is a good stable height 

for most shelving. If you make it 
much higher than this, it can become

AUSTIN (AP) - Nearly 
half o f the companies 
receiving grants from 
the governor's Texas 
Enterprise Fund also gave 
money to Gov. Rick Perry’s 
re-election campaigns or 
the Republican Governor’s 
Association, according to 
a report released Thursday 
by a watchdog group.

Texans for Public Justice 
analyzed state records, 
campaign finance reports 
and non-profit filings. The 
group found that 43 out of 
the 90 companies receiving 
state money gave almost $7 
million to the Republican 
Governor’s Association 
while Peny was a leader 
there, or made donations 
directly to his campaign 
fund.

“Companies sometimes 
made corporate contri­
butions directly to the 
RGA, while company 
PACs, owners or execu­
tives gave to both the RGA 
and to Perry’s campaign, 
which cannot accept cor­
porate funds,” the report 
said. “These contributions 
included $1,652,159 to 
Perry’s gubernatorial cam­
paigns and $5,331,701 to 
the RGA.”

Perry has repeatedly said 
all o f the grants provided 
by the Texas Enterprise 
Fund were based on merit, 
completely transparent and 
subject to oversi^t.

Critics, th o u ^ ,  have 
called Perry’s use of the

to Texas crony capitalism.

When the 435 House members and 

100 senators failed in July to agree 
on a long-term deficit reduction plan, 
congressional leaders did what they 
often do when they don’t know what 
to do; They appointed a committee. 
But don’t sneer, for this is — cue the 
trumpets — a supercommittee!

Made up of only a dozen lawmak­
ers and perfectly balanced between 
Repubs and Dems, this panel is to 
find about $1.5 trillion in spending 
cuts and new revenues to shrink the 
federal deficit. They are to come to 
an agreement by Thanksgiving — 
how’s that for a symbolic deadline? 
The theory is that the group will 
be small enough to work together 
across partisan lines for the good of 
the country, independent of the com­
peting budgetary needs of various 
groups and the demands of special 
interests.

The problem with theories, how­
ever, is that reality has a way of 
intruding on their perfection. In this 
case, the intrusion is literal. The 12 
solons will not be sitting at the table 
alone, for such names as AT&T, 
BlueCross/BlueShield, Citigroup 
and GE have been escorted inside 
by the members. They’ll not go in 
physically -  but monetarily. For 
they are among the top donors of 
campaign cash to the 12 budgeteers, 
giving them an advantage over us 
plain citizens.

For example. Wall Streeters have 
invested $17 million in the cam­
paigns of the supercommittee’s six 
Republicans and $15 million in the 
six Democrats. That pile of political

money will be a screaming 
presence in the negotiating 
room, for members will be 
thinking about their need to 
get more of it for the next 
election and will not want to 
offend donors.

By the way, one of the 
first decisions reached by the 
committee members was that 
they would allow themselves 
to continue collecting cam­
paign donations while they _____
decide whose programs and 
subsidies get cut -- and whose don’t. 

vHow do you think that’ll work out? 
Turkeys are not the only endangered’ 
species this Thanksgiving!

This is one congressional commit­
tee that’s likely to affect your life, 
for it’s going to decide such things 
as whether to whack your Social 
Security benefits or cut back on 
Big Oil’s $4-billion-a-year taxpayer 
subsidy. You might have an opinion 
about which choice the supercom­
mittee members should make, but 
can you reach any of the members 
personally and get a chance to bend 
their ear? No? Too bad, because Big 
Oil can. And it is.

So are insurance giants. Wall 
Street bankers, military contractors 
and other corporate powers -  not 
only because of their big-dollar cam­
paign donations, but also because 
they have some very special lobby­
ists who’re on a first-name basis with 
the members. You see, these lobby­
ists used to work for the 12 lawmak­
ers on the supercommittee. In all, 
109 former congressional staffers 
have now been hired by various

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Prosecutor misdeeds may have let m urderer kill again
AUSTIN (AP) —  Caitlin Baker was 3 when her 

mother, Debra, was beaten to death and left naked 
in bed in her Austin home. Although the pain o f the 
loss has faded in the 23 years since, her anger that her 
m other’s killer was never caught has not.

Now, new DNA testing and the release o f case files 
fi’om an earlier slaying suggest that a prosecutor, 
wdio is now a judge, may have withheld evidence that 
could have implicated the man suspected o f killing 
her mother —  before she was killed.

“ I was young when my mom died, so it’s not as 
painful,” said Baker. “It’s just not knowing that really 
bothers me.”

Last week, former grocery store inventory manager 
Michael Morton was freed after sers'ing nearly 25 
years o f  a life sentence on a wrongful conviction for 
killing his wife, Christine, in August 1986. Just like 
Raker, she was found he,'jten to death in her bed. New 
DNA testing on evidence collected after both kill­
ings linked them to a man with a long arrest record 
in several states. Authorities are trying to find the 
suspect, who they haven’t publicly identified, and 
they haven’t said whether he’s suspected in any other 
killings.

Morton told investigators that his wife and 3-year- 
old son were fine when he left for work on the August 
1986 day she was killed, and he has maintained 
throughout his ordeal that she must have been slain 
by an intruder. The evidence now suggests that 17 
months later, his w ife’s attacker forced his way into 
Baker’s nearby home and killed her.

Authorities discovered the DNA connection in the 
two cases after M orton’s Houston-based attorney, 
John Raley, teamed up with the New York-based 
Innocence Project and spent years battling for addi­
tional testing o f a bloody bandanna found near the 
Morton home. But they now also allege that Morton 
may never have been convicted if  the former prosecu­
tor who tried the case, Ken Anderson, hadn’t con­
cealed key evidence from the defense —  potentially 
leaving the true killer free to strike again.

Among the evidence M orton’s lawyers say 
Anderson concealed from the defense was a state­
ment that Christine M orton’s mother gave to the lead 
investigator, police Sgt. Don Wood. She told Wood 
that her grandson said he watched his mother get 
killed and that her attacker was a “monster,” not his

Alleged high-ranking 
cartel figure nabbed

MEXICO CITY (AP) — The Mexican army said Thursday 
it captured a top drug cartel lieutenant who allegedly ordered 
ah arson attack at a casino in northern Mexico that killed 52 
people.

News of the capture of Carlos Oliva Castillo, alias “The 
Frog,” a reputed leader of the extremely violent Zetas cartel, 
may have been the cause of a bloody fight between gang 
members at a prison outside Monterrey, the city in which the 
arson occurred in August. Seven inmates died.

Oliva Castillo’s capture Wednesday by soldiers in the 
northern city of Salhllo unleashed violence almost immedi­
ately, as his associates tried to spring him from custody, said 
a Defense Department spokesman. Col. Ricardo Trevilla.

Zetas gunmen opened fire on security forces in an attempt 
to distract soldiers and rescue Castillo, a sign of his impor­
tance to die criminal organization, Trevilla said.

The firing went on for several hours and caused panic in the 
city. Drug cartel gunmen in Mexico rarely attack authorities 
in a bid to free arrested leaders.

Rival gangs of prison inmates began fighting early Thursday, 
said Jorge Domeñe, security spokesman for Nuevo Leon 
stide. Four prisoners were burned to death and three others 
were stabbed to death with homemade knives. Domeñe said.

Soldiers had to be called in to restore order in the prison, 
which is in die Monterrey suburb of Cadereyta.

Domeñe said the fight may have been a reaction to Oliva 
Castillo’s detention, but the cause was still under investiga­
tion. The death or capture of top drug cartel operators often 
unleashes a wave of violence as rivals seek to fill the leader- 
shq> vacuum.

Oliva Castillo allegedly led the Zetas gang on its home turf, 
in the northern Gulf coast state of Tamaulipas, as well as in 
the important northern battleground states of Coahuila.

father, as police suspected. She implored Wood to try 
to find this monster.

They say Anderson also didn’t tell Morton’s defense 
lawyers that Christine M orton’s credit card was used 
in San Antonio two days after her death and that a 
forged check in her name was cashed several days 
later. Michael Morton testified during his trial that his 
w ife’s purse had been taken from the home.

Anderson, who was appointed to the bench in 
2002 by Gov. Rick Perry, did not respond to sev­
eral requests made through his court administrator to 
discuss the Morton case and address the allegations. 
Wood has retired and could not be located for com­
ment.

M orton’s attorneys have detailed their accusations 
in filings before District Judge Sid Harle. They could 
lead to the state bar taking disciplinary action against 
Aiidetson, or lla r 'c  him self possibly urguig state arid 
federal prosecutors to investigate, said Barry Scheck, 
co-founder o f the Innocence Project, which special­
izes in using DNA to secure exonerations.

“1 think everybody can see how offensive this con­
duct is, if  true,” Scheck said. “ I am profoundly trou­
bled by this. Profoundly troubled, and determined to 
get answers.”

Caitlin Baker called the allegations “unthinkable.”
“I would certainly hope that if it’s true, there’s some 

sort o f  consequence. But 1 don’t think that would 
happen,” she said. “ I don’t have a lot o f faith in the 
Williamson County justice system. They couldn’t do 
it 25 years ago. Why would they do it now?”

John Bradley, the current district attorney for 
Williamson County, said the Innocence Project’s 
charges “are just allegations. No one has offered any 
proof.”

Morton has declined to be interviewed until a 
Wednesday appeals court ruling overturning the 
charges against him officially takes effect next 
month. Prosecutors, when agreeing to the terms 
o f Morton’s release, promised to use that time to 
investigate allegations of police and prosecutorial 
misconduct.

Bradley filed a motion Thursday to wave the wait­
ing period, which would allow Morton quicker access 
to about $2 million in compensation he’s entitled to 
from the state. But he withdrew the motion hours 
later, calling it a misunderstanding, after M orton’s

“Mr. Morton is entitled, at a minimum, to hold the 
state to its promise to let him make a limited inquiry 
as to how and why he was wrongfully convicted in 
the first place,” Raley wrote.

Morton’s lawyers had sought DNA testing on the 
bandanna since 2006. They finally won it on appeal, 
and received the results this summer. The bandana 
wasn’t submitted as evidence during Morton’s trial 
and hadn’t been tested for DNA because the neces­
sary technology wasn’t available in 1986. Bradley 
later fought their request, arguing that the bandanna 
wasn’t relevant to the case.

“Let’s face it, I was wrong,” he said.
Bradley, who was not involved in prosecuting 

Morton’s original case, also opposed a 2008 Public 
R ccoids A c t request 'oy the ¡im ueciiee F iu je c i,  
through which it was eventually able to obtain the 
police records that it says show Anderson concealed 
information to ensure M orton’s conviction. Bradley 
argued unsuccessfully that releasing the documents 
could hinder ongoing investigations.

Morton’s lawyers say the evidence that would 
have cast doubt on his guilt, including his mother- 
in-law’s statements to police, didn’t come up at his 
trial because Anderson didn’t call Wood to testify, 
and at the time, police investigator files could only be 
brought up in court if  the prosecution put the investi­
gator on the stand.

Unable to question Wood or see his records, the 
defense asked presiding trial Judge William Lott to 
review all case materials. The Innocence Project con­
tends that Anderson told Lott he’d confer with Wood 
to ensure the court got all o f the investigation records 
—  but that Lott only received a fraction o f them and 
never knew about the allegations by the couple’s son 
or the use o f the victim ’s credit card and check.

After reviewing the records he did receive, Lott 
determined that they weren’t relevant to the trial.

With Morton free and cleared o f all charges, police 
have now told Baker they’ve reopened her mother’s 
case —  but she’s not getting her hopes up.

“It hasn’t changed anything yet,” Baker said. 
“Unless something actually happens I can’t think 
about it.”

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Bastrop gets $850,000 grant to help wildfire cleanup
BASTROP (AP) - The Dallas-based 

Meadows Foundation announced 
Thursday it’s donating $850,000 to help 
the Bastrop County area recover from 
wildfires that burned SO square miles 
last month, including most o f the popular 
Bastrop State Park.

Wildfires that began Labor Day week­
end in the area alMut 30 miles east of 
Austin destroyed at least 1,500 homes 
and left two people dead. Fed by gusty 
winds, temperatures well into the lOCte 
and no significant rain for much of the 
year, the wall of flames overwhelmed ini­
tial firefighting efforts and swept into the 
park which annually draws about 160,000 
people. The 5,900-acre paric’s signature 
“Lost Pines” were destroyed but 13 cab-
itiSf u u m  u lu u i^  xitc i7 ^x /a  u /  uxv
Conservation Corps, were saved.

“This gift, which will be divided among 
six governmental and nonprofit agencies, 
is a wonderful example o f private philan­
thropy taking the lead in helping Texas

Carter Smith said. “Considering the fiscal 
constraints facing state government, and 
the large and unexpected expenses asso­
ciated with the wildfire, this grant from 
the Meadows Foundation is particularly 
welcome and tremendously appreciated.” 

The Texas Forest Service will receive 
$500,000 to pass along to volunteer fire 
departments.

“In Texas, local fire departments are 
the first line o f defense against wildfires,” 
Forest Service Director Tom Boggus said. 
“Many operate on little to no mcmey with 
aging, battle-worn equipment. And they 
are made up primarily o f volunteers, men 
and women who have other jobs.”

Martinez brothers to honor Luis’ memory vs. Borger

l^ampa alumni team brothers James, 
Luis and Ramon Martinez’ ages were 
so spread apart that they weren’t able to 
play together in high school. When Luis 
heard that Pampa was forming an alumni

“(Irvin) was nicknamed 
Playmaker,’ Ramon said. “That’s 
(Luis) saw himself as.’’

James said he got Luis into football and 
let him play with his friends.

“He played with bigger guys and it 
made him pretty good,” James said. “We 
lived on Magnolia and there was an

perfect opportunity.
“Luis came to (Ramon) and 1 and said 

we should play,” James said. “We could 
play our last high school game together.”

()n August 14, 2010, for the first time 
the three brothers took the field together 
against Borger’s alumni. Sadly, it would 
also be the last.

Luis was killed in a head-on collision 
on October 11 of that year. He left behind 
James and Ramon, his wife Lidia and 
three sons, Ismael, Luis Jr. and Jesus.

Now, James and Ramon look to honor 
his memory when they take the field 
against Borger 6;30 p.m. Saturday.

James, who is six years older than Luis, 
said he is forever grateful for that oppor­
tunity.

"It was the last pictures we had togeth­
er," James said. “We got to see each other 
every weekend when we had practices.”

Ramon, who is four years younger than 
Luis, said it was something he would 
never forget.

“It was something we never dreamed 
of or imagined, coming together as three 
brothers to play together in a high school 
game," Ramon said. It was a dream come 
true to put on our pads together and walk 
out on the field together as brothers and 
represent our team and last name all at 
once."

l.uis graduated from Pampa in 1996. 
That year the Harvesters advanced to the 
4A State Semifinals, which is the farthest 
the program has advanced. Ramon said 
Luis always played his hardest.

“He never believed in 100 percent,” 
Ramon said. “He said you always go 110 
percent. Just go (all out) on every play 
and represent your last name.”

Ramon said Luis picked 88 as his 
number because of Dallas Cowboys great 
Michael Irvin.

were the good days when you can run 
around all day and still be good the next 
day.”

Ramon said Luis pushed him in high 
school to be the best player he could.

“When he would see that I was slacking 
off, not rutming hard enough, or wasn’t 
getting good at catching the ball, he 
would always get on me,” Ramon said. 
He told me ‘You better get faster and 
catch the ball.’ We always played catch 
out ill the yard. He would start with me 
at short and we would slowly but surely 
start separating out.”

Ramon said Luis invited him to play on 
his fourth grade Tiger League team.

"1 told the coach that 1 was in fourth 
grade and weighed 70 pounds,” Ramon 
said. “They didn’t find out until later in 
the season, when the coach was looking 
at my mouth and saw I still had my baby 
teeth.”

Ramon said Luis’ death has been tough 
on the family.

“It’s a really tragic thing to go through,” 
Ramon said. “As a family we were pretty 
tight and linked together. With that miss­
ing piece it’s just not the same anymore... 
It’s still tragic to this day that he is gone. 
We are still dumbfounded about the situ­
ation. Even though he is not, 1 still feel 
that his spirit is still here with us. He tries 
to guide us like a guardian angel over our 
shoulders.”

When Pampa played Highland Park 
August 13, James wore Luis’ number 88 
and will again on Saturday. Both he and 
Ramon wore wristbands with Luis’ ini­
tials. James said it felt amazing to wear 
his brother's number.

“It was something very special,” James 
said. “It felt like my brother was right 
there. 1 felt uplifted and wanted to play 
my best.”
