Perry: I can handle Obama in debate

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rick Perry on Sunday sought 
to reassure GOP primary voters concerned about his 
wobbly presidential debate performances, saying he 
would draw sharp distinctions with the Democratic in­
cumbent in televised showdowns next year.

‘T’m not worried a bit that I’ll be able to stand on the 
stage with Barack Obama and draw a very bright line,” 
Perry said.

The Texas governor, driving for front-nmner status as 
the most viable conservative in the wide-open field, of­
fered up samples of the scathing rhetoric he uses against 
the president, ficun^theteconomy to war policy and per­
sonal credibHity.

Perry also defended his voluntary flat-tax proposal and 
the notion that it could bring in trillions of dollars less in 
revenue than the current tax code.

“There’s nothing wrong with lower revenue,” he said. 
“I don’t want more revenue in Washington, D.C.’s hands. 
I want more revenue in the private sector job creators’ 
hands.”

The tough talk came as Perry manages the fallout from 
his debate performances and all of the GOP candidates 
fight to lead the pack in Iowa just two months before the 
first voting of 2012 begins there.

There is no clear leader in that contest. A Des Moines 
Register poii on Saturday showed former Godfather’s 
Pizza CEO Herman Cain at die head of the pack, with the 
support of 23 percent of respondents. Ex-Massachusetts 
Gov. Mitt Romney was next with 22 percent.

Perry, who rated just 7 percent in that survey, has taken 
a particularly steep fall since announcing his candidacy 
in August, struggling through parts of five debates and 
dogged especially by Romney.

How, he was ask«l on “Fox News Sunday,” would he 
perform against the erudite Obama in a general election 
next year?

What counts. Perry said, is how a candidate would 
govern.

“We got a great debater, a smooth (lolitician in the

White House right now, that’s not woridng really good 
for America,” Perry said.

Perry plans to attend four of the debates now scheduled 
in November as well as a December one. “With as many 
debates as we got ccmiing up, I may end up being a pretty^ 
good debater before it’s all been said and done,” he said.^

On Iraq and Afghanistan, Perry accused Obama of 
pursuing an “aimless foreign policy” by making big 
decisions without adequately considering the advice of 
his commanders. He said the president has endangered 
Americans on the ground by announcing that U.S. troops 
would leave Iraq by year’s end.

“He has lost his standing fi~om the standpoint of being 
a commander in chief who has any idea about what’s go­
ing on in those theaters,” Perry said.

On the leading domestic issue. Perry said the president 
has “taken an experiment with the American ecemomy 
and turned it into an absolute Frankenstein experience.”

Cain piled on the president, too.
“A responsible commander in chief” would have done 

more to seek out the counsel of the military’s ground 
commanders befwe agreeing to pull all troops out of 
Iraq, Cain said. Doing that leaves a “power vacuum,” 
he added.

“It also leaves it unclear as to how we are going to 
deal with other nations,” Cain said on CBS’ “Face the 
Nation.”

The U.S. deadline to pull troops out by the end of 2011 
was originally set by President George W. Bush. Obama 
decided to move ahead with the plan after Washington' 
and Baghdad couldn’t agree on the conditions for keep­
ing a small contingent of U.S. troops behind to train Iraqi 
forces.

For his part, the president has mostly stayed out of the 
GOP nomination fight

“I’m going to wait until everyone is voted off the is­
land,” he told ‘Tonight Show” host Jay Leno earlier in 
the week.

acre to keep their expired CRP acre­
age in grass.

Grazing must be implemented 
on the offered acreage and stubble 
height must be maintained as out­
lined in the program. For crqiland, 
EQIP offers financial assistance 
for installing terraces, diversions, 
and waterways. On eligible crop­
land acres, a No-till/Str^till pro­
gram can be implemented. No>tiIi/ 
Strip-till offers an incentive of $25/ 
ac to reduce tillage operations and 
increase crop residue. Another

option available is planting cropland 
to grass (native or introdiKed).

AWEP practices in Gray County 
include converting existing pivots to 
a more efficient use of water, replac­
ing pivots at least 20 years old, and 
irrigation pipelines. Eligible partici­
pants must have irrigated the offered 
acres two out of the last five years. 
WHIP focuses on enhaiKing wildlife 
habitat by offering practices such as 
prescribe grazing, brush manage­
ment, and fencing.

EQIP, AWEP. and WHIP are con­

tinuous sign-up programs and NRCS' 
accqits applications year round. 
Right now, die initial f i l i n g  period 
for 2012 applicatitms should be in' 
mid-December. Funding levels are., 
not certain but should be comparable 
to previous years.

Perry to attend at least 5 debates

WASHINGTON (AP) - Rick P e ^  plans to partici­
pate in at least five more presidential primary debates, 
his campaign said Satu i^y , dismissing speculation 
that the Texas governor’s lackluster performances so 
far would lead him to skip future Republican debates.

Perry, who has struggled dirough parts of his first 
five debates, will attend all of die events currently 
scheduled in November as well as a December debate, 
his spokesman, Ray Sullivan, told The Associated 
Press.

The decision comes after questions over whether 
Perry would bypass some debates to concentrate on 
other types of campaigning. He has always conceded 
he is not a  strong debater, and has often avoided the 
sparring matches in his past campaigns.

But he’s not giving iq>.
"Shoot, I may g ^  to be a good debater before this is 

all over," Perry joked during a campaign stop in New 
Hampshire on Friday.

Perry had already committed to a Nov. 9 debate in 
Michigan. Added to the calendar are debates in South 
Carolina on Nov. 12; Washington, D.C., on Nov. 15; 
and Arizona on Dec. 1. He’ll also attend an Iowa 
forum hosted by The Family Leader, a socially con­
servative group. Ml Nov. 19.

Sullivan said the campaign will make decisions 
about future debates on a case-by-case basis.

Perry rival Mitt Romney, the former Massachusetts 
governor, hasn’t committed to any debates beyond the 
Nov. 9 event in Michigan. Romney’s campaign didn’t 
immediately say whether he, too, would commit to 
further debates.

Paso’s west side was scheduled to fall in the spring, but 
the contractor in charge o f  the demolition agreed to a 
one-year delay to allow the group time to raise money 
for its preservation.

Contractor'Roberto Puga said the organization, led 
by Gary S^ip and Robert Ardovino, must raise money 
to pnreserve die stack and a neighboring 610-foot con­
crete chimney.

“We came to an agreement diat if they can show me 
there’s a real groundswell of support to keep it up, then 
I’m willing to give them a  one-year moratorium,” Puga 
told the El Paso Times.

Social Security and the self-employed
T o m  M A i t Q E N A u

Creator's Syndicate

Q: In a recent column, you wrote 
about mandatory Social Security 
coverage for almost evoyone since 
1935. But my parents were both 
(^tometrists. And I remember my 
dad was proud of the fact that he 
wasn’t forced into Social Security 
from the beginning. I believe he 
was finally required to “join” 
Social Security sometime in the 
1960s. And believe me, he wasn’t 
happy about that! Can you discuss 
tliis sometime in the future?

A: In the column in question, 
I explained why certain groups 
of employees, such as some state 
and local government workers, are 
not covered by Social Security. 
But I didn’t discuss the issue of 
self-employed people. Thanks for 
bringing that oversight to my atten­
tion.

Wfien the Social Security law 
passed in 1935, it was set up for 
the nation’s workers (people who 
worked for wages) because almost 
none of them had any kind of pen­
sion plan at weak. The original 
law did not iiKlude self-employed 
people. They were excluded pri­
marily for administrative reasons; 
Congress felt that obtaining reports 
of earnings (the foundation of the 
Social Security record-keeping sys­
tem) and collecting “payroll” taxes 
from pecóle without an employer 
would be too difllcult.

But by 1954, Social Security 
planners had figured out how to 
deal with those issues, so Congress 
mandated Social Security coverage 
for all self-employed people except 
lawyers and m ^ c a l profession­
als. The lobbies representing these 
groups fought to stay out of the 
system because, according to his­
torical documents, their members 
feh it would lower their sUmding 
with their clients to be included in 
a program they considered one step 
above welfare.

In 1956, that argument no lon­
ger carried water, and Congress 
mandated Social Security cover­
age for all self-employed people, 
including lawyers. But doctors

apparently still had some politi­
cal clout and were excluded. I’ve 
seen letters written at the time from 
the American Medical Association 
to various members of Congress 
decrying their “socialist agenda” 
for dying to force Social Security 
on doctors, dentists, and other med­
ical professionals. As you said, 
your dad was proud of the fact 
that he didn’t have to be in Social 
Security. I’m sure he was typical 
of the conservative business people 
who made up those professions.

But the ‘60s were not a good 
time to be a conservative in this 
country. And in 1965, a liberal 
Congress finally made doctors the 
last major self-employed group to 
be part of Social Security. I’ll bet 
your parents were dragged kicking 
and screaming into the program!

Q: I’ve filed for Social Security 
disability benefits five times. I’ve 
had five separate hearings — three 
of them before the same judge — 
and my claims still get denied, even 
though my condition continues to 
worsen. Do you have any advice 
forme?

A: My advice would be to accept 
the inevitable, give up filing for 
disability benefits, and channel 
those energies into looking for a 
job.

If you had filed for Social 
Security disability benefits once 
and been turned down, I would 
have told you to file an appeal, or 
perhaps start a whole new claim. If 
you had been turned down twice, 
I would have suggested you seek 
help from a lawyer who special­
izes in Social Sreurity disability 
cases. (You’ll find thmi listed in 
the Yellow Pages of any phone 
directory or by simply doing a 
Google search.)

But if you’ve filed five separate 
claims for Social Security disabil-

ity benefits; been turned down five 
times; taken each of those claims 
all the way through the appeals pro­

cess to hearings before a judge;
and had all five appeals rejected, 

J ^ n  1 think it’s about time you 
Tealize your impairment obvious­

ly does not meet the legal defmition 
of a disability for Social Security 
purposes.

Q: 1 have a big problem with my 
official name in Social Securit)' 
records. I was bom with one name, 
but very quickly started using a 
nickiutmc as my first name, and it is 
that nickname that appeared on my 
original Social Security card. Then,
I married and changed name on my 
card to my married name, using my 
real first name. Then, my first hus­
band died, and I started using my 
maiden name with the nickname 
again, but 1 never changed my 
name on Social Security records. (I 
have never worked since my first 
husband died.)

Now I’ve remarried and am back 
to using my real first name with my 
new husband’s last name. I am so 
worried that all of this name con­
fusion will mess up my ability to 
get Social Security benefits when 
I turn 62 next year. What can I do?

A: You can relax. Name issues 
similar to yours are very common. 
Your situation is unique to you, 
of course, but the Social Security 
Administration deals with prob­
lems like yours every day. So it’s 
no big deal. You probably don’t 
have to do anything until you actu­
ally file for Social Security — and 
then, ail you have to do is explain 
to them what you told me in your 
email.

But if you’re going to lose sleep 
over this, you can go down to 
your Social Security office at your 
leisure, bring along some proof 
of your current name, and fill out 
a simple one-page form that will 
change your name in official Social 
Security records.

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Speaking up for that other one percent
Lauded by the Washington press 

corps for his “courage” and “hon­
esty” in confronting federal deficits 
and the national debt. Rep. Paul 
Ryan, R-Wis., wrote a budget that 
almost sank the Republican Party 
“  and may still damage its prospects 
“  because he proposed to dismantle 
Medicare. Yet his party still relies 
upon Ryan to speak on behalf of its 
most important constimency, now 
known in America and across the 
world as “the 1 percent.”

Addressing the right-wing Heritage 
Foundation on Wednesday, Ryan 
sought to discredit Elizabeth Warren 
“  the Massachusetts Democratic 
senatorial candidate. Harvard faculty 
member, creator of the Consumer 
Finance Protection Agency and 
enemy No. 1 of Wall Street cheaters 
— for daring to utter an obvious truth.

While praising the creativity and 
industriousness of entrepreneurs, 
Warren recently pointed out that 
business cannot thrive without func­
tional government providing police 
and fire protection, safe and efficient 
transportation, educated workers and 
myriad other public services.

Paying for those services is a 
responsibility that must be broadly 
shared, she said, and the rich who 
have benefited most from govern­
ment in so many ways should now 
pay their rair share of its budgets and 
debts.

“You built a factory out there?

Good for you,” she explained 
in videotaped remarks that lit 
up the Internet not long ago.
“But 1 want to be clear. You 
moved your goods to market 
on the roads the rest of us 
paid for. You hired workers 
the rest of us paid to educate.
You were safe in your factory 
because of police forces and 
fire forces that the rest of us 
paid for. You didn’t have to 
worry that marauding bands 
would come and seize everything at 
your factory — and hire someone to 
protect against this ~ because of the 
work the rest of us did.”

“Now look, you built a factory and 
it turned into something terrific, or 
a great idea. God bless ~ keep a big 
hunk of it. But part of the underlying 
social contract is, you take a hunk of 
that and pay forward for the next kid 
who comes along.”

That simple, plainly factual state­
ment obviously rankled Ryan, a 
philosophical acolyte of the extreme 
libertarianism of the late Ayn Rand, 
whose spirit he channeled in excori­
ating Warren for supposedly elevat­
ing government over “the individual, 
the family, the entrepreneur,” which 
he called “completely, inherently 
backwards.”

Nothing that Warren actually said 
indicates the primacy of government 
over the individual and the family, 
or even the private sector — and

Ryan is certainly intelli­
gent enough to understand 
what she meant. Did he 
misinterpret her words 
intentionally? The telltale 
evidence lies in his own 
remarks about govern­
ment’s role in society.

“No one is suggesting 
that we don’t need good 
schools and roads and 
infrastriicture as a basis 
for a free society and a 

free enterprise system,” he told the 
Heritage audience. But Ryan’s own 
budget, with its enormous tax cuts 
for the wealthy and its required cuts 
in spending, would cripple govern­
ment’s capacity to provide those 
services.

Under a Ryan budget, infrastruc-- 
nue and education would not only 
continue to languish but starve. He- 
also nodded toward “our safety net 
system,” calling it “necessary, I 
believe, to help people who can’t 
themselves, to help people who are; 
down on their luck get back onto; 
their feet,” without acknowledging; 
that his budget would decimate that- 
system entirely, depriving seniors o f  
the benefits that have raised millions' 
from poverty over the past half-' 
century.

The gist of Ryan’s speech was to
scold President Obama for alleg­
edly promoting “class warfare” and

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Regents invest in firm tied to ex-UT leader
AUSTIN (AP) — Univenity of Texas System regents 

invested $10 million in a private company with close 
ties to the system’s former chancellor, his son and 
associates of Gov. Rick Perry, the Austin Amerkan- 
Staiesman reported in Sunday’s edition.

The regents voted unanimously at a public meeting 
Aug. 25 to take a 22.S percent stake in Austin-based 
MyEdu Corp. The vote came after a brief discussion 
with no debate or public comment, the American- 
Statesman reported.

Senior UT System staff members and the regents did 
not disclose publicly — and apparently some did not 
know — that former Chancelior WilKam Cunningham is 
a MyEdu investor and that his son, John, is a co-founder 
of the company and senior vice president of informa­
tion architecture. The company’s chairman and CEO 
is Michael Crosno, who served on Perry’s re-election 
finance committee last year.

Regents Chairman Gene Powell and system 
Chancellor Francisco Cigarroa said they were unaware 
of Cunningham’s involvement, but that they were not 
obligated to disclose it. Powell, who co-chaired Perry’s 
re-election finance committee, and Cigarroa also said 
they did not know of Crosno’s and Pearson’s ties to 
Perry.

“Nor was it pertinent to this agreement,” Cigarroa told 
the newspaper. “We felt comfortable with exactly how

this agreement went forward.”
William Cunningham, who also is a former president 

of the University of Texas at Austin, said he is not a 
major shareholder in MyEdb and was unaware of UT’s 
investment until it was publicly announced.

Cigarroa said the deal was c lear^  by the system’s 
attorneys. Perry spokesman Josh H a ^ ^  said the gover­
nor’s o ffi^  had no involvement in the deal.

John Cunningham, a Texas AftM graduate, started 
the online service as Pick-A-Prof in 2000 with a part­
ner. The site was one where students could rate and 
exchange infmmation about their teachers.

Crosno said he started MyEdu in 2009 by buying Pick- 
.A-Prof. He said he saw the company had a great ñmire 
as an independent clearinghouse where students and 
parents could plan better and lower costs by avoiding 
diw’ped courses.

“There’s one way to save money in colle«: Take the 
right, exact numb« of courses to get a college d^ree 
and do it in the least amount of time,” Crosno told the 
American-Statesman.

The University of Texas at Austm and other universi­
ties offer tools on their websiteis to help students with 
schedules and career planning. They also post summa­
ries of student evaluations of ftanilty members.

Crosno said MyEdu collects that information and 
presents it in one place 'in  a form that students accept.”

P ro te ste rs  had  been  ad v ised  o f  the 
food tab ie  ban  on F rid ay , A ss is tan t 
C ity  M an ag e r M ichae l M cD o n a ld  to ld  
the Austin  Am erican-Statesm an.

“ W e w an t to  fac ilita te  th e ir  a c tiv i­
tie s ,” he sa id  o f  the  O cc u p y  A u stin  
p ro teste rs , “bu t w e c a n ’t a llo w  th is  to  
be a p e rm an en t c a m p site .”

In Portland, Ore., police have

allowed protesters to sleep in two 
parks surroimded by office buildings 
despite policies outlawing camping, 
but Mayor Sam Adams warned dem­
onstrators last week that he would 
not allow them to take over any more 
parks. Late Saturday, hundreds o f pro­
testers gathered in another paik — 
Jamison Square in the wealthy Pearl 
District — and defied a midnight 
curfew.

About 30 people who had decided to 
ri.sk arrest sat on the ground as other 
protesters walked around them and 
chanted “Whose Park? Our Park!” and

When police moved in around 2 

a.m., all but the sitting protesters 
backed off. An A sso c ia ti  Ifress pho­
tographer said most o f thdse protesters 
went limp and were carried or dragged 
away by police. There was no violence 
during the arrests, which took about 
90 minutes.

The protesters — all appearing to 
be in their 20s and 30s with many 
wearing Halloween-style face paint 
—  were huidcuffed and taken away in 
police vans. “We are the 99 percent,” 
one arrestee continued to chant.

Police said the arrests were made on 
charges that included criminal tres­
passing, interfering with a police offi­
cer and disorderly conduct.

Protesters in California, Georgia and 
Colorado also have been arrested over 
the last several days.

On Saturday night, protesters pre­
pared for a third night of arrests but 
were greeted by only a single trooper 
on patrol who made no move against 
them. Safety Department spokeswom­
an Jennifer Donnals would not say 
whether the troopers plan to continue 
the arrests, saying only, “The curfew 
remains in effect and we urge the pro­
testers to adhere to it.”

New York’s Democratic Gov. 
Andrew Cuomo has been similarly 
thwarted by local officials in Albany,

where Occupy protesters have pitched 
tents in a city park across the street 
from the Capitol.

Cuomo reportedly asked Albany 
Mayor Jerry Jennings last weekend 
to begin enforcing the paik’s 11 p.m. 
curfew. Jennings declined; he told the 
New York Post, “My counsel said 
we’d be opening ourselves up to civil 
liability if we forced them out.”

In lower Manhattan, police have not 
attempted to evict people who have 
been camped out in Zuccotti Park 
since Sept. 17, but they recently took 
away the demonstrators’ generators 
2nd fuel, saying they were a safety 
hazard.

In a letter to the fire department, 
attorneys associated with the New 
York chapter o f the National Lawyer 
Guild said the seizures were only a 
pretext for “freezing out” the activists.

A nor’easter buried parts o f the 
Northeast in up to 2 feet o f snow 
Saturday. There was far less snow 
than that in New York, but it quickly 
turned to a miserably cold and wet

slush. At least a few protesters left.
Nick Thommen, a 6-foot-4 former 

Marine who served in Iraq and war- 
tom regions o f Africa, gave fellow 
protesters lessons on how to endure 
the rough conditions.

“I’m fine here — we trained for 
months in Norway,” he said. But he 
said less experienced protesters could 
easily get hypothermia or frostbite.

“I went aroimd waking people up 
and telling them they have to move 
—  do jumping jacks, or anything,” he 
said.

Though far from the nor’easter, 
Des Moines, Iowa, also was getting 
uncomfortable for protesters, with 
overnight temperatures dipping into 
the low 30s. Protesters in Stewart 
Square have bundled up iii coats, hats 
and gloves, and some have surrounded 
their tenls in layers o f cardboard, hay 
bales and trash bags filled with leaves.

“I’m equipped to be out here howev­
er cold it gets, whether it’s 20 degrees 
above or 20 below,” protester Bill 
Lewis said.
