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Gun instructor draws heat for advert:

MASON (AP) — On a You-
Tube clip that has gone viral,
brash Texas handgun instructor
Crockett Keller defiantly tells
Muslims and non-Christian Ar-
abs he won’t teach them how to
handle a firearm.

State officials see the ad as pos-
sible discrimination, and may re-
voke Keller’s instructor license.

Tens of thousands of YouTube
viewers have watched the $175
ad for Keller’s business in the
small community of Mason,
which has won him a handful of

admirere bhut that emharracced

locals say misrepresents their
community. Muslim groups dis-
missed the 65-year-old as a bigot.

Among the couple of thousand
residents in the Central Texas
town, Keller has other reputa-
tions.

“He’s a character and likes at-
tention,” said Diane Eames, a
jeweler with a downtown shop in
Mason’s quaint town square.

Keller has received plenty of
attention since his radio spot on
a rural country music station in
Mason County, about 100 miles
west of Austin, went viral on the
Internet. Keller said he whipped
up the script on his iPad in 10
minutes. The ad quit airing last
week.

“If you are a socialist liber-
al and/or voted for the current
campaigner-in-chief, please do
not take this class,” Keller says
in the ad’s closing seconds,
also taking a swipe at President
Barack Obama. “You’ve already
proven that you cannot make a
knowledgeable and prudent de-
cision as required under the law.
Also, if you are a non-Christian
Arab or Muslim, I will not teach

you this class. Once again, with
no shame, I am Crockett Keller.”

The Texas Council on Ameri-
can-Islamic Relations called the
ad ugly rhetoric undeserving
of media attention. Others have
called Keller’s phone number
from the ad to personally tell him
worse, including alleged death
threats.

The Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety is now investigating
whether to revoke or suspend
Keller’s license to teach con-
cealed handgun courses.

“Conduct by an instructor that
denied service to individuals on
the basis of race, ethnicity or re-
ligion would place that instruc-
tor’s certification by the Depart-
ment at risk of suspension or
revocation,” the department said
in a statement.

Inside a remote highway cabin
on the edge of the Llano River,
where a draped, full-size cannon
is parked across from his desk,
Keller said he was inspired to
make the ad after being “flab-
bergasted” by a couple neighbors
who left the state to campaign for
Obama. As for refusing to teach
Muslims, Keller described that as
an afterthought tacked onto the
spot, which he couldn’t remem-
ber but said was likely generated
from something in the news.

_ “I got to thinking, ‘Hmm, I’'m
arming the enemy,’” Keller said.

Of course, even Keller knows
that Muslims were unlikely to
show up at his door asking to
take his $100 course.

Mason County, as Eames de-
scribed it, is “white bread” — the
population was 93 percent Cau-
casian in the latest census, and all
Republican statewide candidates

won with at least 70’ percent of
the vote in 2010. Keller said he
wasn’t aware of any Muslims in
Mason County, nor could a hand-
ful of locals name one.

Eames and Joyce Arnold, a real
estate agent, said they worried
about the radio spot embarrass-
ing the city. Eames ran what she
described as a successful sex-toy
business in Mason before open-
ing the jewelry store, and Scott
Haupert, co-owner of the Sand-
stone Cellars Winery, said Ma-
son is more tolerant than Keller’s
comments would suggest,

“I voted for Obama and 'l
vote for Obama again,” said
Haupert, an avowed Democrat.
“If I signed up to take his gun
control class, he would not reject
me.”

But Keller has also won over
some fans. As he spoke with a re-
porter in his cabin, rancher Clyde
McCarley knocked on his door
and asked about signing up for a
class.

“It’s mighty dadgum interest-
ing to me that some people can
say anything they want, and you
make a statement and they bring
down the house on you,” McCa-
rley said.

Mustafaa Carroll, executive
directer of the Texas Council
on American-Islamic Relations,
said the group is watching how
the state responds to Keller’s ad
and whether the agency revokes
his instructor license.

“We try not to give too much
credibility to some of these peo-
ple who do outlandish things,”
Carroll said. “But there are some
issues that we do have to ad-
dress.”

AUSTIN (AP) — The president of the University
of Texas System'’s flagship campus in Austin says
he didn’t seek a $10 million dollar deal that was
reached between UT System regents and a politi-
cally connected company.

Regents voted in August to invest $10 million for

22.5 percent stake in Austin-based MyEdu Corp.
The online company has close ties to the system’s
former chancellor, his son and associates of Texas
Gov. Rick Perry.

“That was a decision of the board. That was not a
decision of the campus. We didn’t choose to bring
this to the campus; it was brought to us,” UT Austin
President William Powers Jr. told the UT Faculty
Council on Monday. “Would I have had different
priorities for that $10 million? Yes.”

Powers did not specify what those priorities would
be, the Austin American-Statesman (http://bit.ly/
vJFmNF) reported.

Senior UT System staff members and the regents
did not publicly disclose — and apparently some
did not know — that former Chancellor William
Cunningham is a MvEdu investor and that his son,
John, is a co-founder of the company and a senior
vice president. The company’s chairman and CEO is
Michael Crosno, who served on Perry’s re-election
finance committee last year.

Regents Chairman Gene Powell and system Chan-

cellor Francisco Cigarroa said they were unaware
of Cunningham'’s involvement, but that they were
not obligated to disclose it. Powell, who co-chaired
Perry’s re-election finance committee, and Cigarroa
also said they did not know of Crosno and Pearson’s
ties to Perry.

William Cunningham, who also is a former presi-
dent of the University of Texas at Austin, said he is
not a major shareholder in MyEdu and was unaware
of UT’s investment until it was publicly announced.

Cigarroa said the deal was cleared by the system’s
attorneys. Perry spokesman Josh Havens said the
governor’s office had no involvement in the deal.

John Cunningham, a Texas A&M graduate, start-
ed the online service as Pick-A-Prof in 2000 with
a partner. The website enabled students to rate and
exchange information about their teachers.

Crosno said he started MyEdu in 2009 by buy-

ing Pick-A-Prof. He said he saw the company had a -

great future as an independent clearinghouse where
students and parents could plan better and lower
costs by avoiding dropped courses.

The Universitv of Texas at Austin and other uni-
versities offer tools on their websites to help stu-
dents with schedules and career planning. They also
post summaries of student evaluations of faculty
members.

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Texas red tide kills 4.2M fish

. AUSTIN (AP) - The algae bloom known as red tide
has killed 1.2 million more fish along the Texas coast
in less than two weeks.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife Department reported
Monday that about 4.2 million fish hgve died since the
red tide outbreak began in September. The agency on
Oct. 20 estimated 3 million fish had been killed.

State health officials last week banned, until further
notice, commercial and recreational harvesting of
oysters, clams and mussels due to red tide. Tuesday
would have been opening day for public harvest of
oysters through April.

Experts sav red tide, often present in the fall, is
worse this year because of the Texas drought and
recent excessive heat. The algae thrive in warm, salty
water.

200 cases of pertussis in NM

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP) - Whooping cough
is spreading across the state. Whooping cough is a
highly contagious bacterial respiratory infection put-
ting infants most at risk. The New Mexico Department
of Health says cases of whooping cough or pertussis
are up, especially in Bernalillo County.

State Department of Health epidemiologist Dr. Chad
Smelser says there are 188 confirmed, probable and
suspected pertussis cases in the state and 130 of those
have been reported in Bernalillo County.

Smelser tells KRQE-TV the department started see-
ing an increase in cases last year, but before that cases
had been down for the last several years.

Also, a jump in cases can be attributed to whooping
cough turning up in a large population centers like
Albuquerque.

Texas family sues over death

DALLAS (AP) - A negligence lawsuit filed by the
family of an 89-year-old North Texas woman says
she died after eating cantaloupe allegedly tainted with
listeria.

The lawsuit filed in Dallas against Jensen Farms of
Holly, Colo., says Marie Jones died Sept. 23 at a hos-
pital. »

The Food and Drug Administration says Jensen
Farms voluntarily recalled its whole cantaloupes Sept.
14, Federal health officials say 28 deaths have been
linked to the listeria outbreak in a dozen states.

The lawsuit filed last week on behalf of the Dallas
County woman’s children, Russell Jones and Terri
Blackmon, also names Frontera Produce Ltd. of
Edinburg. A Frontera spokesman declined comment on
the lawsuit.

Official: Drought next year, too

AUSTIN (AP) - Texas state senators are hearing
sobering news on how a record-breaking drought will
continue - and the costly measures needed to keep up
with future water demand.

State climatologist John Nielsen-Gammon testified
Tuesday that the drought that began in October 2010
should last at least another year.

He said Texas had its hottest summer ever and tied
with Oklahoma for the hottest in U.S. history. Rising
temperatures means increased evaporation in reser-
voirs, further depleting already decimated water stocks.

Through September, Texas averaged only 8.5 inches
of rain, nearly 13 inches less than normal, the driest in
state annals.

Carolyn Brittin of the Texas Water Development
Board uiged unpicineniing a pian to boister future
water stocks but said estimated costs have increased
from $31 billion in 2007 to $53 billion today.

Texas students gain in math

AUSTIN (AP) - Fourth and eighth-graders in Texas
are doing better in math, but gains in reading profi-
ciency remain elusive.

That’s according to results released Tuesday on the
Nation’s Report Card. Results show Texas students
lagging behind the national average on reading scores.
For eighth graders, the average score was three points
below the national average.

Texas students exceeded their national peers in math
- by seven points in eighth grade. Math scores have
been improving steadily over the past two decades.

Reading performance gaps between white stu-
dents and black and Hispanic students in Texas were
unchanged in comparisons to 1992 and 1998. In math,
however, those gaps have narrowed.

-The results are based on the National Assessment
on Educational Progress, administered by the U.S.
Department of Education’s National Center for
Education Statistics.

Filing period for Texas candidates may shorten

SAN ANTONIO (AP)
- A three-judge panel is
unlikely to approve tem-
porary maps for Texas’
revamped political dis-
tricts before candidates are
scheduled to start filing for
next year’s primary elec-
tions, the federal judges
said Monday.

Consequently, the open-
ing of the fiiing period
may be delayed and short-
ened for candidates in all
state and congressional
races by about two weeks,
they said.

The view was made

clear during a federal court
hearing in San Antonio.
The judges said they were
unlikely to approve inter-
im congressional maps
by Nov. 12, when filing
for office is scheduled to
begin statewide, the San
Antonio Express-News
reported.

State elections director
Ann McGeehan toid the
judges that state and coun-
ty election administrators
needed time to prepare for
the primaries. U.S. District
Judge Orlando Garcia
asked if it would be better

to shorten the filing period
for congressional and state
House and state Senate
races only, or for all races
statewide.

“I think it’s preferable
to just move everybody,”
she said.

Lawyers and representa-
tives of Texas’ Republican
and - Democratic parties
appeaied {o ihe judges io
announce what the fil-
ing period would be. The
judges said they might do
so by the end of this week.

The hearing involved

Feds sue mortgage broker, alleging lending fraud

NEW YORK (AP) - The
federal government sued
one of the nation’s largest
privately held mortgage
brokers on Tuesday, say-
ing its decade-long fraudu-
lent lending practices cost
the government hundreds
of millions of dollars
and forced thousands of
American homeowners to
lose their homes.

The lawsuit in U.S.
District Court in
Manhattan sought unspec-
ified damages and civil
penalties and named as
defendants Houston-based
Allied Home Mortgage
Corp., founder Jim Hodge
and Jeanne Stell, the com-
pany’s executive vice
president and director of
compliance.

Joe James, a company
spokesman, said he was
aware of the lawsuit but
had not yet seen it. He

not ultimately fulfill their
obligations on mortgages
that were doomed to fail,”
he said.

On Nov. 2. 1861, during the Civil War,
President Abraham Lincoln relieved Maj.

John C. Fremont of his command of the Army’s
Department of the West based in St. Louis, follow-
ing Fremont’s unauthorized efforts to emancipate
slaves in Missouri.

(Chesimard, who took the name Assata Shakur, is
believed to be living in Cuba.)

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CINCINNATI -- In Ohio, which has
voted for the winning White House
nominee in the last 12 consecutive
presidential elections, there has been
no major county that has been more
reliably Republican than Hamilton,
with its county seat of Cincinnati.

In carrying Ohio in 2008, Barack
Obama became the first Democratic
presidential nominee since Lyndon
Johnson in 1964 (and only the third in
96 years) to carry Hamilton County.
For President Obama, any realistic
route to re-election goes through Ohio,
where a strong showing in Hamilton
County, next November, could sig-
nificantly improve the Democrat’s
prospects.

So with just a year to go until
Election Day 2012, it made good
sense to sit and listen on a Monday
night for two and a half hours to 12
Cincinnati-area voters speak openly
about their country in the first of a
series of focus groups pollster Peter
D. Hart will conduct throughout the
campaign for the Annenberg Public
Policy Center of the University of
Pennsylvania. ;

The group’s anxieties about the
economy were personal. Half of them
had immediate family members who
had lost their jobs. They are worried
about their own and their children’s
futures. When Hart asked what is
“the one thing you thought you would
never say about America that you are
starting to think now?” Brandon Fox,
a 25-year-old safety officer and politi-

cal independent,
dramatized the per-
vasive apprehen-
sion in the room: “I
want to live some-
place else. I never
thought 1'd hear
myself say that.”

When asked for
their assessment of
President Obama in
a word or phrase,
George Palmer, 59,
who is a developr —
ment director and voted for Obama
in 2008, echoed the disappointment
expressed almost unanimously: “I am
disappointed in his leadership ... he
(the president) doesn’t take charge
often enough or well enough.”

Because I have long believed that
American voters, when a president
disappoints them in office, immedi-
ately seek in their next president the
very qualities that were missing in the
president who has let them down, I
paid close attention when Peter Hart
inquired: “The one thing I would like
to be able to say about the next presi-
dent is ...” A majority of the panel-
ists chose “strong leader,” followed
closely by “tough negotiator.” Trailing
were “strong foreign policy,” “fights
for working class” and “business,
private-sector experience.” Cincinnati
did not see Obama as either a strong
leader or a tough negotiator.

But Hart’s most provocative ques-
tion was asking the 12 to think about

the various types in any fifth-grade
class - such as the teacher’s pet, the
all-American kid, the nerd, the loner,
the know-it-all, the bully, the rich/priv-
ileged kid, the kid everyone respects,
the star athlete -- and to match them
up with the leading Republican 2012
candidates and Mr. Obama.

Eight identified businessman
Herman Cain as the “hard worker,”
and he was also named as “the all-
American kid” and “the kid everyone
respects.” The biggest loser in this
round was Texas Gov. Rick Perry,
whom eight called the class “bully”
and just one saw as the “star athlete.”
Former Massachusetts Gov. Mitt
Romney could not be pleased by five
seeing him as the “rich and privileged
kid,” even though the group, based
upon his debate performances, had
earlier judged Romney the toughest.

But unnerving to Democrats is the
fact that President Obama was picked
twice as “the loner,” the “know-it-all”
and the “hard worker,” and with one
pick for “teacher’s pet,” “nerd,” “the
all-American kid” and the “trusted
friend.” After three years in the White'
House, the president has forged no
strong identity.

A focus group is obviously not a
scientific sample. But if you listen
closely, you can hear how people
actually feel. And with a vear to ga -
the news from Cincinnati for Barack
Obama is not reassuring.

Perry’s so-called flat tax isn’t anywhere near flat

Does Rick Perry want to undermin:
traditional marriage? This question
leaps out from his new 20 percent flat-
tax plan, which would eliminate all tax
advantages for married couples where
one spouse is the primary breadwin-
ner.

For more than 60 years, the federal
income tax has treated the family as
an economic unit. A husband and
wife have the benefit of pooling their
income in a joint tax return, which
affords larger deductions and lower
rates.

Perry would replace the pooling of
husband-wife income with a system
in which each individual, regardless
of marital status, would owe federal
taxes on his or her separate income.
Perry’s plan offers “generous standard
deductions of $12,500 for individuals
and their ts” -- which ignores
the fact that children are dependents of
both their parents, even if one earns all
or most of the family income.

If an income tax were truly “flat,”
filing status wouldn’t matter because
a wife is taxed at the same rate as
her husband. But Perry’s so-called
flat tax isn’t anywhere near flat, so
it matters greatly that he offers the
same standard allowances to alterna-
tive lifestyles as for married couples.
His plan would allow, for example,
two unrelated adults living with two

marriage.

The anti-family
bias of Perry’s tax
plan is found to
a lesser degree in
several other tax
reform plans. But
Perry has been on
probation with pro-
family voters since
July when he told
an elite group of
big-money donors
in Aspen that he
was “fine” with gay marriage in New
York because “that’s their business.”

New York’s same-sex marriage is,
indeed, Texas's business, too, since
two same-sex couples have already
moved to Texas and are demanding
that Texas courts recognize their mar-
riage. This shows why the definition
of marriage is a national and not a
states-right issue.

T[ULSA, Okla. (AP)
Former British Prime
Minister Tony Blair said

[uesday the war on terror
will be a “generation-long
struggle” and held out hope
that peace between Israel
and Palestine could some-
day ease tension across the
world.

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At the end of last
football season, then-
junior Daniel Hulsey
suffered a2 hamstring
tear and had to spend
most of the offseason
recovering.

“I lost all strength
in my leg,” Hulsey
said. “I just had to
rebuild that back up Hulsey
over the summer.
