New suspect in  25-year-old case guilty in travel ìlap

AUSTIN (AP) —  The attorney for a man who spent 

nearly 25 years in prison after being wrongfully con­
victed o f killing his wife says a new suspect has been 
arrested in the case.

Attorney John Raley tells The Associated Press that the 
Texas attorney general’s office shared the news with him 
Wednesday.

The daughter o f  a second victim linked to the new 
suspect says authorities also told her o f  the arrest. The 
attorney general’s office declined to comment.

Raley represents Michael Morton, who was released 
from prison last monlli after new DNA testing cleared 
him in the beating death o f  his wife.

Christine Morton was beaten to death in her bed on 
Aug. 13, 1986. Her husband was convicted on circum­
stantial evidence.

Missionaries struck by car, killed
DONNA, (AP) —  Investigators say a driver has sur­

rendered after two Mormon m issionaries on bicycles 
were killed and a third was hurt after being hit by a car 
in South Texas.

Departm ent o f  Public Safety Trooper Johnny 
Hernandez says the victims wore helmets and were 
using bicycle lights when they were struck by the 
oncoming car around 7 p.m. Tuesday.

Hernandez said Wednesday that it was dark during 
the wreck in Donna and the driver ran away, but later 
surrendered. Charges are pending.

A statement from The Church o f  Jesus Christ o f 
Latter-day Saints identifies the men who died as 
21-year-old Trevor Reinhold Strong o f  Taylorsville, 
Utah, and 20-year-old Derek Jason Walker o f  Fairfield, 
Idaho.

Hospital officials say 19-year-old Zachary Todd 
Harris o f  Huntsville, Ala., was treated and released.

M oney sm uggling charges filed
GULFPORT, Miss. (AP) —  A Texas man accused of 

smuggling more than $100,000 from Georgia to Mexico 
has pleaded not guilty to a federal charge o f  conspiracy 
to transport currency outside the United States to avoid 
reporting requirements. H e’s set to go trial in Gulfport, 
Miss., in February.

The Sun Herald reports a Jackson County deputy 
stopped Gilbert Cuello 111 and his wife on Oct. 6 on 
Interstate 10 for a seat-belt violation.

Deputy Patrick Brandle asked to search their vehicle. 
Inside, he found bundles o f  cash wrapped in plastic and 
stuffed in the SUV’s console. More bundles were later 
found stuffed into a lead-lined stereo speaker. The total 
seized was $109,131.

Cuello’s wife was not taken into custody because her 
husband said she knew nothing o f  the operation.

Ex-Naval station for sale
CORPUS CHRISTl (AP) —  A Houston comipany has 

completed an agreement to buy 187 acres o f  former 
Naval Station Ingleside and redevelop the ex-military 
site.

Port o f  Corpus Christi commissioners on Tuesday 
approved the sale to Canyon Supply and Logistics, with a 
$ 1 million down payment. The rest o f  the down payment, 
$19 million, is due in late December as part o f  the final 
purchase price o f  $66 million.

The company plans to establish an offshore drilling 
service facility, called Canyon Port, similar to one at Port 
Fourchon, La. Officials have said the redevelopment 
could lead to more than 2,500 jobs.

Canyon CEO Larry Ramming says investment in the 
project could reach $250 million.

Aldawsari to plead insanity
LUBBOCK (AP) —  The attorney for a Saudi man 

accused o f  trying to make a weapon o f mass destruction 
will use an insanity defense in the case.

Rod Hobson, the attorney for Khalid Ali-M Aldawsari, 
filed notice o f  his plan Wednesday at a federal court­
house in Lubbock, Texas.

Prosecutors allege Aldawsari bought chemicals and 
equipment to build a weapon o f mass destruction. The 
21-year-old U.S. college student from Saudi Arabia has 
pleaded not guilty.

Earlier this week, Hobson filed to a motion seeking 
psychiatric and psychological exams for Aldawsari.

Aldawsari was arrested Feb. 23. Court documents 
allege he planned to attack various U.S. targets, includ­
ing sites in New York City and former President George 
W. Bush's home in Dallas.

A trial is set for Jan. 9.

Superintendent indicted, resigns
EL PASO (AP) —  A West Texas school administrator 

indicted in a federal fraud investigation over use o f  edu­
cation ftinds has resigned.

Trustees o f  the El Paso Independent School District 
have accepted the resignation o f  Superintendent Lorenzo 
Garcia, effective Nov. 30.

Garcia did not attend Tuesday’s meeting. Garcia, who 
was arrested in August and f r e ^  <m bond, had been on 
unpaid leave.

Court documents show that the district paid $360,000 
for simple math materials touted as “specialized ebta” 
under a no-bid contract. Garcia allegedly ftuled to  dis­
close his financial stake in the company.

Garcia has pleaded not guilty to a pair o f  conspiracy 
counts, one mail fraud count and one count o f  theft o f  
federal funds.

M an convicted in  m urder p lo t
BOERNE (AP) —  The Texas Attorney General’s 

Office says a jury Itas sentenced a New M exico man to 
60 years in prison for his role in the 1988 disappearance 
o f  a West Texas rancher.

Authorities say Joseph Wayne Daggett, a  rancher from 
the Fort Stockton area, disappeared March 1, 1988. 
Daggett’s body was never found.

Investigators say die S9-year-old Saul solicited an 
acquaintance to murder Daggett, who was romantically 
involved with Saul’s former wife.

AU STIN  (A P) - A  state 
rep resen tative p lans to  
plead guilty to  a felony 
charge that he used tens 
o f  thousands o f  taxpayer 
dollars to  reim burse h im ­
se lf for travel expenses 
that h is cam paign  had 
already funded, an offi­
cial said Tuesday.

Dallas-area Republican 
Rep. Joe Driver, who has 
already announced plans 
to retire when his term 
ends in January 2013, 
will enter the plea on a 
charge o f  official abuse 
o f  capacity at a Nov. 22 
court hearing, said Gregg 
Cox, the director o f  the 
public integrity unit with 
the Travis County district 
attorney’s office in Austin.

D river, a 65-year-o ld  
T exas H ouse veteran  
from G arland w ho was 
first elected in 1992, has 
acknow ledged  that for 
years he collected reim ­
bursem ents from  taxpay­
ers for travel he already 
had paid for using donat­
ed cam paign m oney. He 
bought airline tickets and 
m eals, and paid for lux­
ury hotel stays and con­
ference registration fees 
w ith cam paign funds ECO 
then subm itted  receipts 
for those sam e expenses 
to  the state.

Cox said he d idn ’t know 
the details o f  the plea 
agreem ent. The punish­
m ent range for the third- 
degree felony is two to 10 
years in prison, but Cox 
said D river could receive 
probation.

D river’s district office 
said W ednesday that he 
had no com m ent and 
would not be available to 
reporters. D river’s attor­
ney d idn ’t return phone 
calls seeking com m ent.

D river said he w asn’t 
aware w hat he was doing 
w as w rong, and thqt he 
re im bursed  h is  cam ­
paign $49,426 after The 
A ssociated Press revealed 
the double-dipping. He 
w aived an indictm ent and 
was charged w ith m isus­
ing som ething o f  value to 
the governm ent that was 
worth m ore than $20,000 
but less than $100,000.

An inform ation docu­
m ent filed in lieu o f  an 
indictm ent w ith T ravis 
C o un ty  says D river 
adm its  to  w ro n g d o ­
ing betw een Septem ber 
2005 and A ugust 2010, 
but does not list the 
exact am ount o f  m oney 
involved.

It says D river adm its 
w rongdoing by “using his 
cam paign/officer holder 
account to  pay travel 
expenses related to  his 
service as a m em ber o f  
the Legislature, and by 
then retaining reim burse­
m ent fimds received from 
the State o f  Texas for 
said  travel expenses in 
his personal baiik account 
and failing to reim burse 
h is cam p a ig n /o ffice r- 
holder account.”

Don’t just salute veterans, rally with them
ites really hate to see: Many mem­

bers o f the 1 percent are joining the 
“We are the 99 percent” movement 
in various Occupy Wall Street pro­
tests.

I don’t mean that corporate CEOs 
and hedge fund billionaires are sud­
denly in the streets to show soli­
darity with millions o f Americans 
who’re fed up with the systemic 
inequality and corruption infesting 
our economic and political systems. 
No, no — those swells aren’t about 
to dirty their Guccis with any s t r ^ t  
action.

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Utah drops charges against polygam ist sect lead er Jeffs
SALT LAKE CITY (AP) - Utah prosecutors dropped 

charges Wednesday against a polygamist sect leader serv­
ing a life sentence in Texas in a separate case.

Warren Jeffs had been found guilty o f rape by acctmi- 
plice - a 2007 conviction that was overturned last year 
by the Utah Supreme Court, which cited improper jury 
instructions by the trial judge.

“As a result of the conviction in Texas, we decided not 
to bring him back to Utah for a re-trial,” said Brian Filter, 
senior deputy attorney for Washington County.

Jeffs, 55, is the ecclesiastical head o f the Fundamentalist 
Church of Jesus Christ o f Latter Day Saints. He was sen­
tenced to life in prison in August on charges o f sexually 
assaulting two of his underage brides.

The Utah case charged Jeffs with arranging an under­
aged marriage involving Elissa Wall, who wrote a book 
about her experience. Jeffs had been accused o f presid­
ing over the marriage, and the two felony charges of rape 
by accomplice involving Jeffs were the result o f  sexual 
encounters with a husband she said she didn’t want to 
marry.

Allen Steed pleaded guilty in February to solemnization 
of a prohibited marriage - Wall was 14 at the time - and is 
serving 36 months’ probation. Filter said.

Jeffs faces no other charges in Utah.
The decision to drop the case was made with the consent 

o f the victim and U t^  Attorney General Mark Shurtleff.
The Utah Supreme Court provided no guidance that 

would make another trial possible, Shurtleff spokesman 
Paul Murphy said. But given that Jeffs is serving a life

sentence in Texas, there was little to gain by pursuing the 
Utah case, Murphy said.

Earlier this week in Texas, another high-ranking member 
o f  the church was convicted o f presiding over Je ffs  mar­
riage to a 12-year-old girl.

Fredrick Merril Jessop, 75, received the maximum 
sentence from a West Texas jury. He was found guilty 
Monday o f performing an illegal wedding ceremony.

That case grew out o f a raid at the sect’s Yearning for 
Zion ranch in 2008. Authorities gathered a trove of evi­
dence they used to bring charges against Jessop, Jeffs and 
10 other followers.

Jeffs was sentenced to life imprisonment in August after 
prosecutors used DNA evidence to show he fathered a 
child with a 15-year-old girl prosecutors say he took as one 
o f his spiritual wives. •

In September, Jeffs filed a handwritten motion seeking 
a new trial. He alleged that his religious freedoms were 
violated by the courts - an argument he also tried to make 
while defending himself during his trial.

Jeffs is scheduled to go on trial on bigamy charges in 
February in San Angelo.

He was initially assigned to a state prison about 100 
miles southeast o f Dallas to serve his life sentence for

sexually assaulting underage girls. On Aug. 28, about three 
weeks after his conviction, he told corrections officers he 
had been fasting since the end o f his trial and was ill. He 
then was taken to the Tyler hospital, about 45 miles from 
his prison before his transfer to the prison hospital.

That hospital shares quarters with the University of 
Texas Medical Branch, the Texas prison system’s chief 
medical provider.

This was not the first time Jeffs has required hospitaliza­
tion in the years since he first was locked up.

He tried to hang himself in January 2007 while awaiting 
trial on rape charges in Utah, according to court docu­
ments. He also threw himself against the walls of his cell 
and banged his head, although he later told a mental health 
expert he really wasn’t trying to kill himself. Around the 
same time, he was hospitalized for dehydration and depres­
sion.

In 2009, he was temporarily force-fed while in an 
Arizona jail.

Former church members have said Jeffs likely would 
continue to lead his Utah-based church from inside prison 
and that his followers likely still revere him as a prophet 
despite the considerable evidence at his trial showing he 
sexually assaulted young girls.

US mulls new route for Canada oil pipeline
WASHINGTON (AP) - The State Depiartment is con­

sidering a plan that would reroute the proposed Keystone 
XL oil pipeline from Canada away from environmentally 
sensitive areas o f Nebraska, an action that could delay a 
final decision on the project until after the 2012 election.

A U.S. official said told The Associated Press on 
Wednesday that rerouting the pipeline was a key issue 
that came up during public meetings and this fall in the 
six states through which the pipeline would run. The 
official asked not to be identified because no decision has 
been made.

Calgary-based TransCanada Corp. is seeking to build 
the $7 billion pipeline to carry oil derived from tar sands 
in Alberta, Canada, to refineries on the Texas Gulf Coast. 
A portion of the 1,700-mile pipeline would pass through 
Nebraska's Sandhills region and the massive Ogallala 
aquifer, which supplies water to eight states.

A State Department decision to reroute the pipieline 
would require an environmental review of the new sec­
tion, a process that would likely push a final decision on 
the pipeline past the 2012 election.

The heavily contested project has become a political 
trap for President Barack Obama, who risks angering 
environmental supporters if  he approves the pipeline 
and could face criticism from labor and business groups 
for thwarting jobs if he rejects it. Some liberal donors 
have threatened to cut off funds to Obama’s reelection ‘ 
campaign if he approves the pipeline, which has become 
a major focal point of environmental groups who say it 
would bring “dirty oil” that requires huge amounts of 
energy to extract. They also worry that the pipeline could 
cause an ecological disaster in case of a spill.

Thousands o f protesters gathered across from the White 
House on Sunday to oppose the pipeline. The crowd 
linked hands to surround the White House, keeping pres­
sure on Obama as his administration decides whether to 
approve the project. The State Department has authority 
over the project because it crosses a U.S. border.

The Keystone XL pipeline would double the capacity of 
an existing pipeline operated by TransCanada, and sup­
porters say it could significantly reduce U.S. dependence 
on Middle Eastern oil while providing thousands o f jobs.

TransCanada has said any delay in the approval process 
could cost it millions of dollars and keep thousands of 
people of from getting jobs.

State Department spokesman Mark Toner said delibera­
tion over whether to reroute the pipeline is part o f a broad 
review o f issues that include enviromnental concerns, 
energy security, jobs, economic impacts and foreign 
policy.

“So all o f these are blended together. It’s not just one 
issue. It’s a range of issues that we’re looking at,” Toner 
said.

Meanwhile, the department’s inspector general has 
launched a review of the Obama administration’s han­
dling o f the pipeline request. The review is being con­
ducted in response to complaints from Democratic law­
makers about possible conflicts o f interest in the review 
process.

Deputy Inspector General Harold W. Geisel said the spe­
cial review will center on whether the State Department 
“and all other parties involved” in the project followed 
federal laws and regulations related to the pipeline, which 
would travel through Montana, South Dakota, Kansas, 
Nebraska and Oklahoma before reaching Texas.

The last time the Lefors Pirates and 
the Groom Tigers played on October 7, 
it came down to the end, with the Pirates 
making the final stop in a 54-50 victory.

It’s happening every day in homes all 
over the world: fear tinkling.

The dog is so submissive and fearful 
that he piddles in an instant when trig­
gered by something. What turns on the 
tinkle? Several things can cause this 
unwanted behavior, including a loud 
noise, a visitor reaching out toward the 
dog, or the dog’s owner pointing and 
yelling.

By any other name, fear tinkling is 
called “submissive wetting,” and it is 
common among shy and fearful dogs. 
Something frightens the dog, and he 
wets out o f fear. So let’s explore this 
behavior, see what causes it, and deter­
mine how to solve or minimize it.

We will start with the dog’s tem­
perament. What has caused the dog 
to be shy and fearful? It could be a 
number of things: bad breeding, lack 
of socialization or too much discipline. 
You may have adopted a dog and 
don’t know his history. He may have 
been mistreated. And, of course, it’s 
important to know that your dog hears 
five times better than you do, so if you 
raise your voice or point at him while 
saying something like, “You bad dog, 
you,” that will only heighten the fear of 
your already-frightened dog. And this 
causes more fear tinkling.

The only way to solve or at least 
minimize the problem is to build up 
your dog’s self-confidence. And the 
only way to do this is for you to be 
patient, kind and loving.

Start the process by social­
izing your dog. When he meets 

ew people and dog-friendly 
logs, praise him and tell him 

what a good boy he is. Use 
only positive reinforcement. 
And be sure to train your dog. 
This is very important.

Dogs love to  learn and 
to  reach their potential. 
Submissive wetting is most 

common when you answer the door 
or when you come home after being 
gone for a while. For example, when 
the doorbell rings and your trained dog 
accompanies you to the door, you will 
be able to tell him to SIT and STAY. 
Then praise him and open the door. 
Your well-trained dog will remain in 
the sit position, and this makes it dif­
ficult for him to cower and tinkle out 
of fear.

Choose a trainer who does not teach 
by intimidation. Love, praise and affec­
tion are always required to educate 
and modify the behavior of any dog, 
especially one that is shy and fear­
ful. When you woric with your dog, 
always praise him as he learns the sit/ 
stay command and all the rest. In fact, 
praise him throughout the educational 
process, even if  he is only able to par­
tially accomplish a command. H e’s 
trying, and he will only get better if you 
reward him with loving praise.

Why does training help? First and 
foremost, it helps build his confidence. 
A confident dog is not ruled by fear -  
or his bladder.

the next morning, the light 
was hitting the bones just 
right, and one of the work­
ers spotted them."

Lankford said the bones 
were imbedded about eight 
feet down in the walls 
o f  the excavation, with a 
color that nearly matched 
the surrounding dirt, so the 
proper light was crucial to 
the discovery. The bucket 
o f  the massive excavator 
would almost certainly 
have destroyed the bone 
fragments if it had taken 
another bite out o f  the wall 
o f  the pit, he said.

Plant Historian Monica 
Graham joined with plant 
wildlife biologist Jim Ray, 
geologist Mike Keck and 
other personnel to exca­
vate the bones. Dr. Gerald 
Schultz from West Texas 
A&M University identi­
fied the bones as belong­
ing to a Platygonus, an 
extinct genus o f  her­
bivorous peccary o f  the 
family Tayassuidae that 
roamed the area in ancient 
times. According to  Ray, 
Platygonus were similar to 
modem species o f  pecca-

to be able to get in there 
and remove them without 
impacting the schedule on 
the HEPF,” Graham said. 
“It’s a win-win for every­
one when we can learn 
about the ancient history 
o f this site at the same time 
we are ensuring the future 
with this new facility.”

The HEPF is a $65 mil­
lion, 45,000-square-foot 
facility that is being built 
to modernize the high 
explosive capab ilities 
at Pantex. Ground was 
broken on the HEPF in 
August, and construction 
is expected to take about 
two-and-a-half years.

Pantex has policies 
in place that govern the 
excavation o f  paleontol­
ogy sites. Graham said 
plant personnel have quite 
a bit o f  experience with 
excavation, having previ­
ously recovered historical 
remains from a site located 
near Pantex Lake, a playa 
northeast o f  the site. The 
peccary bones will be pre­
served and stored along 
with other finds from the 
site.

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Historic S.P.R. steam  locom otive  
part of N.M. statehood anniversary

ALAMOGORDO, N.M. 
(AP) - Train buffs got a 
chance to view an historic 
Southern Pacific Railroad 
locomotive over the week­
end as it passed through 
southern New Mexico.

The locomotive, built in 
1944 as the last steam- 
pow ered  locom otive 
purchased by the Union 
Pacific Railroad, is taking 
part in the celebration of 
New M exico’s 100th anni­
versary o f  statehood.

About 60 people met 
up with the train in 
Carrizozo and hitched a 
ride to Alamogordo on 
Saturday. Engine No. 844 
was on display Sunday 
behind an Alamogordo 
park, and was scheduled 
to head to El Paso, Texas, 
on Monday before stop­
ping in Santa Teresa, 
Deming and Lordsburg, 
N.M., on Wednesday, the 
Alamogordo Daily News 
reported.

It was set to travel to 
Arizona later in the week 
to help kick o ff that state’s 
centennial celebration.

The train was mainly 
used as a passenger-haul­
er back when it was in 
regular use. It spent its 
final two years in regu­
lar service hauling freight 
after diesel-electric loco­
motives took over, before 
being saved from the scrap 
heap in 1960 and held for 
special service.

“1 saw this train in 
1991 at the Rail Fair in 
Sacramento, C a lif,” said 
Carol Wilson o f Bernalillo. 
“When 1 heard that it was 
coming to New Mexico 
1 said, ’I have to take a 
ride on it.’ 1 love locomo­
tives. I’ve loved ‘em all 
my life.”

No. 844 now runs solely 
as the railroad’s ambas­
sador to  special events 
around the West.

"This was arguably one 
o f  the finest passenger 
locomotives ever made,” 
engineer Ed Dickens said 
while switching tracks 
behind Alameda Park in 
Alamogordo.

Roberts, Hardy share familial, veteran bonds

Rosa Roberts and Karon Hardy, 
two veteran sisters who grew up in 
Spearman, entered the military as 
young women to see the world and 
seek new opportunities.

Hardy entered the Women's Army 
Corps (WAC) in 1975, becoming a 
soldier at age 19.

"We have an older brother who 
went to (Texas) Tech. (Our parents) 
paid for him to go to school, and 
when it was my turn, there really 
wasn’t the money for me to go,” she 
said. “1 wanted to travel and get out of 
Hansford County, and 1 had the oppor­
tunity to (enter) a two year program 
and see Europe with the Volunteer 
Army, and 1 thought, what a deal.”

Roberts, on the other hand, sought 
out new opportunities with the mili­
tary after being disillusioned with a 
year of college, serving from 1986 
to 1989.

“1 wanted to pay for school myself, 
so 1 joined the army, because Karon 
had joined the army, and we were 
really close and talked a lot,” said 
Roberts, “The benefits were the main 
reason 1 went in.”

Both Roberts and Hardy went 
through women-only basic training. 
Hardy did her basic training at Fort 
McClellan, and Roberts went through 
Fort Dix.

"1 thought 1 was going to die,” said 
Roberts. “We went out on our first 
bivouac, which is where you go out 
and sleep in the field in a little tent, 
and it was like ten degrees with ten or 
fifteen inches of snow on the ground. 
They’re hard on you in basic train­
ing...Their goal is to break you. My 
thing was, 1 wasn’t going to cry.”

Hardy, who was eventually pro­
moted to sergeant, was a regular tele­
type Morse code operator, running 
net control stations while stationed in 
Germany. Roberts became a combat 
medic, and was stationed in Tacoma, 
Washington and later spent eight 
weeks in South Korea during Team 
Spirit, a joint training effort.

“When 1 was recruited, they said 1 
was going to be a medical specialist.

and I would probably work in the 
hospital drawing blood and that kind 
of thing, and when 1 got to my train­
ing school at Fort Sam Houston in 
San Antonio, there was a big sign that 
said ‘Combat Medic.’ 1 was kind of 
in shock, because 1 had no idea I’d be 
in a unit out in the field. When you’re 
in a field support unit, that means 
you constantly go out and train in the 
field,” she said. “Every training we 
went on, we supported the field artil­
lery, so it was like a MASH hospital, 
but a late 80s version. We supported 
them with supplies, the medical stuff, 
vehicles and the maintenance pool.” 

Serving about ten years apart, 
Roberts and Hardy saw different 
stages of women being more fully 
integrated into active duty. Hardy was 
eventually stationed in Germany, dur­
ing a time when WACs were being 
merged with the regular army 

“It was challenging, because in 
the Women's Army Corps, we were 
women all the way up to the Battalion 
Commander, and then when 1 landed 
in Germany, the people who trained 
me had been in Vietnam a couple of 
times, and they were suffering. People 
didn’t talk too much about PTSD 
(post-traumatic stress disorder) then, 
but I’m a new soldier coming in at 19, 
and so anyone who had any rank had

been to Vietnam a couple of times, 
and they were career soldiers,” said 
Hardy. “They were very, very hard 
on us...It wasn’t like they were trying 
to be sexist. They basically explained 
it to me that if you were in Nam, you 
were a number, and if you went down, 
it was just a matter of your dogtags, 
and someone else was going to come 
replace you. So, to those guys, talk­
ing to me, the gender didn’t make a 
difference to them, because they had 
been so traumatized by war that they 
understood war meant women and 
children getting killed.”

For Roberts, serving as a combat 
medic was the closest that a woman 
could get to the front lines at the time.

“With women being the support 
battalions, we could only be a certain 
distance from the front lines. But at 
the time 1 was in, it was a big thing 
for women to be in support battalions 
because that was the first time women 
had been that close to the front lines, 
and .we carried weapons. We were 
authorized to fire if we were on guard 
duty and someone came up,” she said.

C)n the other hand, w hen Hardy first 
entered the military, women weren’t 
authorized to use firearms. As WACs 
became soldiers, however, they were 
trained to fire weapons.

“1 had a drill sergeant who had been 
to Vietnam twice, and she carried 
a weapon. We were one of the last 
cycles of the Women’s Army Corps, 
and she wanted all of us to fire our 
weapons and qualify, and we had 
one person that didn’t want to do it. 
Everyone else wanted to do it,” she 
said.

Hardy currently lives in Chesapeake, 
Virginia, with her husband of 36 
years. They have two children, includ­
ing a son who currently serves in the 
Coast Guard as a Marine Science 
Technician. Hardy works a civilian 
job at the Norfolk Naval Base.

Roberts lives in Pampa. and has 
three children. She currently works 
at Walmart.
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RADIO STAR
Boyd looks back on 22-year communications career

Pampa’s Dennis Boyd, a veteran of 
the Marine Corps, can tell you exactly 
how long he served in active duty.

“Twenty-two years, six months, 26 
days,” said the affable Boyd widi a 
grin. “And Fve got four days reserve. 
Sticks with you.”

It was a heck of a ride for Boyd, 60, 
who joined the Marine Corps straight 
out of high school on April 30, l% 9. 
Four days later, he was shipped off 
to boot camp in San Diego, which 
he finished and followed with a 
two-week stint at infantry training 
at nearby Camp Pendleton. After 
that, he was sent to communication 
electronics school, where he spent 
38 weeks studying basic electronics, 
radio ftmdamentals and microwave 
technology.

After school, Boyd was assigned 
to a maintenance battalion at Las 
Pulgas Camp Pendleton before mov­
ing to the Marines base at Twentynine 
Palms, joining a battalion that had just 
returned from Vietnam. Afterward, 
he volunteered for overseas duty in 
1970; he went to staging battalion 
a year later and was set to head to 
Viemam before fate intervened.

“When 1 got to Okinawa, they 
pulled me off the plane,” Boyd said. “1 
never made it to Vietnam. 1 got put at 
Camp Hague until 1 could get further 
orders. I ended up spending my tour 
in Okinawa for 13 months at Camp 
Schwab with 9th Marines regiment.”

Boyd served as a mail clerk in 
Okinawa, directing mail to soldiers 
stationed in Viemam. He returned 
stateside in 1972, landing in San 
Francisco and becoming a military 
policeman at Treasure Island.

Pam pa’s D ennis Boyd enlisted straight out of high school and 
became

D ennis B oyd in his Marine 
regalia at the Yietnam Veterans 
Memorial.

Boyd’s military story doesn’t end 
there; he reenlisted in 1973 and went 
back to school for ground radio train­
ing, becoming a single side band radio 
instructor at Twentynine Palms, serv­
ing on the U.S.S. Charleston and work­
ing with NATO troops in Norway and 
Denmark. His career stretched through 
Operation: Desert Storm in the Middle 
East before he finally retired in 1991, 
bringing an end to over two decades 
of serving his country and earning a 
pair of Meritorious Commendations 
along the way.

Still, it was upon his return to 
California, Boyd said, that one of 
the stark realities o f his career really 
struck him. It was when he set foot 
back on American soil that the vola­
tile social climate in the country and 
the public’s perception of the military 
at the time dawned on him.

“When 1 reportetT TîîîC Saif' 
Francisco, 1 got off at the airport, and 
by the time 1 got to the exit, I had to 
take my uniform and throw it away,” 
Boyd said. “People spit and throw 
things at you. (They call you) ‘baby 
killer,’ and just all kinds of degrada­
tion. My uniform was unserviceable 
by the time they were done.

“It was disheartening,” he contin­
ued, “because you’re doing that as 
your career. You almost have to go 
and hide. We did things like hide our 
haircut. People wouldn’t talk to you, 
especially there in California. People 
shun you... 1 enjoyed my job, but we 
were labeled as baby killers and all of 
that. It was just a hard time.”

Those images of contempt, Boyd 
said, have never left his mind. Even 
up through the later stages of his 
career, he always remembered what it 
was like to walk through that airport.

“When 1 came back from Desert 
Storm, my wife at the time was telling 
me that everybody’s rooting,” Boyd 
said. “I’m just kind of going, ‘Yeah,
W iv. i vUui^j Ivaiiwii*«,/wr uAc iOoa u tiiv
1 came from overseas, and it wasn’t a 
pretty sight.”

That’s why the recognition that 
he and his peers receive now during

Veterans Day makes such a big dif­
ference, Boyd said.

“It’s a lot better than it used to be, 
because people recognize it now,” he 
said. “People are starting to become 
more patriotic, 1 think. It’s kind of 
hard to get used to, when you've been 
through a lot of rejection, like w hen I 
walked through that airport. But it’s a 
good thing.

“You feel more free now. You 
can wear your pride. Back then, you 
couldn’t. You had to hide the fact 
that you were even attached to the 
military. Now, you bring it out in the 
open, and it’s almost like coming out 
of the closet - like you finally feel 
like the time you served, you have 
(made a dilTerence). I feel like 1 have.”

Today. Boyd works as an instru­
ment tech at Hunting-Titan, working 
rilh oilfield equipment w ith the same 

care and precision that he did servic­
ing military communications gear for 
over 22 years. And while he did most 
of his work in the serv ice fixing radi­
os rather than firing guns, he said that 
he’s just proud to have done his part 
to aid the American war effort and 
preserve our freedom with the rest of 
his colleagues and country men.

“I was mostly in the rear for sup­
port,” Boyd. “Rarely did 1 go up to 
the front lines. When 1 did go up to 
the front lines, it was for support, for 
repairs... But if units can’t communi­
cate to where they ’re located and how 
they are going to advance, then you 
just have a mass mob.

“You have to coordinate somehow, 
and that’s what we helped them to 
do. I’m proud to be a part of that, (to 
be) one of the guys that helped do 
that. There’s only so many pieces of 
gear that they could have down at one 
time. When you had to get something 
fixed one way or another and have 
it operational, we did it, even if you 
had to use bubble gum and a chew

pers for fuses, just to be able to get 
a word out... 1 did all that stuff in the 
service of my country, and I’m proud 
of that.”

^ 'B A C K  AGAINST THE WALL'
Vietnam vet Williams recalls hardships of wartime

“Disenchanted” is the word 
Dennis Williams brings to mind 
when he talks about his experience 
in the military,

I'hc Vietnam veteran remembers 
coming through the San Francisco 
Airport on his way back from 
Vietnam to Fort Oliss in FI Pa:»o, 
where he mustered out. Fie clearly 
remembers the epithets and people 
spitting on him.

"1 literally had my back against 
the wall, just so 1 could make 
sure people w eren't behind me,” 
he said. "It was almost as scary 
as being in Vietnam. The people 
were crazy.”

He was only 17 and living in 
I’ampa when he decided to enlist 
m the Amiy rather than finish high 
school.

Although he managed to earn 
a CiED and other training in the 
.•\nny, his education is one thing he 
wishes he had pursued.

It was 1%7. He received basic 
training at Fort Bliss, was trained

as a field wire lineman (telephones 
and radios) at Fort Huachuca, 
Ariz., and spent some time at 
Fort Benning, Ga., as an assistant 
instructor, teaching artillery tactics 
to Rangers, officer candidates and 
Special Forces.

"W hen 1 was at Fort Benning, 
they put me on burial details for 
guys coming back from Vietnam," 
he said. "Being in the south at that 
time, a lot o f the African American 
guys were coming back in bags 
and we would go on buses and cars 
to these burial details.

"The black guys in the details 
could not go into some whites- 
Only restaurants. That always got 
me. 1 was raised around prejudice, 
but that got me. 1 wouldn't go into 
those restaurants either and w ound 
up eating with them."

In 1968, he was sent to Vietnam. 
At this point his memory becomes 
cloudy, perhaps out o f self-preser­
vation.

"I was assigned to the First Air 
Calvary and 1 do n 't... I've blocked 
so much of that out,” he explained. 
‘T v e  offen thought about trying 
to remember what unit 1 was in 
over there, but 1 really don 't want 
to find out anymore. I've not kept 
up with anyone over there. What 
1 did over there, I was mostly by 
m yself”-

What he did over there was 
volunteer for just about anything 
except radio work, because other 
soldiers had told him radiomen get 
shot first.

“ I was refueling helicopters with 
JP4," he said with a wry laugh, 
"which is about three times as dan­
gerous as being on the radio."

He was in-country a place he 
describes alternately as "beautiful" 
and “a hellhole” — for one year. 
He uoesif i have much to say a'nout 
his unit or the soldiers with which 
he served.

“ In this particular unit it was 
every guy for himself,” Williams 
said. “No one had your back.

There was no camaraderie.
"Our commander was a major 

from San Antonio. During time he 
was there probably 8 months - 
I saw him maybe three times. He 
stayed in his tent and drank beer 
most o f the time.”

The unit was stationed in the 
Demilitarized Zone and soon was 
moved south o f Saigon to Phouc 
Vinh.

"They didn't like us much down 
there," he said.

One day a rocket went off right 
beside his tent.

It blew me into the bunker, got 
my right ear and separated my 
shoulder," he said. “1 didn't catch 
any shrapnel, thank goodness."

The Anny did not award him 
a Purple Heart, a fact he can­
not explain and dismisses with, "I 
didn't want one. 1 was just happy 
to g ti out ol iliai licllliule. "

Hven after he came back to the 
States and was honorably d is­
charged, no one told him he was 
entitled to such things and medical 
care and counseling.

"Once they got us out the door, 
that was it,” he said. They didn't 
tell you that you were entitled to 
anything. 1 didn't know anything 
about (veteran's benefits) until 
1 joined the Veterans o f Foreign 
Wars.”

Now the ^1-year-old Williams 
has had his medical needs 
addressed by the VA and has 
joined the Patriotic Guard, a group 
of vets who attend military funer­
als and shield families from "reli­
gious kooks.”

Williams is happy there seems to 
be a renewed sense o f patriotism 
in the country and that men and 
women in uniform are treated bet­
ter than they were in his era.
