Nutrient management
must be outlined if nutrients
are used in the producer’s day
to-day operation. If applicable
pesticide management and ani
mal waste management
also be components of a proper
WQMP. Waste utilization will
be considered when agricultural
wastes are applied.

These WQMPs also have sub-
components for irrigation waters
and erosion control, and are flex
ible enough to cater to a wide
range of operation systems.

There is no cost for the devel-
opment of a WQMP, although
the implementation of certain
practices required in a produc
er's WQMP may need addi-
tional funding. Through the
Texas State Soil and Water
Conservation Board, the Gray
County SWCD is offering 75
percent cost-share assistance
that will help cover costs that
farmers and ranchers face when
undertaking their plans.

Perry in Texas to announce cancer center

HOUSTON (AP) — Texas Gov. Rick
Perry left the presidential campaign trail
Monday to announce the establishment
of a new cancer-fighting research center

But he kept campaigning, praising
the Texas economy for fostering the
creation of the center that will work to
identify new cancers, develop drugs to
fight them and get those drugs to people
who need them more quickly.

cians and researchers who crowded intc
an auditorium. “They live and breath:
innovation.”

Pulitzer-winning TX editor dies

LUBBOCK (AP) - Oscar Griffin Jr., whose investiga-
tion of swindler Billie Sol Estes won a 1963 Pulitzer
Prize for the small Texas newspaper where he worked,
has died. He was 78.

Griffin was the editor and main writer at the Pecos
Independent and Enterprise in West Texas when he
chronicled how Estes, a one-time associate of then-Vice
President Lyndon B. Johnson, borrowed money to build
fertilizer tanks that were never constructed.

A dozen major finance companies lost about $24 mil-
lion in the scam. The fraud investigation and Estes’ pros-
ecution garnered national attention.

The Houston Chronicle hired Griffin after Estes’
arrest. He later worked for the U.S. Department of
Transportation under Elizabeth Dole.

Sam Houston Memorial Funeral Home-Willis spokes-
woman Edith Kreger said Monday that Griffin died Nov.
23 in New Waverly.

Okla. horse slaughter ban lifted

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) - A ban on slaughtering
horses for meat has been lifted after a federal report
showed that the prohibition had unintended conse-
quences.

The Oklahoman reported Monday that a provision that
prevented funding for horse slaughter inspections was
dropped from a spending bill, opening the way for the
slaughter to resume.

The ban had been in place since 2006.

The General Accounting Office produced a report that
says the welfare of horses has declined since 2007, with
more abandoned horses and more cases of abuse and
neglect.

Backers of the ban say those numbers are up because
of the recession.

The ban was put in place in response to American
revulsion at the notion of eating horse meat.

African gas find largest for APC

‘I(EW YORK (AP) - Anadarko Petroleum Corp. said
Monday that a natural gas field discovered off the coast
of Mozambique is the largest the company has ever
found.

The Houston oil and gas company said the East African
offshore field contains 15 to 30 trillion cubic feet of
recoverable natural gas, up from an initial estimate of 6
trillion cubic feet. That’s enough to satisfy U.S. natural
gas demand for a year.

Africa’s eastern coast has long been considered a
peripheral player among world natural gas producers.
But the Anadarko discovery, along with a similarly large
find by Italian energy company Eni SpA in October,
has elevated Mozambique as a potentially major gas
exporter.

“This could be one of the most important natural
gas fields discovered in the last 10 years,” Anadarko
Chairman and CEO Jim Hackett said

The company is building a facility in the region to
bring the gas ashore for international export. It expects
to begin production in 2018, with exports likely headed
to China and Japan, according to a company spokesman.

Anadarko has a 36.5 percent interest in the field. Mitsui
E&P, BPRL Ventures Mozambique B.V., Videocon
Mozambique Rovuma and Cove Energy Mozambique
Rovuma Offshore Ltd. also own stakes in the field.

High court to review fine

WASHINGTON (AP) - The Supreme Court will con-
sider throwing out an $18 million penalty against Texas-
based Southern Union Co. for illegally storing mercury
at a rundown building in Rhode Island.

The justices said Monday they will hear the natural
gas company’s appeal of the criminal penalty that was
imposed by a federal judge and upheld by an appeals
court.

What makes the case unusual is that the company
is challenging the size of the penalty under a line of
Supreme Court cases concerning prison sentences.

Southern Union had used the building in Pawtucket
to store outdated mercury-sealed gas regulators that
it removed from customers’ homes. The mercury was
initially removed and shipped to a recycling center. But
when that work stopped, the regulators and loose mer-
cury were left to accumulate inside the building.

LONGVIEW (AP) - A convicted sex offender has been
accused of breaking into a college dormitory in East
Texas and trying to take photos.

The Gregg County Sheriff’s Office says 51-year-
old Robert Roy Saurenmann Il of Kilgore was jailed
Monday on a charge of burglary of a habitation. No
attorney was listed for Saurenmann, who was arrested

‘Saturday afternoon.

The Longview News-Journal reports students at
LeTourneau University in Longview helped catch the
suspect. Nobody at Tyler Residence Hall was hurt.

Sgt. James Bettis says police want to know what
Saurenmann aiiegediy wanted to photograph.

Saurenmann in 2001 was convicted of indecency with
a child and served six years in prison.

Supreme Court asked to block redistricting

WASHINGTON (AP) -
The Texas attorney general
asked the U.S. Supreme
Court on Monday to stop
a federal court from imple-
menting new, temporary
maps of state legislative
districts that could increase
minority representation in
the state House.

Attorney General Greg
Abbott filed the request
as candidates began to file
for office under the new,
court-drawn maps. A stay
.could shake up next year’s
elections and possibly even
push the March primary
back to May.

“Obviously, we're hop-
ing to hear as soon as pos-
sible since the filing period
opened today,” said Lauren
Bean, a spokeswoman for
Abbott. “The sooner the
better so there’s ... clarity

for the voters and for can-
didates that are beginning
to file for office.”

The requests apply to
maps for the Texas House
and Senate. Bean said
court-drawn congressional
maps would be part of a
separate emergency appeal.

Every state redraws its
political maps after each
10-year census to try to
keep districts equal in pop-
ulation. A panel of fed-
eral judges in San Antonio
drew the latest maps after
minority groups challenged
the original plan passed
by = the Republican-led
Legislature.

The San  Antonio-
based federal court said
the Legislature’s maps
couldn’t be implemented
under the Voting Rights
Act until they were cleared

by a court in Washington.

In the meantime, the
maps it drew could lead to
greater minority represen-
tation and give Democrats
a chance to add as many
as a dozen seats in the
Legislature.

Abbott and other
Republican leaders dispute
claims the Legislature’s
redistricting maps would
diminish minority voting
power, and they want those
maps to be implemented
while the matter is being
worked out in court.

l'he candidate filing
period, originally sched-
uled to start Nov. 12, has
already been delayed and
condensed because of the
ongoing litigation. Monday
was the first day candidates
could file for office.

In the request for -an

emergency stay, Abbott’s
office suggested primary
elections scheduled for
March 6 be delayed to
accommodate the state’s
appeal on the court-drawn
maps. State attorneys sug-
gested the primaries for
the affected races could be
held on a date in May that
is already scheduled for
runoff elections.

“Today’s appeal empha-
sizes that no court has, at
any time, found anything
uniawful about the redis-
tricting maps passed by the
l'exas Legislature,” Abbott
said in a statement. “It
is judicial activism at its
worst for judges to draw
redistricting maps of their
own choosing despite no
finding of wrongdoing by
the state of Texas.”

Food banks worry about rising peanut butter prices

COLUMBUS,  Ohio
(AP) - Food banks and
pantries around the coun-
try say high peanut butter
prices have made it harder

for them to provide one of

their most-requested items
- and a favorite among
children - this holiday sea-
son.

Peanut ~butter prices
have gone up 30 percent or
more because hot weather
in states like Texas and
Georgia hurt this year’s
peanut crop and because
some farmers switched
to more profitable crops,
such as corn and cotton.

The increase in peanut
butter prices and the cost
of food overall has been
a blow to family budgets,
and hunger-relief groups
that say they’re serving
more clients even as the
poor economy has made
it harder to get donations.

Terry - Shannon, presi-
dent of the Phoenix-
based St. Mary’s Food

Bank Alliance, one of

the country’s largest food
banks, said it increased
the amount of food it dis-
tributes annually by about
75 percent over the past
three years, to 74 million
pounds. Its cash donations
have kept pace with the
need so far, but Shannon
said he worries the alli-
ance won’t raise enough
money during the holiday
season to keep includ-
ing peanut butter in each
of the 25,000 emergency
food boxes it distributes
each month.

“That’s probably the
item we buy most fre-
quently because we
don’t have enough of it
donated,” Shannon said.
“I would anticipate if the
prices continue to go up,
we're going to have to
take a hard look at it.”

Peanut butter is popular
at such agencies because
it’s a kid-friendly source
of protein that has a long
shelf life, meets most reli-

gious restrictions on food
and doesn’t require special
storage or cooking. Lately,
it’s sometimes absent from
shelves at places like the
Broad Street Food Pantry
near downtown Columbus,
which started limiting the
largest families to two
jars instead of three if it’s
available.

When that happens, the
clients notice, pantry man-
ager Kathy Kelly-Long
said: “Why isn’t it here?
Why don’t you have pea-
nut butter? We always get
peanut butter.”

But with a jar of peanut
butter running about $3
or $4 at grocery stores,
food banks say they expect
to receive fewer dona-
tions, buy less, pay more
for what they do buy and
consider offering pro-
tein alternatives such as
canned tuna or chicken,
which might be compara-
tively good deals.

Food banks get cheaper
prices by buying in bulk,
but the higher cost is still
noticeable. The Cleveland
Foodbank in Northeast
Ohio bought a truckload
of peanut butter in June for
$12.95 per dozen 18-ounce
jars, but that rose to $18.31
by October. If peanut but-
ter becomes nearly as
expensive as some meats,
the latter might provide
more nutrition at nearly
the same cost, food bank
president and CEO Anne
Goodman said.

Christa Hendricks, a
client and volunteer at a
West Side Ecumenical
Ministry food center in

Cleveland, has two chil-
dren who are both peanut-

butter eaters. But she said
if there are alternatives
that food banks could buy
more cheaply and in larger
quantities, she'd support
that decision.

“If there’s something
that’s sustainable that is
half the cost of that, I'd
rather have that,” said
Hendricks, 39. '

The Houston Food Bank
hopes to keep up its pea-
nut butter distribution
by working with a can-
nery run by The Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter-
day Saints. The cannery
provides the machinery,
and the food bank pro-
vides the volunteers and
pays for the peanuts - a
cost that could double to
$36,000 for each tractor-
trailer load that produces
about 19,000 extra-large
jars of peanut butter, presi-
dent Brian Greene said.
T'he food bank hoped to
increase production from
about eight loads annually
to 12, but higher prices
could hamper that plan.

Food banks said higher
food prices also have led
to less peanut butter and
other foods being available
through U.S. Department
of Agriculture commod-
ity programs, in which
the government buys sur-
pluses of certain items to
help balance supply and

demand and makes them
available to schools and
nonprofits.

The national hunger-
relief charity Feeding
America anticipates it
could distribute half as
many commodities this
fiscal year as it did in the
one that ended June 30,
spokeswoman Maura Daly
said.

The USDA did not
respond to requests for
comment.

The American Peanut
Council, an industry trade
group, estimates the aver-
age U.S. consumer eats 6
pounds of peanut products
annually and that the mar-
ket is worth more than $2
billion at the retail level

“We’ll probably do
some work over the next
year to try to get con-
sumers to help out,” said
Stephanie Grunenfelder,
vice president for inter-
national marketing.

Drug war sends emotionally troubled children into Texas

I'he emotional difficulties affect them “in many areas
of academic performance,” said Alma Leal, professor
of counseling at the University of Texas at Brownsville
and coordinator for counseling and guidance of the
Brownsville Independent School District. They suffer
from poor discipline, lack any sense of security and fear
losing loved ones.

Richard Barajas, a former chief justice for the Eighth
District Court of Appeals, is director of advanced stud-
ies at Cathedral High School, where Garcia’s class
meets. He started teaching “Principles of Victimology”
last year after two students were killed in Juarez.

The focus of the course is to teach students how to
help victims, how to understand the process of victim-
ization and how to talk about their experiences.

Mabel Avalos and other El Paso-area counselors have
\ used skills they originally learned to help children of
\ military personnel from nearby Fort Bliss.

Children fleeing from the cross-border violence and
those whose parents have been in cémbat share issues
like separation or loss of a parent, she said.

an office for PAWS and an office for the Animal
Control supervisor, and it is going to have a washer and
dryer. ... There will be a reception desk where people
can sit down and fill out their paperwork for adoptions,
and (the current office building) is going to be used for
the officers, so they can do their paperwork.”

The washer and dryer will be of particular assistance
to the shelter and PAWS volunteers, who currently take
blankets, bedding and towels home to launder them-
selves.

While the new office space will be helpful for Animal
Control officers and PAWS, a new facility would
streamline the shelter’s operations and relieve crowding
problems that the current facility faces.

‘“xut\uav and Edeu\~dzv h\f\x( }hdﬁk\s-vqx‘.lhty
put down around fifteen to twenty dogs, because we
just had no room. We have three or four dogs in sev-
eral cages, and that’s just too many,” said Curry, who
estimates that the current shelter can house 42 dogs and
puppies and 15 cats. However, it isn’t rare to exceed
this capacity, and the facility isn’t ideal for preventing
the spread of diseases

“We need a place for sick animals that is on a sepa-
rate heating and air conditioning unit, so that you aren’t
passing back the same disease, and it needs to be six
cages instead of just three,” said Curry. “What we also
need is a separate puppy area, because puppies come in,
and you never know if they’ve been exposed to parvo.
lhat’s the big killer, and people, lots of times, will drop
them in the cages, and they’re sick, and they spread it
to everyone else, so we need a separate area also for
puppies.”

Aside from disease prevention, sufficient space in
general for the animals entering the shelter would be a
priority with the new facility.

“We hope that we could easily have enough runs for
60 to 70 animals. That is not inconceivably what we
have every day,” said Curry.

Curry attended a Texas Animal Control Association
meeting earlier this month, and hopes to apply what she

learned about building a new shelter to the city’s plans.”

Building visibility with a good location was one point
of discussion at the meeting.

“You need to have a visible sign so people can see
where you are. If you have a better location, you can
double or triple your adoptions, easy. If you're stuck
somewhere that nobody knows you, it’s not going to
happen,” she said. “The more visible you are, the better
it is for the animals, and that is really our goal, to try to
be much more visible.”

Funding to secure an architectural firm will come
from PAWS’ Fund 12 money.

“We have some foundations that have said they’ll
give us money for a new shelter, but they aren’t going
to give it until there’s a plan and a (cost estimate), and
until there’s commitment from the city to put money
towards it,” said Curry, who believes community sup-
port has been a big help for PAWS and the animal
shelter.

Curry reported $500 in donations from the group’s
last adoption day. PAWS will host another dd(\p(lon
event in December at PetCo.

Time of peace, gratitude vs.
season of frenzied spending

The Thanksgiving weekend is
over, and the holiday shopping
season is upon us. And the com-
bination is filled with enough iro-
nies for an entire column.

The first irony is that we equate
the two events stuffing our-
selves with turkey .and then run-
ning out to shop like crazy. You’d
think that those who have enough
to be thankful for including a
nice holiday dinner with friends
and family would realize that

these are the greatest presents of

all. And those who have no one
to share the holidays with, or no
money to provide a Thanksgiving
feast for their family, are certainly
not the ones who should run out
for midnight bargains.

Every year, the “shopping sea-
son” starts a bit earlier, with
some retailers opening at mid-
night on Thursday, beating those
who have started the shopping
season at 4 a.m. in recent years.
“Doorbusters” have incited near-
riots and trampling in the rush to
get the good deals. What a great
irony that this season of peace
and fellowship should be marked
by the competitive urge to spend.

The second irony comes in the
fact that the health of our econo-

my will be measured in terms of

consumer spending. With retail
sales providing as much as 60 per-
cent of some stores’ revenues and
profits, analysts will be closely
watching to see the sales fig-
ures as they are reported over the
weekend.

The National Retail Federation
says its survey shows that 74
million consumers — or a third
of all shoppers say they
will “definitely” shop over the
Thanksgiving weekend. That’s up
from about 27 percent who said
they planned to shop in the same
survey last year.

But here’s the great irony. Those
great deals being offered by mer-
chants may result in lower total

on money

dollars being spent. StOMS can
sell a lot of “stuff” to more shop-
pers. But if they do it at lower
prices, then overall sales figures
will be down, sending negative
signals about the economy.

In fact, there are several fore-
casts that sales for the entire holi-
day shopping season may increase
only less than 3 percent in 2011.
l'hat would be slower than the
5.2 percent year-over-year gain
reported in 2010.

So, more people shopping for
more bargain prices could result
in disappointing overall figures

truly a great irony.

And there’s one final irony.
['his one has a name: The Paradox
of Thrift.

Basically it says that if I advise
you to be careful about stay-
ing within your budget and not
get carried away with the holi-
day shopping spirit which is
exactly my advice then I may
be helping you but not the over-
all economy. This paradox says
that while individuals may do
what is good for themselves by
being frugal, if everyone follows
this advice, it will be bad for the
economy as a whole!

Nonetheless, I will repeat my
annual admonition: It is not your
duty to save the economy by going
on a shopping spree. Consider the
following alternatives:

* Divide the shopping. Have
your family agree on a ‘“‘grab-
bag” approach this holiday sea-
son. Thanksgiving is the perfect
time for each family member to
pick a name out of a hat and shop
only for that person. Set a dollar
limit on each purchase.

* Or, decide that there will be
no “adult” presents except
for kids to Mom and Dad. Then

teach your children that a pres-
ent doesn’t have to be store-
bought. A handmade card that
promises an uncomplaining
task, such as walking the dog
or taking out the garbage, will
get a lot of appreciation from
Mom and Dad.

» Give children’s gifts that have
meaning and last a long time, such
as a small contribution to a col-
lege savings fund or a few shares
of stock. (Read more about that
in my column coming Thursday.)

* Ban all gifts that are not hand-
made — whether a drawing from
young children to be posted on the
refrigerator, handmade ornaments
for the tree (you’ll treasure them
for years), or making cookies or
a favorite recipe for the coming
holiday celebrations.

You’ll notice that all my sug-
gestions have a minimal impact
on the retail spending statistics.
Sadly, I think my advice about
restraint will be muted by the
overwhelming surge of holiday
cheer.

For sure there will be some who
shop wisely, but the vast majority
of holiday shoppers will be facing
huge credit card bills in January.
That’s why bankruptcies always
rise in the first quarter of the year.

But just in case you are inclined
to heed my warnings, there is a
bright silver lining to the cloud
of restrained consumer spending.
If merchants are faced with huge
overstocks of unpurchased goods,
there will be incredible sales in
January. That’s when you’ll really
get a bargain. And that’s The
Savage Truth.

“I knew of a teenager that crosses every day to see
if his grandparents are stitl alive in Matamoros,” just
across the border from Brownsville, she said.

Susana Jones, a counselor in the El Paso area, said
students who have been exposed to violence express
their anger by fighting in school and talking back to
teachers.

“After my brother escaped an attempted kidnap-
ping, he started having anger issues. He would talk
back to his teachers and eventually got expelled,”
recalls Carlos Gallardo, who graduated from
Cathedral last summer.

When the two Cathedral students were gunned
down in February, the slayings brought the cost of
war back to the classroom.

“One of them sat right behind me, and it felt really
weird whenever I'd look back and see the empty
desk,” said Carlos Gomez, a student who founded a
group called Hope Without Borders, which focuses
on raising awareness about violence affecting chil-
dren and teenagers in general.

Many of the children were already struggling with

poverty and now must confront “the overwhelm-
ing experiences of their worst nightmares and fears
coming true,” said Steven Marans, director of the
National Center for Children Exposed to Violence
at the Yale Child Study Center.

In the long term, if the children do not get help,
victims can turn into victimizers.

“If you can’t concentrate, and you can’t do well
in school, you can’t find mastery in academics, so
they find mastery using their strength” upon others,
Marans said.

Victims in the drug war are often stigmatized by
people who believe they had something to do with
the drug trade.

In reality, said Laura Olague, executive director at
the Children’s Grief Center in El Paso, some of them
were targeted for not paying extortion or got caught
in the crossfire.

According to a study by the Geneva-based Internal
Displacement Monitoring Centre, about 115,000
Mexicans have taken refuge in the United States
since violence spiked in their country in 2006.

The clinic is actually in
the midst of a growth pro-
cess, according to Hall.

“We are actually active-
ly going to recruit another
primary care provider to
be in here to help,” he
said. “We’'re not clos-
ing. We have over 1,500
patients enrolled already,
and we’re not going to
leave the patients out
there. We’re going to con-
tinue to see them. We’re
increasing our services

here. We’re expanding
our services, not contract-
ing.”

That expansion, Hall

The question is, with the
expanding services and
the size of this building,
would it be worth relocat-
ing and worth building a
new building?

“(The new clinic) is just
an expansion and pos-
sible relocation. We are
not in any way competing
against the hospital. That
was misconstrued. We
don’t want to do that. We
do want to make sure that

Hall said that the devel-
opment of that project is
still very much in its for-
mative stages.

“We’re still in the archi-
tectural phase,” Hall said.
“There is USDA money
available and we’re look-
ing at the business plan.
We’re having a complete
and formal audit done of
the (ESFT). We’re going
to develop a formal busi-
ness plan that, along with
the USDA potential fund-
ing, we’ll look and see
the feasibility of a new
clinic versus just expand-
ing here.”

Hall said that the audit
should be finished within
two weeks. By the end of
the year, he continued,
the ESFT should have a
concrete understanding of
whether the USDA fund-
ing will be accessible and
how much of it there is.
After those steps are in
place, Hall said that the
design and construction
of any new facility would
take close to a year.

The ESFT has had dis-
cussions with landown-
ers in and around Pampa,
he added, but a loca-
tion for any new build-
ing has not been final-
ized. Equipment for the

expanded clinic would
come from the Genesis
Clinic’s current invento-
ry, as well as through the
acquisition of other tools
that would augment the
services that are currently
available locally.

“We're looking to pro-
vide extra assets that
won’t be in competition
with the hospital that can
provide expanded health-
care coverage in this com-
munity,” Hall said. “An
example would be, the
Family Medical Center
has a machine called a
DexaScan. It’s for bone
density measurements,
but that stays pretty busy
with the patient popula-
tion. The rest of the peo-
ple have to go to Amarillo
to have it done. We’re
looking at the possibility
of getting DexaScan here.
There’s a lot of pulmo-
nary function testing that
can be done in a clinic.
There’s things like that
can be done that aren’t
done anywhere else here
now.

“There will always be a
need for Amarillo and all
the specialists over there,
but if we can minimize
the people that have to
drive over there all the
time for all this, then

it’s better for the public
here.”

“Anything we do will
not be in direct competi-
tion with the hospital,”
reiterated Hall. “We want
it to be successful, but
there is room for growth
in this town in clinics.”

As for uncovering the
truth behind the ongoing
rumors about the state of
healthcare in Pampa, Hall
suggested going right to
the source.

“The main thing [ want
people to understand is
if they have got ques-
tions, they need to ask
their doctors,” Hall said.
“There’s a lot of rumors
out there that are not
true. ... Don’t allow the
rumors on the street to get
to you, because there’s
a lot of misinformation
out there. We need calm-
ness out there.
