If we take the National 
Weather Service’s word for 
it, fears o f this afternoon’s 
Christmas parade cancellations 
may be allayed, though it would 
be wise to keep those warm 
clothes handy.

Meteorologist Kurt Buffalo of 
the National Weather Service 
office in Amarillo said on

Friday afternoon that today’s 
parade set for 2 p.m. down­
town - should see fairly dry, 
if chilly, skies.

“You guys are going to 
be right on the dividing line 
between more of the wintry pre­
cipitation to the west and the 
mainly rain,’’ Buffalo said. “But 
around 1 or 2 (p.m.), 1 think the 
precipitation will be out o f there 
by then.

“We are going to have a cold

front come through during the 
afternoon hours. Behind that, 
northwest winds will increase 
probably to 20 to 25 miles an 
hour of gusts, maybe as high as 
30 to 35 miles an hour.”

Buffalo said that Pampa 
should expect afternoon tem­
peratures today to hover around 
the low 40s, with a wind chill in 
the mid-30s.

“People should bundle up,” 
Buffalo said, “but vou'll be

LUSAKA. Zambia (AP) —  Former U.S. President 

George W. Bush and his wife have launched a project 
in Zambia to expand the availability o f cervical cancer 
screening, treatment and breast care education.

The George W. Bush Institute said in a statement 
Friday that Zambia is the first country to become part of 
the Pink Ribbon Red Ribbon project. The Bushes were 
in the country Friday.

The Bush institute, the U.S. President’s Emergency 
Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR). the U.N. AIDS agency 
and Susan G. Komen for the Cure are working together 
on the project, bringing public and private funds to the 
effort.

Bush, who launched PEPFAR in 2003, says “It’s not 
acceptable to save a woman’s life from HIV/AIDS and 
watch her die from cervical cancer.”

Texas rig count down by four.
HOUSTON (AP) — The number of rigs actively 

exploring for oil and natural gas in the U.S. dropped by 
seven this week to 1.993.

Houston-based drilling product provider Baker Hughes 
Inc. reported Friday that 1.132 rigs were exploring for 
oil and 856 for natural gas. Five were listed as miscel­
laneous. A year ago this week Baker Hughes reported 
1.713 active rigs.

Of the major oil- and gas-producing states. North 
Dakota and Oklahoma each gained one rig.

Colorado and Texas each lost four rigs, Louisiana 
lost two, and New Mexico and Pennsylvania each lost 
one. Alaska, Arkansas, California, West Virginia and 
Wyoming were unchanged.

The rig count peaked at 4,530 in 1981. A low of 488 
was recorded in 1999.

Woman scares burglars, dies
HOUSTON (AP) — Police say an 81-year-old 

Houston-area woman has died of an apparent heart attack 
after shooting a gun and scaring off two burglars.

KHOU-TV reports Memorial Villages police believe 
a man and a woman had posed as utility workers and 
talked the homeowner into opening her door to them.

Police Chief Haril Walpole says the homeowner 
became suspicious and pulled her gun, firing twice. The 
suspects fled.

Walpole says the woman called 911 and police arrived 
before she collapsed and was transported to a hospital, 
where she died.

The name of the woman who died Wednesday wasn’t 
immediately released.

With their di^jpet flavor. New Mexico’s chile peppers 
a it pift of the state’s cultural identity. However, some 
are worried about the future of New Mexico’s signature 
crop because of disease, labor costs and cheap imports.

Scientists at New Mexico State University are trying to 
help by unlocking the genetic mysteries of red and green 
chile, but that has some pepper purists fired up.

The thought of genetically engineering chile has galva­
nized a group of seed conservationists and others associ­
ated with the national protests targeting corporate greed 
and economic inequality.

Despite the chile industry’s support. Occupy Green/Red 
Chile is planning marches on Saturday in Albuquerque 
and other cities in opposition to the genetic research.

Life sentence for Texas man
DURANT, Okla. (AP) — A Texas man has been sen­

tenced to life in prison without parole for the death of an 
11-year-old Oklahoma girl.

Thirty-six-year-old Jason Belew of Sherman, Texas, 
pleaded guilty Wednesday in Bryan County District 
Court to first-degree murder in the October 2009 death of 

. Dakota Hughes at her aunt’s home in Cartwright.
Prosecutors say she had been sexually assaulted and 

strangled.
Prosecutors had originally sought the death penalty in 

the case. District Attorney Emily Redman told reporters 
;that the girl’s family supported the plea deal as a way to 
bring the case to a close.

The girl’s aunt has said she and Belew had been drink­
ing and that she passed out. The aunt said she found the 
girl’s body and Belew gone when she awoke.

COLLEGE STATION -  Cold fronts 
brought rain, from a trace to 2 inches 
or more, to much of the state during 
the last week, according to Texas 
AgriLifc Extension Service persoiuicl.

As usual, when it comes to weath­
er, there were winners and losers. 
East Texas, North Texas, Central 
Texas and the Rolling Plains were the 
main beneficiaries, with the Coastal 
Bend, South Texas and Far West 
Texas regions being largely passed 
over, while the Panhandle and South 
Plains regions fell in between these 
extremes, according to weekly reports 
by AgriLife Extension county agents.

Where rain fell, cool-season grasses 
and winter wheat benefited, though 
the consensus, even where 2 inches 
or more fell, was that much more rain 
was needed to keep winter forages 
going.

In the western part of the Panhandle, 
the situation was pretty much repre­
sentative for the region, according to 
Rick Aukerman, AgriLife Extension 
agent for Deaf Smith County, west of 
Amarillo.

Deaf Smith got about a half inch of 
rain in many areas, with more rain and 
snow forecast for Dec. 1-2, but it’s a 
mi.xed blessing, Aukerman said.

“Typically, what’s been happening 
here lately is that we haven’t got \ ery 
much moisture, and it just puts a halt 
to what’s left to harvest,” he said. 
“We still have a lot of people who are 
baling com stalks and grain sorghum 
stalks, and anything else they can "bale 
up for feed for the dairies and area 
feed yards, and they’re wanting to 
get it out of the way. The cotton - 
what’s left out there — they at least 
want to get it off the stalk and into the 
modules.”

Baled com stalks were selling for 
$80 to $100 per ton in the field, 
according to Aukerman.

Aukerman said Deaf Smith produc­
ers are about 80 percent finished with 
the cotton harvest, and yields were 
down. The dry land cotton was non­
existent, and most irrigated cotton 
yielded 650 to 750 pounds per acre.

with isolated instances of 2.5 to three 
bales per acre where more water was 
available to pump.

The rain helped wheat in Deaf Smith 
County, as it did in many areas, he 
said. But the crop was still struggling 
as of Nov. 29, and some producers 
were running center-pivot irrigation 
early in hopes of producing forage for 
the Stocker cattle.

Aukerman also noted that Deaf 
Smith County had only received 6.5 
inches to date this year. The record 
for the least amount of rain for a year 
is 7.5 inches.

“At this rate, unfortunately, we will 
probably set a new record for the least 
amount of rain for the year,” he said.

AgriLife Extension district reporters 
compiled the following summaries:

PANHANDLE: Rain fell over 
parts of the region, with accumu­
lations ranging from a trace to as 
much as 1.5 inches in isolated areas. 
Temperatures were near normal most 
of the week, but by the end of the 
week, days were cold and very windy. 
Soil-moisture levels continued to be 
mostly very short. The cotton harvest 
was ongoing, and wheat growers con­
tinued planting. What winter wheat 
was already planted was struggling, 
and producers were irrigating in hopes 
of producing forage. Some irrigated 
wheat looked good. Rangeland and 
pastures were in very poor to fair con­

dition, with most counties reporting 
very poor. Livestock producers con­
tinued supplemental feeding of cattle.

ROLLING PLAINS: Parts of the 
region received rain, from a trace to 
more than 2.5 inches, which helped 
winter wheat. However, the moisture 
was followed by high winds that blew 
some wheat fields out. Producers were 
debating whether to replant or leave 
partially blown-out fields as they 
were. With pastures and rangeland in 
poor condition, earlier-planted wheat 
was already being grazed. Livestock 
were in poor to fair condition, with 
producers providing supplemental 
feed daily. Winter pasture was trying 
to grow but generally needed more 
rain to do so. The cotton harvest 
was in full swing, but yields were 
poor. The non-irrigated pecan crop 
was poor in most orchards, fair where 
irrigated.

SOUTH PLAINS: The region had 
widely scattered rains with the most 
significant accumulations in Floyd 
County, which reported from 0.8 inch 
to 1.5 inches Other counties did not 
fare as well with accumulations ot 
about 0.5 inch. A cold front on the 
weekend of Nov. 26-27 brought gusty 
winds. The cotton harvest wound 
down, and most gins were predicted 
to be finished with this year’s crop by 
the first week of December. Yields 
were well below average, lower than 
expected. Winter wheat needed rain. 
Livestock producers continued sup­
plemental feeding of cattle. Rangeland 
greened up in low-lying areas where 
there was rain, but more moisture w as 
needed.

Historic drought in 
North Mexico, too

DURANGO,. Mexico 
(AP) — The sun-baked 
northern states of Mexico 
are suffering under the 
worst drought since the 
government began record­
ing rainfall 70 years ago. 
Crops of com, beans and 
oats are withering in the 
fields. About 1.7 million 
cattle have died of starva­
tion and thirst.

Hardest hit are five states 
in Mexico’s north, a region 
that is being parched by 
the same drought that has 
dried out the southwest 
United States. The gov­
ernment is trucking water 
to 1,500 villages scattered 
across the nation’s north­
ern expanse, and sending 
food to poor farmers who 
have lost all their crops.

Life isn’t likely to get 
better soon. The next rainy 
season isn’t due until June, 
and there’s no guarantee 
normal rains will come 
then.
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Most years, Guillermo 
Marin harvests 10 tons of 
com and beans from his 
fields in this harsh comer 
of Mexico. This year, he 
got just a single ton of 
beans. And most of the 
82-year-old farmer’s fel­
low growers in this part of 
Durango state weren’t able 
to harvest anything at all.

“1 almost got a ton of 
beans. It’s very little, but 
you have to harvest what­
ever you get,” said Marin, 
who depends on his crops 
to sustain himself and the 
seven grown children who 
work with him.

The family has five plots 
of 20 acres (8 hectares) 
each in the town of San 
Juan del Rio, an area at the 
foot of the Sierra Madre

Job creation tax credits falling short in states

MOBERLY, Mo. (AP) - For resi­
dents in the rural Midwest, the gov­
ernor’s announcement was golden; 
A global company with Chinese 
ownership planned to hire 612 peo­
ple at a new factory making artificial 
sweetener.

But a little over a year later, the 
deal has turned sour. The half-built 
facility sits idle, as quiet as the cem­
etery across the street. The city plans 
to default on $39 million o f bonds 
issued on behalf of Mamtek U.S. 
Inc. And many of the thousands of 
petóle who picked up applications 
for jobs there still are looking for 
work.

"Tbey said they were going to 
bring in all these jobs, they had all 
this stuff lined up,” said Patrick 
Thieman, a 40-year-oid laid off call- 
center employee who had applied 
for an office job at Mamtdc. “They 
didn’t  fulfill.”

The faihnw highlights an uncom­
fortable reality for candidates in 
a 2012 campaign season focused 
on the economy. President Barack 
Obama and his Republican chal­
lengers, along with many contenders 
for state offices, can promote their 
plans for oeating jo i^  but carry­
ing them oirt is lot easier said than 
done. Government efforts in a num­
ber of stalas are coming abort this 
ywm. And hi one state that has been 
caihseUly ambitious, Ohio, decades 
Woidi of data show the deals often 
fUl to produce the jobe promised.

Some atmes have started to rethink

their tax giveaways to businesses, 
concerned about the costs and about 
diverting more tax revenue from 
education and social services. But 
many others are determined to keep 
trying. Such efforts are under way 
even in places where conservatives 
are criticizing government for trying 
to “pick winners” in a free maritet 
economy.

“As a whole, there tends to be 
more now than there have been ever 
before,” said Kenneth E. Poole, 
executive director of the Arlington, 
Va.-based Council for Community 
and Economic Research, which 
maintains a database on state tax 
incentive programs. “The fundamen­
tal philosophy is that if something 
isn’t working, you’re really trying 
to figure out is there a better way for 
the programs to operateT’

Over roughly the past decade, 
states have doubled the number of

loans, grants, tax credits and othei 
business incentives offered, to aboui 
2,(HX), according to the council’s 
data. Continued high unemploy­
ment rates in many states testify 
to the overall results. But there is 
no nationwide accounting o f suc­
cesses or flops. Nor is there even any 
standard definition o f “success” foi 
the billions o f dollars o f incentives 
provided.

In what it touted as a first-in- 
the-nation analysis, Maine recently 
assessed how many o f its incen­
tives packages in 2008 actually cre­
ated or saved jobs. The result was 
“confounding r^O  to put it mildly,’' 
said Catherine Renault, who at the 
time directed the Maine Office ol 
Innovation and now is a consultant 
Businesses that received state aid 
repwted creating 3,602 m<n« jobs

incentive plans and pro­
duced twice that many 
within four years. But 
Skybus Airlines Inc., based 
in Columbus, projected 
869 new jobs as part of a 
$40 million project in 2006 
but was out of business by 
2008.

In Iowa, 15 companies 
defi^ulted on their hiring 
promises over the past year 
- equaling the failures for 
the previous three fiscal 
years combined, accord­
ing to the Des Moines 
Register. Just 16 of the 191 
active job-creation agree­
ments in Wisconsin have 
produced the number of 
jobs promised, according 
to a Gannett Wisconsin 
Media analysis.

Yet Wisconsin doubled- 
down on its efforts this 
year. Gov. Scott Walker, 
who campaigned on a 
pledge to create 250,000 
jobs during his four-year 
term, signed legislation to 
provide a tax deduction 
worth between $92 and 
$316 for every new job a 
business adds.

Missouri Gov. Jay Nixon 
has also pushed for new 
incentives despite three 
embarrassing failures in 
the past year. “We’ve got 
to be aggressive; we've got 
to look to the future,” he 
said.

Supporters insist the suc­
cesses justify the gamble. 
A Nissan plant that was

offered $363 million in tax 
incentives by Mississippi a 
decade ago now employs 
about 3,200 people.

But the cost of the fail­
ures can be high. The 
California energy compa­
ny Solyndra recently filed 
for bankruptcy protection 
despite a $528 million fed­
eral loan. In Texas, biotech 
firm Lexicon Genetics got 
$35 million in 2005 to cre­
ate 1,662 jobs by the end 
of 2011. But its work force 
has fallen below 300 and 
the company has renegoti­
ated its deadline.

Many states hedge the 
risk by paying the tax 
incentives only after the 
employees are on the pay­
roll - but those deals are 
less attractive to business­
es than the upfront cash 
offered in Texas and other 
places.

Some economists doubt 
the incentives actually do 
much to influence hiring 
decisions. A company still 
has to consider the long­
term costs of the workers’ 
wages and benefits, and 
whether there will be an 
increased demand for the 
products they make.

Judith Stallmann, a pro­
fessor of applied econom­
ics at the University of 
Missouri's Truman School 
of Public Affairs, compares 
state incentives to a sports 
fan who stands up at a 
crowded football game.

The first to rise temponrily 
gets a better view. But soon 
other fans also rise and 
everyone’s view is about 
the same as if he or she had 
remained seated.

In competition for busi­
nesses, states “are iaaical- 
ly, in some cases. .p«ying 
firms to do something that 
they would have done any­
way,” Stallman said.

She cities a 2004 research 
paper by University of Iowa 
professors Alan Peters and 
Peter Fisher, who laught 
urban and regional plan­
ning. which concluded that 
“the best case is that incen­
tives work about 10 per­
cent of the time, and are 
simply a waste of money 
the other 90 percent."

A breath of frAh air in today’s

As the 
Muppets have 
always done, 
they win the 
audience with 
i n n o c e n c e  
and silliness.

There are pratfalls, pies, singing 
chickens and Jack Black getting 
kidnapped by a pig. It all seems 
childish to explain, but the charm 
of the Muppets has always been 
in that genuine, heartfelt interplay 
between each member of Henson’s 
fuzzy crew, and with apologies to 
Segel and Adams (both of whom 
are fantastic and blend into the 
Muppet world seamlessly), it’s 
the Muppets who make the jdces 
work, and it’s the Muppets who are 
the stars of the show.

For old school Muppets fans, 
there’s plenty of nostalgia value 
from beginning to end. Nearly 
every Muppet Show regular makes 
an appearance, from Statler and 
Waldorf to Sweetums to those 
big, unnamed, tuxedoed purple 
Muppets who show up in the open­
ing sequence. Even Beauregard, 
the absent-minded janitor, returns, 
apparently locked in the broom 
closet all these years. And when 
Kermit and Piggy start up on 
“Rainbow Connection,” it’s 
enough to make you either choke 
up just a little or reach for your 
lighter.

Like the previous Muppet mov­
ies, there’s also a gaggle of guest

cameos to spot. Naming them all off 
here would min the fun, but suffice to 
say anyone who’s ever watched a movie 
or television in the last decade will see 
someone they recognize. Supposedly, 
even George Clooney, Billy Crystal arid 
Mila Kunis filmed scenes die movie, 
but were cut due to time constraints.

Not that you’d miss them, of course. 
Clever, endearing and tuneless, the 
Muppets’ big screen return is an over­
whelming success, sure to delight old 
fans and create new ones. Jim Henson 
may have passed away in 1990, but the 
frogs, pigs, bears and everything else 
that he breathed life to are still going 
strong. It’s enough to make a longtime 
fan get up off his couch and get the 
finishing touches done on that tattoo.

San Antonio election
results now digitized

SAN ANTONIO (AP) —  Ever wonder who ran for 
mayor of San Antonio in, say, 1931, or how many people 
voted in that three-way election?

Maybe curiosity abounds when it comes to the May 
1993 City Council election.

Finding the answers to questions like those used to be 
an arduous task that began when someone would request 
from the city cleric specific information from a historical 
dcKument.

Then the city’s record keepers would search for the 
document in a 60,(X)0-squarc-foot warehouse that’s 
larger than a football field — make copies or take pho­
tos of the document and then give the information to the 
requestor.

Now it’s a lot easier.
The clerk’s office has spent the last six months digitiz­

ing election results dating to 1856 and posting them in 
a searchable, online database. Because researchers have 
included descriptive information for each image, users 
can type keywords into a search engine to find what 
they’re looking for. The collection contains more than 
4,500 images accessible to anyone with the Internet, City 
Clerk Leticia Vacek said.

The city’s digital collection can be found at www.san- 
antonio.gov/clerk/ArchiveSearch/.

Documents include election results, precinct maps, 
city ordinances and council resolutions, officials say. 
Across all o f the digital collections currently online.

water comes from seasonal rains.

Those have been lacking for more than a year in much 
of Mexico. Its been the country ’s worst dry spell since 
1941, when the government began recording rainfall,

“This is the most severe drought the country has reg­
istered,” President Felipe Calderon said Thursday at a 
meeting with governors from the hardest hit states of 
Durango, Zacatecas, Chihuahua, Coahuila and San Luis 
Potosi.

Those states average about 21 inches (542 millimeters) 
of rain annually. This year they got 12 inches (308 milli­
meters), according to Mexico’s National Weather Service.

To the north. Texas also has endured its driest vear on 
record. Since March, Texas has recorded seven of the 
10 driest months it has seen during the past 116 years. 
In August, officials there estimated losses for crops and 
livestock at $5.2 billion.

The drought started last fall with the arrival of the La 
Nina weather condition that causes below-normal rainfall. 
To complicate things, the region didn’t get much rainfall 
from hurricanes and tropical storms during the hurri­
cane season that just ended, said David Brown, regional, 
climate services director for the National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration in Fort Worth, Texas.

“That’s part of the reason we have this bad drought 
going on in Mexico and Texas,” Brown said.

Mexican farmers have lost 2.2 million acres (9(X),(XX) 
hectares) of crops to dry conditions and 1.7 million farm 
animals have died this year from lack of water or forage, 
according to the nation’s Agriculture Department.

Durango, a sprawling inland state about 150 miles 
(250 kilometers) south of Texas, holds 1.3 million acres 
(540,(KX)) acres of planted land. O f that, “85 percent has 
been damaged and the rest has had a very low yield,” said

Rene Almeida, the Agriculture Department’s top official 
in the state, which was once known as a film setting for 
John Wayne westerns.

The situation also is critical for ranchers. At least 
30,(KX) cattle have died in Durango this year from lack of 
ftxxl and water, Almeida said.

Sergio Mier, a farmer and rancher in the Durango town 
of Vicente Guerrero, said the price of cattle has plum­
meted as farmers struggling for money rush to sell their 
livestock.

“Right now you can buy a cow for as little as 600 pesos 
($42), when the price is usually 5,000 pesos ($356),” 
Mier said. “People don’t have money because they didn’t 
get a harvest. They have no money to eat or to feed their 
animals so they have to sell them.”

Felipe Arreguin, deputy director of the National Water 
Commission, said the hardest blow has been to sea­
sonal farmers and ranchers with non-irrigated pastures in 
Durango, Zacatecas, Chihuahua, Coahuila and San Luis 
Potosi.

“In the north we have a terrible drought ... and it’s first 
affecting the people with the least resources,” Arreguin 
said.

In Zacatecas’s region bordering Durango, about 1.2 
million acres (5(X),0{)0 hectares) have been lost. That is 
about half the state’s arable land.

“The situation for the people of Zacatecas is truly 
dramatic because farmers were not even able to produce 
the food they need for their own consumption,” said 
Zacatecas Gov. Miguel Alonso.

The same happened along the Texas border in Chihuahua 
state, where half of the 1.3 million acres (545,(KX) hect­
ares) planted with com, beans and oats didn’t yield any­
thing, according to the Agriculture Department.

Former Cowboy Pearson shares plan for success
When running a small business, sometimes all you 

need is a little Hail Mary to help you on your way, fw- 
mer Dallas Cowboy Drew Pearson said lliursday.

“It’s a situation where you’re being challenged per­
sonally in your life and you’ve got to End a way to 
overcome it,” Pearson told East Texas business owners. 
“And sometimes you need a Hail Mary to overcome 
it. A Hail Mary is \ ^ t  I caught in 1975 against the 
Minnesota Vikings to help us win diat football game.” 

Pearson was the keynote speaker at the ñ ñ t  East 
Texas Small Business Conference, attended by about 
400 pecóle Thursday at Maude Cobb Convention and 
Activity Complex. Ih e  conference was focused on pro­
viding support to small businesses in East Texas, said 
Kilgore College Small Business Development Center 
Training Coordinator Melanie Northeutt. Pearson sprite 
about his transition from die locker room into the board 
room as he started his own “small business” in the mid- 
1980s.

“Small businesses aré doing very well,” said Yolanda 
Olivarez, Small Business Administration regional 
administrator. “The SBA’s mission is to help small busi­
nesses. Small businesses are 28 million strong.”

The Small Business Administration focuses on what 
Olivarez called the “three C’t” —  capital, contracting

and counseling. The administration provides counseling 
services to small businesses, compete for and win more 
than $100 billion in federal government contracts annu­
ally, and provide a government guarantee on loans given 
by banks, she said. Small businesses also have supplied 
67 percent o f the jobs created in the past 18 years, she 
said.

Pearson said in business, as in football, it is about frnd- 
ing the right mixture o f employees or football players to 
make up a team.

“In football, 11 men sprint from that huddle to line up. 
If  one person is not on the same page with everybody 
else, there’s no way that play is going to be successful,” 
he said. “Teamwoiic is so important in sports that Coach 
(Tom) Landry made an emphasis on that to tty to keep 
us grounded, and keep us in the frame o f mind that even 
though the individual success is important, there’s noth­
ing like a team success.”

Pearson signed as an undrafred free agent with the 
Dallas Cowboys in 1973. When he signed his first con­
tract with the team, he was paid $14,500 for one season 
with a signing bonus of $150. He asked himself “is this 
the NFL,” and indeed it was, but for Pearson, it was 
about more than just a dollar amount.

“It was about the opportunity to play for that great

organization,” he said. “I knew if 1 could make it there, 
I could make it anywhere. And because of that I had a 
chance to sign with the Dallas Cowboys and have suc­
cess.”

Pearson played receiver for the team for 11 seasons. 
He caught 489 receptions for 7,822 yards for 48 touch­
downs. After leaving the football field, Pearson went on 
to establish his own company. Drew Pearson Marketing, 
which manufactures licensed head wear such as baseball 
caps.

“Where would this economy be without small busi­
ness?” Pearscni said.

He said it takes teamwork, a positive environment and 
morale to be successfrd in business.

“There is no challenge you can’t overcome yourself,” 
he said.
