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Trial for New Mexico redistricting starts

SANTA FE, NM. (AP) — The political tilt of New Mexi-
co’s three congressional districts will be influenced for the rest
of the decade by the outcome of a trial that started Monday.

It will be up to state District Judge James Hall to decide how
to revise congressional district boundaries.

Democrats currently hold two of the state’s congressional
seats. Groups of Republicans, Democrats and minority voters
are recommending options to the judge to consider in drawing
new district boundaries.

District boundaries must be adjusted for population changes

tions as much as possible to ensure that each New Mexican’s
vote is of equal weight.

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10 Texas mail centers set to close

DALLAS (AP) - Ten mail processing centers in
Texas are among 252 nationwide targeted for closure
this spring as part of a $3 billion cost-cutting move.

The U.S. Postal Service said Monday that it seeks
to move quickly to shut the processing units and slow
first-class delivery, amid declining mail volume. The

Postal Service is projected to have a record loss of

$14.1 billion next year.

The agency in September announced the list of

processing facilities being studied, including sites
in Abilene, Austin, Beaumont, Bryan, Dallas, Tyler,
Lufkin, McAllen and two facilities in Waco.

The agency on Monday said the cuts are now being
finalized to close the processing centers, starting in
April.

The cost of mallmg a first-class letter goes up a
penny, beginning Jan. 22, to 45 cents.

Perry mulls returning money

AUSTIN (AP) - Rick Perry is mulling returning at least
$80,000 in past contributions from a donor convicted of
public corruption.

Perry spokeswoman Catherine Frazier says his presi-
dential campaign “is looking into the situation and will
take appropriate action.”

Robert “Bob” Jones is former president of the National
Center for Employment of the Disabled in El Paso,
Texas.

The El Paso Times reported Sunday that Jones made
contributions between 2002 and 2005 to Perry’s cam-
paigns for Texas governor.

Jones pleaded guilty in February to charges including
fraud and bribery dating from schemes in 1998.

He also made donations to Texas Lt. Gov. David
Dewhurst, U.S. Sen. John Comyn, R-Texas, and U.S.
Rep. Silvestre Reyes, D-Texas.

The Times reported that those three have promised to
return the contributions or donate them to charity.

Lit blowtorch used in holdup

EL PASO, Texas (AP) - Police say a lit blowtorch
has been'used in an attempt to rob a West Texas con-
venience store.

El Paso police say the uninjured clerk fled early
Monday and managed to flag down an officer, who
was on patrol, and report a man with a flaming blow-
torch had demanded cash.

Police arrested 42-year-old Osbaldo Estrada after a
foot chase. The blowtorch has been recovered.

Estrada is charged with aggravated robbery. Online
jail records did not list an attorney for Estrada, who’s
held on $150,000 bond.

Police did not immediately provide details on any
alleged stolen money.

Body in luggage deal rejected

HOUSTON (AP) -The U.S. Supreme Court has
refused the appeal of a San Antonio man condemned for
the 2005 slaying of a pregnant Lubbock woman whose
body was stuffed inside a piece of luggage found at the
Lubbock city landfill.

Rosendo Rodriguez was condemned for the death
of 29-year-old Summer Baldwin. She’s identified in
court documents as a drug-addicted prostitute 10 weeks
pregnant.

The 31-year-old Rodriguez was a Marine reservist
training in Lubbock. He contended the slaying was in
self-defense, that he choked her when she came at him
with a knife. He said he went to a Walmart, purchased
the suitcase, put her body in it and tossed it in a trash
bin.

The high court decision Monday is on Rodriguez’s
direct appeal following his conviction. Other appeals
are likely.

New look for Harbor Bridge

CORPUS CHRISTI (AP) - A South Texas bridge has a
new $2.2 million look.

Organizers say several thousand people were on hand
Sunday night to see the colorful display of light patterns
on the Harbor Bridge in Corpus Christi. The 950-LED
light system wraps around the span, which is located near
the Texas State Aquarium.

The Corpus Christi Caller-Times reports the bridge,
during a patriotic song, was transformed from a red,
white and blue spectrum to the image of a fluttering flag.

The public and private partnership behind the bridge
upgrade involved the city, Texas Department of
Transportation, the Port of Corpus Christi Authority and
American Bank.

The Harbor Bridge opened in 1959. Lights were first
jnstalled in 1986.

Treasure what America still offers

Like most Americans, you prob-
ably spent Thanksgiving weekend
eating turkey once or twice and then
sitting stuffed on the couch watch-
ing interminable football games or
dozing off to be roused only when
a touchdown was scored. You may
have ventured out to do some holi-
day shopping, getting caught in the
crush of people seeking great deals
on stuff they may or may not need.

Hey, this is not a story with a
moral. If that’s how you spent a few
days, it was relaxing and fun. If you
were the cook (and dishwasher), it

was pleasantly exhausting. And if

you have a job with a retailer, you
were certainly too busy to think
about global issues.

And that brings up a question:
What would happen to the world’s
economic and political woes and
wars if we just didn’t think about
them? It’s not an idle question.

Thanksgiving is an American
holiday. But Canadians have their
Thanksgiving holiday in October,
so they were busy building a pipe-
line to the West Coast, so they can
export the oil that America doesn’t
want badly enough to allow them
to build a pipeline to our country.
In the Middle East, militants killed
dozens in Yemen, NATO attacked
Pakistan killing 24 soldiers, and
the Arab League voted to sanction
Syria.

The Occupy Wall Street move-
ment moved to London, where pro-
testors set up a tent city in the heart
of the financial district. Germany
and France are still trying to fix
the euro, and European banks are
still scrambling to borrow money

All while we were dozing on the
couch.

Even at home as the campaign for
the Republican nomination draws
closer to the fowa primary, the
networks were reduced to rehash-
ing the foreign affairs debate from
earlier last week.

For many consumers, the mania
of the shopping season will end
in the depression of January as
the bills come due. But this is the
season for thinking of the here and
now.

This is the fifth holiday season in
which we’ve faced economic chal-
lenges and uncertainty about our
financial future. In 2007, we had

just seen the market take a sharp

drop from its August peak. In 2008,

the holiday season began just
after the September collapse of
Lehman. In 2009 (after the mar-
ket made its lows around 6700
in March), we were swept into
the holidays with a report that
the recession had ended in July
something no one believed. And
last year, the holidays came in the
midst of ever-rising unemployment
numbers.

This year, we know we’re mired
in slow growth, a stagnant housing
market, a leaden job market and a
scary stock market. Not to mention
an imminent financial collapsc in
Europe.

But we're still going shopping. In
fact, every year at this time, people
hit the malls to spend billions of
dollars in just a few weeks. This
year, it’s estimated that we will
find more than $11 billion to spend
Gosh, compared to the problems of
the rest of the world, things aren’t
so bad in America.

We still go shopping. We still
have a choice of political candi-
dates. We still believe in our sys-
tem, sort of. And we still have
football at least for a few more
weeks. No wonder the U.S. dollar
is so strong. A lot of people around
the world want what we have. We
should treasure that even if we
aren’t thinking about the world’s
problems. And that’s the Savage
Truth.

One of 14 in child rape case pleads

LIBERTY (AP) — One
of the 14 men accused in
the repeated sexual assault
of an Il-year-old girl
accepted a plea bargain
Monday during a court
hearing in a case that has
horrified and divided their
small Southeast Texas
town.

Isaiah Ross, 21, of

Under
the deal, Ross agreed to
testify against his co-
defendants, whose trials
are expected to begin next
month.

Prosecutors recommend-
ed a 15-year prison term
for Ross, though his sen-
tencing won'’t be held until
Feb, 6.

and hazardous waste inspections.

The cuts to environmental pro-
grams in Idaho provide a snapshot
of a national trend. Conservation
programs and environmental regu-
lations have been pared back sig-
nificantly in many states that have
grappled with budget deficits in
recent years.

Because environmental programs
are just a sliver of most state budgets,
| the cuts often go without much pub-
{ lic notice. More attention is focused
| on larger reductions in Medicaid,
public education or prisons.

A 24-state survey by the
Environmental Council of States,
the national association of state
environmental agency leaders,
| showed agency budgets decreasing
by an average of $12 million in
2011. The Washington, D.C.-based

group also says federal grants to
| help states administer new federal
Environmental Protection Agency

Regulators in many states say they
are trying to maintain fundamental
environmental protections required
by the Clean Water Act, Clean Air
Act and other federal laws.

“Hopefully, even with all the cuts
in place, we’re still doing a good
job of protecting that,” said Martin
Bauer, Idaho’s air quality adminis-
trator.

Yet environmentalists and some
state regulators are concerned that
the budget cuts imperil programs
designed to safeguard public health
and safety.

In Texas, Gov. Rick PerTy, a
Republican presidential candidate,
signed a budget that cut funding
for the Texas Commission for
Environmental Quality more than 30
percent, from $833 million to $565
million. That included reducing air
quality inspections and assessments.

Colin Meehan, of the
Environmental Defense Fund in
Austin, worries that Texas will
struggle to meet Clean Air Act obli-
gations.

“We see this as not just a problem
from a regulatory standpoint,” he
said. “It’s a public health issue.”

While the Texas agency reduced
state incentive programs to cut pol-

In some states where conserva-
tives control the Legislature and the
governor’s office, environmentalists

Rt L T
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Florida Gov. Rick Scott’s first
budget included his veto of a
$500,000 water quality study on
Lake Okeechobee and some $20
million in cuts to Everglades’ resto-
ration. Scott, a Republican, said the
steps were necessary to balance a
state budget hard hit by home fore-
closures and real estate losses.

But the Republican-dominated
Florida Legislature also cut $210
million from property tax revenue
intended for local water-manage-
ment districts that protect Florida’s
swamplands. Environmentalists
blasted those cuts, complaining they
were meant to help Scott fulfill
pledge to cut taxes.

“It would have been appropriate
for there to have been some level
of budget reductions,” Audubon of
Florida advocacy director Charles
Lee said. “But it’s clear what hap-
pened in Tallahassee in 2011 was
targeted, ideologically driven, and I
would add, mean-spirited.”

Scott insists his administration
uncovered overly generous pension
payments and questionable purchas-
es by the local water districts. He
said water resources deserve pro-
tecting, but the agencies that oversee
them also must be fiscally respon-
sible.

Budget cuts have affected high-
profile programs in several other
states, as well.

In South Carvlina, they mean
health officials will not perform a
statewide study of how mercury-
tainted fish affect those-who eat
them. Contaminated fish have
been found in some 1,700 miles
of the state’s rivers. That state’s
Department of Natural Resources’
budget was cut more than 50 per-
cent, dropping to $14 million from
$32 million.

The state Department of
Environmental  Protection in
Pennsylvania has seen generai fund
support slip from $217 million in
2009 to $140 million, levels last
seen in 1994.

“This is a silent train wreck that’s
happening,” said David Hess, the
former secretary of the Pennsylvania
Department of Environmental
Protection. “What these cuts do is
cut the capacity and the ability of
environmental agencies to do their
jobs.”

At best, states will know less about
how their air and water quality are
faring. At worst, they could become
dirtier and more dangerous places to
live, Hess said.

Oregon, for example, reduced
air pollution monitoring, as the
Department of Environmental
Quality faces budget cuts through
2013. In North Carolina, lawmakers
eliminated a $480,000 mapping pro-
gram created after a landslide killed
five people in 2004, jettisoning the
jobs of six geologists who said more
maps were needed to help protect
Appalachian mountain residents by
helping them decide where it is safe
to build.

“It’s very shortsighted,” said
DJ Gerken, senior attorney at the
Southern Environmental Law Center
in Ashville, N.C. “We’ve had 48
landslide deaths since 1916. What's
changed is the appetite for building
in these areas where risks are most
abundant.”

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Environmental programs fall victim to cuts

When Washington’s Legislature
trimmed $30 million, or 27 per-
cent, from the state Department of
Fish and Wildlife’s budget, three
employees who had been diving in
the Puget Sound to hunt down inva-
sive sea squirts lost their jobs.

The gelatinous invaders, known as
tunicates, form a goopy mat on the
sea floor, raising fears that they will
hurt the shellfish industry, as they
have in eastern Canada.

“We are basically addressing tuni-
cates on an emergency basis only,”
said Allen Pleus, Washington state’s
aquatic invasive species coordinator.

While the state’s oyster growers
will not rule out the potential for
future problems caused by the sea
squirts, they say they do not see
an immediate threat to their liveli-
hoods.

“There isn’t any place I'm aware
of that the tunicates are causing
harm on the shellfish farms,” said
Bill Dewey, of Taylor Shellfish
Farms in Shelton, Wash.

Elsewhere, budget cuts to invasive
species programs have caused more
alarm.

The Hawaii Invasive Species
Council, a main player in that state’s
fight against non-native plants and
animals, saw its budget cut by more
than half to $1.8 million.

Fearing “a collapse of our inspec-
tion capacity,” spokeswoman
Deborah Ward said her agency redi-
rected 40 percent of its remaining
money to preserve inspections that
help keep invasive pests such as
brown tree snakes from hitchhik-
ing their way into the islands from
Guam. Hawaii has no native snakes,
so experts fears their arrival could
' ‘cimate native bird species.

s the money was shifted, how-
<.«r, the state cut back on fizld
crews who targeted invasive spe-
cies already on the islands. Those
include pigs, wild goats and sheep
that can decimate an ecosystem full
of plants that evolved without natu-
ral protections, like thomns.

“They’re like bonbons for pigs,”
Christy Martin, a spokeswoman for

Pest Species in Honolulu, said of
the state’s native plants. “If there’s
nobody out there actually doing the
work, you get astronomical repro-
duction. We have a year-round
breeding season here, so everything
goes crazy, and you lose ground.”
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Department of Ag pledges $50 million for Gulf river basins

HOUSTON (AP)

I'he U.S. Department of
Agricuiture on Monday
piedged $50 million to
a program designed to
restore seven river basins
from Florida to Texas in
an attempt to show a blue-
print for rebuilding the
Gulf Coast’s fragile eco-
system is more than just
another federal report.

The USDA'’s announce-
ment accompanied the
presentation of the final
report of the Gulf Coast
Ecosystem Restoration
l'ask Force, a team estab-
lished by President Barack
Obama after the April
2010 oil spill that high-
lighted decades of envi-
ronmental decline in the
Gulf of Mexico.

The task force’s plan
for reviving the Gulf and
the ecosystems and water-
sheds linked to it calls for
rebuilding and conserving
wetlands; cleaning pol-
luted rivers and streams;
strengthening communi-

ties along the storm-prone

area and better preparing
them for the storms that
brew over the warm ocean
waters; and allowing more
sediment to naturally flow
downstream to slowly
rebuild barrier islands
meant to provide natural
protection from storms.

“We are all dedicated
to making sure that the
treasures we grew up with
are still around for future
generations,” said U.S.
Environmental Protection
Agency  Administrator
Lisa P. Jackson, a New
Orleans native  who
chaired the task force.

Jackson and  offi-
cials from other federal
and state agencies made
the announcements in
Houston at a summit
sponsored by the Harte
Research Institute for Gulf
of Mexico Studies. The
summit focuses on the
Gulf, its importance to
the U.S. economy and the
need to reverse decades of
damage and neglect.

Jackson said the USDA
project — an offshoot of
an existing national pro-
gram aimed at conserving,
improving and preserving
the nation’s watersheds —
is only the first of many
initiatives she expects will
be announced in the com-
ing months.

“I expect a flurry of
activity to get some meat
on those bones,” she said.

The Gulf of Mexico,
long neglected and under-
funded, is a vital part of
the nation’s economy.
More than 90 percent of
the nation’s offshore oil
and natural gas production
originates in the Gulf and
13 of the top 20 ports by
tonnage are in the region.
If the five coastal states
were a country, it would
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rank seventh in global
gross domestic product.
In 2009, the Gulf Coast
produced 30 percent of the
nation’s gross domestic
product.

While this committee
has been assigned the task
of identifying problems
and pinpointing possible
solutions, Congress has
been considering a bill
called the Restore Act that
would allow most of the
penalties BP would pay
for fouling the waters to
go back toward restoring
the environment in the five
Gulf states: Louisiana,
Alabama, Mississippi,
Florida and Texas. The
House is to hold hearings
on the proposed bill later
this week.

The first project admin-
istered by the USDA’s
Natural Resources
Conservation Service
gives farmers and ranch-
ers the finances they need
to change their land or
water use practices to
help clean, conserve and
preserve the watersheds,
said Harris Sherman, the
USDA’s undersecretary
for Natural Resources and
Environment. The USDA
provides them with a *“tool
kit” of options for joining
the program, he added.

The program — called
the Gulf of Mexico
Initiative also requires
matching funds from

state, local and nonprofit
entities, and so the funds
available could total some
$90. million, Sherman
said. Similar projects are
already under way else-
where, and have success-
fully reversed some dam-
age done to waterways.
The $50 million com-
mitment to the Gulf Coast,
however, is unique because
it significantly increases
the department’s funding
to the region. Already,
Sherman said, officials
have met with ranchers
and farmers in the area
and are confident they
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will participate. The fund-
ing will be made available
over the next three years,
with the first $20 million
available immediately.
l'he seven river basins
identified for immediate
assistance are already on
the federal Clean Water
Act’s list of polluted
waterways.
