Postmaster advises early sending

Preparing for a busy holi
day season, Robert Schrock,
Postmaster of the Pampa Post
Office, reported that its pack-
age deliveries are up by 80
percent from last month.

It’s a fairly predictable statis-
tic, but significant nonetheless
for Pampa locals who might
be relying on the mail to get
packages and presents out to
their loved ones in time to be
unwrapped under the tree on
Dec. 25.

According to its website, the
U.S. Postal Service processes
an average of 589 million piec-
es of mail daily during the holi-
day season, up from 551 mil-
lion during the rest of the year.
With the USPS facing such
a daunting volume of mail,
Shrock advised post office cus-
tomers to use the proper deliv-
ery method to ensure prompt
Christmas arrival.

“Up through this week, pri-
ority is the best way ‘to mail
packages,” Shrock said. “Next
week, | recommend express
mail for mailing packages. If
you mail your packages no
later than December 23, they

should arrive on time for
Christmas.”

The USPS projects Friday
to be the busiest mailing
day for holiday packages,
with Monday to be the busi-
est delivery day. The busiest
mailing day on the whole is
expected to be Dec. 20, during
which the USPS is looking at
processing 801 million pieces
of mail.

In terms of total volume,
the Postal Service forecasts
that 16.5 billion cards, letters
and packages will be deliv-
ered between Thanksgiving
and Christmas Eve in 2011

Advocates: Two primaries would hurt minority voters

Supremes uphold sentence

HOUSTON (AP) - The U.S. Supreme Court has
upheld the death sentence of a-convicted triple mur-
derer who won a new punishment trial after coming
within a day of execution eight years ago.

Mark Robertson now has been on death row for more
than 20 years for the 1989 slaying of 81-year-old Edna
Brau at her Dallas home. He also has two life terms for
killing Brau’s grandson and a convenience store clerk.

In 2003, the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals halted
his scheduled execution after lawyers argued jurors
should have been allowed to consider his troubled
childhood when they decided in 1991 on the death
penalty.

Another jury in 2009 again voted to condemn him.
I'he Monday ruling caps the 43-year-old Robertson’s
direct appeal from that trial, but other appeals are
likely.

Infamous TX 7 leader loses appeal

HOUSTON (AP) - The U.S. Supreme Court has
refused an appeal from George Rivas, the mastermind
of the notorious “Texas 7" gang that engineered the
biggest prison escape in the state’s history.

The 41-year-old Rivas is set for execution Feb. 29
for gunning down a suburban Dallas police officer dur-
ing a sporting goods store robbery on Christmas Eve
11 years ago. It occurred two weeks after he and six
other convicts fled a South Texas prison.

Evidence showed Rivas planned the escape from the
Connally Unit south of San Antonio while serving a
life sentence for kidnapping, robbery and burglary.

Rivas asked the high court to consider a lower
court’s rejection of claims that included his legal help
was ineffective and the judge made errors at his trial.
I'he justices Monday refused.

Coal plant cuts deal

HOUSTON (AP) - A coal-fired power plant set to
open next year in Texas has agreed to cut mercury and
smog-causing emissions and invest in clean energ)
projects as part of a legal settlement with environmental
groups.

Sierra Club, Public Citizen and the Sandy Creek
Energy Station in Riesel filed a consent decree Monday
in federal court. The environmental groups say the deal
ends any outstanding legal matters between the parties.

According to the agreement, Sandy Creek will slash
its emissions and invest $400,000 in clean energy proj-
ects, including the installation of solar panels on a local
school. '

I'he Sandy Creek facility near Waco is one of nine in
various stages of development. Texas already has 19
coal-fired plants

Comptroller says recession over

AUSTIN (AP) - The Texas Comptroller said
Monday that the economic recovery is taking hold,
producing higher than expected tax revenues and
possibly resulting in a budget surplus in 2013.

In a letter to the Legislature, state Comptroller
Susan Combs said tax collections were on pace to
produce a $1.6 billion budget surplus for the fiscal
biennium ending in 2013. That means the state could
earn $82.7 billion over the next two years, while the
2012-2013 budget is only $81.1 billion.

In the last two budget cycles, lawmakers were
forced to slash government spending to make up for
budget deficits and tap the Rainy Day Fund. They cut
$4 billion in funding for public schools and shorted
$4.8 billion for Medicaid, the health program for the
poor and disabled.

But Combs said the Texas economy was in recov-
ery, but still faced some hurdles.

“The recent national recession is over and the
economy is once again expanding,” Combs said.
“Through October 2011, Texas has recovered 94
percent of the jobs lost during the recession; the U.S.
just 27 percent.”

She warned that while there was the threat of
another recession, “the most likely scenario contin-
ues to be one of slow, steady recovery from the worst
recession since World War I1.”

The state’s Republican leadership will likely feel
justified in slashing the budget over Democratic
objections and refusing to raise taxes. But many law-
makers, both Republican and Democratic, expect the
Legislature to still face tough choices in 2013.

Mexican navy nabs founding Zeta

MEXICO CITY (AP) — The Mexican navy says it has
caught a founding member of the brutal Zetas drug cartel.

It says marines detained Raul Lucio Hernandez
Lechuga on Monday in the city of Cordoba. The city is
in the state of Veracruz, where the Zetas are battling for
control against a gang allied with the Sinaloa drug cartel.

A navy statement says Hernandez has been the Zetas
leader for the states of Veracruz, Puebla and Oaxaca.

The federal government has offered a 15 million peso
reward for information leading to his arrest. That is about
$1.2 million.

The Zetas formed from a small group of elite soldiers
based in Tamaulipas who deserted to work for the Gulf
drug cartel in the 1990s. They later split with the Guif
cartel and formed their own gang.

Cockfighters draw citations

FORT WORTH (AP) - Police say more than a dozen
people have been cited during an alleged cockfight in a
North Texas neighborhood.

Fort Worth police early Sunday shut down a rooster
fight in the back yard of a residence.

The Fort Worth Star-Telegram (http //bit.ly/rl3pRg )
reports police confiscated razors, syringes and steroids,
which authorities have described as fighting tools.

Two roosters were found dead. Animal control offi-
cers seized several roosters from kennels.

AUSTIN (AP) A proposal to split Texas’ 2012
primaries into two elections with some races
decided in March and others in May would have
a devastating effect on minority voter strength, par-
ticularly if maps drawn by the Legislature are used,
attorneys argued Monday.

Attorney General Greg Abbott has suggested a
separate primary be held for legislative and congres-
sional races to allow time for court fights over redis-
tricting to be resolved.

Lawmakers redraw districts every 10 years to
reflect changes in population reported by the census.
vllll\vll(v groups have sued in federal court in San
Antonio, claiming the plan approved this year by the
Republican-controlled Legislature didn’t reflect the
growth in the state’s Hispanic and black populations

With two unresolved court cases, the San Antonio
judges issued temporary maps for the Legislature
and U.S. House that could be used in the 2012 pri-
mary elections.

But last week the U.S. Supreme Court granted
Abbott’s request that it block their use. Abbott
insisted the Legislature’s maps rather than maps
drawn by federal judges in San Antonio should be in
place until the lawsuits are resolved. He suggested
Texas delay legislative and congressional primaries
until May, arguing that “legal, delayed elections are
preferable to legally flawed, timely elections.”

l'he Supreme Court said it will hear oral arguments
on the matter Jan. 9

Maintaining minority voting strength, as required
by the 1965 Voting Rights Act, is at the center of the
two lawsuits

“When you move elections to unusual dates, every-
one agrees it has a negative impact on minority turn-
out,” said Nina Perales, an attorney for the Mexican
American Legal Defense and Education Fund. “Even
the state’s expert agrees, when you have an unusual
election day, minority voters are less likely to turn
out.

“We are very, very concerned that the election pro-
cess has been thrown into chaos.”

Although Abbott proposed separate primaries, his
spokeswoman said Monday his office doesn’t have a
position on the timing of elections

Minorities make up most ot the population in 10 of
lexas’ 32 congressional districts. The court-drawn
map would have increased that to 13 out.of 36 dis-
tricts, as Texas gains four seats because of popula-
tion growth

In the Texas House, 33 out of 150 districts are
considered predominantly Latino districts. The leg-
islative plan would have reduced that number to 31,
while the court plan would have increased it to 35,
Perales said

In the second of the court cases, a federal court in
Washington has refused to approve the Legislature’s
redistricting plan without a trial, agreeing with the
Justice Department that there was sufficient evidence
to question whether it hurt minority representation.

Like other states with a history of racial discrimi-
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nation, Texas can’t implement new maps or other
changes to voting practices without federal approval
under the 1965 Voting Rights Act. The state asked a
panel of federal judges in Washington to sign off on
the maps, but they refused. That case is continuing.

Perales said minority voters could be further dis-
couraged by a new law requiring Texas voters to
show photo identification before casting a ballot.
Texas is awaiting federal approval before the new
law can be implemented.

“Certainly, anything layered on to an irregular
election day, such as implementation of more restric-
tive voter identification, is only likely to make things
worse,” she said.

Democrats contend blacks, Hispanics, senior citi-
zens and the poor are less likely to have required
photo IDs and a series of new laws could lead to
some voters being disenfranchised if they fail to
carry an ID with them.

The redistricting case so far does not appear to
raise the broader issue of whether Texas and other
states should still be subject to the voting rights law.

Still, Matt Angle, a Democratic consultant who
has been working with the plaintiffs in the litigation,
said the Republican maps are a “shameful” attempt
to erode the intent of the Voting Rights Act.

“The state of Texas can take great pride that LBJ
passed the Voting Rights Act and you’ve got leaders
a generation later in Texas, Republicans, who want
to erase it,” he said.

Abbott’s office has argued the Legislature’s origi-
nal map accounts for minority growth and ensures
they get adequate representation. But others say it
doesn’t

“The whole atmosphere in Texas over the past few
months has been a hostile environment for minority
voters and minority participation,” said Jose Garza,
an attorney for the Mexican American Legislative
Caucus, one of the plaintiffs in the case. “The situa-

tion we find ourselves in now is harmful to all vot-
ers, not just minority voters. It may have particular
obstacle for minority voters, but this kind of chaos
is not good for any voter, regardless of race and
ethnicity.”

Imagine a democracy in which key
players are committed to making sure
that duly enacted laws don’t work.
These players slow things down.
They hire confederates who also
want to sabotage the system. Then
they shrug and claim that though
they want to enforce the law, success
is impossible and, besides, prohibi-
tively expensive.

Maureen Faulkner has had to deal
with forces opposed to the death pen-
alty since her police officer husband,
Daniel, was murdered Dec. 9, 1981.
Philadelphia police ‘found Faulkner
fatally wounded and Mumia Abu-
Jamal with a bullet wound in his
chest, his own handgun and five
spent shell casings. Four eyewit-
nesses testified against Abu-Jamal.

Yet some famous people, includ-
ing Mike Farrell and Ed Asner,
claimed he was innocent. Supporters
charged he was a “political prison-
er.” Because Faulkner was white and
Abu-Jamal was black, they branded
the guilty verdict as the fruit of rac-
ism -- even though two jurors were
African-American.

You may have seen the photo
of the officer’s widow hugging
the police commissioner after
Philadelphia District Attorney Seth
Williams announced that he would
drop efforts to carry out the jury’s
death sentence. You may have read
that Williams did so with the bless-
ing of Maureen Faulkner.

What you may not know is that
Faulkner agreed with Williams
because she lost faith in the criminal
justice system.

“The disgusting reality with the
death penalty in Pennsylvania is that
the fix is in before the hearings
even begin,” Faulkner explained in

a statement. Federal judges,
she added, “are the fixers.”

In 2001, a federal judge
upheld Abu-Jamal’s convic-
tion but threw out the death
sentence because the 1982
jury did not adhere to a 1997
interpretation of a 1988
appellate ruling.

In 2008, the 3rd-U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals
upheld the ruling. The U.S.
Supreme Court told the 3rd
Circuit to reconsider. Upon
reconsideration, in April the 3rd
Circuit stuck with its original out-
come. Williams and Faulkner agreed
that there was little point in pushing
for a second death penalty hearing.

In California, it’s the same story. In
February 2006, U.S. District Judge

Jeremy Fogel stayed the execution of

Michael Morales because the judge
believed there was less than a 0.001
percent chance that the man con-
victed of bludgeoning, knifing, stran-
gling, raping and killing 17-year-old
Terri Winchell would feel pain under
California’s three-drug lethal injec-
tion protocol.

In April 2008, the U.S. Supreme
Court upheld Kentucky’s three-drug
protocol. In February, the 9th U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals upheld
Arizona’s lethal injection process.
Arizona resumed executions. Yet
in California, there is only delay.
A different federal judge wants a
review of new procedures designed
to make California’s lethal injection
even more humane. The new time-
table would delay California’s death
penalty until at least September. And
then, who knows?

“California’s execution proto-
col is equal to or better than those

already approved by the
U.S. Supreme Court and
the 9th Circuit,” Kent
Scheidegger of the pro-
death penalty Criminal
Justice Legal Foundation
noted last month. “There
is no legitimate basis for
further delay.”

And: “If the judges want-
ed these cases to go for-
ward, they could go for-
ward.”

The worst of it is that it
doesn’t matter if juries found defen-
dants guilty of capital murder. It
doesn’t matter if voters approved
their state’s death penalty law. It
doesn’t matter if the U.S. Supreme
Court has upheld states’ capital pun-
ishment protocols.

As long as there are judges and
politicians willing to undermine the
appellate process, capital punish-

ment opponents don’t have to win at.

the ballot or in front of the nation’s
top court to beat the death penalty.
And as long as the media don’t

challenge dubious claims of a con-

victed killer’s innocence, the delay
tactics may even seem benign. But
Maureen Faulkner knows otherwise.
Her family lived through a three-
decade ordeal as the “free Mumia”
crowd lionized a cop killer. Now
she’s had enough.

As she wrote last week, “should
the jury decide on a death sentence
again as they should, we would then
start the whole decades-long appeals
process over again, and we will be
forced to repeat the past 30 years as
if they never happened.”

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Liquor board slapped
with harassment suit

DALLAS (AP) - A
female agent with Texas’
liquor control board has
filed a federal lawsuit
claiming she was repeat-
edly harassed by male col-
leagues, including behav-
ior that was physically
demeaning and verbally
abusive, in a case that rais-
es more questions about the
culture at the agency.

Leigh Sosebee’s lawsuit
against the Texas Alcoholic
Beverage Commission,
which regulates alcohol
sales,*is' the latest devel-
opment in a case agency
records show has already
resulted in disciplinary
action against six officers
and agents, four of whom
lost their jobs.

The lawsuit, filed in
September in Dallas, fol-
lows a series of episodes
that cast an unfavorable
light on the agency, includ-
ing a raid at a gay bar
that left a patron severe-
ly injured and the sexual
assault of 16-year-old girl
who was participating in
a commission sting opera-
tion.

Sosebee, 28, seeks
unspecified damages from
the agency where she has
worked since 2007 for sex-
ual harassment and retali-
ation she claims started in
the Dallas office and con-
tinued even after she aired
her complaints and was
allowed to work elsewhere.

“If I really thought things
had changed, it wouldn’t

have come to this,” she said
In an interview.
The complaint claims

male co-workers called
Sosebee offensive and
derogatory names and van-
dalized her desk and com-
puter. One refused to help
her subdue a combative
suspect, according to the
lawsuit

The lawsuit also says
a male sergeant sent an
inappropriate text about
Sosebee and made her
do pushups and sit ups as
punishment for mistakes,
a form of discipline that
wasn’'t imposed on others
in his command.

TABC  spokeswoman
Carolyn Beck said the
agency’s administrator,

Alan Steen, couldn’t com-
ment on Sosebee’s claims
because they are part of a
pending lawsuit.

Agency records recently
obtained by The Associated
Press show most of the
claims in the lawsuit
were supported by inter-
nal affairs investigations
last year. The disciplinary
action immediately fol-
lowed, the records show.

The sergeant who alleg-
edly required Sosebee to
do pushups and sit ups
was fired. Three agents
also were terminated, but
they later won appeals that

allowed them to resign
instead. Two others, a
sergeant and an agent,

received suspensions.

Just two years ago, the
TABC fired two agents
and an officer and changed
numerous policies after a
raid at a Fort Worth gay
bar, the Rainbow Lounge,
resulted in a patron being
hospitalized for head trau-
ma and stirred a national
controversy.

The commission that year
also revised how it conducts
sting operations aimed at
catching businesses serv-
ing alcohol to minors when
an agent based in Bastrop
was arrested for sexually
assaulting a teen working
with him. The agent, who
was fired immediately after
his arrest, has since pleaded
guilty and been sentenced
to 30 years in prison.

Sosebee’s attorney,
Andrea Loveless, said she
believes her client’s case
is yet another example of
the attitudes that guide the
agency’s agents and offi-
cers.

“The TABC is still very
much a good ‘ol boys club,”
Loveiess said. “Leigh knew
there would be a certain

amount of joking she’d
have to deal with. It’s just
that, once it got beyorid that
point, it wasn’t tolerable.”

One of the agents allowed
to resign after initially
being fired for his treat-
ment of Sosebee, Victor
Bulos, confirmed he used a
derogatory term to describe
her in a conversation with
another male agent.

But he said he didn’t
believe the matter merit-
ed his dismissal and cited

other cases where agents .

were punished far less
severely for more serious
infractions.

“We were shocked when
we were terminated,”
Bulos said. “I think they
were just trying to appease
(Sosebee) because she’s a
female agent.”

Bulos  blamed . the
Rainbow Lounge incident
for creating an environment
at the agency that’s “way
too political” and said he’d
decided to leave before
Sosebee’s allegations came
to light.

Sosebee said the harass-
ment began after she com-
plained to a supervisor
about a particularly mali-
cious and offensive com-
ment from a male co-work-
er. She said she didn’t want
to do the pushups and sit
ups, performed in an isolat-
ed part of the Dallas office
at the end of her shifts, but
didn’t believe she had any
choice.

“By that point, I just
wanted to do whatever I
could to keep my job,” she
said.

Sosebee’ contends that,
even after she was allowed
to move to other offices, she
was subjected to continued
abuse, including increased
scrutiny and unfair punish-
ment for minor transgres-
sions. She’s now working
as an agent in the Arlington
office but only recently was
allowed to move into that
role after months on desk
duty, she said.

“I still deal with this
every day,” she said. “I
have a huge black ‘X’ on
my back because I'm ‘that
girl, the one who caused all
those problems,’ when all |
did was stand up for myself
and tell the truth.”

Only 33 of the 253 agents
and officers working for
the TABC are women.
That ratio is typical for
police agencies, said Penny
Harrington, the former
police chief in Portland,
Ore., and co-author of a
book on sexual harassment
in law enforcement.

Harrington said the alle-
gation that Sosebee was
forced to do pushups and
sit ups to atone for her
mistakes is ‘“absolutely
outrageous.” She called it
a prime example of how
women in law enforcement
are harassed.

“They are singled out for
all kinds of behavior and
forced to do things they
shouldn’t have to do,”
Harrington said. “If they
don’t do them, they get in
trouble for being insubordi-
nate. If they do them, they
are demeaned. They can’t
win.”

Watch out for new bank fees, and
sateguard your accounts and cash

It’s the holiday shopping season,
a time when banks and pickpockets
hope you’re concentrating more on
spending than on safeguarding your
money.

Bank fees are on the rise again,
especially since consumers won
the protest against monthly charges
for access to their own money in
the form of debit-card fees. Now,
banks are still trying to figure out
how to make up for the money
they no longer are getting on each
debit card transaction, ever since
Congress cut and capped transac-
tion fees.

Banks must give 30-day advance
notice of changes to your checking
account terms (less than the 46-day
advance warning required of credit-
card changes). They’re trying to
start the new year with new fees

and terms. So if you get one of

those “fine print” form letters from
your bank, here are some of the
things you should be looking for:

* Monthly checking account fees,
higher minimums. Say goodbye to
free checking. Banks are institut-
ing monthly fees, especially if you
don’t keep a substantial balance in
your checking account in some
cases at least $5,000.

* Online bill payment fees. Online
bill payment used to be free. After

all, it saves banks the trouble of

processing paper checks. But more
and more banks are requiring mini-

mum balances, or a combination of

other assets, such as CDs and IRAs
Otherwise, you'll pay a monthly fee
for online bill payment.

* Fees for wire transfers, certified
checks. Some services, such as wire
transfers or certified checks, used
to be provided free. Now banks are
even charging fees for wire trans-
fers that bring money . INTO your

* Higher ATM fees. Many banks
have increased the fees they charge
if you use another bank’s ATM.

So pay close attention to the fine
print when you get your statement,
or the little brochure describing
“changes to your account terms.”
Look around for a community bank
or credit union that might have far
lower fees. The only problem is
that they probably have fewer and
less convenient ATMs. So imake
sure they will reimburse any fees
charged if you use an ATM from
another bank.

GUARD YOUR WALLET

The first line of defense is your
own wallet or purse. After all, the
holiday season is also pickpocket
season.

Take a look at all the stuff you're
carrying around in your wallet. Do
you need all of it? Sort out what
you do need, and leave other things
like your Social Security card, safe-
ly at home.

SHOP SAFELY ONLINE

First, never shop — or do any
financial transaction on an
unsecure wi-fi site, at a coffec
shop or on a college campus.

line, it indicates a higher level of
security for your transaction infor
mation.

Even if you're send
ing that kind of information to a
friend, it can be intercepted and
misused if your friend opens the

Check your credit-card balances
online every day during the shop-
ping season — and be alert to any
unauthorized charges

One hunter who was found
on one of the adjoining
properties was being inter-
viewed by investigators,
and two others were ques-
tioned but released.

The outdoor court where
the shooting took place
was north of the school

650,000 “dislikes” on' YouTube, compared to just over
20,000 likes. And it has sparked nearly 700 reply videos,
including some mercilessly funny parodies that feature
people wearing the same kind of jacket Perry wears, and
lots of chatter about how Perry looks like a gay cowboy
from the movie “Brokeback Mountain.”

In the ad, Perry suggests that President Barack Obama is
waging a “war on religion” after signing legislation allow-
ing gays to serve in the military. It’s drawn some 6 million
views on YouTube, more than any other campaign video
this year, company officials said.

As he struggles for traction three weeks before the GOP
nominating contest opens in lowa, Perry is using the ad to
appeal to the kind of Christian conservatives who typically
dominate the state’s precinct caucuses. In it, he makes some
eyebrow-raising claims.

Perry is seen walking up a grassy hillside, dressed in a
brown barn jacket and blue shirt.

“I’'m not ashamed to admit that I'm Christian,” Perry
says. “But you don’t need to be in the pew every Sunday
to know that there’s something wrong in this country when
gays can serve openly in the military but our kids can’t
openly celebrate Christmas or pray in schools.”

He continues, “As president, I'll end Obama’s war on
religion and I’1l fight against liberal attacks on our religious
heritage.”

In fact, Obama has had nothing to do with banning school
prayer the Supreme Court ruled in 1962 that prayer in
public school was an unconstitutional violation of the First
Amendment. Perry’s suggestion that gays serving in the
military represent an assault on religious faith has drawn

scorn from Democrats and gay rights activists, many of

whom are expressing themselves in video.

First, there’s the jacket. Many videos have noted that
it’s the same type worn by actor Heath Ledger in the 2005
movie “Brokeback Mountain,” which centers on a long
love affair between two cowboys.

Many of the video parodies feature actors wearing the
shirt and jacket combo, including video satirist Andy Cobb.

“I'm not ashamed to admit that [’'m an atheist,” Cobb
says, “but you know there’s something wrong with this
country when politicians think it’s OK to hate on gays and
nonbelievers in ads.”

Study: Gingrich plan would add to deficit

WASHINGTON (AP) — The tax plan by GOP
presidential hopeful Newt Gingrich would provide
big tax breaks to the rich and blow a huge hole in the
federal budget deficit, according to an independent
study released Monday.

The analysis by the Tax Policy Center says house-
holds making more than $1 million a year would see
their taxes drop by an average of 62 percent. Overall,
federal tax revenues would drop by an estimated
$850 billion in 2015, a figure that would dramati-
cally worsen the budget deficit unless it is offset by
unprecedented spending cuts, the study said.

“The revenue losses are enormous,” said Roberton
Williams, a senior fellow at the Tax Policy Center.

Gingrich proposes an optional 15 percent flat tax
on income. Under the plan, taxpayers could stay in
the current system, which has a top tax rate of 35
percent on taxable income above $379,150, or switch
to the new 15 percent tax. The new tax would apply
to income at all levels, but there would be a variety
of tax deductions and credits.

Gingrich would eliminate taxes on capital gains,
dividends and interest, and reduce the corporate
income tax rate from 35 percent to 12.5 percent.
I'he plan would provide a personal deduction of
$12,000 for every American, while maintaining the
$1,000 per-child tax credit and the Earned Income
Tax Credit, which benefits low-income people.
Deductions for mortgage interest and charitable
donations would also be maintained.

Gingrich campaign spokesman R.C. Hammond
disputed the projections on the budget deficit, saying
the study doesn’t account for the economic and job
growth that such a tax system would generate.

The campaign’s website says a new flat tax would
make it easy for families to file their returns while
eliminating taxes that discourage investment.

“An optional flat tax reform will be simple: Tax
returns can be done on one sheet of paper,” the web-
site says. “Subtract from income a standard deduc-
tion and deductions for charity and home ownership,
multiply the result by the fixed, single rate of taxa-
tion of at most 15 percent, and the process is over.”

The analysis comes as the former House speaker
has surged to the top of the polls in the race for the
Republican nomination for president. Several other
candidates have offered variations of the flat tax,
including Texas Gov. Rick Perry. Gingrich’s chief
rival, former Massachusetts Gov. Mitt Romney, has
proposed changes to the tax system that are less
sweeping.

Gingrich’s plan, however, would make it even
more difficult for Congress to reduce the federal
budget deficit, which was $1.3 trillion in the budget
year that ended in September, according to the study.
The issue consumed Capitol Hill for several months
in the summer and fall, leading to a deficit reduction

No one would get a tax increase under Gingrich’s
plan because households could stay in the current
system or switch to the new one, Williams said.
Many lower- and middle-income families would
probably stay in the current system because they
wauld save money compared to Gingrich’s flat tax,
he said.

But for the wealthy, lowering the top tax rate and
eliminating taxes on investments would provide a
huge windfall, according to the study.

For example, a household making between $40,000
and $50,000 would get an average tax cut of 12.1
percent, while a family making between $200,000
and $500,000 would get a tax cut of 27.3 percent,
according to the study.

Households making more than $1 million would
see their federal income taxes reduced by an average
of $607,000 the study said.

The Tax Policy Center compared taxes on U.S.
households under current tax policy, with those
imposed under the Gingrich plan. In using current
tax policy, the analysis assumes that tax cuts enacted
under President George W. Bush — and extended
through 2012 by Obama — would be extended.

The Tax Policy Center is a research group formed
by two Washington think tanks: the Urban Institute
and the Brookings Institution. Its researchers regu-
larly testify before Congress on tax policy and its
analyses during the 2008 presidential campaign were
widely circulated.
