Crime rose slightly in Pampa during 2011 from the 
previous year, with the most striking increases in bur­
glaries, assaults and identity theft.

During 2011, there were an estimated 161 resi­
dential and business burglaries, compared with 136 
in 2010. Crime Prevention Officer Stormy McCullar 
said that these crimes are sometimes an act o f oppor­

tunity, particularly if  people leave 
their iKNnes unlocked whilethey are 
away. Burglaries hpve been scat­
tered around town this year, mean­
ing any home or business could be 
vulnerable to this crime, especially 
without keeping property secure.
Using a porch li^ it, motion detector 
lights, alarm systems and having a 
dog are all good precautions to take.
Avoid leaving windows and blinds 
open, which can draw buiglan to your home.

"^You want to deter a predator frixn even looking at 
your property, and bow you do that is through your 
lighting and tilings like tiud,” said McCullar. “You don’t 
want to give them a good place to hide. When officers

Over 5,000 families helped by Good Samaritan’s last year

. During 2011, Good Samaritan Christian 
Services has dealt with growing food 
prices and a holiday break-in, but the 
organization has managed to help over 
S,S22 families for the year.

The organization received food fixxn 
several food drives, including the Postal 
Canriers Food Drive and the Boy Soovts 
food drive.

‘'Every drive helps, and there are 22 
churches that help,” said Joy B heos, 
Volunteer Executive Director o f  the 
organization. “Some o f them are really 
good about bringing food.”

Good Samaritan’s also typically gets 
food ftom High Plains Food Bank, which 
had some setbecks last year.

gone up a bunch, and the food bank isn't 
able to get rice any more or cereal. They 
did get peanut butter back."

Higher prices have affected the organi­
zation’s tradition o f giving away turkeys 
and ham during the holidays, but it didn't 
stop them.

“Last year, they had a sale on turkeys, 
and they were 37 cents a pound,” said 
Bivens. “This year, most o f  them were 
99 cents a pound. That’s a big differ­
ence. Last year, we could get the boxes 
o f mashed potatoes and stuffing really 
cheap, because I bought it by the cases. 
That imiffing, some o f it’s S I.79 a box. 
And the food bank (gave us 30) turkeys 
this year.”

Police detain 20 in Mexico prison riot
MEXICX) CITY  (A P) —  M exi­

can mitfaoritiM have detaiaed 20 
inmate« for alleged involvem eat 
in a  priaoB rio t that killed 31 in a 
•tate bordering Texas and are in­
vestigating whether prison staff 
was also responsible.

No prison officials had been 
d i s m i s ^  so  fiur over die fight 
in which one cell block invaded 
anotber W ednesday afternoon, 
causing s brawl am ong prison­
ers arm ed with m aluehift knives, 
clubs and stones, said M orelos 
Canseco, interior secretary o f  
Tsm aulipas state.

The fight at a peniteiitiary in the 
GtUf coast city o f  Aham ira also 
injured 13 people.

Canseco told reporters Thurs­
day the bloodshed had nothing to 
do with prison overcrowding. He 
said the facility, with a capacity 
o f  1,626 prisoners, housed 1,058 
inmates at the tim e o f  the brawl.

He said state police moved in to 
control the riot.

The area near the border with 
the state o f  Veracruz has seen a 
spike in drug violence in the last 
two months ftom  warring cartels.

The G u lf Cartel, based in Tam-

aulipna, is botdm g its former al­
lies, die Zetas. who have con­
trolled Veracruz, over territory 
and «nuggling around the port 
o f  Aham ira, said a  M exican navy 
official in Veracruz whose name 
couldn’t be used for security rea­
sons.

In late December, five gunmen 
attacked three buses in Veracruz, 
killing seven passengers, includ­
ing three U.S. citizens, and four 
others in separate attacks. Twen­
ty-three bodies were found along 
the border between the two states 
in the following days.

Deadly fighu  also happen pe­
riodically in M exican prisons as 
gangs and drug cartels stage jail 
breaks, and battle for co n tro l 'd f  
penitentiaries, often with the in­
volvem ent o f  officials.

Another bloody fight in a prison 
in the Tamaulipas border city o f 
M atam oros in October killed 20 
inm ates and injured 12.

In July, a riot at a prison in the 
border city o f  Juarez killed 17 
inmates. M exican authorities de­
tained the director and four guards 
over that fight, where a surveil­
lance video showed two inmates

opening doors to  let arm ed pria- 
oners into a room  where the slam 
victim s were reportedly holding a 
party.

In one o f  the worst cases o f  coiL 
ruption, guards and officials at a 
prison in Gom ez Palacio, in the 
northern M exican state o f  Du­
rango, allegedly let inm ates otá 
in 2010, lent them guns and sent 
them o ff  in official vehicles tb 
carry out drug-related killings, in- 
cluding the m assacre o f  L7 peoplé.

A riot at the same facility in 
2009 killed 19 p e ^ le .  Twenty- 
three p e tó le  were killed in a sepa­
rate prison riot in Durango city ib 
2010. i

Some 29 inm ates were killefi 
in tw o incidents on the same day 
in 2010 in M azatlan in westerti 
Sinaloa state, hom e o f  the poweiL 
fill cartel o f  the same name.

A nother Tamaulipas prison riot 
killed 21 in Reynosa in 2008, 
while two prison riots in Tijuana 
that year killed a total o f  23.

Canseco said Tamaulipas has 
been trying to professionalitie 
its prison em ployees in an efToft 
that predates W ednesday’s deadly 
clash.

HOUSTON (AP) —  Prosecutors say a Houston man 

.'who led a ring that supplied more than 300,000 Ecstasy 
pills to undercover agents has been sentenced to 16 years 
in prison.

A federal judge in Houston on Wednesday sentenced 
52-year-old Long Vo.

Vo last May pleaded guilty to conspiracy to possess 
and distribute ^ s ta s y  in a case going back to 2008. He 
was indicted in 2010.

Prosecutors say Vo’s drug smuggling operations had 
ties to Vietnam and Canada. Further details on the inter­
national investigation were not immediately available.

Assault trials to begin in March
LIBERTY (AP) —  The first trials for more than a 

(}ozen men accused in a series of sexual assaults on an 
11-year-old Southeast Texas girl may happen in March.

Eleven o f the men appeared Thursday in state court in 
Liberty for status updates in a case that has divided and 
horrified the town o f Cleveland. Their cases were reset 
for Feb. 6, but prosecutor Joe Warren says the first trials 
could be in March.

The men, along with six juvenile boys, face assault 
and abuse charges over the alleged 2010 incidents that 
happened over a period o f months in Cleveland, about 
45 miles northeast of Houston.

Four of the juveniles and one of the adult men have 
previously pleaded guilty in the case.

Psychiatrist protests firing
AUSTIN (AP) - A former Austin State Hospital psychi­

atrist under investigation over sexual abuse allegations 
has protested his 2011 firing.

The Austin American-Statesman reported Wednesday 
that Dr. Charles Fischer has filed an official grievance 
over his Nov. 14 dismissal.

Fischer has also notified the Texas Medical Board that 
he intends to fight for the return o f his medical license. 
The agency on Nov. 22 suspended Fischer’s physician 
privileges, citing nine instances, going back to the 1990s, 
in which the psychiatrist a l le g ^ y  had abused young 
patients.

Fischer has not been chaiged with a crime and he’s 
denies the allegations.

Fischer lawyer Antonio Cobos told the newspaper 
,that credibility questions have been raised about some 
alleged victims.

A spokeswennan says the Texas Department of State 
Health Services stands by its decision to fire Fischer.

Oil trader sentenced to 7 years
HOUSTON (AP) - An ex-LyondellBasell Industries 

manager in Texas has been sentenced to seven years in 
prison and ordered to repay S82 million over a kickbacks 
scheme.
. A federal judge in Housttm on Wednesday sentenced 
Jonatiian Paul Barnes o f Bellaire. Prosecutors say 
Barnes did marine chartering fw  Netherlands-based 
LyondellBasell, which cooperated in the investigation o f 
overcharges for the cost o f  shipping oil.

Barnes last March pleaded guilty to conqiiracy to 
commit wire fraud, making a false statement in a pass­
port application, bulk cash smuggling and conspiracy to 
engage in international money laundoing.

WASHINGTON (AP) 
—  Prominent conservative 
leaders want their rank and 
file to quickly get bdUitd 
a single presidential can­
didate —  Rick Santorwi 
now seems the likeliest —  
fearful that persistent qtiits 
will help Mitt Romney 
win die Republican nomi­
nation.

“W hile no politi­
cal candidate, or human 
being for that matter, is 
perfect, Rick Santoium’s 
baggage contains his 
clothes,” CatholieVote. 
org president Brian 
Burch said Thursday, 
after Santorum’s virtual 
tie with Romney in Iowa 
won the support o f the 
600,000-member online 
organization.

"Republicans hoping to 
win back the White House 
in November must unite 
behind the candidate most 
dedicated to the founda­
tional issues of faith, fam­
ily and freedom.”

Romney narrowly won 
the Iowa caucuses when 
conservative voters split 
their support among sev­
eral challengers, and the 
worry is that the same 
thing will happen in South

Carolina, Florida and 
beyond if  Rick Santorum, 
Newt Gingrich and Rick 
Perry all stay in the race.

“Conservatives are still 
divided among a number 
o f different candidates, but 
the field is winnowing,” 
said former Republican 
presidential candidate 
Gary Bauer. And, he said: 
“I certainly think that 
Senator Santonun is in a 
good position to inherit a 
lot o f that support.”

In the afterglow o f 
Santorum’s unexpectedly 
tuuTow loss to Romney in 
Iowa, leaders on the right 
who have been scarcely 
engaged in the rollicking 
Republican contest began 
buzzing about the pros­
pect o f endorsing the for­
mer Pennsylvania senator 
with the solid conservative 
credentials —  or some­
one else such as Gingrich 
who has deep conservative 
roots.

To discuss how to pro­
ceed, some o f those lead­
ers have set up meetings 
from Washington to Texas 
before the Jan. 21 South 
Carolina primary. That 
vote could prove pivotal, 
given that the Republicans

who have won the state 
for decades have eventu­
ally become the party's 
nominees.

“There is m ove­
ment, even members o f 
Congreu who are w e i ^  
ing ̂  now who are look­
ing to make a move,” said 
Family Research Council 
President Tony Perkins, 
who said he’s spoken with 
more than e i ^ t  leaders 
with conservative con­
stituencies, including law­
makers. He declined to 
name them but added: “I 
do think you’ll see grow­
ing momentum toward 
Rick Santorum.”

Indeed, interviews with 
a number o f leaders, many 
o f whom spoke on the 
condition of anonymity to 
be candid, indicated that 
Santorum was emerging as 
the preferred alternative to 
Romney, though a few still 
are watching Gingrich. 
Not one mentioned Perry, 
who announced he would 
reassess his campaign in 
light of a fifth-place show­
ing in Iowa only to say a 
day later he would press 
on in South Carolina.

Romney plan would raise tax on poor
WASHINGTON ( A P I -  

Republican Mitt Romney’s 
tax plan would increase 
taxes on low-income fami­
lies while cutting taxes for 
the middle-class and the 
rich, according to an inde­
pendent study released 
Thursday.

On average, households 
making less than $20,000 
would see their taxes 
increase by more than 60 
percent, said the Tax Policy 
Center, a Washington 
research group that studied 
the Romney plan.

Households making 
between $50,000 and 
$75,000 would get small 
tax cuts, averaging 2.2 per­
cent, or about $250, the 
study said. People mak­
ing more than $1 million 
would get tax cuts averag­
ing 15 percent, or about 
$146,000.

"Virtually everybody 
with a big income is getting 
a tax cut,” said Roberton 
Williams, a senior fellow at 
the Tax Policy Center.

Overall, Romney’s plan 
would reduce tax revenues 
by $180 billion in 2015, 
adding to the federal bud­
get deficit, the study said. 
Romney’s campaign dis­
putes the estimate, saying 
tax cuts in the plan would 
help improve the economy, 
leading to more revenue.

Fresh off a slim victo- 
ty in the Iowa caucuses, 
Romney is the front-runner 
for the GOP nomination 
for president. His tax plan 
is less sweeping than those 
proposed by some of his 
rivals. He says he will push 
for “a fundamental rede­
sign of our system.” But 
initially, his plan maintains 
the current tax rates while 
cutting corporate taxes and 
reducing taxes on invest­
ments.

Romney’s plan would 
cut the top corporate tax 
rate form 35 percent to 25 
percent, elimiiurte invest­
ment taxes for the middle 
class and make permanent 
a massive package of tax 
cuts first enacted under 
President George W. Bush.

Romney would also 
repeal tax itKreases on the 
wealthy that were enacted 
as part o f President Barack 
Obruna’s health care pack­
age. His plan, however, 
would allow some tax cuts

enacted under Obama to 
expire.

The Obama tax cuts, first 
enacted as part of the mas­
sive economic stimulus 
package passed in 2009, 
targeted low-income fami­
lies with children, includ­
ing many people who don’t 
make enough money to pay 
any federal income taxes. 
They included an expand­
ed tax credit for college 
students, a more generous 
Earned Income Tax Credit 
for families with three or 
more children, and a more 
generous child tax credit 
for low-income families.

Like the Bush tax cuts, 
the Obama tax cuts are 
scheduled to expire at the 
end o f the year. Romney’s 
campaign says letting the 
Obama tax cuts expire 
doesn’t amount to a tax 
increase.

“Mitt Romney has not 
proposed raising taxes. In 
fact, he laid out a blueprint 
for governing that includes 
dramatic spending cuts to 
reduce the deficit and pro­
growth tax policies that 
permanently extend the 
Bush tax cuts, dramatically 
cut the corporate tax rate to 
create jobs, and deliver real 
tax relief to middle-income 
taxpayers,” campaign 
spokeswoman Andrea Saul 
said.

Other GOP candidates 
have called for more 
sweeping tax plans. Former 
House Speaker Newt 
Gingrich and Texas Gov. 
Rick Perry have both called 
for versions of the flat tax, 
in which all income is taxed 
at the same rate. Former 
Sen. Rick Santorum of 
Pennsylvania has called for 
reducing the number of tax 
brackets from six to two.

Previous studies by 
the Tax Policy Center 
have found that plans by 
Gingrich and Perry would 
result in big tax cuts for 
the wealthy, reducing tax 
revenue by billions each 
year. The center has not 
yet done a comprehensive 
analysis o f Santorum’s 
plan, though Williams said 
one is plaiuied.

The Tax Policy Center 
is a research group frmned 
by two Washington think 
tanks, the Urban Institute 
and the Brookings 
Institution. Its research­

ers regularly testify before 
Congress on tax policy and 
its analyses during the 2008 
presidential campaign were 
widely circulated.

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Iowa win helps Romney, but lacks luster

WASHINGTON (AP) - 

Mitt Romney’s whisker- 
thin Iowa caucus victory 
was underwhelming in 
scope and anti-climac- 
tic in its finality. But it 
moves him closer to the 
Republican presiden­
tial nomination chiefly 
because of who finished 
fourth and fifth.

The fo rm er
Massachusetts governor 
will gladly tout his win 
over Rick Santorum, who 
could have reversed the 
results with one more car­
load of supporters. More 
important to Romney, 
however, was the thump­
ing suffered by former 
House speaker Newt 
Gingrich and Texas Gov. 
Rick Perry.

GOP strategists had 
seen them as having the 
best backgrounds to sus­
tain a long-term threat to 
Romney, who remains 
unable to push his sup­
port beyond one-quarter of 
Republican voters. Now 
it’s unclear whether Perry 
and Gingrich can maintain 
viable campaigns.

Romney’s closest com­
petitors in Iowa were 
Santorum, practically an 
afterthought as little as two 
weeks ago, and libertarian­
leaning Rep. Ron Paul of 
Texas.

Santorum now must 
show whether he can build 
on his remarkable Iowa 
sprint to become the long- 
sought conservative alter­
native to Romney. It won’t

be easy.
Santorum, 53, badly 

lost his 2006 bid for a 
third Senate term from 
Pennsylvania. He has 
modest fundraising and 
ground-game operations, 
and he’s largely unknown 
beyond circles that closely 
follow politics.

Paul, 76, is seen more as 
a libertarian crusader than 
a potential president. He 
recently said he doesn’t 
envision himself as presi­
dent.

“Romney did what he 
had to do, but not much 
more,” said GOP strategist 
Terry Holt.

On the upside, Romney 
can argue that he not only 
won Iowa, but he beat 
expectations. He said from 
the start that Iowa was a 
bad political fit for him, 
and he focused his early 
campaign efforts on New 
Hampshire. He made a 
big Iowa push at the end, 
when it was clear that no 
rival had consolidated the 
anti-Romney vote.

He now heads to the 
friendly turf of New 
Hampshire, where he 
owns a home. The state’s 
primary is next Tuesday.

But it’s also easy to paint 
Romney’s Iowa finish as 
unimpressive. He drew 
one-fourth of the vote. 
That’s precisely the lack­
luster level he has pulled 
month after month, in poll 
after poll of Republicans.

It’s also the same per­
centage Romney got when 
he finished a deeply dis­
appointing second in 
the 2008 Iowa caucus.

Campaign veterans say 
Romney must find a way 
to excite more conser­
vatives if he is to beat 
President Barack Obama 
in November.

“If Romney was unable 
to move the needle even an 
inch from four years ago,” 
despite heavy spending 
on his behalf, “it is hard 
to argue he has brought 
new people in or expanded 
the base of support,” said 
former Obama campaign 
and Whi‘e House aide Jen 
Psaki.

Some Republican con­
sultants, however, see 
the glass as half full for 
Romney.

“Romney is in the 
driver’s seat in New 
Hampshire,” said Terry 
Nelson, who advised Tim 
Pawlenty before he left the 
presidential race. “Iowa 
produced no serious can­
didate to derail him."

Nelson said it “will be 
very hard” for Santorum 
to raise the money and 
build the organization he 
will need to compete in 
New Hampshire, South 
Carolina, Florida and 
beyond.

Democrats were less 
impressed. Matt Bennett 
of the group Third Way 
called it a m ixe' bag for 
Romney. Santoi •’ and 
Paul, he said, the 
two demonstrably .^ast- 
electable candidates in this 
field since Donald Trump 
fired himself.”

But Romney’s inability 
to build a big plurality is 
a problem, Bennett said. 
“Challengers to incum­

bent presidents cannot gei" 
merely polite applause qi 
grudging support froni.'

The Colombian government said the U.S. embassy on 
Ihuraday submitted the necessary docimients for Jakadien 
to return, but it wasn’t clear exactly when she might be back 
in the U.S.

U.S. unmigration officials deferred questions about when 
the teen might return to the State Department, which said it 
WM aware of the case but declined to comment further, citing 
privacy reasons.

According to the Colombian Ministry of Foreign Affiürs, 
the girl was enrolled in the country’s “Welcome Home" 
program after she arrived there. She was given shelter, psy­
chological assistance and a job at a call center, a statement 
from the agency said. When the Colombian government 
discovered she was a U.S. citizen, it put her under the care of 
a welfrre program, the statement said.

Her grandnmther, Dallas hairstylist Lorene Turner, called 
the deportation a *Í>ig mistake somebody made" and said 
U.S. officials need to do better.

“She looks like a Idd, she acts like a kid. How could they 
think she wasn’t a Idd?’ Lorene Turner asked on Thursday.

Jakadrien’s frmily says she left home in November 2010. 
Houston police said the girl was arrested on April 2, 2011, 
for misdoneanor theft in that city and claimed to be Tika 
Lanay Cortez, a Colombian woman bom in 1990.

An Immigration and Customs Enforcement official told 
The Associated Press on Thursday that the teen claimed to 
be Cortez throughout the criminal proceedings in Houston 
and the ensuing deportation process in which an immigration 
judge ultimately ordered her back to Colombia.

The ICE official, speaking on condition of anonymity due 
to not being authorized to discuss additional details of the 
case, said the teenager was interviewed by a representative 
from the Colombian consulate and that country’s govern­
ment issued her a travel document to enter Colombia. The 
ICE official said standard procedure before any deportation 
is to coordinate with the other country in order to establish

Make new home wheelchair accessible
Dear Pat: I am going to build a 

house for myself, my two children 
and my eldeiiy modier. She some­
times needs a wheelchair. W hat 
specific design features should we 
keep in mind so the has easy 
access? —  Jennifer N. ,

Dear Jennifer: It is wise for you to 
think of access to the house entranc­
es at the initial design phase of your 
new home. Providing proper access 
can have quite an impact on the 
design of the entire home and the 
construction materials used. With 
today’s aging baby boomers, mak­
ing your home wheelchair acces­
sible can increase its resale value 
years fix>m now.

The two primary factors when 
considering easy wheelchair access 
are the slopes to enter and leave the 
home and the open area near doors 
in which to maneuver the wheel­
chair. Since your mother is elderly, 
she most likely does not have a lot 
of upper-body strength to negotiate 
a steep slope.

Ideally, you should design the 
house to have the first floor entrance 
doors at nearly the same elevation 
as the driveway and walkways. This 
is not always possible because the 
ground usually is sloped away from 
the house to provide for drainage. 
You may be able to route the walk­
way leading from the driveway such 
that it is level with the door opening 
without blocking the drainage.

A concrete slab-on-grade floor 
is the easiest to work with because 
drainage is not a significant prob­
lem. A wood framed house with a 
basement is at the other extreme, 
with drainage being a major con­
cern. With this construction, even 
without a basement, the entrance is 
usually above the ground level to 
maintain a gap between the ground 
and the lumber framing.

You have several options for mak­
ing the door accessible. A gen­
tly sloped walkway is probably the 
easiest and least expensive method 
if you have the space for it. The 
maximum steepness someone can 
comfortably and safely handle is 
about a 5 percent grade. Make the 
curves a large radius, and make it 
extra wide.

A straight ramp is another option. 
It is typically raised up from the 
ground for drainage, but it can also 
be filled in beneath with drainage

tiles. Since the ramp will be much 
shorter than a long walk, a slightly 
steeper slope is sometimes accept­
able depending on the person’s 
strength.

A third option is a longer, gently 
sloped ra is^  bridge along the front 
of the house. 'This can also double as 
a porch if you make a level section 
midway along the sloped bridge. 
This will maintain the proper dis­
tance from the ground level to the 
wood framing. If you use this meth­
od, design the house with the door 
near one end to allow length for the 
gradual slope.

If 
not, you will have to add several 
feet to the garage width and pour a 
ramp up to the door.

• SANTA FE, N.M. (AP) - New Mexico’s Hispanic 
population over the next 100 years will grow to be the 
majority ethnic group, regardless of federal immigration 
policy, a local researcher and pollster predicts.

At the same time, the number o f senior citizens in the 
state who depend on government services will increase, 
as budgets for programs to help them will shrink.
, And, more residents will move to urban areas looking 
for jobs, while others will work from home to avoid con­
gested roads, said Brian Sanderoff, head o f Research and 
Polling in Albuquerque.
■' Sanderoff said all o f those changes will come against a 
backdrop o f a state budget that is heavily dependent on 
oil and gas revenues - something that will wither as alter- 
jiative energy sources become more common and fewer 
people use the fossil fuels that help the state pay its bills.
; That means New Mexico needs to prudently manage 
its permanent f\mds, money that is set aside for future 
economic crises.

“As 1 think 100 years down the road, I think about the 
.fact that as we diminish or eliminate the nation’s depen- 
!dency on carbon-based fuels, that will have a tremendous 
iimpact on the state and our economy and means o f pro­
viding services to the public," Sanderoff said.
; He added that New Mexico will become a more attrac­
tive place to live as people in other parts o f the country 
;tire o f cold weather, expensive cities and small places to 
call home.
■ “People want a place with good climate and good air 
quality, lots of room to grow. And New Mexico has all 
'.those things. Over the next 100 years, we will continue to 
‘grow at a pace that is greater than the nationwide rate.” 

The ratio o f the number of people tapping into social 
benefits compared to the number working and paying 

;into the system will also change dramatically, Sanderoff 
l.suggested. “That is something we will have to grapple 
'With,’’ he said.
I The state also will have to consider what it can offer 
•to attract working-age residents. Jeffrey Mitchell, a 
isenior research scientist at the Bureau o f Business and 
¡Economic Research at The University o f New Mexico, 
¡said that he predicts the state, like the rest o f the country, 
¡will see a rise in people who work with information more 
;than material goods.
, “As we transition from a material-producing economy 
to much more o f an idea-based economy, the jobs are 
going to be in creating, managing and distributing idea 
and information rather than stuff,” he said. “What that 

¡appears to mean is that a relatively small portion of the 
¡workforce is well-skilled to offer a great deal o f produc- 
¡tivity, and (those workers) tend to get paid much m ore.... 
¡.You’re going to see an increasing amount o f jobs in the 
[information area, and increased polarization in terms of 
■the few who are able to produce ideas earning more, and 
■the other people earning less.”
! Those types o f jobs tend to be clustered around urban 
¡areas, and in New Mexico’s case, along the Rio Grande, 
¡Mitchell said.
¡. “Place does matter, and those places tend to be urban 
and tend to be the places associated with rich intellectual 
infrastructure or that are otherwise culturally unique.”
; While the state’s urban areas are predicted to grow, the 
ytate overall in the last 100 years blossomed beyond the 
;Rio Grande.
• A century ago, fewer than 400,000 people lived here, 
^ o w , the state’s overall population is 2.06 million.
'• Projections by the UNM bureau show the state’s total 
¡population is expected to top 3 million by 2035 with 
almost 1.7 million people in Bernalillo County, 309,279 
Sn Dona Ana and 176,612 in Santa Fe County.
I Jack Baker, a senior research scientist at the bureau, 
laid there are few surprises when it comes to predicting 
the state’s population growth, as it generally tends to fol­
low historical trends.

“The long-term picture is the growth in the Hispanic 
ipopulation and graying population and urban growth,” 
ne said.
! According to the 2010 census, 46.3 percent o f people 
reported that they were Hispanic, up from 42.1 percent 
¡in 2000.
¡ One interesting bit o f data that came out o f the most 
yecent census showed that the state added 4,559 people 
Ifrom odier countries. Baker said.
; “That can change the state in a more rapid way than 
'people being boni and dyin&” he said.
• While the Hispanic population will increase over the 
next 100 years, some minority populations also will 
grow. Baker said, but not by large percentages.
. Asians, for example, “will grow numerically, but 1 
'don’t (expect) the percent o f population as a whole to 
¡change much.”

CHIPPEWA FALLS, WU. (AP) - 
The rolling hills and scenic bluffr o f 
western Wisconsin and southeastern 
Minnesota hide a valuable resource 
that has sparked what’s been called 
a modern-day gold rush.

The object o f desire is not gol<j but 
a soft sMidstone needed by drilling 
companies to unlock underpound 
natural gas and oil sipplies in a con­
troversial practice called hydraulic 
fiacturing, or fracking.

Largely overlooked in the national 
debate over fracking is the emerging 
fight in the U.S. h e i^ a n d  over min­
ing “fiac sand,” which has grains o f 
i d ^  size, shape, strength and purity. 
Mining companies say the w o ^  pro­
vides good jobs in rural areas, but 
some residents fW  the increase in 
mining could harm human health 
and the environment.

“More and more people are wak­
ing up to the fact that there are diffi­
culties with this massive explosion,” 
said Pat Popple, a retired school 
teacher and principal and anti-sand 
mining activist.

U.S. free sand producers sold or 
used more than 6.5 million met­
ric tons of sand worth S319 mil­
lion in 2009, according to the U.S. 
Geological Survey. The tonnage 
likely will have doubled when 
2010 data is released, said Thomas 
Dolley, a USGS mineral commod­
ity specialist who follows the silica 
mining industry.

“It’s huge,” Dolley said. “I’ve 
never seen anything like it, the 
growth. It makes my head spin.”

Nearly three-fourths o f ^ c  sand 
comes from the Midwest. It’s 
shipped by rail hundreds o f miles 
to the oil and gas fields o f Texas, 
Pennsylvania and North Dakota, 
where drillers mix it with water and 
chemicals, then force it deep under­
ground to fracture shale deposits 
that hold gas and oil that couldn’t 
be tapped conventionally. Critics 
say the process can diminish water 
quality and even cause earthquakes.

John Felmy, chief economist with 
the American Petroleum Institute, 
said opponents o f hydraulic fractur­
ing are “fundamentally misguided” 
and the environmental fears are 
unwarranted. The surge in sand min­
ing has extended the domestic ener­
gy boom to portions o f (he country 
that don’t produce much fuel, bring­
ing jobs and economic development, 
he said.

Free sand mining has had a foot­
hold in W isconsin’s Chippewa 
County since 2008. The most visible

sign ta the huge new EOO Reaouroes 
Inc. plaitt in Chqjpewa Falla, where 
a ateedy parade o f shiny new trucks 
delivers a load o f orange sand from 
a nearby mine every few minutes.

The plant, which is still in the 
start-up phase, will Ining 40 to 
50 full-time jobs to the commu­
nity, while mining contractors now 
employ about 25 people and die 
truckiiig company that delivers the 
sand h u  added over 70 jobs, com­
pany spokeswoman K Leonard said. 
About 90 p a ren t o f the 38 employ­
ees EOG has hired so far are from 
the area, she said.

But not everyone is excited about

Houston-based EOQ Resources, a 
Fortune 500 oil and natural g u  com­
pany, says it has woiked to address 
local concerns about dust, safety 
and the environment at its mines and 
sand processing plant in Chippewa 
Falls.

the growth. On a recent windy day. 
Heather Andersen, o f Bloomer, 
another retired schoolteacher turned 
activist, watched as gusts of 30 to 40 
mph blew dust off sand piled up at 
the Superior Silica Sands LLC mine 
northwest o f Chippewa Falls. She 
said she saw no signs the mine kept 
the sand watered down to suppress 
the dust.

“That stuff you see is not danger­
ous,” Andersen said. “It’s the stuff 
you can’t see.”

Activists say frac sand isn’t ordi­
nary sand. They fear fine silica dust 
from the mines and plants will make 
people sick, spoil the landscape and 
contaminate ground water.

Fresh, fine silica dust is a well- 
documented health risk blamed for 
lung diseases such as silicosis, can­
cer and autoimmune diseases, but 
most published research is about 
workplace dangers, said David 
Goldberg, an expert on silica haz­
ards and professor of environmental 
and occupational health at George 
Washington University.

Crispin H. Pierce, an environmen­
tal public health professor at the 
University o f Wisconsin-Eau Clare, 
said more information is needed 
about the risks o f frac sand mining. 
Fresh silica dust has grains with 
sharp, jagged particles and is more 

. dangerous than the weathered silica 
found in dirt, although it weathers 
quickly, he said.

His limited testing for dust outside 
the EOG plant hasn’t found “levels 
of concern so far,” Pierce said. But 
until more is known, it makes sense

storage and filtration systems are 
designed to reduce dust. The plant 
monitors air quality and the com­
pany will monitor groundwater at its 
three mine sites in Wisconsin, she 
added.

“We look forward to being a good 
steward o f the Chippewa Falls envi­
ronment and a good community part­
ner with the citizens o f Wisconsin,” 
Leonard wrote in an email.

Some counties in Minnesota and 
Wisconsin have responded to health 
and environmental concerns by pass­
ing mining moratoriums to buy time 
for more study. Others are debating 
whether to hit the brakes on further 
mine development.

In southeastern Mirmesota, Jim 
Gurley has joined with other resi­
dents to try to persuade the Winona 
County Board to adopt a one-year 
mining moratorium. Like many 
activists, they’re focusing on local 
concerns, sounding the alarm over 
the already increased truck traffic 
from mines in Wisconsin crossing 
the Mississippi River to a processing 
plant in Winona, Minn.

Wabasha and Goodhue counties in 
Minnesota and Pepin and Eau Claire 
counties in Wisconsin have already 
adopted moratoriums, although 
Eau Claire County’s is for just six 
months.

“It’s been described by the min­
ing officials as a gold rush," Gurley 
said. “It’s a sand rush. A lot of us are 
saying ’What’s the rush?’ The sand 
is going to be here a year from now.”

Ohio well owner undertakes study after earthquakes
COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) - An 

energy company that agreed to shut 
down operations of a northeastern 
Ohio brine injection well last week 
after earthquakes in the vicinity says 
it’s commissioning a geologic study 
o f the area.

A spokesman for D&L Energy

wants to “figure out what’s going 
on.” D&L’s financing of the research 
was first reported by The Vindicator 
o f Youngstown.

Ohio Gov. John Kasich imposed 
a moratorium Saturday within five

miles o f the well operated by D&L 
affiliate Northstar EJisposal Services 
LLC after a 4.0 magnitude quake 
brought the total for 2011 to 11.

Officials from the Ohio Department 
o f Natural Resources, which regu­
lates the well, met privately with the 
company Wednesday.

AAA: Gasoline prices up 6 cents this week in Texas

Texas retail gasoline survey o f 2012 
finds that prices statewide have 
jumped an average 6 cents this week.

The association on Thursday 
reported the average price statewide 
is $3.15 per gallon.

Gasoline prices have also edged

up nationally, adding 7 cents this 
week to reach an average $3.32 per 
gallon.

Texarkana had the most expensive 
gasoline this week across Texas, at 
an average $3.19 a gallon.

The least expensive gasoline in 
the survey was found in El Paso, at 
$3.02 per gallon.

Analysts say the growing global 
economy is expected to demand 
more crude oil, which generally 
pushes prices higher, along with the 
possibility of future disruptions to 
global supply. The association says 
concerns have been raised about 
increasing tensions between Iran and 
the U.S.

The Texas Rangers have hired Josh 
Hamilton’s fitthCT-in-law as a staff 
•pecial assistant.
' Oencral manager Jon Daniels 
Mid T Ian d ay  Michael Dean 
Chadwidc will fill a support role 
M an accountability partner for the 
shigger diat was left vacant when 
Jolmny Natron left in November to 
become Milwaukee’s hitting coach.

Natron joined the Rangers when 
Hamilton was acquired four years 
sgo in a trade from Cincinnati. 
His primary role was to support 
Hamilton, the former No. 1 overall 
draft pick who rebounded from sub­
stance abuse problems to become 
the 2010 AL MVP and a four-time 
All-Star.

Last season, Natron added the 
title o f  major league assistant hit­
ting coach. The two-time defend­
ing American League champion 
Rangers don’t plan to hire anyone to 
fill that role.

“When we traded for Josh, we 
felt that Johnny was a key hire 
and it turns out he was,” Daniels 
said. “There was a little bit more

unknown when he was traded. He 
had never played here before, never 
been on the stage in the same regard. 
We look at this more as it’s a sup­
port system more than a necessity. 
... Josh is in a veiy different position 
today than he was when we acquired 
him, both personally and profession­
ally.”

Chadwick has been CEO of 
his home-building and develop­
ment company in North Carolina. 
Through the nonprofit Mike 
Chadwick Ministries, he has shared 
his Christian faith and the story of 
his own substance abuse issues he 
had earlier in life.

Chadwick will travel with the 
team, though Daniels said his pres­
ence may not be as prominent as 
Natron’s without additioiuU duties 
as a coach. Chadwick was one of 
two people recommended by Narron 
to replace him.

After Narron got the job with 
Milwaukee, where his brother is the 
bench coach and in the organiza­
tion where he worked in the minor 
leagues, Daniels and assistant CM 
Thad Levine met with Hamilton

and his wife, Katie. When Daniels 
and Levine brought iq> Chadwick’s 
name, they found out that the 
Hamiltoos were prepared to suggest 
him as well.

Notes: Daniels would not discuu 
the state o f contract negotiatioiu 
with Japanese pitcher Yu Darvidi, 
who has returned home after his 
first visit to Texas this week. The 
Rangers bid a record $31.7 mil­
lion for the right to negotiate with 
Darvish during a 30-day window 
that ends Jan. 18. “With the unique­
ness o f this process, it’s best-served 
to hold off on really getting into any 
specifics until we get a resolution," 
Daniels said. “We’re not hiding the 
fact that he was. here.” ... Neftali 
Feliz, the closer expected to switch 
to the starting rotation, will work 
out in Arlington and be there for the 
start o f  a Ranger pitching camp later 
this m onth.... Reliever Mike Adams 
had surgery Wednesday to repair a 
hernia. Daniels said Adams is doing 
well after the procedure and should 
be ready for the start of the season, 
even if he is a little behind when 
spring training opens.

Bengals, Texans seek playoff victories
HOUSTON (AP) ~  

Andy Dalton and T.J. 
Yates weren't around 
for any of the miserable 
seasons the Bengals and 
Texans have had over the 
past two decades.

And that's quite a few.
The rookie quarterbacks 

now control which of the 
long-suffering franchis­
es gets a milestone vic­
tory when the teams open 
the playoffs on Saturday. 
They'll make some NFL 
history no matter who wins 
— it's the first time two 
rookie starters will face off 
in a postseason game.

"It shows how much the 
game has changed in these 
days," said Yates, who'll 
m ^ e  his sixth career start. 
"My situation is obviously 
a lot different than Andy's. 
He was drafted there to 
be the starter and unfortu­
nate circumstances here in 
Houston led to me being 
the one playing.

"But you've just got to 
take advantage of every

opportunity you get," he 
said, "and it's pretty cool to 
be a part of it."

The Bengals (9-7) are 
back in the postseason 
for the third time in seven 
seasons, but they haven't 
advanced in 20 years. The 
10-year-old Texans (10-6) 
are making their postsea­
son debut, and will end 
the longest playoff drought 
of any expansion team 
from its inception into the 
league.

"This game can't come 
soon enough," Houston 
linebacker Brian Cushing 
said. "The atmosphere is 
going to be wild, so we're 
just extremely thrilled 
about this opportunity."

Cincinnati's last play­
off victory came against 
Houston, albeit the Oilers, a 
41-14 victory at Riverfront 
Stadium. The Bengals lost 
to the L.A. Raiders the fol­
lowing week, and they've 
lost two playoff games at 
home since, after the 2005 
and '09 seasons.

The current players 
haven't given a second 
thought to the past failures.

"We don't really think 
about it," said left tackle 
Andrew Whitworth, finish­
ing his sixth season. "We 
have some young guys on 
this team. I promise you 
some of them have no clue 
about that."

At least Cincinnati has 
some playoff history.

The city of Houston has 
waited 18 years to even 
see the local team play 
in a postseason game. 
The Oilers' last playoff 
appearance followed the 
1993 season, a loss to Joe 
Montana and the Kansas 
City Chiefs.

The land where Reliant 
Stadium now stands was 
just a parking lot back 
then, Houston coach Gary 
Kubiak was an assistant at 
Texas A&M and Yates was 
6 years old.

fha group w at able to continue giving out turiceyt with 
donatioM from local churches. During Cfariatnuu, they 
alio helped 83 fiuniliea with Chriatinae toys.

“Some things you fisel like you make a diffemxse on, 
and that was one o f  them,’* said Bivens.

During a break-in the occurred shortly before the holi­
days, dte dood  Samaritan’s office was broken into, and 
$830 in cash and a money order were stolen. Since then, 
the group has made up the difference.

“We <hd get donations,’’ said Bivens. “We made up 
for it, but we spend a ton o f money in December, too, 
because we have more people. But we did get back what 
we lost.”

During 2011, die group also received $1,000 to go 
towards a new storage building.

“I’ll be able to keep toys and seasonal stuff that I have 
no place for,” said Bivens. “They’re still working on it. 
They don’t have the bottom of it sealed.”

She says that the group needs kitchen items at the 
moment, as well as electric heaters.

Despite the year’s setbacks. Good Samaritan’s con­
tinues to help people in Pampa, with the assistance of 
around 40 volunteers.

“We’re always looking for volunteers.” said Bivens. 
“We believe in this place. We think we have good ser­
vices. We appreciate the people of Pampa. We could not 
do this without all of the donations. They are so good 
about clothes and shoes and blankets, but there’s some 
things that when there’s such a high demand, you’ve just

jackpot show (through entrance fees and concessions) 
goes back into the association, and that helps keep our 
livestock show s going each year.”

T he Top O ’ Texas Livestock Show has been a Gray 
County tradition for over 60 years, Shults said, and it 
serves as a good show  to kick the year o ff  right for the 
youth involved.

“ It’s a good starter show to get the kids and ani­
mals in the rings and get them fired up for the majors 
down the road.” she said. “ 1 like it because it’s a local 
show and it brings a lot o f  the local kids and families 
together, especially to start the year, and it supports 
our local program s.”

A form er show participant who has also w atched her 
daughter grow up raising livestock, Shults said that it 
was im portant for her to help stew ard six-plus decades 
of tradition, especially with the values that the contests 
instill into Pam pa’s kids.

“ I truly believe that there are a lot o f  life lessons 
learned w henever your kids are raising their projects,” 
she said. “ It teaches them re.sponsibility and hard work

o f  . . I think it’s very im portant because the type o f  
kids these program s form are the type o f  kids we want 
going into the w orkplace and being our future.”

assaults, increased about 26 percent during 2011, with an 
estimated 437 assaults in Pampa.

“ t here are probably many factors.” said McCullar o f 
the increase. “ It could be job loss. Some people have 
stressors in their lives more than others.”

She .said that simple assaults outnumber aggravated, 
and typically victims drop charges against the other per­
son involved.

In 2011, incidents o f  identity theft nearly doubled 
from the year before, with 26 reported cases. McCullar 
believes that this increase can be attributed to people’s 
growing awareness o f  the crime.

“ I think that people are getting more knowledge about 
it, and I think they’re just starting to report it more,” she 
said. “I don’t think it’s really going up any more than it 
has in the past.”

Obtaining your credit report to keep an eye on activ­
ity associated with your name is one way to limit 
your exposure to this crime. TransUnion, Equifax and 
Experian each offer credit reports for free, and McCullar 
recommends requesting the information from all three 
companies the first time you check your credit history. 
1 he next year, you can call a different agency every four 
months, so that you are checking your credit history three 
times a year.

“I haven’t seen it here in Pampa, but one thing that is 
going up is identity theft on kids, so it’s really important 
for parents to keep an eye on that, because with a child’s 
identity being stolen, you have 16 or 17 years, depend­
ing on when it’s stolen, before it’s even looked at,” said 
McCullar. “So it wouldn’t be a bad idea to run your kids, 
and (the report) should be blank.”
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Questions loom after school shooting
Brownsville wonders i f  fatality  could have been prevented

BROWNSVILLE (AP) —  On a 
doorstq) outside a fiisnify bomc, a 
father wondered sriiy police had to 
shoot his son in the hall o f the boy’s 
middle school. In an office across 
town, a police chief iruisted that his 
officers had no choice.

And scores o f  others in this 
Texas border city wondered: Could 
the death o f IS-year-old Jaime 
Gonzalez have been prevented?

A day after police fatally shot an 
eighth-grader who was brandish­
ing a realistic-looking pellet gun, 
his anguished parents pleaded for 
answers, demanding to know why 
police didn’t try a Taser or bean- 
bag gun before resorting to deadly 
force.

In front of the family home, the 
father lamented his loss and called 
on authorities to explain their
actions.

“Why three shots? Why one in 
the back of the head?” asked Jaime 
Gonzalez Sr.

Some standoffs with police last 
three or four hours, he said. This 
one “took not even half an hour.”

But Brownsville interim Police 
Chief Orlando Rodriquez said the 
preliminary autopsy report showed 
the boy was not shot in the back of 
the head.

There was broad agreement 
among law enforcement experts: If 
a suspect raises a weapon and refus­
es to put it down, officers are justi­
fied in taking his life. The shooting 
also raised questions about whether 
pellet guns should be marked in a 
way that would easily distinguish 
them from real handguns.

Rodriguez defended his officers, 
saying the younger Gonzalez point­
ed the pellet gun at police and 
repeatedly defied their commands 
to put it on the floor.

He said the boy was shot twice 
in the torso. Asked about the par­
ents’ suggestion that there had been 
a shot to the back of the head, 
Rodriguez said, “It’s a laceration as 
a result of the fall.”

The Brownsville Herald, which 
reviewed the report, confirmed the 
preliminary finding that the boy 
died of two gunshot wounds, one to 
the chest and one to the abdomen. 
The report, signed by pathologist 
Elizabeth J. Miller, noted Gonzalez 
had a laceration to the right side of 
the head consistent with a fall.

Officers spoke with the boy’s par­
ents Thursday and exchanged infor­
mation with them, Rodriguez said.

Authorities also released a 911 
recording from Cummings Middle 
School. The assistant principal on

the piMfic f in t »fiyt a atudant in the 
hall haa a gun. d ia l rqxNts that he k  
drawing the weapon m d  finally diat 
he if running down the hall.

On the recording, polioe can be 
heard yelling: “Put the gun down! 
Put it on the floor!” In the back­
ground, someone else yells, “He’s 
saying that he is willing to die.”

Before police arrived, school 
administrators had urged Jaime to 
give up the gun. When officers got 
to the school, the boy was waiting 
for them, Rodriguez said.

Moments before he was killed, 
Jaime began to run down a hallway, 
but again faced officers. Police fired 
down the hallway —  a distance that 
made a stun gun or other methods 
im[vactical, Rodriguez said.

If the situation had involved hos­
tages or a gunman barricaded in a 
room, police might have tried nego­
tiations. But instead, Rodriguez 
stressed, this was an armed student 
roaming the halls of a school.

The two officers who fired have 
been placed on administrative leave 
— standard procedure in police 
shootings. Rodriguez expected 
them back at work soon.

Under federal law, pellet or BB 
guns must be sold with an orange 
band around the tip of the barrel 
so they can be distinguished from 
real weapons. But law enforcement 
experts say users often remove the 
bands, and the coloring can some­
times be hard to see.

Gonzalez’s gun had no markings, 
according to Rodriguez.

Cary Young, a program coor­
dinator at Sam Houston State 
University’s Law Enforcement 
Management Institute, said pellet 
guns are often painted black so the 
orange tip no longer shows up. An 
officer dealing with someone hold­
ing such a gun has no choice but 
to consider it a deadly weapon, he 
said.

”If a reasonable officer believes 
it’s a deadly weapon, he has the 
right to protect himself and oth­
ers,” said Young, a police officer in 
Texas for 20 years.

California considered legislation 
last year that would have made the 
state the first to require that BB and 
pellet guns to be made entirely with 
bright colors, but lawmakers did not 
approve the measure.

The bill was proposed after a 
Los Angeles police officer shot a 
13-year-old boy carrying a pellet 
gun in a park. The boy was para­
lyzed.

Although the gun — a replica of 
a Beretta handgun — had an orange

tip, it could not be sea l because the 
incident occurred at n i ^  police 
said.

Loe Angeles Police Chief Charlie 
Bede said die Brownsville shooting 
appears to be another in a series of 
incidents that might have been pre­
vented if  pellet and BB guns looked 
different ttom  other weapons.

‘TJobody can give me a legitiinate 
downside to this,” said Bedk, who 
testified in support o f  the fiuled 
California legislation. “Does it hurt 
the sport? No. For me, this is just 
another way to keep folks safer,”

The Brownsville shooting unfold­
ed quickly Wednesday just as stu­
dents were beginning their first- 
period classes. The boy walked into 
one room and randomly punched a 
classmate in the nose.

School staff saw the gun in his 
crotch and called police. The build­
ing was swiftly locked down, and 
the shots were heard a short time 
later.

Gonzalez said his son was not a 
bad kid, an assessment supported 
by the district superintendent.

The teen was a drum major 
whose band instructors had recent­
ly praised his achievements to his 
parents, his stepmother, Noralva 
Gonzalez, said.

She showed off a photo on her 
phone of a beaming Jaime in his 
drum major uniform standing with 
his band instructors. Then she 
flipped through three close-up pho­
tos she took of bullet wounds in her 
son’s body.

Jaime’s father said he didn’t know 
where Jaime got the gim. Police 
believed it was a gift, and a friend 
of the boy’s. Star Rodriguez, said 
Jaime told her that. But she didn’t 
know who gave it to him.

His parents said they would never 
give him a gun.

Later Thursday, a long line of 
mourners filed past, an open casket 
containing Jaime’s body at a church 
a block from the boy’s home. His 
stepmother sobbed as she embraced 
each visitor.

The school was closed Thursday 
while police finished their crime- 
scene investigation. Students were 
bused instead to a new elementary 
school that was recently completed 
on the outskirts of Brownsville but 
had not yet been used.

District spokeswoman Drue 
Brown said 17 counselors were 
working with students and staff. 
Cummings has a student body of 
about 750, but only 200 students 
came to classes Thursday.
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
