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BNSF: AnoÉer week for overpass repair

County commissioners approved the 
design o f the future terminal building 
at Perry Lefors Airport during their 
meeting Monday morning at the Gray 
Coimty Courthouse.

The building, estimated to cost 
S600,000, will be a larger and more 
modem facility than the current ter­
minal, and will include a private 
lounge, conference room and a larger 
area for flight planning. The county 
received a $300,000 grant from the 
Texas Department o f Transportation’s 
Aviation Facilities Grant Program, 
as well as $300,000 from the Pampa 
Economic Development Corporation 
(PEDC). Any additional costs for the 
project, which is expected to begin in 
March, will be absorbed by the county.

Commissioners approved a policy 
regarding road use, to be used when 
companies transport goods for con­
struction or manufacturing projects that 
exceed the capacity o f county roads and 
bridges. Most county roads and bridges 
can handle weight o f up to 80,000 
pounds unless marked, but the county 
anticipates loads over that amount to 
come through the area.

Companies that exceed the weight 
capacity o f county roads and bridges 
will be required to provide surety bonds 
to the county, and will be held liable for 
any damage they may cause to road­
ways.

Commissioners heard a presentation 
from PEDC Executive Director Clay 
Rice and Dr. Mark Ford on the prospec­
tive expansion o f Ford’s practice into

The Burlington Northern and Santa Fe 
(BNSF) Railway Company is projecting 
one more week for the repair of the rail 
overpass crossing State Hwy. 70 (Hobart 
Street).

According to public information offi­
cer Paul Braun o f the Texas Department 
o f Motor Vehicles, representatives from 
BNSF said that there was more extensive

damage to the overpass than they had 
previously thought.

"It’s going to take until Wednesday or 
Thursday (of next week),’’ said Braun. 
"Weather permitting."

Braun said that BNSF did not go into 
detail about the location or severity of 
the damage to the overpass. He also reit­
erated that TxDOT itself is not respon­
sible for the repairs on the bridge, only 
the closure o f the road underneath it.

The overpass initially sustained dam­

age after being struck by an over-height 
vehicle on Friday, Jan. 6. Over that week­
end, BNSF engineers determined that the 
bridge needed repairs and requested that 
the north and southbound lanes o f State 
Hwy. 70 be closed until those repairs 
were complete. The closure of roadway 
went into effect on Sunday, Jan. 8.

BNSF originally forecast that repairs 
to the structure would take about two 
weeks. The company did not immedi­
ately return a call for comment.

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) —  Additional charges have 

been filed against a man in connection with a Texas 
Panhandle wildfire that destroyed more than 25,000 
acres.

Austin Lynn Stephens was charged with two counts 
o f deadly conduct and one coimt o f criminal mischief. 
The Amarillo Globe-News reports the 53-year-old was 
arrested Monday.

State law deHnes deadly conduct as someone who 
recklessly places another person in imminent danger of 
serious bodily injury.

If convicted o f the misdemeanors, Stephens faces up 
to a year in jail. It’s unclear if  he has an attorney.

Potter County authorities say he was cutting pipe in 
a field before the fire broke out last February in the 
Amarillo area. That day Stephens was charged with 
criminal trespassing.

The fire destroyed about three dozen homes and a 
kennel, killing some animals.

Paul leaves cam paign to  vote
COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) —  Ron Paul is stepping off 

the presidential campaign trail to vote against raising the 
federal debt ceiling.

The Texas congressman will fly to Washington early 
Wednesday. He planned to retiun to South Carolina on 
Thursday morning, two days before the state’s first-in- 
the-South primary.

Paul has made concern over the federal debt and gov­
ernment spending the central tenet of his candidacy. He 
says he would trim $1 trillion from the federal budget in 
his first year as president and has called for steep cuts to 
military and overseas spending.

His message has found traction in the presidential con­
test. He placed second in the New Hampshire primary 
last week.

Paul’s campaign says his vote against the debt ceiling 
increase would signal what it called “displeasure at the 
spendthrift habits o f the administration.”

A bbott has $12M  in war chest
AUSTIN (AP) —  Texas Attorney General Greg Abbott 

ended last year with more than $12 million in his politi­
cal war chest, considerable ftmds he could use to run for 
governor in 2014.

Abbott said in a filing with the Texas Ethics Commission 
on Tuesday that he raised more than $2 million between 
July and December of 2011. That brought his campaign 
coders to nearly $12.04 million.

The Republican is often mentioned as a possible suc­
cessor to Gov. Rick Perry, who was elected to his third 
full term in 2010 but whose campaign for the Republican 
presidential nomination is now struggling to stay afloat.

Abbott is a former Texas Supreme Court justice who 
has been attorney general since 2002. He didn’t face a 
serious re-election challenge in 2010, allowing him to 
stockpile campaign funds.

D eadly ticks intercepted
LAREIX) (AP) —  Customs officials say they recently 

intercepted a “significant” number of ticks that carry 
diseases potentially fatal to cattle on a deer hide being 
transported from Mexico.

U.S. Customs and Border Protection said Tuesday the 
discovery o f 23 cattle fever ticks was made last week in 
Laredo. Officials say the hide originating in Nuevo Leon, 
Mexico, was refused entry to the U.S. and destroyed.

Sidney Aki, the CPS p<^ director in Laredo, said it was 
the largest number o f fever ticks found by agriculture spe­
cialists this season.

The ticks can cause what’s known as Texas Cattle Fever, 
which results in slow growth, reduced reproductive ability 
and death.

Discovery of just one fever tick outside a traditional 
border-wide quarantine zone in Soudi Texas would be 
costly in the nation’s largest cattle-producing state.

G u‘jacker loses appeal
HOUSTON (AP) —  The U.S. Supreme Court has 

refused to review an appeal from a 38-year-old man sent 
to death row for a fatal carjacking nearly 11 years ago in 
North Texas.

Ronnie Paul Threadgill contended his trial lawyers 
were deficient and instructions to his jury in 2002 were 
improper when he was given a death sentence for the 
slaying o f 17-year-old Dexter McDonald in Navarro 
County, south o f Dallas.

Evidence showed McDonald was a passenger in car in 
April 2001 when Threadgill ran up and began shooting, 
fatally wounding him in the chest.

One o f McDonald’s companions got out as ThreadgiU, 
an ex-con with multiple convictions, jumped in and 
began driving away. Witnesses said Threadgill stopped, 
pulled M c D o ^ d  out and sped off.

He does not have an execution date.

Q: I have eiKlosed a photo o f a 
porcelain tray that was a wedding 
gift to an aunt o f mine in 1923. I 
have taken it to several antiques 
shops and was told in each instatKe 
that they had never seen anything 
like i t  Marked on the bottom is 
the word “Noritake,” and it is in 
pristine condition. My aunt told me 
the tray was meant to be a “calling 
card” receiver.

If  you can tell me anything about 
my tray and its approximate value, 
I will be so grateftil.

A; Nippon Told Kaisha has pro­
duced Noritake Porcelain in Japan 
since 1904. Leaving a printed osli- 
ing card on a tray was a Victorian 
Era ritual that was extremely popu­
lar in the mid 1800s and early 
1900s. A lady would make her 
rounds visiting friends and present 
her personal c ^  to the butler. He 
would then place it on a special 
tray that sat on a stand in the entry­
way. The tray was taken to the lady 
of the house and she would decide 
if the visit was convenient. Also, if 
no one was home, a card was left 
so it was known who had come 
calling. By the 1920s, the custom 
was waning.

Your circa 1923 calling card tray 
decorated with a duck is unusu­
al and very collectible. Similar 
Noritake porcelain figural trays 
and dishes can be found selling 
from $125 to $225.

Q: I have enclosed the mark I 
found on the bottom o f a lovely 
china pitcher that was given to 
me about 10 years ago as a gift. It 
stands around 6 inches tall and is 
decorated with horses, hunters and 
dogs. The handle is in the shape 
of a dog.

Noritake Porcelain has been made since 1904.

A: Your pitcher was made by 
Wedgwood in Etruria, England. 
The words “D’ye Ken John Peel” 
mean “Do You Know John Peel?”

Wedgwood pitcher was
made in the early 1900s.

“Ken” is a word from a regional 
dialect from Scotland and Northern 
England for the word “know.” The 
saying was based on a 18th century 
British folksong about John Peel, a 
hunter and a farmer. There are also 
examples of your pitcher in several 
different sizes and decorated with 
colors and gold trim.

Your pitcher was made in the 
early 1900s and would probably be 
worth $100 to $150.

Texas defends district map at hearing
WASHINGTON (AP) 

—  An attorney and a 
Texas state representa­
tive argued Tuesday that 
Democrats and minority 
groups had ample time to 
weigh in on redistrict­
ing maps drawn by the 
R ep u b lican -d o m in a ted  
state Legislature that are 
now being challenged in 
federal court.

A panel of three federal 
judges in Washington is 
holding a two-week hear­
ing to determine whether 
Texas lawmakers violated 
the federal Voting Rights 
Act when they redrew 
maps o f the state’s legisla­
tive and congressional vot­
ing districts this year.

“There’s partisanship in 
Texas ... but Democratic 
members had enormous 
influence” on the maps, 
Adam Mortara, an attor­
ney for the state, said dur­
ing opening remarks.

Districts are redrawn 
every 10 years to reflect 
population  changes 
recorded by the Census. 
But under the Voting

Rights Act, Texas is 
one of nine states where 
new maps must get pre­
clearance from the Justice 
Department because o f a 
past history o f discrimina­
tion.

The department, along 
with some Democrats and 
minority groups, are chal­
lenging the new maps, say­
ing they don’t adequately 
distribute political power 
among the state’s Latinos 
and African-Americans.

State Rep. Todd Hunter, 
a Republican who sits on 
the Legislature’s redis­
tricting committee, testi­
fied Tuesday that there 
was “a concerted effort 
make sure both parties 
were involved” in drawing 
the new districts.

“Part o f my role was to 
go around the state and 
make sure people had 
input,” Hunter said.

He said no one expressed 
misgivings with the plan 
to him in person.

“I want the court to 
know that nobody took 
one effort to visit with me

personally,” he said.
Justice Department attor­

ney Dan Freeman pressed 
Hunter during cross exam­
ination about how big a 
role he actually played in 
drawing the map. Freeman 
cited an earlier deposition 
from Hunter, noted that 
the representative did not 
initially recognize his own 
district in a redrawn map.

Hunter responded that 
he was involved and again 
told the court no one came 
to him with complaints 
while the map was being 
crafted by the Legislature.

Testimony was continu­
ing Tuesday and could 
include dozens o f wit­
nesses during the next two 
weeks.

The Supreme Court last 
week heard separate argu­
ments about alternative 
maps that were drawn on 
interim basis by a differ­
ent federal court in San 
Antonio, after the Justice 
Department did not pre­
clear the Legislature’s 
maps. Texas has argued 
that the San Antonio

court’s maps shouldn’t be 
used in primary elections 
in the state now scheduled 
for April 3.

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Fact check: Distortions in GOP debate
WASHINGTON (AP) 

— Mitt Romney ignored 
the most significant 
expansion of trade ties in 
nearly two decades when 
he accused the Obama 
administration Monday 
night o f doing nothing to 
open new markets. Rick 
Santorum claimed to be 
taking purely the high road 
in campaign ads even as a 
new one from him veered 
from that path.

Newt Gingrich mis- 
characterized the Chilean 
retirement system that he 
favors as a partial model 
for the United States, 
declaring that the system 
o f private accounts is vol­
untary when it’s not.

So it went in the latest 
Republican presidential 
debate as the candidates 
took shortcuts with com­
plex realities and commit­
ted some outright distor­
tions. A look at some of 
the claims and how they 
compare with the facts:

• • •

ROMNEY: ’’This pres­
ident has opened up no 
new markets for American 
goods around the world 
in his three years, even 
as European nations and 
China have opened up 44.”

THE FACTS: Actually, 
Obama revived Bush- 
administration-era free- 
trade pacts with South 
Korea, Panama and 
Colombia, all passed by 
Congress in October,» 
in the biggest round of 
trade liberalization since 
the North American Free 
Trade Agreement and 
other pacts of that era.

In particular, the agree­
ment with South Korea 
is designed to break 
down barriers between 
the United States and the 
world’s 15th-largest econ­
omy. The South Korea 
deal has the potential to 
create as many as 280,000 
American jobs, accord­
ing to a recent assess­
ment by the staff o f the 
U.S. International Trade 
Commission, and to boost 
exports by more than SI2 
billion.

Obama also, on a recent 
trip to Asia, endorsed an 
Asia-Pacific five-trade pact 
that would also boost U.S. 
exports to Asia. With econ­
omies weak, the benefits 
of fiver trade may not be 
immediate but Romney was 
incorrect to say President 
Barack Obama has opened 
“no new markets."

SANTORUM; “My ads 
have been positive. The 
only ad that I’ve ever put 
up has contrasted myself 
with the other candidates, 
and does so in a way talk­
ing about issues.”

THE FACTS: Santorum 
is coming out with an 
ad this week accusing 
Romney o f being “just 
like Obama” and saying 
Romney “once bragged 
he’s even more liberal than 
Ted Kennedy on social 
issues,” two negative 
assertions that go beyond 
a mere look at issues.

As a Massachusetts sen­
ate candidate in 1994, 
Romney wrote to a group 
of gay Republicans that 
outlined a plan to do bet­
ter than Kennedy to make 
“equality for gays and les­
bians a mainstream con­
cern.” But that’s not brag­
ging about liberalism, and 
Romney is hardly more 
liberal than the late sena­
tor — or Obama — on 
social issues. Romney, for 
example, supports a con­
stitutional amendment to 
ban gay marriage.

Santorum has, in fact, 
stayed positive in the cam­
paign but the new ad is a 
departure from that.

• • •
GINGRICH on Chile’s 

system of private retire­
ment accounts: “First of 
all, it’s totally voluntary. 
If you want to stay in the 
current system, stay in it. 
If you are younger and 
you want to go and take a 
personal savings account, 
which would be a Social 
Security savings account, 
you can take it.”

THE FACTS: There is 
nothing voluntary about 
Chile’s system. It requires 
that all workers contribute 
10 percent o f their salaries 
to private pension plans, 
plus other fees for insur­
ance, instead o f a govem- 
i ient program like Social 
Security.

Workers had a choice 
when Chile created the 
private pensions in 1981 
but after that phase-in, 
all new employees have 
been requireid to contrib­
ute w  percent of their first 
$33,360 in annual wages, 
choosing among five 
funds whose investments 
range from safe bonds to 
riskier stocks.

The Chile model was 
also a favorite of Herman 
Cain when he was in the 
Republican race. He, too.

mischaracterized the sys­
tem as optional.

• • •
ROMNEY: "We invest­

ed in well over 100 dif­
ferent businesses. And 
the people have looked 
at the places that have 
added jobs and lost jobs 
and that record is pretty 
much available for people 
to take a close look at.”

THE FACTS; Romney’s 
record as a venture c ^ i -  
talist at Bain Capital has 
been presented by his 
campaign highly selec­
tively; namely, by detail­
ing several big success 
stories and ignoring the 
job losses that resulted 
from Bain-owned plants 
and companies that closed 
or shrank their workforce.

His overall record is 
not even close to being 
known, because it is so 
complex. Many o f the 
companies are private, 
without the public disclo­
sure requirements that big 
corporations have, and his 
campaign has not released 
details.

Under scrutiny, Romney 
has stepped back from 
claiming that he created 
more than 100,000 jobs 
overall with his Bain 
investments. That claim 
was never substantiated. 
In the debate, he named 
four, successful invest­
ments in companies that 
now — a decade after he 
left Bain —  employ about 
120,000 people, a more 
measured and accurate 
statement, but one that still 
does not account for losses 
elsewhere.

• • •
GINGRICH: “More

people have been put on 
food stamps by Barack 
Obama than any pr^ident 
in American history.”

THE FACTS: It’s gotten 
easier to qualify for food 
stamps in the past decade 
but tlut is because of mea­
sures taken before Obama 
became president.

It’s true that the number 
of people on food stamps 
is now at a record level. 
That’s due mainly to the 
ailing economy, which 
Republicans blame on 
Obiuna, as well as rising 
food coats.

The worst downturn 
since the Great Depression 
wiped out 8.7 million jobs, 
pushed the unemployment 
rate to a peak of 10 per­
cent in October 2009 and 
increased poverty.

A M O C IA T IO N

More than 46.2 mil­
lion people were on 
food stamps in October 
2011, down slightly from 
a record 46.3 million in 
September. That’s up from 
fewer than 31 million peo­
ple three years earlier.

Eligibility rules were 
relaxed in 2002 and 2008 
during the Bush admin­
istration. Obama’s stim­
ulus package, passed in 
February 2009, relaxed the 
program’s work require­
ments through September 
2010.

• • •
ROMNEY: “Three years 

into office, he doesn’t 
have a jobs plan.”

FACT CHECK: Like 
them or not, Obama has 
proposed several plans 
intended to spur the econ­
omy and create jobs. The 
most well-known was his 
stimulus plan, introduced 
in February 2009, which 
included about $800 bil­
lion in tax cuts and spend­
ing.

At the end o f 2010, 
Obama struck a deal with 
GOP congressional lead­
ers on a package intended 
to stimulate hiring and 
growth. The deal cut the 
Social Security payroll 
tax, which provided about 
an extra $1,000 a year to 
an average family. It also 
extended an unemploy­
ment benefits program 
that provided up to 99 
weeks o f aid.

And in September, 
Obama introduced his 
most recent jobs plan, roll­
ing it out in a speech to the * 
full Congress in which he t 
urged Congress to “pass 
it right away.” It included 
$450 billion in tax cuts*i 
and new spending, includ- * 
ing greater cuts to payroll 
taxes and tax breaks for 
companies that hire those 
who’ve been out of work 
for six months or more. 
Almost none o f it has been , 
passed into law.

raising nearly $60 million 
by creating 33 new fees , 
and inenaaing S7 olhm. 
Roniey won praiaa fixan 
anti-tax advocates by firm-  ̂
ly baddng income tax cuts - .

32 hospitalized in Volunteer firefighters feel funding cuts
school bus crash

TEMPLE (AP) —  Atractorbrailerck^ppBdaacbocrf 
bus full of students TWsday, flipping thie bus onto its 
side and sandiag 32 people —  29 of them daldraB — 
to a central Texas hoqAtal. PoBoe said a 9-y««K)ld 
boy was ejected throug^i die escape h i ^  in the bus 
roof, and die bus driver was knocked unconscious.

The accident occurred about 7:30 a.m. on Farm- 
to-Maiket Roed 93 on the southeastera oidakirta of 
Temple, about 60 miles northeast of Auatin. Trooper 
Haiim Myers of dw Texas Dqiartment of Public 
Safety said a hatxlware truck apparently ran a stop 
sign when it hit the Academy school dirtrict bua. 
Conditions were foggy, but it was unclear whether 
that factored into the crash, Myers said.

Three of the 29 children bem^ treated were admit­
ted to the h o s { ^ , one in criocal conditian, while 
the other 26 were disdiaiged, said Kadicrioe Voea, 
a spokeswomap for the Scott A  White Memorial 
Hospital in Temple. Academy sdiooi Superintendent 
Kevin Sprinkles said the three were expected to 
recover, ahhough **diey all fece a long roacT to recov­
ery.

The bus driver abo was listed in critical condition, 
but both of the odier adults, inchidtng the tnide driver, 
were treated and discharged, Voea

Sprinkles said die bus was carrying about 38 diil- 
dren from aU grade levels and was on its way to drop 
students off at die first of three school locatkms when 
the crash happened.

Christina Mendoza said she was (hwing to work 
when she came upon the accident scene and stopped 
to help.

“T h m  was a bunch of little onea all scraped up, 
and they were all alone," she told the Tempk Daily 
Telegram.

House GOP’s Sessions 5?: 
got discount on loan

AUSTIN (AP) — Budget 
cuts that have reduced annu­
al state grants for volunteer

Homeland Security, Tom 
Boggus said yearly grants to 
volunteer firefighters have 
fallen fixxn $25 million as 
recently as the 2009 state 
budget cycle to $7 million 
today.

“It’s a huge impact,” he 
said, adding that volunteers, 
“are the backbone. They’re 
the first line of defense.”

While their ranks are 
highly fluid due to heavy 
turnover, Texas has about 
35,000 volunteer firefighters 
who respond to most wild­
fires, Boggus said.

“They’re there every time 
that there’s smoke in the 
air,” he said.

When pressed by sena­
tors about the effects of the 
loss of funding, Boggus said 
authorities have ensured that 
state money for training and 
protective gear for volun­
teers has remained stable. 
They’ve absorbed the bud­
get cuts by cutting back 
on equipment — which 
can even mean diings like 

_ worn tires on fire
trucks.

He said despite the cut­
backs, 41,000 volunteers 
have been sent to training 
sessions and officials have 
provided nearly 58,000 sets 
of protective gear.

“Thai’s w to  we must

maintain,” Boggus said. 
“Because they’ve got to be 
trained and they’ve got to 
be safe.”

Some 26,000 fires across 
Texas since December 2010 
have btoned more than 3.9 
million acres.

The wildfires that devas­
tated the city of Bastrop, 
southeast of Austin, and 
the surrounding county of 
the same name, were the 
costliest in Texas history, 
destroying 1,673 homes 
and charring 33,000 acres. 
Boggus said Tuesday that 
the wildfire is now consid­
ered the third worst in U.S. 
history.

Sen. Tommy Williams, 
the committee’s chairman, 
asked the Forest Service 
and Texas National Guard 
to prepare lists of the equip­
ment and training needed to 
cope with the coming wild­
fire season.

“Even though budget 
times are pretty tight, pro­
tecting the public is a Idgh 
priority,” said Williams, 
R-The Woodlands, “and we 
want to make sure you have 
what you need to go for­
ward.”

Major Gen. John Nichols 
of the Texas National Guard 
told the committee his forc­
es have aided firefighters by 
dumping nearly 5 million

gallons of water from the 
air on wildfires statewide 
since January 2011 and cut­
ting about 162 miles of fire- 
brmks on the ground to help 
stop fires from spreading.

But he said the flight 
training to fight fires and

drive bulldozers and con­
duct other ground activities 
to clear brush was finaiKed 
by “fallout money,” or 
federal funds leftover 
from those provided to the 
National Guard for military 
training.

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^ p e a ls  court refuses to add Perry to Virginia ballot
RICHMOND, Va. (AP) —  A federal 

appeals court reiected Ride Perry’s last- 
ditch bid to be placed on Virginia’s 
Republican presidential prinuuy ballot 
Tuesday, agreeing with a lower court that 
the Texas governor and three other can­
didates waited too late to challenge die 
state’s ballot qualifying law.

P er^  sued last month after failing to 
submit enough signatures to get on the 
March 6 ballot. Former House Speaker 
Newt Gingrich, former Pennsylvania 
Sen. Rick Santorum and former Utah 
Gov. Jon Huntsman also failed to qualify 
and joined the lawsuit.

Virginia requires candidates to submit 
10,000 voter signatures, including at least 
400 fixMn each of the state’s 11 congres­
sional districts, to demonstrate that they 
have enough support to be considered 
serious contenders. The law also allows 
only Virginia residents to circulate can­
didate petitions.

U.S. EMstrict Jv 
John A. Gibney 
Friday that while the 
residency require­
ment for petitk» cir­
culators is probably 
unconstitutional, the 
candidates waited 
too long to complain,
threatening to dis- ______________
rupt Virginia’s elec- p g m  
toral process. Perry ^ 
appealed, but a three-judge panel of the 
4th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals agreed 
with Gibney.

“Movant had every opportunity to chal­
lenge the various Virginia ballot require­
ments at a time when the challenge would 
not have created the disnq>tion that diis 
last-minute lawsuit has,” the panel wrote 
in a 22-page wder.

“If we were to grant the requested 
relief, we would encourage candidates

for President who knew the requirements 
and fiuled to satisfy them to seek at a 
tardy and belated hour to change die rules 
of the game,” the judges wrote.

Joaqih M. Nixon, an attorney for Peny, 
said the campaign is weighing its appeal 
options.

“An orderly ballot access process is 
important, but of little significance if 
viable candidates are unconstitutionally 
kept off the ballot,” Nixon said.

Virginia Attorney General Kenneth 
Cuccinelli said: “I am pleased wifti the 
Fouitii Circuit ruling and that Virginia’s 
orderly election process will be able to 
move forward.”

Only former Massachusetts Gov. Mitt 
Romney and Texas Congressman Ron 
Paul qiialified for the Virginia ballot.

The head of the State Board of Elections 
testified at a hearing Friday that.it would 
be virtually impossible to add four more 
names to Ae ballot and still make a Jan.

21 legal deadline fix-printing and mailing 
absemee M lots to overseas and militaty 
voters.

The appeals court said Perry knew 
abiNit Virginia’s residency require­
ment for petition circulators when he 
announced his candidacy on Aug. 13, 
and he “had every incentive to challenge 
the requirement at that time.” A success- 
ftil challenge would have allowed him to 
maximize &  number of people gathering 
signatures, the court said.

“Nevertlieless, he chose to sit on his 
right to challenge diis provisioh until 
after he had been denied a place on the 
ballot,” the judges wrote.

Unlike Gibney, the appeals court did 
not comment on the constitutional­
ity of the residency requirement because 
Perry’s tardiness in bringing the lawsuit 
was enough to deny his request for a 
court order adding him to the ballot.

Turkey, State Department react to Perry’s terrorist accusation

ANKARA, Turkey (AP) 
'— U.S. Republican presi­
dential candidate Rick 
Perry drew Turkey’s ire 
On Tuesday after suggest­
ing the country is ruled 
by Islamic terrorists and 
questioning its NATO 
membership.

T u rk ey ’s Foreign 
Ministry released a scath­
ing statement saying 
Perry’s comments were 
“baseless and inappropri­
ate” and that the United 
States has no time to waste 
with candidates “who 
do not even know their 
allies.”

The U.S. State 
Department also distanced 
the U.S, government 
from Perry’s remarks late 
Tuesday.

“We absolutely and fun­
damentally disagree with 
that assertion,” spokesman 
Mark Toner said.

Perry, the Texas gov­
ernor whose candidacy 
briefly soared when he 
entered the race in August 
but whose shine faded 
after a series o f weak 
debate performances, said 
Turkey was ruled by “what 
many would perceive to 
be Islamic terrorists” and

questioned the country’s 
NATO membership.

In a debate ahead o f the 
South Carolina primaries, 
he said Turkey was mov­
ing “far away from the 
country that I lived in back 
in the 1970s as a pilot 
in the United States Air 
Force that was our ally, 
that >Vorked with us.”

Turkey, which has assist­
ed NATO in Afghanistan 
and other missions said 
it has been at the fore­
front of the fight against 
terrorism. It said it was 
“strongly condemning” 
Perry’s words.

“Turkey joined NATO 
while the governor was 
still 2 years old,” the state­
ment said. “It is a mem­
ber that has made impor­
tant contributions to the 
trans-Atlantic alliance’s 
conflict-full history. It is 
among countries that are 
at the front lines in the 
fight against terrorism.”

Toner described Turkey 
as a stalwart U.S. ally and 
security partner within 
NATO, and said it had 
made a “very courageous 
stand” against the crack­
down in Syria and was 
an example o f “Islamic

democracy in action.”
Turkey has been ruled 

by a government led by 
pious Muslims since 2002. 
Although its ties with 
Israel have deteriorated, 
the government has main­
tained a close relationship 
with the West while seek­
ing to represent the views 
o f the Muslim world.

Most recently, Turkey 
began to host NATO’s 
early warning radar sys­
tem as part o f NATO’s 
missile defense system, 
which is capable o f coun­
tering ballistic missile 
threats from Iran.

Perry also said Turkey 
should not receive for­
eign aid. While the United 
States recently deployed 
four Predator drones to 
Turkey from Iraq to aid 
Ankara in its fight against 
the autonom y-seeking 
Kurdish rebels, Turkey 
does not receive U.S. for­
eign aid.

The Turkish state­
ment said Turkey’s lead­
ers were “personalities 
respected not only in the 
United States, but in our 
region and in the world 
and whose opinions are 
strongly relied on.”

The Turkish statement 
said Perry’s low standings 
in polls were proof that the 
Republicans in the U.S. do 
not endorse his opinions.

“Figures who are can­
didates for positions that 
require responsibility, 
such as the U.S. presi­
dency, should be more 
knowledgeable about the 
world and exert more care

with their statement,” the 
Turkish statement said.

The Turkish ambas­
sador to Washington, 
Namik Tan, said: “We do 
hope this episode in last 
night’s debate leads to a 
better informed foreign 
policy discussion among 
the Republican Party can­
didates, one where long­
standing allies are treated

with respect not disdain.”
Perry did poorly in the 

first two nomiiuting con­
tests, the Iowa caucuses 
and the New Hampshire 
primary, and needs to do 
well in South Carolina to 
keep his candidacy alive.

National polls show him 
far behind the front-run­
ner, former Massachusetts 
Gov. Mitt Romney.

Rep. Howard “Buck” McKeon of California, who has 
major influence over the defense budget as chairman of 
the Armed Services Committee.

Rep. Elijah Cummings, ranking Democrat on the 
Oversight Committee, wrote a letter to committee 
Chairman Darrell Issa, saying documents received by 
the committee indicate McKeon “obtained a significant 
discount on his VIP loan as a direct result o f personal 
intervention by Countrywide CEO Angelo Mozilo.” 

McKeon spokeswoman Alissa McCurley said: “Mr. 
McKeon is committed to transparency on this. He 
believes that the actions o f Countrywide should be 
looked into and wants to get to the bottom o f what 
Countrywide did to his loan 13 years ago.”

The others who received discounts are Rep. Elton 
Gallegly, R-Calif., and Rep. Edolphus Towns, D-N.Y. 
All four denied that they were aware^of receiving any 
sweetheart deals from Countrywide.

Miller, the Sessions spokeswoman, said in a state­
ment, “Out o f an abundance o f caution in managing his 
personal finances. Congressman Sessions specifically 
requested that he not be extended any special benefits or 
treatment from Countrywide.

HOMEOWNERS EXEMPTION

The Gray County Appraisal District is concerned that there are still many homeowners that have not filed for their 
residence homestead exemptions. The Texeis Property Tax Code provided for Partial Exemptions from properly 
tax on your home if you own the home and live in it as your principle restderx» on the first day of January of 
the tax year. If a person turns 65 during the year or is 65 or older and purchases the home he or she may be 
eligible immediately. Once a homeowner has applied, he or she need not reapply in subsequent years unless 
the eligibility changes.

The general homestead exemption is avaiiable for homeowners. There is also an additional exemption for those 
homeowners that are 65 and over or disabled. To qualify for the disability homestead exemption a homeowner 
must be determined 100% disabled by the Social Security Administration (a letter form the Social Security Ad­
ministration must accompany the application). The homeowner may qualify for either the ‘65 and over Exemp­
tion" or the “Disability Exemption", but OQl for both exemptions.

For example, a homeowner 65 years old or older could be eligible for $10,000 for the 65 and older exemption 
and $15,(X)0 for the general homestead exemption for a total of $25,000 in exemption from the value of their 
home for school tax purposes.

In addition to homestead exemptions, there is an exemption available to veterans with a qualified service con­
nected disability. This exemption may be applied to any property the taxpayer owns and is based on the percent 
of service-connected disability as determined by the Veterans Administration (letter from the Veterans Adminis­
tration must accompany the application). This disabled veteran’s exemption is not the same as the "Disability" 
exemption mentioned above arxl may be applied in addition to the Homestead exemption for those who qualify.

Many taxpayers may not be aware of special value for qualified Ag land, which is provided for by the Texas 
Property Code.

Also, those who own their own businesses need to remember to list and render the property owned by their 
business.

In order to receive exemptions a person must apply at the Gray County Appraisal District offices at 815 N. Sum­
ner, Pampa, Texas. For more information call 6 6 ^ 7 9 1 .

Taxes for property within the District are paid at the Gray (bounty Tax Assessor/Collector's office in the Court­
house. The deadline for current taxes is January 31. For information concerning payment options for delinquent 
taxes you must call the (bounty Tax Office at 6 ^ 8 0 2 0 .

The exemptions are a specific amount deducted from the total value of the property. The amounts of each 
exemption vary according to the type of exemption and the taxing unit offering the exemption. Many property 
owners may not be aware of what is available and may need to check with the Appraisal District to see that they 
have taken advantage of exemptions and other benefits that are available to them.

EFFECTIVE SEPTEMBER 1, 2011

A  new sate law requires homeowners applying for a new homestead exemption or applying for a different type 
of homestead exemption such as a 65 or older or a disability must provide new documentation. Th e  required 
documents are:

Dalhart, though, forced a late turnover 
and hit a last-second jumper to force 
overtime where it pulled out a 55-47 vic­
tory at McNeely Fieldhouse.

Head coach Dustin Miller said his key 
players didn’t finish.

“We aren’t going to win any games 
if  those guys don’t finish like they are 
capable of.”

Senior Látigo Collins said missed 
layups and free throws hurt them.

“We didn’t play like we wanted to,” 
Collins said. “Their intensity was past 
ours, and that can't happen."

Texans lament divisional loss to Ravens

HOUSTON (AP) 
- — Texans linebacker 
DeMeco Ryans dropped 
a cardboard box in front 
o f his locker and started 
packing, while his mind 
was still on the team's 
missed opportunity in 
Baltimore.

Houston's historic sea­
son ended in a 20-13 
loss to the Ravens on 
Sunday, a game that the 
Texans felt they should've 
won. Instead, Baltimore 
advanced to play New 
England in the AFC 
Championship, while the 
players in Houston were 
left reaching for positives 
after the sobering finish.

"It's come upon us too 
early," Ryans said. "You 
look back, it was a good 
season for us, but still, 
(we're) not satisfied with 
the way it ended. We 
expected more out of our­
selves."

By most other mea­
sures, the season was an 
unprecedented break­
through for a franchise 
much more accustomed to 
losing since entering the 
league in 2002.

The Texans won their 
first division title and first 
playoff game, and a mid­
season 7-game winning 
streak was the longest in 
team history. Running 
back Arian Foster earned 
a second straight Pro Bowl 
invitation and the defense, 
under first-year coordina­
tor Wade Phillips, made 
one o f the biggest turn­
arounds in NFL history, 
going from 30th overall 
(376.9 yards per game) 
in 2010 to second (285.7 
yards per game) in 2011.

M ost rem arkably , 
Houston won a franchise- 
record 11 games despite 
major injuries to several 
key players, including 
receiver Andre Johnson 
(left and right ham­
strings), outside line­
backer Mario Williams 
(tom chest muscle) and 
quarterbacks Matt Schaub 
(right Lisfranc fracture) 
and Matt Leinart (broken 
left collarbone).

Rookie T.J. Yates, a 
fifth-round pick, guided 
the Texans to victories in 
his first two starts to help 
clinch the AFC South, 
while the team formed a 
tight bond.

"It's just amazing when 
you get 53 guys going in 
the same direction, what 
they can do," coach (iary 
Kubiak said. "A lot of 
things that happened to us 
this year can easily send 
you in the wrong direc­
tion. It made us stronger, 
it made our locker room 
stronger, it made just the 
whole group stronger."

Kubiak met with each 
of his players on Monday. 
He tried to encourage 
receiver Jacoby Jones, 
who fumbled a punt 
return in the first quarter 
to set up Baltimore's first 
touchdown.

Jones, who signed a 
three-year contract last 
July, apologized to his 
teammates for the gaffe.

"It's something I've got 
to live and learn with," he 
said. "It's a decision that 
1 made. I've gut to grow 
up and learn from it. It's a 
mistake 1 made with being 
a football player. Some 
people don't understand."

Yates ‘ shares some 
responsibility for the loss 
in Baltimore, throwing 
three interceptions and 
looking overmatched for 
the first time since taking 
the starting job in early 
December. The 24-year- 
old Yates had not thrown 
an interception in three 
previous games.

"Our defense was play­
ing amazing," Yates said 
Monday. "Just that fact 
that a couple things that I 
did, personally, could def­
initely turn die outcome 
of the game is the thing 
that hurts the most."

Yates is resigned to the 
fact that he'll give up the 
starting job to Schaub, 
who walked through the 
locker room on Monday 
morning with a protective 
boot. Schaub says he'll be 
fully healed in time for 
offseason workouts in the 
late spring.

"It's a process with the 
foot with all the wait and 
all the stuff you got to 
do moving around side 
to side, laterally, but it 
will be fine," Schaub said. 
"I'm not worried about 
the rehab process. We're 
going to just jump right in 
and continue to progress 
as 1 have already."

Across the room, Jake 
Delhomme pondered 
retirement. The Texans 
signed the 37-year- 
old Delhomme in late 
November to help groom 
Yates.

Soured by his experi­
ence in Cleveland in 
2010, Delhomme says he 
found the ideal final stop 
of his career in Houston.

“We’re not trying to take 
business away from our 
primary care providers,” 
said Ford. “We’re trying 
to complement what’s 
already here, and we’re 
bringing in other services 
like the pain management, 
so our local people don’t 
have to travel 120 miles 
round trip every time 
they need a therapeutic 
injection. I envision also 
we’re going to see a lot 
o f people from Penyton, 
Childrau, Wheeler a ^  all 
the sioTounding areas that 
we’re ftmneling through 
to Amarillo. They are 
aoine to come here now.
