In regards to the state’s decision to 
delay the State o f Texas Assessments 
of Academic Readiness (STAAR) test’s 
impact on students’ grades, Pampa High 
School Principal Tanya Larkin is giving 
two thumbs up.

State Education 
Commissioner Robert 
Scott agreed Friday 
on a one-year post­
ponement on enforc­
ing a law saying that 
studenta*. accfiea' on 
the new standardized 
exams count toward 
IS percent o f their 
course grades. With 

too much o f a logistical nightmare for 
every school system in Texas to comply 
right away, the PHS administrator said that 
it was easily the right move.

“The reason that’s a good thing for us 
right now is that there are not systems in 
place throughout the state to fairly and 
quitably place that on the students’ tran­
scripts,” Larkin said. “Until they find out 
a fair way of doing it and a system to do it 
with all their software, I think they would 
have been asking for a lot of trouble.

“1 think if they had tried to push it 
through just for the sake of doing what 
they said they were going to do, they’re 
going to hurt kids,” continued Larkin. “I 
think that they’re very smart in postponing 
it. 1 think their intent was to give a sense of

Animal shelter grappling with adenovirus

Pampa’s animal shelter has fallen vic­
tim to adenovirus, an often-fatal virus 
that has been linked to kennel cough, 
hepatitis and other illnesses in dogs.

“Animals come in, and they’re 
stressed, and the cement at the shelter

is porous and has cracks,” said Faustina 
Curry of the Pampa Animal Welfare 
Society. “The adenovirus comes up 
through the cracks and infects dogs with 
kennel cough that already have weak­
ened immune systems.

“We're overcrowded and don’t have 
good airflow, so layers of illness build 
up on puppies and some older dogs, and 
it kills most of them,” she added.

According to Shane Stokes, assistant 
city manager of Pampa. the city will 
begin a sterilization process of two shel­

ter buildings this Saturday. After the> 
have been fully sterilized, animals will 
be kept out of the building for the next 
48 hours. After that period, only animals 
that are new to the shelter will iKcup> 
the building in an effort to reduce future 
spread o f disease.

“If dogs are vaccinated regularly, 
they are protected, but we get dog.s that 
haven’t been vaccinated, and it’s affected 
younger dogs and older dogs with weak­
ened immune systems,” said Stokes

of Pampa Chamber of Commerce. Warren was also a 
member o f First Presbyterian Church.

Officers to ride Dallas trains ShcltCt

MCALLEN (AP) —  The recent reviews o f depcnta- 
tioo cases to focus on illegal immigrants who have 
committed crimes or previously b ^  deported is 
a necessity and shouldn’t demoralize U.S. Border 
Patrol agents, U.S. Homeland Security Secretary Janet 
Nqiolitano said Tuesday.

Federal prosecutors have been reviewing thousands 
o f deportation cases in recent months in an effort to 
focus resources on such cases. That has left many 
immigrants who have lived in the U.S. illegally for 
years in a legal limbo, neither achieving legal status 
nor fscing immediate deportation.

N^iolitano, a former Arizona governor, told report­
ers at a Border Patrol station five miles from the Rio 
Grande that recently apprehended illegal immigrants 
remain a priority, but that existing cases must be pri­
oritized to make best use o f resources.

“We want to protect public safety and protect the 
integrity o f the immigration system," Napolitano said. 
“We want to primitize removing from the country 
those who have committed crimes in addition to violat­
ing our nation’s immigration laws."

George McCubbin III, president o f  the National 
Border Patrol Council that represents agents, echoed 
the rank-and-file agents’ concerns about using more 
discretion in deportation cases.

“It’s just another tool for the administration to allow 
people to stay here," said McCubbin, a Border Patrol 
agent assigned to the Tucson, Ariz., sector. “It’s a back­
door way toward the overall goal, which is amnesty."

Before Napolitano spoke, about 30 people from 
local civil rights organizations protested outside car­
rying signs calling for immigration reform, something 
Napolitano repeated in her remarks.

Sergio Narvaez, a 63-year-old from Mission, said

people who come to work should be respected and 
deportations should be halted except for those con­
victed o f crimes.

Data released Tuesday by the Transactional Records 
Access Clearinghouse at Syracuse University showed 
ftu t die U.S. Immigratioa and Customs Enforcement 
initiated 39331 deportation cases in the final three 
months o f 2011 —  about one diird fewer than in the 
previous quarter. Even adjusted for seasonal variance, 
it appeared there were about 10,000 fewer cases than 
would be expected, according to a statement from 
TRAC.

“Even with fewer filings there is little evidence that 
these cases are being b ^ e r  targeted toward serious 
criminals." the statement said.

Earlier Tuesday, Napolitano met with area border 
sheriffs. She said they confirmed that U.S. border com­
munities have so far avoided anything approaching the 
level o f drug-related violence seen across the border 
in Mexico.

“There are undoubtedly some crimes that occur that 
are related to drugs, let me not underestimate that," 
Napolitano said. “We know. But the kind o f yjolence 
that you’re seeing on the Mexican side where it’s really 
cartel on cartel, cartel against law enforcement in a sus­
tained, organized way, that kind of spillover violence 
we have not seen."

“I think we can be ahead of and will be ahead o f any 
kind o f systemic spillover violence," she added.

Acting Customs and Border Protection Commissioner 
David Aguilar, who is from the area, said he invited 
Napolitano to see the challenges on this part o f the 
border, among them the distinctive terrain along the 
winding Rio Grande.

During her day and a half visit Napolitano reviewed 
port o f entry operations at the Pharr International 
Bridge and flew above the Rio Grande.

Curry said that the shelter has slowed down the adop­
tion process in response to the adenovirus infections. 
She and Stokes are both optimistic that the thorough 
cleaning will get the shelter back on track.

“It’s really sad, and we hope it will help,” said Curry.
“We hope this will get us through this and back into 

repopulation," said Stokes.
The city has taken preliminary steps toward building 

a new shelter, and have selected an architectural firm to 
work on designs for a new building. However, whether 
or not the new shelter is actually built will depend on 
how Pampans vote in local elections in May.

At next Tuesday’s city commission meeting, GH2 
Architects, LLC, of Tulsa, Okla. will give a presenta­
tion that will explore the city’s needs from a new shelter 
building.

The ST AAR exams, 
Larkin noted, will still 
play a large part in kids’ 
academic fates.

“1 think it’s a positive 
thing in that w e’re still 
being held to the standard 
o f the students having to 
pass the test to graduate,” 
Larkin said. “The only 
thing that’s been waived 
for one year is that their 
grade on that test is going 
to count for 1S percent of 
their final course grade.”

“I don’t see any draw­
back to w aiting,” she 
added. “Some people 
m ight think that since 
students now know that 
it’s not going to count for 
their grade, that they’re 
going to slack off, and 
I think some people are 
worried about that. But 
those kids still have to 
pass to graduate.

“I don’t see them let­
ting loose o f  anything 
that’s going to have any­
thing to  do with their 
graduation power. I think 
they’re still taking it very 
seriously. You can ask 
any student up here, and I 
ask them daily, ‘Are you 
concerned about your 
(end-of-course assess­
m ent)?’ Yes, they are, 
because they don’t want 
that burden hanging over

their head.”
Larkin said she was 

confident that Pampa 
High School itself would 
have been prepared for 
foe STAAR’s impact on 
students’ grades had the 
law not been deferred for 
a year.

“We had the system 
in place locally,” Larkin 
said.

On Feb. 22, 1732 (New Style date), the first 

president of the United States, George Washington, 
was bom in Westmoreland County in the Virginia 
Colony.

On thb date:
In 1784, a U.S. merchant ship, the Empress of 

China, left New York for the Far East to trade 
goods with China.

In 1862, Jefferson Davis, already the provisional 
president of the Confederacy, was inaugurated for 
a six-year term following his election in November 
1861.

In 1865, Tennessee adopted a new constitution 
which included the abolition o f slavery.

In 1909, the Great White Fleet, a naval task force 
sent on a round-the-world voyage by President 
Theodore Roosevelt, returned after more than a
year at sea.

In 1924, President Calvin Coolidge delivered the 
first radio broadcast from the White House as he 
addressed the country over 42 stations.

In 1935, it became illegal for airplanes to fly over 
the White House.

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Delayed Texas primaries mean longer slog

AUSTIN (AP) - A federal court’s 
decision to delay the Texas prima­
ries means the candidates for U.S. 
Senate - particularly Republicans
- have a long and potentially expen­
sive slog ahead of them.

A judge listening to arguments 
over redistricting on Tuesday told 
Texans that the soonest they should 
expect to vote in a primary is May 
29. That’s 84 days later than the 
original primary date set for March 
6. That also means a run-off election
- which is likely in the Republican 
primary for the Senate - will take 
place in August.

That will make this is the lon­
gest race for an open senate seat 
in memory, and with so many can­
didate running, possibly one of the 
most competitive. Sen. Kay Bailey 
Hutchison’s retirement is creating 
the first open Senate seat since 2002.

Generally these races are short 
affairs. The campaign begins with 
the new year and lasts 65 days until 
the Republican primary selects a 
candidate. A Democrat hasn’t won 
a Texas Senate election since Lloyd 
Bentsen in 1988.

The longer primary gives less­
er-known candidates more of a 
chance to develop name recognition 
and raise money. Lt. Gov. David 
Dewhurst, the front-runner in both 
those categories, will need to spend 
more money and campaign harder to 
maintain those advantages.

Dewhurst has so far tried to give 
as little attention as possible to his 
Republican challengers, hoping to 
deny them a chance to become better 
known among Texas Republicans. 
He has attended only a handful of 
candidate forums around the state, 
and his message has focused on 
criticizing President Barack Obama 
and Democrats.

With 99 days to go before the

primary, though, he won't be able to 
ignore them any longer.

“A long delay wasn’t our first 
choice, but we’ll benefit overall,” 
said Dave Beckwith, the Dewhurst 
campaign communications direc­
tor. “We now have a solid foun­
dation for Texas fundraising and 
Texas political support, as opposed 
to other campaigns that are based on 
a souffle of Washington-generated 
publicity.”

Hot on his trail are former Texas 
Solicitor General Ted Cruz, who 
has courted the tea party and their 
national financial backers, and for­
mer Dallas Mayor Tom Leppert, a 
popular businessman in the Dallas 
area. Trying to make a transition 
from the sports world into politics 
is Craig James, a former SMU run­
ning back and ESPN college football 
commentator.

The delay in the primaries gives 
them more time to get their names’ 
out.

“Every day Craig shares his mes­
sage with voters, he gathers more 
support,” said Meredith Turney, a 
spokeswoman for James. “While we 
are thankful for more opportunities 
for Craig to connect with voters, his 
campaign is on course for the elec­
tion, whatever day it is held.”

The campaigns will also use the 
extra time to attack Dewhurst’s 
record since becoming lieutenant 
governor in 2002. All of them are 
running to the right, trying to appeal 
to the party’s most active backers.

“Tom is the only candidate in the 
race who is offering bold, detailed, 
conservative solutions to rein in 
government’s reckless spending, 
reform the tax code, end the culture 
of corruption in Washington, and get 
our economy back on track,” said 
Daniel Keylin, Leppert’s campaign 
spnrkesman. “With significant finan­
cial resources and growing momen­
tum, Tom now has more time to 
contrast his conservative message

and impressive business background 
with his opponents: a career politi­
cian backed by lobbyists and a govr 
emment lawyer.”

For Leppert and Cruz, the race is 
to see who will face Dewhurst in 9 
run-off, since neither is likely to win 
more than 50 percent of the vote out­
right. Leppert’s base is North Texas, 
a rich vein o f Republican primary 
voters. Cruz is based in Houston, but 
since he’s never held elected office 
before, his focus has been on tea 
party activists, who are more likely 
to turn out for a primary election 
than the average Republican.

The Cruz campaign has tried to 
paint the race - which officially has 
10 candidates - as a choice between 
Cruz and Dewhurst.

“Whether the primary is held 
today, or May 29, a conservative day 
of reckoning is coming, and David 
Dewhurst will be held accoimtable 
for his tax and spend record,” said 
James Bemsen, spokesman for the 
Cruz campaign. “Texans want a 
strong conservative fighter in the 
Senate, and the only difference a 
delayed primary makes is more days 
for Dewhurst to duck debating Ted
Cruz one-on-one.”

Waiting in the wings for the general 
election is Paul Sadler, the dominant 
candidate in the Democratic prima­
ry. The veteran legislator and expert 
on public education faces only one 
serious challenger, 32-year-old Sean 
Hubbard, an avowed progressive 
whose main political experience is 
working on the Obama campaign in 

illas.
Sadler’s best hope of reaching the 

Senate is the same as Obama’s at 
re-election: The Republican primary 
races will force those candidates so 
far to the right that they will lose 
independent voters and inspire a 
high turn-out among Democrats.

The next 99 days vyill tell if that 
happens.

Maxwell guilty of 
neighbor’s assault
. j y E ATHERFORD (AP) —  A Texas man who 
j^Mw tad  hia former n ei^ b or and tortured the woman 
¡while holding her captive for nearly tw o weeks was 
jcoAvicted Tuesday.

Jeffrey Allan M axwell, 59, faces 
up to life in prison after being 
found guilty o f aggravated kid­
napping and two counts o f aggra­
vated sexual assault. Jurors, who 
took less than an hour to convict 
M axwell, w ill hear more evidence 
diving the trial’s punishm ent 
phase set to begin W e^esday.

After the judge read the veitlict, 
the victim  shared hugs with some 
people in the courtroom and later 

ismiled. She declined comment.
She testified last week that Maxwell abducted 

her from her rural home at gunpoint M arch 1 after 
jbeating her in the face and shackling her hands and 
¡legs. Then he drove 100 mHes away to his Corsicana 
house, 50 ' miles south o f  Dallas. She was rescued 
;I2 days later when authorities went to question him 
¡about her disappearance after her house burned down.

The woman told jurors that he whipped her and 
sexually assaulted her on a deer-skinning device in 
h is garage and that she endured several more assaults 
as she was held captive for 12 days. She testified 
that he kept her chained to a bed and gagged during 
the first several days, and one day he locked her in a 
w ooden box when he left to run errands.
' She said Maxwell got sick after she’d been there 
about eight days, so he stopped the assaults and then 
left her unrestrained during the day when they were 
in the same room.

“W hat this defendant, Je ff M axwell, did is m on­
strous. It is frankly unimaginable and it’s inhuman, 
^ d  it’s time to hold him accountable,” Parker County 
jsrosecutor Jeff Swain told jurors during closing argu­
ments, adding that DNA evidence found on items at 
M axw ell’s house supported the victim ’s account.

The Associated Press generally does not identify 
victims o f  sexual assault.

But defense attorneys, who presented no evidence 
during the trial, had questioned the wom an’s credibil­
ity, reminding jurors that she initially said Maxwell 
'was her friend and didn’t want him arrested when she 
fan out o f  his house M arch 12, shocking authorities 
Who had gone there to question Maxwell about her 
disappearance. The woman earlier told jurors that 
tluring her initial interview with authorities, she was 
trying to keep her promise not to implicate Maxwell 

made when she feared for her life —  and that he 
also had convinced her that someone had hired him 
fo kill her.

Defense attorneys also said authorities took pic­
tures o f  the items in M axw ell’s home before obtain­
ing  a search warrant, and that an investigator violated 
the law by telling him that telling his side o f the story 
would help him.
^ They urged jurors to  disregard whips, blood-stained 
sheets and other evidence, as well as his recorded 
interview s.
f  “Y ou’re probably not going to want to do that, but 
the law is the law,” defense attorney Richard Alley 
fold jurors, later adding that jurors could put what­
ever “tw ist” on the case they wanted. “ Is this case 
disturbing? Yes —  on multiple levels, whether it 
involves criminal activity or not.”

W oman k illed  by cross-b ord er bullet
EL PASO (AP) —  A woman shopping on a busy 

downtown El Paso street became the first victim o f bul­
lets flying across the border from Ciudad Juarez, Mexico, 
on Tuesday when she was hit in the calf and wounded, 
authorities said.

The 48-year-old wewnan, whose name has not been 
released, was pushing a stroller when she was struck. 
Gregg Allen, El Paso’s chief of police, said the wound 
was caused by a “full metal jacket hard-nosed bullet” like 
those used in assault rifles.

Because of that, he said, the projectile caused a clean 
exit wound. The victim was taken to a nearby hospital, 
where she was treated and released.

El Paso Mayor John Cook asked residents to remain 
calm, saying there is “no way to prevent incidents like 
this from h^>pening” and the odds of getting hit by a stray 
bullet are minimal.

Many people who were in the area at first didn't realize 
what had happened.

“We didn’t hear anything. The first thing we heard was 
the firemen coming, but we didn’t know what was hap­
pening,” said Luis Gomez, a pedestrian who was shop­
ping in the same area where the woman was hit.

She was struck at the same time Juarez police were bat­
tling alleged caijackers a few hundred feet from the U.S. 
border. iMlen said reports indicate up to 50 shots were 
fired in that gunfight.

Police notified the public school district about the 
shooting and duee El Paso schools were put on lockdown.

The bullet was sent to the Texas Deptutment o f Public 
Safety for ballistic analysis, but Allen said it is unlikely 
the owner o f die gun will be found.

Since drug-related violence in Juarez spiked in 2008, 
bullets have struck El Paso buildings, including a local 
high school. City Hall and the University of Texas at El

Paso. However, this is the first time a person has been hit.
Juarez and El Paso share a large metropolitan area. 

Their downtown areas are separated by the Rio Grande 
and thè border fence. While El Paso has been dubbed one 
o f the safest cities in the U.S., Juarez’s homicide rate put 
it among the most dangerous cities in the hemisphere.
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Lent allows Christians to repent CHURCH SPOTLIGHT

For tiw Chnstiads who fo lkw  the Church 
calendar today is Ash Wednesday. Ash 
Wednesday is the beghming o f  the 40 days 
o f  the Lenten seas«». Lent is a peniteatial 
season and this emphasis on repqitanoe 
prqMucs us for die great Paschal feast o f  the 
Resurrection o f  Our Lord on Easter.

Ash Wednesdin is named for the rite o f  
the imposition o f  ashes diat is observed on 
diis day. God’s people gather and are called 
to prayer and penitential reflection. Our 
attention b  always to  be focused upon die 
holy sufferings and death o f  Jesus Christ. 
A ^  die litany, parishioners come %-ward 
to receive ashes iqxm their fordiead. As 
the pastor maries a cross upon each child o f 
God he says, “Remember diat you are dust, 
and to dust you shall return.”

The ashes remind us all o f  their human 
frailty and mortality. It is also a sign o f 
our repentance, sorrow, and need for grace. 
To have the dark ash spread upon one’s 
forehead you cannot help but get the idea 
o f death’s dust to dustness and our need 
for the blood o f Christ, our Savior. Sinners 
need a Savior and that is what is most sure, 
Jesus edmes to save us by His death and 
resurrection.

The Gospel reading for this holy day (Mt. 
6:1-6, 16-21) really sets the tone for Lent. 
In it Jesus warns His followers about not 
being showy with their acts o f righteous­
ness. They are not to do them just “to be 
seen by others.” Jesus assumes that His 
disciples will be about doing three things: 
giving to the needy, praying, and fasting. 
Jesus doesn’t say “i f ’ you do these things, 
but “when” you pray or “when” you fast. 
Jesus fasted, prayed, and gave to the needy, 
shouldn’t we be about these things as well 
as Christians. We are not saved by these 
works, but they are fruits o f the faith we 
have been given.

Jesus makes clear that we do not practice 
these acts in order to be seen by others. 
That doesn't mean no one can ever see you 
do them, but that you are not doing them 
just to be seen, so as to draw attention to 
yourself for being such a great person. 
Christians just go about their good works 
as they should trying to keep humble and 
loving their neighbors.

Traditionally the Church has encouraged 
these acts that Jesus mentions in Matthew 6 
during Lent. Anyone looking around would 
have to admit that many opportunities exist 
in giving alms or giving to the needy. Find 
some worthwhile charity and give. Do you 
know a family in need, help them out. It
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doesn’t have to  be I 
sum. That ia to you.

Lent is also a  tone 
o f  prayer. Christiana 
are always praying, 
but during Lent many 
churches comhict mid- 

■ week Lenten services 
where the people o f  

God gather to pray. These evening services 
really are wonderful'times o f  reflection. It 
does take some commitment to carve out o f  
your busy day the time to go to a service. 
But to sit qtiietly and hear God’s Word 
after a busy day or to pray with your broth­
ers and sisters in Christ is such a blessing. 
Attend these Lenten service you’ll find 
such nourishment for your weary soul.

Fasting is not about total abstinence 
from all food. Traditionally the fast o f  the 
Western church is characterized as simply 
“being hungry.” An example o f  this c<mld 
be one fourth o f a breakfast and lunch and 
then a simple dinner. There are benefits to 
this. To fast is to practice the denying o f the 
flesh and training the body. Fasting is a way 
to not let your wayward flesh dictate when 
and what to eat. When you eat less you may 
have mòre money to give to the poor. With 
less time needed to prepare food you may 
have more time to pray or read God’s Word. 
All o f this teaches that man does not live 
on bread alone but on every word that pro­
ceeds from the mouth o f the Lord (Dt. 8:3).

Remember Jesus said to beware that you 
don't do these acts just to be seen by others. 
So even as we choose to partake o f certain 
acts of piety we wholeheartedly remember 
that Christ is the Savior. Our works and 
deeds gain us no ground in matters o f  salva­
tion. We desire to do them out o f faith.

Ash Wednesday is a blessed way to begin 
our Lenten preparation. It sets the tone. The 
ashes bring our mortality to the forefront 
and our need for Christ. And Jesus pulls 
us from our ash heap and clothes us with 
His white robe o f righteousness in Holy 
Baptism, through His Word, and the Holy 
Supper. May you all have a blessed Lent.

mary,” she said. “If the voters are 
frustiitted with the whole situation, 
diey might not come out, or diey’ve 
purely lost interest in it because it’s 
just (hug on too long.”

With that in mind, Whitehead 
hopes the forum will be a way to 
q>ark voter interest in the long haul 
towards the state election.

“I’m hoping this forum actually 
rejuvenates Gray County,” she said.

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Playoffs end e ^ ly  for PHS after heartbreak in Plainview

PLAINVIEW —  After his team’s final 
practice Monday, Pampa head coach lAistin 
Miller told his team that the game was 

• going to come down to making i m  throws 
and taking care o f the ball. Tuesday night 
against the Lamesa Golden Tornadoes, the 
Pampa Harvesters had over 20 turnovers 
and missed 11 free throws in a 57-55 loss 
in the bi-district round at Wayland Baptist’s 
Hutcherson Center.

“Our turnovers gave them too many 
layups,” Miller said. “We missed too many 
free throws.”

The game was tied 55-55 with 1.4 seconds 
left. Lamesa's Kolt Moreland caught the 
inbounds pass and threw up a layup at the 
buzzer, and it went in..

Senior Látigo Collins said that Pampa put 
themselves in that situation.

“If  we would have won those first two 
games in district, we wouldn’t have been 
playing tonight,” Collins said. “They hit a 
gotid shot at the end and played well.”

Lamesa (19-12) kept the Harvesters from 
getting in a rhythm offensively by guarding 
them tightly. Also, the Golden Tornadoes 
made substitutions on most dead balls. 
Pampa trailed most of the first half Lamesa 
led 12-9 after the first quarter. Miller said 
his team didn’t play well.

“(Coach Gregg Moreland) ran people at 
you and brought guys in and out,” Miller 
said. "It sort of got you nauseous. We didn’t 
do a good job of taking care the ball and we 
weren’t being very strong.”

Collins said the frequent substitutions 
were tough.

■ “It made it a choppy game,” Collins said.
. “It was hard to get in a rhythm because you 

knew the horn was going to go off.”
The Harvesters (19-9) got some offense 

going in the second quarter. .Senior Cole 
Engle nailed two three-pointers, with one of 

. them giving Pampa its first lead o f the game 
at 23-22.

“Those threes were statement shots,” 
Engle said. “I got a couple o f shots. We 
are at the point where it could be your last

game. I was glad I was able to keep us in the 
' game. I just wish we pulled it out.” '

Pampa trailed 26-25 at halftime. The 
teanu entered the fourth qiuirter tied at 40. 
Pampa gained momentum at the beginning 
o f the quarter pulling out to a 44-41 lead. 
Junior Drrrek Pollard made a layup to give 
Pampa a 42-41 lead. The Golden Tornadoes 
resptmded with a 6-0 run. The Harvesters 
responded with an 8-0 run to take their larg­
est lead o f the game at 52-47. Collins and 
Engle both made shots and were fouled. 
Both o f them converted their free throws.

Aeryk Cox hit two free throws, Ryan 
Garza and Brody Alexander made baskets 
to tie the game at 53. Garza was fouled 
and made two free throws to give Lamesa 
a 55-53 lead with 1:35 left. Collins was 
fouled on Pampa’s next possession and tied 
the game.

Both teams had a chance to take the lead 
with a minute left but came up empty." 
Pampa got the ball with 15 seconds left 
and missed a shot and Moreland got the 
rebound. Lamesa got a timeout with 1.5 
seconds left.

Miller said it was a good season for his 
team but was disappointed that they didn’t 
accomplish its goals.

“We came up on game short on everyone 
o f our goals,” Miller said. “We were one 
game short o f 20 wins, one game short of 
winning district. We wanted to win a gold 
ball and we came up one game short.”

This was the last game for seniors Collins, 
Engle, Taylor Kennedy, Laketon Harris, 
Reid Miller and Jesus Cabrales. Junior Tyler 
Powell said he thinks the team will be OK 
next year.

“We probably won’t have as much talent,” 
Powell said. “Most of the teams in the area 
have lost a lot as well. So 1 think we will be 
good.”

The head coach said his team has a lot of 
holes to fill, but isn't in trouble.

“We lose our top scorer the last three 
years,” Miller said. “We lose our top 
defender from the last three years and best 
shooter we’ve had in a long time. We should 
be competitive next year.”
