PHS basketball coach Miller resigns to take job with city

Pampa High School head basketball coach Dustin
Miller resigned from the position on Monday moming
to become the city’s new assistant community services
director.

Miller, who has helmed the boys for the last seven
years and led the school’s boys basketball team to the
bi-district round last year, will start for the City of
Pampa in June.

“Basically, I will oversee anything that has to do with
public things,” Miller said. “The golf course, the water
park, the library and that type of deal. Financing and
budgeting and those type of things.”

Miller’s title was newly created by the city. Shane
Stokes, assistant city manager, said Miller’s post isn’t
a newly budgeted position, but one created through
reorganization.

“We had a couple of people work
in the community services division,”
Stokes said. “We just changed those
positions.”

Pampa basketball has always been
something important, Miller said,
but moving into the city’s employ
will allow him to best take care of
his family and stay committed to
Miller Pampa for the long haul.

“It’s financial stability and job
security,” Miller said. “Coaching isn’t the best job secu-
rity job. It’s a tough deal sometimes. This is where we
want to be. This where we want to retire. We want our
kids to graduate from here. It allows that to happen.”

In seven seasons, Miller posted a 117-91 record lead-
ing the Harvesters to three postseason appearances
including a run to the regional finals in 2011.

S. Texas school rolls out iPads

MCcALLEN (AP) - A South Texas school district bet-
ting big on the educational potential of tablet computers
and other Apple touch devices will begin distributing
them to students.

The McAllen school district on Monday will begin dis-
tributing 6,800 devices - mostly iPads along with several
hundred iPod Touch devices - in the first phase of what
the district believes is the largest public school effort in
the country.

Select students and teachers have been working with
the devices since fall, but by next spring the district
hopes to have the devices in the hands of about 25,000
students at a cost of more than $20 million.

Kindergarteners through second-graders are getting the
iPod Touches, while the iPads will go to students in third
grade through 12th.

Murder-suicide in Houston

HOUSTON (AP) - Houston police say they have not
yet determined what led a man to shoot and kill his
11-year-old daughter and wound his wife and 14-year-
old daughter before killing himself.

Police say Jacqueline Shaikh was killed Sunday after-
noon after being shot multiple times. Police say 43-year-
old Maria Isabel Gorena and 14-year-old Vivian Shaikh
were taken to Ben Taub General Hospital in critical con-
dition Sunday. A hospital spokeswoman had no informa-
tion on them Monday.

Police say 47-year-old Sardar Shaikh killed himself.
Police say Gorena called 911, saying her husband shot
her and their children and that she believed he’d also
shot himself.

Upon arriving at the family’s condominium, officers
found the suspect dead in front of the home.

Police say the mother was paralyzed after being shot
in the back.

Sites sued over soldier’s photo

DALLAS (AP) - Two dating websites are being sued
for allegedly using a fallen soldier’s photo in their ads
“Military Man Searching for Love.”

Army Lt. Peter Burks’ parents have sued PlentyofFish.
com and True.com. They say his photo was used in ads
without their permission.

True.com President Ruben Buell said Monday that he
hasn’t seen the lawsuit.

The parents’ attorney says Burks’ photo was taken days
before he was killed in Iraq in 2007. It’s on another web-
site that provides supplies to troops.

Burks’ photo apparently was removed from the dating
ads recently. But the lawsuit says the companies misled
customers and commercially benefitted while hurting his
family.

Burks’ parents filed the lawsuit Monday in Dallas,
where True.com is based. PlentyofFish Media is based in
Vancouver and didn’t immediately comment

Oscar telecast ratings up

NEW YORK (AP) — Ratings for the Academy Awards
are up 4 percent over last year in a preliminary Nielsen
measurement.

The ratings company said Monday that the Oscars had
a 25.5 rating and 38 share in its overnight count of the
nation’s 56 largest media markets. Nielsen’s estimate of
how many people watched the telecast nationally was
expected out later Monday.

Although top picture winner “The Artist” wasn’t a big
box office draw, the Oscars may have been helped by the
return of longtime host Billy Crystal.

Each rating point represents 1 percent of the nation’s
estimated 114.7 million TV homes. The 38 share means
that 38 percent of TVs being watched during the telecast
were tuned to the Oscars.

Border smuggling
packs get younger

DEMING, N.M. (AP)

- Border drug smuggling
operations have turned
to small packs of young,
aggressive men who are
increasing using the remote
Texas-New Mexico desert,
federal agents say.

Agents said some of the
illegal immigrants carry 50
pounds of drugs for sev-
eral days, travel in groups
of two to five, and evade
capture by heading quickly
to mountain canyons along
the Texas-New Mexico
border, the Las Cruces
Sun-News (http://bit.ly/
y9j5El ) reported Sunday.

The area includes a cav-
ernous maze where the
stone ground makes it
harder to follow tracks and
rocky terrain blocks smug-
glers from view.

Bobby Stephens, a
U.S. Customs and Border
Protection agent, said the
groups are a significant
change from the families,
including women and chil-
dren, that often made the
trek north.

“With family groups,
they knew they were
caught, they did everything
they were told,” he said.
“There were no problems
at all. Now there is a lot
more risk.”

The younger groups of

illegal immigrants tend to
fight and resist capture, he
said.

The change came as
smugglers try to adjust to
beefed-up security along
the border that has resulted
in large drops in the num-
ber of arrests since 2006.
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An increase in agents
- from 11,000 to 21,000
nationwide since 2005
a border fence, and more
advanced tracking technol-
ogy in urban areas have left

only the fittest segment of

immigrants willing to ven-
ture to the least populated
areas of the border for a
push into the U.S., agents
said.

The race to the moun-
tain canyons is becoming
increasingly familiar to
agents in the El Paso sec-
tor area that last year saw
45,000 pounds of illicit
drugs confiscated.

Stephens said agents are
using horse patrols to com-
bat the smaller groups.

“With horses we can go
a lot faster, and can bring it
to a law enforcement con-
clusion a lot quicker,” said
Stephens, who is stationed
in Deming. “We don’t have
as many people getting away
from us with the horses.”

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Feb. 28, 1942, the heavy cruiser USS Houston
and the Australian light cruiser HMAS Perth came
under attack by Japanese forces during the World
War II Battle of Sunda Strait; both were sunk
shortly after midnight. (The Houston lost 693 men
while the Perth lost 353.)

In 1849, the California gold rush began in earnest
as regular steamship service started bringing gold-
seekers to San Francisco

In 1861, the Territory of Colorado was orga-
nized

In 1911, President William Howard Taft nomi-
nated William H. Lewis to be the first black |
Assistant Attorney General of the United States ‘

In 1951, the Senate committee headed by Estes
Kefauver, D-Tenn., issued an interim report saying
at least two major crime syndicates were operating
in the U.S

In 1953, scientists James D. Watson and Francis
H.C. Crick announced they had discovered the
double-helix structure of DNA, the molecule that
contains the human genes

In 1960, a day after defeating the Soviets at the

" Earlier this month,
Congress passed the
+‘Middle Class Tax Relief
and Job Creation Act of
2012.” The law has a great
name, designed to appeal
to all voters. Neither the

AUSTIN (AP) — The percentage of Texans with
health insurance would rise from 74 percent to 91 per-
cent under the new federal health care law, a state offi-
cial told lawmakers Monday.

State Medicaid Director Billy Millwee also said the
state is prepared to implement the new rules regardless
of whether the U.S. Supreme Court declares them con-
stitutional. Texas, along with a number of other states,
has challenged the Patient Protection and Affordable
Care Act in court.

“I think we’re going to be well-positioned, whether it’s
found to be constitutional or not,” Millwee said.

The law for the first time requires all Americans to
obtain health insurance or pay a penalty. Democrats say
the law will make the nation’s health care more efficient,
while Republicans complain it allows the government to
overstep its authority.

T'he House Public Health and Insurance Committees
met at the Capitol to hear about how the new federal law
will affect the state. Rep. Lois Kolkhorst, chairwoman of
the public health committee, said she was concerned that

small and medium-sized businesses may not be prepared
to the new requirements on them to offer health insur-
ance to employees. ;

Katrina Daniel, an associate commissioner at the
Texas Department of Insurance, said the agency was
working on developing model health plans for the state.
She said the federal law requires insurers to provide
policy information in a standardized template that will
help individuals and companies to compare plans and
choose one best for them.

The Republican-controlled Legislature has repeatedly
complained about the changes in health care law and has
failed to pass legislation that would allow the state to set
comply with it. Much of Monday’s hearing was taken
up with testimony about how the costs of all health care
programs, including Medicare and Medicaid, are rising
at an unsustainable rate.

The Texas Legislature only meets in odd-numbered
years, but the committees hold hearings when they are
out of session to monitor government agencies.

Hamilton hopes he is
done for good discuss-
ing the incident and there
won't be any more mis-
takes down the line to
derail his progress

"You know what, I've
got a lot of weaknesses,
guys," Hamilton said
Friday.

I'm on all the
time. A lot of these guys
are. When you get home
it's very easy to shut down,
therefore your relationship
with your wife, your rela-
tionship with your Kkids
suffers from that because
you want to go to shut-
down mode. It's about me
being able to open up all
the time and realizing my
commitment needs to be
to them first rather than
everybody else. The pri-
orities there need to be
flipped."

Hamilton insists he's
in a much better place
emotionally and spiritu-
ally just in the past three
weeks. He has apologized

It was the second known
relapse with alcohol in the
past three years for the
recovering drug addict.
