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Prospective 'animal weifare faciiit/ presented
■ City Commission hears from architect- 
approval would be subject to election

The city commission heard a presen­
tation from Brian Thomas, architect of 
GH2 Architects, on a prospective new

animal shelter facility at its meeting yes­
terday afternoon. Thomas outlined sev­
eral goals for the new facility, including 
that it be inviting, safe, efficient, healthy 
for animals, staff and the community, and 
have an ability to expand in the future.

The 12,800 square foot facility in 
Hobart Street Park would have a dog 
park with outdoor exercise areas, a break 
room and food prep area, an outdoor 
interaction area, a temperament room and 
a euthanasia suite with a walk-in cooler. 
It would also have 50 indoor dog kennels 
and 52 cat condos.

“Both these systems that we’re propos­
ing allow you to put an animal in there, 
and the staff does not have to remove the 
animal to clean it, feed it and take care of

it,” said Thomas.

Commission increases Pampa H20 admission fees
■ Aquatic center gate price to rise $ 1 for daily 
admission, $25 for individual season passes

,A t its regular meeting on Tuesday at the City 
Commission Chamber o f City Hall, the City Pampa 
Commission decided to increase admission fees for 
Pampa H 2 0  Aquatic Center’s next season. Rates will 
increase from $5 to $6 for kids, and from $6 to $7 for 
adults.

Season passes will rise from $123 to $150, and fam­
ily season passes will now be $330, up from $300. 
Tlie city expressetl a need to raise the rates in order to

keep up with costs o f maintaining 
the water park.

“We didn’t account for having to 
pay the state sales tax on the gate StokM  
fee, so everybody who came in was 
paying $5, and then we were having to send 43 cents 
o f that or so to the state for the sales tax,” said Shane 
Stokes, assistant city manager. “(The rate increase) 
would be enough for us to allow for sales tax, plus 1 
think it would close that gap between revenues and 
et^m ditures a little bit.”

Stokes had initially brought up the issue o f the

aquatic park’s fees at the City Commission’s Jan 
24 regular meeting. H 2 0 ’s revenues, Stokes told the 
commission, were about $30,000 short o f its expendi­
tures due to unforeseen expenditures associated with 
the first year o f opening and operating the park. Those 
expenses included lane markers for pools and furni­
ture for the offices.

In other business, the commission:
• approved an amended Drought Contingency Plan;
• approved an ordinance ordering and providing 

notice o f a general and special election to be held or 
May 12, 2012 for the City o f Pampa;

• approved the lease-purchase o f 40 golf cars tc 
replace the existing fleet o f golf cars;

• approved the consent agenda;
• approved the List o f Disbursements from January 

31,2012.

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Seven accused of massive health fraud
DALLAS (AP) —  A Texaa doo* 

tor has bem c h a i j^  with running a 
maasive health te u d  care sdietnc 
with thousands o f fraudulent pa­
tient! and intermediaries allegedly 
ofTering cash, food stamps or free 
groceries, to bilk Medicare and 
Medicaid o f nearly $37S million.

A federal indictment unaealed 
Tuesday charges Jacques Roy, a 
doctor who owned Medistat Group 
Associates in DeSoto, Texas, and 
six others in an alleged scheme to 
bill Medicare for home health aer- 
vices that were not prt^ieriy billed, 
not medically necessary or not 
done.

The scheme was the largest dollar 
amount by a single doctor uncov­
ered by a task force on Medicare 
fraud, authorities said.

U.S. Attorney Sarah Saldana ac­
cused Roy o f ‘‘selling his signa­
ture” to home health agencies that 
rounded up thousands o f patients’ 
names and billed Medicare and 
Medicaid for five years.

The indictment alleged that from 
January 2006 through Novem­
ber 2011, Roy or others certified 
11,000 Medicare beneficiaries for 
more than 500 home health service 
agencies — more patients than any 
other medical practice in the U.S. 
More than 75 o f those agencies 
have had their Medicare payments 
suspended.

Roy, 54, is charged with several 
counts o f health care fraud and 
conspiracy to commit health care 
fraud. He faces up to 100 years in 
prison if convicted on all counts.

He appeared briefly in court ‘niea- 
day u d  is schetfailed to have d 
deteation hearing Wedneaday.

Hia attorney, Patrick McLain, 
said authorities had contacted Roy 
months ago. McLain said it wAa too 
soon to comment on the case be­
cause prosecuton hadn’t provided 
him with moet o f the evidence )ret 
Phone meaaagea and emaib left 
with Medistat, located just south 
o f Dallas, were not im m ^ate ly  re­
turned Tuesday.

The attorney for one o f the home 
health agency ownen, Cynthia 
Stiger, alleged to be part of the 
scheme called the charges and tin  
dollar amounts listed overblown. 
Stiger pleaded not guilty Tuesday.

‘T hey’re not anywhere - close 
to accurate," said Jeffrey Grass, 
Stiger’s attorney.

Investigaton for the U.S. Health' 
and Human Services department 
noticed irregularities w i^  Roy’s 
practice about one year ago, offi­
cials said.

Roy had “recruiters” finding peo­
ple to bill for home health services, 
said Saldana, the top federal pros­
ecutor in Dallas. Some o f those'ai- 
leged patients, when approached by 
investigators, were found working 
on their cars and clearly not in need 
of home healthcare, she said.

Medicare patients qualify for 
home health care if they are con­
fined to their homes and need care 
there, according to the indictment

Saldaos said Roy used the botní 
health agencies as "his soldiers on 
the ground to go door to door to 
emit Medkare beneficiaries."

"He was selling his signature," 
ilic said.

For example, authorities allege 
Chvity Elcda, one o f die home 
health agency owners charged in 
the sdieme, visited a Dallas home­
less shelter to lecrait homeless 
beneficiaries staying at the facility, 
paying recruiters $50 for each per­
son they found. A message was left 
Tuesday at Eleda’s Dallas-baaed 
con^wny, Chany Home Care Ser- 
vioea, Inc.

'Others indicted are accused o f of­
fering free health care and services 
such as food stamps to anyone who 
signed up and offered their Medi­
care number.

Roy would “make home visits 
to tiiat beneficiary, provide unnec­
essary medical services and oi* 
der unnecessary durable medical 
equipment for that beneficiary," 
tlw indictment alleged. “Medistat 
would then bill Medicare for those 
visits and services."

The indictment says Roy’s busii 
ness manager — identified only by 
his initials — recorded conversa^ 
tions between the two in January 
2006. The business manager heard 
Roy describe his alleged scheme 
and refuse to market for patients 
in a legitimate way, the indictment 
said. -,

New chairman for TRC

HOUSTON ( ^ )  — The Texas agency that oversees 
oil and gas f i l in g  in the state has elected a new chair^ 
man who will oversee a thorough review ordered by the 
Legislature.
• Barry Smitherman was elected Thesday chairman of 

the Texas Railroad Commission. He replaces Elizabeth 
Ames Jones who recently resigned.
* The Railroad Commission approves oil and gas drilling 

permits, and oversees other aspects of the state’s energy 
field. It does not oversee railroads.
' Smitherman says he will ensure the agency uses sci­
entific standards in decision-making, because “we must 
not let the political appointees in Washington kill our 
economic engine and kill our jobs.”

Texas often opposes federal regulation over drilling 
and environmental issues.
*He will also oversee the thorough review of the 

agency’s operations, rules and regulations by the Sunset 
Advisory Commission.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — 
Clearing the way for die 
twice-d^yed Texas prima­
ries to finally land in May. 
a federal court on Ihesday 
handed the state new voting 
nuq>s for the 2012 elections 
that satisfied Republicans 
who flexed dieir majority 
but soured Democrats wdio 
wanted more seats.

The political repercus­
sions rippled across the 
state almost instantly. 
Candidates dropped out of 
races, incumbents resigned 
themselves to difficult re- 
election bids, and GOP lead­
ers renewed hq>e that Texas 
may have a say in deciding

the Rqxiblican presidential 
nominee after all.

A May 29 primary date 
is still not guaranteed. 
But barring any appeals 
by a coalition of minor­
ity rights groups that sued 
the state over the original 
Republican-drawn maps, 
the chances of the Texas 
primaries falling into June 
or later appeared to dim.

Democrats expressed 
frustration, but there were 
no immediate vows that 
the maps would be chal­
lenged. The contentious 
Texas redistricting clash 
has dragged on since last 
summer, reaching all the

way to the U.S. Supreme 
Court in a political battle 
that has national ramifica­
tions because the state was 
awarded four new congres­
sional seats based on the 
2010 census.

Who wins those seats 
could aher the balance of 
power in the U.S. House. 
Under the congressional 
map unveiled by the court 
Tuesday, Democrats and 
Republicans were poised to 
split the four new seats.

“The new interim maps 
issued late today are a sub­
stantial improvement from 
maps previously issued by 
the San Antonio court,”

Group to protest oua. biu Emails shiiie light on Stratfor
• OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) —  A group o f Oklahomans 

opposed to bestowing personhood to fertilized eggs is 
planning to rally at the state Capitol.

Oklahomans Against the Personhood Act is planning to 
rally Tuesday afternoon at the state Capitol in opposition 
to the state Senate’s passage of a bill that grants the rights 
of personhood to fertilized human eggs.
■ Tulsa Republican Sen. Brian Crain, who wrote the 

bill, says the intent isn’t to ban abortions, but to instead 
send a message that Oklahomans believe life begins at 
conception.
' He says the bill is modeled after a 1986 Missouri law 
that was later determined by the U.S. Supreme Court to 
be constitutional.
’■ But critics include doctors and others who say the mea­
sure could jeopardize reproductive medicine and outlaw 
certain forms o f birth control.

AG: Gov’t prepared for spill trial
WASHINGTON (AP) —  Attorney General Eric 

Holder told Congress on Tuesday that the Justice 
Department is prepared to go to trial against companies 
involved in the Gulf oil spill if  ongoing negotiations do 
not result in a settlement.

At a hearing before a House appropriations subcom­
mittee, the attorney general vowed that the federal 
government will hold people accountable in both a civil 
trial in federal court in New Orleans, if necessary, and 
in a criminal investigation.
!' Under questioning by Republican Rep. Jo Bonner of 
Alabama, Holder agreed that the accident was the worst 
environmental disaster in U.S. history.

On Sunday, a judge called for a one-week delay in the 
start of the civil trial while negotiations continue. The 
trial had been scheduled to begin Monday.
’ On Tuesday on Capitol Hill, Holder declined to elabo­
rate on the discussions.
" In late January, Alabama Attorney General Luther 
Strange said that the Justice Department led a meeting 
in Washington among the states in an effort to formulate 
an agreement that would satisfy federal government and 
state claims, including penalties and fines.

Strange also indicated at the time that if  there is a 
settlement that officials were discussing what to do 
with the $20 billion fund set up by BP to pay victims, 
with one option being folding the ftind and allowing the 
money to be used as part o f any settlement.

In 1504, Christopher Columbus, stranded in 
Jamaica during his fourth voyage to the West, used 
a correctly predicted lunar eclipse to frighten hos­
tile natives into providing food for his crew.

In 1792, composer Gioachino Antonio Rossini 
was bom in Pesaro, Italy.

In 1796, President (ieorge Washington pro­
claimed Jay’s Treaty, which settled some outstand­
ing differences with Britain, in effect.

In 1892, the United States and Britain agreed 
to submit to arbitration their dispute over seal­
hunting rights in the Bering Sea. (A commission 
later ruled in favor of Britain.)

In 1904, President Theodore Roosevelt appointed 
a seven-member commission to facilitate comple­
tion of the Panama Canal.

In 1908, the artist Balthus was bom in Paris.

In 1936, President Franklin D. Roosevelt signed 
a .second Neutrality Act as he appealed to American 
businesses not to increase exports to belligerents.

In 1940, “Gone with the Wind” won eight 
Academy Awards, including best picture of 1939; 
Hattie McDaniel won for best supporting actress, 
the first black performer so honored.

jn  1956, President l>wight D. Eisenhower 
announced he would seek a second term of office.

In 1960. the first Playboy Club, featuring wait­
resses clad in “bunny” outfits, opened in Chicago.

In 1984, Canadian Prime Minister Pierre Elliott 
Tmdeau announced he was stepping down after 
more than 15 combined years in power.

In 1996, Daniel Green was convicted in 
Lumberton, N.C., of murdering James R. Jordan, 
the father of basketball star Michael Jordan, during 
a 1993 roadside holdup. (Green and an accom­
plice. Larry Martin Demery, were sentenced to 
life in prison.) A Pemvian Boeing 737 crashed on 
approach to Arequipa, killing all 123 people on

Twelve years ago (2000): George W. Bush 
won Republican presidential primaries in Virginia, 
Washington state and North Dakota, defeating 
John McCain; Vice President Al Gore crushed fel­
low ITemocrat Bill Bradley in Washington state. 
Six-year-old Kayla Rollane! was fatally shot by a 
fellow first-grader at Buell Elementary School in 
Mount Morris Township. Mich. Sparky Anderson 
was elected to the baseball Hall of Fame along 
with Turkey Steames of the Negro leagues and 
19th-century second baseman Bid MePhee. Kathie 
Lee Gifford announced her intention to leave the 
syndicated morning show “Live with Regis & 
Kathie Lee.”

Eight years ago (2004): Facing rebellion, 
Haitian President Jean-Bertrand Aristide resigned 
and left for exile in the Central African Republic. 
(Aristide returned to Haiti in March 2011.) “The 
Lord of the Rings The Return of the King” won 
a record-tying 11 Academy Awards, including 
best picture; Sean Penn took the best-actor prize 
for “Mystic River” and Charlize Theron won best 
actress for “Monster.”

Four years ago (2008); Democratic presiden­
tial hopeful Barack Obama accused rival Hillary 
Rodham Clinton o f trying to “play on peopla’s 
fears to scare up votes" with a TV ad sbo*ÉBg7$ 
sleeping children and asking who would be more 
qualified to answer a national security emergency 
call at 3 a.m.

If you watched the movie “The 

Exorcist,” you know that the 
Catholic Church believes there is 
an active evil in the world that at 
times must be confronted. Thus, 
the Church trains certain priests to 
perform rites that expel evil from 
troubled human beings. Exorcisms 
are rare, but they happen.

Enter Rick Santorum, a devout 
Catholic who sometimes uses his 
faith-based beliefs to define public 
policy. That is causing fear and 
loathing among the secular press, for 
whom all religious-based judgments 
are the very definition of evil.

Speaking at a Catholic univer­
sity in 2008, Santorum laid many of 
America’s social problems directly 
at the devil’s doorstep: “The father 
of lies has his sights on what you 
would think the father o f lies would 
have his sights on.

Jimmy Carter embraced Christianity, 
but not to the extent that Santorum 
does. Most o f the other presidents 
paid lip service to the deity, but 
rarely invoked Siatan as an'memy of. 
the nation. •***

As a fellow Catholic, Santorum's 
spiritual opinions don't bother me. 
But 1 do understand why some 
Americans find him over the top. 
We the people value individualism 
and the freedom to design our own 
lives. Nobody likes to be judged, 
and Jesus himself warned against 
doing that. As for Satan, he is best 
kept at bay, for sure, but blaming

MTV on him might be a bit sim­
plistic.

Santorum will likely be branded a 
male Church Lady (the “SNL” char­
acter played by Dana Carvey who 
often said, “Could it be Satan?”)

To Gingrich, cheap gasoUne is good
Newt Gingrich presented a stark contrast between 

Republicans and Democrats on gasoline prices Saturday 
at the California GOP convention in Burlingame. 
Gingrich promised that if elected, he would bring gaso­
line prices below $2.50 per gallon.

A day earlier, in a signature speech on energy. 
President Barack Obama told the University of Miami 
that there “are no silver bullets short term when it comes 
to gas prices.” Indeed, the problem of gasoline price 
spikes “won’t be solved in one year; it won’t be solved 
in one term; it may not be completely solved in one 
decade.” (Just what you wanted to hear. Even given two 
terms, Obama doesn’t expect to do much about high 
gasoline prices.)

Obama scoffed at Republicans’ “three-point plan for 
$2 gas” : “Step one is to drill. Step two is to drill. And 
then step three is to keep drilling.” That’s how savvy 
this [M-esident is; many Americans have paid more than 
$4 per gallon for gasoline this month, yet he mocked the 
common-sense notion that more product would lower 
prices.

To Obama, more domestic oil production is a “gim­
micky” fix.

Democrats have been arguing that gas price spikes 
happen — and they have a point. But so did Gingrich 
when he charged that high gasoline prices are part of a 
“deliberate strategy of the left to punish the American 
people and get them to drive the kind of cars they want 
you to.” Ginmch charged that Obama “believes in small 
< irs” and “h ^  prices” and “government control.”

Though the president gave lip service Friday to “an 
all-of-the-above energy strategy,” he always has been 
contemptuous of old-school fossil fuels. One minute, 
he argues that America can’t drill its way to lower 
gasoline prices. The next minute, he talks up the stimu­
lative effects of experimental energy technologies. If 
algae-based fuels can replace imported oil, Obama said

Friday, “that means greater energy 
security. That means lower costs. It 
means more jobs. It means a stron- 
eer economy.”

'Veil then, wouldn’t more domes- 
oil drilling do likewise? And 
likewise faster? What is mere, 

unlike the unproven technologies 
that Obama favors, oil is a known 
commodity.

President Obama campaigned for 
office on the promise o f “green

_______________  jobs.” In May 2010, he came to a
Fremont, Calif., sr lar-power plant, 

where he declared, “The true engine o f economic growth 
will always be companies like Solyndra.” Last year, 
after receiving $528 million in taxpayer fimds, Solyndra 
filed for bankruptcy.

The president’s $787 billion 2009 stimulus project 
included $500 million to train workers for those much- 
ballyhooed jobs o f the future. Last fall, the Department 
o f Labor’s inspector general released an audit that found 
that o f the participants trained by June 30, only 2 percent 
— 1,336 participants ~  had held jobs for six months or 
longer.

Last month, Obama denied the Keystone XL pipeline, 
which would have created an estimated 6,500 construc­
tion jobs. Last week, Obama was talking up algae.

As Gingrich said in a campaign video, “it’s almost 
as though anything which succeeds, anything which 
enables Americans to have a better life, wifti more 
income, with less expensive energy, is somehow bad.”

Texas Tech coach Tuberville 
accused of investment fraud

LUBBOC'K, Texas (AP) Texas Tech
coach Tommy Tuberville has been sued 
in federal court, accused of defrauding 
investors out o f more than $ 1.7 million in 
Alabama following his tenure at Auburn.

A federal lawsuit filed Friday in U.S. 
District Court in Montgomery. Ala., 
names Tuberville, John David Stroud and 
eight investment entities as defendants, 
claiming the two men "employed devices, 
schemes, and artifices to defraud" seven 
plaintiffs from Arkansas, Alabama and 
Tennessee.

The lawsuit said Tuberville and Stroud 
misappropriated assets, and falsified cli­
ent statements and fund performance 
reports as they "unjustly enriched them­
selves" at the expense of the investors.

Tuberville, who spent two seasons 
away from coaching after leaving Auburn 
in 2008, did not immediately return a 
message left with Texas Tech seeking 
comment.

A woman who answered the phone at 
Stroud's home in Auburn said he wasn't 
there and she didn't know how he could 
be reached. Plaintiffs' attorneys declined 
comment Tuesday.

Tuberville and Texas Tech agreed to a 
five-year, $11 million contract after last 
season that included a $500,000-a-year 
raise.

The lawsuit, which seeks unspecified 
compensatory and punitive damages, said 
Tuberville told Baron Lowe and Glen 
Williams in late September that all of

the investors' funds would be returned 
to them, and that Stroud indicated that 
they'd get their money back before Oct. 7, 
2011. Most of them have requested return 
o f their money in writing but haven't been 
repaid, the suit said.

The suit contends that Tuberville and 
Stroud "intentionally or recklessly made 
untrue statements of material facts and 
omitted to state material facts ... to induce 
plaintiffs to purchase interests in the 
hedge fund or funds operated and man­
aged by defendants."

Tuberville and Stroud cofounded TS 
Capital Management, according to the 
suit, which said Tuberville was "respon­
sible for the investment direction, capital 
raising, and the day-to-day oversight of 
business decisions o f TSCM."

Tuberville and Stroud, who were 
described as equal partners in the firm, 
didn't file federal or state income tax 
returns in a timely fashion and weren't 
registered to do business in Alabama, 
according to the suit.

The suit said that John and Priscilla 
Abrams of Wetumpka, Ala., invested 
more than $745,000 and that Baron and 
Melanie Lowe put more than $532,000 
into the funds, including the college 
accounts o f their two children worth 
some $61,000.

Debra Clark o f Lake Village, Ark., 
($284,345), Fredrick Williams ($120,005) 
and Kristy Williams ($18,921) o f Auburn 
are the other defendants.

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‘Texas 7’ member 
set to be executed

HUNTSVILLE (AP) — An inmate already saddled with 
17 life prison tenns told a jiay he deserved death for oqja- 
nizing the largest-ever jaiHxeak from a Texas prison and 
then killing a suburban Dallas police officer while a fiighive 
with SK odiers who escaped him.

Prosecutors insisted George Rivas actually was trying 
to manipulate jurors and use reverse psychology on them 
to avoid the death chamber. But if that was the prisoner’s 
plan, it didn’t work. Jurors decided he should die, and now 
the 41-year-old Rivas is set for lethal injection Wednesday 
evening in Huntsville.

Rivas was the first of his prison-break gang, which became 
known as the ‘Texas 7,” to be tried for the fatal shooting of 
Irving police officer Aubrey Hawkins on Christmas Eve of 
2000. All of the inmates received death sentences for the 
killing.

With his appeals exhausted, Rivas has seen his request 
for clemency rejected by the Texas Board of Pardons and 
Paroles. He’s acknowledged he’s ready to die for the killing.

“It’s bittersweet,” he told the Fort Worth Star-Telegram 
from death row. “Bitter because I hurt for my family ... 
Sweet because it’s almost over.” He declined an interview 
with The Associated Press.

Former Dallas County assistant district attorney Toby 
Shook told the AP that Hawkins’ wife is not expected to 
be at Rivas’ execution. Shook said she asked him to attend. 
Some of her husband’s former colleagues also will be wit­
nesses.

“She can’t go through that anymore,” said Shook, who 
prosecuted Rivas for capital murder. “She wants the cases 
obviously to move forward. She’s frustrated it’s taken a long 
time on appeal.”

On Dec. 13, 2000, Rivas’ gang overpowered workers at 
a prison in Kenedy, about 60 miles south of San Antonio. 
They stole the workers’ clothes, broke into the prison 
armory to get guns and drove away in a prison truck. They 
committed several robberies, including two in Houston, 
more than 200 miles to the east.

Then, 11 days later on Christmas Eve, they guiuied down 
the 29-year-old Hawkins another 200 miles to the north. The 
officer, who had been on the force just more than a year, 
interrupted their holdup of a sporting goods store. He was 
shot 11 times, with some of the gunfire being from Rivas, 
and was run over with a stolen SUV driven by Rivas.

The escaped inmates stole $70,000 in cash from store, 44 
firearms and ammunition, and winter clothing. They also 
took jewelry and wallets from store workers who were clos­
ing up for the evening.

The fugitives were caught a month later in Colorado, 
where one of them, Larry Harper, killed himself rather than 
surrender.

Rivas will be the second member of the gang to be exe­
cuted by the state. Michael Rodriguez, 45, volunteered for 
lethal injection and was executed in 2008.

“We all knew it would end up here eventually," Rivas’ 
trial lawyer, Wayne Huff, told the AP. “They killed a police 
officer and that kind of makes you a poster Ixiy for the death 
penalty."

Maps
Legislature's map would have led to only one new 
minority elected to Congress from Texas.

said one would be forthcoming. Trey Martinez Fischer, 
chairman of the Mexican American Legislative Caucus, 
said the lack of an opinion for now made it difficult for 
his group to consider its next move.

“Make no mistake we believe that any map, even an 
interim plan, must acknowledge 3.7 million new minority 
Texans," Martinez Fischer said.

The Republican Party of Texas celebrated the fact that 
there were maps and that a May 29 primary remained 
possible.

The Texas primaries originally loomed as the biggest 
prize of next week's Super Tuesday before the redistrict­
ing fallout forced the state to push the back the primary 
date. Texas has the most delegates of any state besides 
California, and the state wants the chance to play king­
maker in the Republican presidential primary before the 
race is settled.

“This is what we’ve been waiting on for about three 
months now," party spokesman Chris Elam said Tuesday. 
“We’ve been anxiously awaiting maps, and this is a great 
step forward in finally moving ahead with the primary.”

Analyzing the changes the court made to the state 
House map was harder to discern.

Your service for 12 and set of 
dinnerware would probably be 
worth $500 to $700.

great grandmother. It stands 14 inches 
tall, is cylinder shaped and decorated 
with haml-paintcd berries, blossoms 
and tendrils. There is gold trim on the 
top rim and handle. My mother told 
me my great grandmother always 
kept it in a china cabinet and only 
brought it out for special occasions.

I treasure my pitcher and plan to 
pass it along to my daughter. Any 
information you can provide on its 
history and value will be greatly 
appreciated.

A: Because of the height and 
shape of your pitcher, it is known

as a tankard. You have an exam­
ple o f American Belleek porce­
lain that was made by Willets 
Manufacturing Co. Three Willets 
brothers established their porce­
lain factory in Trenton, N.J., in 
1879. They developed a formula 
for porcelain to compete with Irish 
Belleek. Willets employed highly 
trained and skilled designers and 
decorators who created exception­
al porcelain. Due to several eco­
nomic factors, the company went 
into receivership in 1909.

Your tankard is a very desir­
able antique and was made around 
1890. Similar tankards often fetch 
from $1,000 to $1,400 in antiques 
shops.

Q; I have a cut glass vase that 
my mother had in our home for as 
long as 1 can remember. 1 am 87, 
so it has to be much older than that. 
It is 6 inches tall, has a sawtooth 
edge and is in flawless condition.

I could not find a manufacturer’s 
mark, so have no idea who made it.

Can you tell what it is worth?
A; Some o f the most beautiful 

pieces o f cut glass were made 
around the turn o f the last century 
Many factories did not mark their 
pieces, making it extremely dif­
ficult to identify the origin.

Your vase was made in the first 
quarter o f  the 20th century and 
would probably be worth $125 to

Dallas-Fort Worth area, but made significant changes in 
Houston that appeared to aid Democrats.

Based on past voting patterns, out of 150 districts. 
Republicans could expect to win 85, Democrats will 
likely win 50 and 15 are up grabs.

In the Dallas-Fort Worth area, the court fundamentally 
redrew the Legislature’s congressional map to create a 
majority Hispanic Congressional District 33, which runs 
through the center of the Metroplex. Republican Rep. Joe 
Barton’s District 6 creates a right-handed hook through 
the mid-cities that separate Dallas and Fort Worth.

The court did make significant changes to Republican 
Rep. Quico Canseco’s Congressional District 23, which 
stretches from El Paso to the western suburbs of San 
Antonio. The changes reflected those requested by 
Hispanic groups, but it was unclear if they were enough 
to hurt Canseco’s election chances.

In the Austin area, the court kept the Legislature’s map 
of dividing heavily-Democratic Travis County into five 
districts from the existing three, virtually guarantee­
ing that an Austin Democrat could not win re-election. 
The only potentially Democratic district, Congressional 
District 35, has the majority of residents living in the San 
Antonio area.

The court-drawn map made no change to the congres­
sional districts in the Corpus Christi area, where Hispanic 
groups complained their votes were being diluted.

Under the Legislature’s map, Hispanics were expected 
to be able to elect a candidate o f their choice in one out

of the four new districts. In the court-drawn map, they 
appeared to pick up at least two.

Time is running out for Texas to hold primaries, and the 
maps are intended to get Texas through the 2012 election 
cycle. The fight over redistricting has already seen the 
Texas primaries delayed from March 6 to April 3 and now 
May 29. The last day Texans could vote is June 26.

The latest maps come after months of legal wrangling 
in three federal courtrooms, including the U.S. Supreme 
Court. The court threw out the last set of maps the San 
Antonio judges drew saying they did not adhere closely 
enough to the maps originally drawn by the Legislature.

The ruling does rtot resolve the two court cases still 
pending, but is only an interim measure. The San Antonio 
court must still make a decision on whether the origi­
nal maps drawn by Republicans last year discriminates 
against minorities and needs to be changed. That decision 
is dependent on separate lawsuit in the Washington, D.C., 
federal court on whether the original maps are legal under 
the Voting Rights Act o f 1%5.

The Washington court said it would probably issue a 
ruling sometime in March.

After CMS sus­
pended Medicare provider accounts 
belonging to Roy and Medistat last 
July, Medistat’s employees alleg­
edly started billing Medicare under 
a different provider number under 
Roy’s siq>ervision, authorities said.

Until recently, HHS could not 
effectively track daU to identify 
the kind of fraud now linked to 
Roy, who was billing beneficiaries

“off the charts” for more than five 
years, officials said. The depart­
ment’s inspector general, Dan 
Levinaon, told reporters the depart­
ment’s technology *1ias not come 
online as quickly as we’d like to 
see.”

The department is now beefing 
up its drda oialysis and tracking 
other cases, Levinson said. It has 
also established task forces in sev­
eral U.S. cities to track Medicare 
fraud, officials said.

”Wc’re now able to use those 
data analytic tools in ways — in 
2012 and 2011 — that no, we really 
could not have done in years past,” 
Levinson said.

Inman said Monday that 
the leaked list of clients 
would almost “certainly 
be damaging” to Stratfor’s 
business for now.

Wired magazine quoted 
an unnamed member of 
Anonymous as saying that 
the stolen data had been 
transferred to WikiLeaks, 
which allegedly acknowl­
edged receiving the trans­
fer using a coded message 
on Twitter. Anonymous 
appeared to confirm that 
account, pointing to the 
cryptic message “rats 
for donavon,” which 
WikiLeaks posted Dec. 30.

Several media groups, 
including Rolling Stone 
magazine and German 
broadcaster NDR, said 
they have been offered 
advance access to the 
emails and will publish 
stories based on the docu­
ments if appropriate.

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GOP’s Romney, Santorum collide in Michigan primary
WASHINGTON (AP) ~  RepubUcan rivaU Mht 

Romney sod Rick SanUmim collided Tuesday in a 
rancorous Midiigan presidential primary that tested 
the clout o f the GOP establishment against conser­
vative and tea party rebels as well as the candidates 
themselves.

Arizona Republicans voted in the second primary of 
the night, and Romney was ftvored by far in that race 
that drew less attention.

Two other candidates in the race for the GOP nomi­
nation, Newt Gingrich and Ron Paul, made little effort 
in either Michigan or Arizona, pointing instead to next 
week’s 10-state collection o f Super Tuesday primaries 
and caucuses.

As Romney’s home state, Michigan held outsized 
importance in the campaign to pick a Republican pres­
idential candidate, a place where he won the primary 
in 2008 and could ill afford to lose this year.

Not even the opening o f polls around the state 
brought an end to the squabbling. Romney accused 
Santorum of trying to hijack a victory by courting 
Democratic votes through automated telephone calls 
and suggested his rival was appealing to Michigan 
conservatives by making the kind of “incendiary” 
statements he would not.

“ I’m not willing to light my hair on fire to try and 
get support,” Romney said. “1 am what 1 am.”

Santorum brushed aside the allegations of hijacking, 
saying Romney had appealed for support from inde­
pendents in earlier states.

“We’re going to get voters that we need to be able 
to win this election. And we’re going to do that here 
in Michigan today,” Santorum said, referring to blue 
collar voters with a history of swinging between the 
parties.

If nothing else, the unexpected clash on Romney’s 
home field dramatized that two months into the cam­
paign season — after nearly a dozen primaries and 
caucuses — the GOP race to pick an opponent for 
President Barack Obama was as unsettled as the day 
it began.

The lengthening GOP nomination struggle has coin­
cided with a rise in Obama’s prospects for a new term. 
A survey released during the day showed consumer 
confidence at the highest level in a year, and other 
polls show an increase in voters saying they believe 
the country is on the right track.

Unopposed for renomination, Obama timed a cam­
paign-style appearance before United Auto Workers 
Union members in Washington for the same day as 
the Michigan primary. Attacking Republicans, he 
said assertions that union members profited from a 
taxpayer-paid rescue of the auto industry in 2008 are 
a “load o f you know what.”

All of the Republicans running for the White House 
opposed the bailout, but even in the party 's Michigan 
primary a survey of voters leaving polling places 
showed about four in ten supported it.

A plurality of Republican voters in both Michigan 
and Arizona said the most important factor to them 
was that a candidate be able to beat Obama in 
November.

.About one in four Michigan primary voters said they 
most wanted a candidate with the right experience, 
and the same percentage cited a strong moral charac­
ter as most important. Santorum was preferred among 
both groups.

The polls surveyed both Election Day and absentee 
or early voters. Interviews were conducted at 30 poll­
ing places in each state. Early results from Arizona’s 
poll included interviews with 1,617 voters, including 
601 absentee or early voters interviewed by phone. 
In Michigan it was 1,631 interviews including 412 
ab.sentee or early voters interviewed by telephone. The 
margin of sampling error for both polls was plus or 
minus 4 percentage points.

Michigan loomed as a key test for Romney as

The first 
of the industrial 
b a t t l e g r o u n d  
states to vote in 
the nominating 
campaign, it is 
also the place 

where the former Massachusetts governor was bom 
and where he won a primary when he first ran for the 
party nomination four years ago.

But Santorum, a former Pennsylvania senator, rolled 
into the state on the strength o f surprising victories on 
Feb. 7 in caucuses in Minnesota and Colorado plus a 
non-binding primary in Missouri. He quickly sought 
to stitch together the same coalition o f conservatives 
and tea party activists that carried him to a narrow 
victory in the Iowa caucuses that opened the campaign 
nearly two months ago.

The Michigan primary was open to Republicans 
or any voter who declared they were Republican for 
the purpose of voting, and there was precedent for an 
influx of outsiders influencing the outcome.

A dozen years ago, John McCain defeated the heav­
ily favored George W. Bush, relying on the support 
of Michigan independents and Democrats. Exit polls 
then showed that Bush won 66 percent o f Republican 
votes, while McCain won 82 percent o f  self-described 
Democrats and 67 percent of independents. Together, 
the non-Republican voters accounted for more than 
half the electorate.

In a measure this year o f the state’s importance to 
the battle for the nomination, the two leading can­
didates and the super PACs that support them spent 
about $6 million on television advertisements, and 
Romney and Santorum spent much o f the past 10 days 
crisscrossing the state in search of support.

Arizona was Romney’s to lose, judging by the 
behavior o f his rivals, who spent little time campaign­
ing in the state and no money advertising on its televi­
sion airwaves.

In all. there were 59 delegates at stake in the two 
states.

Arizona awarded all 29 of its delegates to the winner 
of the statewide vote.

In Michigan, by contrast, 30 delegates were appor­
tioned according to the popular vote. Two were set 
aside for the winner of each of the state’s 14 congres­
sional districts. The remaining two delegates were 
likely to be divided between the top finishers in the 
statewide vote.

Romney entered the night the delegate leader in The 
Associated Press count.

He had 123, compared to 72 for Santorum, 32 for 
Gingrich and 19 for Paul. It takes 1,144 to win the 
nomination at the Republican National Convention in 
Tampa next summer.

There are 40 delegates at stake in Washington cau­
cuses on Saturday, followed by 419 on Super Tuesday.

Santorum campaigned heavily for the support 
of tea party activists and other non-establishment 
Republicans, appearing in churches at times and often 
dwelling on social issues, as is his custom. In a string 
o f attention-gathering remarks in the race’s final days, 
he said Obama was a snob who wanted everyone to 
attend college, said he nearly threw up over a speech 
that candidate John F. Kennedy gave in 1960 about the 
separation o f church and state, and said Romney was 
uniquely unqualified to defeat Obama because the two 
men shared so much in common on issues like health 
care.

The former Massachusetts governor made a play for 
tea party support, too, at a pair of appearances, but

for the moet part campaigned on hit pledge to lue hit 
background at a tuccetaftil butineaaman to help o v ­
ate Jobe and fix the economy.

The primaries in Michigan and Arizona were the 
first contests since Romney squeaked out a victory 
over Paul in the Maine caucuses on Feb. 11, a lull of 
two and a half weeks.

Except for a debate in Arizona last Wednesday and 
a brief burst o f  campaigning in the hours before and 
after, Romney and Santorum have focused their time 
and campaign money on Michigan.

Polls showed Santorum racing to a large advantage 
after his victories on Feb. 7, biifore the weight of 
attack ads by a Romney-aligned super PAC and the 
candidate himself began to narrow and finally erase 
the gap in many surveys.

In the end, the combination o f Romney and the 
outside group accounted for about $3.8 million in TV 
ads, compared to about $2.2 million for Santonim and 
a super PAC supporting him.

While that gave Romney an advantage, it wasn’t 
nearly as lopsided as in some o f the earlier states.

(animals) adopted is half 
the process, but it’s a 
resource for the commu­

nity to come back (to) and 
call their own.”

equipment and security in 
the building.
