B Geriatric psychiatric unit looks to
reach more people around Pampa area

Pampa Regional Medical Center’s
geriatric psychiatric unit, the Golden
Phoenix, now offers outpatient mental

health services.

“We felt like we wanted to reach more
people in this area, because a lot of people
are hesitant in coming into an inpatient
setting,” said Lisa Needham, commu-
nity education coordinator of the Golden

Phoenix and behavioral health outpatient
program services. “They would feel more
comfortable with an outpatient setting.”
Some patients might want mental health
rvices, but not necessarily qualify for
npatient services
‘They might not be to that point yet
where they need inpatient, but they still
need and want a little bit of help,” said
Jeannine Day, Director of the Golden
Phoenix and the outpatient program.
Outpatient services can also be key to

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Texas grew drier in past week

LUBBOCK (AP) — Parts of Texas have drier
uallckofsubstantialrlimmdwindycongt‘i’;:have
led to less moisture in the soil.

_ T_hc U.S. Drought Monitor map released Thursday
indicates more of West Texas slipped back into the
worst drought stage the past weék.

Statewide, 20.6 percent was in exceptional drought,
up from 14.7 percent last week. But rain was forecast
for much of the state in the coming days.

The only area in exceptional drought east of Interstate
35 is in South Texas along the Gulf Coast.

No drought exists in about 6 percent of Texas.

Recent rains helped ease the Dallas-Fort Worth area
and other parts of Texas out of the drought.

Last year was the state’s driest on record.

Perry wants to fund program

AUSTIN (AP) Gov. Rick Perry has told Texas
health officials to find a way to pay for a women’s health
care program if the federal government pulls Medicaid
funding amid a fight over Planned Parenthood.

l'he governor sent a letter Thursday telling the head of
the Texas Health and Human Services Commission to
work with legislative leaders to identify money to keep
the program going

Perry’s office made a copy of that letter available
to The Associated Press before it was released to the
public

I'he program was expected to close when the state

starts enforcing a law keeping money from clinics
affiliated with abortion providers.

'he Obama administration has said it will halt fund-
ing for the program then because federal law requires
women to be able to choose any qualified clinic.

Jurybacks U.S. claim to accounts

HOUSTON (AP) A jury has ruled that U.S.
authorities can try to seize $330 million from foreign
bank accounts controlled by convicted Texas fraudster
R. Allen Stanford

I'he Houston federal court jury determined Thursday
that there was sufficient evidence that the frozen funds
were among the $7 billion investors lost in a Ponzi
scheme Stanford operated over 20 years. The same jury
convicted Stanford this week on 13 of 14 fraud-related
counts

lhursday’s decision doesn’t mean U.S. authorities
will get the money. Others are also vying for control of
much of it

Stanford could be sentenced to spend the rest of his
life in prison. U.S. District Judge David Hittner set a
June 14 sentencing date

Prison gang leader sentenced

CORPUS CHRISTI (AP) A Texas prison gang
leader has been sentenced to 30 years in prison for
involvement in violent crimes investigated as part of a
federal racketeering case.

A federal judge sentenced 35-year-old Karlos Bouchot
in Corpus Christi Thursday for crimes he helped to
orchestrate using an illegal cellphone while already in
state prison

Bouchot had pleaded guilty in April to a murder
conspiracy and conspiracy to distribute methamphet-
amines. He and 13 other Raza Unida gang members
and associates were charged in the racketeering inves-
tigation. A gang associate, 24-year-old Jose Manuel
Ledezma of Brownsville, was sentenced to 27 years in
prison for brokering a deal to sell methamphetamine.

A U.S. attorney’s office statement says Bouchot con-
spired to kill another gang member for stealing Raza
Unida drug money

care law and set up a state health insurance exchange.

Supreme Court rules on the constitutionality of the new
law

has developed in decades
of battling drug-smuggling
organizations along the
border.

['hree undercover agents
from the Serious Organised
Crime Agency of the
United Kingdom are meet-
ing with U.S. agents in El
Paso, along the U.S. bor-
der with Mexico, to discuss
drug trafficking organiza-
tions.

“The most important les-

son that we have shared
with SOCA, is that if they
are not prepared to deal
with the Mexican cartels,
they will spread like a can-
cer and will entrench them-
selves in the economy and
community in an attempt
to ‘legitimize’ their illicit
profits. They must also
be aware of the violence
that will undoubtedly fol-
low,” Oscar Hagelsieb with
the U.S. Immigration and
Customs Enforcement’s
Homeland Security
Investigations office in El
Paso said Thursday.

Can the president muzzle the Dogs of War?

When President Obama dispar-
aged “loose talk about war” against
the theocratic regime in Tehran, he
wasn’t minimizing the consequences
of atomic weapons in the hands of
the mullahs.

Wind is caused by air flowing
from an area of high pressure to an
area of low pressure, he explains

“Add to that the rotation of the
Earth,” he adds. “The Earth’s rota-
tion also affects air flow. And dur-
ing daylight hours, the heat from
the ground causes a convective
reaction to occur, meaning heat is
moving away from the Earth’s sur-
face and sunlight causes an excess

central Mississippi, said
she’s voting for Santorum
because she believes he’s
the most pro-Israel candi-
date.

“In God’s word, he tells
us about the blessings of
those people who support
Israel,” Dockery said at a
Santorum rally Wednesday
night at the Mississippi
Agriculture Museum in
Jackson.

Santorum didn’t mention
Gingrich during his appear-
ance at the rally before
about 400 people, but he
drew parallels between
Romney and Obama on the
government’s role in health
care. A boy at the rally
hollered, “Obamneycare,”
momentarily drawing
attention.

“If we win in Mississippi,
this will be a two-person
race,” Santorum told the
audience, which included
several families with young
children and some people
wearing tea party shirts.

Roughly 200 people
turned out Thursday mom-
ing to hear Gingrich at a
Jackson hotel. He spoke at
length about oil production
but got the most applause
when he said Obama has
an arrogant belief in big
government.

“Obamaism is a repudia-
tion of the Declaration of
Independence,” Gingrich
declared.

Still, Romney is sup-
ported by top Republicans
in many Southern states,
including in Alabama, and
he’ll speak in Birmingham
on Friday. He’s been
endorsed by former
Alabama Gov. Bob Riley,
though Riley concedes
Romney is an underdog in
the state.

“Mitt Romney is the only
candidate with the leader-
ship and business experi-
ence to take our country
through this difficult eco-
nomic situation and bring
us out stronger,” Riley said.
“If there was ever time to
have a job creator in the
White House, it is now.”

In Louisiana, which holds
its primary in two weeks,
state Republican Executive
Director Jason Dore said
support for GOP candi-
dates seems to be fluctuat-
ing to match the national
battle over the nomination.
He said Romney support-
ers are particularly active
in the New Orleans area,
while Ron Paul is getting
much of the attention on
college campuses

“Gingrich and Santorum

Mississippi’s Republican
National Committee mem-
bers, Henry Barbour and
Jeanne Luckey, are sup-
porting Romney.

“Folks in Mississippi
are just like Republicans
in other places. They care
about jobs and the econ-
omy and who can beat
Obama. That’'s why I'm
supporting Romney,” said
Barbour, a prominent state
lobbyist whose uncle, for-
mer Gov. Haley Barbour,
is withholding an endorse-
ment until Republicans
choose a nominee.

Louisiana Gov. Bobby
Jindal endorsed his friend
Perry. When Perry dropped
out of the race, Jindal said
he’d wait and endorse the
eventual nominee.

Waiting to hear Gingrich
speak Thursday in Jackson,
Shane Brown, a 43-year-
old nondenominational
Christian minister, said
he and his wife are not
Romney fans but they’re
resigned that he will prob-
ably win the nomination.

“He just does not seem
like a real person,” Brown
said. “We’re going to end
up getting a candidate that
the base doesn’t really
love. You may go vote for
him, but you're not going
to tell 10 people to go vote
for him.”

He said that enthusi-
asm gap will hurt the
Republicans. “I think that’s
something the party estab-
lishment doesn’t quite
understand.”

Cal Jillson, a Southern
Methodist University polit-
ical science professor, said
Romney can claim success
if he wins one-third of the
primary vote in Mississippi
and Alabama.

“Gingrich is there as a
son of the South,” Jillson
said. “And Santorum is
there as a Yankee-but as
a Yankee social conserva-
tive.”

Wilke, 71, worked
31 years as an industrial
equipment salesman and
lives in a rural area out-
side Jackson. Wearing a
shirt emblazoned with a
large American flag and a
baseball cap with “USA”
in red, white and blue, he
attended the Santorum rally
Wednesday night in at the
state agriculture museum.

He said he’s about 95 per-
cent in support of Santorum
and 100 percent in sup-
port of Gingrich. Wilke
said he likes Santorum’s
social conservatism, and he
believes Gingrich would
wipe the floor with Obama
in a debate

“I've got to tell you
the truth: I don’t trust the
man,” Wilke said. “He’s
too wishy-washy.”

And Wilke said the
Republican primary has
been too negative: “I don’t
want (Santorum) bashing
the Mormon and I don’t
want the Mormon bashing
Newt.”

Bettye Fine Collins
of Birmingham, Ala,
a Republican National
Committee member, said
she’s supporting Santorum
in the primary because
“he has never flip-flopped
on conservative val-
ues.” But she said she’ll
back Romney if he wins
the nomination. She said
Santorum’s background, as
the son of the coal miner,
will appeal more to the
common man and woman
than Romney’s. She said
Obama won in 2008 by tar-
geting the common voter.

“We didn’t target the
people who are out there
struggling to make a liv-
ing,” Collins said.

In Montgomery, Ala.,
Candy Sumrall, a 56-year-
old transportation worker
and declared “strong Newt
supporter,” said she thinks
many people will vote for
Romney because the media
have proclaimed him the
front-runner. She believes
Gingrich is the -only person
with a real chance to defeat
Obama

“All the things Romney
flip-flopped on, you don’t
change the way you think
and what you believe
because you think that’s
what people want to
hear,” Sumrall said. “Mitt
Romney is Obama lite.”

Jillson said the South will
remain solidly Republican
in November.

“If Romney is the nomi-
nee, he will certainly win
as much of the South as
McCain did last time,”
Jillson said. “The fight will
be in the periphery. It will
be Virginia and Florida.
The rest of the South is
pretty secure.”

In their three pre-
vious games, the
Pampa Harvesters’
bats haven’t had
much pop, as they
racked up a com-
bined total of eight
hits. Thursday in

Teams start bidding for newly released quarterback Manning

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) Sent pack-
ing by his only NFL team, one he trans-
formed from afterthought to Super Bowl
champion, Peyton Manning said goodbye
t9 the Indianapolis Colts with a shaky
voice and tear-filled eyes, then got ready
to find a new place to play quarterback.

At a podium alongside owner Jim Irsay,
who cut the injured star Wednesday
rather than pay a whopping $28 million
bonus due this week, Manning was by
turns wistful, nostalgic — he got choked
up while praising the Colts' equipment
managers — and forward-looking.

The only four-time MVP in NFL his-
tory now figures to become as coveted
a-free agent as the league has ever seen,
assuming he can assuage any lingering
concerns about the series of neck opera-
tions that forced him to miss all of 2011.
Arizona, Miami, Seattle, Tennessee,
Washington and the New York Jets all
have been rumored as possible destina-
tions; Manning's former offensive coor-
dinator in Indianapolis, Tom Moore,
worked for the Jets as a consultant last
season.

"Nobody loves their job more than I do.
Nobody loves playing quarterback more
than I do. I still want to play. But there is
no other team | wanted to play for," said
Manning, who turns 36 this month.

Still, he acknowledged: "We all know
that nothing lasts forever. Times change,
circumstances change, and that's the real-
ity of playing in the NFL."

Another reality: Manning should com-
mand plenty of offers on the open market.
I's not very often that teams get a crack
at a QB who's thrown for more than
50,000 yards and nearly 400 touchdowns,
been picked for 11 Pro Bowls, and been a
Super Bowl MVP. Manning's importance
to the Colts' success was never more
apparent than last season, when their
record plummeted to 2-14 without him.

"I have no idea who wants me, what
téam wants me, how this process works,"
Manning told a group of reporters in
South Florida, where he has a home and
flew after the news conference. "I don't
know if it's like college recruiting where
you go take visits. | mean, this is all so
new to me."

.Reports of other clubs' interest began
emerging a while back, and they'll only
intensify now. Because he was released
ahd went on the waiver wire Wednesday,
Manning is allowed to negotiate and sign
with any club immediately; he does not
need to wait until the free-agent period

that begins next Tuesday, and said his
agent already was taking calls.

"I literally have not had one conversa-
tion with anyone about these teams. It's
been so hard for me trying to figure out
some closure with my situation with the
Colts," Manning said. "I haven't thought
about teams, and I don't know who is
interested. I really don't."

Reaction poured into Twitter feeds
from all around the sports world not
merely from NFL players publicly lob-
bying for their teams to sign Manning.
Dwyane Wade of the NBA's Miami Heat
urged Manning to head to that city's
Dolphins, while tennis' Andy Roddick,
the 2003 U.S. Open champion, observed:
"The colts cutting Peyton feels like the
north pole kicking out Santa."

That's about right. The stark first sen-
tence of the official team statement read:
"The Indianapolis Colts today released
quarterback Peyton Manning."

Even if the news first leaked out
Tuesday — and had been anticipated for
weeks, if not months it was odd to
see those words written about a player so
synonymous with the horseshoe helmet
that Irsay said Manning's No. 18 will
never again be worn by a Colts player.

Fans of various teams can start imag-
ining what Manning might look like in
their colors. Picture Joe Montana heading
from the 49ers to the Chiefs or Emmitt
Smith switching from the Cowboys to
the Cardinals.

"For those of us who are so used to him
being there day in and day out, it would
be a little like (Yankees captain) Derek
Jeter changing teams. He really is that
iconic guy that represents the franchise.
It's a hackneyed phrase, but he truly is the
face of the franchise, and has been," said
former Colts vice chairman Bill Polian,
who drafted Manning out of Tennessee
with the No. 1 overall pick in the 1998
draft and was fired this January. "It will
be a little strange not having him there."

That is why Wednesday provided
such an awkward and unusual scene for
Manning and Irsay. Their NFL lives
have been so closely intertwined, yet
they stood inches apart in jackets and ties
while discussing their separation.

Rarely do star athletes who are not
retiring show up at a news conference to
let the world know they've been dumped.
And while Manning and Irsay — indeed,
all of the NFL. — was aware this profit-
able partnership was due to end now, the
emotions showed by both seemed raw

and real.

"This has not been easy for Jim,"
Manning said, "and this has certainly not
been easy for me."

Each paused frequently to try to com-
pose himself while speaking during their
appearance in a room at the Colts' com-
plex normally reserved for celebratory

news conferences, such as the hiring of

a new coach or general manager — two
other significant steps Irsay took recently
as he essentially starts from scratch. The
room is lined with banners honoring
some of the team's greatest stars, includ-
ing, of course, Manning himself, flanked
by Pro Football Hall of Famers Eric
Dickerson and John Mackey.

Indianapolis needed to cut Manning
this week to avoid paying him a bonus
from the $90 million, five-year contract
he signed in July, although both owner
and player insisted the decision was not
really about money. The Colts are widely
expected to begin moving on by taking
Stanford quarterback Andrew Luck with
the No. 1 overall pick in April's draft.

Irsay repeatedly used the word "rebuild-
ing" and acknowledged: "We're definite-
ly a few years away."

Manning, Irsay said, "is on the mend to
try to resume his career."

Manning hopes to be playing in the
NFL at the start of next season.

Still, he said Wednesday: "I'll always
be a Colt. I always will be. That'll never
change."

When the news conference ended,
Manning reached over to shake hands
with Irsay, who instead tried to offer
a hug, and they wound up settling for
pats on the shoulder before walking off
together and leaving the room.

Clearly, this was not an easy adieu for
Manning.

Mentioning Colts employees he'll no
longer be around, Manning paused to col-
lect himself while noting: "We've got the
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greatest equipment guys in the world."

"I think about those type of relation-
ships not necessarily always on the
field, and the touchdown throw to win
the game. It's the behind the scenes.
The laughs. The stories. The times spent
together. Those are the memories. Those
aren't going away," he said. "Those will
be with me for the rest of my life."

Manning will forever be thought of
around these parts as the QB who led the
Colts to an NFL championship, barking
out signals while waving his arms at the
line of scrimmage to change a play after
reading the defense — something he did
as well as anyone.

He'll be remembered, too, for turning
a basketball-loving city into a football
hotbed that hosted the Super Bowl a
month ago

During that Super Bowl week, the hot-
test topic of conversation was Peyton
Manning, not his younger brother Eli,
who wound up leading the New York
Giants to the title.

"There will be no other Peyton
Manning," Irsay said, adding that he
hoped Wednesday's joint appearance
would serve to "honor incredible memo-
ries and incredible things that he's done
for the franchise, for the city, for the
state."

Manning started every meaning-
ful game for 13 seasons 227 in a
row, including the playoffs and took

Indianapolis from perennial also-ran to
one of the NFL's model franchises and
the 2007 Super Bowl title.

In the two decades before he arrived
in town, the Colts won 116 games, one
division title and made the playoffs three
times. With Manning taking snaps, the
Colts won 150 games, eight division
titles, two AFC championships and the
franchise's first league championship
since moving from Baltimore in 1984,
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because a lot of work, a lot of phone calls,
a lot of emails go into contacting those
candidates to make them want to come to
Gray County. ... Every candidate I talked
to was overwhelmed, going ‘Wow, what
a wonderful event.” That will make them
want to come back here.”

In addition to virtually every candidate
for Gray County offices, all four candi-
dates for the District 88 Texas House
of Representatives post (Pampa’s Mac
Smith, as well as out-of-towners Jim
Landtroop of Plainview, Gary Walker
of Plains and Ken King of Canadian)
were in attendance, as were U.S. House
candidate Pam Barlow of Bowie and
Texas State Board of Education hope-
ful Marty Rowley of Amarillo. Current
13th district U.S. Representative Mac
T'hornberry sent a representative to the
forum, and Annette Carlisle, who is run-
ning against Rowley for the state educa-
tion board, was represented by Barry
Haenisch, superintendent of the Pampa
Independent School District.

Whitehead said that several non-local
candidates expressed positive impres-
sions about the area after seeing the high
turnout

“l did get to speak to Mr. Landtroop
after the event and Mr. Walker,”
Whitehead said. “I think even their eyes
were opened a little bit about how great
Gray County is. They were a little sur-
prised, and they thanked me over and
over and wanted me to relay that mes-
sage to everyone involved. They said
they had no idea there would be this
kind of turnout.”

Forum guests, on the other hand, also

expressed their satisfaction with the
forum, according to Whitehead
“I know for a fact that they got

something meaningful out of it,” said
Whitehead. "I talked to several individ-
uals and some conversations came back
to me where people were asked, ‘Did

you get your answered?’ or

Needham said the clinic
accepts medicare, and that
most insurance covers thé
cost of outpatient services.

“Of course, each patient
is responsible for their
co-pays and their yearly
deductibles, but if they’re
in a position where the co-
pays are too much, Area
Agency on Aging has
other services that they
might be able to qualify
for to help cover those co-
pays, so that helps,” she
said.

gathering intelligence on
them. “We are able to
intercept them at points
of entry before they cross
back and forth.”

Shelby Huff, financial aid assistant at
Clarendon College Pampa Center, helps
students in obtaining financial aid.

“Everybody when they start the pro-
cess, they fill out an application for
financial aid, and what that does is it
applies them for federal and state grants,”
she said. “So, we’re always pushing the
grants, because that’s the free money. |
think of my job primarily to see what the
students qualify for as far as free money,
get them the money they’re eligible for
from federal and state grants, and there
are student loans available, but we try to
emphasize the grants.”

Students begin by filling out the
FAFSA, or Free Application for Federal
Student Aid, which determines a stu-
dent’s eligibility for federal grants based
on income and household size

“The main federal grant is the Pell
grant,” said Huff. “That’s the big one
And then there are smaller state grants,
and it just depends on how the student
graduated from high school and our bud-
gets for the smaller state grants. | first
see if the student qualified for the Pell
grant, and then go to the state grants from
there.”

Students can receive up to $5,500 for
the academic year through the Pell Grant
if they are full time students

“If people don’t qualify for Pell, we
offer student loans as well, and
are guaranteed by the government, so
there is a way to go to college if you
really want to,” said Raymond Jaramillo,
Vice President of Off Campus Affairs
and Dean of Workforce Development at
Clarendon College

T'he school offers internal scholarships
as well for those who don’t qualify for
other forms of financial aid

“The scholarship deadline is March 15,
but we do accept applications after the
fact, because we may not have enough
applications by the due date, and some
people may not accept their awards, may
go to a different college, and that money

those

goes back into the pool, so we're always
accepting applications for scholarships,”
said Huff.

She recommends checking out www,
collegeforalltexans.com for - addition-
al opportunities and information about
financial aid

“It’s got lots of good information for
outside scholarships,” she said.

Lately, Huff has been speaking with
Pampa High School students about oppor-
tunities out there for financial aid

“We give a presentation where we
explain the whole process, and we’ve
gotten good feedback,” she said. “The
parents and students are letting us know
that it’s more help than they’ve ever
received.”

In the future, the Pampa campus also
plans to host Bull Dog Days, which will
give students the chance to go through
the processes of applications, admissions,
financial aid and registration in one go.

“It’s very beneficial to the student,
because they can sit down with us all in
one day,” said Huff

“No one wants to come in the day
of registration and stand in long lines,
so that’s what we're
address those needs ahead of time,” said
Jaramillo

Clarendon College offers programs for
LVN, EMS, cosmetology, welding, wind
energy, office technology and medical
transcriptionist and HVAC. The college
will host an event in May that is geared
towards its workforce programs.

“We have a big event here that all the
local schools are invited to,” said Christy
Brooks, Coordinator of Workforce
Development.
