Arlo Guthrie, son of folk leg­
end Woody Guthrie, will perform- 
at Pampa’s M.K. Brown Civic 
Center on Sunday at 7 p.m.

Guthrie was in the fifth grade 
when one day at school, he heard 
the other kids singing his father’s 
song. “This Land is Your Land.”

“1 was the only one who didn’t 
know the words, because no one 
had told me that my father's 
stuff was famous outside of our 
house,” said Guthrie. “So, 1 ran 
home and 1 told my father what 
happened, and he taught me 
the chords on the guitar, and he 
taught me the verses they were 
singing, and when 1 was done 
with that, he taught me some 
verses that weren’t in the school­
book version.”

Years later, after his father’s 
death, Guthrie recorded a new 
version of the song, singing 
alongside Woody Guthrie.

“He was singing the verses that

everybody knows, and 1 inter­
jected the ones that he taught me. 
and that was kind of fun to do." 
he said. “We could do it techiuv 
logically. It wasn’t something we 
were able to do physically, stirl 
of like Natalie Cole singing with 
Nat King Cole.”

Guthrie continues to sing “ fhis 
Land is Your Land" in ci>ncert. 
but the song is just one glimpse 
of the career of the mu-sician. 
who grew up in Coney Island 
around a cast of characters that 
included Leadbclly, Pete Seeger. 
Lee Hays of the Weavers and 
Cisco Houston. By the mid 60s, 
he settled into the Cireenwich 
Village folk scene in New Voik 
as a regular at folk venues like 
the Gaslight. fXiring this time, he 
played with Doc Watson and Hill 
Monroe, and got to know beat 
poets like Allen Ginsburg. who 
was also active on the scene at 
the time.

AUSTIN (AP) —  Apple Inc. will build a new fiKilHy 

in Austin that is expected to create more duui 3,600 jobs.
Gov. Rick Perry announced the flunlity Friday. He says 

Apple’s new campus will more than d t ^ l e  the numbCT 
o f workers Apple has in Texas during the next decade.

Apple will get $21 million through the Texas Enterprise 
Fund, created by die Legislature in 2003 to lure business­
es and job growdi. Perry says a local incentive agreement 
with Austin and Travis Coipty is still pending.

The new campus will provide customer support, sales 
and accounting fimetions for Apple.

Sprouts to  acquire Sunflower
PHOENIX (AP) —  Sprouts Farmers Market is acquir­

ing Sunflower Fanners Market, bringing together two 
independent natural food store chains, the companies 
said Friday.

The financial terms o f the deal were not disclosed.
Sprouts is owned primarily by affiliates o f Apollo 

Global Management LLC and operated by the Boney 
family, which founded the grocer in 1943 in San Diego. 
It runs 104 stores under the Sprouts and Henry’s banners. 
Sunflower is owned by the cofounders, its management 
and KMCP Advisors.

The combined company will be majority-owned and 
controlled by Apollo.

After the completion o f the deal, the combined com­
pany will operate 139 stores under the Sprouts Farmers 
M a^e t name and have about 10,000 employees. It is 
expected to generate revenue o f nearly $2 billion in 2012.

Sprouts said the addition o f Sunflower’s 35 stores 
will give it a presence in eight states —  California, 
Arizona, Colorado, Texas, Nevada, Utah, New Mexico 
and Oklahoma. The Sunflower stores will be renamed as 
Sprouts by the end o f the year.

The deal is expected to close in the second quarter.

Ex-cartel boss’ nepbew in court
BROWNSVILLE (AP) —  The nephew of the former 

boss o f Mexico’s Gulf cartel is scheduled to return to 
court Monday on drug and immigration charges.

Court records show U.S. District Judge Andrew Hanen 
scheduled Rafael Cardenas Vela’s re-arraigmnent in 
Brownsville Friday.

He was arrested in October following a traffic stop in 
Port Isabel and charged with conspiracy to possess and 
distribute drugs, money laundering and using a fraudu­
lent passport. Details were imavailable, but defendants 
ty p ii^ ly  plead guilty to some charges at re-arraignment. 
His attorney did not immediately return a call from The 
Associated Press.

Two men arrested with Cardenas Vela were sentenced 
last month to time served for giving false statements to 
federal agents.

Cardenas Vela is the nephew o f Osiel Cardenas Guillen, 
who was sentenced to 25 years in prison last year.

Texas’ rig count up by three
HOUSTON (AP) —  The number o f r i ^  actively 

exploring for oil and natural gas in the U.S. is down by 
16 diis week to 1,973.

The Houston-based oilfield services company Baker 
Hughes Inc. reported Friday that 1,2% rigs were explor­
ing for oil and 670 for natural gas. Seven were listed 
as miscellaneous. A year ago this week Baker Hughes 
reported 1,715 active rigs.

O f the major oil- and gas-producing states, Texas and 
North Dakota gained three. Louisiana picked up o i k .

Oklahoma lost six rigs, and Peniuylvania dropped by 
four. Alaska lost three rigs, and Colorado fell by two. 
New Mexico, West Virginia and Wyoming lost one 
apiece.

Arkansas and California were unchanged.
The rig count peaked at 4,530 in 1981 and bottomed 

at 488 in 1999.

• FORT WORTH (AP) —  A 40-year-old man has been 
sentenced to life in prison for sexually abusing his girl- 
firiend’s two youitg dau^ters.

A Tarrant County jury Thursday convicted Mannix 
Todd o f two counts o f aggravated sexual assault for abus­
ing a 6-year-old girl and one count o f indecency-fondling 
for molesting a lO-year-oid. The jury deliberated just 15 
minutes before senteiKing him to life in prison on each 
o f  the first two counts and SO years on dw indecency 
charge. The sentences are to run concurrently.

Officiab said the abuse came to light when the young­
est girl told her brodier.
. Todd has a history o f felony convictions, including 
burglary and drug and weapons possession. Todd was on 
deferred adjudication probation for stabbing the son o f a 
63-yeaiK>ld woman who had been his common-law wife.

said  G uthrie. "I had 
left college in Billings, 
M ont. I was going to  
school out there, and 
som ewhere in 1% S, I 
cam e back to  New Y o ^ . 
There was ju st too m uch 
going on, and I m et 
people like G insberg, 
who w ould com e up to 
the apartm ent and sit 
aroimd. H e’d have me 
put music to beats poem s 
and stu ff like that. It was 
m ostly ju st a wonderful, 
w ondeiiul tim e for me, 
and I met a whole lot 
o f  other people that in 
some way have contrib­
uted to who I am .”

During the begiiming 
o f  his career, G uthrie 
recorded  songs like 
"A lice’s R estaurant” and 
“City o f  New O rleans,” 
a Steve Goodm an tune. 
In the 1980s, am id a 
changing musical land­
scape, Guthrie decided 
to  start up his own record 
label, called Rising Son 
Records.

“ W hen 1 first started 
recording, it was in 
the late 60s, and 1 was 
w orking w ith W arner 
B ro th ers , and we 
w orked together for a 
good 15 years or so, put­
ting out records every 
year, and at some point, 
the m usic changed,” he 
said . “ D isco becam e 
king. You know, things 
change, and they real­
ly d idn’t know how to 
m arket our kind o f  stu ff 
to the radios that d idn’t 
really want to play it. I 
thought we could do bet­
ter ourselves. We started 
our own record com pa­
ny. W e’ve been doing it 
well ever since.”

In 1991, G uthrie  
purchased the Trinity  
C hurch, a setting for 
“A lice’s Restaurant.”

“ I knew  on a folk 
s in g e r’s budget (it) 
w asn ’t going to hap­
pen,” he said. “But I 
had a big m ailing list 
o f  people who in some 
way or another wanted 
to be informed o f  what 
we were doing, and so 
I wrote them all a let­
ter and said. Why don’t 
we all get together and 
buy this place, and see 
i f  we can’t keep some 
o f  the spirit o f  the 60s 
going, as well as the 
spirit o f  earlier tim es 
where people were ju st 
helping each other out 
in the best way that they 
could, and so we put a 
down paym ent on the 
church.”

N ow  ca lled  T he 
Guthrie Center, the non­
profit interfaith church 
foundation provides pro-

Invc.stmcnt stratrqio.s. 
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gram s for kids, adults 
and sen ior citizens, a 
sum m er m usic (Kogram. 
five lunches once a week 
for the needy, seminars 
and a fim diaiser for a 
cure for H unting ton’s 
D isease, the d isorder 
which G uthrie’s father 
and grandm other both 
battled.

“W hat we have been 
able to do there is the 
kind o f  local programs 
that m eet the needs o f 
people w ho are right 
there ,” said  G uthrie. 
“ I love those kinds o f  
places. Too often people 
think you have to form a 
really big organization, 
a national som ething or 
other, or an international 
som ething or other, and 
too often those things 
are easily thwarted by 
vested interests to have 
other ideas. But nobody 
can stop the m illions 
o f  people who do lit­
tle things in their own 
hom etown.”

Guthrie has gained a 
reputation over the years 
for speaking out against 
war and social injustice, 
but the m usician says 
although he has a “ lib­
ertarian streak,” he 's  not 
particu la rly  involved 
with any political party. 
Most recently, he has 
iden tified  w ith the 
efforts o f  the Occupy 
m ovem ent, which has 
stretched  from Wall 
S treet to cities across 
the world.

“1 ju st find it incon­
ceivable that there are 
still people who believe 
that governm ent works 
best when it serves those 
w ith the m ost,” said 
G uthrie. “T h at’s why 
we had a revolution in 
the first place. 1 think 
that governm ent ought 
to serve everybody. It 
doesn’t do that these 
days. Everybody knows

that. T he T ea Party 
knows that, and so do 
the guys in the Occiq>y 
m ovem ent.”

Folk m usic o f  the 
60s shone a light on 
that “revo lu tion ,” and 
Guthrie doesn’t  think o f  
it as a genre or type 
o f  m usic, like classical 
music.

“ It’s really more than 
that,” he said. “ ... Folk 
music is all the other 
kinds o f  m usic. That 
includes jazz , rock and 
roll, blues, what we call 
folk m usic, h illb illy  
music and country and 
w estern m usic. T h at’s 
all folk m usic, because 
people learned how to 
play it from other folks. 
It’s as sim ple as that.

“So m ost tim es when 
people th ink  o f  folk 
singers, they’re thinking 
o f som e young person 
playing in the key o f  me, 
that th a t’s all it is. I t’s 
m uch m ore than that. 
It’s the history o f  people 
who have handed down 
that history in songs for 
countless generations. 
The old cow boy songs, 
the railroad songs, the 
slavery songs and all o f  
the tria ls and tribu la­
tions that people have 
ever gone through are in 
songs. T hat’s what folk 
music is to m e.”

The energy created 
by that m usical trad i­
tion o f passing on songs 
has been nurtured by 
musicians like Guthrie 
over the years, and he 
believes it is a huge part 
o f songs like “This Land 
is Your Land.”

“ If you ever have 
been to a place where 
som ething w onderfu l 
has happened, could be 
some kind o f  m iracle, 
or even a place where a 
great disaster has hap­
pened, those events 
leave im prints w here

In these times of tinkle-down eco­
nomics — with the money powers 
thinking that they’re the top dogs and 
that the rest of us are Just a bunch of 
fire hydrants — we have a need for 
the hard-hitting (yet uplifting) musi­
cal stories, social commentaries and 
inspired lyrical populism of Woody 
Guthrie.

This year will mark the 100th anni­
versary of the birth of this legendary 
grassroots troubadour, who came out 
of the Oklahoma du.st bowl to rally 
America’s “Just plain folks” to fight 
back against the elites who were 
knocking them down.

As we know, the elites are back, 
strutting around cockier than ever 
with their knocking-down ways -  
but now comes the good news out 
of Tulsa, Okla., that Woody, too, is 
being revived, spiritually speaking.

In a national collaboration between 
the Guthrie family and the George 
Kaiser Family Foundation, a center 
is being built in Tulsa to archive, 
present to the world and celebrate 
the marvelous songs, books, letters 
and other materials generated from 
Guthrie’s deeply fertile mind.

To give the center a proper kick- 
start, four great universities, the 
Grammy Museum, the Smithsonian 
Institution and the Kaiser Foundation 
are teaming up to host a combina­
tion of symposiums and concerts 
(think o f them as Woody-Palotnas) 
throughout this centennial year.

They begin today, March 10 at 
the University of Tulsa, then they 
move on down the road to Brooklyn 
College and on to the University of 
Southern California and Penn State 
University.

Lowest jobless rates 
in Midland, Odessa

MIDLAND (AP) —  All the drilling activity 
around the Permian Basin is producing not Just 
crude and natural gas but jobs that are flowing 
through every industrial sector of the region.

The strength o f the oil and gas economy helped 
Midland and Odessa pack a one-two punch in 
January, recording the two lowest unemploy­
ment rates in the state, according to the Texas 
Workforce Commission. Midland reported a 4.1 
percent rate, up from 3.7 percent in December but 
below the 4.9 percent of last January. Odessa was 
second with 4 9 percent, up from 4.6 percent in 
December and below the 6.8 percent rcpttrted last 
January.

January’s figures reflected the revisions the 
commission makes every February to its labor 
market data. Amarillo Economist Karr Ingham 
said the new figures were a sharp revision 
upward.

“(The revised figures) make the numbers look 
more like we suspected they would look like, 
given the economic expansion that’s occurring 
there,” he said.

For example, the commission originally reported 
non-farm employment o f 71,800 for Midland in 
December 2011, he said. Under the revisions, the 
commission said Midland had non-farm employ­
ment o f 76,000, a gain of 4,200 jobs.

In addition, the Workforce Commission also 
significantly revised the figures for 2011, Ingham 
said. Under the original figures, the December 
2011 employment was 3 percent higher than 
December 2010, which was 3 percent higher than 
December 2009, he said. Under the new figures, 
the commi'^.sion said December 2011 employ­
ment was 6.7 percent higher than December 
2010, which was actually 7.2 percent higher than 
December 2009. For the year. Midland averaged 
a job growth rate of 8.4 percent in 2011, Ingham 
said.

Revisions were more significant in oil and gas, 
which is part of the mining, logging and construc­
tion sector, Ingham said.

Emily Price Post was 
bom in 1872 and died in 
1060. Thirty years after 
her death. Life maga­
zine listed her as one of 
the 100 most important 
American women of the 
20th Century. According 
to historian Eiisther Aresty, 
in the way that Victrola 
identified phonographs, 
Kodak cameras and

Frigidaire —  refrigerators, 
Emily Post became a syn­
onym for etiquette.

The French word for 
ticket was actually the 
source for the English 
word etiquette. Etiquette 
is the measure o f how we 
treat one another. It reach­
es across age, class, race, 
gender and culture and can 
help create equality in our 
society.

There is a connection 
worth tracing between 
manners and politics.

Etiquette is the code of 
instinctive decency, ethical 
integrity and self-respect. 
Manners are like primary 
colors. There are certain 
rules and once you have 
those, you merely mix or 
adapt them to changing 
situations.

Emily Post was 14 when 
she proudly watched her 
father on the platform 
at the dedication of the 
Statue of Liberty in 1886.

Years later, this statue 
would welcome emigrants
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to our country who would 
read her book to learn 
how to become proper 
Americans.

Pageant Magazine stated 
that Emily Post influenced 
not only the maimers but 
also the morals o f the 
tuition.

Smith Headrick is a 
Texas native and a speech- 
language pathologist. She 
holds a bachelor of arts 
from Baylor University 
and a master’s in commu­
nication disorders from the 
University o f Oklahoma.

A professor emeritus

from Oklahoma State 
University, Headrick was 
an educator for 24 years. 
She and her husband, 
Charles, have three sons 
and three grandchildren.

She reviews one book 
each spring and has been 
presenting book reviews 
to the public for 15 years. 
She memorizes her text 
and presents the review in 
first-person.

The book review will be 
open to the public. Tickets 
are $10 each and will be 
available at the door.
