Pampa ninth graders dove into the 
English writing portion o f  the STAAR 
exam on M onday, marking the brand new

test’s debut in the Pampa Independent 
School District.

Curious about how her students felt 
about the test, Tanya Larkin took the 
proactive approach.

‘T asked some kids about it,” said the

Pampa High School principal.
“I said, ‘How did you feel,’ and they 

said it was the easiest test they ever took. 
O f course, that always scares you,” she 
continued with a laugh.

All joking aside, Larkin said that the 
new test’s first day in Pampa was encour­
aging and that, from an administrator’s 
standpoint, things went very smoothly.

“ It was good,” Larkin said. “We had all 
but two kids show up, which is amazing. 
The attendance was great. The attitudes

The two students who m issed the test 
were confirmed to be sick, Larkin said.

“Knock on wood, I hope we have as 
good a day tomorrow,” she added. “ I 
think it couldn’t have gone any better 
than I’d hoped.”

Groups unite to ‘light Up Awareness’ on abusive relationships

At 8 p.m. on Friday, an event to “light up” awareness 
on teen dating violence will take place at Central Park.

It is being organized by Students A gaiiut Destructive 
Decisions (SADD), Pampa Indqsendent School District 
Parent Involvement and the Tralee Crisis Center.

“The event is to create awareness about die dangers 
o f  dating violence and what respectful relationships are 
supposed to  be like,”  said Dee Dee Laram are o f  Tralee. 
“W e’ll share som e infbnnation, and the them e is ’Light

Up Awareness,’ so w e’ll hand out 
glow sticks and different things to 
do with lighting.”

Laramore said that one in three 
young adults will be in an abu­
sive relationship before the age o f 
22, and one in five will experience 
physical or sexual violence.

“We believe violent relationships 
can be prevented by helping teenag­
ers realize what a healthy relation­

ship is like,” she said. “A lot o f  people think o f  physical 
violence as dating violence, but there are other ways that 
people can be threatening.”

Laram ore includes language, texting excessively, 
spreading rumors or trying to control activities as abu­
sive behavior.

“It may not leave a physical mark, but it leaves an

emotional mark,” she said.
How relationships are portrayed in American cul­

ture can also be confusing to teenagers, according tc 
Laramore.

“I worry that when teerugers watch shows like ‘Jersey 
Shore,’ they think that th is is the way relationships arc 
supposed to be like,” she said. “We want to help them 
realize that’s not real life, and that’s not what they 
should expect from a relationship.”

“In a h ^ t h y  relationship, partners respect each othei 
and give each other freedom,” she added. “There’s trust 
involved. They aren’t rude or mean to each other, and 
they aren’t controlling. They w ant w hat’s best for the 
other person, and they want to  protect each other.” 

Laramore also mentioned the characters on “I Love 
Lucy” as an example o f  an unhealthy relationship, as 
Lucy reggkurly lies to Ricky, in part, because o f  his

The 49-year-old Newbury was to  die Feb. 1 but woo 
a reprieve while the Supreme Court was considering an 
Arbuma case that raised the same issues. That inmate 
won his appeal earlier diis month.

Newbury and six other inmates killed a suburban 
Dallas police officer after fleeing a South Texaa prison. 
Two gang members already have been executed.

The second Texas inmate, Ivan Cantu, was convicted 
o f  a fatal shooting during a 2000 robbery in Dallas.

Guneron G>. to get fifth bridge
BROW NSVILLE (AP) - Plans are m oving forward for 

Cameron County to get its fifth bridge to  M exico.
The San Antonio Express-News reports that a  com m it­

tee named by die Cameron County conunisskm en has 
accepted proposals from four engineering firms for the 
Flor de M ayo International Bridge.

The plarmed non-cmnmercial bridge is set to  link 
retailers in the city o f  Brownsville to  an industrial park 
in M atamoros, located across the R io Grande in M exico.

County Administrator Pete Sepulveda says the bridge 
will give new access to factory employees w ho w ant to 
shop or visit family.

Cameron County Judge Carlos Cascos says any open­
ing date for the bridge is five to  seven years away.

The bridge will be the first to  open in Cameron County 
since the Veteran’s International Bridge in 1999.

Next 
m onth, the region will 
boost im ports o f  other 
regions’ employees to 12 
per week, Crimmins said.

CPS defines a “back- 
logged case" as an allega­
tion o f  abuse or neglect 
that CPS case readers or 
“screeners“ have classified 
as needing investigation 
but on which no further 
action has been taken for 
at least 60 days. Normally, 
investigators are supposed 
to visit children and fami 
lies witiiin several days o f 
a report. They also, though

not necessarily immediate­
ly, interview alleged per­
petrators and confer with 
adults who regularly have 
contact with the alleged 
victims.

The price o f  gasoline is 
less than a dim e away 
from last year’s high.

The nationwide average 
for a gallon o f  gas r e a c h ^  
$3.90 on Monday.

And the price typically 
rises in the weeks ahead 
o f  Memorial Day weekend 
rCO  the traditional kick­
o ff o f  the summer driving 
season.

The national average 
peaked last year in early 
May at an average price 
o f  $3.98 per gallon. The 
record high o f  $ 4 .11 was 
set in July 2008.

The price o f  gasoline 
has risen this year along 
w ith the price o f  crude oil. 
B enchm uk U.S. crude is 
up by 8 percent already, 
l i i e  price o f  a barrel 
fell 20 cents to $106.67 
M onday in New York. 
Brent crude, which is used 
to price oil imported by 
U.S. refineries, added 19 
cents to $125.32 per barrel 
in London.

Oil has been rising this 
year as W estern nations 
confront Iran over its 
nuclear program . They 
fear that Iran is building a 
weapon, though it denies

the claim. Western lead­
ers are trying to  cut o ff 
Iran’s oil revenues through 
a variety o f  sanctions. 
In hopes o f  forcing it to 
negotiate.

Representatives ftum the 
U.S. and five other nations 
are expected to  meet with 
Iran in April for a new 
round o f talks about its 
nuclear program , diplo­
mats told The Associated 
Press. The country turned 
away international inspec­
tors in February.

Meanwhile, natural gas 
prices are close to hitting 
a 10-year low. The futures

contract dropped 2.5 cents 
to $2.25 per 1,000 cubic 
feet in midday trading. It 
fell as low as $2.224 per

Natural gas prices have* 
plummeted this year due to  * 
a recent production boom 
and unseasonably warm 
temperatures.

The com pany that m akes 
“p ink slim e” 'suspended 
operations M onday at 
three o f  four plants w here 
the b e e f ingredient is 
m ade, saying offic ia ls 
w ould w ork to address 
recen t public concern  
about the product.

B eef Products Inc. will 
suspend operations at 
plants in A m arillo, Texas; 
G arden City, Kan.; and 
W aterloo, Iowa, accord­
ing to Craig Letch, the 
com pany’s d irec to r o f  
food safety and quality 
assurance. The com pa­
ny’s plant at its Dakota 
Dunes, S.D ., headquarters 
will continue operations.

“W e feel like when peo­
ple can start to understand 
the truth and reality then 
our business will come 
back,” Letch said. “ I t’s 
100 percent beef.”

Federal regulators say

the am m onia-treated fill­
er, know n in \h e  Industry 
as “lean, finely textured 
beef,” m eets food safe­
ty  standards. But critics 
say the product could be 
unsafe and is an unappe­
tizing exam ple o f  indus­
trialized food production.

The low-cost ingredient 
is made from fatty bits o f 
m eat left over from other 
cuts. The bits are heated 
and spun to  rem ove most 
o f  the fat. The lean mix 
then is com pressed into 
blocks for use in ground 
m eat. The product is 
exposed  to  am m onium  
hydroxide gas to  kill bac­
teria, such as E. coli and 
salm onella.

The result is a product 
that is as much as 97 per­
cent lean beef. Letch said.

T oday’s H ighlight ia  H istory:
On March 27, 1912, first lady Helen Herron Taft 

and the wife of Japan’s ambassador to the United 
States, Viscountess Chinda, planted the first two 
of 3,000 cherry trees given as a gift by the mayor 
of Tokyo on the north bank o f Washington, D.C.’s 
Tidal Basin.

O n th b  date :
In 1513, Spanish explorer Juan Ponce de Leon 

sighted present-day Florida.
In 1625, Charles 1 acceded to the English throne 

upon the death o f James 1.
In 1794, Congress approved “An Act to provide 

a Naval Armament” of six armed ships.
In 1836, the first Mormon temple was dedicated 

in Kirtland, Ohio.
In 1911, Fort Lauderdale, Fla., was incorporated.
In 1942, American servicemen were granted free 

mailing privileges.
In 1958, Nikita Khrushchev became Soviet 

premier in addition to First Secretary of the 
Communist Party.

In 1964, Alaska was hit by a powerful earthquake 
and tsunamis that killed about 130 people.

In 1968, Soviet cosmonaut Yuri Gagarin, the first 
man to orbit the Earth, died in a plane crash.

You’re Mitt Romney, and after 

six arduous - sometimes embar­
rassing — years of campaigning, the 
Republican presidential nomination, 
while still beyond your reach, may be 
finally in view.

A fight for Trayvon is a war against stereotypes
As 1 walked the streets of New York 

the other day, I saw several white 
youths with hoodies, tattoos and nose 
rings. Not one time did it enter my 
mind that they could be skinheads.

W'hile walking into the Howard 
University Hospital in Washington 
earlier that day, a few African- 
Americans rocked various types of 
hoodies. There wasn’t a knot in my 
stomach; I didn’t cross the street out 
of fear; and no, 1 didn’t nervously look 
around for a cop or two.

As a native of Houston, I grew up 
in a black neighborhood. Went to a 
black church. Attended mostly black 
schtxtis. I’ve seen every kind of black 
person possible. The drug dealer. The 
doctor. The bully. The letter carrier. 
The crack addict. The city council­
man. And never have 1 walked in fear 
of black folks, who have given me no 
reason to be scared.

Oh, let’s be clear; I’ve seen a group of 
menacing-looking black folks who scared 
the heck out of me. But I can say the same 
for whites, Hispanics aiKl Asians.

What the
Trayvon Martin 
murder should tell 
us is that the stereo- 
typtes that we have 
of people can have 
deadly consequenc­
es. For Martin, he 
was nothing more 
than a young man 
wearing athletic 
shoes, jeans and a 
hoodie. For George
Zimmerman, that’s -------------------
the uniform of a suspicious person. 
And it was on the basis of that simple 
observation that Zimmerman followed 
him in his car, got out, accosted him 
and eventually gunned him down.

It has been amazing to listen to the 
reaction of some folks. But nothing 
got me more charged up than hear­
ing Geraldo Rivera say on “Fox & 
Friends” that by wearing a hoodie, 
Martin contributed to his own death.

“When you see a kid walking down 
the street — particularly a dark-

skinned kid like my son Cruz, who 
I constantly yelled at when he was 
going out wearing a damn hoodie or 
those pants around his ankles, ‘Take 
that hood off!’ — people look at you, 
and what’s the instant identification? 
What’s the instant association? It’s 
those crime scene surveillance tapes,!’ 
Rivera said.

“Every time you see someone stick­
ing up a 7-Eleven, the kid’s wearing {i 
hoodie. Every time you see a mugging 
on a surveillance camera or they get 
the old lady in the alcove, it’s a kid 
wearing a hoodie. You have to recog­
nize that this whole stylizing yourseU 
as a ‘gangsta’ — you’re going to bf 
a gangsta wannabe? Well, people arc 
going to perceive you as a menace. 
That’s what happens. It is an instant 
reflexive action.” ,

He later added: “When you see 9 
black or a Latino youngster — par­
ticularly on the street — you walk to 
the other side of the street. You try 
to avoid that confrontation. Trayvon

Barry Haenisch, super­
intendent o f the Pampa 
Independent School District, 
echoed Larkin’s confidence.
